Notes toward reading the file

The first column contains information about the grant application and status of the grant project.  The first item is the name of the applicant/s; where this is an organization or institution, the name of the responsible individual/s and/or named researcher/s is included.  The indication of State or Territory jurisdiction in parentheses indicates the location of the applicant.  This is followed by the title of the project and the region in parentheses designates area/s where work is to be conducted (“A” = Australia wide relevance). 

The third item indicates the amount in Australian dollars granted to the applicant to support the project; this could be significantly different from the funds sought by the applicant.  

The forth item is the grant number; “R/” indicates a project supported from allocated RAPP funds; “L/” indicates a “limited grant” (program discontinued in 1996); “G/” indicates a funds allocated from the general grants program.  An ** following the grant number indicates incomplete reporting of grant.

The second column contains information relating to the reports provided to the Institute that have resulted from the grant project, and – occasionally – from related projects.  Written reports may be designated by these descriptors:

R nn/nnn numbers a Report received by AIATSIS; IRn n/nnn numbers an Interim Report.

Ms and pMs represent Manuscript and Pamphlet Manuscripts held by AIAS Library.

Ms xxx or pMs xxx indicates that, while the volume is held by the Library, it either (a) awaits expressions of options from the depositor; or (b) is part of a backlog of unaccessioned materials; and is not yet available to readers.

B... indicates a monograph number.

Photographs are held by name of photographer or depositor, and the collection designation is provided along with the film numbers: Nnnnn indicates a series of negatives (black and white or colour), while colour transparencies are given individual numbers.

Cinematographic film and video are indexed primarily by title and by name of depositor; LVnnn indicates a video, LFnnn indicates a film.  Similarly, audio tapes are indexed primarily by title and by name of depositor.

Importantly for researchers, the Ms, pMs and visual and audio catalogue information in the second column can be used as search data in MURA, the Institute’s catalogue.  These “call signs” will take the inquirer to the detailed catalogue entry and information as to where the item is held and the Access and Use restrictions imposed by the depositor.  Similarly, the Grant Number data can be used to retrieve a record from the Library catalogue.
