Year 9/10 English/ Media Arts
Storyboard — Wiradjuri warrior, Windrayne
Suggested duration: Two lessons

Summary
In this unit of work, students will learn about the life of Wiradjuri warrior, Windrayne. They will use information from The Little Red Yellow Black Book to create a storyboard in which they plan out a sequence of scenes that tells the biographical history of the events in which Windradyne was involved in the 1800s. In doing this task students will also be revising their knowledge of camera techniques (shots, angles and movements) and transitions between shots and mise en scene in film making.

Windradyne, a Wiradjuri warrior, was a key resistance figure in the Bathurst War in 1824. When Governor Brisbane came to power, the pace of settlement greatly increased west of the Blue Mountains, increasing competition on traditional food sources. (The Little Red Yellow Black Book, p. 145).


Learning outcomes
1. Students will create a storyboard to demonstrate their use of text structures, language and visual features to convey meaning.
2. Students will be able to use their film making skills to identify and examine cultural values and beliefs.

Preparation: Photocopy A4 size copies of Activity worksheet 1 and A3 size copies of Activity worksheet 2

Step 1 Take the students through the explanation of storyboards and the technical material on camera work, transitions and mise en scene from the Teacher resource sheet. Point out the purpose of a storyboard in film making. Show students a sample storyboard; there are many examples found on the internet.

Step 2 Read the story of Windradyne aloud to the students. You’ll find the story in The Little Red Yellow Black Book, p 145.

Step 3 Distribute Activity worksheets 1 and 2 and explain how students are to complete the task. Assign the remaining lesson time for students to begin this task.

Step 4 Ask students to continue working on the storyboard in the next lesson, then set a final submission date for the project.
