Constable Rolfe was
acquitted of murdering Mr
Walker at a March trial, igniting
grief and anger in Yuendumu,
with some community members
decrying the justice system as

if there is systemic racism or
cultural bias in the NT police
force, whether it has been
militarised and if the
unnecessary use of force
has increased.

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Urea plant approval

outrages opponents

TRADITIONAL
Owners from
Murujuga in
Western Australia’s
Pilbara region are
outraged by the
Federal Government'’s
decision to approve the
construction of a new fertiliser
plant on their homelands which
they say will desecrate sacred
rock art and petroglyphs.

Environment Minister Tanya
Plibersek announced on August
23 that a Section 9 application
under the Aboriginal and Torres
Strait Islander Heritage Protection
Act (ATSHIPA) to pause works on
Perdaman's urea plant
near Karratha had been rejected.

The announcement came after
the minister visited the site a week
earlier and met with members of
Perdaman and the Murujuga
Aboriginal Corporation.

Home to more than a million
petroglyphs dating back more
than 40,000 years, Murujuga is a
special place and contains the
oldest, largest collection of
Aboriginal rock art in the world.

And even though Murujuga has
been nominated for a UNESCO
world heritage listing, the site is
also home to Australia's largest
fossil fuel project, Woodside
Energy’s Burrup Hub — the latest
addition of the massive
Scarborough gas project.

Clinton Walker, a descendant
of the Ngarluma and Yindjibarndi
people, runs Ngurrangga Tours.
His company specialises in tours
of the petroglyphs and
surrounding areas.

Mr Walker started Ngurrangga
Tours to educate and immerse
people in the ways of his culture
and history so that they can
understand more about Pilbara
Aboriginal culture and country.

He said he is feeling gutted
knowing that another industrial
plant is going to be built in
Murujuga.

“l thought the government
would've stepped up for us,”

Mr Walker said.

“But we should have known the
government are useless.”

“The government are always
going to approve mining. They've
proven time and time again that
they’ll put their industrial interests
ahead of our Aboriginal heritage.”

When he heard that the
Section 9 application had been
rejected, Mr Walker said he felt
“lost”.

“I'm supposed to be out today
teaching kids about the area and
Murujuga and the rock art, but |
don't know if | can today because
it just feels a bit pointless,” Mr
Walker said.

“It feels pointless because the
way things are going, we’re not
going to have any rock art left in
the future to teach about, so I'm
feeling pretty down.”

Environment Minister Tanya

Clinton Walker, a descendant of the Ngarluma and Yindjibarndi people is “gutted” knowing another
industrial plant is going to be built in Murujuga.

Plibersek said she is comfortable
with the project proceeding.

Ms Plibersek acknowledged
the Murujuga Aboriginal
Corporation and their Circle of
Elders as the most representative
organisation on cultural
knowledge for the five traditional
owner groups in the region.

“The Murujuga Aboriginal
Corporation does not support the
making of the Section 9
declaration, based on agreements
they made with (Perdaman) on
the appropriate cultural treatment
of the sites,” Ms Plibersek told
ABC Radio National.

“Traditional owners — like any
group — can sometimes have
different views,” she said.

“l am satisfied, however, that
the Murujuga Aboriginal
Corporation are the legally
constituted and democratically
elected group that safeguards
First Nations culture in the Burrup
area.”Perdaman chair Vikas

Murujuga Traditional Custodians Raelene Cooper and Josie Alec are
outraged that the Section 9 application was dismissed.

Rambal told the ABC that he
welcomed the Minister's decision.

“It was an informed decision ...
| am very pleased with the
process she followed,” he said.

“This Section 9 dismissal is a
testimony of that check of the
state and federal systems.”

The project plans to use
natural gas from Woodside's
Scarborough gas project to create
approximately two million tonnes
of urea fertiliser.

Mr Rambal said the
construction of the plant should
start by the end of October this

year, with the first production of
urea expected in late 2025 or
early 2026.

Murujuga Traditional
Custodians Raelene Cooper and
Josie Alec made the Section 9
application. They launched the
Save Our Songlines campaign
last year to share their concerns
of First Nations custodians about
the threat posed by the fossil fuel
industry to their sacred Murujuga
rock art.

In a joint statement the women
said the Environment Minister's
decision had been made based on
"faulty reasoning and false
conclusions”, also claiming that
members of the Murujuga
Aboriginal Corporation had been
gagged from expressing
opposition.

“This is a very disappointing
decision by a Minister who clearly
hasn’t done her homework.

“If she had read through all the
documents provided as part of the
Section 9 process she would not
have made this decision, which is
based on faulty reasoning and
false conclusions.

“The Minister refers to a
handful of sites but the documents
provided to her by Perdaman
mention up to twenty sites that will
be impacted by this proposal.”

Ms Cooper and Ms Alec said
the Environment Minister
suggested the Murujuga
Aboriginal Corporation is legally
constituted to speak for Traditional
Custodians but its own members
and elders say they are gagged
and cannot oppose or object to
projects.

“The Minister wrongly suggests
that the Murujuga Circle of Elders
unanimously approved the
Perdaman project but Elders
repeatedly expressed opposition
to relocating rock art.

“Mardudhunera women are not
represented on the Circle of
Elders despite being one of the
five language groups. Murujuga
Traditional Custodians and the
wider community are outraged
and disappointed by this
decision.”

Last month hundreds of
people came together in the
largest ever protest on the
Burrup and marched to the
proposed Perdaman site, where
sacred rock art will be removed
and desecrated.

Mc Cooper and Ms Alec said it
is incoherent and dangerous to
refuse to protect these sacred
sites on Murujuga while the
Minister is still considering a
cultural heritage assessment
under Section 10 of the Act.

“The community, the country
and the whole world will be
outraged if this leads to another
Juukan Gorge because the
Federal Government wouldn’t
stand up to industry and protect
sacred Aboriginal sites.”

The Murujuga Aboriginal
Corporation were
contacted for comment.

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Temaana’s star i1s on the rise

MULTI-DIMENSIONAL
Adnyamathanha,
Narungga and
Yarluyandi artist
Temaana
Sanderson-
Bromley was
announced the winner
of the prestigious Don Dunstan
Foundation OUR MOB Emerging
Artist Prize during the 2022 OUR
MOB awards ceremony at
Adelaide Festival Centre last
month. Along with the
acknowledgement of his
creativity, the award also has a
purse of $5,000.

At 18 years old, Sanderson-
Bromley is the youngest person
to ever win the Emerging Artist
Prize.

He impressed the judges with
his multiple artworks including
hand painted ceramics, acrylic
on wood sculptures and giclee

print on archival cotton rag
paper.

The artworks were inspired by
his Country, the Flinders
Ranges, and represent the
diverse landscapes and colours.

He references different
Dreaming stories such as the
Yurlu (Kingfisher man) story that
details how Wilpena Pound and
Flinders Rangers were created.

“I draw a lot of motivation
from my family my people and
my culture,” Sanderson-Bromley
told the Koori Mail.

“When I'm on yarta (country)
and see, | want to express it
through my art as best | can.

“| started my art journey in
2018 when my sister (Iteka
Sanderson-Bromley) was
finishing Year 12 art course.

“At the time she was
producing a plethora of works.

“She then roped me into
creating my own work and
through having the access to a
studio and mentoring from Liz
Wauchope | was able to begin to
develop and grow my art skills.

“l also collect ideas from my
day to day life and things that
happen around me.”

Since its inception in 2006,
Adelaide Festival Centre’s OUR
MOB has showcased the quality
and diversity of art by South
Australian First Nations artists,
boosting the careers of many
artists, and generating direct-to-
artist sales to support their art
practices.

INDIGENOUS,
human rights and
legal advocates
are pushing for
all states and

territories to raise
the age of legal
responsibility from 10 to 14.

Cheryl Axleby, co-chair of
Change the Record, the
campaign to reduce over-
representation of First Nations
people in jail, said children
should be looked after in
communities, homes and
schools — not sent to prison.

“We are calling on every
state and territory government
to heed the medical, legal and
child development experts who
have been crystal clear: no
child under the age of 14 years
old should be arrested, hauled
before a court or convicted of a
criminal offence,” she said.

In NSW, a petition signed by
more than 60,000 people calling
for the government to raise the
age was delivered to NSW
Attorney-General Mark
Speakman, by Labor
representative Michael Daley,
and Greens representative Sue
Higginson.

NSW/ACT Aboriginal Legal
Service (ALS) chief executive
Karly Warner said that the
petition demands an end to the
practice of arresting,
handcuffing, strip-searching and
jailing children as young as 10.

“It's basic decency and
common sense that children
need support, love and second
chances — they belong in their
homes, in schools and in
playgrounds, not behind bars,”
Ms Warner said.

In March, a NSW budget
estimates hearing revealed that
293 children aged between 11
and 13 had spent time in
custody in 2021.

More than half of these children
were Aboriginal or Torres Strait
Islander.

“As part of its Closing the
Gap commitments, the NSW
Government has promised to
reduce the rate of Aboriginal
children and young people in
detention by at least 30%,”

Ms Warner said.

“Raising the age of legal
responsibility to 14 would not
only bring us in line with
international standards, it would
also bring NSW much closer to
honouring this commitment.”

In Queensland, Attorney-
General Shannon Fentiman
received a petition containing
26,853 signatures, calling for
the age of criminal responsibility
to be raised from 10 to 14 years
old.

The push came less than a
week after a heated debate in
State Parliament about the
issue, with the Queensland
Government voting down a bill
to raise the age to 14 years.
Currently, 10 to 13 year olds
can be arrested, strip searched
and imprisoned in Queensland.

Attorney-General Shannon
Fentiman told Parliament that
the Queensland bhill had come
ahead of a federal decision
between Attorneys-General
nationwide about raising the
age, and the lack of a suitable
framework to deal with 10 to 14
year olds’ harmful behaviour.

Aboriginal and Torres Strait
Islander Legal Service (QId)
chief executive Shane Duffy
asked Queenslanders how they
would feel if their 10 year old
was locked-up.

Nationally, more than
200,000 people have signed the
#RaiseTheAge petition. As well
as petition handovers in each
state and territory, the national
petition was presented to
Commonwealth Attorney-
General Mark Dreyfus and
Minister for Indigenous
Australians Linda Burney.
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Apology delivered for nursing’s racist past

LAST month
Professor Karen
Strickland, chair
of the Council of
Deans of Nursing

and Midwifery
(CDNM) delivered an

apology to Aboriginal and Torres

Strait Islander people, for the
hurt and harm caused by non-
Indigenous nurses and
midwives.

Prof Strickland addressed
more than 300 delegates
attending the 2022 Congress of
Aboriginal and Torres Strait
Islander Nurses and Midwives

(CATSINaM) national conference

on Gadigal land in Sydney.
The apology acknowledged
the historical contributions of
nurses and midwives in the
implementation of racially
discriminatory government
policies, that intentionally or
indirectly harmed Indigenous

people under the guise of ‘care’.

Nurses and midwives were
involved in, and in some cases
still are, causing harm to
individuals, families and
communities, and the
professions denied Indigenous
people entry into and influence

within the nursing and midwifery

professions and health service
delivery.

Bwgcolman woman Dr Lynore
Geia responded to the Council of
Deans of Nursing and Midwifery

National Apology on behalf of
CATSINaM.

“An apology from the nursing

and midwifery professions is
welcomed and long overdue,”
Dr Geia said.

SYSTEMIC racism
underpins
Aboriginal deaths
in custody and
authorities are not
doing enough to
address it, the Northern Territory
Australian of the Year says.

Leanne Liddle called out a
range of failings she said
contributed to more than 500
deaths since a 1991 royal
commission into the issue.

A law graduate and former
police officer who is an Aboriginal
justice director at the NT
Department of Justice, Ms Liddle
made the remarks in a speech at
Flinders University in Melbourne.

“We know about the roles that

transition and engagement
program for young people aged

Short for Yiliyapinya which
means brain from the
Wankumara (Galali) language,
the Yili Program seeks to break
the cycle of detention by
providing a bridging program to
help young Indigenous people
transition into mainstream
community and schooling.

The program offers a second
chance for children excluded
from all other schools the
opportunity to heal, prepare and
demonstrate they are ready to
re-enter more traditional

schooling models.

Linking with existing
educational, employment and
support programs, Yili focuses on
the social benefits of community
with culture, wellbeing, and
educational outcomes.

The local Aunties, Uncles and
Elders play a major role in
designing and delivering cultural
activities as well as mentoring.
The Solid Voices of Tomorrow
Project won the Youth
Participation Award.

Solid Voices of Tomorrow is
a Queensland Aboriginal and
Torres Strait Islander Child
Protection Peak (QATSCIPP)
project that supports young
people to use their voices to tell
their own stories.

QATSCIPP invited 14
indigenous young people to act
as advisers and meet with the
peak body regularly to share
their views and be involved in
the development of programs,
initiatives and policies.

The young people were
active, paid members of the
working group and shared thier
ideas and concepts that would
allow them to have more agency
in their own lives.

QCPW kicked off last Sunday,
September 4, (Father’s Day)
and runs until Saturday,
September 10.

The week will be celebrated
with about 100 events being held
across the state to highlight child
protection.

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The campaign heats up
in fight for Marrabinya

By CATHERINE HUNT

MOB in western
NSW are asking
why a successful
Indigenous health
program is being
defunded at the end
of the year, effectively shutting
the program down. Patients,
health workers and their
supporters are planning to gather
in Dubbo on Saturday, September
23, for a peaceful march and rally
to protest the planned closure of
Marrabinya, the health service
that has been providing
supplementary care and support
to Aboriginal and Torres Strait
Islander people living with chronic
illness in western NSW since
2016. The organisers hope to
demonstrate the vital role the
program plays in providing better
care for people in the region.

Designed with Close the Gap
objectives in mind, the
Marrabinya program is a unique
model. It was set up by the
Western Primary Health Network
(PHN), which oversees an area
twice the size of the UK, as an
Integrated Team Care (ITC)
program — an Australian
Government funded strategy
seeking to address Indigenous-
specific chronic disease. On the
recommendation of the PHN'’s
Aboriginal Health Council, the
Marrabinya program was
developed by Maari Ma, an
Aboriginal community-controlled
health organisation serving
communities in far western NSW,
rather than being put out for
public tender. As an Indigenous-
led program, Marrabinya is able
to deliver coordinated,
multidisciplinary health services
with cultural care across an
enormous area.

The chronic diseases
prioritised under the Marrabinya
program are cardiovascular
disease, diabetes, chronic
respiratory disease, chronic
kidney disease and cancer.

Coordinating these
activities could be complicated
and time-consuming for people in
remote and regional areas and
the service aimed to streamline
the process.

Ms Jeffries, who has worked
with the program since its
inception, described the service’s
record as “unprecendented”.

She told ABC radio that of
Marrabinya’s 4000-plus clients
not one has had to go onto public
waiting lists instead, they were
contacted within 24 hours by one
of the service’s 10 Carelink
workers, who then linked clients
to the appropriate specialists,
organising travel and
accommodation for the client.

The program has been
successful, with thousands of
clients accessing the service
since 2016.

Health care providers, local
GPs, community organisations
and local councils and councillors
have all thrown their support
behind the program, joining the
growing number of voices calling
on the Federal Government to
intervene to stop the closure.

BARCALDINE’S
Desert Dust
dancers were
thrilled to have
the opportunity
to perform at the
recent Mount Isa rodeo
because most of them either
come from the town, or close
by.
They board for school in
‘Barcy’, as an alternative to
travelling down south.

“The kids are essentially all
from up here,” Alice River
Aboriginal Student Hostel
owner/operator Cheryl
Thompson said.

“We have the only privately
run and operated Aboriginal
student hostel and we take in
kids from the remote
communities from around
Mount Isa.

“And they come down and
they go to school, so it is
essentially like a boarding
school.

“We have 32 enrolled at the
local state high school, from
year six, so 11-year-olds
through to our year 12, most of
whom are 18.

“We'll have three boys

graduating this year, the ones
who graduated last year, they
actually now stay with us and
work as house parents.”

Cheryl said it had taken
them some years to figure out
how to navigate the system.

“So we started from scratch,
we didn't have any idea how to
run a hostel,” she said.

“It has taken us a long time
to work out because we're only
funded through ABSTUDY, so
we support the families with
their applications.”

She said she had her own
reasons for giving it a go.

“I went to year 12 in Barcy,
and | went away to become a
school teacher,” she said.

“l taught for 20 years in
Brisbane and schools around
there, then | came home to do
a project to help parents with
their kids at school.

“I came across these kids in
Longreach and even though
they lived across the road from
the school, their attendance
was low and their literacy and
numeracy was extremely low.

“I thought ‘what is going
on?’ We had three houses on
there which we just converted
into a hostel and started the
ball rolling.

“So there were eight kids
and then they were only girls
and it has grown from there.

“We don't advertise, it is just
all family, word of mouth.

“And coming up here to
rodeo, | get to catch up with all
of the ex-students, the eldest
would now be 26.”

She said they were family
grouped, so they were not in
isolation, and they worked
outside of school.

“As tour guides and as
artists,” Cheryl said.

“We've taken on the
contract at the school as the
tuck shop and in the
afternoons they work either
with us or in local jobs or
businesses.

“We got a couple at IGA,
one does work experience at
the mechanics or tyre centre,
one is at the builders, one is a
cabinet maker and we've got
one at the butchers as well.

“There’s a couple on a
station and then the rest pretty
much work for us at our cafe or
our Desert Dreaming Centre
doing tours and catering.

“It is a beautiful life that we
have, it is an absolute joy and
a privilege to live and be a part
of their lives.”

Cheryl said their artwork
had also been put up for sale
at the rodeo markets.

“The Queensland Desert
Mob Art, that's what we're
calling the kids work, is on all
of the giftware,” she said.

“The next venture is
photography, it is just another
job or employment for the kids.

“This is all my artwork that
we've put all the prints on,
just to show the kids the
possibilities.

“We have photos in there of
the kids and a bit of one of
their exhibitions they had in the
other gallery.

“And then we've invited two
other ladies from Cairns who
are doing basket weaving and
badge making and jewellery.

“They're going to come back
to Barcaldine and do some
workshops with the kids in
basket weaving and jewellery-
making, so it is all for the kids.”

She said they danced a
couple of times a month for
tour buses that came through.

“This is the frist time we've
danced at the Mount Isa
Rodeo, we danced at the
Longreach Rodeo as well.

“l think they did a great job,”
Cheryl said.

Rodeo boys
keep riding
‘em rough

“We all placed up the
Cherbourg Rodeo last year,
so | thought I'd bring the
winners up,” Damien said.

“We got funding from
Stanwell, Tarong power
station and Silver Lining
helped us out.

“It's our first time going to
Mount Isa, and this
Indigenous event makes it
easier.

“I was talking with some of
the other guys from other
communities and they just
want to represent their elders,
and past elders that used to
ride in the rodeo.

“We also want to represent

our community and our elders
that passed away that used to
ride in the rough talk events.”
Damien said Beau was
more than happy to be on

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Inquiry to probe
outback shooting

IT'S already been the
subject of a high-
profile murder trial
and next a coroner
will examine the
outback police
shooting of an
Indigenous man.

Kumanjayi Walker died on
November 9, 2019 when
Constable Zachary Rolfe shot him
three times in the remote
community of Yuendumu, 290km
north-west of Alice Springs.

The inquest which started on
Monday will explore why police
wanted to arrest the 19-year-old
and how his death affected his
family and community.

Constable Rolfe, 30, was
acquitted of murdering Mr Walker
at a March trial, igniting grief and
anger in Yuendumu with some
community members decrying the
justice system as racist.

Coroner Elisabeth Armitage
had planned for the inquest to
start at Yuendumu, but the two-
day sitting was cancelled last
month amid rising tensions.

Kumanjayi Walker

Counsel assisting the coroner,
Peggy Dwyer, said the community
was in a state of high conflict and
community members don't feel
comfortable having outsiders,
including journalists, spending
time in the community.

Ms Armitage had previously
said the hearing, set down for
three months, would give the
teenager's family and community

the chance to express distress,
concerns and hopes for the future.

“We will endeavour to not
simply hear them, but understand
them,” she during a directions
hearing soon after Constable
Rolfe's trial.

“In a fair and balanced way,
we will seek to better understand
what happened ... and why it
happened, with the goals of
determining the truth and making
recommendations that may assist
in preventing future deaths in
similar circumstances.”

The inquest will also explore
if there is systemic racism or
cultural bias in the NT police
force, whether it has
been militarised and if this
unnecessary use of force has
increased.

It will also probe whether Mr
Walker received adequate medical
treatment after Constable Rolfe
fired three shots into his torso
from close range as the pair and
another officer scuffled inside a
dark room in Mr Walker’s
grandmother’s home.

Mr Walker had stabbed the
officer in the moments before and
threatened two other policemen
with an axe three days earlier as
he escaped being arrested and
fled into the bush.

Mr Walker died on the floor of
the local police station about an
hour after Constable Rolfe's
second shot ripped through his
spleen, lung, liver and a kidney.

The inquest’s 54-item issues
list also asks whether Constable
Rolfe was suffering any health
issues and whether he was taking
medication to treat them.

Constable Rolfe’s training for
the use of force and firearms will
also be examined, along with the
force's broader policies and
procedures, and whether they
were complied with when police
were sent from Alice Springs to
the remote community to arrest
Mr Walker.

Evidence will be sought about
whether Constable Rolfe provided
accurate and honest information
when he applied to the police
force and if the conduct of his

three team members has been the
subject of any disciplinary action.

Other issues to be canvassed
include whether the fairness or
efficiency of the police force’s
coronial investigation was
compromised, and if Mr Walker’s
family and community were
adequately supported during
the process.

Among the parties that will be
represented at the inquest are Mr
Walker's family, the Yuendumu
community, Constable Rolfe, NT
Health and the North Australian
Aboriginal Justice Agency.

Constable Rolfe’s lawyer Luke
Officer had previously raised
concerns about some of the
issues concerning his client,
including the probe into drug use,
his integrity, recruitment and any
complaints or disciplinary action
he may have been the subject of.

Ms Dwyer said the inquest
would not be a roving royal
commission into Constable Rolfe's
actions and would focus on the
NT Police Force response.

Rocket mission
patch features

THE old and the
new —a
boomerang and
a 21st-century
rocket — have
been brought
together on a special
mission patch designed by a
local Indigenous artist to mark
an upcoming test launch in
South Australia.

The next mission from
Southern Launch's Koonibba
Test Range will blast off in
coming weeks with preparations
already underway.

Koonibba artist Kevina Ware
designed the patch, the first of
more to be commissioned by
the company for future
programs.

“This design depicts the two
forms of defence, from
traditional to modern day, being
the boomerang and the rocket,”
Ms Ware said.

“The footprints represent the
Aboriginal people that have
walked through this country
from the land to the sea for
thousands of years. and the
camps are where the people
now reside in the area.”

Southern Launch chief
executive Lloyd Damp said Ms
Ware’s work was part of the
company's ongoing relationship
with the Koonibba Community
Aboriginal Corporation.

“The Koonibba community
has been instrumental in
helping us to develop the
Koonibba Test Range which
was Australia’s first licensed
space launch facility,” he said.

“Commissioning local artists

from the Koonibba community
to design mission patches is
something we will do as often
as we can, and we look forward
to showcasing their artwork on
a global scale.”

The artwork will be used on
a range of merchandise with all
profits going back to the
Koonibba community.

Corporation chief
executive Corey McLennan said
locals were proud to be involved
in the development and
operation of the Koonibba Test
Range.

“The range provides

employment opportunities and
increased investment during
launch campaigns,” he said.

“We also benefit from tourists
coming to see Koonibba and
the tourism dollars that brings to
our general store.”

The Koonibba Test Range
extends out 145 kilometres over
an uninhabited national park on
SA's west coast.

It provides companies with
the ability to recover their
rockets and payloads and do
further testing and systems
validation before launching
into orbit.
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Medicine will help thousands

THOUSANDS of
Australians
suffering from
chronic kidney
disease will soon
have better access to
a life-changing medicine
that slows the progression of the
silent killer.

The Pharmaceutical Benefits
Scheme is being expanded to
include dapagliflozin, a drug that
helps damaged kidneys function
better.

Kidney Health Australia chief
executive Chris Forbes said they
now have more tools that GPs
can work with to help slow the
progression and prevent kidney
disease leading to kidney failure.

“We can get in front of this
silent killer,” he said.

About one in 10 Australians
suffer from kidney diesease,
with Indigenous Australians

impacted at four times
the rate of non-
Indigenous people.

Many sufferers
lose up to 90% of
their kidney function
before they are
diagnosed, leading to
the need for lifelong
dialysis.

“For so long we've
had to focus on
kidney failure,
diabetes,
hyper-tension and it
really is a burden on the patient
and a burden on the health care
system,” Mr Forbes said.

Dapagliflozin, which is already
used to treat diabetes and heart

failure, treats proteinuric chronic
kidney disease by blocking a
protein in the kidney.

This allows blood sugar, salt
and water to be removed from the
body through urine, which helps
slow the decline in kidney
function and reduces the need for
many suffers to undergo dialysis.

“Every day not on dialysis is a
good day. We're very excited by
it,” Mr Forbes said.

Chronic kidney disease is
estimated to cost the Australian
health system about $5.1 billion
every year.

Assistant Minister for
Indigenous Health Malarndirri
McCarthy said dapagliflozin's
inclusion in the subsidy scheme

would likely help about 45,000
patients.

They'll be able to save
hundreds of dollars annually, with
each script reduced to $42.50 or
just $6.80 for people with a
concession card.

Ms McCarthy said the
treatment could also save many
Indigenous Australians with the
disease having to leave their
communities for dialysis in
regional centres.

“This is about prevention to try
and stop people getting to the
dialysis phase,” she said.

“I want to see more families
being able to stay where they are
without having to go to larger
hospitals or interstate.”

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Burn-off protects koalas

THE koala
population on
Minjerribah
(North
Stradbroke) might
not appreciate the
recent “picture perfect”
hazard reduction burn-off, but
local rangers know it’s all for
their protection.

In their first burn since 2006,
Quandamooka Yoolooburrabee
Aboriginal Corporation (QYAC)
rangers used their knowledge to
read the Country and carry out a
lower intensity burn.

QYAC joint management
coordinator Darren Burns said
the modern technology-assisted
burn reduced thick undergrowth
and closed sedgeland swamp
around the Flinders Swamp
area.

“The burn-off will greatly
mitigate the risk of intense
summer wildfires and protect the
island’s significant koala
habitat,” Mr Burns said.

The burn was conducted by
Traditional Owners in
collaboration with Queensland
Government agencies and
Seqwater.

The satellite-imaging from
the burn-off shows more than
440 hectares of land in a “a
picture perfect mitigation burn”.

“The burn still protected old
growth trees and fringing habitat
that is home to koala’s and
sugar gliders at extreme risk of

At least 50 koalas inhabit the
burn area.

high-intensity burning during
wildfires,” Mr Burns said.

“Thermal drone technology
was used before the burn to
identify over 50 koalas in the
targeted burn areas.

“This allowed the
development of on-ground
management and reduced
threat to the koalas and other
wildlife.

“Post-burn drone flights also
showed koala numbers in the
area have maintained similar
density levels.” Mr Burns said.

“We would like to thank all of
the Queensland Government
agencies and members of the
community, who worked in
collaboration with QYAC to
complete the burn, which has
significantly reduced dangerous
fuel-loads and mitigated the risk
of wildfires — and importantly its
continued our protection of our
koala population.”

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Building a strong legacy

for future

TEN years ago, in
2012 Lockhart
River community
was looking for
leadership and
asked Wayne
Butcher to run for
mayor — so he did.

“It was a long time between
drinks, | did a three-year term as
a councillor when | was 18, back
in 1989,” he said.

He said that was back in the
days of the Community Council.

“I was young and | wanted to
try something that was
challenging,” Wayne said.

By the mid-1990s he had
become deputy chief executive
under current and then-chief
executive David Clarke (Clarky).

“I had worked for the council
in several roles from being a post
office boy to unloading planes,”
he said.

“Back in those days you had
to be multi-skilled.

“I trained four years under
Clarky, and then | became the
chief executive in 2004, when it
was changed from Community
Councils, under the Community
Services Act, to a local
government structure under the
Local Government Act.

“I was the first chief executive
for the Lockhart River Aboriginal
Shire Council.

“Current-Councillor Norman
Bally was the last chair of the
Community Council and Johnson
Chippendale was the first elected
mayor in the history of the Shire.

“He did 2004-2008, then
Rodney Accoom did 2008-2012,
and I've been mayor ever since
then.”

Wayne said he was undecided
about running again last time
around.

“People encouraged me
again, actually, some people got
wind of it and approached me
separately and just said, ‘Hey,
you've got a bit of momentum
going, | think you should go
again,’ you know?

“That gave me the confidence
| needed to finish off the projects
that we started doing.”

The list was long.

“All the cultural precinct,
finishing off the housing and
building a new subdivision, keep
building local businesses,
finishing off the football oval and
then the social club.

“So yeah, just to watch it
come to fruition, | guess.”

With two years still to go in his
current term, it looks like most, if
not all of that list will be achieved.

“I think the next couple of
years we should be finishing
them all off,” he said.

“But the other thing | guess
going back to when | started
looking at the organisation, one
thing | saw was there was a lack
of capacity amongst our own
people inside the organisation.

“There was an old working
workforce, which we needed
to replace and that's why we

went on the youth strategy, we
needed to build the capacity of
our people.

“l always tell everyone, if you
want to build a community,
you've got to build the people
first, the community will come
after — that principle I've worked
on all this time and | still do.

“I think there’s still more room

for improvement, upskilling
people who are in the workforce,
and also keep on recruiting more
young people into the workforce.”

He said the other “problem”
he saw was an over reliance on
government funding.

“The organisation was solely
reliant on government funds,
Wayne said.

“There was no business
model within it.

“Having that background in
business, we restructured the
organisation and lobbied the
government very hard in those
two large investments, housing
and civil construction.

“We were missing out on
those dollars, those dollars were

delivered on our behalf by the
department to outside contractors
who were building, maintaining
and upgrading our houses.

“We had to get in there and
compete and by competing, we
needed the ammunition, and the
ammunition was our people.

“We had to skill our people,
we had to offer them
apprenticeships, traineeships,
and then capture that investment,
delivered in a way that suited our
community, at the pace of the
community.

“We had to use that strategy
of crawl, walk, run.

“And we went from building
one or two at the beginning of
five years, by the time we got to
the fourth and fifth year, we were
building the whole five houses
every year ourselves.”

Wayne said their other shining
achievement was they now had
15 local businesses in the
community.

He said an important part of
their strategy was creating
pathways and making sure there
were opportunities for their kids
coming out of school

“We lost some, but we got
some wins, as well,” he said.

“Chris Denilo and Benedict
McEvoy are running the council
store now.

Alistair Bowie has his own
business, Perry Hobson is
working in the concrete plant and
Zali Hobson in the office in
Cairns.

“Work experience during the
school holidays was the
beginning of it, then paid work
experience came into play, and
we funded that in-house.

“So simple.”

He said they were also
working with Bond University to
transit some of their brighter kids
into tertiary education.

“COVID really chilled the
momentum of all our kids going
to high school,” he said.

“I went looking to build a
relationship with Bond University
and we have a scholarship, but
COVID shut the uni down just
after they started.

“We'll continue to build
that relationship and hopefully
eventually get some kids into
finishing some tertiary education.”

Racism at the
heart of deaths

hether it be in hospital wards,
police cells or remote
Aboriginal communities, there

is no doubt that racism often plays a
part in the deaths of First Nations
people.

Systemic racism has plagued
various institutions within Australian
society since the very first days of
colonisation, and despite countless
inquiries, Royal Commissions and
inquests, the problems persist from
one generation to the next.

And while apologies have been
forthcoming in recent years — the most
recent being from the Council of Deans
of Nursing and Midwifery — it is follow-
up action that is required.

Professor Karen Strickland, chair of
the Council, apologised last month to
Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander
people for the hurt and harm cause by
non-Indigenous nurses and midwives.

The apology acknowledged the
historical contributions of nurses and
midwives in the implementation of
racially discriminatory government
policies, that intentionally or indirectly
harmed Indigenous people under the
guise of ‘care’.

With the apology came a promise of
“purposeful action” to ensure that such
practices become a thing of the past.

So too, as Northern Territory Person
of the Year Leanne Liddle pointed out
while delivering a speech at Flinders
University in Melbourne recently, the

m
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failings of governments to implement
the recommendations from the Royal
Commission into Aboriginal Deaths in
Custody have led to more deaths.

This is borne out by the sobering
fact that more than 500 Aboriginal
people had died in custody since the
Royal Commission in 1991.

Ms Liddle said every major
anniversary of the commission’s final
report had seen an increase in the rate
of Aboriginal people in detention.

“This is the result of sordid party
political competitions to be ‘tough on
crime’ and the overall increase in
imprisonment rates,” she said.

And of course we all know where
these shocking statistics start ... with
children as young as 10 being locked
up and institionalised.

As our columnist Woolombi Waters
points out: “What we are witnessing is
the criminalisation of children not only
accepted by our community and
government, but enforced as a cultural
norm. This begins from the interface
between police and community, creating
a culture of terror and child abuse within
our most vulnerable families.”

And it is from such beginnings,
deaths in custody surely follow.

Crystal said.

“But my community have
always been there for me.”

“l am lucky because | always
had my grandparents and my
brothers and sisters looking out
for me and taking care of me.”

“We need to start with fixing the
environment and the river and then we can
have places to live again, we can rebuild
and move forward.

“Today we can show that all our families
are standing together strong as one
community and sharing our culture.”

Opening NAIDOC day at Lismore Turf
Club, Uncle Gilbert Laurie performed a
Welcome to Country and smoking
ceremony.

Then, Aunty Jenny Smith shared the
local lingo word Garama with hundreds of
school children gathered at the event.

She explained it was a word for respect
and invited everyone to respect a minute’s

Okay, | get
that, trading, we have done it
since forever as a human
species The Indigneous
peoples and nations of the
east coast have traded since
time immemorial.

The issue is who are the
biggest beneficiaries of
globalisation? Our
communities? No.

The corporations of
course. Giant global
corporations get a
competitive advantage with
globlisation reducing costs of
operation by using slave

labour in the global south
and manufacturing abroad.

They get access to buy
cheaper materials and get
access to larger numbers of
customers.

So what's in it for us, the
community? Globalisation
tends to destroy small local
run businesses. Just look at
the towns that have fought
for supermarkets to be
banded in order to let the
corner store survive. It also
means if we have a
pandemic or a global crisis
or natural disaster, it can
mean we are cut off from our
food and supplies.

So what are the actual
benefits of localisation?
Improving the health of our
planet, increasing place
based and skilled jobs,
assisting in reducing poverty,
taking back our democratic
freedoms, making business

accountable, and increasing
health and happiness of our
planet and our people.

So how can we shift from
global to local?

Start with investing in
grassroots initiatives, this will
strengthen our local
economies and benefit our
communities’ direct needs.

Buy from op shops and
second hand furniture rather
than new furniture made
overseas.

Lobby to end the
subsidies for fossil fuels,
pesticides and junk food.
We can make the change
and campaign to subsidise
organic food, healthcare and
Indigenous land
management instead.

We need to shift the taxes
and subsidies, renegotiate
the trade treaties to protect
local business and natural
resources and tighten
regulations on global banks
and corporations.

Imagine a world where
we really invested in our
local communities, where we
had fresh farmers’ markets
at supermarket prices, where
crown land was given back
for Indigenous agriculture
and management, where we
know that our children will
have a future in their
community and learn to live
more fulfilling, fun and
sustainable lives.

End youth detention now

ustralia is not the country
‘ N it tells the rest of the world

itis... a place that is
young and free, the lucky country.
Far from it. Modern Australian
history began its European
conception after a brutal invasion
and attempted genocide of our Mob
and rather than freedom, it's an
outsourced jail on the other side of
the world. A living hell for many with
a penal mentality that continues
deep within our psychology nearly
250 years later... and for many
children, rather than young and
free, their lives are destroyed by
the State before they have even
begun.

Only five years after the Royal
Commission on Institutional Abuse,
more reports are acknowledging
the fundamental abuse within our
institutions is so firmly established,
they are not capable of change.

The abuse of children as young
as 10 years old within our youth
justice systems is widespread,
particularly in Tasmania, Western
Australia, New South Wales and
the Northern Territory.

What we are witnessing is the
criminalisation of children not only
accepted by our community and
government, but enforced as a
cultural norm. This begins from the
interface between Police and
community, creating a culture of
terror and child abuse within our
most vulnerable families.

One report released to the
Redfern Legal Centre under
freedom of information laws,
showed that more than 100
children between July 2020 and

May 2022 were strip-searched as
young as 13 years old. It confirms a
damning report on police abuse of
strip-search powers by the law
enforcement watchdog in 2021.

The report finds illegal practices
used, like forcing people to squat or
move their genitals. Despite this
misuse of power, the report is still
to receive a formal response by the
state government.

In NSW, police are only
permitted to conduct field strip-
searches if the urgency and
seriousness of the situation
requires it. The problem is in the
interpretation of ‘seriousness’ which
is then abused by officers in the
field with children.

A police spokesperson claimed
powers “such as searches and
move-on directions have been

proven to significantly drive down
crime” including knife possession
and armed robbery. This claim is
despite data showing most strip-
searches are done on the basis of
suspected drug possession.

The data obtained by the
research showed nothing illegal
was found in about 60% of more
than 4000 strip-searches
conducted during the same period.
University of NSW lecturer Dr Vicki
Sentas co-authored a 2019 report
which found the use of drug dogs
was helping to fuel massive
increases in strip-searches.

She said: “Strip searches should
never be used as proactive crime
prevention to deter future offending
... (they) are meant to be a last
resort only to be used in serious
and urgent circumstances”.

This is confirmation of a serious
abuse of power claimed to be used
as a proactive policing tool, which
is actually illegal.

The data also shows that our
Mob, continue to be
disproportionately targeted by
police. Overall, despite comprising
only 3.4% of the state’s population,
our Mob made up 18% of all
children searched. This rate is
increased throughout the state’s
central-west, in communities like
Dubbo where more than 50% of
people strip-searched were
Blackfellas.

To compound the problem, after
being targeted by police, the NSW
government then refuses to close a
legal loophole allowing prison staff
to strip-search children once in
detention. This leads us to another

recent inquiry in Tasmania looking
at abuse by the state at the Ashley
Youth Detention Centre. This small
jail, is a work scheme for locals and
the graduation rate of residents to
the adult prison system is a
shocking 100%.

Court documents within a class
action against the detention centre
representing more than 100 former
detainees in Tasmania's Supreme
Court, cites testimonies where
children were whipped, kicked,
bullied, encouraged to join gangs,
sexually abused and stripped
naked. The earliest abuse claim
dates to 1961, while the most
recent is from 2019. Many victims
have post traumatic stress disorder
and have attempted suicide.

In Western Australia the
conservative Labor Premier Mark
McGowan sanctioned the transfer
of 17 young people and children,
rom youth detention to a maximum-
security adult jail. Nearly all are
Blackfellas and though
representing vulnerable
backgrounds and mental health
were moved because of “extreme
behavioural issues.”

Advocates sounded the alarm
after a teenager required medical
treatment after self-harming.

Western Australia currently has
the highest rate of Aboriginal and
Torres Strait Islander youth
detention.

In the Northern Territory, six
years on from the Royal
Commission established in the
wake of the 4 Corners expose of
the brutality and abuse at the Don
Dale centre, the ABC recently

revealed the legislated independent
visit system to youth detention
facilities is also failing.

Only twice in the past 14 months
have such visits taken place and
during the past financial year, the
Territory Families department said
there had been 104 cases of self-
harm and threats at Don Dale, and
a further 35 at the Alice Springs
detention centre.

Studies show that the
criminalising of children and young
people equals, and leads to,
serious and ongoing human rights
abuses which are destroying
vulnerable lives and ensuring that
the ‘graduation’ to adult offenders is
inevitable in many cases.

And yet the Attorney-General
refuses, except in the case of the
ACT, to make a decision about
increasing the age of criminal
responsibility to 14. We need a
conscious effort with greater
investment of both dollars and
resourcing to care for our most
vulnerable, and to move away from
punitive approaches to anti-social
behaviour by children and young
people.

Currently there is no attempt by
governments to close detention
centres and replace them with
secure therapeutic settings which
focus on health, education and
wrap around care in our
community. Until we see this
change, Australia will remain a
penal colony for our most
disadvantaged youth.

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TRADITIONAL Owners
from the Tiwi Islands
did not need to be
consulted on a
massive offshore gas
project because they
were not relevant stakeholders, a
barrister representing Santos
claimed.

Tiwi Islander Dennis Tipakalippa
from the Munupi clan is fighting the
offshore energy regulator's decision
to allow Santos to drill eight wells in
the Barossa gas field, 265 kilometres
north-west of Darwin.

Under the law, the Munupi people
were relevant and interested parties
who needed to be consulted on the
project, Mr Tipakalippa's barrister
Claire Harris QC said.

The clan’s cultural and spiritual
connection to the land and sea
readily falls into the legal
understanding of an interest,

Ms Harris said.

But Santos has argued the
Traditional Owners were not relevant
people and therefore the company

—

Manupi clan at Pitjamirra on Melville Island, Northern Territory.

No consultation
needed:

Santos

did not need to consult with them.
The Tiwi Islanders did not hold
individual interests in the project as
their Sea-Country was a ‘loose and

extraordinary expansive’ concept
with no boundaries, the company’s
barrister Stephen Free said.

“It's more in the nature of a strong
emotional connection than an
interest,” Mr Free said.

Even if the Tiwi Islanders were
considered relevant persons, Mr
Free said Santos would only need to
consult with them on a collective
basis through a representative body.

That body would have been the
Tiwi Land Council which Santos
contacted, the barrister said.

Earlier, marine ranger James De
Santis told the court the gas project
would cut into the migration path of
the vulnerable olive ridley sea turtle.

“There's too much to lose out
there if anything goes wrong,” he
said. “The drilling would disrupt the
sea floor and a chemical spill would
have a devastating effect on the
thriving marine ecosystem.”

CHERBURG’S Gundoo
Early Childhood
Learning Centre
2y director Jacqui Tapau
#~7 believes early
childhood is when
education has to start, so she was
delighted to host this year’s — and
usually every year, except during
the COVID lockdown — National
Children’s Day.

“We talk about how education
is important, early childhood
education is where you got to
start,” she said.

A SPECIAL slice of
Country is set to be
transformed into a
place of healing
and remembrance
for stolen children

after being handed
back to the Sister Kate’'s Home
Kids Aboriginal Corporation
(SKHKAC) in Boorloo (Perth) on
August 25.

Known affectionately as the
“bush block”, the 2.7 hectare
parcel of land in Queens Park sits
opposite the former Sister Kate's
Children’s Home and holds great
significance for those who stayed
at Sister Kate’s as children.

The bush block was a safe
space where the children of Sister
Kate’s would go to play, and a
place where families who came to
visit their stolen children in the
home would secretly camp.

The land was divested to
SKHKAC by the Indigenous Land
and Sea Corporation (ILSC)
during a ceremony at the Canning
Shire Council offices, along with a
cheque of more than $3 million
from Lotterywest.

The substantial grant will assist
SKHKAC to develop the site into a
healing space for Stolen
Generations survivors, their
families, and the broader
community to come together on
Country.

SKHKAC chief executive
Tjalaminu Mia told the Koori Mail
that the handing back of the bush
block means everything to her and
all the other homees who were
incarcerated at Sister Kate’s over
the years.

“It was almost 60 years ago
since | first set foot on the site at
Sister Kate’s,” Ms Mia said.

“And so for about the past 15
years, we've been working hard to
come up with a concept and a
vision that provides a place of
healing on that site for our own
healing as survivors and the
healing of the younger
generations.”

“What we’re doing is opening
this vision up to the wider

(Perth). Mr Spratt also delivered Welcome to Country, with yidaki accompaniment

community, as a way of giving
back to the community, and that
includes all stolen generations
survivors, the broader Aboriginal
and Torres Strait Islander
community, and the non-
Indigenous community too.”

More than 100 people attended
the ceremony which included
speeches by survivors of the
children’s home and WA
Aboriginal Affairs Minister Tony
Buti, along with an emotional
performance by Balladong
musician Gina Williams and
Guy Ghouse.

SKHKAC staff member Micheal
Spratt conducted a smoking
ceremony and also performed a
moving Welcome to Country
accompanied by his yidaki.

Ms Mia said the bush block
played a huge role in the young
lives of Sister Kate's homees,
who used the area to escape the
harsh realities of life at the
children’s home and to reconnect
with Country, family, and the

natural world.

She said to have the bush
block returned is an opportunity to
heal from the trauma that has
impacted Sister Kate's homees
after they were taken from their
families and placed at the Sister
Kate’s Children’s Home from
1934-1975.

“When the Government’s
Native Welfare Department placed
us in the home and trained us as
young domestic servants this
oppressed us further because it
was really about assimilating us
into servitude, which was the way
of the world for our parents and
grandparents over the
generations,” Ms Mia said.

“It was to breed out the black
and assimilate us into a white
world devoid of any of our
Aboriginal identity and cultural
heritage,” she said.

“We had heartbroken parents,
heartbroken grandparents, our
communities were torn apart, and
we were heartbroken ourselves.”

“The bush block is a place
where we can sit down with
people and start to tell the truth
about what happened at the
(children’s) home.”

ILSC chair lan Hamm said the
ILSC were enormously proud to
take part in the handing back of
the bush block to SKHKAC.

“Our function is small
compared to what the SKHKAC
have managed to achieve,”

Mr Hamm said.

“We only bought the land when
it became available, and since
then we've only helped and
facilitated, but our efforts mean
nothing unless you, the SKHKAC,
are at the very centre of it.

“Our job at the ILSC is to divest
this land, and handing this land
back today fulfils the mission that
we have at the ILSC and gives us
purpose and meaning.”

Chair of SKHKAC Glenn
Pearson said many of the

experiences of the children of
Sister Kate’s are still lived today.

“And that’s the work that's in
front of us,” Mr Pearson said.

“As part of the Place of Healing
we want your kids to know their
language, and we want your kids
to know their history, and their
place, and their Boodja (Country).

The first children were taken to
Sister Kate’s in 1934 from the
Moore River Native Settlement at
the direction of Auber Octavius
Neville, the Chief Protector of
Aborigines in Western Australia.

As a result, the children at
Sister Kate’s often had limited or
no contact with their parents,
families, culture or Country.

“We understand now exactly
what went on and what was the
truth behind this dark history of
Australia’s past that we as
Aboriginal children were part of,”
Ms Mia said.

“When we walk the bush block

and share our stories, people want

to know, they want to understand
what happened to us.”

Once completed, the Place of
Healing will include bush trails and
raised walkways, yarning circles,
events and gathering spaces,
toilets, bush foods, a welcome
centre, parking and feature
garden.

“We're still in trauma recovery,”
Ms Mia said.

“And our children have
unwittingly inherited that trauma
SO we’'re in trauma recovery mode
and the transformation of the bush
block will help to create a sense of
place and belonging for us and
our young ones,” she said.

“We get to sit down in the bush,
in cultural and emotional silence,
and we speak our truth so others
can know the truth, too.

“It takes a lot to open up
wounds and share what
happened.”

“The Bush Block means
everything to us, to get hold of that
land, and build a place of healing,
but it goes deeper than that for us
home kids,” Ms Mia said.

“The Bush Block was a place

from our childhood that bought us
serenity, it bought us connection to
Country, it bought us connection to
the natural world.”

The first stages of
development for the Place of
Healing on the bush block are
set to begin in 2023.

rses stand strong

IN the late 1990s, Aboriginal and
Torres Strait Islander nurses and
midwives recognised that they
were stronger, together.

So 36 pioneering Indigenous
health professionals formed the
Congress of Aboriginal and Torres Strait

Islander Nurses and Midwives (CATSINaM).

Last month, CATSINaM celebrated 25 strong,
staunch years at their national conference on
Gadigal Country, in Sydney, with the launch of
‘gettin em n keepin em n growin em’: Strategies
for Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander nursing
and midwifery education reform (GENKE II), and
the opening of In Our Own Right: Black Australian
Nurses and Midwives Stories Exhibition and a
gala ball.

CATSINaM chief executive Professor Roianne
West, a Kalkadoon and Djunke woman, told the
Koori Mail that the conference had been brilliant.

“We reconnected with the 36 founding
members, their families if they had passed — and
they all said that they we could not have imagined
where we would be today,” she said.

“We now have 2000 voting Aboriginal and
Torres Strait Islander practising nurses and
midwives and students.”

Prof West said that the original 2002 report,
‘getting em n keepin em’: Report of the
Indigenous Nursing and Education Working Group
(GENKE 1)), aimed to address the detrimentally
low numbers of Aboriginal and Torres Strait
Islander nurses and midwives in the health
workforce.

She said honouring and reviewing this work,
this year CATSINaM developed GENKE Il 2022,
which presented renewed strategies to address
the persistent Indigenous healthcare concerns
identified in the original report.

“Our workforce remains significantly under-
represented at just 1.4% of the total Australian
nursing and midwifery workforce,” she said.

“The GENKE Il report recommendations aim to
address this shortfall through national strategies
that privilege Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander
nursing and midwifery knowledges and embed
Cultural Safety across all the domains of nursing
and midwifery education.”

And Professor West had a message for any
young Indigenous person thinking about nursing
or midwifery as a career.

“They're two of the most honourable
professions that you could enter into,” she said.

“And we're proud to be associated with two
important programs, birthing on Country and -

“These women are complex, they
are challenged, they feel every rigour
of emotion, they have a really
important bond and, in the end, they
don't have it all.

ONE of these Kalkadoon
sisters — Jaunita, Dale,
Cheryl or Glenda — started
painting one day, and
because they always do
things together, they all painted.
Now they have Cungelella Art and
fashion label Myrrdah — and showed their
first collection at Fashion Week in Sydney.
“We're that close that once one starts
something, the other ones start
something,” Jaunita said.
“It took a long time, especially over

COVID, that delayed a lot of things.”

She said it all might sound simple, but
it wasn't.

“There’s a lot behind the scenes,”
she said.

“We've started the label, we've got a
website, so you can buy it online.

“Essentially we put our artwork on linen,
now you can buy our artwork on clothing.

“So it's wearable art.

“There's a heap of work that goes into
that, to get that little collection up and
running — working out pattern sizes,
working with pattern makers,
picking something that will fit.

“The four of us are all different shapes
and sizes, so if all of us decide we like the
same piece, there’s a lot of back and forth
over that.”

Their country is their inspiration.

“Kalkatungu land — the sunsets, the
spinifex, the red dirt — if you look at our
paintings, there’s a lot of pink, a lot of red
oxide,” she said.

“Colours that represent our sunsets and
the red dirt we're surrounded by.

“We all do our own paintings, but then a
lot of times I'll come in and if Dale's baby's
crying and she's doing a painting while
she walks off, I'll maybe help on her

painting for her.

“We help each other heaps because
we're all mums and we're all in and out of
the studio here. Well, it's not really a studio,
it's my sister’s backyard.”

She said it was all about family.

“Myrrdah is a nana on one side and
Cungelella is another nana on the other
side,” she said.

“Our pieces in our first collection were
all named after aunties as well.

“We named them after the really strong
women in our family who shaped the
women we are, so all those pieces mean
something to us.”

In his new book, The
Wonder of Little Things,
Vince tells the tale of his
life from being born on a
government mission into
poverty in 1936 to
becoming a champion
footballer and
premiership-winning
coach.

It's the story of a First
Nations Elder who shares
his extraordinary story of
finding kindness in the
midst of prejudice, and joy
in living life to the full.

Along with other
Ngadjuri people, Vince
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¢ WVINCE COPLEY
was active in recovering
and protecting Ngadjuri
cultural heritage.

He repeatedly
requested access to
anthropologist Ronald
Berndt’s field notes on
Ngadjuri culture,
embargoed until 2024,
which were based on
conversations with Barney
Warrior, his grandfather.

Sadly, Vince died in
January 2022, having not
had the opportunity to
read his grandfather’s
stories.

At every step, with his
beloved wife, Brenda,
Vince found blight in the

darkness, the friendly face
in the crowd, the small
moments and little things
that make the world go
round.

In his book, Vince tells
his story with humour,
humility and wisdom.

Written with his friend
Lea Mclnerney over many
cups of tea, the book is
described as an Australian
classic in the making, a
plain-speaking account of
hardship, courage and
optimism told without self-
pity or big-noting.

Vince’s love of life will
make you smile, his
heartache will make you
cry, and his determination
to enjoy life in the face of
adversity will inspire you
to find the wonder in little
things every day.

study.

The students gain key
qualifications and skills in
hairdressing to set them up for a
long career as a part of the
initiative. Once completing the
traineeship, students can choose

With CDU already having two
hairdressing training salons in
Darwin and Alice Springs this
initiative will give students once
they have graduated, the option
to study at those locations
should they wish.

“Their right to be at the table to inform
these processes going forward, that are so
needed, that will impact and create
opportunities,” Ms Oscar said.

“No one can do that without (Indigenous
women) at the table.”

Dr Leroy-Dyer said paid cultural leave
and cultural clauses in employee agreements
and awards should be a priority.

She also called on the government to
make a genuine commitment to improving
skills and job prospects in rural and remote
areas.

“The time for platitudes is passed, it is
now time for action,” Dr Leroy-Dyer said.

From 1986, the award for the best
player in the grand final was named
after the legendary South Sydney
player and coach, Clive Churchill, one
of four original rugby league Immortals.
To win the Clive Churchill Medal is one
of the most highest individual honours
in the game.

The late, great Artie Beetson led his
beloved Eastern Suburbs to
premiership glory in 1974 and 1975.
Beetson scored a try in the '74 decider
against Canterbury 19-4, which
snapped a 29-year drought for the tri-
colours. The following year ‘Big Artie’
was at his powerhouse best as he
skippered Easts to a 38-0 flogging of St
George. Beetson again scored a try in
the premiership decider.

In 1987, Manly Sea-Eagles finally
put previous grand final defeats behind
them when they beat Canberra Raiders
18-8. The victory saw the great Cliff
Lyons win the Clive Churchill Medal.

In 1997, the ‘Super League War’
split rugby league down the middle in
which two competitions were play
simultaneously — the Australian Rugby
League competition, and the
breakaway Super League competition.
In that year, Newcastle won the ARL
grand final while Brisbane won the
Super League grand final in which the
Broncos defeated Cronulla 26-8 and
where Steve Renouf was named man
of the match. Renouf was simply
brilliant that night scoring three tries.

The following year the two warring
codes reunited to form the NRL with 20
clubs. That season’s grand final saw
Brisbane defeat the Bulldogs 38-12.
The Broncos were minor-premiers and
were the game’s benchmark side.
Rampaging Gorden Tallis was at his
brutal best in attack and defence and
he maintained that form in the decider
where he scored a try and was named
Clive Churchill medallist.

In 2007, a young, fresh-faced Greg
Inglis gave the rugby league world one
of its first chapters in his incredible
story in that year’s grand final. ‘GI’ was
awesome for Melbourne Storm scoring
two tries, his second being a cracking
60m special which included that
trademark fend-off. While the Storm
won 34-8 against Manly, they would
later be stripped of the 2007 and 2009
NRL titles for salary cap breaches.

In 2015, perhaps the biggest
performance from an Indigenous player
in a grand final belongs to Johnathan
Thurston. The North Queensland
halfback confirmed his status as a
rugby league legend and a possible
future Immortal when he kicked the
winning field goal to hand the Cowboys
the premiership in extra time.

THE maxim
“quality over
quantity” has
never been more
appropriate in
Super League
Europe. In an effort to maximise
gate and catering takings, two
double-header rounds of fixtures
were organised including on the
English Bank Holiday weekend of
27-29 August.

This has necessitated rapid
turnarounds of as little as four
days for would-be internationals,
and despite the much changed
team sheets and reduced quality,
there was plenty of action and
league table permutations.

Toulouse Olympique and
Nathan Peats had their relegation
confirmed in a 24-8 loss to
Catalans Dragons, in front of a
season-high crowd of 9168. It
was only the second ever French
derby in Super League, and it is
unknown when such another
clash will take place. It hampers
efforts to grow the game and
develop player pathways ahead
of the 2025 World Cup in France.

Peats signed for Toulouse
midseason from local side Albi,
and seems determined to remain
in France.

He told the Koori Mail of his
new-found love for all things
French, and with Toulouse
determined to remain full-time in
the second division next season,
there is a good chance that his
contract will be extended into
2023.

Replacing them will, in all
likelihood, be Leigh Centurions.
Financed by controversial local
businessman Derek Beaumont,
the club has assembled a full-
time squad comprised of 17
overseas players in a league
predominated by part-time,
majority homegrown squads.
Amongst the international
contingent is Blake Ferguson,
who, despite only signing in May,
has two pieces of silverware — the
1895 Cup and the Championship
league.

Earning themselves a reprieve
was Wakefield Trinity. Having
helped secure longstanding prop

and fan favourite David Fifita, he
announced he was departing at
the end of the year. After seven
years of service, the ‘big bopper’
saw off his stint at Belle Vue with
a win over Hull KR on August 24,
even kicking a conversion having
been given ceremonial tee duties
as the game wound down. His
departure coincides with that of

his brother Andrew from Cronulla,

with David hoping to link up with
him for one final swansong in
2023. David spoke to the Koori
Mail before the start of the
season, revealing that Andrew
very nearly signed for Wakefield
in 2021 before his horrific injury.
That scuppered playing reunion
may now finally occur in Australia
next year.

Hull FC’s season ended in
fairly anonymous circumstances,
with late season signing Will
Smith part of a squad ultimately
unable to reignite a latent play-off
push. Smith signed in late July
and has scored twice in that time
but will return to Australia once
the season finishes.

Leeds Rhinos started the
season closer to the relegation
scrap than the play-off fight.

The arrival of Australian coach
Rohan Smith mid-season saw a
rapid reversal of fortunes, with the
likes of Aidan Sezer hitting form
at the right time. Their August 24
clash against Huddersfield saw
Sezer receive a yellow for an off
the ball challenge.

St Helens'’s seemingly
processional run to the league
leaders shield was delayed by
rivals Wigan.

A derby on August 26 in which
Bevan French scored two tries
and Jai Field one saw Wigan
prise apart the reigning
champions 30-10. However, the
nature of the bank holiday
scheduling meant that they were
missing a host of first-teamers for
their game against Hull KR on
August 29, with none of their
three Indigenous players (French,
Field, and half-back Cade Cust)
making the cross-country trip.
They went down 38-28 against a
team that earlier in the season
Wigan had dismantled with ease.

PAM Dancey was
small in stature when
she attended the
Dirranbandi school to
Year 9. She loved

rugby league and
enjoyed playing football with her
friends, either at school or for fun.

Dancey, who lives in St George in
south-west Queensland, came from
a family that wasn’t shy of hard work
and she too learnt that from a young
age.

When she was about 15, Dancey
was asked if she wanted to play
football in the local women'’s side.
She said yes and from that day
forward she would play at any given
chance.

She mostly played on the wing
but sometimes she would play at
dummy-half.

When asked about her time
playing football, Dancey recalls that
the girls team from Mungindi were a
formidable side, but that her team
from St George was, too.

She remembers staying mainly

injury-free, and only occasionally
would she get cut by burs on the
field. Dancey quickly became a
player to watch. If given too much of
a headstart she was very hard to run
down.

Travelling to away games meant
it would be a dusty ride to and from
because many of the roads in use
back then were unsealed.

After a while, Dancey had to
make a decision. She was soon to
be married and so football had to
make way for her new life. She was
married in 1960 when she was 21 at
Dirranbandi. She settled down to
married life and had four boys and
two girls. Three of her boys
continued the Dancey legacy of
rugby league until age became a
factor.

Two of her great-grandchildren
are taking up where she left off on
the football field.

Pam Dancey is 83-years-young
and she takes life at a much slower
pace. But one thing remains, she still
enjoys watching rugby league,
whether it's at games from the
sideline, or on the television.

LAYNE Brown graduated from
the 2017 Indigenous
Marathon Project which
later inspired him to create
a regional running group for

his people.

Since his graduation, Brown has
competed in several marathons, here and
overseas in Singapore. In 2017, along with
family and friends, Brown started The
Dharawal Running and Walking Group for
mob, located in the Lake lllawarra region
south of Sydney.

Today, Brown reflects fondly on his time
with the IMP and how his involvement
helped shape him today.

“Through the IMP | learnt more about
myself, my culture and who | wanted to be
as an Aboriginal man,” he said.

“| still love running and it's a good
marker for me, if I'm feeling down or
haven't run in a while, then | know it's time
to get out there and do that again.”

The Dharawal running group sessions,
he said, feels natural.

“It's been amazing; since we started
we've had some members go on to run
marathons.

“We've normalised running in this
community, people know if they want to get
fit and healthy, they know now who to talk
to. It's about giving and helping others. It's
so special to be able to do activities in a
group.

“It honestly doesn’t even feel like
exercise when we get together. It's

Part of the IMP engagement
for young people is the
attainment and completion of a
Certificate IV of Indigenous
Leadership and Health
Promotion, which includes units
focussed on community
organisation and media training.

“l wasn’t achieving any health goals at
all. I was letting gym memberships lapse
and had all these plans but never followed
through with them.

“Then Layne started this group and said
bring your kids along too. That was a big
thing that it was family orientated and
laidback. | felt comfortable and welcomed.
My kids could see the benefits and see that
their mum was happy and they could run
alongside me.”

quaint. In this era, sport and the athletes
in sport have access to the latest in
science, bio-science and nutrition. Let's
have a quick look at what we have seen
with our own eyes.

Last week, the indisputable Greatest
Of All Time women'’s tennis player
Serena Williams put her racquet away for
the final time after 23 grand slam singles
title and just three days shy of her 41st
birthday. Our columnist Kris Flanders
namedrops a few G.0.A.Ts in his column
(page 50) when reflecting on previous
grand finals in rugby league, among
them the great Johnathan Thurston, Artie
Beetson and Steve Renouf — men whose
feats on the field surpass that of their
peers. Our regular contributor Peter
Argent writes about an Aussie rules
G.O.AT. in Gilbert McAdam (page 51)
whose standout 1988 and 1989 seasons
in the SANFL catapulted him into the
AFL. Mixed martial artist Tai Tuivasa is
heading toward G.O.A.T. territory with his
incredible rise in the Octagon. The great
Cathy Freeman will always and forever
be the G.O.A.T. of athletics. Her rise in
the 1990s capped by gold at the Sydney
Olympics has yet to be matched by any
Australian since.

Those are just some of the obvious
selections at the elite level, but is that
where all the G.O.A.Ts live? Not
necessarily. While this may go against
what | said above about amateur sport,
there are plenty of G.O.A.Ts running
around the countryside in state and
regional sport. There are those of whom
personal circumstances prevent from
progressing further up the sporting food-
chain or maybe they are just as happy
knocking about in the bushes. Whatever
the reason, pop down to your local field
or courts and you will see people you
may even know personally who are
absolutely head and shoulders above
their peers in whatever sport they are
playing. There will be deadset G.O.A.Ts
at the Koori Knockout, there is no doubt.
Back in my old hometown, there were at
least two or three former teammates who
would have absolutely carved it up in the
WAFL and VFL/AFL but whose ties to
family and land was too strong for them
to want to make the move to the big
cities. It was a true pleasure standing
alongside these blokes, who count as my
relations, on the football field, seeing
them execute incredible skills close up
and learning from them.

So, outside from what we see on TV,
one doesn't have to look too far in finding
a sporting G.O.A.T. They live among us.
