THAT’S the
question
hundreds of
thousands of
Australians
have been

asking following the
televising of shameful
footage and pictures – like
that at right – of Indigenous
youth being mistreated at
Don Dale Youth Detention
Centre in Darwin.

And it’s the question that
will be addressed by a royal
commission ordered by
Prime Minister Malcolm
Turnbull after the footage was
aired on the ABC’s Four
Corners program.

While several official
reports into incidents at Don
Dale have been handed to the
Northern Territory
Government and widely
reported by the media,

including the Koori Mail, it
took the Four Corners expose
to finally spark action.

Senator Pat Dodson said
the Don Dale kids had been
failed by too many people.

“We’re (Labor) just as
responsible for allowing bad
practices,” he said.

AFTER being too frightened to go on his
first date in 1955 alone, and bringing
his mate along, Harry Grogan, from

Kuranda, far north Queensland, is
celebrating 60 years of marriage with his wife
Esther, from Walcha, northern NSW.

Harry and Esther, now both 82, met in
Sydney after Esther’s friend invited Harry for
dinner, unbeknown to Esther.

Harry was chasing his dreams of being a
boxer while working at a timber mill, and
Esther was working at the PMU (soup)
factory. They used to pass each other on
their way to work each morning.

“I remember seeing him at a football
match and I never forgot him. Then my friend
invited him to dinner,” Esther told the Koori
Mail. “We liked each other. I was madly in
love with him but of course I didn’t say that.”

Harry said it took him a little while to
muster up the courage to ask Esther out.

“I took her to a Davy Crockett movie. She
loves musicals but I love Westerns,” he said.
“So there were three of us, me, Esther, and
my mate and we went to the movies
together.”

After that fateful first date the couple went
to Armidale, NSW, close to Esther’s family, to
be married. 

Soon after, their first son Wayne was

born, followed by Cyril and daughter Sharon. 
For their 60th year together, Sharon is

organising a party for the couple on the
property where Esther and Harry live with
her, her husband and children. 

Harry said about 200 people are expected
to attend the much-loved couple’s
celebration.

“It’s beautiful to be coming up to 60 years.
We love each other and we’re happy. We still
have our little jokes together,” he said.

“We have little arguments, but we just
love each other.”

Esther said the couple struggled
sometimes, but always fought through.

When he was 14, Cyril suffered an
epileptic seizure that left him dependent on
his parents. “He never fully recovered. He
was incapacitated, and I made my mind up
there and then that I’d look after him,” Esther
said. 

“A nurse said to me that he could go into
the nursing home, but he wouldn’t get the
same love and care that he would at home.

“I’ve looked after him since 1974. I got an
award for being his carer.

“I love all my children dearly and I’m very
particular. I’m just a born mother.”

And it is love that Harry says has got the
couple through 60 years together. 

“As long as you love each other you’ll be
fine,” he said.

GRIEF-stricken
relatives of a
NSW Aboriginal
woman allegedly
killed during a

night of sexual violence have
confronted the last men to see
her alive.

Lynette Daley was 33 when
she was allegedly brutalised on
Ten Mile Beach, northern NSW,
late on January 26, 2011, or in
the early hours of the next
morning.

But it was not until this year
– after the man who claimed to
be her boyfriend, Adrian
Attwater, and his mate Paul Eric
Maris, were charged, then
allowed to walk, and then grilled
at a coronial inquiry – that
Director of Public Prosecutions
Lloyd Babb announced plans
for a trial.

Last week, dozens of
members of Ms Daley’s family
travelled from across the NSW
north coast to see Attwater and
Maris front Grafton Local Court
for the first time.

One man muttered the
words “let them hang” from the
public gallery during the brief
hearing.

But anger boiled over as
Attwater left the courthouse,
struggling to shield his face

from the cameras as members
of Ms Daley’s family grabbed at
his shirt and the dead woman’s
sister screamed, “Why?”

In dramatic and distressing
scenes, Tina Daley chased the
41-year-old Attwater on to the
road before becoming
overwhelmed and collapsing
onto the asphalt, where she lay
until an ambulance arrived.

Ms Daley’s mother, Thelma
Davis, appeared anguished and
had to be helped away.

She had arrived at court
carrying red, yellow and black
balloons bearing the words
‘Justice for Norma’.

Case to answer
Norma was the pseudonym

given to Ms Daley during a
2014 inquest that concluded
Attwater and Maris had a case
to answer.

Mrs Davis said she had
waited five years already and
was prepared to wait longer for
justice.

“She was the most loving
person. Kind-hearted. You
couldn’t get a kinder person,”
Mrs Davis said of her late
daughter.

Maris was escorted into the
nearby Grafton police station
before escaping into his car, 

to the jeers of the crowd.
A short time earlier,

Attwater’s solicitor, Martin
Bernhaut, asked for a court
order banning any publication
of his client’s home address,
citing safety concerns.

“It’s a matter involving
significant publicity, significant
public sentiment,” Mr Bernhaut
said.

Court documents allege
Attwater killed Ms Daley
between 8pm on January 26,
2011, and 7am the next day, in
an act of domestic violence-
related manslaughter.

Maris allegedly aided him
after the fact.

Both men were charged with
sexual assault in company.

Ms Daley’s aunt, Denise
Purcell, said she and her family
had been held hostage over
their fight for justice.

“We’re the ones who’ve
been imprisoned these last five
years. It’s about time we turned
it around,” she said.

“The family is still grieving ...
and we’re hoping that the
healing process can really
begin.”

The two accused men are
on bail and will not be required
to face court when their case
returns on September 6. – AAP

HAROLD Thomas’s heart-
breakingly poignant
painting Tribal Abduction of
authorities prying a baby
from the breast of a tribal
Aboriginal mother,

surrounded by her family, while a nun
stands by waiting to ‘clean’ the baby, has
won Australia’s most prestigious
Indigenous art prize, the $50,000 Telstra

National Aboriginal and Torres Strait
Islander Art Award (NATSIAA).

The exhibition of all 75 finalists, now
on at the Museum and Art Gallery of the
Northern Territory in Darwin, is a
celebration of the depth and diversity of
Indigenous art.

Gallery director Marcus Schutenko
said judges were provided with the
breadth of what is happening across

Australia and a strong representation of
country, culture, identity and politics, and
have brought together a “wonderfully
eclectic assembly of finalists whose
works have created a spectacular
exhibition”.

The Telstra Bark Painting Award went
to John Mawurndjul, a senior leader from
Mumeka (Mann River, Arnhem Land),
who has entered every NATSIAA since its

inception, also winning the Bark Painting
category in 1999 and 2002.

High praise for NATSIAA artworks

Fury as pair
fronts court
NSW
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THE Gumatji
Yolngu people
welcomed
hundreds of
people to the
Garma Festival at
Gulkula, near

Nhulunbuy in east Arnhem
Land, at the end of last month.

Garma, hosted by the Yothu
Yindi Foundation, this year
recognised 40 years of
Australia’s Land Rights Act, with
cultural performances, political
discussions, a youth forum and
workshops.

In his welcome, Yolngu Elder
Galarrwuy Yunupingu said
visitors would see a slice of
Yolngu life over the four days of
the festival.

“You will hear our language
spoken, see our ceremony
performed and look in
wonderment at the patterns and
style of our beautiful art as it is
made and presented to you,” he
said. 

“At the bunggul (ceremonial

dance) you will see a tradition
that is timeless – a world that I
have dedicated my life to.

“During the day you will be
challenged by speeches and
discussions and dialogue that
will lift you from your seat and
make you sit upright, trying to
think through what it is your
ears are hearing. I encourage

you to do this as it is for the
exchange of knowledge that
Garma exists.

“And when you see the
ceremony in full flight, hearing
the manikay (didjeridoo-
accompanied songs) sung and
watching the patterns and
design that are presented to
you, take some time to think
about the Aboriginal people who
have had these jewels of life
taken from them in the short
history of our nation. 

“I say this not to condemn
your forebears, or yourselves,
but to merely state the truth.

“Even today the truth is hard
to bear, such is the loss
suffered by so many Aboriginal
people, continuing to this day.
The truth may help you
understand your own life better
and allow you to be a
contributor to the challenges
that lie ahead in making a
settlement between our people
within the nation.”

A GROUP of Aboriginal
and Torres Strait Islander
grandmothers and their
supporters have
marched on NSW’s

Parliament House calling for
Indigenous children to be protected
from “abusers” in state-run
institutions.

Police stopped traffic as about 100
protesters passed through Sydney’s
city centre on National Aboriginal and
Torres Strait Islander Children’s Day,
last Thursday, holding banners and
signs and chanting “bring the children
home”.

Addressing the marchers at the
gates of Parliament House,
Grandmothers Against Removals
(GMAR) organiser Suellyn Tighe said
her people had lost the power to guard
their children from harm.

“We need to take back that power
and get our kids and protect them from
(their) abusers, which is the
Department of Family and Community
Services in this state,” she shouted
through a microphone.

“What we need to do is become
strong, mob up, get together and go
back to our communities and say ‘no
more, not in this country, never
again’.”

The rally came just over a week
after the announcement of a royal
commission into the Northern Territory
youth detention system. That
announcement followed footage of
boys being stripped naked, 
tear-gassed and held in solitary
confinement at Darwin’s Don Dale

youth detention centre, shining a light
on issues Indigenous legal and social
justice bodies had been speaking
about for years.

Ms Tighe called for the guards
responsible to be “put on a boat” and
sent away, prompting cheers and

applause. “Our kids are precious. They
don’t deserve that kind of treatment,”
she said.

Greens MP David Shoebridge spoke
at the rally, saying decisions about
Aboriginal children should be made by
the Aboriginal community.

“The answer to this isn’t a new
minister with a brand new vision about
how white bureaucrats can deal with
children,” he said.

“The answer to this is returning the
decision making and the powers back
to the Aboriginal community.” – AAP

ON August 4, the
second anniversary of
her slow and painful
death in custody,
Julieka Dhu’s family
again called for the
Western Australian

coroner to publicly release the
footage of her final hours.

Ms Dhu, a 22-year-old Yamatji
woman, died two days after being
locked up at South Hedland Police
Station in August 2014 for unpaid
fines totalling $3622.

Despite repeated pleas for
medical assistance and two trips to
hospital, both police and medical
staff appeared to think Ms Dhu was
either faking illness or not seriously
unwell.

Ms Dhu died during her third visit
in as many days to the Hedland
Health Campus from staphylococcal
septicaemia and pneumonia,
following an infection in her fractured
ribs that spread to her lungs.

The coronial inquest into her
death has heard – and seen – that
police assumed she was faking and
that nurses and doctors failed to
follow basic procedures, including
taking Ms Dhu’s temperature.

Callous
Her family has repeatedly called

for the CCTV footage from South
Hedland Police Station, which was
played during the inquest and shows
the callous ways in which Ms Dhu
was treated, to be publicly released.

However, in the hearing earlier
this year, coroner Ros Fogliani ruled
releasing the footage into the public
domain could cause further trauma

and distress to Ms Dhu’s family and
that her privacy outweighed the
public interest.

The recent public outrage about
the treatment of Aboriginal boys in
the Northern Territory’s Don Dale
Youth Detention Centre added weight
to the family’s plea for the footage of
Ms Dhu to be released.

Despite many media reports about
the serious abuse of children at Don
Dale, including in the Koori Mail,
CAAMA Radio, NITV, AAP, ABC
Darwin, Sky News and Buzzfeed, it
wasn’t until the video footage was
shown on ABC current affairs
program Four Corners months later
that the situation sparked the public
consciousness or the attention of
politicians.

Elicit change
Ms Dhu’s uncle Shaun Harris told

the ABC the public had a right to view
the footage and he believed, like the
response to the Don Dale footage, it
would elicit change.

“It’s traumatising yes, but it still
needs to be put out there,” he said. 

“They can’t hurt us any more, but
they can traumatise us more by still
holding back the truth. There will
never be any justice unless there is
truth and accountability.

“The footage of the CCTV release
would not be violent or a harsh
backlash, it would be deserved
attention on the whole issue of my
niece and black deaths in custody.”

The family and others are running
a social media campaign for the
footage to be released under
#releasethecctv  and
#justiceforjulieka

A YOUNG
Aboriginal boy
being violently
stripped naked,
thrown across his
cell and shackled

to a Medieval-looking restraint
chair with a hood over his head.

Guards tear-gassing
Aboriginal children. Beating them.

A group of grown men man-
handling an Aboriginal child,
forcing him to the ground with
their knees on his back.

These are the images that
shocked a nation and shamed its
prime minister into calling a royal
commission.

CCTV footage of guards at
Don Dale Youth Detention Centre
in Darwin abusing Aboriginal boys
in their care sparked public and
political outrage last month after it
was shown on ABC current affairs
program Four Corners.

One of the children,
Dylan Voller, was shown
being stripped naked and
physically abused by
guards, thrown across a
cell and strapped to a
restraint chair for hours
with a white hood tied
over his head.

His sister Kirra Voller
told the ABC that she
struggled to watch the
abuse of her brother.

“I honestly believe if
any young man had have
walked into that cell with a
loving heart and just sat
down and talked to my
brother and helped him
through everything that he was
going through, he would have sat
down and played cards happily
with any of those guys, but they
all used force and acted
intimidating and scary,” she said.

“These people are already full-
grown adults and made that
decision to harm that child while
they were working.

“I feel like those people who
did that themselves, they’re
responsible. They took that job
on. The Government gave them
… that responsibility to care for
these kids.

“Instead they abused that
role.”

Dylan’s solicitor Peter O’Brien
told the Koori Mail that they have
filed a petition for Dylan’s release
from the adult prison where he
has been transferred with the
Northern Territory Administrator,
who has powers to release
prisoners as an act of mercy.

“We want it to happen quickly,

for very good reasons,” Mr
O’Brien said.

“He’s eligible for release from
jail, we have conditions put in
place to assure he receives the
assistance, support and
supervision he needs. 

“We’re not just asking for him
to be released without any
structure. It’s quite a rigorous
structure and the Administrator
can put on any other conditions
he might see fit, possibly parole
or bail-type conditions. 

“But we need to get him out of
there and fast, before the royal
commission begins.”

Following Four Corners, Dylan
wrote a letter of thanks and
apology for his past actions
(pictured below left).

The Weekend Australian
reported that the night after the
Four Corners report, prison staff
handcuffed and strip-searched
Dylan and moved him to the

medical centre “because he was
at risk of self-harm”.

Many Aboriginal and legal
advocates are asking why it took
so long for either the NT or the
Federal Government to take
proper action into events at Don
Dale, as they were on the public
record in reports by the NT
Children’s Commissioner and
lawyer Michael Vita and had been
widely reported by numerous
media organisations, including
the Koori Mail, NITV, CAAMA
Radio, AAP, Sky News, New
Matilda, ABC Darwin and
Buzzfeed.

Last year, the Koori Mail
reported on incidents in Don Dale
of tear-gassing, children being in
solitary confinement for days
without water, kids being hooded
and also of children being forced
to eat bird faeces for the guards’
amusement.

In particular, Federal
Indigenous Affairs Minister and

NT senator Nigel Scullion has
come under fire for not acting
sooner and for not being properly
across his portfolio.

While initially Senator Scullion
said the situation at Don Dale
hadn’t sufficiently “piqued” his
interest until a phone call from Mr
Turnbull telling him to watch Four
Corners, last week he told ABC
Radio National’s Patricia Karvelas
that, in fact, his staff had
prepared a brief and he assumed
the NT Government had the
matters in hand.

“I’ve since read the reports
and I am just simply making the
point that the evocative nature of
that CCTV sent a different story in
my view to everybody than even
the reports did,” Senator Scullion
said. 

“I’ve since read the reports
and they didn’t contain any of that
CCTV; the descriptions in most
reports, they are not bland, but

there’s certainly nothing
(that has) the impact of
actually seeing what I
consider just a culture of
brutality.”

At the Garma Festival,
near Nhulunbuy in
Arnhem Land, Senator
Scullion apologised to the
crowd for not having
acted on reports into Don
Dale and also met briefly
with National Congress of
Australia’s First Peoples
co-chairs Jackie Huggins
and Rod Little, signalling
to them that the Coalition
Government might finally
be willing to consult more
widely with Indigenous

peak organisations.
“I think what the Government

is attempting to do now is to tune
in to what they should have tuned
into ages ago: speak with our
peak organisations, and National
Congress can facilitate that,” Dr
Huggins said. 

“We’re very united on that
front, because we’re all so willing
to work together for the best
outcomes for our people, the best
outcomes for our communities
facing severe disadvantage, in
incarceration rates, health,
disability and for our children.

“We are very determined that
we want the voices of our people
to be heard so we can really get
some action. As we know,
solutions for our communities can
only be provided through our
peak bodies, who have been
experts in their fields for decades.

“We’re also eagerly awaiting a
further meeting with the prime

FEDERAL Indigenous
Affairs Minister Nigel
Scullion was confronted by
community members at
Borroloola last week, who
wanted to talk to him about
the treatment of children in

the Don Dale Youth Detention Centre.
Wendy Roper, the aunty of one of

the children who featured in the Four
Corners program, told the Koori Mail
that more needed to be done to protect
children while they are in custody.

“I want justice for our kids, not jail;
justice and for people working in the
system to protect and serve our kids,
not abuse them,” she said.

“I was hurt, upset and horrified when
I saw the footage of those boys,
including my nephew.

“Those guards need to do more to
protect them, not abuse them.

“My nephew is sweet, gentle and
kind. 

“I think the NT Government, they
need to resign. They should be doing

their jobs properly, read reports and not
just push them under the bed and
ignore them.”

Elder Jack Green said the guards
involved in the abuses of children at
Don Dale should be sacked and sent to
prison.

“We thought everything was okay,
but we’ve seen our kids being flogged,
having bags put over their heads, and
people locking them up in chairs,” he
said.

“I heard on the radio that they are
going to build a new prison in Darwin.
That’s not good enough. 

“We want our kids in our community,
so we can look after our kids our own
way, teach them culture. 

“At the moment some kids don’t
seem to have respect, but we want our
laws in place so we can make sure we
control our kids properly.

“We really support the people
standing up for these kids, black and
white standing up together and making
sure these things don’t happen again.”

minister, which he promised us
prior to the election.”

The NT Government is also
under pressure to explain why it
didn’t act appropriately on the
multiple reports into abuse of
children at Don Dale.

Chief Minister Adam Giles
removed the Corrections portfolio
from John Elferink but allowed him
to remain as Attorney-General and
Justice, Children and Families
Minister.

The NT Government is being
sued by six inmates at Don Dale,
but Mr Giles said last week his
Government would drop a counter
suit seeking more than $160,000
from two boys who appeared in
footage shown on Four Corners.

There have been many calls for
Mr Giles – who faces an election
this month – to resign or for the
Federal Government to sack him,
but he shows no sign of backing
down.

Labor senator and Shadow
Assistant Indigenous Affairs
Minister Pat Dodson said politicians
of all persuasions had failed the
kids in Don Dale.

“We’re (Labor) just as
responsible for allowing bad
practices,” he said.

“I think the best thing for these
kids’ future is to put the best
possible regime in place to manage
the complex needs with which they
present. 

“They’re not angels, they have
issues, but surely we can find a
better way than forcing them into
those restraint chairs, tear-gassing
them and putting hoods over their
heads. That sort of violent
approach was tried in the Middle
Ages and didn’t work.

“Now that there’s been a light
shone on the situation, Don Dale
needs to be bulldozed. 

“This whole situation is a perfect
example of why the emphasis
shouldn’t be on incarceration.
These kids need to interact with

their own people, and we need to
find different methods of looking
after them, including specialised
help. 

“Some of these kids have
mental health issues; they need
proper assistance, not 150 pound
cage boxers.” 

Senator Dodson, Dr Huggins
and dozens of Indigenous, legal
and social justice organisations
have all called for a holistic
approach to addressing the grossly
disproportionate rates of
Indigenous incarceration.

“There needs to be an approach
that looks at a whole range of

social problems in our
communities,” said Senator
Dodson, who was engaged by the
Royal Commission into Aboriginal
Deaths in Custody to help facilitate
an understanding of social and
cultural issues. 

“Health, housing, education,
employment, racism, ignorance –
they all give rise to so many of our
people being in custody in the first
place.

“And if we don’t so something
about them, then lessons from Don
Dale will remain unlearnt.”

While initially the Federal
Government appointed former NT

Chief Justice Brian Martin to head
the royal commission, days after
the announcement he stepped
down, citing perceptions of a
conflict of interest.

Mick Gooda and former
Queensland Supreme Court judge
Margaret White have been
appointed as co-chairs. Mr Gooda
has resigned as Aboriginal and
Torres Strait Islander Justice
Commissioner to take up the
position.

The Koori Mail made repeated
interview requests to both Mr
Turnbull and Senator Scullion and
sent a series of questions,
including whether the Government
would commit to doing everything
in its power to implement the
findings of the royal commission.
Mr Turnbull’s office did not respond.

Senator Scullion’s office did
respond, but didn’t answer the
questions.

A candlelight vigil was held
outside Don Dale Youth Detention
Centre on the eve of National
Aboriginal and Torres Strait
Islander Children’s Day (August 4),
to show solidarity with the kids who
were abused by staff. 

Amnesty International, which

organised the vigil, is calling on the
Federal Government to sign the
United Nations’ Optional Protocol
on Torture, which will ensure
humane standards are maintained
in Australian prisons.

Eileen Cummings, from the NT
Stolen Generation Aboriginal
Corporation, expressed her doubts
that the upcoming royal
commission would result in real
change.

“We were removed as children
and we were institutionalised, and
institutions don’t really help
anything, they just make things
worse,” she said.

“They (the NT Government) had
the reports and they did nothing,
and that’s the saddest part of it all.
So how do they expect us to have
any faith in this royal commission
thing?”

Colin Rogan Jnr, whose brother
appeared on Four Corners, said he
had spent time in the old Don Dale
Detention Centre when he was
younger. He went on to become an
Australian soldier and is now a
businessman. He said the staff did
not understand culture and he
called for criminal charges to be
laid against Don Dale guards who
broke the law.

Dylan Voller’s lawyer Peter
O’Brien said that despite his young
client’s troubled childhood, Dylan
had the potential to really help
others – as long as he could be
released from prison without further
harm.

“Dylan Voller will be someone
who will make a positive change in
Australia. He already has,” Mr
O’Brien said.

“What he’s done with his
bravery, his incredible bravery at
speaking out, he has already made
a huge contribution by opening
people’s eyes.

“He shouldn’t be in jail.”
The royal commission is

expected to start hearings next
month, and must report to the
Federal Government by early next
year.

NT Juvenile Justice Royal Commission

THOUSANDS of
people took to the
streets late last month
to protest against the
mistreatment of
Aboriginal and Torres

Strait Islander children in detention.
Rallies, marches and protests

were held in cities across the nation,
with protestors hoping to put an end
to the abuse of Indigenous children in
detention and deaths in custody. 

An ABC Four Corners program
last month, showing footage of
children being tear-gassed, having
spit hoods placed over their heads
and being stripped naked at the Don
Dale Juvenile Detention Centre in
Darwin, sparked the movement
across the country, despite the
abuses having been widely reported
previously by many media
organisations including the Koori
Mail.

Perth rally organiser Clinton Pryor
said there was a sense of solidarity
with people marching not just in one
city, but all over the country on the
same day.

“I was amazed that so many
people marched across the country,”
he told the Koori Mail.

“I think the message got across
with the whole country joining
together like that, but there is a lot
more work to be done.” 

In Sydney hundreds gathered to
protest. Wiradjuri Elder Jenny Munro
spoke powerfully about how fearful
she was for the safety of the young
children shown to be abused in the
footage, and how she holds out no
hope of change following a royal
commission. 

She spoke of systemic racism and

the need to fight every battle and not
just come out in support of the highly
publicised battles being fought by
Aboriginal people.

“Allies need to stand beside us
always, not just when the cameras
are rolling,” she said.

Murri poet and activist Ken
Canning spoke at the rally and said
he was shocked, along with all of
Australia, at the abuse, but reminded
the crowd that Aboriginal and Torres
Strait Islander people have been
saying this abuse exists for a long
time.

“If you want to see real change
and want this abuse to stop, demand
change right now,” he said. 

“All institutions needs to be
investigated immediately because the
abuse is not confined to the Northern
Territory.”

Mr Canning called for the release
of the abused children and for
government to be accountable to
undoing the damage to the abused
children and called for the Northern
Territory Government to be sacked
immediately.

The peaceful march continued to
the law courts in Sydney where the
crowd shouted for justice for the Don
Dale boys and sacking of the NT
Government

The Warriors of the Aboriginal
Resistance organised the rally in
Melbourne, which lasted long into the
night. About 100 protesters, including
three women who locked themselves
in a cage, stayed at the Flinders
Street intersection until police
removed them. 

The Warriors of the Aboriginal
Resistance Facebook Page read:
“Cops have gone home! We are
staying here until Don Dale is shut.
We need numbers, support and food.
Come down. We are still here.”

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THE Yindijibarndi
Aboriginal
Corporation (YAC)
will continue to fight
for exclusive native
title rights over a
large area of land in

the Pilbara after the Federal Court
threw out a rival native title claim
last month.

Last year the Wintawari Guruma
Aboriginal Corporation, which
represents the Eastern Guruma
people, lodged a competing claim
over a site near billionaire miner
Andrew Forrest’s Fortescue Metals

Group’s (FMG) Solomon iron ore
mine in Yindjibarndi land, known as
FMG Satellite Springs.

However, that claim was thrown
out of court earlier this year, and a
request to appeal against that
decision was dismissed last month.

The court has held hearings into
YAC’s applications for exclusive
native title rights over a swathe of
land, which includes FMG’s
Solomon iron ore mine, since 2003.

Federal Court judge Justice
John Gilmour ended the legal bid
by the East Guruma people to
claim native title over the area,

which overlapped the Yindjibarndi’s
claim, saying the conflicting claim
was an “abuse of process”.

FMG joined the Wintawari
Guruma Aboriginal Corporation in
the court action, but chief executive
Nev Power told the ABC that FMG
did not provide funding or support
to the corporation for its case.

“Interference”
YAC chief executive Michael

Woodley welcomed the court’s
decision. “It has now put an end to
the interference by the Eastern
Guruma, who have been trying to

disrupt Yindjibarndi people from
protecting our rights,” he said.

The area, in north-west WA,
also has mines belonging to Rio
Tinto, Hancock Prospecting, and
BHP Billiton, all of which YAC has
agreements with.

YAC’s relationship with FMG
has been strained since the mining
company denied the Aboriginal
corporation’s demand for an
uncapped compensation deal, and
YAC rejected an offer of $4 million
a year for the mining company to
have access to their lands. In
recent years, FMG has supported a

rival Yindjibarndi group, the Wirlu-
Murra Yindjibarndi Aboriginal
Corporation, which wants a
different deal with the company.

Mr Woodley said if the YAC
native title claim is successful, the
corporation will lodge a
compensation claim against FMG.

“We’re quite disgusted in terms
of their position or their ideology
towards any native title discussions
or negotiations around Indigenous
land use agreements,” he said.

Mr Power said the company
would do everything within its legal
power to protect its rights.

DION Beasley, a 25-year-
old artist whose work has
been seen around the
world, has launched his
second children’s book Go
Home Cheeky Animals, a

sequel to Too Many Cheeky Dogs.
The young man is profoundly deaf after

contracting meningitis as a baby, and also
has muscular dystrophy.

But his guardian, Joie, says this doesn’t
stop his passion for drawing.

Mr Beasley has been a National
Disability Insurance Scheme (NDIS)
participant in Tenant Creek since 2014.
The NDIS provides support for Australians
with disability, their families and carers.

Joie said she met Mr Beasley when he
was almost 12 years old. 

“When he came to town he was pretty
uncooperative, but drawing was the thing
that connected him to others and so we
could communicate that way,” she said.

Since the rollout of the NDIS in the
Barkly region in July 2014, 138 Northern
Territory people have joined the scheme.

The NDIS says one of the successes in
the region has been better public transport
options for people with disability in Tennant
Creek, to help them keep mobile.

It has also established six additional
supported accommodation facilities in
Tennant Creek.

“Dion already had wheelchairs and

ramps, so his basic needs had been met,”
Joie said.

“But with NDIS funding through his
personalised plan for maintenance on his

scooter, he’s been able to get even more
mobile and keep in touch with his
community.

“We are self-managing, so we’ve found
someone who can fix the scooter and we
can just go ahead and do that.”

About 75% of staff working with the
NDIS in the Barkly region identify as
Indigenous. These staff are spread across
about 20 service providers, supporting
people with disability in the local area.

The National Disability Insurance
Agency has also held special events in the
area, including a Barkly Disability Football
round, which it has sponsored for the past
two years.

This year, the NDIS started to be rolled
out across the country, with most areas
receiving the scheme by 2019.

People who currently receive disability
services will be contacted before the
scheme starts in their regions. Those not
currently receiving support will be able to
apply to access the NDIS when it is
available in their area.

Pilbara fight to go on
WA

Dion gives his backing to NDIS

Artist Dion Beasley is encouraging people with a disability or their carers to prepare
for the national roll out of the National Disability Insurance Scheme (NDIS).

BEING marketed
as Australia’s
ultimate adventure
story, new film
Motorkite
Dreaming follows

the adventures of two friends,
Aidan Glasby and Daryl Clarke,
on their 4000km journey from
Adelaide to Broome.

But that’s not all; the men are
making the journey on
secondhand microlight planes,
also known as ‘motorbikes with
wings’ or ‘motorkites’. The
‘planes’ appear kite-like, and are
powered by a lawn mower
engine.

The pair are accompanied by
their fiancees Lexi Keneally and
Elsie Clarke, two Indigenous
guides Carroll Karpany and Bart
Sansbury, a camera crew, and
‘support dog’ Mylo.

Mr Karpany, a Ngarrindjerri
man, said he was called on by
director Charlie Hill-Smith to act
as a cultural liaison because of
his familiarity with protocols
in Indigenous communities 

and his connection to the land.
“We travelled through 24

different language groups and it
was my job to ensure the
protocol was met between all the
nations on our route,” he told the
Koori Mail. “So my job was quite
extensive and thorough.”

Mr Karpany said that while
the physical journey was
extensive, the group found
themselves on spiritual and
emotional journeys too.

An Elder in Windjana Gorge
(Western Australia) taught Mr
Karpany his traditional song,
which he thought was lost with
the death of his grandfather.

“At first it was a bunch of
strangers coming together, then
it was this great collaboration,”
he said.

“Each individual person had
their own special quality and at
the end of the day we were
working together.

“It really was an excellent
process and a great
experience.” 

Mr Karpany said at each
community the group was
welcomed generously and the

adventurers were keen to meet
the local people.

“As an Aboriginal person it
was not as strange to me as it
was for some of the others,” he
said.

“It was the first time for some
of them meeting an Aboriginal
person.

“They had inquiring minds,
though, and knew to be
respectful. They had never been
in such remote areas before.

“For me it wasn’t a strange
process. It was natural for me to
ask to enter someone’s land. 

“Aboriginal people have
travelled these lands for
centuries and it’s always been
the same protocol.

“Personally, I grew to
appreciate my DNA memory.
When you travel and you
experience deja vu (the feeling
of having been there before),
that’s because your Elders have
travelled there before.”

The film is screening across
Australia, starting in Adelaide on
August 11.

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THE Aboriginal woman
who has accused a
Western Australian police
officer of pointing a gun
against the back of the
neck of her 14-year-old son
says he should be sacked,

charged and jailed. WA police and South
Hedland station in particular are under
scrutiny over a string of incidents, many
involving Aboriginal people.

South Hedland is the police station
notorious for the death of 22-year-old
Aboriginal woman Julieka Dhu, who died
of septicaemia and pneumonia after
being controversially locked up for two
days over unpaid fines in August 2014.
Police accused her of faking illness.

The WA Police internal affairs unit is
investigating accusations made in a
formal complaint by the Aboriginal Legal
Service that officers threatened two 14-
year-old boys with guns – with a third 14-
year-old boy likely to be added –
following a short chase in a car that was
not stolen but belonged to relatives.

While police were pulling over a car in
South Hedland, the car veered off the
road and became stuck in a ditch,
according to the complaint. 

While two of the boys were being

arrested, they all panicked and ran away,
it said.

Six under-age people in the car had
run off on foot before one was caught
and had a gun pressed against the back
of his neck, the ALS complaint written by
lawyer Alice Barter claims.

That boy was never charged,
although the driver was for failing to stop
and being unlicensed.

The officers were allegedly heard
saying, “Stop crawling away or I’ll shoot
you with the gun,” and “Hey don’t move
or we’ll shoot you with the gun. Shut up,
you want to die.”

Allegations
There are also allegations of a boy

being hit and kicked and three boys
being later strip searched.

The mother of the boy who allegedly
had a gun pressed against him and was
threatened with being shot, said her son
was traumatised and had been scared,
shaking and crying after the incident.

“What if he had pulled the trigger on
the back of his head ... they should have
talked to them instead of pointing a gun
at a 14-year-old boy,” the mother said.

WA Police Union president George
Tilbury said officers were under

significant pressure in South Hedland
due to social issues and it was time for a
boost in resources.

Police Acting Commissioner Stephen
Brown denied claims of a “toxic culture”
at South Hedland, but senior police have
been there to investigate.

The latest allegations came in the
same week a 41-year-old police officer
was stood down after being charged with
assault while on the job in Western
Australia’s Pilbara region.

Another officer has been charged
after he allegedly waved a gun at
colleagues during a “drunken rampage”
inside the Port Hedland station.

Another two police officers have been
stood down and are being investigated
by internal affairs over claims three
constables at South Hedland station
dumped two Aboriginal boys, aged 14,
on the town’s outskirts at night after they
had been allegedly throwing rocks at
cars.

Aboriginal Legal Service of WA chief
executive Dennis Eggington accused the
police of abusing their power.

“I’m sick and tired of the inhumane
treatment dished out to Aboriginal people
who aren’t afforded the same basic
human rights as others,” he said. – AAP

YOUNG people aged

“In my story I said I play
AFL, and having that in my story has
helped me get into programs to play for
Indigenous AFL teams.”

Richard’s video is available to view
on ABC iView and has also been
played on ABC News24 and on the
Lateline program.

He said it feels good to know his
story is getting out there.

“I’ve never had anything handed to
me. I’ve always had to work really hard
for what I want,” he said.

“I think this is also a big step for my
family. I’m the first to graduate high
school. My mum and dad didn’t
graduate. I hope this also pushes my
three younger siblings to do something
like this, too.”

Forty winners, selected from the
competition applications, will go to the

all-expenses-paid Heywire Summit in
Canberra.

Richard said the summit and the
Heywire program have opened new
doors for him, and encouraged others
to apply.

“Just go for it! It’s scary at first but
once you get down to it, they’re a great
bunch of people,” he said.

SYDNEY Zoo,
a new
zoological park
being
developed in

Blacktown, has set an
Aboriginal employment target
of 10% and plans to offer
immersive Aboriginal cultural
experiences to visitors. 

To meet the target, the zoo
has signed a memorandum of
understanding with not-for-
profit Aboriginal organisation
Muru Mittigar. 

Sydney Zoo and Muru
Mittigar will work together to
train Aboriginal people for
fulltime roles as rangers to
deliver Aboriginal cultural
tours, bush regeneration and
animal care. 

The zoo says this traditional
Aboriginal experience will
allow people to learn about the
Dreamtime experience of
places, animals and objects,
as well as bush foods and
medicines and the relationship

that Aboriginal people have
with the land.

Sydney Zoo chief executive
Jake Burgess said the initiative
would be critical in creating an
exceptional Aboriginal cultural
experience, redefining the
tourist visit into something
more immersive and engaging
than traditional zoos. 

“We are very proud of this
initiative,” he said.

“Immersive”
“We believe an immersive

Aboriginal experience will be
very attractive to both local
and international tourists. 

“By integrating education
about Aboriginal cultural
heritage with the exhibition of
the natural heritage we can
provide a holistic explanation
of Aboriginal traditions to
hundreds of thousands of
people a year, and we can
also provide meaningful jobs
and training.” 

Muru Mittigar chief

executive Peter Chia said the
opportunity to work with
Sydney Zoo to develop an
Aboriginal ranger program was
a landmark employment
opportunity for Aboriginal
people in Sydney. 

“The Darug and
neighbouring traditional
owners of western Sydney are
the custodians of country and
are always keen to share their
culture and heritage to a
willing audience,” he said.

NSW Tourism Minister
Stuart Ayres said the tourism
industry would benefit from
Sydney Zoo’s Aboriginal
Ranger program. 

“We know that tourists are
looking for authentic Aboriginal
experiences and combining
the living cultural heritage of
Aboriginal people with
Australian animal displays will
create an exceptional
outcome,” he said. “I believe it
will become an important part
of our tourist offering in NSW.”

THE Torres Strait
Regional Authority
(TSRA), with
support from the
Australian Institute
of Marine Science
(AIMS), has

expanded its network of local
weather stations to include an
additional weather station on
Saibai Island.

This is the fourth additional
weather station for the region,
adding to the stations that are
part of the marine monitoring
instruments at Masig, Thursday
Island and Maizab Kaur
(Bramble Cay).

The Australian Bureau of
Meteorology (BoM) also has
weather stations on Horn Island
and Poruma.

TSRA says having good

quality local weather information
is important for current weather
details as well as looking at
longer-term trends, including
climate change.

There is currently limited
good quality long-term weather
data for the region. The stations
record temperature, rainfall,
wind speed and direction and
atmospheric pressure.

Accurate
The TSRA says having

access to current and accurate
local weather details is of value
to residents and services. 

Information is displayed live
via a web link on AIMS weather
portal. This means anyone with
access to the internet can find
out what conditions are at key
points across the region.

The TSRA says this is
especially valuable to air and
sea travel as well as many other
activities where weather
conditions have an impact.

The TSRA has invested 
in a further two weather stations
to complete the regional
coverage. These stations will be
installed over the coming
months, once a final agreement
has been reached on suitable
locations.

TSRA and AIMS will work
with BoM to ensure local
weather data can be, where
possible, incorporated into their
forecasting processes.

To view the weather
information for Maizab Kaur,
Masig, Thursday Island and

A story of two camps
By KEIRA JENKINS

AUTHOR Anita
Heiss explores the
two ‘camps’ of
Cowra in the 1940s
– the Prisoner of
War camp and

Erambie Mission, just four miles
away from each other –  through a
fictional love story in her new book
Barbed Wire and Cherry
Blossoms.

“I was at Pearl Harbour in 2014
watching the Japanese tourists
engage with this memorial, and I
wondered how they felt about
seeing that history from an

American perspective,” Dr
Heiss told the Koori Mail.

“Then I thought about
the Cowra breakout, when
Japanese soldiers broke out
of the POW camp, and the

way that history didn’t really
mention Erambie Mission.

“They were living in a camp
too, with a mission manager and

living on rations, segregated from
the whites in town.

“I decided to write a story about
the two camps and show that
sometimes the people living in
Erambie were treated worse than
the POWs.”

After developing the idea for the
book, Dr Heiss ran it past Cowra
local Laurie Bamblett. 

Then the research began, with
Dr Heiss using books on the
Cowra Breakout and Erambie
Mission as well as her mother’s
stories about growing up at
Erambie and the input of a

Japanese expert on prisoners of
war. 

“It actually took longer to
research than it did to write,” Dr
Heiss said.

“I emailed Laurie as soon as I
thought of the idea so that’s when
it kind of started. Then I went to
Cowra to look at the layout of the
town and talk to the locals. I also
looked at the newspapers from 
that time.

“From there I started to map the
story and research the POW camp
and Japanese culture.”

Although there is truth in the
story about what life was like at
Erambie, and the events of the
Cowra Breakout, Dr Heiss said the
love story is entirely fictional.

“In truth all the Japanese

soldiers were either rounded 
up or died within nine days of the
escape so (one of the main
characters) Hiroshi, who remains
hidden by an Aboriginal family, 
was simply a vehicle for the story,”
she said.

“I actually had to rewrite some
of the parts of the story because I
was learning about Japanese
culture, and the professor I was
speaking to said there was no way
a Japanese man would become so
close to a woman so quickly.

“I wanted an authentic story so I
had to make their friendship
blossom more slowly. It was hard
to research from the Japanese
culture perspective because they
still don’t talk much about being
POWs.”

Dr Heiss said it was not just
Japanese culture she learnt about
in the process of writing the book,
but she discovered snippets of her
own family’s story too.

She spent a lot of time in
Erambie, where the book was
launched last week.

Dr Heiss, who has university
qualifications in history, said she
sees this work as a different way of
documenting history.

“I got to spend a lot of time with
my mum while I worked on this
book and listening to her talk about
her life as a young person,” she
said.

“I think my generation is the
angry generation because we 
get quite upset about what
happened to our parents, but Mum
tells those stories with a warmth
that you wouldn’t expect.”

A PLAN for
building
Indigenous
Digital
Excellence
(IDX) was

launched at the Garma
festival, bringing together three
years of consultation,
experimentation and learning
from Indigenous digital
experts, organisations and
communities across Australia.

A roadmap for building
Indigenous Digital Excellence:
Looking to 2030, developed by
the National Centre of
Indigenous Excellence (NCIE)
in partnership with the Telstra
Foundation, included national
consultations and a three-day
summit earlier this year.

It sets out guiding
principles, areas of focus,
goals and priorities for the
NCIE and the Telstra
Foundation’s partnership
through their IDX initiative, as
well as being aimed at key
influencers in the Australian
community and government.

It also links Indigenous
digital participation and
innovation to closing the gap.

NCIE chief executive Kirstie
Parker said the IDX roadmap
outlines priority measures
across social wellbeing and
health, culture, education,
employment and
entrepreneurship .

“It informs on how these

measures might be achieved
from sharing of knowledge and
innovation, through to the
partnerships that could be
leveraged to enable priorities,”
she said.

NCIE says the roadmap
advocates access and
affordability of internet, tools
and knowledge for Indigenous
Australians, as well as
communities examining how
best to incorporate digital
governance and safety into
digital participation.

The Telstra Foundation has
committed $5 million over five
years to support the IDX
initiative, and general manager
Jackie Coates has welcomed

the release of the IDX
roadmap.

“The roadmap ensures we
have a very clear direction to
take the IDX forward and it is a
plan that has been, and will
be, led and owned by
Indigenous people and
communities,” she said.

“This participation and
innovation has the potential to
positively influence outcomes
for Indigenous people across
health, education, employ-
ment, business and cultural
revitalisation and preservation,
making the roadmap a key
plan for the future.”

A PROPOSAL to
mine uranium in
Western
Australia’s
northern
Goldfields region
has been rejected

by the state’s environmental
watchdog.

Environmental Protection
Authority chairman Tom Hatton
said the Yeelirrie project, owned
by Canada’s Cameco, could not
meet one of nine key
environmental factors examined
by the independent board.

Dr Hatton said the project,
which was previously owned by
BHP Billiton, would threaten
subterranean fauna, which were
particularly abundant at Yeelirrie,
with 73 species recorded.

“Despite the proponent’s 
well-considered management
strategies, based on current
scientific understanding, the
EPA concluded that there was
too great a chance of a loss of
species that are restricted to the
impact area,” he said.

Koara Elder Richard Evans,
co-founder of the WA Nuclear
Free Alliance (WANFA), said the
EPA decision was a welcome
relief, but traditional owners at
Yeelirrie remain wary.

“The EPA decision to protect
subterranean fauna is a good
decision and the right decision
and we are happy with the
outcome,” he said. 

“But we believe the EPA has
underestimated the risk to bush
foods, public health and water
and most importantly our cultural
heritage and our community’s
opposition to the mine.

“I invite (WA Environment
Minister Albert Jacob), who has
never spoken to us before, to
come and meet with us, the
traditional owners of Yeelirrie,
before making a decision about
our country.

“Important place”
“Yeelirrie is an important

place in our culture. It is a
dreaming site. It is important to
us and other tribes around us. In
the short time since WA was
colonised there have been
drastic changes to the
ecosystem and the country.

“Uranium is different. It is
poison. It is dangerous and
stays dangerous for thousands
of years. 

“Long after the company is
gone, long after the minister is
gone, there would be impacts
from a uranium mine that would

pose a threat for every
generation to come. I’m here to
protect that country, for me and
my grandchildren and their
grandchildren.”

Cameco managing director
Brian Reilly said the company
respected the EPA’s findings and
acknowledged the complexity
and uncertainty involved with
assessing subterranean fauna.

“We believe that with further
sampling and research,
subterranean fauna can be
appropriately managed at
Yeelirrie and we will work with
government agencies and
stakeholders to find a way
forward,” he said.

The Conservation Council of
WA and the Australian
Conservation Foundation
welcomed the EPA decision.

The EPA report to Mr Jacob
is now open for public appeal
until August 17.

Cameco said it was “taking
prudent steps” to prepare its
uranium projects, which include
the Kintyre project in the Pilbara
region, for better market
conditions.

The company secured
environmental approval for
Kintyre, which it acquired from
Rio Tinto, last year. – with AAP

Further down the road
to digital excellence

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THE Australian newspaper has
vigorously defended publishing a
cartoon (the first shown below) on
National Aboriginal and Torres Strait
Islander Children’s Day that depicts
an Aboriginal father as a neglectful

beer-drinker who doesn’t know his child’s own
name. Drawn by cartoonist Bill Leak and coming in
the wake of the announcement of a royal
commission into youth detention in the Northern
Territory, thousands of people took to social media
to share their outrage.

In response, Leak drew another cartoon
(bottom) depicting himself as the victim of a Twitter
lynching and wrote a piece saying “the cartoon I
drew for (the) paper was inspired by Indig enous
men and people who, without regard for their
 personal safety, feel compelled to tell the truth”.

The National Congress of Australia’s First
Peoples said publication of the cartoon was “yet
another symptom of the endemic racism that exists
within Australia”.

“The Australian and Mr Leak obviously did not
think or consider the social impacts that the cartoon
may have,” it said in a statement. “At a time where
race relations are tenuous, it is of grave concern
that the Fourth Estate (media) perpetuates racism.”

The NSW Aboriginal Land Council and many
others complained to the Australian Press Council.

Victorian Aboriginal Child Care Agency chief
executive Muriel Bamblett told the ABC that the
cartoon depicted Aboriginal people as “not knowing
about their children and not having any role in
raising their children”.

Independent news site New Matilda published a
gallery of some of Leak’s previous racist cartoons
and suggests people who were outraged should
contact organisations who advertised in The
Australian, including the Adelaide Festival and
insurance company Suncorp. Both companies are
reviewing their advertising.

ONE of the Northern
Territory’s most
controversial
politicians – in a wide
field – Alison
Anderson has
announced her

retirement from politics. Ms
Anderson said last week she had
decided not to recontest her seat of
Namatjira at the August 27 election.

Over her three terms, she
served with Labor from 2005 to
2009, before defecting to become
an independent, then joining the
CLP in 2011.

She left the party to sit as an
independent again in 2014, then

joined the Palmer United Party for
six months that year before ending
her political career as an
independent once more.

“Any party that I’ve joined has
moved away from protecting or
being honest to my people,” she
told the ABC.

“Every time I walked out on a
party, whether it’s conservative or
the Labor Party, communities were
punished because of me.”

She said it had always been her
intention to serve three terms and
she was now ready to enjoy “a
beautiful future” in Cairns with her
partner, journalist and novelist
Nicholas Rothwell.

She butted heads with many in
politics, but said she didn’t care
what others thought of her, and
would “absolutely not” do anything
differently. When asked if her
electorate of Namatjira was better
or worse off since she entered
politics in 2005, she said: “I think
they’ve got little bits and pieces of
some things, but they’ve been
punished along with me.

“They shouldn’t punish your
electorate based on an individual
person. They should be delivering
services based on need.”

Ms Anderson said she was
vindicated for walking out on the
Labor Government because she

believed they were misusing funds
intended for remote housing.

“Indigenous money is being
diverted into the northern suburbs
of Darwin and we are going to
continue to see the misfortunes of
Aboriginal children, the misfortunes
of Aboriginal people, and the lack
of service delivery if the
Commonwealth doesn’t step in and
start tieing that money,” she said.

Ms Anderson, a former ATSIC
commissioner, has been a high-
profile politician in the NT and often
attracted controversy.

Born in Haast’s Bluff in central
Australia, she speaks six Aboriginal
languages and had been a critic of

the former Country Liberals
Government while heading up the
Papunya Community Council for 15
years until 2000.

She clashed with the former
Labor chief minister Paul
Henderson before she walked out
on his Government, and then as a
CLP minister she also clashed with
Chief Minister Adam Giles, leaving
to sit as an independent in April
2014 with two other Aboriginal
MLAs amid allegations of racism
and broken promises to the bush.

She endorsed Labor candidates
for the central Australian seats of
Namatjira and Stuart, Chansey
Paech and Scott McConnell. – AAP

Deep anger at

Anderson to quit politics

A THREE-month
statewide community
consultation on
South Australia’s
involvement in the
production and waste
management of

nuclear fuel is under way.
Among the 100 communities set

to get a visit from the Nuclear Fuel
Cycle Royal Commission
Consultation and Response
Agency (CARA) will be 28
Aboriginal centres. 

Consultation teams are
travelling the state, giving South
Australians the chance to express
their ideas and concerns about
whether their state should continue
to explore the option of acting as a
waste storage facility in the
development of global nuclear
energy.

CARA leader for engagement
Jason Downs said so far the
thoughts of South Australians have
been diverse, but three key
concerns that have been aired. 

“The biggest concern is safety:
How safe is the product? How will
it be transported and housed?
That’s the number-one concern
we’re seeing because there’s not a
lot of information out there about
it,” he said.

“There are also concerns in a
historical sense, especially
regarding the atomic bomb testing
at Maralinga (in the 1950s) and the
issues that have arisen over time
due to that.

“The other major issue is about
trust and accountability: How can
people trust government to apply
regulations, and what kind of return
will the community see?”

The information sessions
feature interactive displays,
models, videos and fact sheets so
that people can access the
information in a variety of ways.

Mr Downs said the concerns of
Aboriginal communities are
different, especially when it comes
to remembering the past.

“Aboriginal people seem to
have a deeper and stronger
perspective towards Maralinga,” he
said.

“We have heard from non-
Aboriginal people that they are

concerned about that too, but not
as strongly,” he said.

“There is also a concern that
this is just another government
initiative where Aboriginal voices
will not be heard, because in the
past government hasn’t got the
consultation right.”

Mr Downs said the key
objective of the consultation is to

make sure the voices of all South
Australians are heard.

The process has involved two
‘citizens juries’, with a group of
representatives guiding the agency
in what South Australians may be
concerned about.

The jury filed a report, focusing
on the SA royal commission’s
recommendation to establish a
high-level international used
material storage facility, identifying
the key concerns as safety,
transparency, community consent
and economic benefits.

“We’re going to extraordinary
lengths to make sure Aboriginal
voices are heard,” Mr Downs said.
“We’re going where Aboriginal
people live and giving groups and
councils the opportunity to have a
briefing.

“We’ve got experts in nuclear
fuel along with us so people can
ask questions and get an unbiased
explanation.

“It gives people an opportunity
to ask questions about things that
are important to them. So far
people are responding well.

“Before we go to a community
we get as much information out as
possible and the response has
been overwhelmingly positive so
far because people are keen to
hear the facts.

“We want to make sure people
understand what is talked about,
listen to their concerns and capture
that information in various ways to
ensure we hear it. Then we will
send the research off and it will be
collated into a report.”

“Life is too short to say no to an
opportunity that gets you to your
goal or dream.”

When he was just 12 years old,
Nathaniel Tamwoy endured a long stint
in hospital that would turn out to
change his life. 

Nathaniel’s occupational therapist at
Queensland’s Mackay Base Hospital
was by his side every day for six
weeks, helping him to achieve a
speedy recovery. 

“I still remember her,” he says. “She
was there for me in my moment of
need and she inspired me to look for
ways to help people, since
occupational therapy was helping me.” 

Nathaniel had always known he
wanted to make a difference, but the
hospital stay helped him find a
direction. “I’ve got a thing about
helping people to become the best that
they can be. That’s when I decided I
wanted to study occupational therapy,”
he says.

During his last years at school,
Nathaniel attended several summer
and winter programs at the University
of Sydney through the Wingara Mura –
Bunga Barrabugu program. 

These week-long programs enable
Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander
high school students to stay on

campus and experience university life. 
“The opportunity to travel and live in

Sydney was amazing,” the 19-year-old
says. “That’s when Sydney Uni got into
my head. The sports and the people
appealed to me. At the summer
program I met Mitchell Whiteley
[student leader], and he got me into
rugby union.” 

Now in his second semester of his
Bachelor of Applied Sciences
(Occupational Therapy) degree,
Nathaniel is enjoying playing for the
Sydney University Football Club and
keen to pursue more activities in his
second year. 

Originally from Badu Island in the
Torres Strait Islands, Nathaniel is the

first in his family to travel this far from
home. He hopes to encourage others
to follow their passions too. 

“In the future I see myself as a
professional rugby player, going up to
the Islands and inspiring younger
generations of Indigenous and non-
Indigenous kids to build their
confidence. Nothing is impossible. Try
something, travel, do whatever you
want to do, follow your dreams,”

He adds one other piece of advice:
“Be different. Don’t follow a group.
Be yourself and follow your passions,
not what other people think is ‘cool’.”

URSULA Yovich has won the
Balnaves Foundation
Indigenous Playwright’s
Award with a pitch about a
woman who has been
estranged from her Aboriginal

mother. When her mother dies, the woman
travels from her home in Sydney to Darwin
to look after funeral arrangements, and
soon discovers a host of traditional customs
she must navigate to honour her mother. As
she deals with her grief, she also must
come to terms with a lack of cultural
knowledge about her mother’s people and
how that affects her identity.

It’s a story that’s based on Ms Yovich’s
own experiences.

“I lost my mother two and a bit years
ago, so it’s a lot derived from that,” she told
the Koori Mail. 

“Also, in my research I’ve found out a lot
of stuff about organising funerals but also
the storage of a deceased person,
especially for Aboriginal people in Darwin
and nearby communities. 

“Sometimes it takes a long time to
organise to get everyone to a funeral;
sometimes weather plays a huge factor on
whether you can have a funeral sooner
rather than later, so I heard of some horrific
things experienced by Aboriginal people,
including bodies literally on top of one
another in morgues.

“In my case there were pivotal moments
when I made the decision to do something
and it had this domino effect – there was no
way of stopping this train – and it ended up
not being a great experience for anyone in

the family out at Maningrida. 
“None of her children or grandchildren

ended up being able to give her a proper
send off.

“I spent two years sort of sooking, then I
thought, ‘Nothing’s going to change. I
should write about this, not just for family,
but for others to truly understand.’”

Ms Yovich said she believes death is
something that needs to be talked about.

“Especially by Aboriginal people who
aren’t in that cultural world,” she said.

“Organising my mother’s funeral brought
up all these issues for me: ‘I’m not really an
Aboriginal person. I can’t be Aboriginal
because I don’t know cultural practice.’ I
upset family members by taking a certain
road. 

“Cultural knowledge”
“I never grew up with my family. I always

knew I was Aboriginal; my mother came
and went during the years I was growing
up, but it was so sporadic it didn’t give me
the cultural knowledge I needed on hand.

“There are so many Aboriginal people
who are like me and a lot of our cultural
practices, especially funerals, have so
drastically changed, so I hope this is an
important piece.

“No-one escapes death. We have
ceremonies, ways of saying goodbye to our
loved ones and they touch something in us.

“It’s not the easiest of time, even for
people who aren’t Aboriginal, and death
usually brings out quite a lot of anxiety. 

“It doesn’t matter who you are, who 
you call your mob, death does bring out 
the worst in people – and sometimes the
best too.”

ONE in four 
non-Indigenous
Australians would not
know they were
discriminating against
Aboriginal and Torres

Strait Islander people unless it was
pointed out to them, according to a
new beyondblue survey.

The new study says nearly
seven out of 10 people believe
“almost everyone has been a racist
at some point in their lives”. 

Discrimination is known to
contribute to Indigenous people
having higher incidences of
depression and anxiety. 

In phase two of its Invisible
Discriminator campaign,
beyondblue asks everyone to check
unconscious bias and
discriminatory behaviour such as
off-hand derogatory comments,
jokes and exclusion.

The campaign, which will run on
TV, in cinemas and online for the
next month, is designed to
challenge non-Indigenous
Australians – particularly those
aged 25 to 44 – to examine their
behaviour and attitudes, and, if
they’re not up to scratch, to change
them. 

Several studies have
demonstrated a link between
experiences of racism and poor
mental health among Indigenous
people, including a greater risk of
developing substance abuse,

depression, anxiety and attempting
suicide. 

Former Northern Territory
senator and Olympian Nova Peris,
who launched the first phase of the
campaign in 2014, said leading a
very public life for the past two
decades had exposed her to “some
pretty horrific discrimination”. 

“I am sick of the hatred,” she
said said. “I am sick of
discrimination and I am sick of
people treating each other so badly. 

“It is time to stop and think, and
start to pay some respect.” 

Incidents
Beyondblue chairman Jeff

Kennett said almost all Indigenous
people regularly experience racism,
and more than 70% report eight or
more incidents a year.

“Aboriginal and Torres Strait
Islander people are nearly three
times more likely to be
psychologically distressed than
other Australians and twice as likely
to die by suicide,” he said. 

“The higher the dose, the more
often the discrimination occurs, the
greater the risk to mental health.

“Stamping out racism and
discrimination should be a national
priority.” 

Beyondblue chief executive
Georgie Harman said the message
from this campaign for all non-
Indigenous Australians is that ‘You
Can Change This’.

THE Banjima people of the Pilbara
in Western Australia are again
celebrating a native title win after
the High Court found against the
State’s application for special leave
– a requirement before a matter
goes to the full High Court.

The State appealed on the ground that the
existence of previous exploration leases
prevented Banjima from using a section of the
Native Title Act to exert the right to exclusive
possession over areas of unallocated Crown land
and that the Banjima traditional law and custom
of spiritual protection of sites to exert the right of
exclusive possession should not extend to non-
Aboriginal people.

Yamatji Marlpa Aboriginal Corporation (YMAC)
chief executive Simon Hawkins said this is a
strong example of the litigious nature of the WA
Government when it comes to protecting the
rights of Aboriginal groups. 

“This decision from the High Court goes to
show how hostile the State is towards native title
holders,” he said.

“This decision will set a precedent for other
traditional owner groups who are slapped with
appeal notices by the State.”

The High Court found there were insufficient
prospects for success in both arguments and the
application should be dismissed with costs
awarded to the Banjima.

De facto named as
person of interest

THE de facto husband of an
Indigenous woman who went
missing over three years ago in
Sydney’s west has been named as
a person of interest at an inquest.

Cheryl Ardler, who would now be 44, has not
been seen since December 2012.

Last week, the Glebe Coroners Court heard
evidence from two police officers who visited the
Cranebrook home of Ms Ardler and her partner
Dennis French in August 2012 following reports
about a domestic argument.

Senior Constable Doug Brazil told the court
that Ms Ardler appeared intoxicated when he
arrived and refused to provide any details to
police about why they had been called. “The
basis of that conversation was argumentative
where we were told to leave,” he said.

Sen Const Brazil said he could not remember
if Mr French was at the house. “My recollection of
the day is very limited,” he said.

Deputy state coroner Therese O’Sullivan
asked Sen Const Brazil about a second woman
who claimed she was at the house and witnessed
a “vicious assault” on Ms Ardler during which she
was dragged on the floor and a window smashed.

He could not recall any such incident.
Detective Jonathan Falcke told the court

earlier that day that he believed Ms Ardler was
“killed by somebody”.

The inquest continues. – AAP 

NSW
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NO-one with even a shred of human
decency could have seen the footage

of Aboriginal children being abused at the
Don Dale Youth Detention Centre and
been unmoved.

The Four Corners show finally shamed
our Prime Minister into action.

But… why did it take that shocking
CCTV footage to spark a proper
government response?

The NT Government was fully aware of
incidents at Don Dale – its own Children’s
Commissioner handed the Government a
report into the incidents months ago and
lawyer Michael Vita also reported into the
abuse.

What’s not shocking enough about
words describing Aboriginal children being
gassed, forcibly restrained, forced to eat
bird faeces for guards’ amusement, kept
without water for days and having hoods
put over their heads?

Those reports might not have ‘piqued’
the interest sufficiently of Indigenous
Affairs Minister Nigel Scullion or NT Chief
Minister Adam Giles – but they certainly
should have. 

It’s the job of politicians to be across
important issues and if you can’t do that,
what are you doing in the role?

Some commentators – predictably –
have sought to blame Aboriginal parents
and children for the abuse, claiming that if
they hadn’t done terrible things they
wouldn’t have been in detention.

That is a distraction and as irrelevant
to the abuse of the children in Don Dale
as the harmful racist stereotypes

propagated by The Australian newspaper
when it published a horrible cartoon by Bill
Leak.

They’re kids.
No matter what they’ve done to get into

detention, they don’t deserve to be
abused.

Violence only ever leads to more
violence and our kids deserve better than
that.

On Saturday night Aboriginal and
Torres Strait Islander people found the
perfect antidote to the nasty and racist
cartoon published by The Australian last
week. (See story page 15.)

For hours our mob posted photos and
messages of their fathers, children,
uncles, grandfathers and other family
members to Twitter under
#IndigenousDads. 

The outpouring of pride, respect and
love was the best possible response to a
hateful stereotype and showed once
again the resilience and strength of
Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander
people and how important family is.

Thanks and congrats to everyone who
stood up. #IndigenousDads are deadly.

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Reflections

HE’S established a reputation as
one of Indigenous Australia’s best
photographers, but it wasn’t always

that way for Michael Aird.
It took the Gold Coast-based

Aboriginal man until he was 21 to take
the first steps towards his glittering
career behind the lens and as a curator.

Before then, the young Michael, who
left school in Year 10 during the 1980s,
had set his sights on a future in the metal
fabrication trade.

He even went so far as to complete
his apprenticeship and, as he says, could
have had a comfortable life in the
industry.

But it wasn’t to be, which, as it turned
out, is a great thing for Indigenous
Australia.

Looking to follow a desire to
document Aboriginal history, he put his
head down for several years and
completed a degree in anthropology and
archaeology at the University of
Queensland.

Indigenous history
A keen long-time amateur

photographer, he coupled that with his
new-found knowledge to start recording
Indigenous history.

More than 20 years later, it’s
something he’s still doing.

Back in 1991, Mr Aird received his first
job offer – from the Koori Mail. While he
didn’t take it, he did shoot a number of
freelance photos for the newspaper.

In fact, it is his photograph of his
younger brother that features on the front
page of the first edition.

Since then, Mr Aird has captured

literally thousands of images of
Indigenous people and events around
the country.

And his work has been seen by tens
of thousands more in Australia and
overseas.

He has exhibited at the Gallery of

Modern Art and Queensland Art Gallery
in Brisbane, Gold Coast Art Gallery,
Campbelltown Art Gallery, and the
Rebecca Hossack Gallery in London, to
name some.

And his curating skills, honed after
completing the degree, have also been

put to good use, through exhibitions for
the Queensland Museum, Museum of
Brisbane, State Library of Queensland
and Dreaming Festival among others. 

But it hasn’t been as easy as it might
appear, with Mr Aird saying has has
really only had “stable employment” for
10 of the past 20 years.

“Even when you do have lots of
success you can still struggle to make a
living,” he said.

“But I survived and I raised a family.
My eldest is nearly 21 now. 

“I haven’t got rich but I’m happy with
all my achievements. I regularly have to
make career choices: What contract will I
take today?

“Right decisions”
“I generally think I make the right

decisions. I usually take on lower-paying
contracts because you seem to be
surrounded by nicer people.”

The quality of his photography is
underlined by the fact that the National
Gallery has bought his work.

And he’s also won recognition from
his peers, receiving the Indigenous
Community Impact Award at the
University of Queensland’s Alumni
Awards. 

“I’ve always loved photographs in
every sense,” he said.

“I love to find out who’s in them; I love
taking them; I love looking at them; I love
adding information to them; and I love
getting things in order,” he said.

“It suited my nature to be a curator, to
do non-stop research and collect things
as I went. I’d just grab and store things
and hope I’d need them.

“It’s like my long-term plan somehow
worked.”

THREE sisters
walking between
two worlds are the
focus of a new
documentary series
released this week.

Stingray Sisters,
about Noni, Alice and Grace
Eather, was filmed in
Maningrida, east Arnhem Land.
It features their family, culture,
ceremony and language, and a
strong theme of protecting 
the land.

Youngest sister Grace said
the three-part series gives an
insight into what life is like in a
remote Aboriginal community
for the three women aged in
their 20s.

“It’s basically a look into our
lives as we walk between the
two worlds of an urban setting
and the complete opposite, a
remote Aboriginal community,
and how living in those two
worlds has affected our lives,”
she told the Koori Mail.

“It shows the challenges
we’ve come across and our
family story as well as our
passion for the land.

“It shows our battle with a
mining company in Maningrida.
It’s great to be able to tell 
this story.”

The Stingray Sisters story
started with a small
advertisement in the NT News,
detailing a mining company’s
exploration plans in the
women’s home town.

Middle sister Alice contacted

long-time friend and director
Katrina Channells, who grew up
with the sisters in Brisbane. As
a result, Ms Channells and
fellow producer Bridget O’Shea
began to produce the
documentary.

Grace said when the
advertisement was brought to
her family’s attention, they 
were shocked.

“We rallied together,” she
said. “We thought, ‘What can
we do?’ and when my sister got
in touch with Kat she just said,
‘We need to document this.’

“After that she and Bridget
followed us at every
opportunity.”

Grace said that because the
documentary was filmed over
four years it seemed a long

journey, but now it’s complete,
the feeling is bittersweet.

“There’s so many memories
even just watching the trailer,”
she said.

“It’s a timetable of events and
there’s been so many changes,
even deaths in our family, but
it’s been amazing and we’re
fortunate that we had such a
great team to work with.

“They built a great
relationship and rapport with the
Maningrida community. It was
interesting to see everyone
starting to get comfortable with
the cameras.

“I think it helps that we’ve
had years of friendship with Kat
– we’ve known her since
primary school.”

While by the end of the
filming the community was
comfortable with the cameras,
Grace said it did take “some
getting used to”.

“I think you always get a bit
funny when there’s cameras
around the house. We all have
our moments,” she said.

“I think the documentary
shows the strengths and
madness of family. Whether you
come from a small or big family,
there’s elements you can relate
to through the story.

“We all have our cries and
get a bit emotional.”

Now that the documentary’s
done and released, Grace said
she, her sisters and everyone
who helped to make the
documentary should be
“extremely proud” of their
efforts.

“We’re able to represent our
community, but also the
Northern Territory, which has
been in the news for a lot of
negative stuff recently, so I don’t
think there’s a better time to
bring something into people’s
lives,” she said.

“I am looking forward to
sharing our story with the wider
community.”

Congress dismayed

IRECENTLY attended a native
title meeting in Tamworth, NSW,
and far from being the solution,

native title remains divisive, painful
and frustrating. 

Our people are powerless to
resist mining companies and the
ongoing destruction of our
homelands, as outside influences
continue to benefit financially from
our stolen resources with mere
crumbs offered in return.

In Tamworth, the previous
applicants – voted in during a
similar meeting in 2013 – were
voted out, with 19 new applicants
taking their place. I was honoured
to be nominated as one of the new
19, but this did not feel like any
celebration. 

The priority moving forward has
to be healing and coming together
in order to overcome the division
that has occurred, or we will
remain driven by anger and
frustration, which ultimately
destroys our communities from
within. 

For the new applicants, there
was a consensus that rather than
be seen as ‘leaders’ we should be
seen as ‘servants’ to our
community. 

We all carry a lot of pain
together and until we identify the
source of our trauma this pain will
continue. There are much deeper
underlying issues far beyond
native title that are determining
harmful behaviours in our
community that have to be
addressed.

If we can’t stop the mining then

let’s negotiate funds that, rather
than give temporary positions
within the mines, create an
industry of healing. 

We need acute care together
with long-term community-based
health programs that generate
wellbeing and reform over a period
of years, even generations. 

Why not have them paid for by
the companies profiting from our
lands?  

Domestic violence and sexual
abuse is an Australian problem,
with latest figures showing that a
woman dies every week in
Australia at the hands of her
partner (White Ribbon, 2016). 

Just as with substance abuse,
low employment, the life-
expectancy gap and higher
incarceration, such statistics will
always remain more severe in low-
functioning segregated abuse-
traumatised communities. 

If people have no interest in
healing and the treatment of those
affected by transgenerational
trauma, then do not make
judgments, or cite statistics,
against those who do and are
dealing with these realities on a
daily basis. 

Punitive, hard-line measures
that punish the victim are not the
answer. Punitive measures only
create subsections of community
who are denied the same
privileges that other members take
for granted. 

We need sensitivity and
counselling, with long-term
investment in infrastructure

planning, education and
employment – but that all starts
with first healing the trauma and
abuse that holds us back. 

The right to a cigarette, a beer
and a bet are as Australian as Don
Bradman. Take these away and we
begin a process of segregation and
exclusion. This creates a form of
economic and emotional apartheid
that further extends from the right
to an education, health care and
even home ownership and
security.

A case in point is the systematic
torture of our children in Northern
Territory youth detention centres.

The NT Intervention began under a
claim of child abuse in wanting to
create safer communities. Almost
10 years later, the NT imprisons
our children at a rate five times
higher than any other national
jurisdiction, except Western
Australia. 

In the NT, more than 95% of
incarcerated youth is Indigenous.
The national rate is 53%. 

The abuse is perpetuated at
every level of the system, from the
extent of the abuse and its impact
on the children, to the institutional
factors permitting such abuse.
Children are being tear-gassed
inside their cells, forcibly stripped
naked, hooded and strapped to
restraining chairs for hours, and
isolated in windowless cells for
weeks. 

There are countless studies that
show the potential for abuse when
segregation such as the NT
Intervention occurs. 

Throw race into the mix and you
have a deadly cocktail of power
and trauma. One study in the US
found that racial disparity linked
with personal experience
increased significantly the risk of
negative behaviours. 

High risk factors include
exclusion and ongoing depression,
which contributes towards hostile
views of relationships and
disengagement from conventional
norms. In other words, it’s not
enough for others – black or white
– who remain privileged to
continually state statistics about
abuse in Aboriginal communities

without first considering the
environmental disparity between
race, education and capacity of the
very communities they are citing. 

If we can’t stop mining
companies from making billions of
dollars from our lands, they can at
least start to pay for the process of
reform that will, over time, allow us
to build healthy and strong
communities. 

The level of abuse revealed in
our youth detention centres is only
the tip of the iceberg, considering
the exclusion our people face at
every level of Australian society. 

You only have to watch
Australian television for a week or
browse through the magazines at
the checkout of any supermarket to
see that we don’t even exist. We
are invisible in our own country.

Segregation is, and has always
been, the problem in Australia. 

To those who bury their heads
in the sand and continue to state
that we are to blame for our own
problems, unless you have
demonstrated support for our
struggle, together with an
established critique of our
oppression, then you should not
target our community with the
same parameters of accepted
violence from the safety of leafy
suburbs that protect you from the
horrors of the trauma our people
are forced to live in.

Cut down that first tree
THE Four Corners visuals of

abuse of children at the Don
Dale Detention Centre in

Darwin shocked the nation. 
I’ve visited numerous juvenile

detention centres, sat on
committees, advised on
diversionary programs and
reviewed data and research. When
I saw those visuals I didn’t just see
the incidents themselves. I also
saw the familiar signs of social
breakdown in Indigenous families
and communities.

The Black Deaths in Custody
Royal Commission noted
Indigenous people are more likely
to die in custody because they’re
more likely to be in custody. 

Indigenous people comprise a
quarter of prisoners, and half of
juvenile detainees. Incarceration is
so high in some communities it’s
becoming normalised; a rite of
passage. 

When I meet juvenile offenders
I hear familiar stories – kids who’ve
never attended school, are in and
out of detention, struggle to adjust
to life outside and sometimes
prefer detention to living at home.

Incarceration is just one sign of
social breakdown. 

Indigenous suicide is double the
general population. For males in
their 20s it’s four times; for
females, five times. When they
should have the most to look
forward to, our young see death as
more desirable than life.

Indigenous people are
disproportionately victims of crime.

A recent research report showed
Aboriginal mothers in WA were
17.5 times more likely to be
murdered. 

Domestic violence figures for
Indigenous women are
substantially worse, including
being 34 times more likely to be
hospitalised from domestic
violence. 

The Smallbone Report released
this year highlighted, again, the
child sexual abuse epidemic in
some Indigenous communities –
offences unreported, communities
protecting perpetrators, abuse
normalised and intergenerational. 

Indigenous incarceration is high
because Indigenous people are
committing crimes, mostly against
Indigenous victims. That’s why the
idea of setting Closing the Gap
incarceration targets is
misconceived. 

Some conclude the cause of
social breakdown is historical
wrongs. This theory doesn’t
compute. Indigenous incarceration
and suicide rates have escalated
since the late 1980s – after civil
rights were won, after the 1967
referendum, after land rights
legislation, after Mabo and during a
time when treatment of Indigenous
Australians improved. 

I don’t see intergenerational
trauma from the past. I see
Indigenous families in crisis –
today.

I once began a speech by
reading case studies of
dysfunctional families. The

common threads –
intergenerational welfare
dependence, teenage
pregnancies, violence, children in
and out of care, grandparents
raising children, truancy, abuse,
child behavioural problems, mental
health problems, substance abuse
and incarceration. 

Then the twist. These weren’t
Indigenous families. Not even
Australian. They were British case
studies from the 2012 report

Listening to Troubled Families. It
detailed inter-generational family
breakdown enabled by chronic
welfare dependence; families
unable to function properly in
normal society. More than half a
million British families. 

It’s the same for many
Indigenous families. Indigenous
Elders predicted it, coining the
phrase ‘sit-down money’ to
describe the mass transition of
Indigenous people from work to
welfare in the 1970s. This led to
removal of responsibilities and
accountability, chronic dependence
on government without needing to
meaningfully contribute in return
and ultimately a loss of purpose
and meaning. 

It’s the root of social
breakdown.

This manifests in ballooning
incarceration. How many children
at Don Dale attended school
regularly? How many of their
parents worked in real jobs?

Some years ago while driving
past a farm, my dad recalled that in
the 1930s it was covered in trees
and a couple cleared the land. I
asked how they removed all those
trees. He replied: “They cut down
the first tree.”

The problems affecting
Indigenous communities are vast
and interconnected. Solving them
feels like escaping a labyrinth.
Some think it’s too hard and ignore
it. Some dream up complex
solutions. I prefer the couple’s
approach. Cut down the first tree.

Then the next. Then the next.
Because if you can’t fell one tree,
you’ve no hope of clearing the
forest.

School attendance, education,
jobs and small business are the
first trees. Every Indigenous child
in school. Every Indigenous adult
in a job. 

In remote and regional areas,
small business is the key to jobs. If
governments want fewer Don
Dales, take a tougher stand on
school attendance, welfare to work
and enabling real economies in
Indigenous communities where
enterprise can grow. Also
implement mandatory diversionary
programs for juvenile offenders,
requiring them to go into jobs and
education, instead of detention.

A royal commission satisfies the
outrage of elites and may provide
answers on the specific incidents.
But I’ve never seen a royal
commission deliver long-standing
benefits or solve underlying
problems for Indigenous people. 

Anyone who’s stood face to
face with real violence, who’s been
terrorised by someone wasted on
substances, or who’s lived in
dysfunctional communities knows
social breakdown will continue
after the royal commission. Unless
we address its root causes.

D’Ath says advocates who are calling for an
investigation into Queensland’s juvenile detention
centres should acknowledge that sacking staff
indicated the system was working.

“You can’t make claims there is a cover-up at
the same time you are sacking people and letting
inspectors come in every quarter and issue public
reports,” she told ABC radio.

“To do this, I wouldn’t 
have been able to without my
staff who have come on this
journey with me,” she told the
Koori Mail.

“Amazing”
“It’s amazing to be able to

share this achievement with
them.”

Ms Holborow said she was
one of four finalists for the grant,
and felt as though she and the
other REFAP staff had been
rewarded for their work.

“It’s a massive achievement
and I’m very happy for myself
and my employees,” she said.

“We now have 75 staff, with
85% being Aboriginal and Torres
Strait Islander. The staff really
deserve to celebrate this
journey as much as I do.”

Ms Holborow will fly to
Prague to attend the 2017
OECD Local Economic and
Employment Development
Program’s annual forum.

She said her involvement in
the forum would help benefit
Indigenous and other people.

“We don’t only look at

Aboriginal people, we also have
a high number of refugees and
immigrants on our books too,”
she said.

“When I go to Prague, I’ll 
get to talk to people from
different countries about
employment and the cultural

diversity we’ve got in Australia.
“I can take my skills to them

and hear what they have to say
and learn from them.”

THREE Western
Australian youths facing
murder charges over
the violent death of 26-
year-old Aboriginal man
Patrick Slater, including
a 12-year-old boy,

remain locked up and in limbo nearly
six months since being charged, with
no short-term prospects of their
cases being resolved.

The 12-year-old, who was 11
when arrested, is one of the
youngest people ever charged with
murder in Australia.

He appeared in the Perth
Children’s Court via video link last
week alongside a co-accused 14 and
17-year-old who are yet to enter a
plea.

The case was adjourned until
September 5 by Judge Denis
Reynolds as he sought more
information about whether to release
the youngest boy on bail.

That has repeatedly been delayed
because of problems lawyer Helen
Prince has faced in finding safe and
suitable supervision and education
arrangements for the child.

The three are charged, along with
five adult men, over the violent death
of Mr Slater.

He was attacked with weapons
including star pickets, screwdrivers
and rocks when he was chased down
alone after a post-Australia Day
brawl near Elizabeth Quay Station in
the early hours of January 27, and
later died in hospital from what has
been described as a “penetrating
injury to the chest”.

When they last faced court at the
start of June, another judge, Philip
McCann, told lawyers to stop
delaying the case because he did not
want the boys “rotting in custody”
until 2018 and that the Young
Offenders Act required cases to be
resolved more quickly. – AAP 

ENDANGERED
northern quolls
and a range of
reptile species
are surviving on
Adolphus
Island, in the

mouth of the Cambridge Gulf
near Wyndham, Western
Australia, despite the
presence of toxic cane
toads.

WA Environment
Minister Albert Jacob said
35 remote cameras,
installed by the
Department of Parks and
Wildlife on the island, had
captured images of quolls,
monitors (goannas) and
pythons in recent months. 

“Evidence of native
species persisting on
Adolphus Island is good
news,” he said.

“Key species susceptible
to cane toad poison – such
as yellow-spotted monitors,
northern blue tongues,
twilight monitors, spiky-
tailed monitors and northern
quolls – are surviving,

although we know toads
have been present on the
island for about four years.

“Researchers are not sure
yet why these native species
are able to overcome the
effects of cane toad
colonisation, but it is a really
positive sign considering
there have been devastating

impacts on wildlife in other
parts of Australia.”

Mr Jacob said the
department, in conjunction
with the Balanggarra rangers
and traditional owners,
would continue monitoring

northern quoll and cane toad
populations on the island as
part of the Kimberley
Science and Conservation
Strategy.

The strategy is a $103.6
million State Government
plan to protect the Kimberley
region’s natural assets
through targeted

conservation initiatives
and the creation of WA’s
largest connected
system of national and
marine parks.

Parks and Wildlife
staff and Balanggarra
rangers will visit
Adolphus again this
month for camera
maintenance and to look
for more evidence of
cane toads.

“The work on
Adolphus tells an

important story about
impacts of cane toads on
native species and provides
information about how cane
toads survive on remote,
relatively dry islands in the
Kimberley,” Mr Jacob said.

Triscilla on the job in Prague

The Real Employment for Aboriginal People (REFAP) team with Kelly Grady and Triscilla Holborow in front. 
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REGISTRAR of
Indigenous
Corporations
Anthony Beven
has ended the
special
administration of

the Doon Doon Pastoral
Aboriginal Corporation. Based
in the Aboriginal community of
Woolah in the Kimberley
region of Western Australia,
the corporation’s main activity
is the management of the
Doon Doon cattle station. 

For a number of years the
WA Aboriginal Lands Trust
(ALT) has granted Doon Doon
sub-leasing rights. 

The registrar appointed
Andrew West as the special
administrator of the
corporation on March 31 after
Mr Beven found directors
failed to make any attempt to
resolve financial, governance
and operational problems that
placed the corporation at risk
of losing the cattle station. 

Management structures
have been overhauled and
measures put in place to lift

governance standards. Doon
Doon’s financial position has
also been reviewed. 

“Mr West has confirmed the
corporation’s viability, engaged
a professional accounting firm
to maintain its financial
accounts and records, and
made important changes to the
corporation’s rule book,” Mr
Beven said. 

A new board of directors
has been appointed
comprising traditional owners
of the lands in and around
Doon Doon cattle station plus
an independent director with a
proven track record in the
cattle management business. 

“I’m optimistic about the 
future of Doon Doon, but it is
dependent on the renewal of
the sub-lease.

“The special administration
has reset Doon Doon on a
straight and viable path in a
relatively quick time and,
hopefully soon, it will again be
able to offer training and
employment opportunities to
the local people in its cattle
operations.”

A REVIEW of
the Victorian
Aboriginal
Lands Act 
1970 is under

way in a bid to improve
governance and enable greater
self-determination for the Lake
Tyers and Framlingham trust
communities. 

Originally established to
accommodate Aboriginal
Victorians forcibly removed
from their homelands, the two
trusts achieved a degree of self-
management through the 1970
Act which established the Lake
Tyers and Framlingham
Aboriginal trusts. 

At the time of drafting, the
current Act was landmark
legislation, preceded in
Australia only by the South
Australian Aboriginal Lands
Trust Act 1966 in returning land
ownership to Aboriginal
communities. 

However, the State
Government says legislation 
is now outdated and does not
give appropriate power to
Aboriginal people. 

Aboriginal Affairs Minister
Natalie Hutchins said it is time
to review the Act.

“The review aims to improve
self-determination for Lake
Tyers and Framlingham
Aboriginal trusts,” she said. 

“The Aboriginal Lands Act
reflects the outdated
government policy that was in
place at the time of drafting and
is overdue for significant
reform.” 

Feedback
A discussion paper will be

prepared for community
feedback and consultation with
members of the trusts,
Aboriginal organisations and
government agencies.

An advisory committee
comprising members from both
trusts and community will also
be established to provide
advice. 

Once consultation is
complete, a final report,
including recommendations, will
be produced for the minister’s
consideration ahead of
legislative amendments. 

LORRPU, born
into a musical
family from
Arnhem Land, has
released his 
self-titled debut

album, heralded by the release
of a new music video.

The video is for the song
Lorrpu, which means white
cockatoo in the Yolngu
language of Gupapuyngu.

The songs on his first

social issues like petrol
sniffing.

The Lorrpu music video was
shot by CAAMA Production’s
Dylan McDonald and Tanith
Glynn-Maloney.

Lorrpu’s album conveys his
feelings about Dreaming
stories, Gospel tributes and
social issues.

His version of Silent Night
became a YouTube hit when it
was featured in the CAAMA
Christmas video and released
on iTunes in 2013.

Lorrpu has also been
commissioned to write
Quitline’s anti-smoking 
song Break Free and the
anniversary song for Ayers
Rock Resort, Tjukurpa Ninti.

He has performed at the 
Garma festival, The Dreaming,
Woodford Folk Festival,
Adelaide Fringe, Spirit Festival,
Tandanya, Desert Fringe, 
and the National Indigenous
Music Awards.

AN important milestone in the 
new housing development for
older Indigenous people in
Canberra has been marked, 
with ashes from the on-site 

smoking ceremony conducted in February being
mixed with concrete which will form the floor of
part of the building.

Elders say the incorporation of the ashes into
the concrete floor will help ensure that the
cleansing effect of the earlier smoking ceremony
is retained on site and will provide ongoing
benefits for the residents.

Under the project, the ACT Government is
providing more than $1.5 million for the
construction of five two-bedroom dwellings.

The site in Kambah was selected as the
preferred location for the project in November
2014 after a process involving the Aboriginal and
Torres Strait Islander Elected Body (ATSIEB).

ATSIEB chair Diane Collins said the project is
a good example of ATSIEB and the ACT
Government working together to meet the needs
of the community.

“ATSIEB has played a key role in the design of
the units, negotiating to ensure an Aboriginal
business is engaged, and allowed a strong
respectful relationship to guide a great outcome,”
she said.

The units have been designed so they can be
modified to meet the changing needs of residents
and support aged and disability requirements.

Construction started earlier this year and
expected to be completed early next month.

JESSICA Byrne says that
as a young woman she
struggled to relate to
‘coming of age’ stories,
which she found
overlooked issues relating

to Aboriginal people.
Now completing her honours degree in

Creative Arts at Deakin University, the
Wiradjuri and Kamilaroi woman is using
the 1980s film The Breakfast Club as a
basis for a short film that will explore racial
stereotyping.

“I’ve been looking at racial stereotyping
and I’ve got a passion to address it,” Ms
Byrne told the Koori Mail. 

“As an Aboriginal woman I have
experienced stereotyping and continually
see my friends and family experience it.

“I wanted to write something that would
address these issues. I realised that there
was something missing from all the great
coming-of-age stories.

“Not many of them talked about issues
facing Aboriginal people. So I started to
look at the films I enjoyed and came to
The Breakfast Club which was a great
film, but very white.

“It talks about stereotypes but not racial
stereotypes, so I decided to do an
appropriation and give it new meaning.”

Ms Byrne has studied Aboriginal
participation in the film industry, and
believes that there are two main causes of
racial stereotyping.

The first, she says, is the lack of
education and understanding about
Indigenous culture; second is the
representation of Aboriginal people in 
the mainstream media reinforcing
preconceived notions about Indigenous
people.

Although she says it has started to
change, the 25-year-old is still frustrated
by the lack of Indigenous characters on
television and in film.

“Where is the Aboriginal family on
Home and Away?” Ms Byrne asks.

“My film is about five Aboriginal
teenagers who get detention together. We
learn about them and their experiences of
racial stereotyping.

“As a fair-skinned Aboriginal, I’ve had
my identity picked apart. I know who I am
now, but as a teenager when you’re trying
to build your identity and sense of
belonging that impacts on your wellbeing.”

Ms Byrne has lived in Broken Hill,

western NSW for 10 years, travelling to
Geelong for university.

Last year, her short film about living in
two different worlds and her journey from
one place to the other won the MyDeakin
Short Film competition.

Ms Byrne hoped her new film Desert
Town Heroes could be a feature film, but
she lacked the time and resources
required to do it.

“I’ve got a really big vision for this film. I
want it to go much further than just being
part of my honours,” she said.

“It could be used as an educational tool
and I hope to get it out to wider Australian
audiences. I also want to take it to the
short film circuit.

“It’d be great as a feature, but a short
film is a good place to start and I hope to
see it get much further.”

Campaign
Ms Byrne has started a GoFundMe

campaign, asking for donations to help
get the short film off the ground. She says
funds will go towards productions costs
including accommodation, travel and
catering for cast and crew, make-up,
costumes and equipment associated with
making a film.

Ms Byrne is hoping to raise $5000 by
the time she starts filming next month, and
has raised more than $500 in just over a
week.

“I’m actually a bit surprised that people
who don’t know me are donating and
saying that they think it will make an
impact,” she said.

“They say how important it is to
address these issues. I looked at getting
some funding but I didn’t meet the criteria
and I’m on a short timeframe.

“Because I wasn’t able to obtain
funding elsewhere I thought I’d try
GoFundMe. The support has really been
wonderful.

“Every little bit of help and every little
contribution will help make it happen.”

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Honours student’s focus is fixed
on addressing racial stereotyping 

Ready for action: Visual storyteller Jessica Byrne hopes to create characters that
Indigenous teenagers can relate to in her planned short film.

IT comes as no surprise to
Tasmanian Aborigines that
midden material excavated
from a cave in the state’s
north-west over half a
century ago has disproved

an archaeological theory that they
stopped eating scale fish 3500 years ago.

Ironically, the material examined was
excavated by internationally renowned
archaeologist Rhys Jones, who came up
with the theory in the first place.

In the 1960s, Jones headed up
excavations in two caves, at Sisters
Creek and nearby Rocky Cape.

When fish bones were only found in
the Rocky Cape layers carbon dated to
older than 3500 years, Jones concluded
that Tasmanian Aborigines stopped eating
scale fish at that time.

Coupled with recorded observations 
of Tasmanian Aborigines declining scale
fish offered to them by some early
European visitors to the island, he argued
that eating fish may have became a
taboo, and that isolated populations 
lost information – in the case of
Tasmanian Aborigines they lost the skills
to catch fish.

Jones published his theory in his
doctoral thesis and it was republished in
other scholarly articles and books.

But anecdotal evidence and recorded
observations from other explorers tells a
different story.

Aboriginal heritage officer Buck Brown
never believed his people stopped eating
fish 3500 years ago.

“We never thought Rhys Jones was
right with his theory,” he said.

“We grew up eating fish all my life on
Cape Barren. And we grew up with a
creation story about fish – about a
rainbow fish and we were never allowed

to kill it when we were children.
“I’ve always been very sceptical about

some technology.” 
Tasmanian Aboriginal researcher

Patsy Cameron thought the Jones theory
was not logical and offensive.

“Our people were very innovative and
resourceful and survived 40,000 years,”
she said.

“Many parts of his theory have
been debunked such as we were

‘suffering from slow strangulation of the
mind’.

“Archaeologists in recent times have
proven we had rich cultural practices
across Tasmania and were developing
new cultural practices like rock
engravings and resettlement of the outer
islands – certainly not suffering slow
strangulation of mind.

“They were becoming very innovative.
“The issue of not eating fish comes as

no surprise to me; it’s absolutely
ridiculous that we just forgot how to fish.

“We looked at issue from more
practical perspectives.

“Jones based his theory on a very
narrow window of sites.”

After Jones died in 2001, his wife
began returning material he had
excavated from all over Australia to the
communities.

Boxes of dirt, bone fragments, shells
and charcoal from Sisters Creek was
handed over to the Tasmanian Aboriginal
community but analysed only last year.

Archaeologist Richard Cosgrove, who
led the project after the Tasmanian
Aboriginal Centre rejected requests to
undertake new excavations, said the new
findings were exciting because they
challenged a received view.

“We discovered Rhys Jones had 
radio carbon dated Sisters Creek in
1998,” he said.

“He confirmed that the site was at least
6000 years old and got some dates that
showed that it was later occupied about
2000 years ago, and when we analysed
the bone we found the fish were much
younger than he predicted.

“What we found is people ate fish
beyond 3500 years ago, so they
continued to eat fish. That was quite a
surprise to us.”

Mrs Cameron said new scientists
should be encouraged to go back 
and look at old material. She is excited
about the new advances in the science 
of archaeology.

With new, more precise, lower cost
and less destructive carbon dating
techniques, and new easily portable
equipment for non-destructive analysis of
stone it is becoming possible to shed new
light on old collections of artefacts and
excavated material, as well as material
still on country.

TRADITIONAL
owners in the
Northern Territory
have walked out of a
joint Central and
Northern Land
Council meeting

about the proposed gas pipeline
between Tennant Creek and
Mount Isa in Queensland.

The planned access route deal
for gas company Jemena’s
Northern Gas pipeline has
caused controversy, with some
voicing their concerns about the
impacts of fracking, a
controversial mining practice that
uses toxic chemicals to release
gas from coal seams.

Wakaya traditional owner from
Soudan Station Betty Rankine
said Jemena is not telling the
local people the whole story.

“We know it will mean fracking
for gas to fill it, which will damage
our country and we’re not happy
about it,” she said.

“We want our country to be
clean and healthy for our children
and cattle.

“This gas is only going to go
overseas. Aboriginal people will
not benefit, but our lands will be
damaged beyond repair.”

A notice from the land councils
said the purpose of the meeting
was to tell residents about the
impact of the project, explain the
proposed location of the pipeline,
give traditional owners

information about what might be
a fair deal for them and explain
the terms and conditions of the
negotiations with Jemena.

But traditional owners say
Jemena made a presentation at
the meeting, saying there would
be no fracking, which caused the
walkout by the group.

Wakaya woman Josie Davey,
who attended the meeting in
Tenant Creek, said the meeting
didn’t tell the whole story.

“We know if the pipeline goes
ahead then all this fracking will
come afterwards and damage our
bush tucker, water and the land
for our kids,” she said.

Final decision
A final investment decision on

the pipeline is due in December,
but the Wakaya people say they
will not back down.

The walkout and the
objections raised at the meeting

could delay the construction of
the pipeline, according to the
Territory Frack Free Alliance.

Wakaya traditional owner Max
Priest said there are fears that
this could open doors for fracking
in the Territory.

“If we say yes to the pipeline
we would be helping the fracking
industry to expand across the
whole Territory and damage not
just our own but another mob’s
country,” he said.

“We are standing up and
saying no to this pipeline not just
for our own sake but on behalf of
a lot of station owners and native
title mob who don’t have any
rights to stop the gas companies
walking on and damaging their
land.”

The Wakaya Land Trust has
now removed the land council as
legal representative in
negotiations surrounding the
pipeline.

WHILE some of the talks
during this year’s Garma
festival focused on the abuse
of Aboriginal children at the
Don Dale Juvenile Detention
Centre, the forum on
constitutional recognition also

proved popular. Garma, held each year, is
hailed as the nation’s leading cultural
exchange event. Hundreds of people
attended this year’s festival at Gulkula, a
traditional meeting ground in Arnhem land.

Constitutional recognition of Aboriginal
people is not about a “concession to the
natives”, but how Australia can embrace its
multiple heritages and forge a unified view,
WA Labor senator Pat Dodson, a Yawuru
man, said at the gathering.

Prominent Cape York man Noel
Pearson said constitutional recognition and
treaty aren’t mutually exclusive.

“If we think they are somehow 
separate agendas, this whole agenda will
fail,” he said. “Constitutional recognition
provides the hook that enables
agreements to be made ... and a national
settlement to be made.” 

Senator Dodson said the matter
concerned all Australians.

“It is about this nation coming to terms
with its dark, desperate and miserable
history and yet being able to celebrate ...

the British tradition, the multiculturalism
and the Indigenous heritage, and to
intertwine that in a way that gives this 
civil state we call Australia a new identity, 
a new capacity to do things differently,” 
he said.

“Not only with its truth ... that underlies
the dispossession and the truth that
pertains to the racism that underpins public
policy and the ignorance that goes with
that, but it also goes to the fatigue, the
wearing down of Indigenous peoples

because bureaucracies and governments
can do that.

“Parliament has to prepare itself, not
only for constitutional recognition but the
agenda that has to flow through there ...
The need for post-recognition settlement,
for the capacity to reshape the relations
and reprioritise the programs and capacity
of Aboriginal people in the delivery of those
services and development of those
mechanisms.”

Labor leader Bill Shorten said
Australians shouldn’t run screaming when
a treaty with Indigenous people is
mentioned.

Former Aboriginal and Torres Strait
Islander social justice commissioner 
Mick Gooda said he didn’t believe 
Australia would be ready for a referendum
by next May, the 50th anniversary of 
the historic 1967 referendum.

Mr Shorten said May remained his
preference, but the Referendum Council
was taking longer to consult, which could
affect timing.

“It shouldn’t be beyond the wit and
wisdom of our nation to be able to
recognise our First Australians in the
nation’s official birth certificate, but 
that is not in and of itself going to resolve
every issue of the last 200 years,” he 
said. – with AAP

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National Indigenous Children’s Day

NINE kids from Pia
Wadjarri School visited
Canberra this month to
experience the nation’s
capital and celebrate

National Aboriginal and Torres Strait
Islander Children’s Day with local
Canberra schools. 

Pia Wadjarri is a remote Aboriginal
community of about 70 people around
300km north-east of Geraldton in
Western Australia’s mid-west. It is right
next to Boolardy Station, which is
Australia’s site for the Square
Kilometre Array (SKA), which will be
the largest telescope in the world
when built. The visit to Canberra was
part of the ongoing relationship
between the SKA and the local
community in the region.

The group celebrated Children’s
Day with two local Canberra schools,
Majura Primary School and Melrose
High School, at an event at Questacon
– the National Science and
Technology Centre. The event was a
cultural exchange between kids from
both sides of the country, and a fun
time for all involved.

It began with a welcome to country
from Ngunnawal woman Tina Brown,
two of her nieces and her son, where
she explained some of the Ngunnawal
traditions of hosting guests on their
country.  

Australian SKA project director
David Luchetti spoke about the
importance of the day and the special
relationship between the Square
Kilometre Array telescope project and
the community at Pia Wadjarri.

“We build telescopes to further our
knowledge about the universe, but it’s
also really important to use the project
to further the knowledge and
education of the people in the
community we are in,” he said.

“We are very lucky to have kids
from Pia Wadjarri School with us in
Canberra and we really see the trip as
providing more than just educational

opportunities but also a cultural
exchange. Kids are the future of our
country. It’s important that we
celebrate their culture and invest in
their education.” 

Pia Wadjarri School principal Kevin
McKenna said the visit was a life-
changing experience for the kids.

“It has been exciting and
revitalising to travel with the kids as
they experience new parts of the
country for the first time,” he said. 

“This is an experience that has
broadened their horizons and created
memories that will stay with them for
life.”

Pia Wadjarri students Jandi and
Shayna also spoke at the event about
their love of their land and why they
love living in Pia Wadjarri. Among
other things, Jandi spoke about
spending time with family, and Shayna
spoke about riding her motorbike.

Guest speaker Professor Lisa
Harvey-Smith, a CSIRO astronomer
who has previously visited the Pia
Wadjarri community and accompanied
Pia Wadjarri students to visit the
telescopes built at Australia’s SKA
telescope site, spoke about the
universe and what might be
discovered about far-off galaxies.

After the speeches, a video about
life in the Pia Wadjarri community was
played and then the kids had free run
of Questacon to play and learn
together in the exhibitions.

While in Canberra the kids, ranging
in age from seven to 18, visited the
National Museum of Australia,
Australian War Memorial and Telstra
Tower, spent time at buddy schools in
Canberra, at the National Zoo and
Aquarium, Deep Space
Communications Complex, Tidbinbilla
Wildlife Nature Reserve, Corin Forest
(where they saw snow for the first
time), Questacon – the National
Science and Technology Centre,
Australian Institute of Sport, Aboriginal
Tent Embassy, Museum of Australian
Democracy at Old Parliament House
and Parliament House itself.

“It shows just how long we’ve

been fighting for equality and for
our rights,” he said.

“It’s been a long fight. We
created Children’s Day to ensure
that every Aboriginal and Torres
Strait Islander child, regardless of
their circumstances, had a day
where they could feel special,
included, and valued.”

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2016 Telstra National Aboriginal & Torres Strait Islander Art Award

ABORIGINAL flag designer Harold Thomas (Bundoo), from Darwin,
has taken out this year’s Telstra National Aboriginal and Torres Strait
Islander Art Award (NATSIAA) with his evocative painting Tribal

Abduction. The acrylic on canvas work portrays a heart-wrenching scene
of authorities prying a baby from the breast of a tribal Aboriginal mother,
surrounded by her family, while a nun stands by waiting to ‘clean’ the baby.

Thomas, an acclaimed contemporary artist, is a descendant of the
Luritja and Wambai people of central Australia.

Both his parents were removed from the bush, in a situation similar to
the one depicted in his painting. As a result he said they found it “difficult to
grow up a family”.

Thomas was taken from his family at the age of seven, sent to an
Anglican institution for Aboriginal boys and later fostered by an Anglican
priest and his family. 

Thomas describes Tribal Abduction as the “part destruction of an
Aboriginal family” and “the imposition of people that are dictating other
people’s lives by the forced removal of children, that are of a particular
colouring, to make them better and safer”.

“From what, I don’t know,” says Thomas.
“Are they safer now, when they are institutionalised or in prison?”
Thomas said Tribal Abduction was telling a similar story to that of the

Don Dale Detention Centre that is currently in the news. (See front page.)
“The children need to be looked after, whether they are fostered,

adopted or incarcerated,” he said.
“During this, the women are the greatest sufferers of pain.
“Women don’t make war. Women are the receivers of bad things that

men do, and here’s one of them.”
Thomas said he was overwhelmed and honoured to receive such a

prestigious award. His $50,000 prizemoney will go towards art supplies
and his next major art piece, which he expects to complete next year. 

Thomas would reveal only that it will be “an Aboriginal situation that’s
very active, very physical and portraying figures in its form” and bigger
than three metres.

In 1969, Thomas was the first Aboriginal person to graduate from the
South Australian School of Art, and in 1970 he was the first Aboriginal
person to be employed by a state museum. 

His art was also selected to hang in the inaugural National Aboriginal
Art Award (now the Telstra NATSIAA).

Tribal Abduction was selected by a judging panel comprising
contemporary artist Vernon Ah Kee, Museum Victoria curator Kimberley
Moulton and artist, philanthropist and significant contributor to the NT arts
community Don Whyte. 

The panel said the “potency” of the subject matter coupled with
Thomas’ practised hand and classical composition made the work a
compelling choice. 

“The tension and anger in the work is contrasted with the dread and
fear often espoused in accounts of ‘stolen’ children,” they said. 

“Particularly, the painting depicts the violence present in the act. It also

speaks to the legacy of generational trauma and this positions the work
both as an affecting history painting and a blazing commentary on the
ongoing manifestations of colonial brutality.”

Thomas, along with five category winners, was selected from 240
entries, which were narrowed down to 75 finalists.

Museum and Art Gallery of the NT director Marcus Schutenko said
judges were provided with the breadth of what is happening in Australia

and a strong representation of country, culture, identity and politics.
He said the award, in its 33rd year, exists to promote the best art being

produced, as well as encouraging emerging artists to develop.
The Telstra Bark Painting Award went to John Mawurndjul, a senior

leader from Mumeka (Mann River, Arnhem Land), who has entered every
NATSIAA since it started. He won the same category in 1999 and 2002.

His winning entry, Dilebang, depicts a secret sacred site, where in the

earliest of times, the creator Ngalyod (Rainbow Serpent) made itself
present. The white arch depicted in the work is a rock inside the waterhole,
the bone of the Serpent and there is a rainbow across the sky, associated
with the Rainbow Serpent. It is painted with four natural ochres he
collected, using a native grass called manilk.

Mawurndjul said winning the award has improved his health.
For the second year running, Betty Kuntiwa Pumani, from Mimili

Community in the APY Lands of South Australia, received the Telstra
General Painting Award.

She was taught to paint by her mother “a long time ago”.
This year’s entry, a 3m-long acrylic on canvas, Antara, one of her

biggest works to date, depicts “a really strong ceremonial story, performed
by women in her family, about witchetty grubs”. 

The Telstra Work on Paper Award went to Samsep Le (Erub man) man
Robert (Tommy) Pau, from Cairns, with his vinyl cut print Battle of Bikar.

The work depicts, in fine detail, a battle waged in the 1800s on Erub
(Darnley Island, TSI) when Pau’s people fought to protect their fresh water
supply from ruin at the hands of white sailors.

He said the story has been passed on in a way akin to bedtime stories.
“This is just one instance where our resources were misused, (my

people’s) good faith was betrayed,” Pau told the Koori Mail.
“We want people to know we just didn’t lay down and give up our rights

and resources and sovereignty and our territory.
“We still need government of today to respect that.”
Pau has plans to document other conflicts of black wars in the Torres

Strait through his print making.
The Wandjuk Marika Memorial Three-Dimensional Award went to

Nicole Monks, from Sydney, for her performance work We are all animals,
which features a costume made from sheep’s wool and emu feathers.

She was inspired to produce the work after seeing a bird stuck inside a
building, frantically trying to escape. 

“Exhausted, the bird eventually settled itself by looking out the window
to the outside world,” she said. 

“After a while, the bird began to nest and create a home. Like this bird, I
too find myself trapped between worlds.”

The Telstra Youth Award, for artists aged between 18 and 25, went to
Yolngu man Ishmael Marika, 25, from Yirrkala in Arnhem Land for his video
Sunlight energy II.

Shot around north-east Arnhem Land, Lake Mungo and Mildura, the
video “expresses the energy of the sun, and its ability to reveal things”.

The former Yirrkala ranger discovered his love and talent for film
making when a video team was one member short at the 2010 Garma
festival and he was “roped into having a go”.

Marika said documentary video making was another way to look after
country, language, culture and ceremony.

Each category winner received $5000.
The exhibition of NATSIAA finalists, which the judges described as “a

beautiful hang”, will be at the art gallery in Darwin until October 30.

The new building
complements Yorgum’s head
office, also in East Perth, and
its regional offices in
Kalgoorlie and South
Hedland. 

Yorgum chief executive
Laurel Sellers says the new
facility will enable the
organisation to provide more
appropriate, dedicated
spaces for some services and
enhance the privacy and
confidentiality offered to
those who have suffered
sexual and domestic abuse,
including children. 

“The new Bramall Street
property will house Yorgum’s
Link Up and Family History
Research teams, providing
healing and support services
such as the Bringing Them

Home program, graveside
reunions and healing circles
for Aboriginal families
throughout WA,” she said.

“This will in turn enable
better spaces for Yorgum’s
unique, culturally appropriate
‘wrap-around’ services
currently housed in the
cramped Wittenoom Street
building.

“We are very proud of the
holistic view of healing that
everyone at Yorgum works so
hard to incorporate in helping
Indigenous people rediscover
their own personal strength
and self-esteem.

“The grant of this building
by the ILC is extremely
helpful in continuing Yorgum’s
journey toward delivering
better outcomes for our
clients, their families and
stakeholders.”

Yorgum was the first
Aboriginal-managed
counselling service provider
in Australia, and remains the
only such service in WA.
Yorgum is the Noongar name
for a large red flowering gum
tree which is revered for its
broad healing properties.

THE peak national
organisation of historians
has declared University of
Southern Queensland
(USQ) history lecturer Dr
Libby Connors’ book on

Aboriginal resistance fighter Dundalli as a
“notable contribution” to the understanding
of the Indigenous experience in 19th
century Australia. Dr Connors has received
the Australian Historical Association’s 2016
Magarey Medal for Warrior: A Legendary
Leader’s Dramatic Life and Violent Death
on the Colonial Frontier.

The story follows young warrior
Dundalli’s dramatic life and death while
giving a portrait of life in the early days of
white settlement in Brisbane and south-
east Queensland.

The book was released in 2015 to wide
acclaim and also won the inaugural
Queensland Premier’s Award for a work of
State Significance.

The Magarey Medal for Biography is
awarded every two years to a female
author for a work judged to be the best
biographical writing on an Australian
subject.

In a statement by a panel of judges,
Warrior was described as an “impressive
and imaginative work” that offered an
“account of the life and death of Aboriginal
warrior, leader and lawman Dundalli, 
while using his life as the focal point for
exploring in great detail frontier conflict 
in mid-19th century south-east
Queensland”.

Dr Connors is president of the
Australian and New Zealand Law and
History Society and has given conference
papers exploring the persistence of
Aboriginal law and enforcement.

A PAINTING
depicting the
“journey of
pregnancy” is the
newest
instalment at the
Gidgee Healing

centre, a community health
organisation in Mount Isa,
north-west Queensland.

The painting was created as
part of the new Mums and
Bubs Program at the centre.

Gidgee Healing’s Dr
Marjard Page said the program
aims to simplify medical jargon
for clients.

“We wanted to do
something culturally
appropriate so our ladies could
understand the whole ante-
natal process because it does
get complicated,” the
Kalkadoon, Waany and
Danggalida man said.

“We decided to make a
Dreamtime story that
encompasses the process that
not only a mum but the whole
community can understand.”

Dr Page said he hopes the
artwork to go with the story,
created by Kalkadoon woman
Kelly Milne, will be able to
involve fathers in the process
as well as mothers.

“When I created the
Dreamtime story I wanted
someone to do some art for
me to accompany it so I went

to Kelly, who I’ve done some
work with before, and asked if
she would be keen to do a
painting and she’s done
something beautiful for us,” Dr
Page said.

As part of the program,
women receive a pack of
information about pregnancy

and the centre is able to drive
the mums-to-be to and from
appointments and to the
hospital for ultrasounds.

The painting of the
Dreamtime story, now hanging
in the Gidgee Healing centre,
also features on the shirts of
clinical staff.

WACHS chief executive Darren Ah See
said his organisation encourages Aboriginal
people, especially families, to consider
becoming organ and tissue donors.

“Conversations concerning organ and

tissue donation of loved ones is not
something that is a high priority, and even
when it occurs it can be a very difficult
conversation,” he said.

The Tackling Indigenous Smoking team
will also partner with DonateLife and the
Organ and Tissue Authority to support the
Dubbo Waratahs’ rugby league knockout on
September 24 and raise awareness.

“Registering on the Australian Organ
Donor Register is important, though we
encourage families to have these
discussions so that they are aware of their

loved ones’ wishes in relation to donating
their organs or tissues,” Mr Ah See said.

“With around 1500 Australians on
transplant waiting lists today, we need to
optimise every donation opportunity to save
more lives. We can all do this by joining the
register online and sharing our decision with
family and friends.

“In Australia, the family will always be
asked to confirm the donation decision of
their loved one before donation for
transplantation can proceed. 

“Families that have discussed and know

each other’s donation decisions are much
more likely to support donation proceeding.

“We urge our community to discover the
facts about organ and tissue donation, and
to make and register a donation decision on
the Australian Organ Donor Register and let
family and friends know your decision.”

THE Queensland
Government says 
an expanded renal
service worth $1.25
million a year at the
Thursday Island
Hospital will deliver a

significant boost to quality of life for
kidney patients.

Premier Annastacia Palaszczuk
and Treasurer and Minister for
Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander
Partnerships Curtis Pitt met renal unit
staff and patients during a tour of the
Thursday Island Hospital. 

The Premier said the unit will
boost capacity and cater for nine
patients.

“Relocation to Cairns for renal
treatment is costly
and causes
tremendous upheaval
to families,” Ms
Palaszczuk said.

“Every extra place
we can provide
means a patient can
stay on Thursday
Island with their
support network of
family and friends.

“Our state starts at
the Torres Strait and
all Queenslanders
deserve access to
the medical treatment
we can provide.”

Ms Palaszczuk
congratulated staff on
the milestone reached earlier this
year of having an all-Indigenous
nursing team running the hospital’s
general ward.

“It’s inspirational for local young
people to see local role models like
this making a real difference,” she
said.

The Premier and Treasurer were
also briefed on the master plan for
the Thursday Island Hospital
redevelopment.

“There is an $11.3 million

allocation for infrastructure upgrades
in the Torres Strait region,” Ms
Palaszczuk said.

“This will allow for major
refurbishments of the primary
healthcare centres on Poruma
(Coconut), Masig (Yorke), Ugar
(Stephen) and Dauan islands, as well
St Paul’s Community on Moa Island.

“In addition, the Thursday Island
Hospital helipad will have major
rectification work, along with major
electrical system upgrades at 14
different health facilities in the region.

“A principal consultant and project
manager for the primary healthcare
centre refurbishments will be
announced by late September or
early October and they will begin

developing plans and
design options for the
island works.

“Works at
Poruma, Masig,
Ugar, Dauan and St
Paul’s community
should get under in
2017 and take
around 12 months.

“Work on the
helipad and some of
the electrical
upgrades will start
later this year and be
completed by mid-
2017. Taken together,
these $11.3 million
worth of
infrastructure

upgrades will support up to 45 jobs.
“These works are all part of our

commitment to maintaining and
improving health services in
Queensland no matter where they
are located.’’

Other recent developments on
Thursday Island include a $9.1
million staff accommodation complex
comprising 16 two-bedroom units
and two three-bedroom houses, and
a $1.6 million asbestos containment
project on the old hospital site.

HUMAN trials will
begin into a
needle-free
vaccine against
the strep A

bacteria
developed by Australian
researchers that could benefit
millions, especially Indigenous
Australians.

The bacteria, called group A
streptococcus, are responsible
for a wide range of illnesses,
from common infections like
strep throat and school sores
through to deadly toxic shock
and rheumatic heart disease.

More than half a million
people worldwide die from
diseases caused by the
bacteria, and Indigenous
Australians are especially
vulnerable, says Dr Chris Davis
from Griffith University, where
the vaccine was developed.

Researchers from the
university’s Institute for
Glycomics say they will begin
phase one clinical trials on the
new vaccine targeted at the
streptococcus A infection after
signing a collaborative licence

agreement with Chinese
biopharmaceutical company
Olymvax.

They will work to develop
and eventually put on the
market the group A
streptococcus (GAS) vaccine
exclusively for Greater China.

The vaccine comprises new
liposome technology which
carries the drugs in minute
spherical sacs that can be
inhaled via the nose. This 
then activates immune cells
lining the respiratory tract so
they are able to fight off 
strep A bacteria.

Needle-free
Its needle-free delivery

through the nose is thought to
be the ideal way to target the
strep A bacteria in the upper
respiratory tract in order to
prevent cases of strep throat,
which is linked with rheumatic
fever and heart disease, still
common in many Aboriginal
and Torres Strait Islander
communities.

In Australia, Aboriginal
people are an estimated 69

times more likely than others to
develop rheumatic fever and 64
times more likely to have
rheumatic heart disease.

In 2006, the Australian
Institute of Health and 
Welfare reported the mortality
rate of rheumatic and other
vascular disease was 19 
times higher among Aboriginal
and Torres Strait Islander
people than other Australians.

Professor Michael Good
says the new commercial
agreement with Olymvax is an
important step forward in the
international roll-out of the
vaccine that could soon see the
GAS vaccine available in
Australia.

“The GAS vaccine has
enormous potential to broadly
impact human health,” he said.

“The availability of a safe
and effective GAS vaccine
could address a huge unmet
public health demand,
preventing a wide variety of
potentially life-threatening
complications and diseases in
humans worldwide attributable
to this organism.” – AAP

Trials to start

will do much to help his clients.

A Wakka Wakka (Qld) man who
has been in Glen Innes for more
than a decade, Mr Speedy recently
gained qualifications allowing him
to formally assess the health needs
of local Indigenous people.

It’s something the 43-year-old
had been aiming to achieve for
some time.

“It means I’m able to help our
local people that much more,” Mr
Speedy told the Koori Mail.

“And down the track I’d like to
expand on my Certificate 4 in
Aboriginal Primary Health Care

Practice and become a paramedic.
“But right now there’s plenty to

do in and around Glen Innes.
“Our people here have health

problems with diabetes, smoking
and weight, sadly like many other
communities.

“At Armajun, we’re working to
overcome this, and I like to think my
position is vital for the local
community.

“It’s something I’m proud of, 
and it’s great to be helping our
people here.”

Armajun services an area
covering the local government
areas of Tenterfield, Glen Innes,
Guyra, Armidale, Uralla, Walcha and
Inverell. 

The NSW Government says the
extra funds will help the service
refer more people to healthy
lifestyle and treatment programs
such as the Go4Fun child obesity
program and the Get Healthy
Coaching service.

THE Australian Research
Council (ARC) has been
urged to match the proportion
of funding provided by the
National Health and Medical
Research Council (NHMRC)

for Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander
research projects.

The call came from Professor Tom
Calma, who was addressing the Aboriginal
and Torres Strait Islander Health Research
Showcase, presented by The Poche Centre
for Indigenous Health at the University of
Sydney.

“The NHMRC now has a target of
between 5% and 6% for funding to go
towards Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander
projects,” said Prof Calma, who is chair and
patron of The Poche Indigenous Health
Network.

“We’re calling on the ARC to match it. If
we can expand the funding for research in
this area, it’s better for all of us, particularly
for the communities we’re doing our
research for.

“I also strongly encourage senior public
servants and policy makers to engage in the
research, as research forums should be
informing public policy.”

Speaking about the importance of
research, Prof Calma said: “We have a
recorded 10-year life-expectancy gap

between Indigenous and non-Indigenous
peoples in Australia.

“When I wrote the Aboriginal and Torres
Strait Islander Social Justice Report chapter
on achieving health equality within a
generation in 2005, the gap was 17 years.
But there’s still a significant gap compared to
our Indigenous brothers and sisters in New
Zealand and Canada and the United States,
where they enjoy five to six years.

“All of our research projects are looking
at ways we can influence the way we close
that gap.”

Prof Calma also thanked The Poche

Centre at the University of Sydney for
supporting the annual Health Research
Showcase, the fifth since the centre was
established in 2008.

“They’re an opportunity to bring together
different research elements of the university,
to be able to share experiences, but also
look at ways in which we can work better
together,” he said.

“If we can encourage more targeted
initiatives, we’ll always get better outcomes.”

The Poche Centre for Indigenous 
Health at the University of Sydney was
established and funded by philanthropists

Greg Poche and Kay Van Norton Poche,
along with their friend and co-founder, Reg
Richardson. They have gifted more than 
$50 million in the past seven years to use
the skills, expertise and resources of the
University of Sydney and four other
universities to contribute towards Aboriginal
health.

The centre draws on a combination of
Commonwealth, state and philanthropic
funds and partners with Aboriginal
community-controlled and other
organisations to provide specialist health
services for Aboriginal people. It also builds
and supports education and career
pathways for Aboriginal people, and
develops opportunities for students and
graduates to participate in Aboriginal health
service delivery.

The centre’s annual Aboriginal and Torres
Strait Islander Health Research Showcase
brings together health researchers, scholars
and community workers.

This year’s showcase covered three
themes: evidence and discourse; meaningful
collaboration in Indigenous health; and
health, lifestyle and wellbeing. 

The University of Sydney faculties
involved include Medicine, Health Sciences,
Dentistry, Pharmacy, the School of Nursing
and Midwifery as well as colleagues from
The George Institute for Global Health. 

THE University
of Sydney
launched its
Cultural
Competence at

Sydney initiative with a recent
panel discussion.

Indigenous Strategy and
Services deputy vice-
chancellor Professor Shane
Houston said the event was
the beginning of a new era of
inclusiveness and
understanding at the
university.

“We are the first university
in Australia and, I believe, the
world to incorporate cultural
competence at a whole-of-
university level,” he said.

The university identified
cultural competence as a “key
quality” staff and students
should strive for in its 2016-20
Strategic Plan.

“Essential”
“Cultural competence is

essential to our story – as a
student attribute, a component
of our curriculum and
research, an element of the
professionalism of our staff
and an essential feature of the
student experience,” Prof
Houston said.

“I look forward to our
shared journey, as we work
towards ensuring this module
is embedded in everything we
do.”

University vice-chancellor
and principal Dr Michael
Spence said cultural
competence has an important
role at the university.

“For us, this is an identity
project,” he said. “Cultural
competence is a core
intellectual skill.

“Unless you acquire the

capacity to actively listen, to
imagine what the world might
look like through the eyes of
others, then you won’t have
the flexibility of mind you need
to be well trained.

“It’s also crucial for the
development of sharp minds
and good hearts, of the kind
that we so desperately need

for leadership in this country.”
The university also

launched new professional
development opportunities for
staff, including online training
modules, which were
showcased at the event.

Created by Sydney
University’s National Centre
for Cultural Competence, two

new modules for professional
and academic staff will aim to
support the development of
skills required for an “open
and inclusive community”.

“I’m very pleased to launch
these two online modules,
which mark the beginning of a
journey of exploration as we
think through the implications

for our staff training, our
students and our life
together,” Dr Spence said.

Both modules are available
for university staff to complete
and will be embedded into the
training provided to new
employees from next year,
with plans to adapt them for
students.

Ipsos formed the research 
unit in February, headed by
Aboriginal staff member Sharon
Barnes. In partnership with
Indigenous research company
Winangali, Ipsos will jointly
conduct market and social
research studies, including
evaluation, community
consultation and engagement.

Ipsos says it formed the
advisory group due to the
diversity among Aboriginal and
Torres Strait Islander
communities, each with its own
mixture of cultures, customs and
laws, and more than 120
surviving languages. 

The Aboriginal and Torres
Strait Islander Research Unit’s
role is to oversee and advise on
all research and evaluation
conducted by Ipsos that involves
Aboriginal and/or Torres Strait
Islander peoples.

Membership of the advisory
group is comprised of Indigenous
people with a knowledge of

culture and understanding of
ethical guidelines to support and
share knowledge with Ipsos.

Co-chaired by ANU’s
Professor Mick Dodson and
Professor Maggie Walter from the
University of Tasmania, Advisory

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Research focus on
remote employment
ARECENTLY completed

research project from
Batchelor Institute’s 

Higher Education and Research
Division has cast new light on
employment paths and barriers
for Indigenous people in remote
Australia.

The four-year research project
was conducted by principal
research leader at Batchelor
Institute Dr Eva McRae-Williams.

Called Pathways To
Employment, the project started
in 2012 and explored issues
around how Aboriginal people
living in remote communities 
find their way into meaningful
livelihoods, the kind of work that
provides sustainable employment
and the types of training and
education that could support this. 

The project’s findings have
challenged a number of
longstanding assumptions around

employment pathways, programs
and policies targeting Indigenous
people in remote areas around
Australia.

In particular, the research
highlighted a number of
misconceptions around perceived
‘problems’ with Indigenous
unemployment in very remote
Australia.

“The Pathways project has 
been a great experience,” Dr
McRae-Williams said.

“It has been a privilege to have
time to deeply understand and
critically engage with pathways 
to employment policies and
programs and the lived
experiences of peoples living in
very remote Australia.

“The project has highlighted
again for me the power of
mainstream cultural assumptions,
their hold over us and the
influence they can have on 

the livelihood opportunities of
others. 

“At the end of this experience I
think there is a real need to
challenge constructs of
deficit and disadvantage and
develop our capacities for
recognising, strengths and
opportunities.”

Disproportionate 
Pathways To Employment

found that there is a ‘real
economy’ to very remote
Australia. However, a
disproportionate amount of 
non-Indigenous workers are
getting most of this economy’s
benefits. Non-Indigenous
workers, despite constituting only
57% of the local population,
make up over 80% of the
workforce.

It also suggests that the issues
around Indigenous unemploy-

ment are not simply a reflection of
educational disadvantage, and
that non-Indigenous workers do
not hold the majority of jobs
because they have more
education or training.

The data found that 46% of
the whole workforce in very
remote Australia and 36% of the
non-Indigenous workforce had
not completed a certificate or
higher education, with many
leaving school at Year 10. The
research also found that despite
rising educational levels in
Indigenous Australians in very
remote Australia, employment
outcomes are not following the
same upward trend.

Overall, the research
demonstrated the need for
localised investment and 
client-based buy-in to improve
employment outcomes for
Indigenous peoples in very

remote Australia. Furthermore, it
demonstrated that deficit models
of engagement by employers,
policies and stakeholders tend to
see local strengths as barriers to
overcome, or fail to recognise
them completely.

“More of the same is not good
enough,” Dr McRae-Williams
said. “If improvements in
employment outcomes are to be
achieved it is imperative that we
don’t shy away from risk and
embrace innovative program
design, development and
implementation. Local aspiration,
investment and voice, however,
must be positioned as central in
such innovation.”

The research project was a
part of the Cooperative Research
Centre for Remote Economic
Participation (CRC-REP), a
Commonwealth-funded initiative,
managed by Ninti One Ltd.

Practice Guidelines has been
launched by the Australian Football
League (AFL) Players Association.

The launch took place in a
special pop-up gallery in the
Melbourne CBD and featured
traditional Indigenous paintings by
Hawthorn’s Jermaine Miller-Lewis,
whose artwork is featured
throughout the Many Stories, One
Goal publication. 

Indigenous Players’ Advisory
Board members Shaun Burgoyne,
Neville Jetta and Shane Edwards
were at the launch.

Building on the strong
foundations set in the first edition,
the updated version of Many
Stories, One Goal is again
dedicated to providing
opportunities for Aboriginal and
Torres Strait Islander players,
improving cultural awareness and
shaping an inclusive industry.

Born from discussion at the
2013 Indigenous Camp, the
guidelines were the first of their
kind in Australian sport and have
empowered staff and industry
stakeholders with knowledge on
how to best support Indigenous
players throughout their AFL
careers.

Recently appointed chair of the
Indigenous Players’ Advisory
Board, Shaun Burgoyne, hopes
that the second Many Stories, One
Goal publication will continue to
assist the AFL industry in
understanding the varied needs of

all Indigenous players.
“At the 2013 Indigenous Camp,

it became clear that all Indigenous
AFL players come from very
different backgrounds and have
different cultural obligations, so we
took action to ensure that all
Indigenous players have the
support of the industry and their
clubs,” he said.

“With nearly 10% of the AFL’s
total playing group identifying as
Aboriginal and/or Torres Strait
Islander, it’s more important than
ever that the industry as a whole is
taking a proactive approach to
supporting Indigenous players and
these guidelines provide a great
foundation for that.”

AFL Players’ Association CEO
Paul Marsh said progress had
been made in supporting
Indigenous players, but recognised
there was still much work to be
done.

“The average playing career of
Indigenous footballers is only 5.5
years, compared with six years for
non-Indigenous players, so it’s
crucial that we’re always looking to
improve programs and services
within the industry to allow our
players to maximise their time in
the game and ensure the transition
for Indigenous players in and out of
the AFL system as seamless as
possible,” he said.

The aim of the guidelines is to
assist clubs in understanding
Aboriginal and Torres Strait
Islander culture through the eyes of
players and Indigenous Australians
and to help clubs provide the
support required to retain
Indigenous players in the AFL
system and maximise their careers.

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Gender scales tip
THEY have been
on the cusp for
years, and
Australian women
have finally 
tipped the

Olympics gender scales in their
favour.

For the first time, more females
than males are representing their
country at a summer Olympic
Games.

The late call-up of the women’s
rowing eight following the Russian
team's doping-related ejection
took Australia's total tally to 419
athletes at the Rio de Janeiro
Olympics.

Significantly, the breakdown is
now 212 women and 207 men –
making the contingent 50.6%
female.

“It’s a very strong statement
that shows women’s sport is
genuine sport,” Australian Olympic
team boss Kitty Chiller said.

“It is elite competition just as
much as men’s has been over
time.

“About time”
“It’s about time the female

athletes were given the credit,
recognition and accolades they so
richly deserve.”

The Australian Winter Olympic
teams have a slightly longer
history of gender parity, with an
equal number of women and men
competing at the Vancouver 2010
Games and more women than
men at Sochi 2014.

The Koori Mail knows of nine
Indigenous athletes in the
Australian team in Rio and six of
them are female.

Globally, female sport has
made vast leaps since women first
took part in the modern summer
Olympics in 1900.

At those Games in Paris,  they
comprised 22 of 997 athletes – or

2.2 per cent – competing in tennis,
sailing, croquet, equestrian and
golf.

Skip forward 116 years to Rio
de Janeiro and Australia’s women
are a genuine shot at winning gold
in traditionally male sports such as
rugby sevens and football.

Alongside them are a stack of
other gold medal prospects.

Interestingly, Australia’s women
have won more Olympic medals
than their male counterparts in
recent years, despite being
slightly fewer.

Women took 20 of 35 medals
at London 2012, although only
three of eight golds. At Beijing
2008, they scooped up 23 of 46
medals (24 if counting silver in the

mixed equestrian team eventing)
and eight of 14 golds.

The timing of the shift perhaps
reflects the progress of female
sport in Australia, evidenced by
the growing momentum around
women’s football, the new AFL
women’s league, Women's Big
Bash cricket and netball.

The team of 419 in Rio is

Australia's fifth largest behind
Sydney (632), Athens (482),
Beijing (435) and Atlanta (424). 

Percentage of female
Australian athletes at recent
Summer Olympics: Rio 2016 –
50.6%, London 2012 – 45.4%,
Beijing 2008 – 45.9%, Athens
2004 – 43.2%, Sydney 2000 –
44.8%.

Surfing, skateboarding Tokyo Olympic sports
SURFERS have been
riding waves for
centuries, now they'll be
able to do it for Olympic
gold.

The International
Olympic Committee last Wednesday
unanimously voted to include surfing
among five new sports for Tokyo 2020
as part of its commitment to youth and
an innovative Games.

Skateboarding and sports climbing
are the other youth-targeted inclusions,
while popular Japanese sports karate
and baseball/softball are also added to
the program.

“I’m very happy we’re going to bring
the special energy of surfing to the
Olympic Games," said International
Surfing Association president Fernando
Aguerre.

“Just like snowboarding changed the
face of the Winter Games, we hope to
rejuvenate the Summer Games.

“What are new sports? Surfing has
been around for thousands of years
maybe.

“It's new in some ways, but riding
waves has been done by every culture
forever. It’s about time.”

Surfing will provide Australia another
chance of gold when the sport makes its
Olympic debut on the beaches of Chiba,
in eastern Japan, and Aguerre had a
message for his Australian colleagues.

“I know you guys were pushing hard
for Olympic surfing, now the stage is
set,” he said.

Twenty men and 20 women will
compete for medals, although the
qualification process is yet to be
finalised.

The new sports will add a total of 474
athletes to the Olympics and are
provisionally added for the Tokyo
Games only, with the hope of pushing
for a more permanent place on the
program.

But Aguerre was confident surfing
had an Olympic future beyond 2020.

“There were no ‘no’ votes, so the IOC
understands this a very important
addition,” he said.

“I live by that phrase ‘you don't get a
second chance to make a first
impression’, so we'll give a good first
impression.”

Aguerre has been pushing for
Olympic inclusion since becoming
president of the ISA 22 years ago and
admits at times he thought of giving up
and just going surfing.

“Even two years ago at times it
looked very dark, very hopeless,” he
said.

“But you keep on paddling, like
surfers, head down, one more stroke.” 

Australian softball has a wonderful
Olympic legacy with four medals from
four Olympic games appearances in
Atlanta 1996, Sydney 2000, Athens
2004 and Beijing 2008.

JASON Gillespie, who has been
integral to Yorkshire’s recent County
Cricket Championship success, has
received his honorary degree from
Leeds Beckett University. The Yorkshire
County Cricket Club’s First team coach

was awarded an Honorary Doctorate of Sport Science
on Monday, July 25.

Gillespie was part of a golden era for Australian
cricket, taking 402 wickets for his country in all forms
of international cricket, including 259 in 71 Tests. 

‘Dizzy’ is Australia’s sixth highest wicket-taker in
Test cricket and his playing career will also always be
remembered for a stunning double-century he scored
as a night-watchman against Bangladesh in his last
Test match. 

“If I’m perfectly honest, it’s a bit surreal and
something I never envisaged, that I’d be receiving this
honorary doctorate today,” Gillespie said after
receiving the university award.

“As a professional cricket player and as a coach,
you don’t really think of awards, but you focus on 
the job at hand and what you need to do to be as
effective as possible. To be recognised in this way is
very humbling.

“Trust yourself”
“My message to the graduating students today is

simply to trust yourself and back yourself and enjoy
the ride as well. It’s a big wide world out there so
embrace it and try and do things that you really love
doing.”

Gillespie has been First team coach at Yorkshire
since 2012 and guided the White Rose to County
Championship promotion in his first season in charge
as well as to the final of the Friends Life t20 and to the
Champions League t20 competition.

In his second season in charge, he oversaw
Yorkshire’s second-placed finish in the top tier of the
Championship.

In 2014, Gillespie claimed the first title of his
coaching career when Yorkshire saw off the challenge
of second-placed Warwickshire and third-placed
Nottinghamshire to win the Championship title for the
first time in 13 years. He helped Yorkshire to repeat
their County Championship success in 2015, the
county’s first consecutive titles since 1968 as well as
being appointed as Adelaide’s T20 Strikers coach 

Leeds Beckett University chancellor Sir Bob Murray
CBE, said: “In recent years Yorkshire have enjoyed
stellar success, winning back-to-back County
Championships with style. Jason has been at the
heart of this success, instilling confidence and belief
into their side and ensuring that nothing is left to
chance.

They lost 5-3 to the
United States on July 
20, then were eliminated
from medal contention
when beaten 2-0 by 
China on July 21 before
bouncing back to edge
Italy 1-0.

They then beat Chinese
Taipei 1-0 on July 23. And
then came their 4-1 loss 
to Puerto Rico the next
day.

In the game against
Italy, the Aussies got just
two hits against Italian
pitcher Greta Cecchetti,
but one of them was a solo
home run from veteran
third baseman Stacey
Porter. 

The next world
championships are 
in Japan in 2018, two
years before women’s
softball is expected to
return to the 2020
Olympics in Tokyo.

AUSTRALIAN super
welterweight champion
Rocky Jerkic has improved
his record to 15 wins (12 by
knockout) and no losses
after his latest TKO win in

Sydney. Jerkic, 28, stopped Yutthana
Wongda (Thailand) in the second round of
a six-rounder at Five Dock on July 22.

Jerkic won the Australian title when he

stopped Shannon King in the eighth round
of a 10-rounder in Brisbane last
November.

Hammond extended his unbeaten run to
16 with a unanimous six-round points
decision over Indian Devdarshan Singh in
New Delhi, India, on July 16.

The former Moree boxer, now living in
Brisbane, fights in the welterweight
division and is now ranked number four in
Australia.

He has won half of his fights inside the
distance.

In other boxing news, Damien Hooper
could return to the ring on October 15
aftere a long lay-off.

The rising light heavyweight’s career
took a shock reality check in November
when he was stopped after just 21
seconds by the unheralded Rob Powdrill
in Brisbane.

Hooper has had just one fight since
then, winning by points over six rounds
against Filipino Marlon Alta in May last
year.

Meanwhile, Shaun Thomas, born at
Cape Barren Island, Tasmania, but now

living in Victoria, is a super lightweight
boxer with a career record of six fights for
three wins (two KOs) and three losses
(one KO) and is ranked 11 in Australian
super lightweights.

In his most recent fight, he avenged
defeat when he beat Sam Williams with a
10th round TKO. Williams had scored a
unanimous points win over Thomas in
their previous fight.

Thomas is to fight Shadey Souied
(Toowoomba) for the vacant Australian
and Victorian super featherweight titles in
Melbourne on August 26.

“The committee is aware that
the clubs are suffering financially
and understands that the costs of
insurance premiums, along with
the purchasing of playing
uniforms, is very daunting.

“Therefore, the abandonment
of this season’s competition will
give clubs the opportunity to plan
and budget for season 2017.”

What has since transpired is
that most of the Palm footballers
are playing with one of the eight
clubs in the Townsville
competition.

This features Townsville teams
as well as Charters Towers,
Burdekin and Herbert River.

Some have even moved and
are participating in the Cairns or
Mackay competitions.

A Palm Island Barracudas
representative side did well at the
June 25 FNQ Challenge in Cairns

against the Torres Stingers,
Northern Cape and Southern
Cape.

Palm finished second to Torres
Stingers, winning two of their
three matches.

After that, six Palm players
were picked in the Northern
United team that beat
Queensland Outback 64-18 in
Townsville on July 16 as a
curtain-raiser to a Super Cup
match.

Only one Palm footballer was
in the 2015 United team.

Walsh Jnr said the PICRL was
also still committed to being
represented at the Bindal
Townsville All Blacks carnival later
in the year.

The Barracudas won the plate
section of last October’s Bindal
carnival.

“I think this all looks good for
us having a strong domestic
competition next year,” he said.

Sports lovers on Palm Island
are already talking about a six-
club competition in 2018 when
Palm Island will celebrate its
100th birthday.
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Icon returns
to celebrate

ABORIGINAL
football icon
Wilfred ‘Wilbur’
Wilson returned to
the Gawler Central
Tigers on Saturday,
July 23, for the 25-
year reunion of the

club’s 1991 A-grade premiership
in the Barossa, Light and Gawler
(BLG) Association.

He is one of just five Gawler
Central premiership coaches
since World War II.

The youngest of seven
children from the Port Pearce
mission on the Yorke Peninsula,
Wilson came to the BLG
competition after a celebrated
career with Central District in the
South Australian National
Football League (SANFL). 

Tanunda premiership
In the inaugural season of the

BLG, Wilson played in a
premiership with the Tanunda
Magpies. 

“This flag was one of the very
special memories from my
football career,” Wilson told the
Koori Mail. 

“It is up with the biggest
highlight of my career.

“The 1991 team was a

special side and I was proud to
have the role as captain-coach
of the club.” 

Gawler Central collected the
1991 crown after defeating
Wilson’s first BLG club –
Tanunda – in the season
decider. 

This side had four Indigenous
talents among the premiership
20, along with Wilson, were his
former SANFL Bulldogs
teammate Phil Graham, Port
Adelaide player Brenton Owens
and Wilbur’s nephew, the late
Darren Wilson. 

In 1991, the BLG was a 10-
team competition, with a final
five. 

Central were minor premiers,
which meant they had a rest in
the first week of the finals. 

In the second semifinal,
Gawler Central had an emphatic
65-point win over Willaston –
19.11 to 9.9 – gaining direct
entry to the grand final. 

In the decider on Angaston
Oval, in front of an official crowd
of more than 4200, the Tigers
defeated Tanunda by 25 points –
14.15 (99) to 10.14 (74).  

Wilson is the only known
Aboriginal premiership coach in
the three decades of BLG
football. 

His mate, fellow Central

District footballer and early
mentor, Sonny Morey, coached
Eudunda to the 1978 Barossa
and Light premiership. 

Morey, a child of the Stolen
Generation, actually started his
football with Gawler Central, in
the Gawler and District
competition before being a
member of the inaugural Central
District league side in 1964. 

This pair is among a small
handful of Aboriginal coaches
who have taken sides to
premiership glory across the
state.   

Team of the Ages
Both were selected five years

ago in the SANFL Aboriginal
Team of the Ages – Morey in the
back pocket and Wilson at
centre half back – which
celebrated the best Indigenous
footballers in SA football.

After winning a Tomkins
Medal (SANFL under 19s
competition best and fairest),
Wilson played 171 league
games for the Doggies.

In 1983 and 1984, he was
Central District’s leading goal
kicker, although he wasn’t strictly
a full forward. 

These days, Wilson works for
AFL Sportsready as an
Indigenous mentor.

ANDREW Walker’s
career produced a
number of highlights

that will be 
long-remembered not only by
Carlton supporters, but fans
across the game.

But to me, the greatest
legacy he will leave behind is
his example of true
professionalism, leadership
and putting his team before
himself.

His early retirement
captures the true essence of
the man who did not want to
be seen as ’selfish’ by playing
on.

His humility is a lesson to
us all.

In previous columns, I have
often written about how talent
is only one factor on
determining success and that
many Indigenous players
have been under-recognised
for their dedication and hard
work by being lauded for their
‘natural talent’.

There is no doubt that
Andrew Walker is a player
blessed with talent.

But I find it hard to think of
any player who has been
more dedicated and
professional in his approach
to the game.

From his outstanding debut
to his retirement, he has been
a role model to all players and
an inspiration to all Indigenous
players coming through the
ranks.

The 30-year-old revealed
the extent of his troublesome
knee that influenced his
decision to call time on his
career a year prior to his
contract ending.

“I thought it was probably a
little selfish of me to keep

going on. It’s something that
has been building up for a
little while now,” Walker said.

“I’ve been playing with this
knee for the last three years
and it’s just deteriorating to a
level that I was really
struggling to be able to play.”

Ahead of his swansong,
Walker said he wanted to be
remembered by teammates
for his dedication to the field.

“It’s amazing how quickly
you get the Carlton blood in
you,” he said. 

“I want to be remembered
as someone who was really
driven and hardworking. I’ve
always tried to set a standard
in terms of training and 
pre-seasons so I hope if you
ask my teammates, they say I
was a hard worker and
dedicated.”

His modesty does not want
to focus on some of the great
moments he produced in a
career of achievement.

He will finish with 202
games under five coaches —
Denis Pagan, Brett Ratten,
Mick Malthouse, John Barker
and Brendon Bolton.

Walker, originally from the
Victorian town of Echuca,
produced the spectacular time
and again throughout his
career.

Memorable moments
Two moments against St

Kilda — the team he will finish
his career against — showed
his winning edge and his
capacity to produce
something special.

He kicked a goal with a
minute left on the clock in
2011 to earn Carlton a 
three-point win over the
Saints.

Two years later, he kicked
an all-time classic goal
against the same team,
gathering the ball on half-
back, bouncing four times
before firing home from
outside 50.

Nominations for goal of the
year and mark of the year
came naturally to him. The 30-
year-old said he was leaving
the club in a good place.

“Our game plan is really
solid and the kids are learning
really quickly,” he said.

“It’s made my job a lot
easier, leaving knowing these
kids are developing in the
right way.” 

Carlton football chief
Andrew McKay said Walker
set the bar high for the next
generation of players.

“Andrew had a frustrating
run of injuries across the
course of his career, but
admirably, he always put the
team’s needs first,” he said.

“He also drove high

standards and had a very
strong work ethic which set a
great example to the club’s
younger players during his
time.”

His coach Brendon Bolton
echoed these sentiments
when Walker reached his 200
game milestone.

“Over his career he’s faced
adversity with his body but
he’s never let that impact his
mindset," Bolton said of
Walker.

“He's shown our draft class
how to prepare ... he’s an
absolute professional."

Walker became the 18th
AFL Indigenous player to
reach 200 games.

In announcing his
retirement, he played down
his achievements.

“It’s been an incredible 13
years. I’ve had a few downs
with a few injuries, which is
probably why I’m sitting here
today,” he said.

“Due to a few more injuries
I just can’t do my job any
more and I’m finding it really
hard to get up every week to
play AFL footy.”

The fans will not forget him.

His debut was one of those
special occasions that they
will remember.

Walker’s first game for
Carlton was bittersweet, after
his grandfather passed away
only four days before his
official AFL debut.

But the then 17-year-old
would have made his grandad
proud, after a skinny, fresh-
faced Walker glided up and
down the wing to collect 26
touches, four tackles, nine
marks, three clearances and
eight contested possessions
against West Coast.

His debut game earned his
a Rising Star nomination and,
now 200-plus games later,
Walker will hang up his boots
as a Carlton player.

His legacy will to be
remembered as a true
professional and a dedicated
team man.

He will continue to be an
inspiration and role model to
young Indigenous players and
Indigenous youth in general.

Andrew Walker always will
be a true champion.

Benny is back to his
scintillating best and he is one of
the few players in the
competition whose
unpredictability can break the
best defences in the game
seemingly at will.

Because he does this with
such apparent ease, he does not
always get the credit he
deserves for his commitment on
the field and his dedication off it.

There is no doubt he has had
his challenges away from the
game and even earlier this year
there was a chance he could
walk away from it all.

“I could have walked away, to
be honest,” Barba said. 

“Not from the club, but just
myself. 

“I could have just gave it up.

I’m enjoying it again
and having fun.”

While Barba is having fun,
opposition defences are
struggling to find ways to shut
him down.

But the mental and physical

effort to get back to his best
should not be underestimated.

Following a bleak year at
Brisbane in 2014 and truncated
first season in the Shire where
Barba spent most of the season
playing as a utility off the bench,
it has been a huge effort.

“Personally, I would have
liked to have played a bigger
role, but that wasn’t needed from
me,” Barba said of his first
season at Cronulla.

“I guess it was just me getting
sick and tired of playing s..t and
me just getting that confidence
back and enjoying the game
again.

“I think the fullback jersey is
mine now.

“I think I deserve it and I’m
glad the performances I have put
in at the start of the year have
probably proved that. 

“I’m glad I’ve got young guys
there I can hopefully rub off on
and when it’s time to walk away,
they can say they learnt
something from me.”

That is Ben Barba the leader
speaking.

With his return to form, there
has also been a new maturity
about his approach to the game
and his responsibility as a senior
player.

Earlier in the season, when
other players were on Origin

duty, he took the opportunity to
stand up as a leader.

“I really tried to take a
leadership role there with some
of the guys out,” he said.

You can see that maturity in
the way he plays and the way he
interacts with the young guns on
the field.

“I’m a little bit smarter now. I
try to use that to the best of my
ability in terms of picking my
times when to run,” Barba said.

“I’'m using the other guys at
the back better too – Sosaia Feki
and Val Holmes. The more I can
use them to cart the ball back
into the line, I guess I’m thankful
for them.

“They allow me to do my stuff
in attack. That’s been the big
difference for me this year: that
I’m a lot smarter and a lot wiser.”

However, like all good
players, he admits he still has
areas he can improve on.

Barba admits there are
challenges in the ever-changing
fullback role, and that his next
mission is to match the elite
custodians in defence.

“The game is changing with
fullbacks with them standing in
the line at times and helping out
in defence. Darius Boyd up in
Brisbane is the best at it
currently,” Barba said.

“He’s someone I’ve been

watching closely and working on.
To see how much he helps with
that extra number in the line, but
also being able to get out and
cover kicks goes to show that
the fullback role is changing.”

But one thing that will never
change will be Benny’s pride in
his culture and his family.

“Culture to me is everything.
It’s who I am and what’s been
given to me by my Elders,”
Barba said.

“Playing in the NRL is a
chance for me to represent my
family and hopefully I’ll make
them proud.”

The 26-year-old lists Brisbane
Broncos legend Steve Renouf
and former North Queensland
Cowboys star Matt Bowen as his
idols when growing up.

“"Rugby league brings our
community together,” Barba said.

Matty Bowen used to be one
of Benny’s heroes growing up.

I am certain Matty would
agree with me that Benny is a
player of the current generation
who has the same approach and
attacking flair that brings fans to
our game.

As we enter the final weeks of
the competition, his form may
well determine the Sharks’ fate.

To think he could have been
lost to the game… it was Barba’s
close shave!

Finalists Southern Districts
included Matt Johncock, a
nephew of former Adelaide Crow
Graham, from Mallee Park, in the
rural fishing village. 

“Matthew provided plenty of
dash and flair off the wing,” his
coach and SA rural football great
Mitch Portlock said. 

“His skills under pressure and
decision making were of a high
class.”  

Johncock was an outstanding
performer for Southern, winning a
place in the Team of the
Championships side on a half
back flank. 

Johncock also made the 
31-man squad for the fifth annual
South Australian Country clash
with Western Australian Country
at Adelaide Oval, on Sunday, July
31. 

For the third-placed Western
Zone, incorporating the six Eyre
Peninsula leagues, the Mallee
Park Peckers pair of John Miller
and Kingsley Bilney Jnr were
members of the host’s squad. 

Miller was excellent across half
back in the second game against
Southern, being high in the best
players as a running half back. 

Bilney Jnr kicked a game-high
three goals in the third verses
fourth place play-off match in
48km/h winds.

“Johny Miller played very well
for us in the back pocket,” Eyre
Peninsula coach and former
WAFL league footballer David
McPharlin said. 

“He always seems to be in the
right position when you need him
most, making very smart
decisions and he uses the ball
extremely well.

KURTLEY Beale's dream
of ending his current stint
with the NSW Waratahs
with a Super Rugby title
might have ended
prematurely because of a

knee injury, but he is now heading for the
United Kingdom ready for the next
chapter of his career.

Having already helped the Waratahs to
the 2014 Super Rugby championship,
Beale was determined to help them to
another in 2016 with him already having
made the decision that he would be
spend the next two years in the UK.

Beale was coming off the high of being
Australia's star performer in the 2015
Rugby World Cup when he helped the
Wallabies all the way to the final before
losing to the might of the New Zealand All
Blacks.

But then in the Waratahs’ May 14
game of the Super Rugby season at the

Sydney Football Stadium, Beale’s
campaign was over when he tore the
patella tendon of his knee against the
Bulls.

With surgery required and a six-month
recovery period, his time with the ‘Tahs
was ended prematurely.

The injury has the potential to be
career-threatening in some cases if the
damage is significant enough and if the
surgery isn’t 100 per cent success. 

But in Beale's case, it all went better
than expected and he’s at a point now
where he is nearing a full recovery.

Wasps get first bite
It won’t be the Waratahs, the Wallabies

or Australian rugby that will benefit from
the 27-year-old returning to full health
with him now settling in the UK after
signing a lucrative deal with Wasps in the
English Premiership.

Beale’s deal with Wasps is expected to
be worth almost $1.5 million over two
years to make him the highest paid player

in the English Premiership.
He has now made the move, settling in

Coventry with girlfriend Maddi Blomberg
and ready to get away from the media
spotlight in Australia that has seen him
suffer some lows in recent years, but
highs have had him one of the finest
rugby players in the world.

By making the move to England, it’s
the first time Beale will be away from the
support of his family and friends.

While that might be daunting for some
and might have some worried about how
he will cope given some of his off-field
problems of the past, he is looking
forward to the experience.

“It will be the first time I’ll be standing
on my own two feet, away from my family,
but I’ll be there with my girlfriend and I
think that’s what will be important for me
going over there, and trying to make a life
of it,” Beale said.

“People can think what they like, but
I’m very fortunate to have close and
supportive people around me. We’ve got

ways to get through the days. I’m sure I
will be able to meet some new friends in
England who you can always lean on and
build.”

On the field, Beale is also looking
forward to the challenge of getting settled
in to a different style of rugby in the
Northern Hemisphere to see how his
game stands up.

“I will be learning a different style that
will allow me to advance my game,” Beale
said.

“The opportunity to go over and play at
an elite level where you’re testing yourself
against some of the best in the world,
you're learning different parts of the game
that you probably don’t understand.”

Beale isn’t necessarily lost to the
Wallabies in the short term with him to still
make himself available for Test rugby
when he’s fully fit.

And following his two-year stint in
England, there’s every likelihood he will
return to Australia in 2018 to continue his
Super Rugby career.

Beale’s new chapter

Impressive AFL debuts

WEST Coast and Fremantle
have had vastly contrasting
Australian Football League
(AFL) seasons and Malcolm
Karpany and Shane Yarran
have had different journeys.

But both have made their debuts in recent
weeks and shown they could have
significant AFL futures.

Both West Australian AFL teams were
among the final four teams in the league in
2015, with Fremantle finishing on top of the
ladder and losing to Hawthorn in the
preliminary final, while West Coast went all
the way to the grand final, also losing to the
Hawks.

But 2016 has turned disastrous for the
Dockers to be a lot closer to the wooden
spoon than being a finals contender again.

The Eagles, though, will play finals again
this season and there is still time for them to
get things on track enough to finish in the
top four and be a genuine premiership
contender.

In recent weeks, there has been a couple
of players making impressive debuts with
Yarran getting his first chance with
Fremantle, and Karpany his first at West
Coast.

Remarkable journey
Yarran’s journey has been a remarkable

one to become an AFL footballer and it’s
only his hard work and dedication over the
past three years that saw him achieve his
dream as a 27-year-old.

His youth was wasted when he found
himself in prison, but upon being released in
2013, he was desperate to make something
of his life, and his football while he still could.

Yarran spent 2013 playing country
football with South Mandurah before then
beginning his WAFL career at Subiaco,
where he starred in the 2014 and 2015
premierships, kicking 93 goals in 39
matches with the Lions.

Following his standout 2015 season that
included five goals in the grand final win
over West Perth before injuring a knee, he
was so impressive that Fremantle couldn’t
ignore him and drafted the dangerous and
versatile forward.

But it took him time to overcome his knee
injury and then when he was right he played

one game for Fremantle's WAFL-aligned
club Peel Thunder before injuring a calf and
being sidelined for another five weeks.

He had four solid games back for Peel
and then broke in to the struggling
Fremantle team to play the Gold Coast 
Suns on the Gold Coast in round 18 of the
AFL season. He kicked two goals and has
held his place in the Dockers team since.

Yarran has shown enough to suggest he
could be a regular part of Fremantle’s
forward-line in 2016 after getting to make his
dream come true of playing in the AFL.

“It’s something you can prepare for so
much but you don’t really know what it’s like
until you get out there and experience it. It
was really tough but exciting as well and I
really enjoyed it,” Yarran said after his debut.

“It means a lot. It’s a childhood dream
and it’s something I have always wanted to
achieve. It’s obviously been a long road for
me but I stuck to my guns.

“Obviously, it’s a tremendous honour to
get the opportunity to put on the purple
jumper. The fact that I’ve been able to play
AFL footy now is something I’m proud of and
that’s because of all the hard work I’ve gone
through with my teammates over the past
few months. It was good to get the jumper
on and run out there with them.”

Karpany, meanwhile, has had a very
different journey, having originally being
drafted by West Coast from South Australian
club Woodville-West Torrens in 2013.

The 176cm small forward has struggled
in his first two seasons playing with West
Coast’s WAFL-aligned club East Perth
managing just 22 senior appearances and
11 in the reserves over 2014 and 2015.

And for the first half of 2016, he was
struggling as well, but he recently strung
together the best four matches of his career,
averaging 21 possessions a game and that
saw him earn a call-up for his AFL debut.

The 21-year-old played for the Eagles in
the round 19 AFL loss to Collingwood at the
Melbourne Cricket Ground (MCG) and he
didn’t look out of place finishing with eight
possessions and four tackles.

It took him time to get used to playing
senior football, but now three years on from
being drafted, Karpany is ready to fully
display his elite kicking skills and is able to
make the most of his speed and tackling
ability, and looks to have a strong AFL
future.

Malcolm Karpany
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Our Paralympians
THERE are two
Indigenous athletes –
cyclist Amanda Reid 
and 800m runner Torita
Isaac – in the Australian
team for the Rio de

Janeiro Paralympics.
Reid competed for Australia as a 

15-year-old in swimming at the 2012
London Paralympics while Isaac took part
in the same games.

Isaac is one of the brightest sparks on
the Australian squad. While she made her
debut for the Australian team at the
London 2012 Games at just 17, it was 
her world record-breaking time of 2:35.26
in the 800m that has brought her name
front and centre of the Paralympic track
and field. 

Born with cerebral palsy and a vision
impairment, Isaac first tried athletics at
school.

Initially classified as a T13 athlete to
reflect her vision impairment, she
competed in cross-country competitions
with her friends.

Inspired by fellow Indigenous
Australian athlete Cathy Freeman winning
gold in the 400m at the Sydney 2000
Olympics, she threw herself into her sport
and has never looked back. 

Isaac’s dedication to making the
London 2012 Team was proven when she
competed at the 2012 national
championships in Melbourne despite
suffering enormous pain in both legs. She
ran the 100m in 14.93s and was set to
run the 200m when scans revealed she
had 11 bone fractures in her legs. 

Not wanting to miss out on what would
be her first chance to wear green and
gold, and her first Paralympic Games,
Isaac travelled to London, but shifted her
focus on getting herself to the start line as
opposed to her performance. 

Although she didn’t figure in medal
contention, she made the final of the
100m and 200m and was proud to have
the opportunity to compete in front of a
huge crowd and for her country. 

Coached by Wayne Leaver, Isaac
now has her eyes firmly set on a podium
finish at Rio and, if her results since then
are anything to go by, she will do just that. 

At the 2015 Queensland club
championships, Isaac set herself a
challenge of competing in the 800m. 

Having only trained for the 400m and
200m, Wayne set Isaac a schedule and
worked on pacing, and in her first attempt
broke the world record. 

While her time remains unofficial due
to the competition not having anti-doping
regulations, the record has made waves
and set a new benchmark in 
Para-athletics. 

From the Kamilaroi Aboriginal people
in the Moree region of NSW, Isaac was
invited to raise the Aboriginal flag at the
Kedron Park State Emergency Centre
during the 2012 NAIDOC Week. 

She wants to continue being an
ambassador for Indigenous athletes and
aims to complete a degree in Indigenous
studies. 

In 10 years, she hopes to be a
Paralympic gold medallist, still breaking
world records, and a mentor to young
athletes with a disability.

She lives in the Brisbane suburb of Mt
Gravatt.

Began with a splash
When Amanda Reid made her

international swimming debut, she made
waves. 

Competing at the 2011 Global Games
in Italy, she took home a sensational
seven gold medals. 

After being selected for the national
team when she was only 14, she was
earmarked as a swimmer of serious

potential. She again underlined this status
with a haul of two silver and three bronze
medals from the 2011 Arafura Games. 

It was obvious from early on that Reid
was destined for big things in sport. Born
with an intellectual disability, she tried out
a range of sports through her formative
years, including cycling, equestrian and
athletics.

When she was barely more than a
toddler, she was already extremely
proficient at a sport of a different kind –
short track ice speed skating.
Phenomenally, Reid fast progressed to
become the first person to hold the
Australian title, New Zealand title and all
state titles in the one year for her age. 

Reid turned her focus towards
swimming, under the tutelage of coach
Jackie Barck. 

At just 15, she competed at the
London 2012 Paralympic Games where
she was fifth in the 100m breaststroke. 

The following year she contested 
the IPC Swimming World Championships
where she made finals in two of 

her four events. 
She was seventh in the S14 100m

backstroke and seventh in the S14 200m
individual medley. 

In 2015, Reid took up track cycling and
after only a few months, broke the
Australian Para-cycling record for the C3
in the Individual time trial at the NSW
para-cycling championships. Her time
was just 0.15 seconds off the world
record. 

She then went on to smash a five-
year-old Australian record by five seconds
when she won gold in the C2 3km
individual pursuit at the 2015 Australian
para-cycling championships. 

When she’s not training, she enjoys
listening to music, hanging out with her
friends and spending time on the
computer. 

Stemming from the Wemba Wemba
and Kuring-Gai Aboriginal people, Reid is
proud of her Iindigenous heritage.

Originally from the Blue Mountains,
she now lives in Menai and is part of the
St George Cycling Club.

Eels hold no fears on Norman
THE Parramatta
Eels say they
have no fears of
wayward rugby
league star Corey
Norman slipping

through their net in the wake of
Jarryd Hayne's defection to Gold
Coast.

Hayne signed a two-year
National Rugby League (NRL) deal
reportedly worth $2.4 million with
the Titans and cited backroom
uncertainty resulting from the salary
cap scandal as a key factor,

although the Eels insisted they
simply couldn’t match that sort of
money.

Coach Brad Arthur says there is
no chance of the club’s
administrative upheaval spoiling
talks with off-contract playmaking
star Norman and he expects him to
remain next year.

“Corey's committed to the club.
We’re committed to Corey,” Arthur
said on last Thursday.

“We need to get some clarity
around the salary cap.

“But at the end of the day our

offer (to Hayne) couldn’t cut it with
Gold Coast – it’s simple. I don’t
have a problem with it. Jarryd’s a
big boy and he’s got to do what’s
best for him and I’ve got to do
what’s best for the team.”

The Eels’ offer to Hayne
eventually fell short of what he had
been offered by the Titans by
$500,000 per season.

Parramatta interim administrator
Max Donnelly and Arthur refused to
up their offer for fear of having to
offload players and upsetting team
harmony.

With the likes of superstar
winger Semi Radradra, Clint
Gutherson, Manu Ma’u, Tepai
Moeroa and Brad Takairangi – all of
whom Arthur described as priority
signings – off contract at the end of
2017, it left the club with little
wriggle room.

“They’re important to me, they’re
important to this club and there was
no way in the world I was going to
run the risk of losing those guys,”
Arthur said.

Arthur said the club was
possibly in the market for a

specialist halfback with veteran Jeff
Robson mulling over retirement
plans.

Norman is serving a suspension
following a series of indiscretions
that include his conviction of drug
possession, a police warning for
consorting with criminals, filming
incidents involving apparent drug
use and sexual activity plus
distributing the video to other NRL
players.

The five-eighth is suspended
until the end of the season, and has
been fined $20,000. – With AAP

Mills leads the way
PATTY Mills scored a game-high 21

points as the Australian men’s
basketball team – the Boomers –

opened their Olympic Games campaign by
trouncing France 87-66 in Rio de Janeiro
on Saturday.

Andrew Bogut exceeded all
expectations – including his own – with a
powerhouse performance as Australia
opened the tournament with a win for the
first time in 20 years.

Bogut was initially considered unlikely
to even make it to Rio after damaging his
knee in game five of the NBA finals in
June.

But the newly-minted Dallas Maverick
underwent a gruelling rehab program and
recovered in the nick of time, showing on
Saturday why he was so crucial to the
Boomers’ chances of Olympic success in
Rio.

He had 18 points on nine-of-10
shooting, five assists and four rebounds
and was also an imposing figure on the
defensive end.

“I didn't know how I was going to pull
up,” said Bogut, whose first points came
courtesy of an alley-oop pass from
Matthew Dellavedova.

“But when you make your first basket in
an Olympic Games, it helps get your
confidence rolling and I felt good after that.

“Tonight everyone will be talking about
offence, about dunks, about me scoring
and Patty scoring, but it was won
defensively.

“We knuckled down defensively. Before
the tournament we said that we need to be
pricks defensively.

“We need to be physical because 
that’s the only chance we have to beat a
lot of these teams who are a little more

talented than us.”
Mills had a game-high 21 points,

outscoring his San Antonio teammate Tony
Parker by three.

The superstar French guard threatened
to take the game away from the Boomers
with an astonishing 14-point second
quarter, but he was only used sparingly by
his coach Vincent Collet in the second
half.

“Good job”
“I thought we did a pretty good job of

throwing bodies at Parker,” said Australian
coach Andrej Lemanis.

“Between Delly (Dellavedova), Patty,
Kevin Lisch even through Damian Martin,
just making it tough for him, to wear him
out over the course of 40 minutes.”

Lemanis ended up giving Bogut 22
minutes and 35 seconds of game-time,

with the centre playing with heavy
strapping and padding on his knee.

"He did an unbelievable job of looking
after himself during the rehab period and
doing what he had to do to get here,” said
Lemanis.

“It's a great testament to him, how
much he wanted to be in the Olympics
playing alongside his mates and playing
for his country."

Fellow big man Aron Baynes also had a
considerable impact on the match,
finishing with 14 points and eight
rebounds.

Having won their opening match at an
Olympics for the first time since the 1996
Atlanta Games, the Boomers will now turn
their attention to key games against Serbia
on Monday (early Tuesday morning AEST)
and the United States two days later.

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Opals quell
hostile

Brazilians
AUSTRALIA’S female

basketballers quelled a
hostile home crowd to beat

Brazil 84-66 in their opening game
of the Rio Olympics.

Booed every time they touched
the ball and at one stage down by
12 points, the Opals looked headed
for a shock defeat early on at Youth
Arena on Saturday.

Not since 1988 have the Opals
lost the first match of an Olympic
campaign – the last time they did
not win a medal at a Games.

But led by star centre Liz
Cambage, captain Penny Taylor
and effervescent Indigenous guard
Leilani Mitchell, the world No 2
outfit came out a different side after
the halftime break for their sixth
consecutive victory over Brazil at
an Olympics – a run dating back to
Atlanta in 1996.

Cambage finished with 20 points

and 14 rebounds, Mitchell had 18
points and six assists, while Taylor
added 17 points.

The five-time Olympic
medallists, chasing their first
Games gold in Brazil, struggled to
find the basket in the opening
quarter.

They trailed 24-14 at the first
change, with 10 of those points
coming from Cambage.

Mitchell lent a hand with a
scoring spree in the second term to
trim the deficit to four points, and
then helped turn it into a 57-53 lead
at the final break.

They managed to restrict the
hosts to just 13 points in the fourth
quarter while adding 27 of their own
for the win.

The Opals had just 24 hours
before their second match against
Turkey on Sunday night (6.30am
Monday AEST). – AAP

Improved effort by Matildas
after shock opening loss

ALAST-gasp goal to Germany
denied the Matildas a crucial Rio

Olympics group win, holding
Australia's women to a 2-2 draw in
Sao Paulo on Saturday.

German captain Saskia Bartusiak
drove in an 88th-minute equaliser at
Arena Corinthians on Saturday night
(Sunday AEST), just as the Matildas
thought earlier goals to Sam Kerr
and Caitlin Foord were enough to
jumpstart their faltering campaign.

After Wednesday’s shock loss to
Canada, three points here would
have been more than useful as they
attempt to progress beyond the
group stage.

The result left them in third place
in Group F and three points adrift of
second-placed Germany, with the
top two nations from each group plus

the two highest-ranked third-placed
sides qualifying for the quarter-finals.

Lily Owsley put Great Britain
up 1-0 when she finished off a
long-range movement in the
26th minute.

Australia went close to
levelling shortly after when
Georgina Morgan hit the post
with a cracking shot after a
penalty corner and they went to
the halftime break trailing by a
goal.

Morgan then cashed in on a
penalty corner when she
rammed home a shot on 33
minutes to make 1-1.

Up next for the Hockeyroos
were the world No 5 US on
Monday.

Argentina beaten
The Americans caused a big

upset on Saturday when they
beat world No 2 Argentina 2-1.

Despite their success in the
sport, the Hockeyroos haven’t
been on the podium at the
Olympics since 2000, finishing
fifth at the past three Games.

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Mundine v Green
fight step closer

THERE’S more
to be done, but
the groundwork
has been laid for
a tantalising
rematch fight

between Anthony Mundine and
Danny Green after Green beat
Victorian plumber Kane Watts in
Melbourne last Wednesday
night.

The veteran Green claimed
the vacant Australian
cruiserweight title when he
unanimously beat Watts on
points over 10 rounds at Hisense
Arena.

Green didn’t have time to
keep an eye on arch rival
Mundine sitting at ringside as he
battled to beat Watts, clearing
the way for a second 
Green-Mundine duel, 10 years
after the first in Sydney, with
Melbourne’s 15,000-seat Rod
Laver Arena the potential venue.

Loud boos broke out when
Green was reminded after the
bout that Mundine was in the
house. 

“Bring it on,” was the West
Australian’s response.

“Choc (Mundine) has been a
great athlete, I’m a great athlete.
But we don’t like each other,”
Green said to wild applause.

Green, beaten on points 
by Mundine in their 
super-middleweight bout at the
Sydney Football Stadium in
2006, extended his career record
to 35-5 and twice sent the gallant
Watts to the canvas.

The 34-year-old Watts gave it
his best shot, but he never really
shook his older and more
experienced foe.

Green gave Watts an early
test of nerves by making the
local favourite wait in the ring for
more than five minutes before
making his grand entrance.

Green started a $1.17
favourite.

Green admitted before the
fight that he needed a big
showing against Watts to stave
off suggestions that he and
Mundine were past it.

Green is confident there’s still
an appetite for a second clash
with Mundine.

But he felt he needed a
convincing win against Watts to
prove the 40-somethings were
up to it.

“If he (Watts) beats me it’s
going to put a massive spanner
in the works for what this country
wants to see and that’s for me to
peel this banana (Mundine)
back,” said Green on on the eve
of the Watts fight.

“Choc (Mundine) got flogged
in his last fight so it’s very
important that I beat Kane
Watts.”

Mundine won their 
much-hyped 2006 clash in
Sydney with a unanimous points
decision, but in his most recent
fight last November, was
humbled by unheralded
American Charles Hatley and
has since undergone hip
surgery.

The date and location for the
rematch are still to be decided,
but the veterans have agreed to
finally go toe-to-toe in what’s
almost certainly their final
payday.

While $20 million has been
touted, there have been question
marks about the ability of
Mundine, 41, and Green, 43, to
still draw a blockbuster crowd
and television audience.

“We should have done this a
long time ago but it’s crazy to
think there’s still a whopping fight
out there for both of us at this
stage of our careers and it still
has that much interest so it’s
better late than never,” Green
said.

“It’s 15 years this rivalry has
been going; he called me a bum
in 2001 and hopefully by the end
of this year, he will finish on his.”

The rematch is expected to
be at cruiserweight, but well

below the official 90.71 kg limit.
That would mean Mundine

(47-7, 27 KOs) moving up four
weight divisions for the rematch
with Green (34-5, 28 KOs).

Since they last fought each
other, the two have gone in
opposite directions weight-wise,
with Green moving up and
Mundine down.

Former interim WBC super
middleweight title holder Green
won WBA light-heavyweight and
IBO cruiserweight belts, while
former WBA super middleweight
belt holder Mundine earned IBO
middleweight and WBC Silver
super-welterweight straps.

Meanwhile, News Ltd
reported that the Mundine-Green
rematch now appeared certain to
go ahead early next year, and
there was even a push to stage
the showpiece rematch on
Australia Day.

It said Mundine was keen on
locking in the historic date in a
bid to highlight the message that
as far as many Indigenous
people were concerned, the
national holiday was considered
a day of mourning.

Mundine, now four months
post-hip surgery, admits the
rematch will be one of the great

tests of his career, with the
former rugby league star to go
up in weight to meet Green.

The 41-year-old is happy to
fight Green on any date in the
new year, but admits Australia
Day would capture the nation’s
attention.

“It’s looking good man. We’re
negotiating right now. It’s coming
down to pretty much waiting for
the heads of agreement to be
drawn up and trying to get it
popping,” Mundine told the Daily
Telegraph at an event in Sydney
hosted by Jnr NBA Clinic and
Charity Bounce, mentoring 40
disadvantaged kids.

“He wants that redemption
believe me. He wants it as bad
as I want to win. I’ve got to make
sure I’m on my A game.

“100%, I would love that date
(Australia Day).

“That’ll definitely get the
whole country involved. If we can
do that why wouldn’t we do that?

“I’m down for whatever date
and that makes sense because
this fight is not just two fighters.

“It’s a racial sort of war. Many
injustices have been done on my
people, Aboriginal people.

“We agree on a weight which
is 83kg — that’s 13kg over what

I’ve been fighting. I won’t even
be able to make that weight to
be honest. 

“I’ll probably be able to make
about 78-80 max. That’s going
into the ring. I reckon he’ll be 90
going in, so he’ll be 10, 12kg
heavier than me.

“But I believe speed beats
power and as long as I’m
defensively right and I don’t get
hit, then he’s not going to hurt
nothing.

“This is obviously a massive
test because he has all the
variables in his favour.”

Mundine hasn’t ruled out
fighting on if he wins.

Fairfax journalist Danny
Weidler last month reported that
Mundine and Green came 
face-to-face at Sydney Airport at
a meeting set up by Mundine’s
manager, Khoder Nasser. 

Weidler said Nasser wanted
Green to hear from Mundine’s
mouth that he wanted to have
the fight.

He said Nasser organised for
the pair to meet and that
Mundine turned up with his
father, Tony. 

He said there was no polite
chit-chat; it was all business and
it was edgy. – With AAP

THREE players
with National
Basketball
League (NBL)
experience are
in the 12-player

Apunipima national Indigenous
All Stars roster to take on the
New Zealand Maoris next month.

The team, made up of the
best of Australia’s Aboriginal and
Torres Strait Islander basketball
talent, are the defending
champions of the annual 
Trans-Tasman Basketball Series,
now in its third year.

The Aussies will take on the
New Zealand Maori national
team in three locations on New
Zealand’s North Island next
month.

Injury troubles
Tyson Demos will lead the

team. He has played more than
200 games in the NBL, but is
facing a battle to continue his
career after a knee injury ended
his season last year early and
now he hasn’t yet been 
re-signed by the Illawarra
Hawks. But he hasn’t given up
hope and he will be right to
return to the court later this
month.

Demos will join two other
Indigenous players with NBL
experience – Deba George and
Kerry Williams – who had stints
with the Cairns Taipans. 

After six consecutive seasons
with the Illawarra Hawks, Demos
will not be suiting up for the club
for season 2016-17.

After managing only six

games last season due to a
reoccurring knee injury, the
three-times club Defensive
Player of the Year award winner
will take a season off playing to
give himself the best possible
chance of a full recovery.

Recently starting a full-time
job with Life Without Barriers as
a youth and residential support
worker, Demos plans to remain
heavily involved with the Hawks,
joining in on training sessions as

well as working on community
programs and undertaking guest
speaking roles and appearances
at club events.

He will start his lay-off after
touring with the National
Indigenous All Stars.

Illawarra Hawks assistant
coach Matt Flinn said Demos
was one of the most committed
defenders he had ever coached.

“One of the most committed
defenders to ever wear a Hawks

uniform,” Flinn said of Demos.
Former Townsville Crocodiles

Torres Strait Islander brother duo
Chris and Michael Cedar, who
were members of the victorious
2015 Australian Indigenous All
Stars team, are unavailable for
selection this year.

“I think I can speak on behalf
of the selection panel and say
that we’re very excited about the
team we will field for this year’s
Trans-Tasman series,” head

coach Joel Khalu said.
“We’ve got great depth, which

is a positive indication of where
the level of Indigenous
basketball in Australia is at right
now. We’ve also got a unique
mix of big-game experience and
youthful enthusiasm.”

“Our success in winning last
year’s series was based around
each player making a valuable
