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KEN Wyatt has
become the first
Aboriginal person
to hold a federal
ministry, after Prime
Minister Malcolm

Turnbull elevated him to the
Indigenous Health and Aged Care
portfolios.

Mr Wyatt, who has Wongi,
Noongar and Yamatji heritage,

paid tribute to his Elders, family
and Western Australian
electorate.

“I really want to thank the
people of the seat of Hasluck who
have given me this incredible
opportunity,” he said.

He told the Koori Mail that
since becoming the first
Aboriginal person elected to the
House of Representatives, in

2010, he has been repeatedly
inspired by young Indigenous
people.

“I think it’s important that
Aboriginal people are in positions
of influence in Canberra because
what I’ve found on my journey is
that numerous young Aboriginal
people have said to me, ‘Uncle,
what do I have to do now to take
that journey?’ And there’s five of

us here now (Indigenous MPs)
and I know the same question
has been asked of Pat Dodson,
Linda Burney, Malarndirri
McCarthy and Jacqui Lambie.”

Mr Wyatt said one of the top
priorities in Indigenous health was
the early years. 

“I’ve always believed that if
you can concentrate on the ages
from 0-8, then we can break the

cycle of poor health and establish
good foundations,” he said.

“And the second part of that is
that if you influence the mothers,
then the rest of the family will
follow suit.

“Mothers and women play
such a significant role in the
health of our communities.”

My mum had 10 children, 56
grandchildren and 15 great grandchildren.

It gives
strength for the future.

My parents taught me respect and I
wouldn’t be the person I am today without
what they have done for me.

A PALM Island
resident who won
a landmark racial
discrimination
case has
expressed his
surprise at the

Queensland government and
police commissioner’s decision
to appeal the ruling.

Federal Court Justice Debbie
Mortimer ruled in December last
year that police in the far north
Queensland community had
been racist in their response to
the community following the
death in custody of Cameron
(Mulrunji) Doomadgee.

Once-jailed protester Lex
Wotton and two of his family
were awarded $220,000 on
behalf of Palm Island residents,
for the pain they endured during
early morning raids in November
2004.

The officers’ actions were
triggered by a series of riots
following reports Mr
Doomadgee’s death was
accidental, even though he had
four broken ribs and his liver was
almost severed in two.

Queensland Attorney-General
Yvette D’Ath confirmed last week
she had instructed the Director
of Public Prosecutions to lodge
the appeal.

“We believe it’s an important
case,” she said.

The Notice of Appeal, filed in
the Federal Court, listed several
grounds for overturning the
decision.

It included submissions that
Justice Mortimer had failed to
give adequate reasons for
several of her findings and that
the damages were “manifestly
excessive”.

The Queensland Government
and Police Commissioner Ian
Stewart requested the appeal be
allowed, all original orders be set
aside and Mr Wotton’s
application be dismissed.

They also called for a retrial
with a different judge and
requested Palm Island residents
pay their future legal costs.

Surprised
Mr Wotton said he was

surprised to hear the matter
would be appealed.

“I was very positive that they
wouldn’t,” he said. “I thought
they would like to let this matter
settle but that’s the legal process
and they’re entitled.

“All you’ve got to do is just
accept it and prepare yourself for
the next round of fights.”

Justice Mortimer found the
use of the Special Emergency
Response Team in the raids was
“unnecessary, disproportionate
and undertaken as a show of
force against local people who

had protested about the conduct
of police”.

“I have found they (the police)
conducted themselves ... with a
sense of impunity, impervious to
the reactions of Palm Islanders,”
she said in a written summary.

“I have found that police
acted in these ways because
they were dealing with an
Aboriginal community.”

Palm Island Mayor Alf Lacey
said the community was
devastated by the Government’s
decision to appeal.

“Our community was looking
forward to putting this behind us
and moving on; it now appears
we are back where we started,”
he said. 

“First Nation people deserve
to be treated with dignity and
respect and to have the same
human rights as other citizens;
but this does not appear to be
the case in this instance.

“Our community is feeling
discriminated against, very let
down, and angry. 

“The message the State
Government is handing out with
this decision is that the actions
of the police, and including those
of former police officer Chris
Hurley, were and are acceptable.

“This is a true injustice to our
Palm Island community.”

SHORT Black
Opera’s Pecan
Summer, which
was staged at
the Sydney
Opera House 

last year, has swept the
Broadway World Awards, taking
the top spot in all nine
nominated categories.

Short Black Opera artistic
director and Yorta Yorta woman
Deborah Cheetham said the
company is still reeling with
excitement after receiving the
awards.

Pecan Summer received the
award for Best Opera, with Ms
Cheetham also scoring Best
Actress in an Opera, and Best
Actor going to John Wayne
Parsons. Best Ensemble
Performance in a Musical was
awarded to Dhungala
Children’s Chorus, Best
Supporting Actor in an Opera
went to Jonathan Welch, and
Best Supporting Actress in 
an Opera was taken out by
Jessica Hitchcock, and another
Pecan Summer actor, Shauntii
Batzke, was a close second in
this category.

Work behind the scenes was

also acknowledged, with
Cameron Menzies receiving
Best Director of an Opera and,
alongside Matthew Schroeders,
Best Lighting Design of an
Opera, and the Pecan Summer
team also won the Best Scenic
Design of an Opera.

Ms Cheetham, a soprano,

said it was important for all the
artists involved in the
performance to be recognised
for their work.

“We knew the competition
would be fierce, because 
our main competition was
Opera Australia, who are much
better resourced than our tiny
company,” she told the Koori
Mail. “It was a huge thrill just to
be nominated, then to take out
all nine categories.”

Ms Cheetham said she 
has been “honing her craft” for
the past 25 years, and has
received a number of honours
for Pecan Summer, but sees
each win as an individual
honour.

“These performances are
only possible because when I
first wrote the lyrics and the
music I had a tight core of
people who believed we could
do it,” she said.

“Sydney is my home, even
though I live in Melbourne now,
so to perform at the Sydney
Opera House – such an icon on
my home land – was just so
special to me.

“I think it also had special
meaning to the other
performers because everything
just came together.”

Opera takes
top awards

Short Black Opera’s Deborah
Cheetham: “It was a huge
thrill just to be nominated,
then to take out all nine
categories.”
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HUNDREDS of
Northern Territory
children could join a
class action launched
by former Don Dale
detainees over
alleged abuse in

youth detention centres that could
cost the government and taxpayers
millions.

Legal firm Maurice Blackburn
has invited former inmates who
may have been assaulted by
guards, or subjected to
unreasonable periods of isolation
or restraint over the past decade,
to join the action.

More than 95% of juveniles in
detention in the NT are Aboriginal.

The lawsuit is being led by
Aaron Hyde, 20, and Dylan
Jenkings, an 18-year-old who
claims he was tear gassed in
custody as recently as April 2016.

Mr Jenkings, who is now in an
adult jail, claims he was punched
in the back of the head, kicked and
beaten by guards with batons last
year.

Mr Jenkings claims Don Dale
guards entered his cell, sprayed
him and another child with tear
gas, and then handcuffed them
both.

Staff members allegedly then
dragged Mr Jenkings into another
high security unit without CCTV,
where he was assaulted and left in
isolation for two days.

Mr Hyde, who is serving time at
Darwin’s Holtze adult prison,
alleges he was forced to urinate in
his clothes after being handcuffed
to a fence for an hour with his arms
above his head in 2012.

He claims he was then stripped
to his underwear and placed in an
isolation cell for up to three weeks.

He allegedly spent the first night
naked, without a mattress or
bedding, and was told by a female
guard to masturbate for warmth.

Mr Hyde claims that with no
access to water in the cells he was
forced to drink out of the toilet bowl
and was only allowed out to
shower for 15 minutes each day.

“This type of abuse isn’t an odd,
isolated event ... it amounts to
torture,” lawyer Ben Slade said.

“Broken”
“No-one denies these kids may

have broken the law, but they
didn’t deserve to be broken by the
law.”

The NT Government is seeking
legal advice, while Corrections has
denied any use of tear gas at Don
Dale last April.

“The alleged incidents, including
matters being examined by the

royal commission, occurred prior to
the Gunner Government taking
office,” Acting NT Chief Minister
Nicole Manison said.

Opposition Leader Gary Higgins
said he wasn’t aware of any of the
allegations when his Country
Liberals Party was in power last
April.

Mr Higgins said mistreated kids
deserve compensation, but backed
the money going towards
rehabilitation services instead of a
cash payout.

Mr Hyde’s mother Tracey made
no excuses for his crimes, but said
she was heartbroken and horrified
to learn the extent of his alleged
physical and psychological abuse
behind bars.

Mr Hyde first entered youth
detention at age 15, and his
mother wonders whether his
reoffending escalated because of

his ordeals in youth detention.
“How can a child be subjected

to treatment like that and be
expected to rehabilitate?” Ms Hyde
said. “We’ve seen our son change
completely.”

Between August 2006 and the
end of 2016, more than 1000
juveniles were in the NT’s 
youth prison system, and almost
70% claim to have been
mistreated.

Mr Slade said the Federal Court
action could result in a taxpayer
compensation bill in the millions,
and expects the proceedings to
take about two years.

It’s the third civil court action
that has been brought against the
NT Government, including a
lawsuit filed by Dylan Voller, the
teenager who was infamously 
spit-hooded and shackled to a
restraint chair. – AAP

NATHAN
Lovett-Murray is
keen to get on
with his football
career and

pursue his dream of improving
the health of his people.

The 34-year-old Wamba-
Wamba/Gunditjmara man – one
of the 33 Essendon players
caught up in the AFL doping
scandal – has just come to the
end of his two-year ban.

Lovett-Murray, who has
maintained his innocence, is
tight-lipped on a compensation
deal being negotiated by
lawyers.

“It was a big relief to be able
to run around and train with the
players that I’m going to be
playing with and coaching,” he
said on the day the ban ended.

“I jumped out of bed and
wanted to go down to the oval
and run around; I couldn’t wait.

“It bought back that passion
of loving football again. I’m back
into it.”

Lovett-Murray, the playing
coach of the Shepparton
Rumbalara Aboriginal seniors
football team, reckons they’ve
got a decent chance of
snagging a premiership this
season.

The ban also made his role
as a youth worker at the
Academy of Sports, Health and
Education (ASHE) in
Shepparton difficult. 

ASHE caters for Aboriginal
youth aged 16 to 25, and
operates under a partnership
between Rumbalara Football
Club and Melbourne University.

Lovett-Murray organises
sporting activities for students,
but he had been unable to
participate.

“The 12 months was really
hard; something had been taken

away from me,” he said. 
“I really love my sport,

football and basketball, and I
wasn’t allowed to do that for 12
months.

“I struggled with it and was
depressed. The footy club has
been okay. They have helped
with counselling and that sort of
stuff.

“It’s been hard, but I’m not
the only one. There’s been
another 30 players going
through the same stuff.”

To make matters even
harder, last year prosecutors
dropped charges against a man
accused of the manslaughter of
Lovett-Murray’s uncle after a
fight at a country football match.

He is keen to put the whole
saga behind him and hopes that
being labelled a drug cheat will
not affect his dreams of creating
a better future for his people.

One of Lovett-Murray’s ideas
is to stage a massive concert,
featuring international artists, at
the MCG to raise international
awareness of the Indigenous
health crisis.

It’s something he came up
with after going to eight funerals
of family and friends in a two-
month period.

Lovett-Murray has been
working on a business plan for a
decade and has attracted
corporate support, but wonders
if the drug scandal is why
government has not supported
the project.

“We need the whole world to
know what’s going on here,” he
said.

“We’re controlled and
restricted by government, we
rely on their funding too much. 

I want to raise money from
this concert and put it back into
Indigenous health organisations
and foundations, and also go
overseas and raise international
aid for Indigenous health, just

like they do for Africans.
“I’ve been lucky through my

football to be able to go to South
Africa, and I’ve been to Japan,
Ireland, America and different
countries. 

It’s opened my eyes; there
are a lot of people around the
world who really do care, and
want to support the oldest living
culture.”

While Lovett-Murray sees
there are lot of good people who
do care, he feels most
Australians don’t.

“It’s a slow genocide,” he
said.

Lovett-Murray says
appropriate education is the key.

“It starts with education.
Mainstream education is failing
our people,” he said.

Lovett-Murray wants to
see a school like ASHE in
every community, where
students have one-on-one
support if needed, cultural
knowledge is taught as
well as literacy and
numeracy, and attention
is 
paid to mental health
and wellbeing.

He is also
passionate and
excited about the
prospect of one day
coaching at an AFL
level, but worries
that clubs might be
turned off by the
drug cheat label.

“I enjoy working
with young people who
want to get to that next level,”
he said.

“I want to pass on my
experiences of playing 10 years
of AFL and what it took to get
there – that advice and
knowledge.

“What you put in is what you
get out; the more you put in the
more you get out.”

SIX Indigenous
playwrights are
coming
together in
Sydney for the

Yellamundie National First
Peoples Playwrighting
Festival from January 27.

Henrietta Baird, Andrea
Fernandez, Glenn Shea, Ken
Canning, Maryanne Sam and
Megan Wilding will share their
writing as part of this year’s
Sydney Festival.

The biannual festival,
developed in 2013, has
developed 12 new scripts
since it started.

Yellamundie – meaning
‘storyteller’ in Darug – is a
celebration of Indigenous arts
and aims to promote new
writing for theatre.

This year two international
guests, Cliff Cardinal, from
Turtle Island in Canada, and
Hone Kouka, from Aotearoa
(New Zealand), have been
invited. 

The six plays selected for
the festival were chosen from
more than 20 submissions
made to Moogahlin
Performing Arts.

Artistic director Frederick
Copperwaite said the festival
is important as it gives
Indigenous playwrights a
place to develop and
showcase their work.

“It’s a two-week process so
that these playwrights can

develop their work,” he told
the Koori Mail.

“All the plays, even the
ones we didn’t end up
selecting, are about
community, and family and
culture.

“To get more of these
stories in the theatre would be
to give people a voice that
doesn’t usually get heard
otherwise.”

The playwrights are
currently in rehearsals for the
three days of talks, play
readings and debates at the
Carriageworks Public Space.

The readings start on
January 27 with Maryanne
Sam’s Coconut Woman and
Ken Canning’s Forty Nine
Days a Week. January 28 will
feature the first of the
international plays with Cliff
Cardinal’s Maria Gets a New
Life, Henrietta Baird’s The
Weekend, and Glenn Shea’s

Some Secrets Should Be Kept
will also be read. Then Hone
Kouka’s Bless the Child,
Megan Wildling’s A Little Bit of
Ash and Andrea Fernandez’s
Bollywood Dreaming will be
presented on January 29. 

A meet-the-playwrights
session will be held on
Saturday afternoon and the
‘Blak Attack’ debate will be on
Sunday.

Mr Copperwaite said the
festival is a great opportunity
to get together and share
ideas.

“We’re learning from each
other,” he said.

“We watch how the others
work and we’re meeting new
people so this great exchange
of ideas takes place.

“I think the artists love it
because it’s a chance to catch
up with mob, but it’s also a
chance for development and
to learn more.”

FIVE sets of Aboriginal remains have been
returned to the Wellington Aboriginal
community in central-western NSW 
for reburial at Blacks Camp and at
Wellington Caves.

The reburial of the remains last month completed the
repatriation of nine sets of Aboriginal remains taken from
the Wellington district from the late 1800s to the 1970s.

NSW Office of Environment and Heritage’s (OEH)
John Duggan said the remains reburied this month were
those of three men, one woman and a lower jawbone of
an unknown gender.

“Little is known of the histories of these old people, but
we do know that the three men lived off a traditional diet
and that two of those men were put through the
traditional practice of initiation,” he said.

“One of the initiated men was very large and robust.
He was originally found in one of the caves with a stone
axe beside him.”

The process to return the remains to country began in
2015, when the Wellington Local Aboriginal Land Council
(LALC) and OEH requested their return from the
Australian Museum.

When the request was granted, Mr Duggan,
Wellington LALC chief executive Leanne Stanley and five
other community representatives travelled to the museum
to bring the remains home.

Ms Stanley said that before the ancestors left the
Australian Museum, a cleansing ceremony was
performed by community people. 

“Once returned to Wellington, consultation with
various landholders began and four sets of those remains
were reburied at their original burial locations, Black Rock
and Buckinbah Station, Yeoval,” she said.

“The remaining five sets were buried this month at
Blacks Camp and Wellington Caves.”

WHEN the Cabbage
Tree Island Rugby
League Football Club
from northern NSW
received an invitation

to play in the Indigenous Allstars
carnival in Newcastle next month,
coach Des Anderson was over the
moon.

“It’s been unbelievable the amount
of support we’ve had from the
community,” he told the Koori Mail.
“Social media volunteers have been
coming to training, which is really
good for the boys.

“For Cabbo to finally be
recognised for our efforts and get the
opportunity to showcase what we can
do in front of a different stream of
people is just great.

“A lot of people come from
interstate to watch the games, also a
few talent scouts, which is one of the
reasons we’re excited to go down. 

“We probably wouldn’t get that
opportunity in our local league (the
Northern Rivers Regional Rugby
League) or even at the NSW
Aboriginal Knockout.

“And you never know, with a few
talent scouts from the NRL, someone
might get picked up.”

In order to raise the estimated
$5000 it will cost the Cabbage Tree
Island club for transport and
accommodation, the team is looking
for sponsors.

“If we can get sponsors it makes it
a lot easier for the boys to
concentrate on their football, instead
of logistics,” Mr Anderson said.

“At moment the boys are willing to
put the money in from their own
pockets. 

“I believe it’s a big opportunity for

Cabbo, especially as in all the years
they had the All Stars on the Gold
Coast not one of our Northern Rivers
teams was invited to play.

“So it’s a big thing for us to be
invited. We’ve got heaps of support
backing us, so we’ll go down and do
well.”

Cabbage Tree Island will play
against a Newcastle memorial side in
one of the curtain-raisers to the NSW-
Queensland interstate challenge
between the Redfern Allblacks and
Cherbourg Hornets on Thursday,
February 9.

The women’s and men’s
Indigenous Allstars versus World
Allstars will be played on Friday,
February 10.

“January 26 has been a
confusing one for me over my life
because, obviously, I have one
Aboriginal parent and one 
non-Aboriginal parent,” rapper
Kaylah Truth said.

“I guess it’s been a bit of a
journey for me trying to work out
where I stand.

“I’ve always been at the
marches in the morning in
Brisbane and then over the years,

going to live with my dad and
going back to that side of my
family and everyone’s celebrating.

“I guess I just sat back for a
while and tried to work out where I
stand with it.

“But I do see it as a really

important thing as part of the
movement for change in the
bigger picture.

“It might seem like one little
thing to a lot of other people but
it’s all of these little things together
that will make the change that 

we need to move together as a
country.”

INDIGENOUS
people and
supporters
have again
been vocal
about the

need to change the date of
‘Australia Day’.

In the lead-up to
tomorrow’s Australia Day
national holiday, there have
again been fresh calls for a
new date, rather than one
that marks the arrival of the
First Fleet in Australia in
1788.

But that seems unlikely
in the short term, with Prime
Minister Malcolm Turnbull
saying on Melbourne’s
Radio 3AW “let’s stick with
the date”.

The chair of Mr
Turnbull’s Indigenous
Advisory Council, Nyunggai
Warren Mundine, says
January 1 would be a much
more suitable date.

“That’s the proper day to
celebrate Australia’s
independence, identity and
nationhood because that’s
the day Australia came into
being and it’s a day
everyone can unite behind,”
he writes in his column on
page 24 of this edition.

Indigenous support
group ANTaR says January
26 marks the anniversary of
the invasion of lands owned
by Aboriginal and Torres
Strait Islander peoples.

It said celebrating

Australia Day on that date is
akin to asking Aboriginal
and Torres Strait Islander

people to celebrate their
own invasion and
dispossession.

The Last Day of
Freedom group planned
celebrations for today,
January 25 – the ‘last day of
freedom’, and urged people
to wear black and black
armbands on January 26.

Sovereign Union of First
Nations and Peoples in
Australia convenor Ghillar
Michael Anderson will be in
Canberra tomorrow leading
a protest march and hoping
to present a declaration to
the Governor-General. He
said January 26 was a
celebration of genocide of
Indigenous peoples.

Fremantle Council in
Perth has cancelled its
Australia Day celebrations,
instead opting for a ‘One

Day’ celebration on January
28.

But Arrernte woman and
blogger Celeste Liddle has
taken a different view. She
opposes any ‘change the
date’ moves, saying:
“Merely changing the date
will only end up erasing and
nullifying the very reasons
Indigenous people take to
the streets to protest
Invasion Day. 

“We don’t have land
rights; we have not received
proper reparations for the
Stolen Generations nor
stolen wages; our
sovereignty is yet to be
respected and the damage
of the false doctrine of terra
nullius is yet to be undone.”

THE Torch’s
successful
Indigenous 
Arts in Prisons
and Community

Program, which empowers
inmates to learn, express and
share culture, as well as build a
nest egg for their release, is
looking at going national.

The Torch chief executive
Barkindji man Kent Morris has
been getting calls from prisons
across the country enquiring
about the program, which started
four years ago in Victoria.

Morris, a successful artist and
musician, works with Indigenous
prisoners in 12 of Victoria’s
prisons, and while art is a
tangible result of the program, it
encompasses much more.

The prisoners he worked with
wanted to know about their
history and culture, totems and
language.

“Art is kind of the end of the
process,” Mr Morris said. “The
start of the process is cultural
learning and understanding
where you’re from and what the
culture is – your stories and
family history and putting those
pieces together. Because what
do you paint about if you don’t
really know who you are?

“It’s a cultural vacuum in there
and, for a lot of the men and
women, part of the reason that
they’ve ended up where they are
is due to the impacts of
colonisation and that removal of
connection to country and culture
and understanding your identity.

“Without a doubt, a lot of the
men and women are coming
down through Stolen Generation
lines.”

The journey to embracing
identity and culture is one close
to Mr Morris’ heart.

His father was fostered to a
white family in Broken Hill. When
Mr Morris was 11, for just one
afternoon, he met his large
extended Aboriginal family in
Dubbo, a family who had been
hidden from him until that time. 

“I think, ‘What kind of country
makes a man like my father
ashamed of who he is?’

“The fear that he has to hide
that, then it passes onto us.
People say it’s ages ago, but it’s

not ages ago. I see it every day
with the work we do with
intergenerational trauma, and I’ve
experienced it.

“That’s why I reckon when
we’ve got our own programs we
know what’s going on, because
we’ve lived through it.”

Setting foot inside the Koori
Heritage Trust in Melbourne
about a decade ago, to help a
mate pull down an exhibition, was
a pivotal point in Mr Morris’ life: It
led to a four-year stint as a
curator with the organisation, a
lot of learning and listening,
including researching the well
documented history and culture
of his family, which in turn
inspired him to meet his father’s
16 brothers and sisters, great
aunties and a great uncle, and, of
course, plenty of cousins.

While visiting his family in
Burke, Mr Morris’ partner spotted

a job ad in the Koori Mail to lead
a pilot arts program for
Indigenous prisoners.

And, as they say, the rest is
history, Mr Morris is now chief
executive of the Torch’s highly
successful Indigenous Arts in
Prison and Community Program.

His own brushes with the law,
binge drinking and journey to
discovering and embracing his
own identity and culture have
been invaluable.

“When I started this program I
heard my story come back at me
so many times it wasn’t funny.

“If we put our fellas back
together culturally with their
identity, you don’t know what that
person’s capable of.

“It’s not a conscious effort to
give back, it’s a just natural
process. The support you’ve
received, to then provide that
support to others – it’s kind of

what our community does. I
reckon it’s part of how our
community has learnt to maintain
our culture, by helping to build up
those that have fallen or are lost
or don’t know. 

“It’s wonderful the ripple
effects that has.”

He said most of the programs
designed for Indigenous
prisoners by non-Indigenous
people are having little impact
and are money down the drain.

The Torch’s program is about
financial wellbeing too.

A major achievement of the
program is the successful
campaign to have Victorian
prison policy changed to allow
Indigenous prisoners to sell 
their artwork while inside –
something Aboriginal people in
Victoria had been pushing for
decades, and in the end
championed by former Victorian

premier Jeff Kennett, who is now
the Torch chairperson.

Indigenous men and women
have come out of Victorian prison
with a nest egg of a few hundred
dollars up to $10,000.

Mr Morris said self-generated
income lifts self-esteem and
confidence, and gives people
economic independence on
release. 

Following their release some
participants have forged careers
as artists, others enrolled in
university, had artworks licensed
for thousands of dollars to
government departments and
community organisations and
won art awards.

Prisoners have also been able
to support their families from the
inside.

The latest evaluation of the
program found a 53% reduction
in reoffending for those who 
had come through the Torch
program.

Artists from The Torch’s post
release program have been busy
installing Confined 8 – an
exhibition of 150 works by 142
artists from the program,
representing many language
groups from across Australia.

“Having participants from the
program work on all aspects of
the exhibition builds skills and
creates a sense of ownership,
which is empowering,” Mr Morris
said.

“Sharing their stories builds
connection back to the
community and the ability to
reshape their future.

“Each year hundreds of
people attend the exhibition,
discovering compelling personal
stories and insight into the
pressing issue of the
over-representation of First
Australians in the criminal justice
system.”

Last year, Confined 7 – the
first exhibition held since the
change in policy – sold $85,000
of artwork.

Doors to Confined 8 opened
last week at The Gallery, St Kilda
Town Hall. 

The exhibition will be officially
launched by Uncle Jack Charles
on February 1 as part of Yalukit
Wilum Ngargee, Melbourne’s
longest running Indigenous
cultural festival, which kicks off
the St Kilda Festival.

Art helps prisoners
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FOLLOWING strong
investigative reporting by
BuzzFeed journalist Allan
Clarke and a protest by the
victim’s family, the 30-year-old

case into the death of Gomeroi teen Mark
Haines will be reviewed by the NSW State
Crime Command homicide squad.

Mr Haines was found dead on railway
tracks outside Tamworth, northern NSW, on
January 16, 1998.

On the 29th anniversary of his death, Mr
Haines’ family rallied outside Tamworth Police
Station, calling for the police to reinvestigate
and asking the Government to offer a reward
for information.

Since the untimely death of Mr Haines in
1988, the family have endured two separate
coronial inquests that both returned an open
finding. The police investigation failed to turn
up any concrete leads, despite a witness
coming forward in 2001 saying that a group of
men were seen near the stolen car located
close to the location where Mr Haines’ body
was found.

The circumstances surrounding Mr Haines’
death were suspicious, given that he suffered
massive head trauma but examination of the
scene revealed very little blood at the location. 

Investigations revealed that Mr Haines is
believed to have said goodbye to his girlfriend
at approximately 3.30am. His body was found

hours later by a train driver just south of
Tamworth.

Last year, following the extensive
investigative reporting by Mr Clarke, new
witnesses came forward and the case was
reopened. But the family has been concerned
that the local Tamworth Police have not been
doing enough.

Mr Haines’ uncle and Gomeroi Elder
Donald Craigie pleaded with the community to
come forward with any information so he can
uphold the promise he made to Haines’ now-
deceased parents, that he would solve the
murder.

“Please come forward and let us rest,” he
said. “We’re tired. We need closure.”

NSW Greens MP David Shoebridge
suggested a cash reward might encourage
new witnesses to come forward.

Investigators from Strike Force Puno,
which was set up to look into the death, met
with family members recently to provide them
with an update on current lines of inquiry, and
announced a full review of investigative
records. 

Any subsequent investigation will depend
on the outcome of the review.

The family is urging anyone who knows
any information in relation to the death of Mark
Haines, or information on his whereabouts on
the night of his death, to please contact Crime
Stoppers on 1800 333 000.

Vic site protected

PRIME Minister
Malcolm Turnbull
has announced
that a vast
significant

cultural site containing one of the
oldest aquaculture systems in
the world will be added to a
provisional list for World Heritage
nomination. 

The Budj Bim Cultural
Landscape – in the Gunditjmara
nation in Victoria’s south-western
district – will now remain on
UNESCO’s tentative World
Heritage register for the 
next year, after which a
comprehensive world nomination
will be submitted.

Victorian Premier Daniel
Andrews and Federal
Environment and Energy
Minister Josh Frydenburg 
joined Mr Turnbull for the
announcement at the Budj Bim
site. 

Gunditjmara man and project
manager for the Budj Bim site
Denis Rose says that traditional
owners are excited that the Budj
Bim landscape has been

recognised and are now looking
forward to the next stage of the
process.

“We’ve still got a fair bit of
work in front of us to get to what
they call ‘inscribed’ on the world
heritage list,” he said. “That’s
another process that takes about
two years but, if everything goes
to plan, then we’re looking at
having world heritage listing at
some stage in the middle of
2019.” 

Mr Andrews’ Labor
government has provided 
$8 million for the development of
infrastructure that will increase 
the prospects of the 6600-year-
old Budj Bim site being included
on the renowned heritage list.
The money will fund the
construction of appropriate
vehicle access, pedestrian paths,
signage, a site information centre
and a traditional aquaculture
centre that will provide future
visitors with an insight into
traditional Gunditjmara culture
and customs.

The Budj Bim site is arguably
best known for shattering
stereotypes of Aboriginal people
as solely nomadic peoples, with

extensive onsite evidence
suggesting that past Gunditjmara
people settled in villages beside
their innovative fishing
technology; producing smoked
eel that was used as currency in
trade with other clans and
nations.

“On one of our properties,
there’s 146 recorded stone
house sites,” says Rose. 

“So we’re talking a small
village even by today’s
standards. And there’s still a
couple of smoking trees left.
We’ve tested the soil at the base
and found it to be rich in eel
residue.” 

The major aquaculture
systems at Budj Bim are not the
only evidence of past Aboriginal
fish husbandry in Victoria, with
significant sites also identified at
nearby Tyrendarra, and Mt
William and Toolondo just to the
north. But Rose says that Budj
Bim is the only site that has
these stone cultural heritage
features on it. 

“The main reason they built
the fish systems and the stone
houses on this site and not the
others, is that we have an

exceptionally reliable water
supply that runs through the lava
flow, and the food resource was
exceptional,” he says. 

“There’s even an account of
Major Mitchell firing a gun when
he came through here and the
sky turning black with swans and
ducks taking off from the water.” 

From the late 1830s, as the
Gunditjmara lands became
increasingly invaded by
European farmers, some of the
local aquaculture sites were
damaged or destroyed. Over 20
years of battles ensued, now
known as the Eumeralla wars,
with the ancient lava flow that
comprises the Budj Bim site
providing a near-impenetrable
stronghold for the Gunditjmara
resistance. 

In 1869 the land around Budj
Bim’s Tae Rak lake was gazetted
and the Lake Condah Mission
was established. In 1907 the
Aboriginal Protection Board
proposed to relocate the local
Gunditjmara families to the
distant Lake Tyers Mission in
Victoria’s eastern districts. 

After lobbying, the board
reconsidered the move and the

Gunditjmara remained. When the
mission closed in 1919, the
Gunditjmara people asked the
Victorian Government to return
their land around Budj Bim so
that a farming co-operative 
could be established. The
request was refused and the
land remained in reserve. 

In 1951 the reserve status
was revoked and the land
handed over to the Soldiers’
Settlement Commission.

It wasn’t until 1988, almost
four years after the landmark
Onus v Alcoa High Court
judgment and a subsequent deal
in return for the withdrawal of the
legal action against Alcoa, that
the land was handed back to the
Gunditjmara.

Many of the Gunditjmara’s
traditional practices have
persisted at Budj Bim since the
arrival of Europeans.

“We still have some of our
mob coming out catching eels,”
Mr Rose said. 

“We still have ladies making
eel baskets out of the native
grasses. We’re still today
teaching our kids about those
practices.”

Miss Sutton said that she was
again honoured to have her artwork
and story being used.

“It is such an honour to see not
only the players taking to the field
wearing my artwork proudly, but to
also see all the spectators 
and supporters wearing their
jerseys with passion and pride,” 
she said.

THE massive over-
representation of Aboriginal
and Torres Strait Islander
people in jails has again
been highlighted by an

international human rights
report. The global report released by
Human Rights Watch notes that Indigenous
adults are 13 times more likely to be
imprisoned than other Australians.

The report also pointed to the footage
released of “horrific treatment of children
held in Northern Territory and Queensland
youth detention centres”.

The CCTV video showed tear-gassing,
hooding, shackling and stripping of children
at a youth detention facility in the Northern
Territory.

“Despite the report, Territory officials
failed to act,” the report says.

It says Australia’s reputation has been
damaged by serious human rights issues
including its “draconian” asylum seeker
policy, overly broad counterterrorism laws,
failure to protect children in detention,
limiting the rights of people with disabilities,
and the fact that Australia still does not
recognise same-sex marriage.

Human Rights Watch reviewed more
than 90 countries in its 687-page report and
Australia’s asylum seeker policy drew most
criticism for the nation.

Elaine Pearson, Human Rights Watch
Australia director said that refugees and
asylum seekers languish in limbo after
years of detention. “New laws will subject

children to easy-to-abuse control orders,”
she said.

“If Australia wants to be a global human
rights leader, then it should take immediate
steps to end these unlawful policies.”

Human Rights Watch recommends
Australia take responsibility for the refugees
it placed in Papua New Guinea and Nauru
and end the system of offshore asylum
processing and detention.

Double standard
The organisation also criticised Australia

for a double-standard on human rights.
“Australia raises human rights concerns

in other countries, but does so very
selectively,” the report states.

“It seldom raises human rights concerns

publicly about countries it works closely
with in interdicting asylum seekers and
refugees or with which it has significant
trade relations.”

Prime Minister Malcolm Turnbull’s
introduction last year of counterterrorism
laws was described by Human Rights
Watch as incrementally chipping away at
fundamental rights.

“Indefinite and arbitrary detention of
prisoners who have already served their
time undermines the rule of law, a crucial
component of countering terrorism,” Ms
Pearson said.

“While Australia has a responsibility to
protect its citizens from harm, this shouldn’t
come at the cost of undermining basic
rights.” – AAP

SELF-
RESILIENCE,
confidence,
respect and
strength are the
characteristics that
bind a Woorabinda

girls’ group, originally intended to
be a 10-week program but now
in its seventh month.

Started as a response to
unhealthy lifestyle choices being
made by some of the Year 6/7
girls, the group has enabled
many participants to turn their
lives around.

Acting school principal Lisa
Wogand said there was a need
to re-engage the girls with the
school as well as teach them life
skills.

“We needed to teach them
how to make good choices,” she
said.

“So we decided to put
together a bit of a girls’ group
with a particular focus on
leadership.

“They meet every week for
about 90 minutes and they do
lots of activities around
resilience, self-esteem,
confidence, healthy lifestyle
choices and those sorts of
things.

“We culminated 2016 with a

trip to the coastal town of
Yeppoon, where they spoke with
other Indigenous people and
role models, did some music
workshops and things like that.”

Ms Wogand said that by far
the most successful aspect of
the program was a photo shoot.

“The school contributed a $40
gift card to each of the girls to
purchase a dress and shoes,”
she said. “Most of them are still
wearing their shoes.”

The group has been run and
supported by Department of
Prime Minister and Cabinet
Indigenous engagement officer
Desanya Stanley.

“We just work on a lot of
different subjects for the girls to
grow and develop, so they can
understand what they can
achieve and that they can
achieve their own dreams,” she
said.

A Koori Mail straw poll of the
class revealed the beach, the
restaurant and the photo shoot
were by far the most popular
activities over the year.

The girls said during their
time in the group they had
learned about dreams,
friendship, respect for each
other, leadership goals, manners
and helping each other.

“We are a team and we uplift
each other,” Ms Stanley said.

IN his recently
released book, Treaty
and Statehood –
Aboriginal Self
Determination,
Michael Mansell

discusses models for a seventh state
(or ‘First State for the First People’),
designated Aboriginal seats in
parliament, and a treaty.

The Tasmanian Aboriginal lawyer,
activist, former legal director of the
Tasmanian Aboriginal Centre and
secretary of the Aboriginal
Provisional Government spent three
years wading through constitutional
law, reading any High Court cases
vaguely relevant and connected to
the legal principle of designated
Aboriginal seats in parliament.

He also researched and has
critically examined the legality of
treaty, what it would deal with and its
effects on the Australian public,
sharing of power and autonomous
communities.

“I really can’t remember what I set
out to do other than to write up the
political solutions that were available
to us,” Mr Mansell told the Koori Mail.

“The book is for Aboriginal people
who have a gut feeling that we have
been denied justice and want to have
someone explain what justice will
look like.

“And those million white people
who want to give support to
Aboriginal people but don’t know
what we want.

“And for uni students and high
school students who want to
research the competition between
Aboriginal rights versus the position
of the Australian governments.

“The political goals that are in the
book were nothing really new to me,
but what I had to do was a lot of
research to see if these things were
legally possible and ultimately what
they would produce.”

It is fair to say these political goals
are what Mr Mansell lives and
breathes.

He says none of the proposed
models in the book are extreme.

Mr Mansell suggests that a
seventh state could be largely made
up of lands Aboriginal people have
some legal interest in such as areas
returned under land rights legislation
or places with native title rights. He
says designated seats and a treaty
are constitutionally permissible. 

He discusses the meaning of self-
determination and its limitations, and
also reviews Aboriginal sovereignty
and its function in a modern
Australia.

safe, a report has found.

The peak body representing
remote health workers
investigated safety concerns
following the death of South
Australian outback nurse Gayle
Woodford in 2016.

CRANAplus says staff
should be accompanied on 
call-outs and at times where
risks have been identified, and
should be better-educated
about safety issues.

The investigation also
identified that a lack of
Aboriginal clinic staff had a
negative impact on services
available in remote
communities and to the safety
of nurses and other health
workers.

“Remote area nurses and
other health staff were at
increased risk because they
frequently did not know the
personality or background of
community residents or
visitors,” the report said.

“They were also at
increased risk of harm at 
times, as they were often
unaware of tensions in the
community and the likelihood
of violence.”

Grave
The body of Ms Woodford,

56, was found in a shallow
roadside grave near Fregon, in
SA’s north, three days after she
was last seen on the state’s
Anangu Pitjantjatjara
Yankunytjatjara (APY) Lands.

At the time she went
missing, an ambulance she
used in her work at the Fregon
clinic drove away from her
home and was intercepted by
police several hours later at
Coober Pedy, after being

tracked using its GPS data.
Mimili man Dudley Davey

remains in custody, charged
with Ms Woodford's murder.

Her death sparked a major
push to improve the safety of
nurses working in remote
communities with an online
petition securing more than
130,000 signatures.

CRANAplus chairman Paul
Stephenson says the
organisation’s investigation
provided a valuable description
of the conditions faced by
many remote health workers.

“Working remotely in health
care requires more skills,
enhanced self-reliance and
professional capability,” he
said.

The organisation’s report
will be followed by the
development of a set of
national safety and security
guidelines for outback health
workers and a suite of practical
resources including online
training. – AAP

With a majority of
players of  Torres
Strait descent, the
Garbutt Magpies
women’s team is
the first to compete
at the Goldfield

Ashes Cricket carnival, and to
also play in a men’s division.

A record number of Indigenous
players lined up from all over
North Queensland at the 69th
Goldfield Ashes Cricket Carnival
at Charters Towers, which ran
from January 20 to 22.

The Ashes began in 1948 with
a modest six teams in one men’s
grade.

The 2017 Ashes had 230
teams in four men’s divisions and
a women’s grade.

The Garbutt Magpies women’s
side had players from several
generations of the Ross family
from Darnley Island.

The Koori Mail watched the
Magpies play UNO (You Know) XI
in the men’s social division at the
Charters Towers Aerodrome
Reserve.

Garbutt Magpies lost 209 runs
to 156 but player Lorraine Ross
said the girls were delighted to
participate at their first Ashes
campaign.

“We didn’t even know there
was a ladies division but this is a
family team and we are very
proud to be here,” she said.

The side took about 15 players
to the Ashes and club spokesman
Drue Ross said 13 of them were

of Darnley and Palm Island
descent.

“The other two are non-
Indigenous girls who are related,”
Drue said.

The Torres Strait players are
descendants of the late Anastasia
Maria Ross (nee Kanak) from
Darnley Island and the late Manny
Ross from Palm Island.

Garbutt Magpies also had a

men’s team at the Ashes and both
were memorial teams in honour of
Emmanuel ‘Porkey’ Ross, who
passed away in late 2015 and
was one of the 11 children of
Anastasia Maria and Manny
Ross.

“Most of the ladies team are
children or grandchildren of
Porkey, who was my dad,” Drue
said.

About 100m away the Garbutt
Magpies men’s team played
against another Indigenous team,
West Indigies, which won and
ended up top of the ladder after
round one.

At previous Ashes there had
been ladies teams with all
Aboriginal players and others with
a few of Torres Strait heritage.

This year, matches were

played on 70 fields at Charters
Towers and surrounds and about
20 are privately owned grounds
on properties.

The remainder of the matches
were at parks, school grounds,
the aerodrome reserve, in the
middle of the racecourse, the gun
club, golf club or an old people’s
home.

A NEW comic for
Aboriginal and
Torres Strait
Islander
communities has
been released,

focusing on  the role adults play in
influencing disrespectful attitudes
in young people.

The comic, Respect Starts
With Us, follows the story of PJ
and his family, as they start to see
disrespectful behaviours and
attitudes in themselves and start
to have conversations to change
them.

The book is part of the Federal
Government’s Stop it at the Start
campaign, which aims to reduce
domestic violence.

Campaign ambassador
Jeremy Donovan said the
resources encourage everyone to
speak up about disrespect.

“This campaign is very
relevant to my own personal
story,” the Gumbainngirr and
Yalanji man told the Koori Mail.

“Violence was common with
the way I was living when I was
young, with multiple run-ins with
the police.

“But I’d like to think my life is
very different today with the way I
raise my kids and my nieces. I
want to make sure that violence is
not part of their everyday
narrative.”

The national campaign aims to
break the cycle of violence by

encouraging adults to consider
their behaviours and speak about
positive relationships with young
people.

Mr Donovan said family
violence is all too common in
Indigenous communities.

“It’s a common tragedy,” he
said.

“And in the communities we

sometimes find excuses for
violence. In my experience our
culture has always been a safe
and strong place so we need to
stop hiding behind culture as an
excuse for violence.”

According to the Federal
Government, Indigenous women
are 34 times more likely to be
hospitalised due to family

violence than other women.
Women in remote and regional

communities are also 45 times
more likely to experience
domestic violence than those in
metropolitan areas. 

The Stop it at the Start
campaign encourages parents
and carers to think about what
they’re saying and how it may

affect the young people around
them.

Mr Donovan said common
excuses for disrespectful
behaviour among young 
people like ‘he probably did it
because he likes you’ start to
shape children’s ideas about the
world.

He said it’s important for men
and women to consider their
attitudes and speak up about
domestic violence.

“I believe the more Aboriginal
men that speak up against
violence the more confident more
men will be to speak up,” Mr
Donovan said.

“I’ve never met anyone who’s
said violence is a good thing. It’s
more about asking how do we
heal.”

The campaign will run for 12 to
18 months on television, print and
digital media.

There are also a number of
online tools that parents, carers
and teachers can use to start
conversations with young people.

Mr Donovan said the main
thing is for parents to start talking
to their children about family
violence.

“It’s about stopping it at a
young age,” he said.

“There is no excuse for
disrespectful behaviour. Any
violence is not acceptable and
when we start calling it out and
more people start speaking up,
that’s when we will no longer
have family violence.”

AFTER a video
appearing to show police
punching and kneeing an
Indigenous man in
Sydney was circulated

online, Amnesty International has called
for action.

Indigenous Rights campaigner
Roxanne Moore said Amnesty
International was calling for an
investigation into the apparent violence
against the young man.

“The Police Commissioner
needs to make a public
statement about what
appears to be a police officer
repeatedly punching and
kneeing a young Indigenous
man,” she said.

“The violent response we
see in the footage could
amount to excessive use of
force by the police officer.

“The officer involved in the
violence seen on camera
should be suspended until an
investigation is completed,
and should be held accountable if
found to have violated the young
person’s rights.”

The video, filmed by Jamie Burns,
near Mt Druitt train station, shows an
altercation between a number of young
people and police.

Bystanders can be heard shouting
‘stop, stop’ and ‘let her go’ as a young
woman is restrained.

Some bystanders appear to
intervene, and are subsequently

pepper-sprayed, with one man being
placed in handcuffs.

Ms Burns said she and her partner
witnessed the altercation after getting
off a bus at the station.

“My partner and I jumped off the bus
and saw what was going on,” she told
the Koori Mail.

“I saw one of the police officers grab
the girl by the hair and that’s when I
started filming. There’s no need for that
kind of violence.

“The police get away with this stuff

too often so I decided to catch it on
video. You can see in the video the girl
hit back at the police but I don’t blame
her for that.

“They had her by the hair; of course
she was going to hit back. Then when
the police were pepper-spraying, they
were just spraying it everywhere. My
partner was sprayed and we were
standing back.”

Police say the incident began after
the 17-year-old girl in the video had

thrown a shopping trolley at a
convenience store door and threatened
to kill a staff member.

The staff member called for help,
and police say a struggle ensued when
they attempted to arrest the teenager.

Police were allegedly surrounded
and threatened by a group of 15
people, and called for assistance.

Police say the 27-year-old man who
was pepper-sprayed was trying to
prevent the teenager’s arrest. He was
charged with obstructing police and will

appear in Mt Druitt local court
on February 9.

The 17-year-old girl was
charged with stalk and
intimidate, assaulting police,
offensive behaviour, resisting
arrest, and other offences.

Police held her overnight
before she appeared at
Parramatta Children’s 
Court on January 10. 
She was granted conditional
bail and will appear again in
the Children’s Court on
February 21. 

There was no mention of
the man who appeared to be punched
and kicked by an officer, in the
statement released by police.

Ms Burns said the man was calling
the police officer racist.

“The guy who got punched was only
calling them racist,” she said.

“The girl got charged with assault
but the police should be charged with
assault for what they did.

“It’s not the first time I’ve seen
violence like this.”

JOSHUA Yasserie was
inspired to follow his dream
after his life hit “rock
bottom” and he made the
journey from Mackay,

Queensland, back to his traditional
Wiradjuri country in western NSW.

He went to Dubbo, studying Wiradjuri
language and digital gaming design at
TAFE, which he said led him to Sydney to
further his studies.

Now Mr Yasserie has completed an
Advanced Diploma in Screen, Animations
and VFX at the Academy of Interactive
Entertainment.

His work focuses on animation as a tool
for teaching and protecting culture and
language.

Mr Yasserie’s work includes a welcome
to country, which he said was a first for the
academy’s graduation ceremony.

He said he would not have been able to
achieve all the things he has without the
support of his teachers and the academy
staff.

“My head teacher is from New Zealand,”
he told the Koori Mail.

“Over there they’ve got lots of cultural
teachings. So he was very aware of cultural
sensitivities when I approached him and

told him what I wanted to create.
“I want to make positive images of black

people. I want to make Aboriginal
superheroes and give kids positive
Aboriginal role models.

“My specialisation is in cultural
protocols. I embed culture into all my
animations to protect it. Culture is so
important to me.”

Mr Yasserie says he’s always been
interested in animation and was always
drawing as a kid.

“If you had a look at my old school
books you’d see drawings all over the
pages,” he said.

“I wasn’t that interested in school stuff
but I loved art, and, since I was about 18, I
wanted to be an animator.

“But life happened, as it does. I had a
partner and kids, but that broke down. After
that I felt like I hit rock bottom but I decided
to use that time to go after my dreams.”

Mr Yasserie is passionate about using
animation as an education tool, and says
that’s what his work is all about.

“My work is about the concept of what
we can do with animation to protect
culture,” he said.

“I do something called ‘camera tracking’
so I take my camera out and film the
scenery, then I go back to my computer and
embed my animated characters in the
scene.

“I use textures of Wiradjuri dirt or bark to
embed inside the character.”

And as for his graduation, Mr Yasserie
said he’s excited to be able to share his
work with his class and the wider
community.

“I’ve dug my heels in a bit because I
really wanted to do the cultural stuff,” he
said.

“A lot of the other people in the course
are into the epic films with big explosions
and stuff. There’s nothing wrong with that –
I think that stuff’s amazing – but there’s
nothing out there like my work.”

Mr Yasserie said he will now study a
Bachelor of Design (Animation) at UTS and
plans to go on to do his master’s.

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THE Aboriginal
Volunteer Program
is looking for young
Aboriginal and
Torres Strait
Islander people
from across the

country who would like to
experience living and working as
a volunteer in the remote South
Australian community of
Oodnadatta. 

The program has been
running for four years and so far,
12 young Aboriginal volunteers
have taken part.

South Australia’s Aboriginal
Reference Group chair Bruce
Hammond said the program is
based on a community
development model that, at its
core, is respectful and inclusive
and is about building better
communities together.

Funded by philanthropic
donors and the Department of
Prime Minister and Cabinet, the
program involves work
experience, cultural exploration,
community development and
empowerment. 

Community members are
encouraged to take the lead in
defining what they want to
achieve for their community
through the program.

Volunteers are recruited by
Volunteering SA & NT and not-
for-profit company AVI. They
complete training before they
depart for South Australia and

receive a basic living allowance
to allow them to volunteer for 10
weeks alongside the community,
completing a range of tasks and
projects. 

Montana McStay, a Gunai-

Kurnai woman and volunteer on
the 2016 program said she found
helping the community a
valuable experience.

“How often do you get to be
involved in and learn about

such a variety of things; working
with children in the school, the
cemetery project, youth and
community events,” she said. 

Volunteers might find
themselves in a number of roles,

including working with the
community Elders; supporting
the development of a garden;
providing one-on-one support to
students at the school to improve
their literacy skills; supporting art
programs and community social
events, like movie nights; or
discussing challenging topics,
like mental health and personal
wellbeing. 

2016 volunteer Charles Rolls
said he was trying to show that it
was cool to be healthy during his
time in the community. 

“The kids would come around
and we would go running on a
daily basis,” he said.

“I took the speakers and we
would run to music.”

Dunjiba Community Council
chairperson Marilyn Ah Chee
said being a part of the
community is an essential
element of the program 
because it’s not a fly in/fly out
support program, but rather an
initiative directed by the
community where partnerships,
one-to-one relationships 
and shared learning is
emphasised. 

“We look forward to the
volunteers coming every year to
be part of the advancement of
the community,” she said.

A LEADING Indigenous
educator has been
appointed a part-time
commissioner to assist
with the Queensland
Productivity
Commission’s inquiry

into service delivery in the state’s
Indigenous communities.

CQUniversity’s pro vice-chancellor
of Indigenous engagement Professor
Bronwyn Fredericks will work with
other commissioners on the inquiry,
which will focus on service delivery in
remote and discrete Aboriginal and
Torres Strait Islander communities.    

Announcing the appointment,
Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander
Partnerships Minister Curtis Pitt said
Prof Fredericks had extensive
experience and understanding of
Queensland Indigenous
communities.  

“The Government’s objective is to
increase social and economic
participation and achieve service
outcomes that meet the needs of
Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander
communities,” Mr Pitt said.    

“The inquiry will assist in
determining if government investment
is achieving value for money and
what changes are needed.”    

Prof Fredericks, who oversees

Indigenous engagement at
CQUniversity and is also the BHP
Billiton Mitsubishi Alliance Chair in
Indigenous Engagement at the
university, welcomed her
appointment.

“This inquiry is vitally important to
Queensland as it will involve in-depth
consultation with Aboriginal and
Torres Strait Islander communities
across the state, giving them a voice
and allowing them to highlight the
unique needs of their communities,”
she said.

“This will inform policy and
decision making, and contribute to
better outcomes for people and
communities by identifying how
resources can be best utilised to
bring about opportunities and deliver
successful outcomes.”

Prof Fredericks has worked across
the education and health sectors. She
is a board member of the Queensland
Aboriginal and Islander Health
Council and the Central Queensland
Region Aboriginal and Islander

A NATIONAL
research project
aiming to connect
Indigenous
communities in the
digital space has

received a $473,000 grant under
the Australian Research Council’s
Discovery Indigenous scheme.

The project is one of 11 that
received funding.

Noongar man Christopher
Lawrence is one of the eight
researchers from UTS working on
the project that will see an app –
#thismymob – developed in the
hopes of connecting Indigenous
people in a culturally safe and
friendly way.

Dr Lawrence said the app uses
the idea of ‘digital land rights’ to
connect its users.

“Technology is how we’re going
to close the gap,” he told the Koori
Mail.

“We know Indigenous people
are connected online. We know we
use Facebook and social media;
we get on our mobiles and on our
laptops.

“What we’re looking for is how
we can facilitate that and design
new ways to get our mob
connecting.”

Dr Lawrence said the mobile
game Survival Island 3, which
caused an outcry early last year
because of its portrayal of
Aboriginal people and its
requirement to bludgeon them to
death, reaffirmed the need for his
project.

“We’re coming from the point of
view that this is who I am,” he said.

“I went on Facebook when that
app was launched and saw all the
distressed family and friends I had.

“I was upset about it, and a lot
of my friends were very angry
about it too. It caused the kind of
‘where do I go and connect online’
questions for Indigenous people
and reinforced the fact that we
need this.”

Dr Lawrence said the app is still
in development and the next step
is to consult the community about
what they want to see.

“We’re going to use the
approach of consulting with
Indigenous people, holding design
workshops, and get input on how
to build the app,” he said.

“It will be meaningless unless
we have Indigenous input. It could
be used as an education tool too,
or for organisations to promote
their services.

“We want something socially
and family friendly that is also
culturally sensitive, and
importantly, we recognise

Indigenous people need to have a
say in how to develop this.”

Dr Lawrence said he will be
recruiting a number of Honours
and Masters students to help in the
project.

“It’s a very male dominated field
so if there’s any Indigenous
females who’d like to take part I’d
encourage them to get on board,”
he said.

“I’d encourage females to take
up the challenge. It’d be great to
see young women coming into the
university to study technology.”

Dr Lawrence said he has high
hopes for the app, once it has
been developed.

“It could be a catalyst for
Indigenous connection on a huge
scope,” he said.

“This is not just about
Indigenous people in Australia, but
Indigenous people all over the
world.”

THE Western
Australian
Government will
spend $20 million
over four years to
fund a new pilot
program aimed at

reducing the number of
Aboriginal children in state
care.

Child Protection Minister
Andrea Mitchell said Aboriginal
In-Home Practical Support
Services would be trialled in the
metropolitan area from January
next year.

“This Government made a
commitment with its Building
Safe and Strong Families:
Earlier Intervention and Family
Support Strategy to address
the overrepresentation of
Aboriginal children in the child
protection system,” she said.

“That strategy recognises
that earlier and more intensive
engagement is the best way to
support families and prevent
their children coming into care.

“Aboriginal In-Home
Practical Support Services will
be established in four locations
to provide culturally safe, in-
home support and out-reach

parenting services for
Aboriginal families.

“Vulnerable families
sometimes find it difficult to
navigate the service system or
are reluctant to engage; these
services will persevere with
those families to provide earlier
and more intensive support to
reduce the chance of their
children being placed in care.”

Coverage
The pilot services will be

linked to Family Support
Networks, which will be
expanded to provide coverage
across the metropolitan area. 

“Family Support Networks,
which connects vulnerable
families to the services they
need, will also be enhanced
and strengthened to include
better access to government
services as well as those
offered by the community
services sector,” Ms Mitchell
said.

Work will start this year to
develop these new services in
partnership with the community
service sector, as well as
Aboriginal service providers
and communities.

New app will help connect
Indigenous communities

IN days gone by,
Queensland’s
Indigenous
community councils
were often said to be
burdened with
looking after people

on their former missions or
reserves ‘from the womb to 
the tomb’.

These days the role of the
organisations, now called
Aboriginal and Torres Strait
Islander shire councils, is very
much like mainstream local
government, covering roads, rates,
rubbish collection and the like.

But that hasn’t stopped many of
them – there’s 16 Indigenous
councils across Queensland –
from also taking local community
and economic development
opportunities as far as they can.

Cherbourg Aboriginal Council,
in south-east Queensland, is a
case in point.

It runs several successful local
business ventures, with plans for
more. Ironically, in a spin on
‘womb to tomb’, these plans
include a birthing place and a
funeral home. 

“It’s all for our future,”
Cherbourg Mayor Arnold Murray
says.

Cr Murray grew up in

Cherbourg, a former Deeds of
Grant in Trust (DOGIT) community
three hours’ drive north-west of
Brisbane.

He went to school there and
worked much of his adult life at the
community including at ‘The
Farm’, a council-run agricultural
enterprise that employs six locals.

“Community”
“It’s good to have that for the

community,” Cr Murray says.
The council also runs a joinery,

employing cabinet makers, and is
involved in local housing.

“We are successful at the
moment… the cabinet makers 
and housing workers are doing 

a good job,” the mayor said.
Cherbourg Council economic

and community development
manager Sean Nicholson said the
businesses worked together.

“The joinery is making the
kitchens for our own houses on
the community,” he said.

“It makes a big difference to
everyone to know it’s all from
here.”

Cr Murray said he’d especially
like to develop a local birthing
place and a funeral home during
his tenure as mayor.

“Having something like a
birthing place in Cherbourg would
be good. We’ve got nothing now,”
he said.

“I also want to open a funeral
business. We’ve got the mortuary
in the hospital and we’ve been
cleaning it up to get it operating.”

Cr Murray said a funeral
business would lead to major
savings for local people.

“Funerals could be $2000
cheaper,” he said.

Mr Nicholson said the council
was focusing on developing locally
sustainable enterprises.

“Everything we’ve bought into is
working. We want to build on it and
get the kids from the school
involved,” he said.

“We want to get them into
enterprises and give them a good
chance in life.”

A FORMER
Charles Sturt
University
(CSU) Koori
Teaching

Fellow has received an
honorary doctorate for his
more than 40 years of
teaching experience and
research in the field of
Aboriginal education.

Laurence Crawford
received an honorary Doctor
of Education at a graduation
ceremony in Bathurst, in
honour of his contribution to
developing and implementing
Aboriginal studies programs
that enhanced students’
learning about Indigenous
cultures.

Mr Crawford has worked in
Indigenous education since
1970, when he started as an
Aboriginal education
assistant, then as a primary
and tertiary teacher.

He was the first Aboriginal
education assistant to be
appointed to a NSW high
school. 

During this time, the
Aboriginal education
assistant program was in its
infancy and it was through Mr
Crawford's commitment and
dedication in working with the
NSW education system that
conditions for the program
were improved.

Mr Crawford attended one
of CSU's antecedent
institutions, Mitchell College
of Advanced Education in
Bathurst and attained a
Diploma of Education. 

His first appointment was

to a local public school,
where he became the first
qualified Aboriginal infants
teacher west of the Blue
Mountains. 

Mr Crawford went on to
complete a Bachelor of
Education degree, and a
Master of Aboriginal
Education Studies.

In the International Year of
the World’s Indigenous
Peoples (1992), Mr Crawford
was awarded the NSW
Director General of Education
Award for his commitment
and contribution to public
education.

Career
He began his

postgraduate career as the
Koori Teaching Fellow in
the CSU School of Teacher
Education in Bathurst, a
position he held for more than
20 years. Over this period he
served as a lecturer and
made a substantial
contribution to Indigenous
education and culture through
his curriculum development,
which was designed to
challenge and motivate
students. 

Mr Crawford was a
member of the School of
Teacher Education,
contributing and achieving
across all areas of 
academic, administration and
research.

He also established and
maintained links between
CSU and Indigenous
communities across the
university’s footprint. 

A founding member of the
committee that established
the Aboriginal Enclave Centre
at Mitchell College, Mr
Crawford conducted the first
Aboriginal student orientation
program. 

Aided by Mr Crawford’s
guidance and involvement,
the Enclave Centre later
expanded into the Indigenous
Education Unit of Charles
Sturt University, with an
Indigenous Student Centre
established on each of the
main campuses under the
supervision of the education
unit. 

He also played a vital role
in the negotiation with 
local Indigenous communities
at Dubbo and Port Macquarie
in the establishment of CSU
in these areas.

Mr Crawford was also the
inaugural chairperson of the
Bathurst Health Council and
a director of the Mid-Western
Area Health Service. 

It was during this time that
Aboriginal health became a
significant major social
justice target, through the
forging of links with
Aboriginal communities
across the 
Mid-Western Area Health
Service footprint.

Mr Crawford and his wife
Patricia are Aboriginal
leaders in the local
community and are
responsible for establishing
the Towri Multifunctional
Aboriginal Children’s
Services Child Centre in
Bathurst.

THE Torres Strait
Regional Authority
(TSRA) and the Torres
Shire Council (TSC)
have renewed a
Memorandum of
Understanding (MOU)

to work together on a range of
initiatives. 

The MOU was signed on
December 14 by TSC Mayor Vonda
Malone and TSRA chairperson Pedro
Stephen. 

Mr Stephen said both
organisations have always worked
together on projects and activities
with joint outcomes for residents
living in the Torres Strait region. 

“The MOU arrangements aim to
enhance the quality of life for people
throughout the region including
health and wellbeing and sustainable
opportunities for strengthening the
regional economy,” he said. 

“This includes identifying and co-
ordinating joint strategic objectives,
shared working arrangements to
address social, economic and
environmental needs and community
projects, and facilitating the continual
improvement in the delivery of
community development programs
and projects.” 

Cr Malone said the MOU is an
important conduit to exchange and
address matters collectively with the
TSRA that support the growth and
development of the communities of
the Torres Shire Council. 

“Another important aspect of the
MOU was research and planning,”
she said.

“Cooperative planning for future
regional service and infrastructure
development, and cooperating and
consulting on research and
development will all form part of our
work together under the MOU.”

BREAK-ins at council
buildings in
Woorabinda have
become virtually a thing
of the past thanks to a
street patrol team
employed by the local

council. The patrollers work in shifts
for 12 hours, from 6pm each day at
the central Queensland community –
about 200km west of Rockhampton.
They cover a large perimeter of the
township, checking on many
Woorabinda Aboriginal Shire Council
buildings.

Patrol member Deborah Murdoch
said members’ efforts were paying
off. “We struggled early on, but we've
been doing well now,” she said.

“We’ve got the odd break-in, but
they're either before or after we’re
finished work.”

Woorabinda resident Damien
Singer said the patrol had made a big
difference.

“There’s not as many break-ins in
town anymore, at least with all of the
council buildings we have to watch,’
he said.

Local man Wagwan Savage said
the community was behind the patrol.

“The community thinks it needs
this kind of street patrol,” he said.

“A lot of people have volunteered,
and now it’s good we’re starting to
get paid for it.

“We have a lot of people who
would still get out and do it without
the pay, because they’re concerned
for the local kids.

“We appreciate the people who
are turning out and we’re helping the
community by turning up and doing a
good job.”

Amassive congratulations to Ken
Wyatt on becoming the first

Aboriginal person to hold a federal
ministry.

The straight-shooting and down-to-
earth Mr Wyatt seems like the perfect fit
for both his portfolios – Indigenous
Health and Aged Care.

And while it’s unrealistic to think that
the appointment of one person can fix
all the many problems we know exist in
Indigenous health overnight, if our in-
depth yarn with Mr Wyatt on the facing
page is any indication, he certainly
knows where to start: with our

grassroots people, our communities
and our community-controlled
organisations.

The Queensland Government should
be ashamed of itself for appealing

Federal Court judge Debbie Mortimer’s
ruling that police officers were racist in
their response to the death in custody
of Palm Island man Cameron ‘Mulrunji’
Doomadgee.

How much more pain should the
Palm Island community have to bear?

Justice Mortimer’s ruling and 
award of damages to Lex Wotton and
two of his family members finally
allowed some healing to begin on the
remote community, but now the
Queensland Government has ripped
that away.

No wonder Palm Island Mayor Alf
Lacey said the community was
devastated by the Government’s
decision to appeal.

“Our community on Palm Island was
looking forward to putting this behind us
and moving on; it now appears we are
back where we started,” he said.

DESPITE a love of listening
to Question Time on the
radio as a child, the first

Aboriginal man to be elected to
the House of Representatives,
Ken Wyatt, never pictured
himself as a parliamentarian.

“Given I grew up in a Western
Australian country town in the
1950s and 60s, Corrigin, if you’d
asked me as a teen, I would
have said there was no way I
could ever be an Australian
parliamentarian. It was just too
far removed,” he said.

“At that time, Aboriginal
people were still fighting many
battles to access what every
other Australian was accessing –
and given that we’re elected by
our peers within an electorate, at
that point, no. There’d never
been an Aboriginal person
elected to Parliament so when
(Queensland Liberal Senator)
Neville Bonner was elected I was
absolutely rapt.

“I used to listen to Question
Time, used to love listening to
the debates in Parliament. And
then I started to think, ‘Wouldn’t
it be great if our people were a
part of this.’

“Then when Ernie Bridge,
here in WA, a Kimberley man,
was elected to the WA
Parliament, I knew it was only a
matter of time before one of us
made it to the House of
Representatives.”

Last week Prime Minister
Malcolm Turnbull elevated Mr
Wyatt from Assistant Minister to
Indigenous Health and Aged
Care Minister, making him the
first Aboriginal person to hold a
federal ministry.

“I felt immensely proud, but at
same time emotional, and in a
sense it was surreal, because
normally a parliamentary
secretary or an assistant minister
spends a significant time in
those roles before they’re
promoted,” Mr Wyatt said.

Mr Wyatt, who holds the Perth
WA seat of Hasluck, is a former
public servant, having held
senior roles in NSW and WA in
education and health.

“When I was first elected in
2010 a group of Elders came
and saw me and they made the
comment that ‘You are a leader.
You are in a position to make a
difference for our people,’” he
said.

“Noongar Elder Neville
Collard said to me, ‘Brother,
people will be watching you to
see if you succeed or fail. The
pressure will be greater on you
than other Members of
Parliament.’

“They said to me, ‘Our mob
expects a lot – and it won’t be
just the people who elected you.
When our people need help
they’ll  come to you,’ – and that’s
certainly been true.

“Sometimes we’re unforgiving

towards each other. If we make
mistakes, we tend to be tougher
on each other.

“(Former Prime Minister) Tony
Abbott once asked me how I was

enjoying politics and if I was
finding it hard. I said, ‘The
politics in the Aboriginal
community are much tougher
than the political life you lead as

a Member of Parliament. I’ve
been well trained by our mob’. 

“In our community you can be
doing something and, say,
there’s a public meeting with

aunties and uncles, sometimes
they will chastise you if they
think you’re not doing the right
thing or doing something the
right way. 

“I’ve had a couple of senior
aunties say, ‘Right, listen here,
boy, you need to remember to
look after your mob.’ 

“It always came in handy. It
was good and probably a
poignant moment to remember
that, even though there’s an
agenda you’re responsible for,
you always have to remember
what you went in there for in the
first place – and our community
reminds us if we don’t,
sometimes in a very cutting
manner.”

Mr Wyatt emphasised that he
will take both portfolios equally
seriously, but he has already
signalled a break away from the
top-down approach taken by
former ministers to Indigenous
health.

“I do want to work very
closely with the Aboriginal
Community Controlled Health
Organisation sector but I also
want to spend time speaking
with our grassroots,” he said.

“I’m heading to the APY
Lands (in remote SA) and I want
to talk with groups of our people,
instead of only from
organisations.

“When a minister goes to a
community they always go to an
organisation and speak to the
leaders of that organisation and
it’s always the same people.
What I want to do is to hear from
families in those communities.

“I want to take a different
approach, because things have
changed in Indigenous health
but not significantly, and families
are the empowering parts of
community.

“There’s a silence around
their views, and even with our
organisations. Our people are
sometimes critical, but they
never get the chance to express
where they see our
organisations fail. 

“In mainstream society, you’re
always seeing consumer surveys
asking what people think, but our
people are never asked about
the quality of service they
receive.”

Mr Wyatt particularly wants to
speak with Indigenous women.

“We cannot shirk from them if
we want to close the gap,” he
said.

“A mother determines the
pathway for her child. Our
women have been the strength
of our community in terms of
health because men ignore their
health and we ignore it because
we’re meant to be tough, meant
to be warriors.

“So I want to work directly
with families, because it’s not the
minister who sets the direction of
health, it’s not the director of an
Aboriginal health organisation,
it’s the mothers and fathers.”

New minister has
a healthy outlook

Federal Indigenous Health and Aged Care Minister Ken Wyatt: ‘The politics in the
Aboriginal community are much tougher than the political life you lead as a Member of
Parliament.

IT was the sound of the
didgeridoo at an
international arts and

cultural festival in Ontario,
Canada, that initially
brought Candace Wilde
and her future husband
Richard Moore together.

Candace was the
artistic associate for the
Planet IndigenUs Festival
in 2009 and had organised
for the renowned
Doonooch Dancers from
the NSW south coast to
perform and facilitate a
range of workshops over
the 10-day festival.

Little did Candace
know that the unique
sound of the didj would
mark the beginning of a
love story that would see
the meeting and sharing of
two of the world’s
indigenous cultures.

“It was the opening
night of the festival and
the Doonooch Dancers
were performing in the
opening ceremony outside
on the Redpath Stage,”
she said.

“I was inside at a
reception when I heard the
didgeridoo, a sound I
wasn’t familiar with at the
time. I had to go see what
was happening.

“As I walked outside
and across the lawn, I saw
these strong cultural men
wearing their laplaps and
cultural lore painting. I was
totally gobsmacked. 

“I was listening and
observing, taking in the
whole experience when I
caught these big beautiful
brown eyes looking right
into mine. My heart
skipped a beat and I was
literally knocked off my
feet.”

Great Lakes
Now called Candace

Scott-Moore Wilde, she is
an Anishhabe woman from
the Chippewas of Kettle
and Stony Point First
Nation. Her reserve is
located on the shores of
Lake Huron, one of
Canada’s Great Lakes. 

It was from 15,500km
away in Nowra, southern
NSW, that Richard Moore,
of the Wodi Wodi people
of the Yuin Nation would
begin a four-year
courtship with her.

For the duration of the
IndigenUs Festival,
Candace and Richard
spent time getting to know
one another, exchanging
numbers and email
addresses. Candace
wondered if she would see
the big brown-eyed
Australian cultural man
ever again.  

“I was sitting in a
production meeting when
my cell phone rang,”
Candace said.

“It was Richard telling
me he landed. I was so
happy to hear from him.

“For months afterwards
we spent hours on the
phone. With the time
difference we both had
sleepless nights, but
getting to know each other
was worth it. 

“Then reality hit me,
well actually my phone
company did. I had a
$10,000 phone bill. 
So we eased off the
phone calls and stuck to
emails and social media
updates.”

This was where the
budding relationship would
stand the ultimate test.

Communication
between the two almost
ground to a halt, with only
sporadic messages over
the next few months. Then
in June 2010, Candace
received some much-
awaited news, asking her
to make some
presentations at the

Festival of the Dreaming
in Queensland.

“I felt blessed to have
an opportunity to share my
knowledge and my stories
at such a prestigious
festival,” she said. 

“The chief and council
on my reserve supported
my endeavour. I was on
my way to Australia for the
first time. 

“I sent messages to
Richard to let him know I
would be at the festival,
but I didn’t hear back from
him. I was just about to
board my flight in Toronto
when I decided to call him. 

“Pure happiness”
“His phone rang and

rang, of course it was the
middle of the night for him
and only mid-afternoon for
me. When he answered I
beamed with pure
happiness. I told him I’m
on my way to Australia. He
was shocked.”

It had been a long 10
months since the couple
had seen each another
and, as Candace wrapped
up her successful

presentations at the
festival and made
arrangements to fly to
Sydney to meet Richard,
she was excited, to say
the least. Her hands were
sweaty as she claimed her
baggage from the
carousel.  

“I felt restless and
giddy, and as I walked
over to our designated
meeting spot, I saw him
and we just stared at one
another. Then I walked up
to him, put my arms
around him and he kissed
me.”

The two-hour drive
south to Richard’s home in
Nowra flew. Candace said
it felt like she was seeing
all the places and familiar
spots Richard had referred
to in their phone calls and
messages, and it felt like
she had a familiarity with
her surrounds and was
overwhelmed by a sense
of belonging to the land
Richard had so lovingly
referred to.

“I knew all about his
family and who was who
because we had shared

stories and pictures,” she
said. 

“I had already spoken
with many of his family
members on the phone. It
was such an amazing
feeling to actually finally
meet my soon to be 
in-laws.

“I spent five long weeks
in Nowra but then I had to
fly back to Canada to
finish a project I was
working on. I knew I
wouldn’t stay away for
long.”

Candace came back to
Australia briefly and then
took Richard back to
Canada in October 2010.

“I got to bring him
home to my reserve to
meet my family,” she said. 

“Instantly my family and
whole community fell in
love with him and
accepted him as one of
our own. 

“Richard and I stayed
on my reserve in Canada
together for three months.
But then Richard had to
go back to work in
Australia, so I packed 
my bags and went back 

to Australia with him.”
It was during that time,

as they prepared to take a
photo from a mountain top
on the family’s property
overlooking the
picturesque surrounds that
Richard popped the
question, which was met
with a resounding “yes”
from Candace.

For a couple more
years they travelled back
and forth between Canada
and Australia. 

The wedding itself was
a sight to behold, with
more than 20 members 
of Richard’s family
travelling to take part in
the nuptials.

“It was the first time our
families had actually met,”
Candace said. 

“The most memorable
moment was when our
mums met. It was like they
were long lost sisters. 

“They had spoken on
the phone and via Skype
over the years and now
they finally got the chance
to meet and visit face to
face. Our uncles and
aunties, our brothers and
sisters, our nephews and
nieces, our mates, they all
finally got the chance to
meet and it was truly
magical. Global
Indigenous unity. Two
incredibly strong and
powerful Indigenous
families came together
and through marriage they
became one.”

Richard says the time
in his wife’s community
has broadened his
horizons.

Struggles
He also says that

despite being thousands
of kilometres apart, the
struggles of the two
cultures are strikingly
similar.

“I have had many
opportunities to share my
culture with my wife’s
community by singing and
telling stories at schools
and community events,”
Richard said. 

“Life in Canada has
opened my eyes, learning
the similarities of the
struggles and successes
that both cultures have
shared. 

“If there is one thing
that my wife and I have
experienced, it is the
strength, unity and
courage of family, culture,
respect and humanity. 

“I am so proud to be an
Indigenous Yuin, Wodi
Wodi man from Australia. 

“It is my job to maintain
and teach identity, and to
keep our culture alive. I
love my life and I love my
wife.”

THERE comes a time when
the plight of Aboriginal and Torres
Strait Islander peoples must hit
each and every Australian
personally. 

There is an undeniable
opportunity coming for each of us
to make a personal contribution
to right the wrongs and deliver a
fairer, just nation that doesn’t shy
away from truth and history and
stands for all Australians.

This opportunity is a
referendum to change the
Constitution – to deal with the
racism in our country’s highest
legal document, and to recognise
our birthright as Australia’s First
Peoples and the unique identity
and rights that brings with it.

Things are shaping up to
make 2017 a year for important
change to happen.

Real, lasting and substantive
constitutional rights and reform is
an achievement that is within our
reach.

Will this year be auspicious
and an important historic
watershed moment? Well that’s
completely up to us. 

Australia has shown it has the
ability for hard conversations and
for hard work to make changes
that matter. 

For starters, this year marks
the 50th anniversary of the 1967
referendum and the 25th
anniversary of the Mabo High
Court decision.

We know that social policy and
attitudes about Aboriginal and
Torres Strait Islander people, built
up over the past 200 years, has
had some gains but, let’s be up
front – it has also left a trail of
destruction and intergenerational
disadvantage that we are just
scratching the surface of and
trying to rectify.

I am reassured by friends and
supporters – whose numbers
have swelled to more than
300,000 – for the campaign for
constitutional recognition.

At the start of 2017, my
determination is renewed

because I am reminded they are
signed up, they have the staying
power and the principles to see
this through. They are standing
with us like others stood together
before, in 1967.

Just as my parents remind me
and our own mob show me in
every conversation and in every
community, it is worth the
setbacks, the toil and the
personal sacrifices to commit
yourself to what you believe in.

We stand in the light of a
legacy from those who came
before us. 

When you look at what
happened in 1967 and the
foundation it laid for reform and
for progress, you know the
opportunity is here again to be a
part of change within our lifetime. 

The reforms of 1967 were not
everything – no-one would argue
that the job was done. Likewise,
the calls to take the next step in
fixing our Constitution – to get
recognition in and racism out – is
not everything, but it is something
significant. It is an important next
step to move us forward as a
country.

The voices of our communities
sometimes have a harshness, a
desperation to see positive
change come as fast as possible. 

The enormity of the task can
be daunting, can make us feel
puny but always remember: We
are powerful.

We are not alone, with
hundreds of thousands at our
side, and with millions to come.

Recognise is committed to
having a million conversations
this year, to grow support and to
talk about all of the issues that go
hand in hand with being black
and Australian.

It needs to be said that we
stand with our brothers and
sisters who are committed and
fighting to see other
achievements such as lasting
agreements with our peoples. 

We are not for having one win
without considering how to get
wins on other issues as well.

We, too, are universally
committed to defending and
protecting our rights as the First
Peoples of Australia.

We can stand together and
take this next step to work for
practical change. To reform what
is wrong and unjust and to be a
part of making Australia the very
best it can be.

Let’s reform what is
wrong and unjust

LET’s be clear: this country was
colonised through a forceful,
aggressive invasion. People

were massacred and their lands
and children were taken. To make
matters worse, for 200 years the
history and truth of our people was
lost in the deception of terra nullius
that declared Australia was empty,
barren land.

Make no mistake, Australia is a
nation built on denial, theft and
massacre and will continue to be
while we celebrate the invasion
over and above the concept of a
country built on ancient lands,
followed by European occupation
and the migrant labour and
diversity that came after. 

In celebrating Australia we must
acknowledge the land management
and ecological biodiversity
practised over tens of thousand of
years by our people. Historians
recognise such practice in enough
dispersed areas across Australia to
acknowledge intellectual trade
agreements within numerous
individual Aboriginal nations laying
claim to Australia as the single
largest managed land estate in the
history of any society. 

Others have listed this as the
greatest human achievement for
any civilisation in the world. No
other culture comes anywhere near
such demonstrated understanding
of biodiversity or land management
over an entire continent.

Rather than observe, learn and
put into practice tens of thousands
of years of effective land
management, the invaders burnt it
down, cleared the land and built
over the top of it, trying to erase our
history under a policy of terra
nullius in what can only be
described as an act of

environmental terrorism and
genocide.

The truth is that on January 26,
we celebrate the erasing of tens of
thousands of years of prior
occupation, civilisation and all the
complexities that come with the
oldest living culture in the world in
honouring an invasion and the
devastating effects on our people. 

Strategies that manipulate
people by persuasion or
propaganda through the education
system that benefits the rights of
those who invaded over and above
the needs of First Nations people in
trying to create the illusion of one
big happy melting pot living
together just don’t cut it.

Not when after more than 200
years we still have segregation,
closing the gap in health, housing,
education and every other quality
of life indicator, deaths occurring in
custody with high rates of
incarceration, systematic poverty,
violence and substance abuse
running rampant, untreated and
unmanaged in our communities.

The constant repetition of such
pain and trauma from generation to
generation is maintained by a
government expenditure that
includes $3.4 billion to keep child
protection structures that remove
children in place compared with
$68 million that support keeping
families together. 

Such evidence only highlights
the despair and hopelessness felt
and seen in many of our
communities. The disparity in
wealth in places like Port Hedland
and South Hedland are further
demonstration of what can only be
described as socioeconomic
apartheid.

Port Hedland exports more than

360 million tonnes of iron ore each
year as part of the Pilbara iron ore
deposits that make a significant
contribution to Australia’s GDP.
China alone import goods valued at
$91 billion in mostly iron ore, coal
and gas. That’s resources from the
land we developed over tens of
thousands of years.

Less than 20 minutes’ drive from
million-dollar luxury apartments
supported by Western Australia's
multi-billion-dollar resources boom
financed on the exploitation of
Aboriginal lands is South Hedland.
This is where the majority of our
people live, in public housing
squalor. It is also where Ms Dhu
died in custody. 

Our incarceration rate is five
times that of black people when

living under apartheid South Africa.
According to the Australian

Institute of Health and Welfare
(AIHW), our young people aged 
10-17 are 31 times more likely to
be in detention than other
Australians their age, and 48% of
young people in juvenile detention
in NSW are blackfellas.

Generations of
misrepresentation in our education
system glorifying peaceful
settlement and Europeans as a
superior culture that brought with it
civilisation has had a psychological
effect on masses of people who
refuse to accept the truth. 

So much so that when someone
does speak out against the
disparity between Indigenous and
other Australians they are seen as
divisive, such as witnessed with
Adam Goodes, Stan Grant and
Miranda Tapsell, when they chose
to use their celebrity to speak out
on racism. 

You can’t expect the engine of
prejudice to grind to a halt by
simply running out of steam. There
need to be more active processes
towards change, which is why as a
community we choose to protest
Australia day as either ‘Survival
Day’ or ‘Invasion Day’. 

We can beat around the bush
and deconstruct colonialism until
we are blue in the face. The
problem is black and Indigenous
cultures are dismissed by a people
who see them as inferior. ‘We live
in slums because we are lazy,
welfare-dependent and won’t get of
our arse to help ourselves’ is
common rhetoric of those who are
unable to develop multilayered
thinking in associating past events
to contemporary circumstance. 

And yet they demonstrate so

much pride in their own association
with history that is generally
steeped in denial and prejudice. 

Racism is not part of the human
condition, it is taught. You are not
born racist, you are born into a
racist society. You have to be
taught to be a racist.

Those who choose to celebrate
Australia Day and a history of
colonialism continue to regurgitate
one of the great lies told throughout
history. This is the great myth of
colonisation as pioneers of great
white explorers who ventured out
and conquered the unknown in
bringing civilisation to the primitive
savages of the world.

The truth is Europe was a
primitive, sinful society fuelled by
prostitution, child exploitation and
labour, with class division ravished
by disease and built on slavery and
stolen Aboriginal lands. It had
become overpopulated with people
dying in the streets and, due to a
lack of sustainable management
and destruction of natural
resources, was forced to seep out
of its own boundaries like a cancer.

Every continent they came to
has had its resources drained as
generation upon generation of non-
Indigenous people accumulate
wealth as the Indigenous people
are left traumatised and living in
despair. There is not one colonised
country in the world where the
Indigenous people as a whole
share the same quality of life, living
standards and wealth as the non-
Indigenous descendants whose
forefathers invaded them.

Again that is the truth... so let’s
change the date.

JANUARY 26 is a very
significant date in Australia’s
history. It was the first time

Europeans landed on this continent
intending to stay here. Whether
that’s regarded as good or bad, it’s
undeniably important. 

People in NSW have been
marking January 26 since the early
1800s to commemorate the
anniversary of the first British
landing. The other colonies
celebrated their own founding dates.
It wasn’t until 1935 that all
Australian states and territories
accepted January 26 as Australia’s
national day and agreed to call it
‘Australia Day’.

Marking January 26 had always
been about commemorating British
arrival. But over time it also became
a day for the colonies to celebrate
growing self-reliance and lessening
dependency on Britain. There’s
always been a tension between
celebrating British arrival on the one
hand and celebrating Australia’s
own identity and independence on
the other. 

In 1938, the premiers gathered in
Sydney to mark 150 years since the
First Fleet’s landing. That same day,
Aboriginal leaders held a Day of
Mourning and Protest to highlight
the mistreatment of Aboriginal
people and campaign for equal
rights. Jack Patten opened the 
Day of Mourning and Protest

conference saying: “We, as
Aborigines, have no reason to
rejoice on Australia’s 150th birthday.
Our purpose in meeting today is to
bring home to the white people of
Australia the frightful conditions in
which the native Aborigines of this
continent live. This land belonged to
our forefathers 150 years ago, but
today we are pushed further and
further into the background … We
do not wish to be left behind in
Australia’s march to progress. We
ask for full citizen rights.”

The conference passed the
following resolution: “We,
representing the Aborigines of
Australia … hereby make protest
against the callous treatment of our
people by the whitemen during the
past 150 years … we ask for a new
policy which will raise our people to
full citizen status and equality within
the community.”

Indigenous people
overwhelmingly feel anger, sadness
and grief about the chain of events
beginning on January 26, 1788.
That was when our ancestors began
losing their lands and their ability to
speak their languages, practise
ceremony and live under their
kinship systems. And we, their
descendants, lost our birthright. 

That chain of events continued to
bring hardship and loss for many
decades. For as long as I can
remember, Indigenous people have

referred to January 26 as ‘Invasion
Day’. More recently we’ve also used
the term ‘Survival Day’ to
commemorate our achievements
and survival of our nations against
the odds. 

Most Indigenous people will
never celebrate January 26. That
doesn’t mean we won’t celebrate

Australia. Quite the opposite. 
Remember Jack Patten’s call in

1938 – to be raised to full citizen
status; to not be left behind in
Australia’s march to progress. 

Indigenous people in 1938 were
longing for inclusion; they weren’t
shunning Australia, but demanding
full citizenship. We campaigned
tirelessly to be recognised as fully
Australian, to be truly part of this
nation. And when we were in 1967
we celebrated. 

January 26 is the wrong day to
celebrate Australia Day. 

Firstly, Australia wasn’t founded
on January 26, 1788. It was
founded on January 1, 1901, when
six British colonies united as a
single nation under the Constitution.
Before then, people living in those
colonies were British subjects. 

For most of their history the other
colonies/states didn’t commemorate
January 26 because it was a day of
significance for NSW. They resisted
embracing it as the national day,
reluctant to signal NSW as the
senior state. 

Secondly, the tension between
commemorating British conquest on
the one hand and celebrating
Australian identity and
independence on the other isn’t
going away. This isn’t a recent
tension drummed up by Lefties. It’s
always been there, even before
anyone cared about what

Indigenous people thought.
Now, I know Australia loves its

public holiday at the end of January.
So declare the last Friday of
January a public holiday and let the
end of January continue to be part
of our national routine for holidays,
barbecues with friends and family,
summer activities and fun. But it
doesn’t need to be on the 26th
every year and it doesn’t need to be
Australia’s national day.

Australia Day should be
celebrated on January 1. That’s the
proper day to celebrate Australia’s
independence, identity and
nationhood because that’s the day
Australia came into being and it’s a
day everyone can unite behind. 

All Australians, including
Indigenous Australians, should be
able to celebrate our country, its
achievements and unique identity. 

The sentiments expressed on
Australia Day are good and they’re
sentiments most Indigenous people
share. But we can’t celebrate unity
on a day representing conflict and
conquest.

I want Australia Day moved – not
because I don’t want to celebrate
Australia, but because I do.

ABOUT 400 people
turned out for
Tasmania’s putalina
festival, to soak 
up the community

Running for more than 30 years,
‘the festival’, as it is known in the
Tasmanian Aboriginal community, is
the biggest blackfella summer get-
together in the state. It is scheduled to
commemorate the re-occupation of the
historic putalina site by the Aboriginal
community on January 16, 1984. The
land was officially returned on
December 10, 1995.

This year, some regular performers

returned to the putalina stage after a
few years’ absence.

There were also performances by
putalina stalwarts including Dougie
Mansell, Bob Wilson and Kartanya
Maynard, traditional dancers and a
healthy feed.

Karen Smart and her children Jahn,
Jasmine and Cruze, from Latrobe in
north-west Tasmania, who have
performed at the festival for past three
years, spoke to the Koori Mail about
what the festival means to them.

They said it is the biggest family
event on their annual calendar.

“It means catching up with family
we don’t get to see so often; it’s huge
to us,” Karen said. “It’s the only time of
the year we take time out and relax. I
always take my holidays this time of
year just for that.”

THIS is shaping up as a
big year for Djuki Mala
(The Chooky Dancers),
with performances
planned at the Adelaide
and Perth Fringe

festivals and the Ten Days on the
Island Festival in Hobart over the next
three months.

Djuki Mala director and producer
Josh Bond said the group is excited to
be touring the country again, and
especially to be performing in Perth
for the first time.

“It’s been 10 years that we’ve been
doing this so that’s a landmark for the
group,” he told the Koori Mail.

“It’s a big achievement to have
survived this long and to continue to

survive. That’s worth celebrating and
that’s what we’re planning to do with
these performances.

“We’d love for all the mob in
Adelaide, Perth and Hobart to come
out and celebrate with us.”

The group, from north-east Arnhem
Land, fuse their traditional Yolngu
culture with contemporary dance,
music and storytelling.

They’ve toured extensively
throughout Australia over the past 10
years, and performed on the
international stage too.

Last year, Djuki Mala toured
through the Middle East and Europe,
and performed the dance that first
made the group a YouTube sensation
to ‘Zorba the Greek’, in Cyprus.

“That was the first time we
performed that to a Greek-speaking

audience,” Mr Bond said. “They loved
it! They went totally nuts for it. It was
the last performance on that tour so it
was really nice to end it on a high
note.”

And the dance group is already
planning another tour through 
Europe, and considering adding the
US to their travels.

Mr Bond said Djuki Mala are also
keen to tour more remote communities
back home, especially in the Northern
Territory.

“We really want to try to pull
together a tour through the bush,” 
he said.

“It’s a shame that remote
communities get overlooked a lot 
of the time. We’re trying to think up
some creative ways to get out there 
for a tour.”

AFTER a close family friend
was diagnosed with leukaemia
last year, six-year-old Marnee
Biles, from Gunnedah, NSW,
decided to take action to raise

awareness about the cancer. 
“I’m cutting my hair so I can donate it and

make it into a wig for kids with cancer and
alopecia (a condition that causes hair loss),”
the Ngemba girl told the Koori Mail.

Marnee’s four-year-old friend Adelaide Gurr,
who is a Dunghutti girl, was diagnosed with
acute lymphoblastic leukaemia in January
2016 and has been travelling from Gunnedah
to John Hunter Hospital in Newcastle for
chemotherapy over the
past 12 months. 

Marnee’s mother
Meleah said her daughter
asked to shave her hair
once she saw her friend
had lost hers.

Instead Ms Biles did
some research and found
that if Marnee’s hair
reached a certain length
they could donate it to be
made into a wig.

“When Adelaide lost her
hair, straight away Marnee
wanted to shave hers so
that Adelaide didn’t feel
different,” Ms Biles said.

“I thought, ‘Do I let a six-year-old make that
decision?’ but when we found out her hair only
needed to be 35cm long to be able to make a
wig we decided to cut it rather than shave,
because that would be less invasive.

“At the same time we’re raising money for
Adelaide’s medical bills.”

In just two days Marnee had raised more
than $600 for her friend.

“It feels very good,” Marnee said.
“I want to help Adelaide get her medicine.”

Baibols (Bibles)
printed in Torres
Strait Kriol
language were

The 15th annual event was
held at Strand Park, near the
ocean, from December 18 to 22
and more than 40,000 people
attended.

Maureen Harrison and Dave
Andersen offered the free
Baibols to interested people.

“We were very glad to have
this opportunity to distribute the
Yumplatok Baibol to many
Islanders, especially as we
knew that most of them are not
aware that these scriptures are
available,” Mr Anderson said. 

“Every copy available was
taken. People from places like
Rockhampton, Mackay, Bowen
and Weipa received Baibols

and we trust that they will
spread the word in their
communities.”

Event coordinator Richard
Hosking said he was delighted
that 72 Baibols were given
away.

Siblings Mariam and Ben
Agita said they were delighted
to receive a Baibol.

Yumplatok New Testament
was published by the Bible
Society in 2014 after a
painstaking translation process
that took 27 years, led by
translators Michael and
Charlotte Corden from the
Australian Society for
Indigenous Languages 
(AuSIL) and with the assistance
of more than 40 Torres Strait
Islanders.

Yumplatok, also known as
Torres Strait Kriol, is widely
spoken in the Torres Strait as
both a first and second
language. Some Islanders
wanting to translate into their
traditional languages are
looking to the Yumplatok
translation to lead the way.

The Kriol Baibol was
launched at a ceremony in
Townsville in 2014, attended by
more than 100 people at
Cathedral School.

The Anglican Diocese of
North Queensland Bishop Bill
Ray and Torres Strait Island
Bishop Saibo Mabo launched
and blessed the Bible.

Bishop Mabo spoke to the
audience in Kriol and Bishop
Ray said it had been a
wonderful effort by many
people.

“The translation has taken a
lot of work and we rejoice that it
will enable the word of God to
be spread to all Torres Strait
Islanders,” Bishop Ray said.

In September 2014, a 20m
long Coweambah ‘Bible Boat’
started a journey up the east
coast to Thursday Island and
spent two years visiting Torres
Strait and Indigenous Northern
Peninsula Area communities.

The boat was a home for the
crew, a classroom, a recording
studio and sold Bibles in Kriol
and other languages.

WESTERN Australian Premier
Colin Barnett says he will support
permanent restrictions on buying
alcohol in Port Hedland after
takeaway sales were banned last
month. The ban was implemented
by police and the local council amid

fears of civil unrest and violence after the release
of security footage by the state coroner showing
the final moments of Aboriginal woman Ms Dhu,
who died in custody.

There have been calls for permanent
restrictions on alcohol sales in Port Hedland and
South Hedland, which are already in place in
Kununurra and Fitzroy Crossing, and the use of
cashless welfare cards that cannot be used to
buy alcohol.

“I think that’s got a lot of merit, where alcohol
bans have been put in place ... it certainly
reduces crime, it reduces domestic violence, kids
go to school and communities are far better off,”
Mr Barnett said.

THE Victorian Government has
launched a resource aimed at
helping councils build their
relationships with Aboriginal
communities.

The Victorian Aboriginal and Local
Government Action Plan focuses on advancing
self-determination and reducing inequalities
faced by Aboriginal Victorians.

Aboriginal Affairs Minister Natalie Hutchins
says the plan will be an important resource for
councils across the state. 

“It recognises, celebrates and presents a
practical framework to help councils improve
relationships with Aboriginal communities,
promote reconciliation and engage Aboriginal
people in planning, decision-making,
employment, programs and services,” she said.

“It is an important step towards reconciliation
and self-determination for the Victorian Aboriginal
community.”

The Government says it has developed the
plan in consultation with councils and Aboriginal
communities, with nominations sought for best
practice initiatives around the state. The plan is at
www.localgovernment.vic.gov.au

THE Western Australian
Government says the rehabilitation
of Aboriginal inmates will be a focus
for a new women’s prison opened
last month. Prisoners have been
moved into the 254-bed Melaleuca
Women’s Remand and

Reintegration Facility, at the men’s Hakea Prison
in the Perth suburb of Canning Vale.

The prison was built to ease pressure on the
Bandyup Women’s Prison.

Melaleuca operator Sodexo will get incentive
payments for reducing re-offending rates, with a
$15,000 bonus for every inmate who stays out of
jail for two years after being released.

WA Corrective Services Minister Joe Francis
said the new jail would help address a rising
prison population.

THE Western Australian
Government believes changes 
to the way the public sector 
recruits staff, awards contracts 
and buys goods and services will
result in hundreds of jobs for
Indigenous people.

Regional Development Minister Terry Redman
said the introduction of mandatory regional
targets for Aboriginal employment, procurement
and contracting would result in major
improvements.

“I’d run into a rough patch
with my studies so when I was
applying and writing about
why I wanted to study law it
reminded me why I wanted to
do this in the first place,” Ms
Welch told the Koori Mail.

Bruce Miles was the
principal solicitor at the
Aboriginal Legal Service in
Redfern for 14 years and was
a defendant’s solicitor,
passionate about serving the
disadvantaged, especially
Aboriginal people, and the
scholarships aim to honour his
work.

Lorraine Dawson said she
was also surprised to be
invited to apply.

“We’re not really good at
talking ourselves up or self-
promoting,” she said.

“I want to get into advocacy
and help the homeless,
refugees and Aboriginal
people. It’s a growth area.” 

The scholarships have
been awarded for 13 years,

with the past two years
focused solely on SCU.

Last year’s winners were
Blake Edwards, Jackson
Morgan and Johanna Byrne,
who was also recently
recognised as the 2016
National Indigenous Law
Student of the Year.

Ms Byrne said it was an
honour to have received the
scholarship last year and to
have been named the
Indigenous law student of the
year.

“I did subjects last year that
I wouldn’t have been able to
afford textbooks for without
the help of the scholarship.”

Ms Byrne now has a
graduate position at Lavan
Legal in Perth, and Mr
Edwards is moving to
Canberra to start work at the
Attorney-General’s office.

Despite each student’s
humility in accepting their
scholarships, SCU’s School of
Law and Justice dean William
MacNeil said they are all very
deserving of the awards.

“I am proud of each of
these students, with Johanna
and Blake doing excellent
things in their careers, and I
believe this year’s recipients
have equally brilliant futures
ahead of them,” he said.

Senior solicitor and Bruce
Miles’ son, Robert Miles,
presented the students with
their scholarships.

He said the scholarships
are a way of honouring his
father’s memory and his work.

Mr Miles said his father
would often travel to regional
communities from his home in
Sydney to help people in
need, so it made sense to
offer the scholarships to
regional students.

“My advice to them is this
profession is not about
advancing yourself, but it’s
about assisting and
counselling those in need.”

CAIRNS-based solicitor
Leah Cameron, from
Marrawah Law, has won the
Attorney General’s 2016
National Indigenous Legal
Professional of the Year
Award. 

Ms Cameron is one of the youngest
people to have received the award, which
aims to highlight and recognise the
achievements of Indigenous Australians
who improve justice outcomes for
Aboriginal people. 

The 33-year-old Palawa woman
graduated from the University of Tasmania
in 2006 and by 2013 became principal
solicitor and co-owner of Marrawah Law.

She has represented numerous
traditional owners in native title claims and
negotiated Indigenous Land Use
Agreements and large scale commercial
agreements with companies, government
and other land users.

She said her practice prides itself on
tailoring representation to their clients’
needs, law and cultural responsibility and
working outside of the confines of the
usual Monday to Friday 9 to 5 routine. 

“We don’t just give our clients a voice,”
Ms Cameron said.

“We let them speak through us in
accordance with their laws and customs,
on country.” 

One of the firm’s non-legal aims is to

continue driving a conversation about the
importance of buying from Indigenous
businesses as a means of effecting social
change.

Ms Cameron said she hopes the
exposure from the award will bring more
clients through the door of Marrawah Law
and, in turn, enable them to hire more

Indigenous junior lawyers and increase
their pro bono work. 

Marrawah Law is Queensland’s only
supply nation-certified Indigenous legal
practice and over 75% of their staff are
Indigenous.

Ms Cameron volunteers at the
Homeless Persons Legal Clinic in Cairns,
where she represents a wide range of
clients, mainly Indigenous, and often with
complex legal needs, compounded by
poverty and health issues. 

She also speaks every Friday on
Bumma Bippera Media and the National
Indigenous Radio Service’s Talk Black
Program, presenting on topical legal
issues ranging from consumer law to road
safety regulations.

Her mentor, friend and 2012 award
recipient Terri Janke, who owns Australia’s
first and largest Indigenous legal practice,
said Ms Cameron’s work and the strength
of her Indigenous heritage provided
greater diversity for Indigenous
organisations.

“She’s bringing a great combination 
of native title and commercial legal advice
to Indigenous organisations,” Ms Janke
said. 

Ms Cameron is a director of Access
Community Housing, a not-for-profit social
housing provider, and a member of the
Queensland Law Society’s Reconciliation
Action Plan working group.

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GADENS
Queensland has
celebrated a
milestone for its
Indigenous Intern
Program.

The major law
firm has run the program for 10
years, employing 23 Indigenous
interns across a range of
practice groups in that time.

Started in 2007 under the
Department of Education,
Employment and Workplace
Relations, in 2013 Gadens
aligned the program with non-
profit organisation
CareerTrackers, to create

internship opportunities for
Indigenous university students.

Program students perform
their internship with a
sponsoring company with the
aim of converting from intern
into fulltime employee upon
completion of their university
degree.

A number of Gadens’ interns
have secured positions at the
Australian Securities and
Investments Commission
(ASIC), Australian Competition
and Consumer Commission
(ACCC),  Queensland Civil 
and Administrative Tribunal
(QCAT), Cape York Land

Council and in private practice.
Keynote speaker at the

celebration, Queensland
Supreme Court judge Justice
Anthe Philippides said Gadens
has “demonstrated a genuine
commitment to indigenous
advancement”.

Gadens reaffirmed its
backing of the program last
year by becoming a signatory to
the CareerTrackers ’10/10’
program, which is a
commitment to provide
internship opportunities,
adhering to learning contracts
for indigenous students, for a
period of 10 years.

HOPING to give
Indigenous girls
the opportunity to
learn important
computer skills,
Keith Wilson is
aiming to start a

‘Black Girls Code’ program.
The plan draws its inspiration

from a project of the same name
in the United States, where
about 6000 girls have been
trained in coding since 2011.

Mr Wilson, from Bundaberg in
south-east Queensland, said he
has been running coding classes
with primary school students and
would like to expand to the
Indigenous knowledge centre in
Cherbourg.

“I’ve been working with the
students here in Bundaberg, and
the school has applied for some
funding,” he told the Koori Mail.

“That would help them
formalise the coding classes and
allow the teachers to plan the

lessons a bit more.
“I got a bunch of laptops

about a year ago and I want to
take them to the knowledge
centre in Cherbourg now that it’s
all ready because it might be an
opportunity for some of the girls
who are disengaged in school to
learn something really useful.

“They’re doing some really
good stuff with it in the US, and
our politicians are always talking
about innovation, so why aren’t
we doing something like this?”

Mr Wilson’s classes use free
software to create and redesign
websites for local community
groups. One class made a flood
safety video for the local council.

Mr Wilson said the aim of the
program is to have locally
sustainable enterprises that
provide ongoing website support
services.

He wants to expand the
program to Indigenous
communities around the country.

“A lot of people get funding
and blow in to these
communities, then, when the
money runs out, they blow back
out again,” Mr Wilson said.

“I don’t want to do that. I think
we’re on to something here. All I
need is a place to start.”

Mr Wilson also hopes to
expand the program to Western
Australia’s Kimberley region.

“I’m hoping that once the girls
start learning those skills, they
can take on the challenge of
teaching the younger ones,” he
said.

So far, Mr Wilson said the
children are taking to the coding
lessons and love seeing what
they’ve produced.

“It could be a really good
teaching tool if teachers can
focus it towards a novel they’re
reading or a sum they’re
learning,” he said.

“It’d be great to embed it into
the classroom every day.”

TAUNGURUNG
sisters Teneille
and Ashley
Johnson from
Swan Hill have

benefitted from AFL SportsReady
and are ready to start their
careers.

Teneille, 23, and Ashley, 21,
have both undertaken traineeships
and are now embarking on very
different paths.  

Teneille started her AFL
SportsReady traineeship in
banking with ANZ Swan Hill in
2009 while studying at high
school. She later went on to study
commerce at Swinburne
University.

“Back when I was in high
school there were limited job
prospects in regional Victoria so I
had to take initiative and find a
pathway into the finance and
banking industry,” Teneille said.

Differing from her finance and
banking savvy sister, Ashley’s
strengths are in business and
administration, which is relevant to

her current role at the University of
Melbourne.

She began her traineeship in
2016 with University of
Melbourne’s Murrup Barak faculty
as part of VTEC’s Indigenous
Australian Employment
Development Program.

“I saw how hard my sister was
working and I was inspired by her,”
Ashley said. “She was working two
jobs and doing her traineeship as
well. She has always encouraged
me to follow my own dreams and
has supported me through my own
journey.

“I’m so happy to be working
around such influential people.
Every single day I am exposed to
new and exciting information. At
the moment I am working in earth
sciences so I get to see the labs,
learn about climate change and
geology.”

Ashley is due to complete the
program at the end of 2018. Both
sisters are living in Melbourne and
often travel back to Swan Hill to
visit their family.

Indigenous intern milestone
celebrated by Qld law firm

North Coast will
be encouraged to

consider careers in medicine,
allied health and nursing, thanks
to a new program from the
University Centre for Rural
Health (UCRH). 

Called ‘Baribunmani
Wanyi Ngay’ –
Bundjalung for “I dreamed
about you” –  the program
begins in three local high
schools in first term this
year. It is designed to
increase the numbers of
Aboriginal and Torres
Strait Islander people in
the health workforce and improve
overall health.

Program coordinators Emma
Walke and Darlene Rotumah said
the program is adapted from a
health academy program at
Broken Hill.

“We want to be able to show
Goori students the gamut of
careers that are available in
health and inspire their

confidence to know they can do
it,” Ms Walke said. 

Director Professor Ross Bailie
said the program is one of
several student-focused
initiatives from UCRH.

“Encouraging and supporting
school-aged children to take up
health careers is a vital step in
the systematic, multi-pronged

and long-term approach to
improving health among
Aboriginal and Torres Strait
Islander people,” he said. 

Prof Bailie also said a new
cultural immersion program for
medical students held recently in
Evans Head addresses the
importance of ensuring that new
generations of doctors have a
sound understanding of

Aboriginal culture and history.
The cultural immersion

program for University of Sydney
medical students, held at Camp
Koinonia, covered an introduction
to Aboriginal health, and included
guests talking about a variety of
subjects including Stolen
Generations, trans-generational
trauma, Aboriginal community-

controlled health services
and health promotion
initiatives. 

“The aim is to give a
better understanding 
of how to build
relationships when
working clinically with
Aboriginal people, and
give the students an

opportunity to talk with Aboriginal
people about their real life
experiences,” Ms Walke said. 

“The two days included a
yarning circle, making fishing
nets and canoeing. Being on
country and off the university
campus may take them out of
their comfort zone, but the
experiences will be priceless, and
a great benefit to their careers.”

New program

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THE National
Diabetes Services
Scheme (NDSS) is
warning people of
incorrect
information

circulating on Facebook,
regarding the Federal
Government’s changes to
subsidised access to blood
glucose testing strips.

They say the changes do not

remove the subsidy for blood
glucose test strips through the
NDSS.

The changes also do not affect
people with type 1 diabetes, type
2 diabetes using insulin, people
with gestational diabetes, or
people with other, rarer forms of
diabetes.

The changes only apply to
people with type 2 diabetes who
are not using insulin.

Under the changes, people
with type 2 diabetes not using
insulin can access blood glucose
test strips for an initial period of
six months, starting from the date
they first make a purchase
through the NDSS.

Necessary
At the end of the six month

period, they can get continuing
access through the NDSS if their

health professional (doctor,
credentialled diabetes educator or
nurse practitioner) decides it is
necessary for the person to
continue to monitor their blood
glucose levels. 

If this is the case their health
professional will sign an NDSS
Blood Glucose Test Strip Six
Month Approval form, which will
allow them to access test strips for
a further six months. 

The person can take this form
to their NDSS pharmacy to get
their test strips.

There are no limits to the
number of blood glucose test 
strip approvals as long as there is
a need for the person to continue
to monitor their blood glucose
levels.

A belief that keeping fit
and healthy is big part of
grooming and deportment
has triggered Cairns-
based Dee's Deportment
and Grooming owner
Donna Corrie to offer

what she calls 'Body Conquer' sessions
to follow up on her theory.

And by all reports, it's working.
“The reason we have the Body

Conquer sessions is because I had
some women, mainly in their 40s plus
and having healthy lifestyle issues, they
were stay-at-home
grandparents and mums and
just needed some changes in
their life," she said.

“There are some ladies who
have changed their whole
lifestyle around what they did in
Dee's Deportment and
Grooming program.

“We do strength and
conditioning training and we do
cardio, but I do it so that it’s meaningful
for them to understand to get the
technique right.

“So, I say, ‘I’m not your personal
trainer. Look at me as your training
partner ‘cause we’re going to work on
this together, and this is not something
you need to be doing on your own.’

“Because I do health and fitness
within my deportment and grooming,
that’s when the ladies said, ‘Oh, can
you train us in the afternoons?’

“And it’s not something they can say,
‘Oh I can’t come because I’ve got kids

or I’ve got grandparents to look after’
because I say, 'Bring them with you.’

“We’re all 46; the youngest in the
group is 20, so that’s really good.”

Training partner Ursula Harris said
guarding against a family tendancy
towards diabetes was her primary
motivation.

“I’m the only one actually not
affected by it at the moment, so I want
to keep it that way,” she said.

“I’ve just got to get my diet
underway. It’s a bit hard, but I’ll get
there eventually.

“There’s a lot of things I’m not
having now that I’ve started, like I don’t
drink soft drinks as much as I used to
and rice is a big one too, so I just have
rice now and then, which is good.

“I dropped a couple of sizes; my
biggest was about 20 and now I’m
about 16 or 14.”

Noeleen Gordon said she started in
March this year and had also dropped a
few sizes, from 22 to 14.

“At first I couldn’t walk from here to
there to take my grandson for a walk. 
I was short winded and couldn’t just

walk," she said.
“I see a lot of changes in me."
Ms Corrie said she knew Noeleen

was also impressed to find she could
now carry shopping bags without
having to use a trolley.

“She had very dark skin before but
now a lot of colour has come back into
her and feeling really great," she said.

“Ursula had a sore leg and problems
with her leg and now she doesn’t have
that issue anymore.

“And we had another lady who was
here with us as well who had a lot of

problems and was on anti-
depressants and a lot of health
issues, and she basically couldn’t
even tie her own shoe lace.

“And then just after a few
sessions or so working with her
as well, we found she could do
her own shoelace now and she
can walk without running out of
breath and a lot of things have
actually progressed since then.”

She said she told them there was
no rush. “We don’t do all the running
around burpie stuff; we do strength
conditioning and taking the time and
toning them up as well losing the
weight, teaching them about nutrition,”
she said.

She said external business
partners, such as local dieticians, were
also supportive of the Body Conquer
idea.

“There’s others out there in the
health industry who are supporting
what we do here too," she said.

THE Western Australian Government
has announced the site for the
construction of a new $4.8 million
community mental health facility in
Broome.

The six-bed step-up, step-down
facility will be built at 57 Robinson

Street, facing Hamersley Street.
Mental Health Minister Andrea Mitchell said the

new facility would be a significant additional
resource in the Kimberley to help people with
mental health issues and their families.

“This facility is one of six that are being built
across Western Australia to provide short-term
residential support for people, following
hospitalisation for mental illness, or at risk of
possible hospitalisation,” she said.

“Step-up, step-down services can help people
recover safely in their community and help to keep
them out of hospital –  for some people this can be
the best option to promote recovery.

“The Mental Health Commission is committed to
the development of a facility that will address
specific needs of the Broome community, including
the cultural sensitivities around the treatment of
Indigenous people.”

BURRUN Dalai Aboriginal Children
and Family Support Services in
Kempsey, NSW, has opened their
Holistic Aboriginal Preventative
Pathways Initiative (HAPPI) Clinic.

More than 80 people turned out for the launch
including Secretary for Family and Community
Services Michael Coutts-Trotter, Federal Member
for Cowper Luke Hartsuyker and Burrun Dalai
chairperson Elizabeth Stirling.

The HAPPI Clinic is an early interventional
service, aiming to provide the best possible
outcome for Aboriginal children in Burrun Dalai’s
care.

Services provided by the clinic include speech
pathology; literacy teaching; trauma informed
neurological psychology assessments for families,
children and young people; trauma-informed
secondary counselling consults with foster carers;
drug and alcohol counselling; wellbeing
counselling; and genealogy services. 

Burrun Dalai chief executive Dana Syron-Clarke
said the HAPPI Clinic is the only of its kind in NSW.

“We aim to provide the best possible life
outcomes for our children and young people and
this just builds on what we do,” she said.

The opening of the clinic included performances
by children from Dalaigur Preschool, who sang
Christmas songs as well as heads, shoulders,
knees and toes in Dunghutti language.

Aunty Esther Quinlan was supported by
Greenhill Public School to welcome the visitors to
country, while Uncle John and Aunty Thelma Kelly
performed the smoking ceremony.

PALLIATIVE care
services will be
available in five
Aboriginal and
Torres Strait
Islander
communities in the

Northern Peninsula Area (NPA)
of Cape York, after St Vincent’s
Health Australia committed
$450,000, as part of a project
with Northern Peninsula Area
Family and Community Services
(NPAFACS) and Apunipima
Cape York Health Council.

People living in remote Cape
York communities – in particular
the five Aboriginal and Torres
Strait Islander communities of
Bamaga, Seisia, Injinoo,
Umagico and New Mapoon –
experience some of the highest
levels of chronic disease and
poorest health outcomes in
Australia but don’t have access
to local palliative care. 

The nearest palliative care is
more than 1000km away in
Cairns.

St Vincent’s Health Australia
said it responded to a need,
raised by NPAFACS through
Apunipima, for guidance to
develop a high-quality, culturally
appropriate palliative care
service, tailored and accessible
to the communities of the Cape. 

St Vincent’s Hospital
Melbourne’s Centre for Palliative
Care deputy director Mark

Boughey, said he and his
colleagues would listen to the
communities about their
palliative care needs.  

“It’s going to be a learning
exercise and an exercise in trust
building,” he said.

“We need to listen to the
people in community, and
understand what they want from
their palliative care service, so
that it will cater to the
requirements of those who will
access it.

“From there, an appropriate
service model can be developed,
and then local stories will spread
about how members of the
communities will die respectfully,
at home, on country and with
family.”  

Partnership
The NPA palliative care

project is an extension of an
ongoing partnership between St
Vincent’s and Apunipima that
already provides primary
healthcare services to 11 Cape
York communities and advocates
for 17 others, including those of
the Northern Peninsula Area. 

NPAFACS president Ugari
Nonam said with the highest
levels of chronic disease in the
country and an average life
expectancy of 58 years, there’s
considerable need for high-
quality and culturally appropriate
end-of-life care in the region. 

“There are currently no
palliative care services north of
Cairns, some 1000km away, and
certainly no end-of-life care
services appropriate to the
cultural requirements of
Aboriginal and Torres Strait
Islander peoples in Cape York,”
she said.

For the people of NPA’s five
communities who have a life-
limiting illness, accessing end of
life care means leaving the
community, leaving family and
country to travel to Cairns. 

Northern Peninsula Area
Regional Council mayor Edward
Newman said it’s hard enough
for those who are dying to move
away to Cairns, but it’s also very
hard for the family who can’t be
with them 

“In most cases, our Elders go
down to Cairns for palliative
care, close to death, and often
don’t return, and it’s their family,
the community that suffers the
burden of them dying away,” he
said.

Cr Newman said St Vincent’s
commitment to help address
NPA’s end of life service needs
has been a welcome step,
however sustained commitment,
for not just the current Elders but
the young people who will one
day be Elders and leaders of the
communities, it’s an essential
requirement for long-term
success.

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ANDREW Beckett
has always
privately hoped the
first artists to sign
onto his dream
production
company

‘Bullroarer Records’ would be his
own former band Tribal Link.

The Woorabinda/Cherbourg
band played extensively across
Queensland and around the
country in the late 1990s to early
2000s and, more recently, at the
Woorabinda Warriors Rugby
League “Age of Origin” series
final in 2014.

It was enough for a spark of
hope for Mr Beckett.

“Since the split of Tribal Link I
think lots of people asked me:
‘How’s the music going? What
are you doing and everything?’”
he said.

“For the past 10 to 15 years
I’ve been under the radar, but I’ve
always had my finger in regards
to music in one way or another.

“In that time I’ve studied, done
some study at the Byron Bay
School of Audio Engineering.

“I’ve been working in
Cherbourg for the past 10 years,
and finalised my training with the
Sunshine Coast TAFE.

“And, whilst in that process
I’ve built a purpose-built
recording studio on my private

property in Murgon, next to
Cherbourg, and my wife (Trish)
and I we have a company,
Jemalong Productions, and
under that umbrella of our
company we’re actually
Bullroarer Records, so we are a
registered record label as well.

“I haven’t signed anyone to
date; maybe Tribal Link can be
the first artist on my label.”

Former lead guitarist Les
O’Chin said anything was
possible.

“Andrew’s done a lot of new
stuff and we’ve all learned to be

better musicians since we’ve split
up and came back together," he
said.

“I found it's a very big
possibility that we could be a
better band again.”

He said they were all still
playing.

“We’ve all went our own ways
into different genres and different
music styles,” he said.

“And as we came back we
found out when we got together
up in Baralaba in 2014, it actually
panned out pretty good.

“We only had a couple of

practices and we were still
linked.”

Mr Beckett said their
combined experiences amounted
to great possibilities.

“When we played, it sort of lit
a spark,” he said. “Back in the
day we used to dream about this
sort of stuff, I’m saying now it’s in
the palm of my hands that we
can do this totally independently.

“We have a recording studio,
we've got the skills and
qualifications to do the job; we’ve
got the experience; they’ve got
the talent and the musical skills,

and we’ve got the songs that we
never really got recorded.

“I think if we ever do an album
we’ll probably call it Tribal Link
Our Way, which is we’ll do it our
way this time.

“We don’t have any great
expectations of cracking the big
time or anything, but it’s kind of
more of just putting our own
minds at rest – to say this is who
we really are and this is the
music that we make and this is
what people used to come and
listen to.”

THE New England

On the afternoon of June 10,
1838, 11 convicts and ex-convict
stockmen led by a squatter
slaughtered 28 Aboriginal people
camped at the station of Myall
Creek in the New England region.

Myall Creek and Beyond,
being developed by NEREAM in
partnership with the Friends of
Myall Creek, will produce an
exhibition and range of public
programs responding to the
massacre and court case of 1883
and the theme of reconciliation.

Art museum director Robert
Heather said the aim is to find a
guest curator who will work with
NERAM and partners, selected
artists and the local community to
create an artist-in-residence
program at the 2017 Myall Creek
Memorial event, leading to an
exhibition at NERAM in June

2018 to coincide with the 180th
anniversary of the massacre.

“The massacre was of
enormous historical significance
in our region and nationally
because it was the only time
when the white perpetrators of a
massacre were arrested, tried
and executed according to the
due legal process of the era,” he
said.

“The history of the Myall Creek
Memorial event which has been
held every June since 2000 is
also a story of active
reconciliation between the
Indigenous and non-Indigenous
communities of our region as
well.  

“We have received funding
from the Regional Arts Fund for
stage one of the project in 2017
and will also be seeking funding
and support for the exhibition in
2018.

“The person we are hoping to
find will be an experienced
curator who has worked with
artists and communities on
projects which address complex
issues.”

different style of netball in the UK,” she said.
“We’ll have a great advantage in being

able to put out different styles of attack and
defence. Our coaches have really been
focusing on doing the basics well in every
training session. We have about a month
before we have our first game and I'm really
looking forward to the challenge.”

Janz-Dawson was well settled in WA as
well with her work with the Wirrpanda, which
was recently recognised with the Women in
Sport Local Heroine Award.

While it was difficult to leave that in the
short term, she saw this move as a once-in-
a-lifetime chance in terms of the netball and
living and working in a new environment.

“I’m employed by the universities of
Worcester and Gloucester to do netball
coaching so I’ve got a few college and
university teams to look after. 

“We train most evenings and my priority
is my netball training so I spend most of my
downtime doing stretching and recovery,”
she said.

“I am over here for the full netball season,
but we will see what happens. I never
thought that I would ever move out of Perth,
but I can already see how much I’ve grown
in the small amount of time that I had to
make adult decisions. I do miss home
though and the warm weather.”
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THERE  are certain
Australian Football League
(AFL) players who can not

only transform a game, but can
transform a club or a community.

In my recent column, I wrote
about the significance of Cyril
Rioli extending his contract at
Hawthorn. 

The Adelaide Crows have
made a similar statement by
signing star forward Eddie Betts
to a contract extension until the
end of 2020 that will almost
certainly finish his career at the
club.

The 30-year-old has signed a
new three-year deal with the
Crows after joining the club at
the end of 2013 from Carlton.

And as important an influence
Betts has been on the club, it is
important to acknowledge the
opportunities for growth the
game has given him.

And it was opportunities on
the field that Betts spoke of
when he signed the extension,

“The club is in great shape
and we have such a positive
environment where everyone
works really hard but also knows
how to make it enjoyable as
well,” he  said.

“Playing finals footy is what it
is all about and after
experiencing that the last couple
of years I know this playing
group is capable of much more.

“Everyone at the club has
been really good to me and I
love our fans too.

“They have made my family
and I feel so welcome from the
first day I arrived.”

Betts, who has played 83
consecutive games, hasn’t
missed a match since joining the
Crows and has topped the club’s
goal-kicking in each of the past
three years.

The cult hero kicked a 
career-high 75 goals last season
and was recognised with his
second consecutive All
Australian blazer, finished
runner-up in the Crows’ club
champion award and top-five in

the peer-voted AFL Players’
Association MVP trophy.

He also won Adelaide’s
coveted Phil Walsh Best Team
Man Award, and claimed 
back-to-back Goal of the Year
crowns.

Crows general manager list
management and strategy Justin
Reid said Betts was an elite
player who had developed into
an influential leader on and off
the football field.

“Everyone knows that Eddie
is a special talent, but he also
understands and contributes to
our team-first approach and
culture,” Reid said.

“His durability is testament to
the way he trains and prepares,
and he has a clear picture of
where we are heading and wants
to continue on the journey.”

Betts has become a leader
and a mentor with his off-field
contribution just as important as
his reputation as one of the
AFL’s most exciting and
charismatic players.

But when he entered the
system in 2004, he didn’t even
know how to spell exciting, let
alone charismatic.

Couldn’t read, write
By his own admission, when

he first arrived at Carlton via the
rookie draft, Betts was a ‘little fat
kid running around’ who didn’t
know how to read or write.

But today, Betts likes to think
he’s a role model for all players
and fans, not just those who are
Indigenous.

“I go out to schools and I
preach about education because
I didn’t really go to school,” he
said.

“I skipped a lot and then I
shifted to Melbourne when I was
14 and didn’t really do schooling.
When I got drafted, I couldn’t
read and couldn’t write — I could
read a little bit but I didn’t know
how to spell. I didn’t know what I
was reading and signing, so I
had to do literacy and numeracy
classes for the first three years at
Carlton. They got a private tutor.

“So when I go to schools or

out in the community, I preach
that education is the most
important thing.”

Leaving Carlton to join the
Crows was the biggest challenge
of his career.

“At that time I didn’t want to
leave. I love the club. I’m a life
member. I love the fans, I love
the cheer squad — I was pretty
close with them,” Betts said of
Carlton.

“It was hard to leave because
this is my home. This is where I
grew up basically, playing for
Carlton.

“When I finally made the
decision to move to Adelaide, I
went home and cried for three
hours. It was the toughest
decision I’ve ever had to make,
but also one of the best.”

However Betts’ decision has
been a masterstroke for the
player and his club.

Since crossing over to the
Crows, he has kicked at least 50
goals in each season — a feat
he only achieved once at the
Blues.

Popular with teammates and
respected by football fans and
the wider community, Betts and
his young family have also had a
profound impact off the field at
Adelaide.

Betts – with the support of
wife Anna – mentors a number of
young Crows, especially the
Club’s Indigenous players, and is
involved with several charities,
including the Crows Children’s
Foundation.

These are the players who
build the fabric of a club.

I know from my time at the
Swans how critical the
involvement of the senior players
is in building a positive team and
club culture.

When a player of Betts’
stature embraces that role, you
know the club is heading in the
right direction.

Eddie Betts is a rare talent.
The Crows are building

something special and he is a
key ingredient.

While his 13th Origin series
will be his last in the Maroon, the
four-times Dally M award-winner
has set his sights on the 2017
World Cup as a representative
swansong.

“My goal is to warrant
selection in the World Cup and
make sure I make that squad,”
he said.

“The Cowboys have been
great to me on and off the field.

“If I get through this year well,
I’d like to put all my focus into
the Cowboys.”

Sandow avoided a conviction
after he agreed to magistrate
Andrew Hackett’s unorthodox
request that he become a
community spokesman for
conflict resolution in Cherbourg,
stating he had the potential to be
the next Johnathan Thurston.

“You hold a position in the
community of pre-eminence,” Mr
Hackett said.

“I think you are a leader.
Leaders lead – fighting is not
leading.

“Don’t just play for yourself;
it’s what JT (Johnathan
Thurston) does.”

Sandow spent the next 40

minutes hiding inside the court
and declined an invitation to
comment on the magistrate’s
gesture.

He could also be seen
pretending to leave and taking
photos of waiting media.

The fallen halfback then fled
out a back door and then drove
his black sedan past the
cameras who were still waiting
out front and blasting the horn.

Sandow returned to Australia
last year after quitting his
English Super League club
Warrington because he was
homesick, with Wolves chief
executive Tony Smith labelling
him ‘a pain’ following his
departure.

FOR Tjimarri
Sanderson-Milera,
2016 was
exhilarating and
exasperating. 

In the Bay
Sheffield final on December 28,
Sanderson-Milera was just 0.04
second from sprinting immortality. 

The Bay Sheffield is South
Australia's iconic foot race and last
year was in its 130th year.

Sanderson-Milera ran a brave
second to fellow South Australian
Ryan Atkins. 

Last Easter he also finished
second in the nation’s most famous
sprint race – the Stawell Gift – to
Isaac Dunmore, of Queensland. That
loss was by 0.03 second.

“Two seconds in a year,” Tjimarri
Sanderson-Milera mused.  

“That’s pro running. 
“I was fourth in the 2014 Bay

Sheffield final, decided not to run last
year and now this result."

This time, the winner Atkins ran off
7.5 metres and was favourite with
bookmakers. 

He held off the now 
Queensland-based dual-sport
Indigenous talent and backmarker
Sanderson-Milera.

It was a blanket finish, with a little
more than a metre covering the entire
field.

In the run-up to the final,
Sanderson-Milera had won his heat
and semifinal comfortably. 

Only backmarker
His heat time was a solid 12.643

seconds and the semifinal was very
similar (12.679). He was the only
backmarker to make the final. 

In the final, Atkins clocked 12.566
seconds, while Sanderson-Milera,
wearing red, starting three metres
behind and clocked 12.607 seconds.
Evan Jarvis in the black bib and off 11
metres, was third in 12.715 seconds. 

“Being the back marker, I had a lot
of ground to cover,” Sanderson-Milera
said.

“This is another close one to put in
the books. 

“Winning is what you want, so
finishing second is frustrating. 

“You need to cop it on the chin and
work harder.”

During his nine-day break in
Adelaide, Sanderson-Milera returned
to his roots, running a training session
with his foundation club, the Port
Adelaide Aboriginal Athletics Squad. 

While South Australia will always
be home for the 23-year-old, he is
now a Gold Coast resident at Palm
Beach and a competitor for the
Currumbin Surf and Vikings (athletics)
clubs.

Just before returning to Adelaide,
he won the third series of ‘The
Fastest Man on Sand’ at Coolangatta
where he collected first place in the
open beach sprint and the open
beach flags.

Just over a week ago, 
Sanderson-Milera ran in Brisbane at
the Alana Boyd Shield, running
personal bests in the 100m and
400m, qualifying him for Athletic Track
Nationals in Sydney next April.

Track focus
“I will be concentrating on track

running for the remainder of the
season,” Sanderson-Milera said. 

“A goal is to make the national
team for the 2018 Commonwealth
Games. 

“The surf life saving events and
the track events are on at the same
time. 

“Ahead, I have the Canberra state
titles and the Queensland state titles,
and hopefully one Grand Prix event
before the nationals.

“I’ll be at Stawell at Easter as well.” 
“I’m aiming for a sub-21 second

200m time,” Sanderson-Milera said.
“Making the final of the national

200 and 400 metres is an aim and
placing in the top three would be even
better.  

In the middle of the 2017,
Sanderson-Milera will travel to
Phoenix, Arizona, for altitude training
with the elite ‘Altis’ program, noted
among the best in the world.

HAVING gone through the
pain of two knee
reconstructions since being
the No 1 draft pick ahead of
the women’s exhibition
matches, Tiah Haynes is
excited to be preparing for the

inaugural Australian Football League (AFL)
women’s season with the Fremantle
Dockers.

Haynes was considered one of the best
young female footballers back in 2014 when
selected as the No 1 pick in the mini-draft
ahead of the Melbourne-Western Bulldogs
exhibition matches of that year.

Things couldn’t have been much better at
that point for the exciting midfielder whose
father John played in the West Australian
Football League (WAFL) with Perth.

But it didn’t last.
That very same weekend, while playing

with her local club the Coastal Titans,
Haynes went down with a knee injury that
required a reconstruction and sidelined her
for the next 12 months.

She worked hard on her rehabilitation
and was back playing in 2015 and in good
form as well, taking part in Western

Australia’s historic first state game victory
over Victoria.

It wasn’t quite the day she hoped for
personally, though, as Haynes went down
with another knee injury and again it was a
second reconstruction needed. 

Given it was late in the 2015 season as
well, it meant that she also missed the entire
2016 campaign.

So the last official game Haynes has
played was that state game win where she
was injured.

But she has always been a prodigious
talent and that’s why Fremantle Dockers
coach Michelle Cowan, who also coached
Melbourne in the exhibition matches,
selected her with No 36 in last October’s
draft ahead of this year’s inaugural AFL
women's competition.

The 23-year-old has now been part of
full training and is looking to earn her spot
in the Dockers team for the season opener
against the Western Bulldogs on Saturday,
February 4.

“I’m feeling pretty good,” Haynes said.
“I’ve had two knee reconstructions in the

past couple of years so getting out there at
this intensity and at this elite level is pretty
awesome. I’m feeling good and pretty fit, so
I’m excited to get out there, that’s for sure.”

Haynes has also been impressed by the
standard of training in terms of the skill level
and fitness at the Dockers.

“Training has been pretty tough and
we’ve all been put through our paces a fair
bit, but because of that you can definitely
see the fitness levels improve. It’s great to
see,” she said.

“I’m pretty impressed with the standard of
our training. There’s a couple of girls I’ve
only ever seen a couple of times before so
seeing them come through is really exciting
as well. It will be great once we get out there
and start playing matches.”

For many female footballers, the dream
of taking part in a national league seems
far-fetched. But now that it’s reality, Haynes
is as excited as anyone to be part of it and
is looking forward to the support of her
family, friends and colleagues.

“It’s absolutely awesome. I’m actually
loving the fact that we get down here all
together three times a week, and the
intensity that we all want to show. We want
to put on a showcase of what we want to
do,” Haynes said.

“My friends and family are pretty excited
to watch me play, especially people that I
work with as well. They are all keen to get
around it and see how we all go.”

THE National
Rugby League’s
(NRL’s) probe
into allegations
of misbehaviour
against James

Roberts have been complicated
by a Gold Coast nightclub
refusing to hand over video
footage.

The league’s integrity unit is
looking into claims the Brisbane
star forcefully pulled a woman’s
hair at the Love Nightlife
nightclub early on Sunday,
January 15.

NRL investigators have
reportedly spoken to the 
23-year-old Roberts, his accuser
and nightclub staff as part of
their probe.

But the nightclub’s owner said
he was legally unable to provide
footage to the NRL, hindering
efforts to piece together Roberts’
actions, News Corp Australia
reported.

“Against the law”
“It’s against the law under the

Liquor Act until it becomes an
official investigation,” Love
Nightlife’s Tony Rigas told News
Corp.

“It has to be an official
investigation by the QPS
(Queensland Police Service) or
Liquor Licensing before I can do
anything.”

The alleged incident has put
centre Roberts’ off-field
behaviour in the spotlight once
again.

He was fined $20,000 by the
Broncos last year following
allegations that he abused a
female staff member in a
drunken incident at Brisbane’s
Normanby Hotel when he was
refused service.

Roberts checked in to a
rehabilitation facility in Thailand
at the end of last year’s rugby

league season.
It was reported that Roberts

allegedly grabbed the 
23-year-old woman from behind
early on the night of January 15,
yanking her head back, causing
pain to her neck before he was
removed from the premises.

The woman is reportedly
reluctant to make an official
complaint and Queensland
police confirmed on January 17
that none had been lodged.

Broncos chief executive Paul
White also said the club had also
not received a complaint and
was not made aware of the
alleged incident until informed by

the media.
“I immediately notified the

NRL integrity unit and they have
subsequently commenced their
inquiries,” White said.

“The club supports these
enquiries being conducted
independently and expediently,
will offer any assistance and
support required and will only
make further comment once the
process has been completed.”

Roberts made his debut at
South Sydney in 2011, but was
sacked the following season
after what the club claimed were
breaches of his playing
contracts.

He was picked up by Penrith,
but sacked two seasons later
following a number of
behavioural issues allegedly
culminated in him smashing a
taxi window in 2014.

Gold Coast next
He was then moved to the

Gold Coast, and was fined
$3000 later that year by the club
after he was arrested during a
boozy night out for public
nuisance and obstructing police
– charges that were later
dropped in court.

He enjoyed a drama-free
2015 season, before a contract

bungle at the fault of the Titans
saw him shift to the Broncos,
where he found more success
on the field amid August’s
controversy off it.

The latest upheaval came just
a day after Broncos teammate
David Mead said Roberts had
matured and was ready to return
to his best this season.

Mead said the 23-year-old
was back on the right track after
his first full pre-season with
Brisbane and was poised to
reunite with Mead, his former
teammate at Gold Coast, on
their right edge.

Improvement
“I’ve noticed an improvement

in him as a person,” said Mead,
who played outside of Roberts
for two seasons at the Titans.

“He tells me he’s feeling
pretty happy and he’s excited to
play this year, so I’m excited for
him.

“Obviously he’s got a lot good
people around him here at the
Broncos and he’s very well
looked after.”

Mead has been training on
the wing with the Broncos since
starting pre-season in November
and said he was relishing the
chance to play alongside
Roberts again.

“He likes to get early ball and
just do what he can,” he said.

“With Jimmy, you can have
three defenders and two
attackers and he'll create
something out of nothing. That's
the type of player he is. I've
scored a couple of tries off him
(like that).

“If he just gets back to playing
instinctively, that’s where his best
football comes in.”

Mead, 28, has moved NRL
clubs for the first time after
starting his career with the Titans
in 2008. – AAP

In the men’s competition,
the Blues side included quick
Djarli Bloomfield, from Western
Creek-Molongio, in the
Southern ACT region, and left-
arm orthodox spinner Ben
Mitchell, from the Australian
Southern University team. 

Mixture
This year the men’s

competition was a mixture of
Twenty20 and 50-over
matches. 

Mitchell, who was also at
the 2016 tournament in Mount
Gambier, finished with 11
wickets, securing at least one
victim in nine of the 10 games
he played. 

His effort against South
Australia Country in the T20
fixture at Judy Masters Park
was outstanding and went a
long way to setting up that
victory. 

Opening the bowling, the
spinner took 2-8 from his four
overs.

Pepper and Williams also
toured India last year with the
Indigenous Australian team.

The South Australian
Outbacks had two
representatives –  Cara Fiebig,
from the Mid North of the state,
and left-arm pace bowler Febi
Mansell. 

For the young Northern
Territory outfit, Camilla Grey,
from the Gapview Works in
Alice Springs, also played.

Fiebig, who played for the
SA Scorpions before returning
to teach in rural South
Australia, was part of the
catalyst to the Outbacks
making the semifinal stage of
the women’s competition.

Van Veen only received
limited opportunities with the
bat, being not out in three of
five trips to the crease. 

For the experienced NT
player Gray, her best with the
bat was an unbeaten 15
against the eventual title
winners East Asia Pacific.

Her best bowling effort was
1-14 from three overs against
WA Country. 

Goodger Chandler, known

Barba hopefully will be
available to return in round 11 of
the competition when the Sharks
host the Cowboys at home.

If his contract is registered,
he will miss the World Club
Series, the Auckland Nines and
the first 10 rounds after testing
positive to cocaine during the
celebrations of the club’s historic
premiership victory.

More to offer
Barba has already paid a

significant financial penalty, but
still has much to offer as a
player.

He needs to secure the
immediate financial security of
his family and the stability and
structure that the game provides
will be an important foundation
for him returning to the field.

Meanwhile, the Gold Coast
has fought off intense interest in
star forward Ryan James to lock
him into a long-term deal with
the club.

James has extended his deal
a further three seasons which
will keep him on the Gold Coast
until the end of 2020.

The 25-year-old attracted

serious interest from rivals
Brisbane, but, as a one-club
player, James’ preference was
always to stay.

“I’m glad we’ve been able to
get it all sorted and over the
line,” James said.

“It’s all come to an end point
now and I get to be at the club
that I love for the next four years.

“I love the Gold Coast, I love
playing for the Titans, and my
family love that they can come
and watch the majority of my
games, so that all went into this
decision.

“They talk about becoming a
one-club man and there is
potential for it now. I’ll be 29 at
the end of this contract, so
hopefully I can achieve that and
be the person that everyone
aspires to be.”

As I wrote in a recent article,
James is the type of player you
want at a club and coach Neil
Henry obviously agrees.

“Ryan is a key member of
our playing squad and I’m
extremely pleased that he has
committed to the club for a
further three years,” Henry said.

“He is a member of the
leadership group, a terrific
trainer, an asset on the field and
someone that the younger guys
look up to. They are all important
attributes we want in our senior
players here at the Titans.”

James has the potential to
emulate Johnathan Thurston as
leader at club level and it was
pleasing to see that JT has
ended speculation about his
future, confirming he'll play on
with North Queensland into the
2018 NRL season.

JT has also announced this
year’s State of Origin series will
be his last, with the end-of-year
World Cup also his last hurrah in
Australian colours.

Thurston said his decision
was difficult amid uncertainty
around the 2018 salary cap.

While his 13th Origin series
will be his last in the Maroon, the
four-times Dally M award-winner
has set his sights on the 2017
World Cup as a representative
swansong.

“My goal is to warrant
selection in the World Cup and
make sure I make that squad,”
he said.

“The Cowboys have been
great to me on and off the field.

“If I get through this year well,
I’d like to put all my focus into
the Cowboys.”

JT opened up about the
importance of his family and how
his time at the Cowboys had
also allowed him to develop
personally and as a role model
and leader in the community.

“The most important role I
play in life is to be the best father

and husband I can be,” JT said.
“I spend all my off-field time

with them, including taking the
girls to swimming lessons each
week.”

He also keeps himself
grounded through his close
group of friends.

“I surround myself with good
people who are also positive and
community minded,” he said. 

“I have a very close network
of family and friends. 

“I also have a big role within
the community and work with
people from all backgrounds. 

“When I do get the chance to
have a round of golf, my score
certainly keeps me grounded.”

He also provided an insight
as to how he maintains a
balance and provides a key
message to aspiring young
players.

“I believe I have been able to
achieve this balance as I can
quickly make mental shifts
between work and home,” he
said. 

“I have the ability to be able
to switch off from the pressures
of the job, and give my loved
ones my full attention. 

“I think this is really
important.”

It is the same advice he offers
to all people who struggle to
balance their work and life
commitments.

Switch off
“Although work is very

important, learn to switch off and
really be present when you are
with loved ones,” he said.

The growth in JT as a person
during his time at the Cowboys
becomes clear when he speaks
about being a positive role
model.

“Being a positive role model
is one of the most important jobs
I have today,” he said.

“I understand how much of a
difference sportspeople can
make to the lives of different
people.

“However, working in the
community space wasn’t always
something that came naturally to
me at first.

“When I first moved to
Townsville, my career kickstarted
really quickly. I didn’t quite know
how to deal with the community
expectations.

“Today, however, it is a
different story, and I am very
passionate about my culture and
heritage. 

“Whenever I can, I send out
positive messages to Indigenous
kids to stay in school and get a
good education. 

“I want them to finish school
and become positive role models
within their own communities.” 

As we approach the All Stars
match, JT has captured all that
week is about.

It is a message all the players
will be sharing in their
community engagement
activities across the week.

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ASHLEIGH Barty’s Australian
Open party is over, with the
wildcard falling at the hands of
German tennis veteran Mona
Barthel in the third round in
Melbourne on Friday night.

Barty put in a spirited display over two hours
at a packed Rod Laver Arena, but lost 6-4 3-6
6-3 to the qualifier.

The Queenslander had the match on her
racquet with a dominant second-set
performance, thrashing 17 winners to six.

The match was hers to lose when she
claimed an early break in the third set.

In her comeback Australian Open, nerves
got the better of the 20-year-old as she gave
away the ascendancy.

“I never really felt like I had control,” she
said.

“I don’t know how I was able to get that
second set, to be honest.

“It was a bit scrappy. I just hung in there
long enough.”

Despite the result, Barty had already
achieved her best result at a major tournament
after her well-publicised spell away from the
game to play cricket.

“If you would have asked me 12 months ago
if I was going to be in the third round of the
Australian Open, I would say, ‘Mate, you’re
kidding,” she said.

“It’s disappointing tonight that we couldn’t
execute what we wanted but it’s still a very
positive week."

If there’s just one request from Barty, it’s an
end to the references to the comeback which
began 12 months ago.

“I felt like it was a comeback maybe for the
first two months. When I played my first
tournament, I felt like we folded straight back

into it,” she said.
“I feel like I’m sort of back where I belong

and it’s been that way for many months now.”
Barty will rise around 70 places to sit around

the edges of the world’s top 150 with the result.
Barthel – a former Hobart International

champion – didn't have the crowd on her side,
but does have her own comeback story.

The 26-year-old was sidelined with chronic
fatigue syndrome last year and has reached
the last 16 of a grand slam for the first time.

The German was to play Venus Williams,
who eviscerated Duan Ying-Ying 6-1 6-0 earlier
on Friday, for a quarter-final berth.

A string of upsets left world No 223 Barty to
square off against Barthel, whose ranking
slipped to 181 after she spent four and a half
months on the sidelines last year recovering
from a back injury.

The German had never ventured further
than the round of 32 in 24 successive major
campaigns.

Fine doubles record
Barty’s previous best grand slam results

have come in doubles, where she reached the
title match at the Australian Open, Wimbledon
and the US Open in 2013 alongside great
friend Casey Dellacqua.

Dellacqua has been partnering Barty in the
women’s doubles again this year at Melbourne
Park, having played a key role in convincing
the 20-year-old to give tennis another serious
shot.

She didn’t really have to talk me into it,”
said Barty.

“I think deep down I knew it was the right
time anyway.

“It was nice to have Case there.
“She’s like a big sister to me and it was nice

to have her to chat through it with.”
Barty had nothing to lose in her clash with

Barthel, who won their only previous
encounter.

“She absolutely flogged me off the court,”
admitted Barty of the 2-6 6-0 6-1 loss at the
2013 Hobart International.

Barty reached the third round after a
convincing 7-5 6-1 win over American Shelby
Rogers, who had earlier upset fourth seed
Simona Halep.

She said while the win over Rogers was
amazing, it was the way she played that she
was most happy with, making only 11 unforced
errors.

Up 5-1 in the second set, Barty said she still
felt plenty of nerves trying to wrap up the
Margaret Court Arena match.

“My heart was beating out of my chest,”
said said.

“It was so nice to play well; regardless of
the result, I would have been very happy.

“Now everything for me is a bonus.”
After walking away from tennis as an 18-

year-old, Barty has added maturity as well as
power to her game.

“I'm a lot different this time,” she said.
“I will have prepared much better and play

within myself now more this time and I’m much
more confident out on the court.

“It’s nice to go out there and feel like I
belong right from the get-go.”

Barty opened the tournament by downing
German baseliner Annika Beck.

She overcame sluggish starts in both sets
to down Beck 6-4 7-5.

Barty was the aggressor throughout her
clash with Beck, dominating the winners’ count
33-13, although she said that added power had
little to do with her time as a cricketer. – AAP

The powerful Kiwi batter
continued her assault on the
bowlers, hitting a six out of the
ground in the final over to
finish with 45 runs as the
Sixers made a total of 5-148. 

Gardner also starred with
the ball, finishing with 2-22 off
four overs.

Mundine pulls this
off, people will
have to start
calling him the
black Houdini.

That’s the belief of the former
rugby league star, who takes on
bitter rival Danny Green in a
highly anticipated boxing rematch
on February 3.

The 43-year-old Mundine will
likely be giving up as much as
13kg in weight to Green by the
time the pair step into the ring at
the Adelaide Oval.

“I never really thought it was
going to happen to be honest. 
He went up in weight, to 
cruiser-weight,” Mundine told
reporters in Sydney on Friday.

“He fought some big men,
pretty much heavyweights.
Antonio Tarver is now a
heavyweight, the cruiser-weight
champion.

“This is some David-Goliath
stuff, what’s going on right here.

“If I can pull this off, you all
gotta call me the black Houdini or
something because this is
something that’s not supposed to
happen. This don’t come around,
not even in generations.”

The fight is set at a 
catch-weight limit of 83kg, a far
cry from the 76.2kg super
middleweight limit the duo faced

off in their previous meeting in
2006, which Mundine won.

Mundine was a underdog then
and he was quick to seize the
status again.

“The weight advantage is a
massive deal. For people that
don’t know boxing, guys that give
away half a kilo or a kilo get fined
massive money. It’s big just giving
away one kilo,” he said.

“I’m coming up four divisions.
We ain’t fighting at cruiser-weight,
we’re fighting at Danny weight,
what Danny wanted to fight at. So
I’m leaving him no excuse. All the
pressure’s on him.

“I should be 100-1 underdog,
for real. Thirteen kilos, man, my
last fight was 69.5 I come in at.
We’re fighting at 83. I won’t even
make 83. But I’ll be a strong, fit,
ready 79-80kg.”

With both boxers believed to
pocket $10 million each for the 
re-match, Mundine advised his
nemesis to be thankful just for the
opportunity to exact some
revenge.

“To Danny, be humble man. Be
gracious. I’m giving you another
pay day,” he said.

“Be gracious that I made your
career. Without me, you’d be
nobody. You’d still be fighting in
RSLs. At the end of the fight,
thank me for what I done for the
sport and your career.” – AAP

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Cara’s hat trick highlight of cricket carnival

CARA Fiebig has etched
herself in South Australian
Country cricket history. 

As Western Australian
Country collapsed from 1-37 to
be all out for 50, Fiebig ripped

through the tail and ended the game with a 
hat trick at the Australian Country Cricket
Championships (ACCC) in Wollongong.

She sent down just 11 deliveries and finished
with 4-3 .

“It is my second hat trick,” dual sporting
talent Fiebig said.

“The first one was when I was actually
having a year off and I played an A-grade game
for Northern Jets against my current SACA club,
Kensington about five years ago.”  

A little more research found that Fiebig
dominated that contest, making 132 not out and
taking match figures of 7-2 across the Browns’
two innings, including that hat trick. 

The SA Outbacks women’s team won their
ACCC round three contest at Ziems Park,
Corrimal, by 67 runs after bowling WA out with
five overs and one ball to spare. 

Fiebig now has the first hat trick in ACCC
women’s cricket and also the first in SA
Outbacks history – men or women.

The off-spinning all-rounder went on to win
the ACCC bowling award, collecting 13 wickets
during the minor round and finishing with 14
scalps at an outstanding average over 9.5 runs
per victim.

Add the 109 runs she scored at an average
of 21.8, it came as no surprise that she was
named in the Australian Country XII announced
at the end of the carnival.

Fiebig teaches in Port Pirie. Her Aboriginal
heritage comes through her mother’s side of the
family.

She did not play any cricket this summer
coming to the ACCC, but did play for
Wandearah in the local men’s competition in the
2015-16 summer.

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Our new champion
WHILE Daniel Geale’s
professional boxing career
is at the crossroads,
another Indigenous fighter
– Renold Quinlan – is
taking on the world.

Former world champion Geale suffered
a shock second-round knockout loss to
Quinlan in Launceston, Tasmania, last
October.

Quinlan shocked the nation when he
beat Geale for the vacant International
Boxing Organisation (IBO) super-
middleweight world title and now he wants
to shock the world.

The 27-year-old will defend his IBO title
for the first time when he heads to the
United Kingdom early next month to take on
Chris Eubank Jnr.

The London fight was hastily arranged
after Quinlan was originally looking for an

Australian opponent on the Anthony
Mundine-Danny Green card next month
before he was offered the Eubank fight.

“I always say I’m not afraid to fight
anyone. This opportunity came up and so
straight away I took it with both hands,” the
Dunghutti man said.

The fight will be on February 4 at the
Lee Valley VeloPark in London.

Mundine’s fight with Danny Green is also
on February 4 – in Adelaide.

Eubank Jnr is the son of former world
champion Eubank Snr and is ranked by
some as one of the best middleweights in
the world.

Eubank, who has 18 knockout wins from
his 24 fights, will be coming up to super-
middleweight at 75kg to fight Quinlan.

For Quinlan, who sits on an 11-1 record,
it will be his first professional bout
overseas.

“The atmosphere’s probably going to be
on a whole other level but I don’t think
about that,” he said.

“I’m just going to get into the ring and do
whatever I can to win.”

Quinlan said wanted even bigger
fighters.

“Winning this fight will open up so many
doors for me,” he said. “The sky’s the limit
after this one.”

Golovkin on the radar
Trainer Lepani Wilson said Quinlan was

still aiming to fight his way up the ranks to
get to Kazakh champion Gennady ‘GGG’
Golovkin.

“We weren’t getting any responses in
Australia so we thought we would go
straight to the big stage,” he said.

“We’re still aiming to work our way up to
GGG.”

Quinlan grew up in Minto and
Rosemeadow and attended Sarah Redfern
High School.

He had an amateur career of 15 fights
for 12 wins and three losses.

His father is Indigenous Australian of the
Dunghutti people of the NSW Mid North
Coast and his mother is Fijian.

Since turning pro in 2008, Quinlan had a
lay-off for nearly two years before returning
in early 2010.

He had just one fight in early 2011 and
then had another two years off.

Some of his fights have been on
undercards against his good friend Anthony
Mundine.

After his upset win over Geale inside two
rounds, Quinlan declared he would become
this country’s next superstar.
