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Violation,
failure,

disaster,
waste...

10 years on, they’re just some
of the words being used to

describe the NT Intervention
“YOU couldn’t believe
the damage they have
done to us.” That’s
how Yolngu Elder
Reverend Dr Djiniyini
Gondarra describes
the effects of the

Northern Territory Intervention on
his people.

It was a decade ago this month
that then Prime Minister John
Howard, seizing on the Little
Children are Sacred report on
sexual abuse in the remote NT
communities, declared there was a
‘national emergency’ in the NT and
ordered the Intervention.

Measures ordered included
compulsory income management
and health checks for children,
alcohol restrictions on Aboriginal
land, linking welfare payments 
to children’s attendance at 
school, compulsory acquisition 

of townships, the scrapping of the
permit system and other
restrictions.

A decade on, Indigenous leaders
have condemend the Intervention
as a complete failure and disaster.

National Aboriginal Community
Controlled Aboriginal Health
Organisation (NACCHO) chief
executive Pat Turner told ABC radio
that under the Intervention nothing
had improved for Aboriginal people.

Luritja/Arrernte man Vince
Forrester said the Intervention had
taken away Aboriginal people’s
control.

Danila Dilba Health Service chief
executive Olga Havnen said the
vast majority of funds under the
Intervention have been squandered.

SYDNEYSIDERS have the
opportunity to step inside a
traditional gunya shelter,
dance to live music and
sample modern bush tucker

in Hyde Park during NAIDOC Week.
The City of Sydney’s annual NAIDOC in

the City event, held from 11am-3pm on
Monday, July 3, is a free celebration of
Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander
cultures. 

The theme of NAIDOC Week 2017 is
‘our languages matter’. 

National NAIDOC Committee co-chair
Anne Martin said languages are the breath
of life for Indigenous peoples and the
theme will raise awareness of the status
and importance of Indigenous languages
across the country.

“Aboriginal and Torres Strait languages
are not just a means of communication,
they express knowledge about 
everything: law, geography, history, family
and human relationships, philosophy,
religion, anatomy, childcare, health, caring
for country, astronomy, biology and food,”
she said.

“Each language is associated with an
area of land and has a deep spiritual
significance and it is through their own
languages, that Indigenous nations
maintain their connection with their
ancestors, land and law.”

A highlight of this year’s NAIDOC in the
City event is the installation of a gunya, a
ceremonial site and shelter constructed
from cane and bark. The gunya will be
home to didgeridoo and dance workshops
and storytelling sessions. 

Kids can start their school holidays with

a range of fun outdoor activities, from face
painting and weaving, to sport and music. 

The giant earth oven will be fired 
up once again, offering a delicious feast 
for everyone, while musicians and 

dancers perform live on stage. 
Children will enjoy a storytelling session

at NAIDOC in the City with renowned
Wiradjuri author Dr Anita Heiss. 

There will also be a range of market

stalls showcasing arts and crafts, gourmet
food, books and information.

FOR the first
time a
Victorian
Parliamentary
Bill has been

also named in an Aboriginal
language.

The Yarra River Protection
(Wilip-gin Birrarung murron –
Keep the Yarra alive) Bill
combines the wisdom of
traditional owners with modern
river management expertise.

Part of its preamble is
written in Woi-wurrung, giving
traditional owners a permanent
voice in the governance and
protection of the Birrarung
(Yarra River).

Wurundjeri Elders joined
Planning Minister Richard
Wynne to introduce the Bill in
Parliament last week, with 
Alice Kolasa, wrapped in a
traditional possum skin cloak,
introducing it.

In an Australian first, the Bill
identifies the Birrarung and the
many hundreds of parcels of
public land it flows through as
one living, integrated natural
entity for protection and
improvement.

“Today we gather proudly,
on this historic occasion, not
only for us the Woi-wurrung
people but for all Victorian
Aboriginal clans and the state
of Victoria,” Ms Kolasa said.

“Today a Bill comes before

the house to protect and
recognise the uniqueness of
the Birrarung. In our language,
Woi-wurrung, this bill is called
Wilip-gin Birrarung murron,
which means ‘Keep the
Birrarung alive’.

“The Birrarung has been
central to our cultural, spiritual,
social and economic wellbeing
since the Dreaming. Our
ancestors and the Birrarung
shaped one another — living in

balance together for countless
generations. The state now
recognises something that we,
as the First People, have
always known: that the
Birrarung is one integrated
living entity.”

Ms Kolasa paid tribute to
Woi-wurrung ancestors and
their fight for self-
determination, including at
Coranderrk and Healesville.

“When passed, this Bill will

guarantee that the Birrarung
will be protected by law and
benefit from the custodianship
of a body known as the
Birrarung Council,” she said. 

“As the First Nations 
people, our place in this new
governance structure is 
also enshrined into law.
Through this process the state
has recognised the Woi-
wurrung as the First People 
of the Birrarung.”

KAURNA and Nurungga
Aboriginal Nations Elder Alice
Rigney had a lifelong dedication
to teaching. Australia’s first female
Aboriginal school principal and
the first Aboriginal person to join
the professional ranks of the

South Australian Department of Education, Ms
Rigney passed away just 24 hours after her
husband Lester Rigney was buried on their
country of birth at Point Pearce, on South
Australia’s Yorke Peninsula.  

Ms Rigney was also a graduate and
honorary doctor of the University of South
Australia (UniSA), where flags flew at half mast
in honour of her life. 

UniSA vice chancellor Professor David Lloyd
said Ms Rigney was a woman who had pursued
education not only with a personal passion, but
also with a deep commitment to its power to
transform lives and change destinies.

“In following her dream to get and give
education, Alice blazed a path for others to
follow,” Prof Lloyd said. 

“Her career took her from teacher’s aide in
1967, to school principal by 1997 when she
retired and continued to contribute her wisdom
and drive with enormous generosity.”

After her teaching career, Ms Rigney took on
significant roles in SA’s Guardianship Board and
Aboriginal Education, Training and Advisory
Committee. She was also a national
ambassador for the Commonwealth Department
of Education, Science and Training’s National
Indigenous English Literacy and Numeracy
Strategy.

Ms Rigney’s three children have all gone on
to contribute to society – Professor Lester-
Irabinna Rigney is Professor of Education at
UniSA, Eileen Wanganeen followed her mother
into teaching and education leadership, and
Tracey Ritchie works as a principal Aboriginal
consultant at the Department of Education and
Child Development.

Her granddaughter Tarni Rigney, the third
generation of Alice’s family, is studying to be an
early childhood teacher at UniSA.

“Beswick Falls is our church and it
belongs to all people,” Lewis told the
Koori Mail.

“We need to celebrate and dance and
come together to be thankful that we still
have our country.

“We are sharing our church and
country and showing it to our people,
how we care for it.”

North East Arnhem Land’s Rrawun
Maymuru, Djakapurra Munyarryun, and
Fiji’s Rako Pasefika will also perform at
the festival.

The gathering will open with a
screening of Lewis’s new film Finding
Mawiranga at Beswick’s Culture Centre
on July 14.

The film follows the journey of Lewis

going back to country to rediscover
Dhanbul – the Morning Star.

“Memories of being a child in
Numbulwar, with my grandmother, are
the strongest in my mind,” he said.

“Like my mother’s paintings, which
came from her distant memories, or
glimpses of landscapes, or places she
was not allowed to go to – what she 
called ‘my imagined country’ –
Mawiranga was a vision in my mind’s
eye and it kept calling to me. 

“The journey was difficult, uncertain, I
could never be sure I would actually get
to Mawiranga.”

Lewis has also released a song,
Shifting Sands, which is an ode to his
sister, and to the Walking with Spirits
festival.

“This is how we try to reach our
people, same way as we dance on the
ground at Walking with Spirits, singing
up the spirits,” he said.

“Everything is always changing 
and that’s why we dance and play on
shifting sands.

“When you dance, all the worry and
everything evaporates, that’s the magic
in the dust here.”

LOCAL councils
are pushing for
the Federal
Government to
change the date
of Australia Day.

A national meeting of
representatives from 560 local
councils has backed a plan to
come up with ideas on ways to
lobby the Commonwealth to
switch Australia Day from
January 26, a date that marks
the invasion by the First Fleet
from England.

The Australian Local
Government Association
(AGLA) said its board would
consider what action to take at
a meeting in July.

In a 64-62 vote last week,
council representatives at the
annual national general
assembly of the ALGA in
Canberra voted to back a
motion by Hobart City Council
for councils to consider efforts
they could take to lobby the
government for a date change.

Hobart council has been at
the forefront of increasing calls
for Australia Day to be changed
from January 26, a date many
Aboriginal and Torres Strait
Islander people regard as
Invasion Day.

In April, Hobart’s councillors
voted in favour of lobbying the

Federal Government to find a
new date and said they would
consult with the local Aboriginal
community to find an alternative
date.

Across the country in
Western Australia, the City of
Fremantle moved some of its
Australia Day events to January
28 this year, citing cultural
sensitivities and calls from local
Aboriginal Elders that January
26 was not a day to celebrate.

The push for change has
been backed by City of Sydney
Council Lord Mayor Clover

Moore, who oversees the
massive Australia Day
celebrations on Sydney
Harbour.

“The Lord Mayor of Sydney
supports the campaign to
change the date and will
discuss the issue with the city’s
Aboriginal and Torres Strait
Islander Advisory Panel in the
near future,” a spokesperson
said.

However, the growing calls
for change could face stiff
opposition by federal politicians.

Greens senator Rachel
Siewart failed in her bid in
February to get the Senate to
support a date change, with
Liberal, Labor and cross bench
senators voting against a
motion acknowledging January
26 as a day of mourning for
many Indigenous people, as it
represented the start of
colonisation.

Thousands of Indigenous
Australians and their supporters
marked January 26 this year by
marching in protests in major
cities, calling for the date to be
changed.

Prime Minister Malcolm
Turnbull has said that while
everyone is entitled to debate
the date of Australia Day, the
Government does not support a
change. – AAP

FOR young Aboriginal
actor Hunter Page-
Lochard, two of the most
beautiful aspects of
working on hit TV series
Cleverman are that it

explores elements of Aboriginal culture
and, despite the often dark storyline of
the show, the cast and crew have
become like a family.

As season two begins tomorrow
(Thursday), Page-Lochard’s character
Koen is a leader who has been
separated from his people – the humans
and Hairypeople from the Zone. The
only hope for peace is Koen realising
the full potential of his Cleverman
powers.

“It was great jumping back in to the
skin of Koen, to see where he goes from
where we left him at the end of season
one,” Page-Lochard told the Koori Mail.

“It’s an awesome experience being
able to delve deeper into a character.

“Making Cleverman is heaps of fun.
One of the beautiful things I love about it
is that the creators play around with
aspects of Indigenous cultures.

“During season two we find out what
the meaning of Koen’s Cleverman
powers actually is, what they represent
and what they’re used for. 

“One of the things I really love about
the show is that, while on the surface it’s
sci-fi, it’s embedded in Aboriginal
culture.

“People haven’t really seen, as an
audience, our folklore, or culture played
out on the screen like this before.”

Page-Lochard, who has also recently
been a part of the cast for Wentworth
(an Australian drama set in a women’s
prison), is hoping Cleverman develops
into a long-term program.

“We’re very much a family. We
established that in the first season and
in the second just continued it,” he said.

“I’m so lucky to work with such a
great bunch of actors, like Deborah
Mailman, Rob Collins, Frances
O’Connor, Iain Glen and so many
others, like Uncle Jack Charles in the
first season.”

And speaking of Iain Glen, the Game
of Thrones star, Page-Lochard
conceded he’d had a little fan moment
early on. “You can’t help it, but once
you’ve realised that this guy is
completely sworn to secrecy, you don’t
ask him about GoT – but we did get little

hints, like when he’s not available, I
wonder why – wonder where he is.”

Page-Lochard said that while he
expected Cleverman to be popular, he
was shocked by the positive
international response.

“So many people around the world
saw it,” he said. “It was interesting to
see some African Americans relating
their own struggles to it. For a lot of
people around the world, not knowing
Aboriginal history, our struggles or
political situation, it was an eye-opener,
which is interesting to say the least.”

Ryan Griffen created Cleverman
because he wanted to see an Aboriginal
superhero on screen, and for Page-
Lochard the role is something he values
and cherishes.

Series two of Cleverman begins on
ABC TV, 9.30pm Thursday, June 29.

MEDIA company IndigenousX is looking for
Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander comic
illustrators whose work redefines how mob are
represented in media and society.

The call-out coincides with the arrival of
season two of TV’s Cleverman series, and one
illustrator will receive three mentorship sessions
with Cleverman creator Ryan Griffen and Gestalt
Comics editor-in-chief Wolf Bylsma. 

Griffen says he’s excited to see what talent is
out there. 

“Cleverman has always been about building
black talent and empowering our people and to
have the chance to
do that with comics
is amazing,” he said. 

“Our culture is
built around the arts,
and comics is just
another way to
express ourselves in
a modern setting.”

All entrants will
have their work
displayed on the
IndigenousX
website and social
media channels. 

The winning artist
will also retain all
rights to their work.

Bylsma said
comics are the greatest storytelling medium in
the world.

“Story is what drives us and provides each of
us with a greater context to understand
ourselves and each other,” he said.

“Everyone has a story, and every storytelling
voice is important. In Australia, we have a great
many voices deserving of greater recognition,
and Gestalt strives to ensure more of those
voices are heard.”

CHANGES to the
Native Title Act
regarding
Indigenous Land
Use Agreements
(ILUAs) have

passed the Senate, after Labor
supported the Government’s
amendments, meaning all the
named applicants (usually one
representative from each clan
group) are no longer required to
sign off on an ILUA.

The Government introduced the
proposed changes to native title
legislation earlier this year in
response to a successful Federal
Court challenge by four Noongar
people in the McGlade case that
ruled all native title claimants must
sign off on an ILUA. 

The amended Bill passed the
Senate with Labor and crossbench
support and then received final
approval in the lower house.

The Greens opposed the
changes, insisting they were being
rushed through to appease Indian
mining giant Adani, whose ILUA on

Wangan and Jagalingou land is the
subject of four court actions,
without proper consultation with
traditional land owners. 

The Senate vote effectively
ended months of back and forth,
after Labor and the Greens 
forced a Senate Inquiry into the
legislation, which many traditional
owners felt didn’t allow sufficient
time.

Labor has, at times, appeared
to play both sides of the fence, with
Leader Bill Shorten saying in April
that “we don’t think that native title
should be a plaything to resolve
the Adani investment”, but then
phoning Adani Australia to
reassure them before debate had
finished in the Senate.

Labor senator Pat Dodson said
the changes would restore
certainty to the native title system,
insisting they were made after
extensive consultation with
Indigenous groups. 

“Labor recognises that the
Indigenous community is not 
united in its support for this Bill,” 

he said in a statement. 
Attorney-General George

Brandis insisted the changes were
widely supported by traditional
owners, but could only say he had
met with some representatives
from the National Native Title
Council.

“The people whose voices have
been most loudly urging – indeed,
beseeching – this Parliament to get
on with it and pass this Bill are the
traditional owners. That is what
they have been saying,” he told
senators. 

“They have been saying it
unanimously through their
representatives, the National
Native Title Council, which, as I
say, is the peak stakeholder body.”

Strike out
Members of the Wangan and

Jagalingou registered native title
claimant are in the Federal Court
seeking to strike out Adani’s ILUA.

They argue passage of the Bill
puts the interests of miners ahead
of traditional owner land rights.

W&J Traditional Owners
Council spokesperson Adrian
Burragubba said Adani’s problems
were not solved by changing the
legislation.

“The trial to decide the fate of
Adani’s supposed deal with the
Wangan and Jagalingou Traditional
Owners is scheduled for the
Federal Court in March 2018,” he
said.

“Senator Brandis has been
disingenuous in prosecuting his
argument for these changes to
native title laws, while the hands of
native title bureaucrats and the
mining lobby are all over the
outcome.

“This swift overturning of a
Federal Court decision, without
adequate consultation with
Indigenous people, was a
significant move, not a mere
technical consideration as the
Turnbull Government has tried to
make out.

“It is appalling and false for
George Brandis to pretend that by
holding a ‘workshop’ with the chief

executives of the native title
service bodies, he has the
unanimous agreement of traditional
owners across Australia. No
amount of claimed ‘beseeching’ by
the head of the Native Title
Council, Glen Kelly, can disguise
this.

“The public were not properly
informed about the Bill, and nor
were Indigenous people around the
country, who were not consulted
and did not consent to these
changes.

“We draw the line today. We
declare our right to our land. There
is no surrender. There is no land
use agreement. We are the people
from that land. We’re the rightful
traditional owners of Wangan and
Jagalingou country, and we are in
court to prove that others are
usurping our rights.”

The proposed ILUA between
Adani and Wangan and Jagalingou
people has caused conflict
between claimants, with some 
in favour and some strongly
against. – With AAP

Parliament passes
native title changes

Cleverman actor is
powering in role

Company in
search for

A NEW
permanent
exhibition at
Launceston’s
Queen Victoria
Museum and Art

Gallery, opening next week, will
take visitors on a journey back
through 40,000 years of
Aboriginal history and culture in
Tasmania – past ice ages and
sea level rise to a time when the
constellations in the night sky
were in different alignments.

The First Tasmanians: Our
Story, will be the first permanent
exhibition exploring and
presenting the culture and 
history of Tasmanian Aboriginal
people in the museum, which
opened in 1891.

“We’ve focused in on deep
history. It’s not about colonial
history, or invasion,” explained
Greg Lehman, the project
manager for the new exhibition.

He said it would help
mainstream Tasmanians to
understand that more than 95%
of human history in the state was
before European invasion.

“The majority of time that
people were living in what is now
called Tasmania was during the
last ice age when temperatures
were 8 to 12 degrees below what
they are now,” Mr Lehman said.

“The mountains were covered
by icecaps, the valleys were filled
with glaciers, it was a cold, dry
environment, so much of the
water in the planet was locked 
up in icecaps. It was a very
different place.

“And our old fellas survived,

they were the most southerly
living people on the planet.”

Mr Lehman hopes it will make
people think about climate
change, and that the current
changes are only being
accelerated by human activity.

“The climate has been
radically different in the past. We

shouldn’t take it for granted that
it’s going to stay the same as it is,
because it never has. It will
change.”

Gallery director Richard
Mulvaney said staff deliberately
avoided ‘contact’ history so the
new gallery would complement,
rather than compete with, the

award-winning Aboriginal
galleries at the Tasmanian
Museum and Art Gallery, in
Hobart, which cover invasion, the
Black War in Tasmania and the
Aboriginal political movement.

The First Tasmanians: Our
Story features a huge projected
simulation of the evolving night

sky, developed by astronomer
Martin George.

When the Koori Mail visited,
as finishing touches were being
made, he pointed out that what is
now known as the Southern
Cross was quite a different
formation 20,000 years ago, as
Aboriginal people would have
seen it.

Videos featuring interactive
displays sitting alongside an 
array of cultural objects, some
made specially for the exhibition,
others collected over the past 
two centuries, including an
historic collection of wooden
artefacts and a basket made 
by Truganini. 

“What we’re trying to do is
have history sitting along
contemporary makers, talking
about what they do, why
knowledge from the past is
important to today. We’re trying to
have collapsed time, the past and
the present sitting there together,”
Mr Lehman said.

“We don’t live in the past, but
we are informed by the past. Our
culture and identity draws on the
past all the time.”

The Launceston gallery plans
to continually update and alter the
exhibition, and to develop a
complementary public program
which will take visitors outside 
the building to the nearby
Cataract Gorge.

The First Tasmanians: Our
Story is at 2 Wellington Street,
Launceston, and open to the
public from Saturday, July 8, with
a program of tours,
demonstrations, panel
discussions and performances 
on the day.

GENERATIONS of
Aboriginal children
are being removed
from their families in
the Northern Territory
by a child protection
system that equates

the effects of absolute poverty with
neglect, an inquiry has heard.

Larrakia Elder and social 
worker Dr Christine Fejo-King told
the NT child protection royal
commission that protection
agencies are also relying on a
Western family tree concept
instead of the legislated 
principle of the extensive
Aboriginal kinship system, leading
to children being taken away
instead of being cared for by their
extended family.

It is causing as much grief and
heartache as the Stolen
Generations, she said.

“They’re taking our children
away,” Dr Fejo-King, a third
generation Stolen Generations
member, said.

“They’re bringing such grief 
and sorrow and heartache, the
same as what happened when I
was young and involved nearly 

50 years ago. We’re right back to
that.”

There is no bridge between
Aboriginal people and the child
protection system amid
generations of mistrust, Dr 
Fejo-King told the royal
commission sitting in Darwin.

“There are families now who are
experiencing generations of their
children taken away, so why
should they trust the system?” she
said, adding the only way to make
a difference was to listen to
Aboriginal people and change
practices on the ground.

Dr Fejo-King accepted there are
children who need to be removed
from their families for their own
safety.

“But in many instances what we
see in the Northern Territory is
absolute poverty and there’s a
difference between absolute
poverty, which is often then
equated to neglect, as opposed to
actual life-threatening situations for
that child as a result of the people
that they’re living with in an unsafe
place,” she said.

“If you don’t tackle the 
poverty, you’re always going to 

be taking our kids away.”
Josephine Crawshaw, the

former chief executive of an
Aboriginal child protection peak
body, also criticised the criteria for
removing a child based on neglect.

“If you wanted to apply that
you’d have to take almost every
Aboriginal child out of a remote
community,” she said.

Intervention
Noting the June 21 10th

anniversary of the Federal
Government’s controversial
Intervention in remote NT
Aboriginal communities, Ms
Crawshaw said: “Ten years ago
today we had martial law in this
country, on the civilians.
Incredible.”

The NT child protection royal
commissioners questioned the
“massive” amounts spent on
private out-of-home care, with one
company charging $77,000 a
month to run a group home for four
children in Katherine.

“Can we really justify that to the
taxpayer, $77,000 a month for four
children?” Royal Commissioner
Mick Gooda asked.

Some private companies
operating homes for children in the
NT appear to be engaging in
profiteering while Aboriginal kinship
carers don’t even get money for a
loaf of bread, the inquiry heard.

The commission has heard
$5200 a month was spent on food,
pocket money, clothing and
sporting activities at the Safe
Pathways facility in Katherine,
while the amount charged to
Territory Families also covered rent
and staff wages.

“It was very difficult to come up
with any responsive answer that
doesn’t say there is a lot of
profiteering in this field,” Royal
Commissioner Margaret White
said.

“I’m sorry to have to use that
expression, but that’s what these
figures suggest to us.”

Ms White, a former Supreme
Court judge, said figures before 
the commission show it is much
more expensive – “by a huge
multiplier” – to place a child in 
out-of-home care than in foster or
kinship care.

Dr Fejo-King said Aboriginal
kinship carers get no money from

government for caring for children
in their extended family.

“They give everyone else
money to help support them when
they take these children on, but
because you’re related in some
way to this child you do it because
of the goodness of your heart,” she
said.

“And you take that loaf of bread
and instead of feeding five children
with it you feed 10 children with
one loaf of bread. And we’re not
going to give you another cent to
buy another loaf of bread.

“Where is the equity in that?
That needs to change.”

Mr Gooda, a former Social
Justice Commissioner, said a
“minuscule” $10 million was spent
on foster care in 2014-15,
compared with $21 million for
purchased home-based care (or
day care), and $27 million for
residential care.

Former NT Department of
Children and Families chief
executive Clare Gardiner-Barnes
said private placements had grown
strongly, mainly because there was
insufficient recruitment of foster
carers and kinship carers. – AAP

Kids still removed,
commission hears

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YOLNGU Elder Reverend
Dr Djiniyini Gondarra
believes 10 years of the
Northern Territory
Intervention is a decade
too long.

“You couldn’t believe
the damage they have done to us,” he
said. “Everything was taken away. It’s
the same as what happened in the
1950s or ’30s. Welfare mentality. 

“Are we always going to be a puppet
on a string for them? To stop them we
need a people’s movement. We are still
a sovereign nation. We must come
together and say no.”

Rev Gondarra was one of numerous
speakers at the StandUp2017
conference in Alice Springs last
weekend, which focused on the effects
of the Intervention.

Events protesting the Intervention
were also held in Sydney and
Melbourne and more are scheduled 
this week.

Ten years ago Liberal Prime Minister
John Howard declared there was a
“national emergency” in the Northern
Territory and was unapologetic for his
“interventionist” approach, which
included compulsory income
management and health checks for
children, alcohol restrictions on
Aboriginal land, linking welfare
payments to children’s attendance at
school, compulsory acquisition of
townships, the scrapping of the permit
system and other restrictive measures.

Mr Howard and Indigenous Affairs
Minister Mal Brough were responding
to the Little Children are Sacred report,
which looked at sexual abuse in NT
remote communities. 

Ignored
They ignored almost every

recommendation of the report and
suspended the Racial Discrimination
Act to introduce the Intervention.

Luritja/Arrernte man Vince Forrester
told the Alice Springs conference that
the Intervention had taken away
Aboriginal people’s control.

“They took our businesses and gave
us the BasicsCard,” he said.

National Congress of Australia’s
First Peoples co-chairs Jackie Huggins
and Rod Little said the Howard
Government had introduced the
Intervention as they desperately

searched for vote-winning
announcements in the lead-up to an
election they looked certain to lose.

“The program won bipartisan
support and continued under a new
name, Stronger Futures, when the
government changed,” Congress said.

“Closing the Gap targets were
announced and hundreds of millions of
dollars have been spent to improve the
health, education, housing and
employment status of Aboriginal and
Torres Strait Islander people around the
country, and especially those living in
remote communities.” 

But, Congress – and many other
Indigenous organisations – pointed out
that the Intervention has been a
spectacular failure. “We understand
that there has not been a single
prosecution for child sexual abuse as a
result of these programs,” they said,
adding that some of the effects of the
Intervention included:

l Aboriginal men have been
stigmatised as drunken, irresponsible
paedophiles. 

l Communities have been
weakened by the downgrading of local
self-government. 

l Tax payers are looking askance at
the shocking waste of public monies on
ineffective programs, for which many
blame Aboriginal people. 

l Most notably in the Northern
Territory, but in the states as well,
shocking abuses of Indigenous
juveniles have been uncovered. 

l Incarceration rates of Indigenous
people have skyrocketed. 

l United Nations representatives
have issued reports critical of the
Intervention. 

l The 97 recommendations of the
2007 Ampe Akelyernemane Meke
Mekarle (Little Children are Sacred)
report have been ignored. 

National Aboriginal Community
Controlled Aboriginal Health
Organisation (NACCHO) chief
executive Pat Turner told ABC radio
that under the Intervention nothing had
improved for Aboriginal people.

“It was a complete violation of the
human rights of Aboriginal people in the
Northern Territory,” she said.

“Both sides of politics were
responsible. So the legacy is that
Aboriginal people were completely
disempowered.”

Danila Dilba Health Service chief
executive Olga Havnen said the vast
majority of funds under the Intervention
have been squandered, and the system
needs a complete overhaul to improve
the outcomes for Aboriginal children
and families.

She has called for a new 10-year
plan that involves the Federal and NT
governments, but most importantly has
a strong ongoing role for Aboriginal
people in its planning, oversight and
implementation.

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GIRRINGUN
Aboriginal Rangers
are leading the way
in improving habitat
for the endangered
mahogany glider in
the Cardwell region

of north Queensland.
Working with Terrain Natural

Resource Management (NRM),
Girringun rangers have completed
two controlled hazard reduction
and ecological burns.

The rangers have been
involved in a number of burns, but
this was their first time acting as
lead agency.

Girringun incident controller
Chris Muriata said it was a great
opportunity to build experience
and continue taking leading roles
in fire management across the 
1.2 million hectare Girringun
Indigenous Protected Area lands.

“We’re on Girramay country,
which is my traditional land, and
we’re really happy that we’ve
taken a leading role for these
burns,” he said.

“We accomplished what we set
out to do, a nice cool burn in the
timeframe we wanted. Hopefully
it’s the start of many more.”

The cool burn left ‘mosaic
pockets’ of vegetation, meaning
some areas burned while others
remained largely untouched. 

Saplings that cause habitat
thickening, particularly acacias
and emergent rainforest trees,
were scorched to the ideal 
3m height level, while the 

canopy remained untouched.
This is a key action for

improving the endangered
mahogany glider’s habitat. 

Woody thickening reduces the

animal’s ability to glide, and
threatens necessary structures
like hollows and the food sources
required by the glider, making the
habitat unviable. 

Girringun rangers will conduct
post-burn vegetation monitoring
later this year. 

Terrain NRM community
partnership officer for the Herbert

region Jacqui Richards said 
fire-management activities had 
not been undertaken on the sites
for close to 10 years, and there
was a large amount of fuel on 
the ground.

“Tropical Cyclone Yasi has also
gone through the area in that time,
which increases the risk of
destructive hot burns due to
excess fuel,” she said.

Terrain supported Girringun
through the development of a burn
plan safe method statement,
which must be put up to the local
fire authorities for permit
consideration. 

The plan was also reviewed by
Queensland Parks and Wildlife
and Queensland Fire and
Emergency Services for feedback.

Ms Richards said that before
lighting any burn there is a
thorough planning process.

“A successful burn needs a
good understanding of the site
and the issues before you even
think about igniting,” she said.

“We visit the burn blocks
several times to assess them,
monitor the vegetation and
different regional ecosystems, 
and then develop the plan
accordingly. 

“For example, a melaleuca
swamp at one burn site was
deliberately burned around
because of the fire-sensitive
species in there.”

The burn was funded by the
Queensland Department of
Natural Resources and Mines.

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NORTHERN Territory
health authorities
failed to help a young
Aboriginal man who
died after 14 years of
addiction to sniffing
petrol and despite

ongoing pleas for treatment, a
coroner has found.

Judge Greg Cavanagh has
recommended an urgent review
into Health Department procedures
following the death of Edward
Laurie.

The 24-year-old had been
sniffing since the age of 10 and
was found dead in his home in the
Aboriginal community of Bulla,
370km west of Katherine.

Judge Cavanagh said that from
2008 until Mr Laurie’s death in
2015, doctors, nurses and police
lodged 16 rehabilitation
applications. “Seven of those were
lodged in the last three weeks of
his life,” he said.

The judge said the young man
was “at risk of severe harm” yet the
powers provided under the Volatile
Substance Abuse Prevention Act
for mandatory treatment orders
were never used.

Mr Laurie, who suffered from
anorexia and drug-induced
psychoses, fell into a predictable
“downward spiral” with multiple
stints in prison as well as 

hospital, Judge Cavanagh said.
At the age of 16 he spent more

than a month in hospital after
another sniffer threw petrol on 
him and set him alight, and he
broke into houses and threatened
people with knives in his search 
for fuel.

Less than a month before he
died, police found Mr Laurie lying
face down unconscious in a

container of petrol, and he had
previously been suffering seizures.

Mr Laurie had asked for help to
quit but his family said he was too
weak to undergo treatment
voluntarily, and needed a
mandatory court order.

About that time Health
Department assessors considered
closing Mr Laurie’s case, claiming
there was no rehabilitation centre

in the NT that would take him due
to his history of violence.

But Judge Cavanagh stressed
that aggression is a symptom of
withdrawal from volatile
substances and sufferers shouldn’t
be denied treatment on that basis.

“Such people need assistance,
perhaps more than those that are
compliant,” he said.

“If there was not a ready
treatment option, the department
needed to find or create one.”

Over a 51-month period,
assessors did not follow protocol
and ignored their duties to
recommend intervention programs
to the NT Chief Health Officer,
Judge Cavanagh said.

While they appeared to be
“compassionate professionals”,
there was an obvious lack of
leadership and supervision, he
said.

The Health Department plans to
undertake a comprehensive review
into procedures which should finish
in seven months.

“In the meantime there is an
immediate need to ensure that
appropriate training and
supervision is provided to the staff
to ensure that there is compliance
with (the law),” Judge Cavanagh
said. – AAP

Sniffing action call
Urgent review
recommended
by NT coroner

“PETROL sniffing makes you shorter, and
there’s no way to catch up even after you stop
sniffing.” So says Professor Andrew Lawrence, of
the Florey Institute of Neuroscience and Mental
Health.

He was speaking at the release of new
research – a joint effort from the Florey Institute
of Neuroscience and Mental Health in Melbourne,
Flinders University, Ninti One Ltd, Menzies School
of Health Research and the University of Adelaide
– which will help health workers determine
whether teens are abusing inhalants.

Rose Crossin, a doctoral student at the Florey,
and her supervisor Dr Jhodie Duncan, who heads
the Florey’s Inhalant Addiction laboratory,
analysed data collected from Indigenous males in
the Northern Territory by a team from the Menzies
School of Health Research. 

Of the 118 males, 86 chronically inhaled petrol
during their teenage years, starting at an average
age of 13. The researchers followed these
individuals for two years, analyzing data from a
subset of 40 boys, of which 30 had sniffed petrol
during their adolescence. All the young men had
since remained abstinent, as confirmed by
Aboriginal health workers and biochemical
measurements.

The researchers found that sniffing petrol
effectively pressed the pause button on growth
trajectory. This meant that in the study,
individuals who had a history of sniffing but were
now abstinent were an average 6cm shorter than
their non-sniffing mates from the same
community.

The research also showed that normal weight
gain was also affected in the study participants.

THE First Nations
Workers Alliance
(FNWA), which
will give a voice to
workers under the
Community
Development

Program (CDP), has been
launched in Townsville during
an Indigenous Workers
Conference.

The conference was held as
part of a day of recognition for
the seven workers who
conducted a strike on Palm
Island in 1957.

The CDP – a work for the
dole scheme – covers about
33,000 unpaid workers of
whom 80% are Aboriginal
and/or Torres Strait Islander.

Australian Council of Trade
Unions secretary Sally
McManus said people under
the CDP are forced to work
long hours to receive welfare
payments. “The CDP is
discriminatory on the basis 
of race, and it places 
harsher conditions on its
overwhelmingly Indigenous
workforce than any
unemployment program
operating anywhere else in the
country,” she said. 

“For many people in the
cities, for many politicians,
these workers are out of sight
and out of mind, but we want
all of Australia to know what
they are being subjected to,
and that the union movement is
deeply committed to ending
this discriminatory policy.”

Ms McManus said the policy
forces Indigenous people to
work for no wages and treats
them as second-class citizens.

“It’s no accident that we

have launched the FNWA on
the anniversary of the Palm
Island Strike,” she said. 

“While we’ve seen progress
since 1957 we have a long 
way to go, and the FNWA will
play a key role in pursuing
progress for workers trapped 
in the CDP.”

Rights
It is 60 years since the 

strike of 1957, when Willie
Thaiday, Albert Geia, Eric
Lymburner, Sonny Sibley, 
Bill Congoo, George Watson
and Gordon Tapau, who have
all died, fought for justice,
better conditions and rights for
their people.

The seven were branded as

troublemakers and removed
from Palm Island on June 14,
1957.

Before that, people of Palm
Island waged a silent fight for
better wages and living
conditions.

As a result of a series of
meetings protesting conditions,
the seven men were singled
out by authorities. They and
their families were rounded up
by police in the early hours of
the morning, forcibly removed
by gunpoint from their homes
and banished from the Island.

On Palm they are known as
the Magnificent Seven and
monuments to each are in
place along the Palm Island
Esplanade.

Sitting are some of the descendants of the Palm Island 1957 strikers who gave firsthand
accounts of the hardships. Queensland Deputy Premier Jackie Trad is among those standing.

We
can bring to the group our sad times,
our happy times and there is help
and support here for one another on
anything in a safe and confidential
environment,” he said.

THE last surviving
member of the original
plaintiffs in the
historic Mabo
court case, Father
Dave Passi, passed

away last week on Thursday Island.
Indigenous Affairs Minister Nigel

Scullion and Leichhardt MP Warren
Entsch said it was a sad occasion,
but the legacy he left was there for
all to see during recent events to
mark the 25th anniversary of the
Mabo court case. 

“The Mabo plaintiffs and eight
tribes of Mer always knew the land
and sea belonged to them,” Senator
Scullion said.

“Father Passi and his fellow
plaintiffs began their fight for this
recognition many years before the
case commenced in court.

“Aboriginal and Torres Strait
Islander people’s rights and interests
in land have today been formally
recognised over more than 40% of
Australia’s land mass.

“This is in no small part a
testament to the courage and
determination of Father Passi and
the four other plaintiffs who fought so

hard to have their land and sea
rights acknowledged.”

Mabo court case solicitor Greg
McIntyre also paid tribute to Father
Passi. “He will be remembered for
bringing great moral authority to the
claim and an understanding of how
the Meriam people reconciled their
traditional observance of Malo’s law
with Christianity,” he said. 

Mr Entsch said he was
saddened to hear the news of
the passing of Father Passi.

“Inspiration”
“Father Passi has certainly been

an inspiration to our people and to
our nation. His positive legacy 
to the Torres Strait community will
live on and he will always be
remembered with a great deal of
admiration and fondness by those
who had the privilege of knowing
him,” he said.

Senator Scullion and Mr
Entsch offered their deepest 
condolences to the Passi family, the
Meriam people, Mer Gedkem
Le (Torres Strait Islanders)
Corporation and the Torres Strait
Islander community.

Praise for
last of Mabo
plaintiffs

Didgeridoo making key to
Awabakal men’s group

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TEN years ago 
there were only a
handful of Elders in
Tasmania who knew
how to collect and
arrange shells for

the ancient craft of shell stringing.
These women approached the

Tasmanian Museum and Art
Gallery (TMAG) to help them teach
their craft to a new generation, so
the skill of making the shell
necklaces would not die out.

The result has been the revival
of the tradition, and the creation of
the exhibition Kanalaritja: An

Unbroken String, which is touring
museums around the country.

The exhibition includes
necklaces that have been made
through generations of
craftswomen, ancient necklaces,
and more contemporary pieces.

While the art had almost been
lost under European settlement,
the exhibition celebrates the
resilience of the cultural practice.

Artist Jeanette James said some
of her earliest memories are of
collecting shells for necklaces.

“It was something we always did
as a family,” she said.

“There is an expectation for us,
as a group of Aboriginal women
responsible for maintaining such 
an important part of our culture 
for future generations, to follow
cultural protocol: look after 
country, understand the
environment and how to
sustainably collect the shells and
protect the seaweed beds.

“In honour of the Elder stringers

uphold the quality of work; it
reflects on all of us.”

Artist Liz Tew said she was

inspired to learn the art since no
one in her family had learned it for
many generations.

“I feel proud that my family can
once again continue this tradition,”
she said. “I collected the shells
from beaches on (Tasmania’s)
north east, on our ancestors’
country.

“When I’m out collecting the
connection I feel is hard to put into
words. My mind slows down, I feel
calm and content, a sense of
belonging to my country, continuing
my culture that has endured for 
so long.”

The exhibition is at Museum
Victoria in Melbourne this month,
then will go to the National
Museum of Australia in Canberra
on August 10.

It will tour Albany and Geraldton
in Western Australia, visit Tandanya
in Adelaide, the Northern Centre for
Contemporary Art in Darwin, then
Toowoomba (Queensland), Grafton
(NSW), Blacktown Arts Centre in
Sydney before returning to
Tasmania in June 2019.

GRAFTON high
school student May
Reilly is working out
a route to school
she can safely walk
each day, but until

that happens, her aunty drives her.
The 14-year-old Bundjalung girl
who has been blind from birth told
the Koori Mail she would like to
have more resources available to
help her overcome life’s daily
challenges.

“If there were tactile indicators
at street crossings I could tell if
there’s a ramp there or not,” 
she said. 

May has been selected for the
NSW state swimming squad and
hopes to attend the Paralympics
one day. She’s also a keen
musician and wants to be a music
teacher. 

“Just because you can’t see
doesn’t mean you can’t do things,”
she said. 

May also wants changes in the
system to better support blind and
visually impaired people. That’s
why she attended the inaugural
Aboriginal Blind Persons
Gathering in Sydney recently, to
discuss the formation of a national
Aboriginal blind persons network. 

“If we can create a network of
Indigenous people who have
vision impairment, we can support
each other and know there are
other people out there,” she said. 

The gathering was organised

by the First Peoples Disability
Network (FPDN) in partnership
with Blind Citizens Australia. About
30 people attended, from centres
including Tennant Creek, Grafton,
Coffs Harbour and western
Sydney. 

FPDN chief executive Damian
Griffis said forming an Aboriginal
blind persons network would
create a voice that could be heard
across Australia about the ongoing
issues that affect blind people.

“We have high rates of vision
impairment in the Indigenous
community,” he said. “We don’t
have a strong enough voice,
especially in the National Disability
Insurance Scheme. 

“We are concerned that NDIS is

not reaching the most vulnerable
of all our people with disabilities.
There are at least 60,000 people
eligible for the NDIS, but the
Government doesn’t understand
that figure and there’s not enough
recognition about the real
problems that affect Aboriginal
people.”

Waiting
Mr Griiffis said some young

people who are blind or vision
impaired have been waiting for a
year or more to get access to
simple support.

“That’s not good enough,” he
said. “We are hearing more and
more stories like this. 

“There’s an 11-year-old blind

girl who also needs a mobility trike
and can’t get access to one. While
she’s waiting her muscles are
deteriorating and she’s getting
worse.”

Mr Griffis said more investment
in local communities was needed,
so that more people could support
their fellow community members.

“It’s about recognising that
people are assets, but that they
lack resources, like all-terrain
vehicles and footpaths to help
people get around their
communities,” he said. 

Mr Griffis said an Aboriginal
blind persons network would
develop a 10-point plan to ensure
needs are met.

“We have the answers and we

need to resource our
communities,” he said. 

“One of the most important
points is that many Aboriginal
people don’t identify as a person
with a disability. Our languages
often don’t have words for it. 

“The NDIS is supposed to be
about self-determination, so we
need to create that within our
communities now too.

“Creating this network is
important. Aboriginal blind people
can come together to connect,
share their unique experiences
and to learn about a range of
support that may be available to
them, and to work together to
identify priorities for Aboriginal
blind people.”

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ONE of the last
fluent Badimaya
(Western Australia)
language speakers,
82-year-old Gami
(Pop) Ollie George,
has had some of his

language preserved in a book of
art and stories.

The book, written in both
Badimaya and English languages,
was launched by Geraldton
Bundiyarra-Irra Wangga
Language Centre, involving the
efforts of linguists, artists and
local language speakers. 

Nganang Badimaya Wangga:
Yarns with Gami Ollie George – a
collection of yarns about growing
up on Badimaya country is
illustrated by Badimaya and
Yamaji artists and started as an
idea from linguists Rosie Sitorus
and James Bednall.

Language centre coordinator
Jenni Kniveton-Gregory said the
linguists spent hours working with
Mr George on translating his
stories of growing up and of life on
some of WA’s outback pastoral
stations and they realised that it
could be the heart of something
“bigger and special”.

A number of the stories are
accompanied by colourful
paintings produced by Badimaya
and some Yamaji artists, including
Leeann Merritt and Nadine Taylor
who came together in workshops
held in Geraldton and Mount
Magnet to create pieces that

reflect Mr George’s life stories.
The book was launched at

Kirkalocka Station, where Mr
George grew up, and the
paintings are on exhibition at
Geraldton Regional Art Gallery. 

Mr George is also a finalist in
the 2017 NAIDOC Elder of the
Year awards, with this year’s
theme being Our Languages
Matter. He will be in Cairns for 
the event on July 1, accompanied

by his grandson Warren Walsh
and Warren’s wife, Mary.

Mr George was born on
Pullagaroo Station (160km south
of Mt Magnet near Paynes Find)
in 1934. His grandparents raised
him on Kirkalocka Station and he
spent much of his early life
growing up on pastoral stations
across the Murchison.

He grew up to be a skilled
horseman and stockman.

Mr George has retained a
strong connection with his
Badimaya culture and language
and has been an advocate for his
language and a driving force
behind its documentation and
preservation. 

He has worked with many
linguists, anthropologists,
historians and researchers to
document and preserve his
extensive knowledge of the

Badimaya language, country and
cultural traditions.

Funding for the project was
contributed through the Federal
Government’s Indigenous
Languages and Arts Program and
the City of Greater Geraldton.
This program is supported by the
Departments of Culture and the
Arts and Regional Development,
Royalties for Regions and Country
Arts WA.

FINDINGS from a
recent project in the
Fitzroy Valley of
Western Australia
show 19% of 108
children aged seven to
nine had been

previously diagnosed with a Foetal
Alcohol Spectrum Disorder (FASD). 

Within the study, 55% of mothers
reported drinking alcohol during
pregnancy and of these, 87% said
they drank at high levels.

All but two of the assessed
children were Aboriginal.

According to teacher reports,
children with FASD were12 times
more likely to talk about killing
themselves, 21 times more likely to
have academic failure, and 10 times
more likely to have attention
problems.

Researchers noted three main
kinds of behavioural problems in
children with FASD: ‘Internalising’
behaviours such as anxiety,
withdrawal or depression;
‘externalising’ behaviours, such as
aggression and delinquency; and
other problems, such as problems
with social skills, thought processing
and attention.

Sydney University’s Tracey Tsang,
who led the study, said the findings
highlight the need for support for
families, carers and teachers to

handle the behavioural and mental
health problems in children with
FASD.

“This is particularly challenging in
remote and disadvantaged
communities,” she said. “Our results
emphasise that health professionals
must consider coexisting behavioural
and mental health problems in
children with FASD.

“Early access to appropriate child
psychology and psychiatry services
is paramount.”

Problems
The study’s senior author,

Elizabeth Elliott, from Sydney
University, said in addition to difficult
behaviours, children with FASD have
learning, developmental and physical
problems. 

“FASD is preventable and we
must educate young women about
the harms of alcohol use in
pregnancy,” she said.

In contrast to teacher ratings,
parent-reported behaviour was not
significantly different between
children with and without FASD.

Fitzroy Valley’s Marninwarntikura
Women’s Resource Centre chief
executive Emily Carter said the
resource centre is helping families
deal with behavioural issues in FASD
through introducing the Positive
Parenting Program in the region.

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Makarrata is Garma theme
MAKARRATA
will be the
central theme 
for this year’s
Garma festival,
organised by the
Youthu Yindi

Foundation (YYF).
The idea of makarrata – a

word meaning coming
together, or healing – has
been brought to national
attention following the recent
historic gathering of
Indigenous leaders at Uluru. 

Leaders who released the
Uluru Statement from the
Heart have called for a

Makarrata Commission to
supervise a process of
agreement-making between
government and First Nations
and truth-telling about
Australia’s history.

YYF chief executive
Denise Bowden said the
notion of a makarrata has
been given fresh impetus.

“The principles of
makarrata outlined by YYF
chairman Dr Galarrwuy
Yunupingu at last year’s
Garma have guided the
discussion around
constitutional recognition and
related issues, and offer a

framework for the next stage
of that process,” she said. 

“The road ahead won’t 
be easy, but this has the
potential to be a real game-
changer. Reconciliation won’t
end with a single act or
gesture, but we have to keep
working together and there
has to be give and take on
both sides of the fence.” 

The 19th annual Garma
festival of Indigenous culture
will be held from August 4-7
near Gove in north-east
Arnhem Land.

AN inquiry will be held into the
management of an Aboriginal trust
that has claims to areas in Western
Australia’s Pilbara region. 

WA Attorney General John
Quigley has appointed deputy state
counsel Alan Sefton to conduct the

inquiry into the Njamal People’s Trust following
allegations the disbursement of funds and
management are not in line with the trust deed.

The deed instructs funds are to be used for
relieving poverty, sickness, distress, misfortune
and destitution. If any breaches are found, Mr
Quigley can apply to the WA Supreme Court for
orders or, in the most extreme case, the removal
of a trustee.

Mr Quigley said Mr Sefton would have wide
statutory powers to examine the charitable trust.

“This includes the powers to call for all books,
papers and documents in relation to the trust,
and require every trustee and individual acting or
having any concern in the management of the
administration of the trust to answer all questions
and provide assistance,” he said. – AAP

in 1925.

ACT Heritage Minister Mick Gentleman
encourages people to visit Violet’s Park in
Ngunnawal, off Marungul Avenue, to learn about
Violet Bulger’s life and appreciate all she did for
this community and her legacy.

The art project was undertaken by the
Tuggeranong Arts Centre, which worked with
sculptor Tony Steel and emerging Aboriginal
artist Brett Carpenter, as the result of an ACT
Heritage grant.

IN A new theatrical piece My
Name is Jimi, actor and
storyteller Jimi Bani (Mabo,
The Straits, Redfern Now)
shares the story of his family
and his place of home,
Mabuiag Island in the Torres

Strait. It unfolds through music, dance,
stand-up and fireside storytelling, with four
generations of one family on the stage.
Jimi’s grandmother Petharie, mother Agnes,
son Dmitri and brothers Conwell and
Richard Bani come together to share yarns
of totems, traditions and memories.

Drawing directly on the lived experiences
of the Bani family and their role as leaders
of the Wagadagam tribe of Mabuiag Island,
the stories span the generations. 

Bani jokes in three languages with his
grandmother, and then tortures his son with
spontaneous break-dancing. 

My Name is Jimi was created with Jason
Klarwein.

“The story actually began with Ahdi
Dimple Bani, Jimi’s father, the eighth chief
of Wagadagam in European recorded
history,” he said. “He passed away during
the creating of this play, with Jimi now the
bastion of the story, the new keeper of the
chord of Wagadagam culture and, soon, the
ninth chief.

“I cannot really recall a play like My
Name is Jimi. Sure there are works it can be
related to, but what audiences will see,
experience, feel and celebrate on stage is
only a sliver of what is happening culturally
within this extraordinary family. It is truly a
unique theatrical experience.”

Jimi Bani said sharing the stage with his
family and sharing his story with audiences
was a tribute to his father’s passion for
keeping traditions alive.

“With my father’s guidance, this is the
story of a small community of people
clinging tightly to each other, and fighting 
to protect what really matters, in the 
whirling chaos of a rapidly changing world,”
he said. 

“Hopeful”
“It’s funny and challenging. It’s inclusive

and it’s honest. Most of all, it’s hopeful. 
“There are few Torres Strait Island-led

productions in the Australian theatrical
canon, and even fewer make it to major
state theatre companies – we say esso
(thank you) to Queensland Theatre for
allowing us to tell our story, and in doing so,
pass our traditions to our audiences in the
hope they will stand as bastions of our
culture beside us.”

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ABORIGINAL
women from Alice
Springs town
camps are calling
on Australians to
recognise and
support their

efforts to make their families
and communities safer.

Women from the
Tangentyere Women’s Family
Safety Group say they are
frustrated by the “increasing
invisibility” of Aboriginal women
despite the high rates of
domestic violence they face.

Group coordinator Shirleen
Campbell said women from
town camps were tired of being
overlooked and not heard by
the wider community on issues
such as family violence.

“Too many women continue
to be hurt and killed and we are
sick of it,” she said.

“We have been working for
more than two years to help
reduce and prevent family and

domestic violence. I know this
group of strong women has
done and will keep doing some
great work, but we are
frustrated by the continued
violence and the way Aboriginal
women victims are sometimes
ignored, especially by media.

“We feel like we are invisible
and we are sick of it. We
decided to turn our frustration
and sadness over recent violent
incidents into something we
hope will encourage the wider
community to support us.

“We are planning a women’s
action on Tuesday, July 11, in
Alice Springs to highlight the
Aboriginal women and children
and families who are living with,
injured by or dying because of
violence. We want to honour
and remember them and make
sure they are seen as real
people – not just statistics.

“We will be marching to the
court house lawns, where we
want to plant symbolic flowers

representing all these women
and to make them real and
visible.

“We will then march on to
Anzac Oval, where support
services will have stands and
information and everyone can
talk and remember and spend
time with their kids and families.

“We are asking Alice
Springs and people all around
Australia to stand with us
women, support our voice and
hear our stories.

“Don’t let Aboriginal women
experiencing domestic violence
be invisible.

“The Tangentyere Women’s
Family Safety Group would like
to invite everyone in Alice
Springs to join the march on
July 11.

RUNNING tours in
a national park just
got harder for
Paakantji man
Graham Clarke.

Mr Clarke, from western NSW,
has started a GoFundMe
campaign in a bid to save his
business Harry Nanya Tours,
which takes people to the World
Heritage listed Mungo National
Park.

After spending the past 20
years establishing his company,
the business ran into trouble after
NSW National Parks and Wildlife
Service (NPWS) began its own
‘Discovery Tours’ in the same
area.

Mr Clarke said because NPWS
was offering the same tours at
cheaper rates, his business was at
risk.

He told the Koori Mail he felt as
if the hard work he had put into
establishing Harry Nanya Tours
was disregarded.

“My rights are being violated,”
Mr Clarke said.

“I’ve had NITV and ABC’s
Landline do stories on my
business. I’ve been to many
ministers and government
departments and they told me no
one could help.

“I wrote to Indigenous Affairs
Minister Nigel Scullion and
outlined all the layers of what’s
happened and I haven’t had any
response.”

Mr Clarke said he was unable
to compete with the tours run by
NPWS, especially because he had
extra costs – like park fees – that
NPWS, as the licence holder, did
not have to pay.

He had to cut staff and Mr
Clarke and his partner are now
running the Mildura-based

business between the two of them.
Mr Clarke said it has been six

years since he started his fight
against NPWS to get his business
back on track.

He said he had to shut the tour
company for a month because of
the physical and emotional toll
running the tours with so few staff

had on him and his partner.
Mr Clarke hopes the

GoFundMe page will not just help
get his business back on track, but
will allow his story to be heard at a
national level.

“I haven’t got an income at the
moment,” he said. “After six years
of fighting against government

departments and getting nowhere,
I’m tired. It’s heartbreaking to see
what this has done to my business
and my hard work.

“I don’t want Harry Nanya Tours
to collapse. I need help to get it
back to business. I want the
younger generation to take over.”

There are two young people in
particular that Mr Clarke has in
mind for the job, his niece Elisha
Mangal and her partner Corey
Payne.

Mr Clarke said they have a
wealth of experience that make
them perfect for the job.

He said that with someone else
running the day tours, he would be
able to come up with more unique
tours and packages.

“I should be setting up specialty
tours,” he said.

“And the younger generation
are full of great ideas. If we can
get them to do the daily running
that means I can do more creative
packages like debates with
scientists.”

Mr Clarke claimed it’s not just
his business being affected by
NPWS tours, saying he knew of
other Aboriginal tour companies
facing similar troubles.

“It comes back to native title,”
he said. “The Government says
Aboriginal people need to have
self-determination, so why do 
they interfere and put their big
bureaucratic walls up when 
we try?”

NSW Tour operator Graham

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IT has been 10 years since Prime
Minister John Howard declared a
‘national emergency’ in the Northern

Territory and launched the Intervention.
By any measure it’s been a disaster

from the start.
Fired up by an ignorant mainstream

media, Howard misused the Little
Children are Sacred report to justify
suspending the Racial Discrimination Act
and the Anti-Discrimination Act in what,
surely, looks like a cynical attempt to win
votes at the expense of Aboriginal people
in the NT.

The Little Children are Sacred is
actually an extremely comprehensive
report into sexual abuse of Aboriginal
children in remote communities in the NT
and makes a series of recommendations,
all of which are built on the idea that good
policy for Aboriginal people actually
involves Aboriginal people at every stage.

The Intervention took away Aboriginal
people’s control over many aspects of
their lives, including requiring compulsory
health checks for children, quarantining of
welfare payments, compulsory acquisition
of townships and the scrapping of the
permit system.

And after 10 years of the
Intervention – and staring down the barrel
of at least another five, thanks to Labor’s
extension under Stronger Futures – what
difference has it made?

Review after review of the effects of
the legislation have concluded that
income management, measures to
address alcohol consumption and the

School Enrolment and Attendance
through Welfare Reform Measure (SEAM,
where Aboriginal people’s welfare
payments are linked to their children’s
attendance at school) are ineffective,
breach international conventions on
human rights and do more harm. 

Pat Anderson, one of the authors of
Little Children are Sacred and now
Lowitja Institute chief executive, has
previously made the point that one of the
most important determinants of health is
control. “Practically, this means any policy
aimed at reducing the disadvantage of
our communities must ask itself how it will
increase the ability of Aboriginal people,
families and communities to take control
over their own lives,” she said in 2011.

The Intervention did exactly the
opposite. And has had detrimental effects
on communities that were already
vulnerable. 

Ten years for a damaging social
experiment is far too long and the
Government needs to wind it back now.

Little children are sacred – but they
continue to suffer when their families are
targeted and disempowered by
government.

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Reflections

IT was three years ago that
Eileen Brooks traced her
family history back to

champion Aboriginal rugby
league player Walter ‘Jackie’
Brooks.

She said she’s still coming to
terms with finding out she was
one of the many Indigenous
children taken from their
families as part of the Stolen
Generations.

Ms Brooks grew up in a
foster home in St Mary’s,
western Sydney, not knowing
her family history, or even that
she was Aboriginal.

She said that as a child, and
sometimes even now, she has
nightmares.

“I always wondered about
the nightmares I had,” she said.

“I have nightmares about
being taken. In my dream I’m
taken by witches and
sometimes I wake up crying 
my eyes out.”

Ms Brooks said the first
contact she had with her
biological family was seeing a
woman at the train station who
she now knows was her
mother.

“This woman said to me, ‘I’m
your Mum’ and I freaked out,”
she told the Koori Mail.

“I bolted – I was only 
about 15. I went home and 
told my foster father. I was
freaking out.”

It was when Ms Brooks’ son
Jay noticed that his mother’s
birth certificate had the
surname ‘Brooks’ not ‘Lane’,
which Ms Brooks said was what
she always believed her last

name to be, that the next
chapter in finding her family
began to unfold.

“Jay was asking questions
and I told him I just didn’t
know,” she said.

“He looked on Google and
found some family on
Facebook. That’s when he
found my Dad. I was so
amazed, so happy, but I was so
heartbroken.

“Dad was a great Aboriginal
football (rugby league) player.
He was a special man.”

After realising she was the
youngest daughter of Walter
Brooks, Ms Brooks turned to
meeting the family members
she could find.

“They’d been looking for us
kids for years,” she said.

“The historians had written
so much about Dad and they
were trying to find where 
we were.

“Eventually I found out that
the year I was born was the
year the Gully Aboriginal
community in Katoomba in the

Blue Mountains, where my Dad
lived, was bulldozed.

“Jay became quite close 
to one of the historians who
was really helping him to trace
the history.”

Ms Brooks said while she is
pleased that she has been
reconnected with her history, it
has been a hard and painful
journey.

“I’ve met my beautiful
cousins, but I’m sad that I’ve
missed so much of their life,”
she said.

“I’m like a spook that turned
up out of nowhere after all
these years so they were all a
bit shocked. They all thought I
had to be dead.

“It’s been so bittersweet. I
still can’t understand it all, I
should have been given back to
my dad – he was a good man.”

Vincent Lingiari is one of the most famous
photographs in Australia.

The photo is one of many in a new
exhibition at the Art Gallery of NSW, simply
titled Mervyn Bishop.

Alongside the works from the gallery’s
collection, material from the artist’s
personal photographic archive is on
display via a curated slideshow. 

Selected from an archive of more than
8000 images, most of which have never
before been seen in public, the slideshow
features images taken over the past 60
years affording an insight into Bishop’s life
and work.

In 1963 Mervyn Bishop left his home
town of Brewarrina in north-west NSW,
venturing to Sydney where he successfully

applied for a cadetship at the Sydney
Morning Herald.

He became Australia’s first Aboriginal
press photographer and in 1971 won the
News Photographer of the Year Award 
with his front-page picture, Life and Death
Dash 1971.

Bishop went on to work at the
Department of Aboriginal Affairs in
Canberra in 1974, where he covered major
developments in Aboriginal communities
throughout Australia.

This included his iconic image from
1975 when Mr Whitlam handed Mr Lingiari
the deeds to Wave Hill station.

Mervyn Bishop said he is thrilled to
have his work showcased at the gallery.

“Exhibiting at the gallery is definitely a
career highlight for me,” he said.

“I have been taking pictures for some
time and realising this exhibition is very
much a part of my life and my dreaming.

“The show is a collection of my

memories of meeting people, bringing
together images from my personal
archives alongside photographs I took 
on jobs.” 

Photographs by Bishop of defining
moments in Australia’s political and social
history, personal images of family and
friends, and intimate portraits of members
of the Aboriginal community all feature in
Mervyn Bishop.

The exhibition also showcases a
collection of cameras used to capture now
iconic images, along with those Bishop
experimented with as a young
photographer growing up in Brewarrina.

The gallery is also hosting a slide night
with Uncle Merv on Wednesday, July 5,
and a talk about Mr Bishop’s work by
director Warwick Thornton, who worked
closely with him on the films Payback
(1996) and Photographic Memory (1999),
which documents Bishop’s own life and
work, on Wednesday, July 12.

On page 24, columnist Nyunggai
Warren Mundine tells why he

believes constitutional
recognition isn’t needed.

ROTTNEST Island Deaths Group
Aboriginal Corporation (RIDGAC) is duty
bound to refute your recent story, (Gathering
held on Wadjemup, Koori Mail, June 14)
regarding ‘reconciliation’. We maintain that
this article is not representative of non-
government cultural Aboriginal views.

Government-appointed Reconciliation
West Australia, under Carol Innes, and the
Government-appointed Aboriginal Reference
Group, headed by Lindsay Dean, had no right,
culturally or otherwise, to misrepresent the
position of Aboriginal people of Western
Australia by arranging such an event.

Earlier this year RIDGAC met with WA
Tourism Minister Paul Papalia, who has
authority over Wadjemup (Rottnest Island). Mr
Papalia guaranteed that RIDGAC would not
be left out of any decision-making process.

This has not happened.
Rottnest Island Authority chief

executive Michelle Reynolds
guaranteed that any such event
would be extremely low key as
RIDGAC refused to be any part of so-
called reconciliation.

We feel that we have been misled
and due respect has not been shown
to the statewide cultural meetings of
1994. 

This article in the Koori Mail is
another attempt by government and
government-backed forces to further
disempower RIDGAC. About 75
people are shown in the photo and the
majority are government workers and agents
who have been set up to override business on
the Island.

RIDGAC represents Aboriginal nations
from throughout WA and was founded for the
protection and preservation of Aboriginal
history and sacred places on Wadjemup. We
have been fighting for recognition and respect
for our ancestors in the culturally appropriate
way.

It was RIDGAC who brought the issues of
the horrors and the suffering of our ancestors
to the attention of government and the public. 

It was RIDGAC who organised the
statewide meetings in 1994 to help resolve
how and what should happen on Wadjemup.
It was at these meetings that RIDGAC was
appointed as the caretakers and custodians 

of all Aboriginal issues on Wadjemup.
For decades the Government has not

followed Aboriginal lore and cultural process.
Instead, the WA Government continues to
dominate what happens at sacred places on
Wadjemup, such as the burial ground of
Aboriginal lore men.

The sacred burial ground is men’s
business and even this cultural requirement is
being ignored and/or misrepresented.

The WA Government has introduced the
so-called Aboriginal Reference Group and the
non-Aboriginal Rottnest Foundation together
with the Rottnest Island Authority (RIA) to
override and dominate RIDGAC.

Companies have been allowed to dig in
and around the burial ground and paths have
been placed on the grounds for the benefit of
non-Aboriginal people. The Government is

now attempting to activate their stage two,
which involves tampering on top of the burial
ground itself.

It is the view of RIDGAC that the burial
ground should remain a sacred area that is
fenced off and cleaned up in a culturally
appropriate manner for the benefit of
Aboriginal visitors to the Island.  

Instead, we have the RIA, the Aboriginal
Reference Group and the Rottnest
Foundation attempting to turn it into a tourist
attraction. We do not deem these ideas
appropriate, culturally or otherwise.

RIDGAC has requested the Government
hand over the Quod Old Gaol so that we may
use that building as a place of education for
people to learn the truth of our history and for
Aboriginal people to have a place to exhibit
their culture.

RIDGAC is sick and tired of the
Government and its agencies attempting to
turn the genocidal acts and the suffering of
our ancestors into a tourist attraction. 

Wadjemup is already the white man’s
playground, where our ancestors were
enslaved, suffered, executed and buried.

There can be no reconciliation.
It is still not understood that there must be

appropriate ways of showing respect and
dignity to the suffering and genocidal acts that
resulted in the incarceration of our warriors
who were brutalised by the British military
during the Frontier Wars. 

It must be recognised that the incarceration
and murder of our leaders was instrumental in
the taking of Aboriginal sacred lands and
waterways.

We ask non-Aboriginal people to see these
sacred places on Wadjemup and
Wadjemup itself in the same light as
the death camps of Auschwitz
(concentration camp in Poland), the
increasing awareness of the tragedy
of the ‘Trails of Tears’ in North
America, the respect that is shown to
Robben Island, South Africa, in the
fight for justice by people of colour. 

We would like non-Aboriginal
Australians to view Wadjemup the
same as they do Anzac Cove in
Turkey.

These were our warriors who
fought, were enslaved, suffered and

died for their country and for their people and
for us, and all future generations.

Finally, RIDGAC is duty bound by our lore,
customs and traditions and must be able to
carry out protection and preservation of all
Aboriginal history on Wadjemup. 

Governments must stop refusing to give us
self-determination and control over highly
sacred, spiritual and cultural issues.

May the Spiritual Dreaming protect them
always!

CONSTITUTIONAL recognition
of Indigenous people all
began with (former prime

minister) John Howard. 
He proposed it twice. The first in

a Constitutional ‘preamble’ included
in the failed Republic referendum in
1999. 

The second was before the 2007
election when he promised a
referendum on constitutional
recognition. 

The Howard Government met its
end at that election, but the idea
didn’t. It was picked up by the
Rudd/Gillard/Rudd Government and
the Abbott/Turnbull Government and
continues to receive bipartisan
support – in principle, that is,
because no referendum question
was ever settled and there’ve been
all kinds of proposals. 

Last month more than 250
Indigenous delegates, drawn from
community dialogues held across
Australia, met at Uluru to bring it all
to a head.

When Howard proposed
recognition he almost certainly
meant a symbolic and legally
meaningless acknowledgement. The
prime ministers who followed
probably had similar expectations. 

But a poetic preamble has never
held appeal to Indigenous people
and was rejected by the Uluru
delegates.

The Uluru Statement makes two
proposals.

One is there be ‘a First Nations
Voice enshrined in the Constitution’.
The statement doesn’t detail what

this means, but the idea comes from
a model proposed by the Cape York
Institute of a representative body
enshrined in the Constitution to table
advice in Parliament on ‘matters
relating to’ Indigenous people and
requiring both houses of Parliament
to consider the advice in debating
those laws.

I’ve always disagreed with this
proposal and still do.

Will this representative body
table advice on every law before
Parliament? What about laws on
welfare, the environment, tax, mining
or the Budget? 

Every Australian law affects
Indigenous people. They also impact
every other Australian. Why should
Indigenous people have a
constitutional voice other Australians
don’t have on laws that affect
everyone? There’s the ‘No’ case
right there.

Perhaps the body will be
restricted to advising on laws that
affect Indigenous people specifically.
The Native Title Act is one example. 

But the Keating Government
negotiated extensively with
Indigenous people when preparing
that legislation, far more than a
constitutionally enshrined body
would be entitled to. Governments
always do. A ‘First Nations voice’ is a
solution looking for a problem.

This idea is sold as conservative
because Parliament could ignore 
its advice. So on the one hand 
it’s needed because Indigenous
people don’t have a voice, but 
on the other it’s conservative

because government doesn’t have
to listen to it.

I also have zero confidence the
High Court, if not now but in 20, 50
or 100 years, would look at this body
and say it means nothing. It’s a
radical amendment, if not for its
intent but for its potential.

The second proposal in the Uluru
Statement is for agreements –
treaties – between governments and
First Nation groups with a ‘Makarrata

Commission’ to supervise the
agreement-making process.

I’ve always supported treaties
between governments and
Indigenous First Nations. 

I use the plural deliberately. In
Australian politics people talk about
a treaty between Indigenous people
as a whole and the government.
This idea has never got anywhere
and never will. 

No one speaks for Indigenous
people as a single group. Even if
government offered a treaty and
identified someone to sign it,
Indigenous people wouldn’t
recognise it. 

We identify with our nation
group – our mob. 

I’m Bundjalung. I’d only
recognise a treaty between a
government and the Bundjalung
nation.

I’ve proposed the government
offer each First Nation a treaty
recognising them as traditional
owners of their land and sea and
concluding any native title claims
over those areas. 

There should be an established
governing body for each nation
group representing it on matters
specific to the group: to hold any
native title, land and other assets, to
be the responsible body for cultural
and heritage rights and language. 

Only members of a nation should
be members of its governance body
using an objective, transparent test
for membership. 

Having a single, authorised and
identified representative body for

each First Nation also provides
certainty for organisations needing
to deal with Indigenous people on
projects on traditional lands.

This isn’t about sovereignty or
creating ceded areas of Australia.
And it shouldn’t be about managing
areas of life that affect all Australian
people – like health care, municipal
services, or welfare. 

It’s a streamlined, uniform
governance system for matters and
decisions unique to a First Nation
group that are currently managed
through various different structures.

Although this seems more
radical, it’s actually happening now.
Native title groups already enter into
agreements with governments
which, once registered, bind all
members of the group, even those
who didn’t personally sign it. These
are, in a sense, a form of treaty.

What’s more, we don’t need a
constitutional amendment to
implement it. Governments can 
do it now.

The Uluru Statement made two
proposals. One is a ‘top-down’
lawyers’ proposal that will certainly
fail. The other is a grassroots
proposal with overwhelming
Indigenous support that could be
implemented without the need for
any referendum.

I’m calling time on 10 years of
discussion on constitutional
recognition. We don’t need it.

We don’t need Recognition

WE are still waiting for a
formal response to the
Uluru Statement from either

major political party. 
Both the Prime Minister and the

Opposition Leader were pretty quick
to speak to Indian mining company
Adani regarding fear that native title
issues could halt their proposed coal
mine in Queensland. But a national
gathering of Aboriginal and Torres
Strait Islander people to discuss a
way forward for this country and we
can barely get a word out of them.

Prime Minister Malcolm Turnbull
did warn some weeks ago that
Australians were “constitutionally
conservative”; Indigenous Affairs
Minister Nigel Scullion said we
should “all just relax and wait” and
Deputy Prime Minister Barnaby
Joyce said “it’s not going to happen”.

All these comments were made
some weeks ago. Since that time it
has, sadly, been ignored. This is a
strategy: take the Uluru Statement
off the national agenda, wait for
momentum to die down and simply
release statements that Australians
won’t agree, they are too
conservative and it has no chance of
getting up. 

To those who say that any form
of treaty is divisive, I ask you this: A
treaty is an agreement between two
or more parties – so how can an
agreement be divisive? The very
definition of agreement is bringing
people together, not dividing them.

Australia is already divided. The
gaps in education, incarceration,
housing and life expectancy highlight
deep structural problems associated
to our present way of life. 

So refusing to accept any gesture

to come to the table and discuss an
agreement with Aboriginal people is
actually maintaining deep-rooted
divisions that already exist, not
keeping people together.

As the Human Rights
Commission said after the Uluru
Statement, “We fail to take into
account the views of our First
Peoples. Our political systems and
institutions remain inadequate at
providing them with a voice in the
matters that affect their lives, futures
and communities.”

Non-Indigenous Australians can’t
simply just shake their heads and
say, “No, we disagree.”

Referendum Council co-chair Pat
Anderson recently said: “We are
voiceless and powerless in our own
lands. This is our country. We have
been here 60,000 years. There has
to be substantive change, structural
change that will make a difference.
We have been asking for this since
1840 and nobody listens and hears
us. I don’t understand that.

“What is it that we’re saying that
you can’t understand?”

As blackfellas we feel physically
and emotionally exhausted having to
repeat ourselves over and over. And
frustration with our disempowerment
continues. The source of that
frustration is continually being
ignored within our own country.

Colonisation almost killed us,
with nearly 95% of the population
killed out, as we went from over one
million to just under 100,000 by the
time of federation. Mission
management – to save a ‘dying race’
– and assimilation instead became
slave labour and stolen children. 

Segregation and apartheid just

built our political resolve and created
division.

More recently, punitive hardline
measures to cut welfare and ‘get our
kids to school’ have created the
highest incarceration rates of any
one people in the world, a new
Stolen Generation and increased
suicide rates. 

The one thing that hasn’t been
tried in all this time is a return to
traditional Aboriginal governance
and kinship systems that would
respect autonomy within the many
Aboriginal nations within Australia in
the formation of a treaty.

As stated by my cousin Ruby
Wharton, a founding member of

Warriors for Aboriginal Resistance,
on her Facebook page, “When will
the rest of this country stop thinking
that Aboriginal people are fighting for
equality? We are not African
American. We are not asking for civil
rights. We are demanding our birth
rights. Being Aboriginal means we
have a responsibility to care for the
land we come from and what we are
fighting for is our rights to country.
We aren’t asking to be welcomed
into your ‘civilisation’ with open arms
and acceptance; get it right.” 

In the words of Michael Mansell,
why not “re-establish a national
Aboriginal body, give it a guaranteed
revenue base and let it take over the
government function of coordinating
programs; provide designated seats
in the Senate; ensure that the loss of
native title attracts compensation
(other land or money) and give
discrete Aboriginal communities
local government powers to do more
than just collect the garbage. Move
aside, government, and let
Aboriginal people take back the
reins.”

The 1963 Bark Petition was
presented to the Federal Parliament
in an attempt to get the recognition
of our legal system and self-
governance prior to colonisation.
But even though the petition was
successful to a degree in that it did
lead to a royal commission and land
rights, it was never fully accepted.

Instead, land rights came in
under a foreign law, where the whole
process of control was given to land
councils, funded by government,
which eroded Indigenous customary
obligation. So when a second bark
petition was handed to Prime

Minister John Howard in 1998 he
was able to completely ignore it and
it now collects dust somewhere in
Canberra as people argue that we
no longer have retained connection
to our own organisational structures.

When you become refuse of the
sins of the past, lying at the bottom
rung of any social ladder, you
become a rubbish tip to the poisons
of society and you collect all its
waste. This is what we have become
as Aboriginal people, as white
Australians try and wash their hands
of their own sins, as they close their
eyes to their own abuse and denial
and instead position the problems
associated with our decline back on
Aboriginal people.

Of course we suffer from
substance abuse, sexual abuse and
crime more than other Australians.
We are the ones who carry the
legacy of their lies, denial and guilt
as they try to build a society that was
created on the back of slaves and
stolen Aboriginal lands.

Whether or not we have a treaty,
we don’t need others’ permission to
heal ourselves. We never did.

But what a treaty does is
provides acknowledgment. It stops
Aboriginal people constantly having
to make amends. 

We are getting sicker, having to
carry the pain of two cultures, while
the other takes no responsibility or
acknowledgement of the past. 

This is our opportunity to heal
that past, but there must be respect,
and respect means our being
listened to in our own land.

There must be respect

Woolombi

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This is an edited version of Indigenous
Resurgence: Political Self-Regard and
Relations with Mainstream Australia, a

report written by five people* working with
the Brisbane Aboriginal community.

ABORIGINAL political systems and
governance derive from our ancient
connection to our lands. 

Through long occupation and ownership, we
developed sophisticated systems of law and a
custodial ethic governing our relation to land.
Our shared cosmology tells us that people
come into being through countries that are alive
and sentient. 

Country holds the continuing presence of
ancestors and the Dreaming, the system, both
rigorous and poetic, for supporting an ordered
and ethical existence. Through our political
systems and law we inherited responsibilities
and obligations relating to each other and our
countries. This provided for how we lived, what
we believed, the structuring of society, culture,
our kinship and our ownership of our land.

In recent times everything about who and
what we are has been disrupted. As a result of
colonial invasion and the exploitation of our
lands, we have been confronted with gross
disregard. 

We were provoked by approaches to people
and country that are an affront to our law and
morality. We were antagonised by occupation of
our ancient lands, the abuse of our principles of
obligation and responsibility, and of our customs
and culture. We were forced to endure the
abuse of our dignity and humanity.

Though our resistance was strong, the
power of the colonisers overwhelmed our
people. In the decades that followed, our
discontent and challenges have often fallen on
deaf colonial ears. We have grappled with
depredations and iniquities through colonising
frameworks of protection and segregation,
assimilation, self-determination, and new
paternalism.

The continuing pattern of our struggle is
multifaceted, but is also fundamentally
unbalanced.

Imbalance arises partly because our political
systems have been badly damaged through

genocidal policies and practices. It is
exacerbated, and persists, because the state
has wilfully rebuffed us and our offers to
negotiate, and because Australians have not
been able to understand and respect us and our
social and political systems.

But we, too, are part of this imbalance. In
our efforts we have had to rely upon the ideas
and systems of the colonials that have become
the contemporary Australian state and its forms
of governance. We have sought citizenship,
recognition, and self-determination. Through
these and other notions we have achieved
some rights and progress, but these have been
secured on the terms of the Australian state.

We have pursued our goals through
legislation administered in colonial law and
through the political ideas of the coloniser. For
this reason, Aboriginal organisations usually
end up administering and giving effect to
government policy, from health to child
protection to native title. In this way the
colonisers organise our solutions for us. 

Our political efforts are often remarkable
given our circumstances, but we fall down when
we allow ourselves to be compromised by
operating on colonial terms.

We are not suggesting that total isolation or
exclusivity is an option. Engagement with
mainstream Australia and Australians is crucial.
Since invasion this has been the key
relationship defining our lives, and it will
continue to be so. And while the institutional
relationship with Australians often appears very

difficult, the story is not wholly negative.
Australians are our family members, our friends,
and our allies. We also borrow from the
coloniser and, with careful work, can do so
while retaining our principles, dignity, and terms
of reference. 

However, our relationship with the
mainstream has been run on Australian terms,
and has been based on conversion rather than
a conversation. Australians have not met us
halfway in conversation but have instead
extended their sympathies and asserted their
jurisdiction in ways that continue to encircle us.
Their sympathies and jurisdiction channel our
agency in the dual role of captives and captors
– we demand our rights in white terms and then
impose these rights on our people. 

When we participate in this relationship by
allowing our solutions to be organised for us,
we are ourselves are part of conversion. We
allow ourselves to be compromised rather than
making a compromise. 

When we look to our systems, Aboriginal
protocols dictate that you cannot assert your
own cultural baggage upon others. Our
protocols do not allow us to apply our terms of
reference when we are in someone else’s
country. In our systems, one has to understand
oneself enough and become adult enough to
engage the other rather than to seek to impose
one’s own views upon them. It is time that we
reasserted this diplomatic way of being, to
remind Australians that they are in our
countries, and to show them what dignified and

appropriate behaviour between civilised
peoples looks like.  

If we want to be Original Peoples then we
must accept our obligations to country and each
other, and our law, morality and political
systems, and bring that to bear in the
relationships amongst ourselves and with
mainstream Australians. We must enable
ourselves to represent the principles of our
originality.

In reworking the relationship with
mainstream Australia there are issues for us, as
Aboriginal people, that we need to urgently and
exclusively address to determine our priorities,
options and preferred solutions. We must
detach as much as possible from colonial
administration to reconsider our relationship to
each other to clarify the sources and basis of
our self-value, governance, and political and
cultural systems through Aboriginal rather than
mainstream Australian terms of reference. This
will require time, resources and devotion.

Our responsibility is to represent and enliven
our principles, especially regarding our political
systems and relation to country, as the basis for
a conversation between two peoples and a
changed relationship with Australians. The
associated work, which is happening throughout
Australia, arises spontaneously through country
and among us. 

We are beginning this work in our region in
partnership with academics at the School of
Political Science and International Studies at
the University of Queensland. This partnership
represents a foundational meeting point,
because it recognises that Aboriginal people
developed a political philosophy thousands of
years before other peoples began reflecting
about politics and such a philosophy cannot be
subsumed by white Australian or European
knowledge. 

Such exchange is vitally necessary to
revitalise our law, morality and political systems,
and to develop a balanced relationship with
mainstream Australians.

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THE potential
benefits of a
single Torres
Strait
seafood
brand have
been

discussed at a workshop
held on Thursday Island.

Run by Jayne
Gallagher and Emily
Mantilla from Honey and
Fox Pty Ltd, the workshop
identified some of the
features of the supply
chain of various seafood
products and barriers to
profitability for
commercial ventures.

Workshop participants
– fishers, fish processors
and community
representatives –
acknowledged that the
event was the first step to
achieving greater unity
and collaboration in
exporting fisheries
products from the Torres
Strait.

Torres Strait Regional
Authority chairperson
Napau Pedro Stephen
said it was an important
step in starting a
conversation about the

opportunities available to
the region in the
exporting and branding of
seafood product.

“We hope this research
will identify the
legislative, administrative
and infrastructure
requirements for direct
export from the Torres
Strait, and the key export
market opportunities that

could be met by Torres
Strait-derived products,”
he said.

“It will also look to
identify unique marketing
strategies that may
provide opportunities 
to improve the
profitability of fishing
operations, having a
positive socioeconomic
flow-on effect to the

people of the region and
our communities.”

The project is expected
to progress over the next
18 months and align with
other initiatives of the
TSRA Fisheries Program
in achieving improved
wealth of Torres Strait
Islander people of the
region from the region’s
fisheries resources.

RESIDENTS at Yarrabah
have made a stand against
dishonest traders by
displaying ‘do not knock’
stickers on their homes.

The north Queensland
Aboriginal community now

also has roadside signage warning door-
to-door traders not to trade unlawfully. 

The signs are part of the ‘Do Not
Knock informed communities’ program,
which has now expanded to Yarrabah,
near Cairns, after a similar pilot program
in Wujal Wujal proved successful last
year.

The signage reminds door-to-door
traders to act in accordance with the
Australian consumer law and that they
must not approach houses displaying do-
not-knock notices. 

The program also aims to minimise
consumer harm by informing Yarrabah
residents of their consumer rights.

Yarrabah Aboriginal Shire Mayor Ross
Andrews said previously door-to-door
traders had preyed on Yarrabah residents
by signing them up for overpriced goods
or services they couldn’t access or didn’t
need or want.

“Both the program and signage sends

a strong message from the Yarrabah
community that we will not stand for
unlawful conduct from door-to-door
traders and we will stand together as a
community to protect our friends and
families,” he said.

Targets
Fair Trading executive director Brian

Bauer said Indigenous communities,
particularly in remote areas, have been
the targets of dishonest traders.

While door-to-door sales are not illegal,
the law sets out rules and obligations that
must be followed, including providing

consumers clear written contracts, giving
a 10 business day cooling-off period,
abiding by permitted hours of trade and
not approaching any residence displaying
a do-not-knock notice. 

Free ‘do-not-knock’ stickers or 
signs are available from the Fair Trading
and ICAN. 

The program and signage is a 
joint initiative between the council, 
the Australian Competition and 
Consumer Commission, the 
Queensland Office of Fair Trading and 
the Indigenous Consumer Assistance
Network (ICAN). 

THERE are not many people
who have founded a musical
group, more than one ground-
breaking health service and
have been awarded a Medal

of the Order of Australia, but that’s just what
Dr Naomi Mayers has done. 

For the Yorta Yorta/Wiradjuri woman’s
lifetime of work delivering and transforming
Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander health
care, the University of Sydney has awarded
her a Doctor of Letters (honoris causa).

As well as being one of the founders of the
Aboriginal Medical Service in Redfern and the
Medical Research Council of NSW, Dr
Mayers was also a founding member of The
Sapphires – the all-Aboriginal music group
from country Victoria that formed the basis of
the 2012 film of the same name.

Dr Mayers was presented with the honour
during a graduation ceremony in Sydney,
where she acknowledged the importance of

collaboration and persistence in achieving
change. “We’ve come a long way since the
Aboriginal medical service first opened its
doors, thanks to the efforts of so many
people,” she said. 

“Of course there remains much work 
to be done and I urge the younger
generations to continue fighting to close 
the gap in Aboriginal and Torres Strait
Islander health outcomes.”

Forefront of change
An advocate, leader and reformer, Dr

Mayers has been at the forefront of change in
health service provision to Indigenous
communities at local, state and national
levels for more than 40 years.

She was awarded a Medal of the Order 
of Australia in 1984 in recognition of her
services to the community, and holds a
doctorate in Aboriginal affairs from Tranby
Aboriginal College in Sydney.

TRADITIONAL
owners of the
Northern
Territory’s
Watarrka National
Park, which

Canyon, are celebrating after
the land was ruled off limits for
mining and fracking.

The Central Land Council
says the traditional owners
have found out the NT
Government has declared 
a mineral and petroleum
reserve over the park.

CLC director David Ross
says the group has rallied
against mining on their land 
for the past 15 years and
opposed two exploration 
permit applications for the park
in 2012.

“It just goes to show what
can be achieved with a
persistent, patient and united
campaign,” he said.

Mr Ross commended the
NT Government for taking a
different approach to protecting
the park from the previous
Country Liberal Government,
which refused to grant ongoing
protection.

“It’s great to see that the
(Michael) Gunner Government
is fair dinkum about correcting
the mistakes of the past,” 
he said.

An application for the park to
be protected under the Federal
Aboriginal and Torres Strait
Islander Heritage Protection Act
also remains in place, and it is
being assessed for National
Heritage Listing. – AAP

Coin, stamp mark

New youth centre
in heart of Alice

MORE than 560 hectares of land
has been handed back to traditional
owners in north Queensland. The
title deeds to six parcels of land
between Mackay, Charters Towers
and Townsville were handed over to
the Birriah people in Townsville.

Birriah Aboriginal Corporation director Carolyn
Kemp said Aboriginal freehold ownership meant
Birriah people would have the opportunity to have
control over what happened on their land. “The
benefits will provide Birriah people with many
opportunities for self-management, preservation,
protection and development,” she said.

A COMMEMORATIVE 50 cent 
coin and an Australia Post stamp 
have been released to mark the
50th anniversary of the 1967
referendum allowing Indigenous
people to be counted in the census,

and 25 years since the Mabo High Court decision
resulting in native title.

The coin features the artwork of Boneta-Marie
Mabo, granddaughter of Eddie Mabo. The image
is a portrait of Eddie Mabo with the Torres Strait
Islander flag, and a depiction of the 1967
referendum flyer with the Aboriginal flag.

The stamp design is by Goreng Goreng
woman Rachael Sarra, a graphic designer at
Indigenous creative agency Galimbaa. She has
depicted the unifying ambition and optimism of
the 1967 referendum through the merging of two
fingerprints in a colourful design.

Federal Indigenous Affairs Minister Nigel
Scullion unveiled the coin and stamp with
surviving 1967 referendum campaigners, Mabo
decision plaintiffs and their families at Old
Parliament House, Canberra.

A NEW youth outreach centre will be
established in Alice Springs’ town
centre to provide support and
services for young people. Northern
Territory Families Minister Dale
Wakefield said youth outreach
workers will operate from the site.

“Our 13 new youth outreach workers and
support staff will be based in the new youth
outreach centre, providing a purpose-built space
to support young people and offer a safe, friendly
environment for youth,” she said.

The outreach centre, on the corner of Railway
Terrace and Wills Terrace, will have safe meeting
rooms, open-plan office space and some
recreational areas.

Clarke has received the
inaugural scholarship from
Dart Centre Asia Pacific to
attend the Columbia
University Graduate

School of Journalism in the United
States. He will be taking part in the 
three-week intensive Investigative
Journalism Summer School in New York.

The scholarship will cover his tuition
fees, flights and accommodation for the
duration of the course.

Mr Clarke grew up in
Bourke, western NSW, and
was inspired to take up
journalism as a way to
change negative reporting
he was seeing about his
community.

“I was about 11 or 12
years old and I remember
Bourke was being
slammed in the media as
some kind of ‘ghetto’,” he
told the Koori Mail. “I knew
my community wasn’t like
that. I became fascinated
with the way the media can
skew things and realised
why there was so much
racism towards my people.

“People read the papers that just
present one side of the community. They
focus on the negative. I was fascinated
by the power these papers had.

“I didn’t think I was very smart, and I
was terrible at school. But I ended up at
UTS studying journalism because the
Indigenous Education Unit, Jumbunna,

was so supportive of me.”
Since then, Mr Clarke has worked at

Buzzfeed, ABC and SBS and is currently
a presenter for NITV’s The Point.

He participated in a Dart Centre
retreat for journalists, where the focus
was trauma-aware journalism.

Mr Clarke said he’s wanted to study 
at Columbia since he was a young
journalist. 

“It’s an incredible feeling,” he said. “My
two goals as a young journalist were to

be able to study at
Columbia and to be
nominated for a Walkley.

“To be asked to study at
Columbia is a dream come
true; it’s just such an
incredible opportunity. I’ll
be the first Australian to
attend the course, let alone
the first Aboriginal man.”

Mr Clarke said he’ll be
learning from some of the
most renowned journalists
in the world during the
course.

“These are professional
journalists at a world-
famous journalism school.
We’ll be learning from each
other as well as learning

from the course.
“I’m excited to meet other professional

journalists from all over the world.
“I just can’t believe it. Last year I was

nominated for a Walkley, and even
though I didn’t win it was such an
incredible moment for me, and this is
another incredible opportunity.”

South Australia (RASA), has
been presented with the
NAPCAN Play Your Part
South Australia Individual
Award.

Ms Decrea was
acknowledged for her work
in RASA’s Indigenous
Children and Schooling
Program, Ngartuitya.

Her colleagues say Ms
Decrea, a Torres Strait
Islander woman, exemplifies
the message of ‘Play Your
Part’ through her personal
involvement in her
community. 

Ms Decrea has
redesigned a number of
RASA children’s programs
to be culturally appropriate
and accessible to Aboriginal
families in the Playford
region of Adelaide. 

Alongside these
programs she has
developed ‘Working Better
with Nunga Kids’, a
professional development
training day. 

Ms Decrea said the key
to ‘getting it right’ in the
early years of a child’s life is
culture. “A lot of us know
about how important the first
three years are, but when
we talk about ‘getting it right
from the start’, the First
Nations People, my people,
got it right from the start,”
she said. 

“When there is trauma,
there has to be healing. 
And it’s a time for healing
for my people. 

“Which means it’s time
for people to embrace what
we knew. It’s time for people
to come and learn from us,
what kept us so strong. 

“I’d like to thank all of
those strong people in my
life, who taught me to be
safe in culture. 

“They taught me that
there was a knowledge

there that was older and
stronger than what we
learned in university. 

“It’s an ancient
knowledge that we have
been trying to give to people
for a very long time, but
have been rejected. 

“When we look at these
studies and we talk about
finding a ‘new’ way, I don’t
think we need to find a 
new way – we need to
reconnect to an old way,
and that’s our way.”   

IT has been more than a
year since Aboriginal
leaders launched the
Redfern Statement, which
asked governments to
engage with Indigenous

people in a meaningful and constructive
way to deal with the health and social
issues in First Nations communities.

National Congress of Australia’s First
Peoples co-chairs Jackie Huggins and
Rod Little said Australia is failing to meet
the Close the Gap targets.

“We are after an improved
relationship with federal, state and
territory governments,” they said.

“We acknowledge the work that has
been done to date, however, we can no
longer afford to wait a generation for the
change that is necessary now for our
people.

“Far too many First Peoples attend
funerals of young and middle-aged
people.

“This is because the Government’s
Closing the Gap targets are failing
Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander

people, as shown by the latest 2017
report.”

Dr Huggins and Mr Little said the
Redfern Statement outlines how the
reports released since 1992 called for
reconciliation-based truth telling and
creating a just relationship between
Indigenous and other Australians.

“The Redfern Statement was initially
created as an election manifesto but our
determination now is for it to become a
roadmap for positive and effective

engagement between Aboriginal peoples
and governments,” they said.

“The Federal Government and each
of the state and territory governments,
share responsibility to right this nation’s
past injustices.

“The current Government has an
unprecedented nation-building
opportunity to meaningfully address
Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander
disadvantage.

“They have the mandate to act.”

ABORIGINAL people
lived along
Australia’s coast
about 50,000 years
ago, archaeologists
have again
confirmed, after

discovering dietary remains on an
island off Western Australia.

The remains in a cave on
Barrow Island, about 50km off the
Pilbara coast, provide the earliest
evidence of the coastal occupation
of Australia, says Professor 
Peter Veth, the study’s lead
archaeologist from the University
of WA. 

“We’ve actually got very firm
evidence of people living on the
coast that we didn’t have before,”
he said. “The cave was used
predominantly as a hunting 
shelter about 50,000 and 30,000
years ago before becoming a
residential base for family groups

about 10,000 years ago.”
Prof Veth said the occupation of

coastal Australia had previously
been dated to about 40,000 years
ago.

“A third of the continent has
been flooded since the last ice age
and we reasonably expect the
earliest evidence of occupation to
be under water,” he said.

Researchers from Australia 
and the United States found 
well-preserved remains of 
animals including shellfish and
kangaroos in the limestone cave
on Barrow Island.

Between 2013 and 2015, the
team used what’s known as the
luminescence technique, which
dates the last time that sediment
surrounding the remains was
exposed to sunlight.

Prof Veth said this showed the
remains were between 46,000 and
51,000 years old. – AAP

A Federal Government grant,
help from the WA Centre for
Rural Health (WACRH), and
some generous donations helped
make the bus a reality.

Corporation project officer

Adrian Bartlett said the bus will
be used to take people to a
variety of programs for all ages,
such as school breakfast
programs, surfing, talent
programs, wildflower drives for
seniors, sport matches locally
and to Perth.

The funding came together
after corporation chair and
WACRH employee Lenny
Papertalk attended a National
Poche Network meeting for
Indigenous health in Melbourne.
During a lunchtime conversation
with Kay van Norton Poche, the

co-founder of the Poche Centres,
Mr Papertalk spoke about the
need for a bus to help ensure
Aboriginal children could take
part in sporting activities. 

Ms van Norton Poche was so
impressed she pulled out her
cheque book and made a
personal donation to set the
wheels in motion.

A successful grant submission
to the Federal Government’s
Building Better Regions Fund 
and a co-funding arrangement
with WACRH in Geraldton sealed
the deal.

GAMILAROI
woman Chelsea
Trindall-Scott is
well on her way
to achieving her

dream of becoming a florist.
Ms Trindall-Scott said she

struggled at school because her
pursuits were more creatively
inclined, so when she saw a
course for floristry on the
Sydney TAFE website, she
knew it was for her.

Now having completed her
floristry course, Ms Trindall-
Scott is beginning to take
design classes, and will soon
start a business course, hoping
to one day run her own florist
shop.

Ms Trindall-Scott said when
she found the floristry course
she thought it would be
interesting, but when she got to
the class she found it was
better than she could have
imagined.

“It’s not just about picking
flowers and putting them
together,” she told the Koori
Mail.

“It’s very complex. We learnt
about making bouquets,
corsages, corporate
arrangements and more.

“I was really most interested
in the wedding work.”

Ms Trindall-Scott said her
design course is teaching her
photography skills as well as
giving her the tools to create
things like business brochures.

She said she hopes the
business course she’ll soon
undertake will round off all
those skills to give her a start in
running her shop.

But Ms Trindall-Scott said
she couldn’t have made it
without the help of her
Aboriginal education liaison
officer at school, and the
Gamarada Aboriginal Unit at
TAFE.

“I really struggled at school,”
she said.

“I almost dropped out. My
Aboriginal liaison said to me,
‘You may not like it at school but
it’s best to stay and finish and
look for something you really
love to do when you finish.’

“I also had lots of help from
the Aboriginal unit at TAFE.
Without them, I don’t know how
I could have done it.”

Ms Trindall-Scott said her
advice to other young Aboriginal
students would be to not let
things get them down.

“There are other ways of
getting into what you love,” she
said.

“There is something for
everyone. Even if you struggle
at school, there’ll be something
for you out there.”

AS an Aboriginal man in
business, Message Stick
Group chief officer Michael
McLeod thought he was a 
trail blazer when he was
starting off 14 years ago.  

There were few Indigenous businesses
working with business in the corporate sector
and he wondered, ‘How do you engage in the
business sector?’ 

He then founded Supply Nation (formerly
AIMSC) in 2009 to increase visibility and
opportunities for Indigenous business.

“No Indigenous business is asking for a
handout, they’re seeking the opportunity to be
at the table, to be in the running to win the
business,” he said. 

Mr McLeod brought his experiences in
business to the recent Australia-Israel
Chamber of Commerce discussion about the
continued mobilisation and growth of the
Indigenous business sector across Australia.

“There has been a 300% growth in
Indigenous business and the corporate sector
has been a major player,” he said.

Supply Nation chief officer Laura Berry
said that through the Federal Government’s
Indigenous Procurement Policy (IPP), in the
past 18 months $407 million has been
awarded in contracts to 708 separate
Indigenous businesses. 

“Whatever Industry you are in, there are
Indigenous businessess operating,” she said. 

“We are dismantling stereotypical ideas
and deficit models about Indigenous
businesses or people.”

Indigenous Defences Consortium (IDC)
chief officer Adam Goodes also took part in
the discussion about the growth of the
Indigenous business sector.

“Huge opportunities”
“There are huge opportunities through

innovation and technology to build Indigenous
business and upskill employment
capabilities,” he said. “We aim to take on
major contracts as part of the Defence
portfolio over the next 10 years.”  

Mr Goodes says he is keen to nurture the
talent of younger Indigenous people so they
are motivated to build their capabilities and
qualifications and be the leaders who are
shaping and determining new innovative
developments. He is partnering with
universities as well as fostering opportunities
with Indigenous high school students.

“For those of us working with Indigenous
students in high school, TAFE and
universities, we can vouch for our Indigenous
students’ capabilities, motivated by their
peers and greater public visibility of
Indigenous role models who are drawing on
their ingenuity, cultural identities, tenacity,
acumen and resilience to embrace and
succeed across so many diverse fields,” 
he said. 

“There are so many opportunities for
Indigenous students to work within industry
whilst they’re studying and more opportunities
for their futures in Indigenous business.”

Discussion panel moderator Sam Bickless,
from Gilbert & Tobin, said the increased
engagment with Indigenous people and
businesses “positively impacts us all,
professionally and personally”. 

“There is a roadmap for success,” he said. 
“It comes from our ancestors. Who

wouldn’t want to embrace these opportunities
and to learn alongside the oldest continuous
culture on Earth? 

“There are so many ways to meaningfully
engage. Let’s all take the next step.”

Chamber

RECENTLY
launched
Indigenous
business Irranda
Holdings has
joined forces with
long-established

air-conditioning ducting and
sheet metal fabrication firm
Action Sheet Metal.

Irranda owner Colin Rogan
Jnr, from Darwin, has been
working for the past two 
years with Action Sheet Metal
owner Harry Maschke on
Thermobreak, a new kind of 
air-conditioning unit.

Mr Rogan said Thermobreak
costs less than other 
air-conditioning units and is 
eco-friendly. “The big thing 
with the product is that it’s 
going to save dollars; it brings
down the overall cost of a
project,” he said.

“This could be used in
government buildings, schools,
you name it, as opposed to the
metal cushion head box that
they currently use.”

Mr Rogan said that
Thermobreaks are already being

used by the private sector and
are now being installed at the
new Gateway Shopping Centre
in Darwin.

He said Irranda also provides
economic benefits to the
community through Indigenous

employment, student work
experience, pathways, and
opportunities for at-risk youth.

Irranda is working on
securing major contracts, and
aiming to join forces with other
businesses. It has received
expressions of interest from
industry professionals in Cairns.

“I’ve got five Indigenous
employees ready to go, and
we’re already talking to another
Indigenous business about
partnering to do an installation
as well,” Mr Rogan said.

“Apart from looking at the
market in Cairns, we’re also
aiming at putting a foot offshore
in the export market to
Singapore and East Timor,
which will be great for bringing
much-needed long-term dollars
and employment into the
Northern Territory’s economic
outlook.”

MORE than 20 years ago
Pip and Charles Woodward
started the Pamagirri
Aboriginal Experience in
Cairns, as part of their
company, the CaPTA
Group.

This month they received the
Queesnland Reconciliation Award for
Business for their spearheading of
Indigenous tourism and Indigenous
employment. 

CaPTA Group sales and marketing
executive Willie Enoch-Tranby said the
award caused a mixture of emotions.

“It was a mixture of happiness,
gratitude, confirmation, encouragement,
recognition, and sadness,” he told the
Koori Mail.

“Charles Woodward, husband of Pip
Woodward and owner of the CaPTA
Group, passed away a few weeks prior
to this award.

“Also, the award is a representation of
hard work, understanding of Indigenous
culture and communication.”

Mr Enoch-Tranby started with CaPTA
in 1995, when he was 13, as a dancer on
weekends and school holidays. He left
when he finished high school to play
rugby league, but returned to his home
of Cairns, and to CaPTA, which had
expanded to four parks and two tours.

“We provide rainforest, Indigenous
and wildlife experiences to international
and domestic travellers while promoting
Australia, Queensland and the far north
as business and leisure destinations,” Mr
Enoch-Tranby said.

“Indigenous experience is high on
travellers’ agendas, which is evident in
all Tourism Australia’s campaigns, and I

feel privileged and honoured marketing
our culture and experiences
internationally and domestically.”

Mr Enoch-Tranby said many staff
members have been with CaPTA Group
more than a decade, including his father.

“I have family connections through my
father Willie Enoch who has been there
for 17-plus years,” he said.

“He is also the current Guinness Book
of Records holder for throwing a spear,
aided with a woomera – 147 metres.”

Exhibition will
rekindle stories

A NEW collection of stories
by Indigenous women from
across Australia has been
released by Magabala
Books. Us Women, Our
Ways, Our World presents

the viewpoints of Aboriginal and Torres
Strait Islander women on the importance
of family, identity, and Australia’s colonial
history.

Editor and contributor to the book Pat
Dudgeon said the book came out
of a realisation that there was a
lack of Aboriginal women’s voices
in writings about Indigenous
women. “There are four editors –
me, Jeannie Herbert, Jill Milroy
and Darlene Oxenham – and we
each reached out to our networks
to find contributors,” Professor
Dudgeon told the Koori Mail.

“There’s a mix of academic works and
more personalised narratives in the book. I
really love how both these different styles
have come together.

“This book has been years in the
process. I’m proud of it because it is a
book by Indigenous women, about
Indigenous women.”

The themes of the book are obvious:
the significance of mothers and
grandmothers; connection to history and
country; and the idea of collaboration and

sharing. But Prof Dudgeon said the
recurring themes were not a purposeful
technique, but instead “speak to where
Indigenous women are coming from”.

“Our connection to our ancestors is
important, and this book really puts that
into context,” she said.

“We noticed that these themes were
prominent when we were editing the
stories. We’re proud that we’ve got such a
diverse range of voices, but we are

connected by the things that are important
to us.

“We’ve got all sorts of women included
in the book. We didn’t mean for there to be
‘key themes’. We didn’t seek that out, but
our lineage is what helps us find our
position in the world.”

The editors and authors of the book 
are all well-known academics and leaders
in their communities and professional
fields, including Dawn Bessarab, MaryAnn
Bin-Sallik, Nerida Blair, Lyn Henderson-
Yates, Shirley Harris, Cheryl Kickett-

Tucker, Ambelin Kwaymullina, Vanessa
Lee, Tjalaminu Mia, Sandy O’Sullivan,
Mary Terszak, Irene Watson and Joan
Winch. 

Prof Dudgeon said with such an
influential list of contributors, she expects
the book to be of great use as a textbook
for Indigenous studies.

“It’s real stories that talk about the
policies and theories from someone’s
perspective,” she said.

“What these women have gone
through is personal. It’s unique that
way. These stories are reaching
out to touch the heart.

“They share so much of
themselves and we’ve got such a
diversity of stories.

Despite each woman’s different
personal histories and diverse

locations, they have come together to
create something about their identities as
Indigenous women.

Prof Dudgeon said each story is a
‘unique gem’ in itself, but they meld
together to show the world what it is to be
an Indigenous woman.

“Personal narrative plays a really
important part in this collection,” she said.

“Those personal stories have an
important place in the book, beside the
theory, grounding the academic with 
the personal.”

WHEN Thomas
Busby and Jeremy
Marou met in
Rockhampton 10
years ago, they
bonded over their

mutual love of music.
Now they’re travelling the country

together, promoting their new album
Postcards from the Shell House as
musical duo Busby Marou.

They said they’ve been playing to
a number of sold-out venues across
the country. But Marou, a Torres
Strait Islander man, told the Koori
Mail it still doesn’t feel like the band
is “that big a deal”.

“We’ve been doing it for a long
time,” he said. “I still live in
Rockhampton. We both come from
big families up there so they keep
us grounded.”

Although music is first and
foremost for Busby Marou, the pair
has recently embarked on more
political pursuits, becoming
ambassadors for Culture is Life’s
reconciliation campaign.

Busby said this was the first 
time they’d acted as ambassadors
for a cause.

“We’re not political in our songs
or in our performances,” he said.

“But when Reconciliation Week
came around, that was the first time
we stepped into a more political
position.

“We’re just two good mates –
one of us is a blackfella, and one of
us is a whitefella – but we worked
out that we’re a classic example of
what reconciliation is.”

Busby said they took on being
ambassadors for Culture is Life’s
‘Are We Ready?’ campaign because
they realised what an example of
reconciliation Busby Marou was.

“Jeremy is well-loved wherever
we go. He’s a Torres Strait Islander,
but that’s not the only reason; he’s
an awesome guitarist,” Busby said.

“When people come to see our
performances they don’t see us as a
blackfella and a whitefella, they see
us as musicians, and that’s how
reconciliation should be taken on.

“A lot of people could learn from
our example.”

Culture is Life is a not-for-profit
organisations that aims to support
Indigenous-led solutions to prevent
youth suicide.

KIMBERLEY Aboriginal arts
centres are working on new
collaborative pieces which
will form the heart of an
Aboriginal art exhibition to go
on display at the Art Gallery of
Western Australia in 2018.

These artworks and the exhibition will
mark the culmination of the gallery’s six-
year Desert River Sea project. Under the
project, artists from eight Kimberley art
centres will each submit a collaborative
work for the exhibition, reflecting the
diversity of influences and art practice
across the Kimberley.

Desert River Sea has included field
research and community consultation,
with the Broome-based team making
regular field trips to the Kimberley art
centres, interviewing, recording and
talking to Aboriginal artists. 

The gallery’s Desert River Sea team
says the collaborative approach has
driven the project’s success. 

“It allows greater participation and
opportunities for intergenerational
teaching, often resulting in artworks which
hold particular sociocultural and/or
historical significance,” said Philippa
Jahn, who has worked with 
the project.

“It is this insight that has guided the
gallery’s direction in seeking works of a
predominantly collaborative nature.”

Desert River Sea: the exhibition is
scheduled to be on display at the Art
Gallery of WA at the end of 2018. A major
publication will also accompany it.

THE achievements
of students from
the Batchelor
Institute of
Indigenous Tertiary
Education were
celebrated at the

organisation’s colourful
graduation ceremony, held on
June 15. 

A total of 313 individual
graduates received 350 awards
at the Batchelor Campus, south
of Darwin. They came from 79
communities across four states
and territories, with most
students hailing from the
Northern Territory and many of
them from remote communities.

Certificates presented ranged
from VET Certificate I through to
a doctorate. 

This year’s graduating group,
the majority of whom were
Aboriginal or Torres Strait
Islander, is among the largest
the Batchelor Institute has had 
in its 40-plus-year history of
providing Indigenous education
in the NT. 

Batchelor also celebrated a
record number of completions
for 2016, with 1000 students
finishing their qualifications. 

In a graduation ceremony
highlight, Jennifer Rita Fraser
was awarded a Doctor of
Philosophy in Indigenous
Knowledges. 

Each year, special awards
are sponsored in recognition of

students’ outstanding
achievements in their fields. 

The Department of Trade,
Business and Innovation VET
Award went to Karen Rogers,
from Ngukurr (NT). 

The Koori Mail Award,
presented by general manager
Naomi Moran, went to Daniel
Wilson from Sawtell (NSW),
recognising his outstanding
achievements as a student
enrolled in broadcasting or
media studies. 

The Harry Wilson Memorial
Award went to Rita Oui, from
Kuranda (Qld). This award is
sponsored by the Top End
Aboriginal Bush Broadcasting
Association (TEABBA) in
recognition of an outstanding
student in the Certificate III
Media course. 

Valerie Wunungmurra, from
Nhulunbuy (NT), won the NBC
Consultants Award, in
recognition of the most
outstanding student who has
completed a Certificate in
Business. 

GROWING up in Queensland,
Uncle Edward (Dennis)
Seymour used to sit with two
other Aboriginal boys and play
‘dots’ at school.

His teachers believed that he couldn’t be
educated because of his Aboriginal heritage.

Six years ago Mr Seymour set out to prove
them wrong, and now, at the age of 86, he has
graduated with a Master’s in Visual Arts from
Federation University in Victoria.

“I’d been painting for about 50 years but
when people asked me where I’d learnt, I’d say
I taught myself and I lost a bit of confidence,”
the Nurragga man told the Koori Mail.

“Now I’ve got the degree, I feel like I can
teach others. 

“That was the reason I did it. I’ve been

helping people for years, and now I feel I’m
qualified for it.”

Mr Seymour said attending TAFE and then
continuing on to do his master’s at Federation
University was a “great experience”.

“There was me and another Aboriginal man
doing the course. There were a couple of
women too, and I made some great friends,” he
said. “We had plenty of help in the course, with
mentors and support.”

Mr Seymour said he hopes his story will
inspire others to rise above the racism they
have faced in their lives.

“If you’re told you’re stupid for many years
that challenges you,” he said.

“But challenges can be overcome. Aboriginal
people are intelligent and we deserve an
education.”

AFTER winning
the STEM
(Science,
Technology,
Engineering and
Maths) Student

Award at the inaugural
Indigenous STEM Awards, Greta
Stephenson and Sharni Cox
attended the International
Science and Engineering Fair in
the US city of Los Angeles.

The two are among the group
of award-winners who have
been recognised for their efforts
to introduce STEM education
programs in Aboriginal and
Torres Strait Islander
communities, and start careers
in the STEM industries.

Ms Cox, now studying a
Bachelor of Business and
Science at the University of
Tasmania, said the LA fair,
which she attended as part of
her award, was more than she
could have expected.

“It was way bigger than I
thought it would be,” she said.

“We went as student
observers so we got to look
around and talk to all the
students who had brought the
projects they’d been working on
to the fair.

“There were 14-year-olds
there who were already doing
amazing things. It was just
incredible.”

Ms Cox said it was “strange
but amazing” to think that the
young people at that fair were
the future innovators in the
STEM industries.

“Those kids could be my
future employer,” she said.

“That’s crazy. I don’t think I
realised how big science was
until I went to the science fair.
It’s really put everything into
perspective for me and
cemented what I want to do.”

And what Ms Cox wants to
do is science communications –
presenting science-related
information to make it
accessible to the public. 

She said Indigenous people
have been using science for
thousands of years, so it makes
sense for a large number of
Aboriginal students to be
interested in STEM.

“We’ve been implementing a
lot of science in our thousands
of years of existence,” she said.

“We know that knowledge
has been passed through our
communities. Now we’re
learning how modern science
works with our traditional
science.”

PARENTS of
students at
Catholic schools
in the ACT are
worried about

what the Federal Government’s
Gonski 2.0 proposal will mean
for their children. 

ACT Barnados Mother of the
Year Selina Walker said that
under the proposal, ACT
Catholic schools face a funding
cut, and parents will have to pay
more in fees.

Just over 300 Aboriginal and
Torres Strait Islander children
attend ACT Catholic schools.

Ms Walker said the funding
cuts will mean some parents
won’t be able to afford to send
their children to these schools.

“Some parents are working
two jobs just to send their kids to
school,” the Ngunnawal woman
told the Koori Mail.

“The funding cuts will mean
that these kids will have to go to
public schools, and the public
system just doesn’t work for
some kids.

“Racism is alive and well in
the ACT, and I chose to send my
godson to a Catholic school
because of its no-tolerance
approach to bullying.”

Federal Education Minister
Simon Birmingham sent letters
to a number of schools in the

ACT warning of funding cuts.
St Mary MacKillop College

was told it would have a cut 
of 0.8% – a decrease of
$4,608,900 over the next 10
years.

There are 53 Indigenous
students at St Mary Mackillop,
and principal Michael Lee said
events like NAIDOC and
Reconciliation Week are
important to the school
community. “I wouldn’t want to
end programs for Indigenous
students or water down the
school experience for students,”
he said.

“But these funding cuts might

mean less assemblies for events
like NAIDOC and Sorry Day.
Students might miss out on
these important social events.”

Mr Lee said the reality is that
some parents may have to pull
their children out of Catholic
schools. “It’s a very real
possibility that fees could go up
in the schools that are hit by
these funding cuts and families
on low incomes won’t be able to
afford them,” he said.

“The Government is selling
Gonski 2.0 as fair, but in the
ACT that certainly does not
seem to be the case.”

Ms Walker said that even for
the students who continue at
Catholic schools, their education
will be affected.

“With less Indigenous
students at the school, this will
have a big impact on the kids
there,” she said.

“Our mob rally together.
There’s safety in numbers,
especially for the kids at
boarding school. We help each
other.

“Some of the kids may have
to go back to their communities
if their parents can’t afford to pay
more fees.”

Ms Walker said this issue
was about more than race or
religion.

“It’s about the education of
our kids,” she said. “They’ve
taken away our choice.”

ONE of Australia’s
leading schools has
reached an agreement to
acquire the troubled
Kormilda College, in
Darwin. An agreement
has been signed between

Haileybury and the Kormilda College
board to acquire the Kormilda site and
begin operations from next year.

Haileybury is an elite college with
well-established international
relationships. It has four campuses in
Victoria and one in Beijing, China.

Northern Territory Education
Minister Eva Lawler said the
agreement was supported by the NT
and Federal governments.

“We believe that this is a fantastic
result that will provide certainty for 
the Kormilda College community 
and a bright future for its students,”
she said.

The agreement is subject to a due
diligence period to end on August 31.

The school will continue to operate
as Kormilda College for the remainder
of the school year under the
management of Haileybury.

It is anticipated that the college 
will begin official operations as
Haileybury Rendall School at the start
of 2018, with Haileybury senior vice
principal Craig Glass to take up the
position of principal.

sister Fiona Gibbs died in police custody 
in 1997.

Pathways that covers Aboriginal studies,
police studies, communication, computer
skills, numeracy and literacy as well as
excursions to sites including the NSW Police
Academy, in Goulburn.

FREE soap will be
offered to communities
in the Kimberley,
Pilbara, Mid-West and
Goldfields regions to
help reduce the
incidence of trachoma

and other diseases in regional
Western Australia.

The Squeaky Clean Kids program
will provide more than 200,000 bars of
soap to 63 Aboriginal communities 
at risk of trachoma or trachoma
resurgence, and promote hygiene
messages there and in local schools.

Australia is the only developed
country with trachoma, a bacterial
infection which causes inflammation
of the inside of the eyelid, that if left
untreated, can cause scarring and
blindness. 

Trachoma is spread through
contact with eye and nasal discharge
of an infected person. There are no

obvious symptoms of trachoma in its
early stages, which is why prevention
methods are so important.

The WA Trachoma Control
Program has been effective in
reducing trachoma prevalence in
these communities from 24% in 2006
to 2.6% in 2015, and the Squeaky
Clean Kids program aims to help
reduce this further.

Soap for this program has been
donated by SoapAid, an Australian
not-for-profit organisation that collects,
sorts, cleans and reprocesses soap
from hotels into new bars.

The WA Country Health Service
has partnered with SoapAid, the
Department of Health’s Environmental
Health Directorate, the Aboriginal
Health Council of WA, regional
Aboriginal corporations, regional
schools and local governments, 
to deliver the program in the four
health regions.

FEDERAL
Indigenous
Health Minister
Ken Wyatt says
a new funding
agreement will

streamline the provision of 
$20 million a year in health
service support through 
the National Aboriginal
Controlled Community Health
Organisation (NACCHO).

He says the unified funding
arrangements will allow the
Commonwealth to work 
better with Australia’s peak
Indigenous community health
organisation.

“Under the agreement,
NACCHO will receive the
funding and will form a
collaborative network with its
state and territory counterpart
organisations to finance and
support local health services,”
he said.

“The agreement provides
the network with funding
certainty, allowing
organisations to plan for the
future and improve their
effectiveness.”

Mr Wyatt said the
agreement was focused on

outcomes, allowing service
funding to be administered
through an Aboriginal-
controlled agency.

“I have been hearing from
Aboriginal and Torres Strait
Islander people about the kind
of care they want, and this
agreement will help deliver it,”
he said.

“We know that strong,
Aboriginal-administered care
plays a pivotal role in
improving health outcomes,
but it can face challenges
supplying services on the

ground. This new approach will
allow service providers to
access the assistance they
need to enable them to deliver
crucial, quality care to their
clients.”

Mr Wyatt said the new
network would also ensure
Indigenous voices are heard at
all levels of health
administration.

“The aim is to streamline
funding and communication, 
to continue our shared
commitment to closing the
gap,” he said.

Queensland (USQ) graduate
and primary health centre
manager who works on the Tiwi
Islands believes increasing the
number of Indigenous health
professionals would boost
health outcomes for all
Aboriginal and Torres Strait
Islander people.

“At an early age I noticed a
difference in health outcomes
and the lack of health care
access that Indigenous people
received,” she said.

“I also noticed during my
training and nursing education
the lack of Indigenous nursing
students and how this was
contributing to poor health
outcomes.” 

Master
A descendant of the Waanyi

and Butchulla people, the
mother of five and grandmother
of six graduated from USQ last
month with a Master of Science
(Research) degree.

Her research topic was on
the experiences of Indigenous
nursing students at a tertiary
institution, which she says is of
major significance due to the
need to build an Indigenous
healthcare workforce.

Mrs Henschke said the aim
of the study was to improve the

education experiences of
Indigenous nursing students by
identifying strategies to improve
retention and completion rates
to ensure there are enough
Indigenous healthcare workers
for the future.  

“Approximately only one-third
of Aboriginal and Torres Strait

Islander students complete
nursing degrees, compared with
two-thirds of non-Indigenous
students,” she said.

“My study allowed me to 
gain insight into the experiences
of Indigenous nursing students
with the aim of identifying
strategies to improve retention

and completion rates.”
Mrs Henschke now holds two

university qualifications from
USQ – a Graduate Diploma of
Health (Rural and Remote
Health) and now her Master of
Science (Research).

She works as the primary
health centre manager at the

Julanimawu Health Centre on
Bathurst Island.

“I feel equipped to tackle
anything with the knowledge I
have gained to improve policy
making and looking at strategies
to best support Indigenous men
and women who would like to
attend tertiary study,” she said.

CANCER costs
Australians more
years of life than any
other disease,
according to a new
analysis.

A report by the Australian Institute
of Health and Welfare (AIHW) shows
while its burden has
lessened, cancer has the
biggest impact on the nation’s
health, accounting for one-
fifth of the burden.

“This is calculated in terms
of years of life lost due to
early death from cancer, as
well as the years of healthy
life lost due to living with the
disease,” AIHW spokesperson
Michelle Gourley said.

While other conditions, such as
cardiovascular disease, are more
common and cause a greater number
of deaths, cancer results in more
years of life lost due to deaths
occurring in younger age groups.

The report, based on 2011 data,
shows five types of cancer – lung,
bowel, breast, prostate and
pancreatic – accounted for almost
half of the disease’s burden.

“Overall, the burden from cancer
lessened between 2003 and 2011 –
down by 10% – and this same

pattern was seen across most
individual cancer types,” Ms Gourley
said.

However, this was not true for all
population groups, with the cancer
burden for Aboriginal and Torres
Strait Islander Australians worsening
since 2003.

Indigenous Australians
experienced a cancer burden 1.7
times that of other Australians, the
analysis showed.

The gap was particularly notable
when it came to lung cancer, Ms
Gourley said.

Indigenous males had 2.3 times
the lung cancer burden of
other males, and for
Indigenous females the rate
was 2.6 times.

Australians in remote and
lower socio-economic areas
also faced greater cancer
burden than other
Australians. In particular,
people in the lowest 

socio-economic group experienced
burden from lung cancer at almost
twice the rate of the highest 
socio-economic group.

“Notably, almost a quarter (22%)
of the total cancer burden can be
attributed to tobacco use,” Ms
Gourley said.

THE Australian National University
(ANU) will offer new ways for rural and
Indigenous students to become doctors
and health professionals.

From next year, the ANU Medical
School will offer a new Bachelor of Health Science
program, with designated places for rural and
Indigenous students.

The degree is designed to help address the shortage
of health professionals in rural and Indigenous
communities, and will set a minimum 15 of the 50
domestic places for rural and Indigenous students. 

ANU Medical School associate dean (medical
education) Associate Professor David Kramer said the
degree aimed to produce graduates who wanted a
career in health, health research or health professional
education.

“As Australia’s national university, we want to ensure
we have a strong representation of graduates from all
parts of Australia, including rural areas and Indigenous
communities,” he said.

“Our new pathway will make it possible for talented
rural and Indigenous students to consider medicine as a
career through the ANU Doctor of Medicine and
Surgery.”

The degree will draw from ANU strengths in medical
education, biomedical science, population health,
psychology, social sciences and public policy to prepare
graduates for careers in medicine, allied health and
health-related professions.   

ANU Medical School, through its Rural Clinical
School, has been training students in regional NSW for
the past 11 years.

“I grew up facing many
hardships but thanks to my
mentors I was pushed on the
right path and I’m living my
dream career.”

During his high school

years, Mr Keevil was part of
the AFL Indigenous
Academies with AFL
NSW/ACT where he met his
mentor, Luke Penrith, who
was the manager of the
program.

“I formed a close bond
with Luke, he encouraged
me to further my studies and
do a traineeship, and after I
weighed up the benefits I
took on the opportunity and
agreed to study a Certificate
III in Sport and
Recreation,’he said.

Mr Keevil started his
traineeship in 2013 guided
by Andrew Craig, AFL
SportsReady NSW/ACT
state manager who was a
field officer at the time. 

While studying, Mr Keevil
continued to work at AFL
NSW/ACT as a trainee.

ASHLEIGH Gardner was
walking into the Melbourne
Cricket Ground in February
when it hit her: She was
finally making her
international debut for

Australia Women. In 50 years, no one like
her had done what she was about to do.

The 19-year-old pressed her palms
together to soothe her nerves and watched
as former Australia fast bowler Jason
Gillespie walked toward her. In his hand
was a bright yellow Australia cap. He
handed it to her and said, “Great work on
becoming an Australian cricketer.”

Gardner flashed a broad smile as she
took the cap from the most popular
indigenous Australian to play the game.

“I made it,” she thought to herself.
The yellow cap represented more than

just Gardner’s arrival to the national team.
She also became the first Indigenous
woman to play for Australia since 1958.
There are so few because of low exposure
to the sport, the high costs of playing, and
other difficulties that come with being an
indigenous sportswoman. Before Gardner –
whose heritage is Muruwari, an Aboriginal
tribe from northern NSW – only one other
Indigenous woman, Faith Thomas, had
played for the national team in its 83-year
history.

Gardner will now represent her country in
the Women’s World Cup as the first female
indigenous Australian to play in a World
Cup.

When Gardner was six years old, she
started playing cricket in her backyard with
her older brother, Aaron. Noticing her talent,
Gardner’s father Jim signed her up to play
for Riversby Workers Cricket Club, a local
boys’ team in NSW. She played for the club
for seven years before getting picked for the
under-12, under-15 and under-18 girls’
teams, and eventually represented her state
team, NSW Breakers, with whom she still
plays. She is also with Sydney Sixers in the
Women’s Big Bash League.

A few years ago, Gardner was a shy
teenager trying to learn as much about the

sport as she could from the sidelines. 
Today, with help from mentors and fellow

Australian cricketers, including Rachael
Haynes, Ellyse Perry and Alyssa Healy, she
has matured into a strong and confident
adult. She now gives presentations in front
of hundreds of children about team-building
and leadership skills in schools across
Australia, and she is the inspiration for
numerous athletes – particularly females –
in her community to take up sport on a more
competitive level.

“Ash is a really proud Indigenous
Australian,” Haynes said, “and that's really
important to her, and it’s great to have that
diversity within a team, but also within a
sport as well.”

The 2016-17 season has been
memorable for Gardner. After her T20 debut
for Australia in February, she earned her
One Day International cap against New
Zealand.

Her performances in the Women’s Big
Bash League – she scored 414 runs and
took 10 wickets – earned her the Rebel
Young Gun award. 

In the process, she helped Sixers win the
second season of the tournament. She also
led NSW to first place in the domestic
Australian tournament.

Even with the frenzy of league and
domestic competition, she hasn’t strayed
from her roots.

She captained the first Australian
Indigenous women’s team to tour India, and
also played in the annual Imparja Cup – the
National Indigenous Cricket
Championships.

Still, something had to give in Gardner’s
life. Out of high school, the NSW cricket
program set her up with a gardening
apprenticeship, as a curator. 

But in October last, when demands for
cricket ramped up, she found it difficult to do
both, work and train. She ultimately decided
to focus on cricket full-time, which had
worked out perfectly for her, Breakers coach
Joanne Broadbent said. 

Not long after, the Australian selectors
noticed Gardner’s breakthrough season and
added her name to the World Cup roster.

Gardner credits her resilience for 
helping her survive the year – and perform

well under pressure.
“Cricket’s a funny game where you can

get five ducks and you need to be ready for
the sixth game to hopefully not do that
again,” she said. 

“Especially being an allrounder, I need to
be bowling and batting in most games, so if
I am having a bad day with one, I need to
be ready to bounce back and hopefully do
the other skill really well. That’s the key
thing I’ve tried to do over the past year.”

A solid batsman at No 3, Gardner also
evolved into a useful spin bowler, which has
made her an asset for all of her teams.
Broadbent called her “a player with a great
gut instinct”. When she was on tour in Sri
Lanka, the opposition needed three runs off
the last over, and instead of choosing a
front-line bowler to bowl the over, Gardner
decided to bowl herself. 

Her team pulled off a victory.
Gardner’s coaches and teammates also

applaud her dedication to improving. Once,
during a Breakers training session, she was
trying to mix things up with her bowling. 

Broadbent saw her struggle for a while
and then watched her walk away with a
determined look. 

Gardner continued running in to bowl by
herself. She then noticed her mistake when
she happened to look at her action in a
mirror perched at the side of the field.

“A player being able to help coach
themselves is pretty much the best thing
that you can see,” Broadbent said.

Playing for different teams has also
helped Gardner evolve: She knows when
she has to lead – and follow. 

With Australia, she follows in the
footsteps of Healy and Perry, but during the
Imparja Cup, she gives directions to her
teammates.

Come the World Cup, she is ready to
take on the responsibility that comes with
playing for the defending world champions. 

Her aim for this World Cup is to play in
as many matches as possible and
contribute with bat and ball.

“To win the World Cup would be
incredible,” she said.

MATT Hodgson
has been
synonymous with
the Western
Force as a
foundation player

and as he announces his
retirement from the game, he
desperately hopes to see the
Super Rugby franchise survive
beyond his tenure. 

Hodgson was part of the
Force squad formed in 2006
when the club entered the Super
Rugby competition and has
remained a focal point of the
Perth-based franchise.

He is without question the
club’s greatest player, longest
servant and favourite son, and
his remarkable career at the
Force also led to him playing 11
Test matches for the Australian
Wallabies.

But his body has been
through the wars and given the
position he plays as a flanker
and the physicality he has dished
out and endured over the past
decade, it is time to hang up his
boots.

Two more games
Hodgson remains the Force’s

inspirational captain, but he has
announced that he will be retiring
following the end of the 2017
season which means he has two
games remaining. Both will be at
home against the Melbourne
Rebels and NSW Waratahs.

While it has always appeared
likely that Hodgson would be
retiring following this season, it
didn’t mean it was an easy
decision, especially to tell his

teammates.
“It was actually a pretty

difficult decision. I have been
thinking about it most of the year,
but having the week off gave me
the chance to come to a decision
to go out on my own terms and
accord. I’’m looking forward to
those last two games to try and

finish on a big note,” Hodgson
said.

“It was pretty hard telling them
that the end for me was near. But
the best thing about it and why
I’ve done it this way is because
now for the last two games we
can just go out there and enjoy
ourselves.

“I think I’ve been around long
enough where it was a bit of a
shock to some of my teammates,
but they understand the decision
and I think they are going to
enjoy these last two games. It
gives us something to play for
with two big games against the
Rebels and ’Tahs.”

Hodgson has played 139
matches in Super Rugby for the
Force and while his career looks
set to finish on 141 following his
last two games, he is desperate
for the club to have plenty more
to take part in.

Providing the Force still
exists, Hodgson will move into a
coaching role in 2018, but that
remains a big if.

Either the Force or Rebels will
be disbanded ahead of the 2018
Super Rugby season and it
would be a devastating blow for
Hodgson if his club folded at the
same time he retired.

“It has been the toughest year
in rugby that I’ve dealt with for a
number of reasons. A lot of the
off-field stuff has overshadowed
what we’ve been doing on the
field,” he said.

“That has been disappointing,
but if we didn’t have such a
strong group here, I think things
could have splintered. 

“That’s a big effort from the
boys to stay strong and I’m
looking forward to finishing off
the season and my career at
home.”

While Hodgson is the heart
and soul of the Force, he
couldn’t be more grateful for the
opportunity the club has provided
him over the past 12 years.

“I’m just one cog in the wheel
of this club. I wouldn’t do what I
do if I didn’t love the club and the
people around me,” Hodgson
said.

“I’m just lucky and fortunate
enough to have been around for
so long which is why I’m so
associated with the club. But it
wouldn’t have all worked if
everyone didn’t do their part.”

Barty falls short in doubles final
ASH Barty and partner
Casey Dellacqua fell
short in their bid for a
French Open title, losing
the women’s doubles
final in straight sets 

at Roland Garros Stadium, Paris, on
June 11.

Barty and Dellacqua were beaten 6-2
6-1 by top seeds Bethanie Mattek-
Sands and Lucie Safarova, who also
won the 2016 US Open and the
Australian Open earlier this year and
are one Grand Slam away from holding
all four majors at the same time.

The Australian duo, who were
bidding for their first grand slam title
together, struggled for the majority of
the hour-long contest after their serve
was broken three times in each set.

Mattek-Sands, however, praised her
opponents, who had dropped just one
set on their way to the final.

“You guys have done a great job 
and you’re an awesome team,” the 
32-year-old said.

“I’m sure we’re gonna be facing you
again soon.”

The Australian pair reached three
grand slam finals together in 2013
without taking home the trophy and
were unable to end their long wait in
Paris.

They had extended their clay court

winning streak to nine matches with a 7-
5 4-6 6-3 semifinal victory over Czech
sixth seeds Lucie Hradecka and
Katerina Siniakova to become the first 
all-Australian women’s pairing to make
the title match at Roland Garros in 46
years.

The pair were the first Australians to

make the women’s doubles final since
1971, and had been aiming to emulate
Margaret Court and Judy Tegart, who
were the last Australians to win the
women’s doubles final at the French
Open in 1966.

It is a year since Barty, a former
junior Wimbledon winner, returned from

a sabbatical that included a stint playing
cricket in Australia.

Following the French Open, Barty
turned up at the Nottingham Open on
Friday, June 16, where she advanced
as far as the quarterfinals before being
beaten 6-3 7-6 in the women’s singles
by UK top seed Johanna Konta.

She then entered the Birmingham
Classic, where she beat Marketa
Vondrousova (Czech Republic) 7-5 7-6
in the round of 32 in the women’s
singles in the run-up to Wimbledon.

Ranked 77
She then beat another Czech, 

eighth-seeded Barbora Strycova, 3-6 
6-3 6-1 in the round of 16. Strycova has
been ranked as high as 16 in Women’s
Tennis Association (WTA) singles and
currently is ranked 22.

Barty has a WTA ranking of 77.
Her quarterfinal opponent was to be

25-year-old Italian Camila Giorgi.
In the women’s doubles at

Birmingham, she and Casey Dellacqua
(fourth seeds) beat Katerina Siniakova
(Czech Republic) and Daria Gavrilova
(Australia) 7-5 6-1 in the round of 16.

They then beat the unseeded
Dominika Cibulkova (Slovakia) and
Garbine Muguruza (Spain) 6-3 6-1 to
enter the semifinals.

“It’s also a powerful
acknowledgment of the 125
community champions selected
from the thousands of Indigenous
runners participating in our

Indigenous Marathon Foundation
(IMF) Deadly Fun Run series
across the country.

“With teams made up of four
champions from each community,
who have all demonstrated
commitment, effort, contribution
and school attendance, this event
has grown from a handful of
teams and runners in 2012 to this
massive celebration and festival.” 

The event’s popularity saw
new categories added this year,
with ages of participants ranging
from 62-year-old John Rankine,
of the Southern SA Deadly
Runners, to eight-year-old age-
group champion Keira Manning,
of Kakadu. 

The team from Port
Macquarie, established this year
by the Indigenous Marathon
Project’s first-ever graduate,
Charlie Maher, took out the title
of community champions, with a
strong effort from Zane Sparke,
who was selected for the
championships before
discovering he’d also been
chosen for the 2017 IMP (New
York Marathon) squad.

added to the honour board of
Australian Indigenous Olympians. 

Three of those athletes – Kyah
Simon (Football), John Porch
(Rugby 7s) and Joel Swift (Water
polo) – were present at last Friday’s
ceremony. 

“It was a really special moment,
seeing my name up on that wall,”
said Simon, who was part of the
women’s football team that finished
seventh at the 2016 Games. 

“I am incredibly proud of my
Indigenous heritage and today,
particularly being that it was
Olympic Day, was a great
opportunity to acknowledge not
only my roots, but those of my
fellow Indigenous Olympians. 

“I hope that more and more
young kids come into the NCIE
from whatever community they are
from, see the names on this wall
and aspire to have theirs up there
as well.” 

Australian Olympic Committee
(AOC) CEO Matt Carroll
acknowledged the importance of
Indigenous athletes within the
Olympic movement with a total of
51 donning the Australian uniform
at the Summer Olympic Games. 

“Olympians hold a special place
in the Australian community –

leading by example they set
standards demonstrating that hard
work and commitment can lead to
success,” Carroll said. 

“The AOC greatly appreciates
the NCIE for prominently displaying
the honour board along with the
Paralympian’s board, for the
community and visitors to see 
year-round and hopefully inspire
Indigenous youth to strive and
persevere for their own journey.” 

Also acknowledged at Friday’s
celebrations was four-times
Olympian and world champion Rob

de Castella who was awarded the
IOC’s ‘Sport Beyond Borders’
trophy for his work with the
Indigenous Marathon Foundation
(IMF). 

De Castella founded the IMF in
2010 and has since used his sport
of marathon to change lives,
promoting healthy and active
lifestyles throughout indigenous
communities. 

“Since IMF began in 2010, it has
highlighted to me the power that
sport has to inspire people who can
make a real and significant

difference to some of the major
issues we face today,” said de
Castella.

In its seven-year existence, the
IMF has produced 65 graduates,
finding as de Castella describes
“ordinary non-sports people who do
the extraordinary, but use running
to drive the change”. 

The 51 Indigenous athletes (38
men and 13 women) who have
represented Australia at the
Olympic Games have contributed
to 12 medals in Australia’s Olympic
history. 

A final part of last Friday’s
ceremony saw Simon, Porch and
Swift return an artwork, created by
NCIE students and artist Dennis
Golding, which hung in the Athletes
HUB in the Australian section of the
Rio Olympic Village. 

For NCIE CEO Kirstie Parker,
receiving this artwork was a
memorable moment, on behalf of
the NCIE. “We are extremely proud
to be able to welcome home from
Rio the artwork painted by our
talented children as part of our
school programs,” Parker said.

Olympians recognised
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PADDY Ryder knows all
about adversity. As he
celebrates his 200th game

in the Australian Football
League (AFL), he can look back
at the supplements scandal at
Essendon and his being the
target of racism earlier this year
and know that he has emerged
as a stronger person.

He is also arguably a better
player with his form this season
being outstanding.

His own words capture the
essence of what he went
through and how he came
through the other side.

“In all honesty, I would have
laughed at someone if they had
told me I would play 200 AFL
games at the start of my career,
but my journey hasn’t come
without its bumps along the
way,” he said before the game.

“Having to sit on the sidelines
last year was difficult — I went
through so many ups and
downs. 

Difficult
“There were more down

times than anything else and it
was difficult to get through the
year.

“I guess when you have footy
taken away from you like that,
you love it even more.

“But I was lucky enough to
have a lot of support around me
from my family and friends as
well as the club. It was probably
the toughest year of my life from
all perspectives.

“I’m just glad I had a lot of
good people around me to help
me get through it.”

The suspension tested him
and his family, but it also
allowed him to get physically
fitter than ever before.

“The first half of the ban was
sort of just to rest up,” Ryder
said. “My first year here at Port
Adelaide I had a few niggles.

“It was a good opportunity to
really rest those up.

“They’ve disappeared so
when you look at it from that

point of view, it has helped my
football and my body.”

He’s never enjoyed his
football more than this season.

“This year, for myself, is a
highlight after coming back from
last year,” Ryder said.

“To be able to come back and
turn myself into a consistent
player for the football club is
what I’ve always strived for and
I’m achieving that this year.”

Ryder has entered season
2017 with a more defined role in
the ruck and a fresh
appreciation of footy, giving way
to some career best form. 

Consistently rated among the
league’s best ruckmen and,
according to the versatile
milestone man, he’s a ruckman
first and foremost. 

“Kenny (Port Adelaide coach
Hinkley) gave me the word last
year. Once he told me that, it
drove me to get to the position
where I am today,” Ryder said. 

“I think that’s a big part of
why I’m playing good football
this year ... that’s my role in the
team. 

“I’ve always believed that’s
the best role for myself and it’s
showing this year.” 

Brendon Lade remembers
Patty Ryder as an upstart
ruckman who jumped high and
strong, and knew little else
about him.

Lade retired as a player at
the end of 2009 when Ryder
had finished his fourth season at
Essendon and his first as
Essendon’s No 1 ruckman.

Lade left for Richmond to
coach and returned to Port
Adelaide at the end of last
season as the rucks coach,
when he and Ryder were
reacquainted

His first impression of Ryder
came on the night Ryder —
along with all of the current and
former Essendon players — had
his drugs suspensions lifted. It
was November 13, 2016.

“Whatever night it was, he
wasn’t allowed to be at the footy
club until midnight and he
rocked up that night and went
into the club just to get back into
the groove,’’ Lade said.

Keen
“I think he did a weights

sessions as well. That’s how
keen he was to get back among
it all.

“It just showed how much
footy means to him, how much it
means to Indigenous people as
well. He was lost for a year. He
didn’t know what to do, and for
him to be able to come back into
a footy club, get back in with the
boys, meant the world to him.

“His first month of training
was unbelievable. He was crisp,

clean, ready to go and we had
to hold him back.’’

“It’s his use around the
ground, his hitouts to our mids.

“Ebert and Wines have had
their best years probably of their
careers. Powell-Pepper comes
in and has done well. We’ve
seen Wingard go through the
midfield. Those four especially
have reaped the benefits of
Paddy winning some good
hitouts.

“And I don’t think it’s just
about winning hitouts. It’s about
nullifying the opposition; how
dominant their ruckman can be.

“He provides for us and the
boys just love him. Mate, he’s
one of those blokes you’re
drawn to and you can’t really get
enough of him.

“He doesn’t say a hell of a
lot. He’s a quiet person, but the
boys are drawn to him.’’

Lade believes Ryder should
be strongly in the discussion
when All-Australian selectors
meet this week or next.

“Stats will say he’s not, but I
think he’s the best tap ruckman
because he can hit the ball
anywhere and at any length.
He’s got a better array than
other ruckman,’’ Lade said.

“What’s really impressed me,
and I can’t take any credit, but
he can ruck against a Sam
Jacobs or an Aaron Sandilands

and do really well, and then can
ruck against a Stef Martin, who
is the same height, and do
exactly the same thing.

“It’s a hard craft to learn. It’s
a natural instinct and he has
that natural instinct.

“For him, it’s a real balance
in the air. You see it with his
marking as well. He’s always
floating, but he’s always in the
perfect position to mark the ball.
He doesn’t always mark it, and
he doesn’t win all the hitouts,
but what you find with him, is
just the balance.”

Ryder said teaching the
young ones was the key to
success for real change in
Indigenous communities.

Ryder is also kicking goals
off the field being involved in a
number of the club’s Indigenous
programs with a focus on
developing leadership.

“To identify the kids who can
lead change and improve their
communities, then providing an
ongoing commitment to them is
what is needed,” he said

“You have to engage them.
Football brings everyone
together.”

Ryder has joined an elite
group of players and is
deserving of every success that
comes his way.

Ryding the storm

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THE news that Johnathan
Thurston has been ruled
out of the deciding Origin

match in what was to be his final
appearance for the Maroons is
devastating news for all true
rugby league fans.

It must be crushing news for
JT as it also rules out his
ambitions to lead the Cowboys
to their second title this year and
to be part of a final campaign in
an Australian jersey in the World
Cup.

JT deserved the potential of a
victorious send-off in front of the

Queensland faithful, but if
Sydney was his farewell, it was
a performance worthy of the
champion. 

The stage was set for a hero
to emerge from the pack.

A 10-point comeback was
needed with the end of an era at
stake.

The chance to win it was in
front of a packed-out stadium
and a sea of baying blue wigs.

That was the scene
confronting perhaps the greatest
player of the modern era in
Johnathan Thurston.

Phil ‘Gus’ Gould made that
assessment of JT after last
week’s thrilling win when he
dubbed Thurston as “the
greatest player I have ever
seen”.

And he made that statement
sitting next to Andrew ‘Joey’
Johns – a handy player in his
day!

Toughness
But the accolades for

Thurston were not just based on
his skills and attacking brilliance.

They focused on his mental
and physical toughness and his
ability to rise to the occasion
when his team needed him.

Even the winning conversion
required nerves of steel, but you
could sense that JT was
destined to land it.

But JT revealed that he was
human like the rest of us when
he described his nervousness as
he mentally prepared to kick the
goal.

“There were nerves there.
There were nerves,” he said
immediately after the game.

But then he spoke to every
young kid in the backyard at
home who dreams of winning a
game in similar circumstances.

“They’re the moments that
you live for. 

“I was just going through my
process of what I do, keeping
calm, making sure I stuck to the
process that I do a thousand
times before, keep my head
down and strike through the ball.

“Straight through!”

Pain aside
JT put the pain and pressure

to one side to rise to the
occasion with the ball sailing
between the posts to secure the
winning points for Queensland in
an 18-16 win over the Blues to
level the series.

“That’s what Origin is all
about: All the little moments
come down to those big
moments,” he said.

“We had a couple of repeat
sets on our own line. We
defended that, kept pushing
them away, turning them away. 

“We got some good field
position towards the back end of
the second half, and we were
able to get away with it.”

As always, JT tried to deflect
attention from himself.

He reserved special praise
for Origin teammates Dylan
Napa and Josh ‘the Moose’
McGuire.

“I really enjoy playing with

Napps. He really stood up for us
tonight. Kick returns, he was the
first one back there, taking it off.
A massive effort from a front
rower,” Thurston said.

“Moose in our middle third
was really good tonight. We
really plugged it in that second
half. NSW caught us napping
there a couple of times in the
first half and got us.” 

Queensland were already
primed to send JT out a winner
in the decider.

I somehow feel their
motivation may now be even
greater if you read Cameron
Smith’s words after the game in
this new context.

“I’d be lying if I said there isn’t
a bit of motivation to do that
given what JT has done for this
team and for our state,” Smith
said.

“To be honest, it will be quite
an emotional week for the
Queensland team – one of our
legends is finishing up.

“We can use that as a
positive if we want to. 

“We need to contain it and
not let it get out of control, which
is quite easy to do. 

“Knowing JT, he will want
everyone to focus on doing well
and having a strong
performance to give ourselves a
chance of playing well in the big
one.”

Smith described Thurston as
perhaps the toughest and best
of all players to pull on a jersey.

“He’s one of the greatest
players to play our game, if not

the greatest,” Smith said.
“When you see guys out

there still willing to put their
bodies in front of guys in a blue
jumper when they shouldn’t be
on the field, it makes you want to
do the same thing.

“He’s the greatest player I’ve
ever played with and probably
ever will be.

“He deserves all the credit he
gets, he’s a real warrior. One of
the smallest blokes to ever play
our game but possibly one of the
toughest, I reckon.”

In recent times I have spoken
about treasuring the remaining
opportunities to watch the likes
of JT, Greg Inglis, Sam Thaiday
and Justin Hodges play.

Icons
They are not only Indigenous

greats – they are icons of our
game.

JT’s absence may make it a
little easier for me to cheer for
the Blues in the final game, but I
am sure the crowd will give him
a rousing reception and the
team will be even more
determined to win for their
champion.

I cannot wait to see a fit and
healthy JT return to the field for
the Cowboys next year.

My ultimate dream for him,
however, is to see him pull on
the Indigenous All Stars jersey
one more time in 2019 for his
final game at the elite level.

But more on that in the future.
For the moment… bring on

the decider!

Ebonie shines on international stage
YOUNG Ballina girl
Ebonie Cooper has
returned from Bangkok
where she represented
Australia at the
International Federation

for Intellectual Disability Sport (INAS)
Global Games.

She performed well in javelin discus
and shot put, reached the final in 100m,
where she finished sixth.

She was part of the Australian
4x100m relay team that picked up the
bronze medal.

Ebonie travelled to Canberra in late
December to attend the Australian All
Schools Athletics Championships and is
the current Australian All Schools 800m
champion.

At the same meet she also won silver
in the long jump and discus.

In Sydney in March, Ebonie
competed in Australian Junior Athletic
Championships where she finished
second in the 800m and third in the long
jump.

The Koori Mail has previously
featured Ebonie as a multi-talented
athlete with an amazing future, making
the most of limited opportunities.

Much of her training is done on local
beaches, where a washed-up plank acts
as a take-off board for long jump and
triple jump, and another piece of
driftwood can be a baton for relay
changes.

A weighty beach pebble can be the

shot Ebonie uses to hone her shot put
skills.

A relatively straight tree branch can
be a makeshift javelin.

Her coaching staff, consisting of her
grandfather and grandmother David and
Wendy Kapeen, told the Koori Mail last
year they were overawed when they
saw specialist coaches advising other
athletes at the 2016 NSW Combined
High Schools State Championship
carnival in Sydney where Abonie was
competing.

For the Kapeens – proud Bundjalung
people – their knowledge of athletics
came from watching TV.

Standout performer
Ebonie, a student at Ballina Coast

High School (formerly Ballina High
School), was a winner of a 2016 NSW
Combined High Schools Sports
Association annual Blues award.

At a presentation ceremony held in
Sydney in early December, Ebonie was
a standout performer in athletics-para.

A ‘blue’ is the highest sports award
handed out by the state sporting body.

The INAS Global Games are the
world’s largest elite sporting event for
athletes with an intellectual disability
and features competition in athletics,
swimming, table tennis, rowing,
basketball, futsal, tennis, taekwondo
and cycling.

The 2019 INAS Games are to be
held in Brisbane.

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THE Aboriginal community
of Yalata – 986km from
Adelaide, and 250km from
Ceduna, its closest main
town, isn’t flushed with
entertainment options, but it
does have its own golf

course.
The local Yalata Anangu school

community recently built a four-hole
course from scratch for the whole
community to enjoy.

For many, it was the first time they had
hit a golf ball, but the kids are showing
they are fast learners.

The course was created using gypsum
– a soft sulphate mineral – to create the
putting greens, tin cans for the holes and
pins made from pieces of bamboo. 

The vision of developing a course on
the school’s grounds came from teacher
and MyGolf school ambassador Greg
Seiffert. 

Healthy, positive
He wanted to give his students a

chance to learn a great sport that was
healthy and positive as well as having a
connection to the environment. He
introduced his students to golf by taking
them to a nearby oval to hit some balls
and “they absolutely loved it”, he said.

“I am doing this because I have found
that the kids really love playing golf,” said
Seiffert. 

“Such opportunities for organised sport
and construction were rare in Yalata.

“As I was with the senior students over
at the oval hitting balls, I noticed how
much fun they were having, so I came up
with the idea of putting a few holes around
the school oval to give them a challenge.”
This small idea turned into one that the
whole school community rallied behind.

Over the weeks, Seiffert would get
each of the four classes to help him build
the course, and has also incorporated it
as a project for the senior students who
have assisted in drawing up the course
design. “We now have a four-hole course.
Two holes are about 145m, which will be
par-fours and the other two are about
90m, which are our par-threes,” Seiffert
said.

“The school will hold the inaugural
Yalata Open later this year and you never
know, we may discover the next Jason
Day or Adam Scott.

So what’s next at Yalata? 
Seiffert is already planning to create a

mini golf course at the school.

Bennell in the frame to return this year
FREMANTLE
haven’t given up
hope of Harley
Bennell returning
this Australian
Football League

(AFL) season after a series of
issues on and off the field.

The 24-year-old has proven to
be a spectacular trade bust for
Fremantle, with persistent calf
injuries keeping him from playing
a game for the Dockers since
joining them from Gold Coast at
the end of 2015.

He has also faced scrutiny for
a number of off-field
misdemeanours and was recently
ordered by the Dockers to
undergo counselling.

But the 2010 No 2 draft pick –
a hugely-talented midfielder at his
best – has returned to training
with the Dockers’ main group, and
teammate Lachie Neale believes
he’s a solid chance of playing at
some point this year.

“I think we are a really good
chance,” Neale told Fox Footy.

“Harley’s obviously working his

way through his rehab program
after his latest setback.

“But from all reports he’s
coming along really well and it
would be awesome to see him out
there with us because we know
what a talent and how good a
player he is.”

Fined, counselled
Bennell was fined $10,000 –

half of which was suspended for
12 months – and forced to
undergo counselling following his
bizarre behaviour while watching

a WAFL game last month.
The 24-year-old twice

interrupted the three-quarter time
huddle of the match between Peel
Thunder and Swan Districts to
speak to his cousin Traye
Bennell.

Bennell was also kicked off a
Gold Coast-bound flight before it
departed in April because he was
intoxicated.

The Dockers are likely to 
tread cautiously with Bennell’s
recovery but he could make a
WAFL appearance within the 

next week or two.
Neale said the Dockers had

rallied behind Bennell and made
sure to support him every way
they could in a bid to keep his
spirits up.

“He’s obviously been in rehab
for a long time now and it’s never
easy, and no one likes to see
guys spend long periods of time
in there,” he said.

“But to his credit, he’s worked
extremely hard once again and
he’s looking really fit and ready to
go soon.” – AAP

Another family to keep an
eye on over the next couple of
years is the Lochowiak clan
from Adelaide. 

Mihail, the older of siblings,
and Anzac faced off against
each other in the initial hit-out of
the state under-17 and South
Australian under-16s talent
programs in a clash at Football
Park on Friday, June 16.  

Anzac Lochowiak played in
the Sturt Under-16s this year,
and alongside his brother at
Rostrevor College in their First
XVIII independent schools
competition 

“It was the first time we
played against each other,”
Anzac, who turned 16 on June
4, told the Koori Mail.

“Mihail gave me some ideas
about what my state under-16s
coach Darel Hart is like and
having Mihail play for SA last
year, certainly has helped my
belief to make it. 

“I’m still in Year 10, but was
lucky enough to play alongside
Mihail in the Rostrevor First
XVIII.” 

The younger brother certainly
had an impact in his inaugural
match at that level, slotting
through a major with his first
kick and finishing with seven-
goal haul on debut against St
Peters College. 

While a Crows fan, Anzac’s

favourite AFL footballer is former
Hawthorn and now Sydney
Swans champion, Lance ‘Buddy’
Franklin.  

A 185cm, 83 kg
forward/midfielder, Anzac is a
member of the Croweaters’
under-16s program and is keen
to follow in Mihail’s footsteps
and be a member of a
championship winning side.

Championships against the

Sandgropers at Leederville
Oval, with both games played
last Saturday, June 24. 

Respected Sturt football
manager David Oatey said
Anzac lived in the zone, but
Mihail was initially purchased by
Norwood, but the Double Blues
swapped a player to see him
return to Unley.  

“Mihail is a hard-bodied half
back flanker,” Oatey said. 

“He has good speed, is
strong at the contest and stays
on line. 

“I’d expect he’d develop into
a rebounding ‘run and carry’
defender. 

“Anzac is a different type of
player. 

“He has sticky fingers, being
a strong catch and kick.

“We see him developing into
a medium lead-up forward. 

“A younger brother Jacob is
already into our development
programs.” 

Father John Lochowiak, a
footballer and rugby union
player of some note, who played
in the Central Australian
Football League with Pioneer
Eagles and South Alice Springs,
said Mihail and Anzac also
played with the Flying
Boomerangs. 

“Jacob is now 13, while his
sister Mabel-Jean is 11 and
plays netball and basketball,”
John Lochowiak said. 

“Our youngest, Jackson, is
six and already playing with
Payneham Norwood Union at
community level.

“His mother (Laiya) and I love
the children’s involvement in
sport, although it can be hectic
at times.”

Milera a true Rising Star

FOR Wayne Milera
Jnr, winning his
Australian Football
League (AFL) Rising
Star nomination in the
Sir Doug Nicholls

Indigenous Round added to the
excitement of playing on the dedicated
weekend that celebrated Indigenous
culture.

“This is a significant round for me
and my people, so it is pretty special to
grab this accolade,” Milera told the
Koori Mail. 

“Having a strong brotherhood of
Aboriginal lads at the Crows definitely
helps cope with the rigours and
demands of AFL football. 

“You feel more comfortable and
there is that connection through our
heritage. 

“The boys have made it an easy
transition for me, adjusting to the
commitments and life of an AFL
footballer. 

“I love it.
“Curtly (Hampton) and I are 

pretty close and I also stayed with

Charlie Cameron for a while when I
came to the club.” 

In just his 17th senior appearance
Milera played a significant role in the
Adelaide Crows’ emphatic 100-point
victory over Fremantle at South
Australia’s home of sport, the
picturesque Adelaide Oval. 

He collected 16 disposals and his
defensive intent was displayed as well,
laying four tackles in wet and slippery
conditions.

“I do try and pride myself with my
skills in the wet,” Milera csaid.

“It is about adapting to the
conditions.” 

Wearing boots hand-painted by a
local Aboriginal artist, the silky-skilled
forward kicked three goals in an equal
career-high performance in front of
goal. 

Milera also kicked three goals in his
sixth senior game, against the Gold
Coast at Carrara last winter. 

The 184cm, 80 kg half
forward/midfielder is calm and
composed in traffic, with the 19-year-
old able to create time and space with
minimum fuss.

Milera said his father Wayne Snr

had been a significant influence and
mentor along his journey. 

“Dad fostered my love of the game,”
Milera Jnr said.

“I followed him to the football since
I’ve been a little tacker.  

“Central District talent manger Scott
Stevens guided me through the under-
age development programs into senior
footy. 

“At the Crows, ‘Campo’ (Scott
Camporeale) is my midfield coach and
David Teague is my forward coach. 

“Both of them have been important
as well.”

Milera, the Crows’ inaugural
selection and the 11th pick overall in
the 2015 AFL Draft, has committed to
the club until the end of the 2020
campaign.

Milera made his AFL debut for the
Crows in round one of the 2016 season
against the North Melbourne at the
Docklands Stadium. 

He said he did not set himself goals
– just  to play as much football as he
could. 

Away from football, Milera is
working towards a junior- and middle-
school teaching degree.

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Thurston out for season
JOHNATHAN Thurston’s
hopes of a State of Origin
farewell are officially
over, with the North
Queensland halfback
ruled out for the rest of

the National Rugby League (NRL) season
with a shoulder injury.

A shattered Thurston will undergo
surgery on his right rotator cuff after
scans revealed multiple injuries in his
shoulder after last Wednesday night’s 18-
16 Queensland State of Origin win in
Sydney.

The injury will also all but certainly end
his Kangaroos career, with the champion
playmaker admitting turning out in the
end-of-year World Cup before his
representative retirement was no longer a
reality.

“It’s pretty shattering,” Thurston said.
“I got the scan and the news isn’t

good.
“I thought I might be able to pump one

or two more games out. But the medical
advice I’ve been given is if you want to
live a healthy life after football, it’s best to

get this done now.”
The news caps off a disastrous year

for the four-time Dally M Medallist.
The 34-year-old injured his calf in the

Cowboys’ round six loss to the Wests
Tigers in early April, and was forced to
race the clock to be fit for May’s Anzac
Test.

He then injured his shoulder in that
match, and only made his return for the
Cowboys in the week before he went into
camp for Origin II.

But Cowboys coach Paul Green
insisted on Friday they had not rushed the
299-game NRL veteran back early.

Passed markers
“At that stage when we did decide that

he was physically right to play, he passed
all medical markers in terms of strength,
stability in the shoulder,” Green said.

“There was always a risk of him re-
injuring it, everyone knew that at the start. 

“The nature of the initial injury wasn’t
such that we thought he needed surgery
there and then.

“But given what’s happened on

Wednesday night has made it worse.
There is really no other option at this
stage.”

In Origin II last Wednesday at Sydney
Olympic Park, Thurston played on after
he suffered the blow late in the first half
when he made a tackle on Blues forward
Tyson Frizell, as he hoped it was only a
muscle cork. He eventually went on to
kick the match-winning goal from the
sideline, keeping the Maroons’ hopes of
an 11th series victory in 12 years alive.

But the Queensland and Kangaroos
veteran said he would not entertain the
thought of extending his representative
career into next season, where he is still
contracted to the Cowboys.

“It’s a decision that I’ve made," he said. 
“I wanted to finish on a high this year

with representative football. I’m
comfortable with that decision I’ve made
to retire from rep football.”

Thurston produced one of the all-time
great Origin performances last
Wednesday night, playing through the
pain of a busted shoulder to break NSW’s
hearts with a clutch sideline conversion,

sealing a famous two-point win.
Maroons skipper Cameron Smith

marvelled at Thurston’s resilience, saying
he was sometimes amazed at his ability
to take the field.

“He’s got nearly every joint in his body
strapped up tight,” Smith said. “He’s a
warrior isn't he? Some of the things he’s
gone through in his career and still to be
able to play at this level is incredible.

“He took a couple of whacks at
training. I don't know how he’s still able to
get up for these matches sometimes.

Finds a way
“His body is not 100%; there’s no

doubt about that. He finds a way to get up
for these games and make things
happen.”

Queensland have vowed to win the
Origin decider for the retiring Thurston.

“I’d be lying if I said there’s not a little
bit of motivation to do that, given what JT
has done for this team and our state,”
Smith said. – AAP

Road to redemption
faces stiffest test

Big pay
rise for
players

AUSTRALIAN
Football League
(AFL) clubs and
out-of-contract
players can look
forward to a bumper

October.
Australia’s top cricketers cannot

look with any confidence beyond
July 1.

The AFL players’ six-year 
$1.84-billion pay deal unveiled last
Tuesday is in stark contrast to the
heated pay talks between Cricket
Australia and its players.

Australian cricket’s current pay
deal expires on June 30 and neither
party is backing down.

The AFL, of course, had its own
problems before the league and the
players association presented a
united front at last week’s
announcement.

In early February, Collingwood
captain Scott Pendlebury said if
players association boss Paul Marsh
asked him to lead a sit-down protest
at a pre-season game, he would do
so.

For now, the big difference
between the AFL and cricket is that
the league and its players found
common ground.

What it means is that this year’s
post-season AFL trade period is
certain to be a frenzy.

A key feature of the new deal is a
whopping, front-loaded pay increase
of 20%, effective immediately.

That means players coming out
of contract this year are set for big
pay increases and clubs will have
much deeper war chests for
recruiting drives.

Huge deals
Top players are certain to secure

million-dollar deals.
Excluding rookies, the average

AFL player wage jumps from
$309,000 last year to $371,000.

The salary cap increases from
$10.37 million a club to $12.4
million. Several Victorian clubs are
trying to entice emerging GWS
midfielder Josh Kelly back to his
home state with massive offers.

Adelaide pair Mitch McGovern
and Jake Lever, Gold Coast 
co-captain Steven May, Essendon
players including full-forward Joe
Daniher and Richmond forward
Daniel Rioli are also coming out of
contract.

“The players have had a win and
got what they want ... that is fair and
ties them in a partnership sense to
the success of our game,” AFL chief
Gillon McLachlan told reporters in
Adelaide last week.

“And we have got we what we

want, which is industry protection
and flexibility, and ensures that our
game goes ahead over the next 100
years.”

For the first time, AFL players’
wages will be tied to industry
revenue. 

Cricket Australia (CA) is in the
midst of heated pay talks with
players, who are desperate to
maintain the revenue-sharing model
that has shaped their salaries for 20
years.

The current CA deal expires on
June 30 and both parties have
declared they won’t back down.

“This (AFL) model is very
different to cricket’s and in important
respects is much closer to the
modified model that CA has
proposed,” a CA spokesperson said
of the AFL agreement.

AFL Players Association
president Matthew Pavlich said the
pay deal was “a fantastic outcome
and something that we were
steadfast on achieving”. – AAP

“The biggest impact for me was the hard work
ethic that the students, parents, teachers and
community members showed throughout this
journey,” Hey How said before his departure.

“I was able to take that home and give back
to my community in the same way, if not better.

“My time on the program will always be one
of the highlights of my life."  

Northern Territorian Elliana Lawson is new to
the program.

As an NITV journalist, she says she is
passionate about sharing Indigenous
Australians’ stories and cultural knowledge with
the local community in South Africa.  

“We are both resilient peoples, and I think
there is so much to learn from each other to
become stronger together,” she said of the
program. “Through this overseas exchange, I
believe I will not only become a better storyteller
for our mob, but also a stronger leader for our
young ones.”

Next step for

ASHLEIGH Gardner
looks set to play a big
part in Australia’s bid to
retain the International
Cricket Council (ICC)

west featured in Australia’s opening
warm-up games in England.

Australia's quest for a record seventh
World Cup began on June 26 against the
West Indies at The County Ground,
Taunton. 

In the Aussies’ first warm-up game
against New Zealand at the Ageas Bowl
Nursery Ground, Southampton, Gardner
finished with 2-25 as Australia powered
to a 46-run win.

Scores: Australia 287, New Zealand
241.

A century to all-rounder Ellyse Perry
steered the Australians to victory.

The spin trio of Gardner (2-25),
Amanda-Jade Wellington (3-47) and
Kristen Beams (2-36) spun their way
through the NZ middle order.

A sensational century from Elyse
Villani steered the Australians to a 103-
run win over South Africa in their second
warm-up match at Oakham School.

Defending a strong total of 5-324,
Australia made a perfect start when one
of the South African openers was out
without scoring.

A steady flow of wickets made sure
Australia stayed in the box seat.

The Proteas were restricted to 221.
Jess Jonassen (3-29) and Belinda

Vakarewa (2-34) finished with multiple
wickets, while Ellyse Perry (1-35), Megan
Schutt (1-46), Gardner (1-15) and Sarah
Aley (1-37) finished with wickets.

After losing the toss and being sent
into bat, Australia stumbled to 3-40, but
recovered to pass the 300-mark.

The Australians completed a
dominant eight-wicket win in their final
ICC Women’s World Cup warm-up match
against Pakistan in Leicester.

Pakistan was dismissed for 156 and
Australia replied with 2-159, reaching the
total off just 23.2 overs.

Gardner bowled six overs and

finished with 0-25 in Pakistan’s innings
and did not bat in Australia’s innings.

Gardner is the first Indigenous
Australian to play international one-day
and T20 cricket and looks set to become
the second Indigenous Australian woman
to play Test cricket following in the
footsteps of South Australian Faith
Thomas.

Trailblazer Thomas
Thomas, the first Aboriginal woman to

be picked for any Australian sporting
team, opened the bowling in the
Melbourne Test in the 1958 Ashes series.

Thomas once said she learned to
bowl her lethal yorkers by “chuckin’ rocks
at galahs”.

“Kids these days have toys. We had
nothing. We lived near a creek. There
were plenty of rocks and plenty of galahs
in those trees,” she said of her childhood
near Quorn, in the South Australian
Flinders Ranges.

Demos will be joined by Torres Strait
Islander livewire guard Curt Ah Wang. The
238-game, 13-season Queensland
Basketball League veteran recently won
his fourth QBL title with the Cairns Marlins
and will rejoin the Indigenous squad after
last playing for the All Stars in 2014. 

Also chosen were Aaron Bin Tahal
(Cairns), Denzel Kennedy (Cairns), Jarrod

Hampton (Canberra), Marshall Ware
(Cairns), Reece Craigie (Sydney), Tidjane
Diop (Mackay), Verle Williams Jnr
(Brisbane) and Zachariah Bourne (Gold
Coast). 

“We’re excited about this talented group

of players and their potential to do very
well in Canada,” All Stars coach Joel Khalu
said. 

“We’re missing a couple of our regular
faces, guys like Deba George and the
Cedar brothers (Chris and Michael), who,

due to their Australian domestic playing
commitments, were unavailable.

“However, we’re confident the players
that have been identified can step up as
needed. 

Plenty of experience
“All of the players picked have

competed for the Australian Indigenous All
Stars in Trans-Tasman campaigns at some
stage throughout the past three years, so
are familiar with our style of play and what
we want to achieve at both ends of the
floor.
