MUDBURRA/Garawa
custodian Eleanor
Dixon believes no-
one is listening to
Aboriginal people’s
voices at a Northern
Territory inquiry into
the controversial mining practice of
hydraulic fracturing (fracking),
where toxic chemicals are blasted
into rock seams to fracture rock
and release gas.

Ms Dixon told the Koori Mail a
consultant supposed to be running
a community social impact meeting
for the inquiry told residents that
fracking was inevitable and the
community needed to prepare for it
and to consider asking for benefits
such as community housing.

In September last year the NT
Government declared a temporary
moratorium on fracking.

In December it set up an inquiry
to investigate the environmental,
social and economic risks and
impacts of fracking, chaired by
Justice Rachel Pepper.

The inquiry has been holding a
series of meetings in remote areas,
but some traditional owners are
worried about the behaviour of the
consulting group employed to
conduct social impact
assessments.

Ms Dixon said the social impact
consultations so far had been
“disgusting”.

She attended a community
consultation meeting in Elliott in

August and said it felt like an
“unfair conversation”.

“We didn’t get to chance to talk
and say what we wanted to say,”
she said.

“We wanted to talk about the
risks and concerns of gas mining,
but the consultant did most of the
talking and pushed us to think
about ways for us to use it for our
benefit.

“Our number-one priority was
about risks to land, environment
and people, and that hasn’t been
heard throughout conversation.”

Recorded

Ms Dixon said she recorded a
36-minute conversation in Elliott
with the lead consultant from Cross
Cultural Consulting (CCC), Jason
Elsegood, because she didn’t trust
that the consultants would
accurately report community
concerns.

“l submitted the recording to the
judge in charge of the inquiry after
the Elliott meeting and she said
she’d listen to it and get back to
me about it,” she said.

“When she didn’t get back to
me, we gave the recording to the
ABC and they reported on it.

“I feel like no-one is listening to
us, not even the inquiry panel.”

The inquiry panel finally
responded on October 7, after the
ABC report was broadcast. In the
response, Justice Pepper reported
“profound dismay and concern”
over the comments made by CCC
and rejected the comments saying

the “opinions and comments
expressed by that person in no
way reflect the views of the
Inquiry”.

Originally, the Inquiry engaged
consulting company Coffey to run
the community consultations.
Coffey subcontracted the social
impact assessment work to CCC.

The inquiry reported it had
requested that Coffey review the
work of CCC — which could delay
the completion of the social impact
assessment report — but said “the
inquiry is nevertheless progressing
the draft final report for release in
early November, with the final
report to be completed by the end
of 2017”.

Territory Frack-Free Alliance
spokesperson Lauren Mellor said
she had spoken to CCC before its
consultants went into the remote
communities to see if they had a
set list of questions for residents.

“They said they didn’t have
any,” Ms Mellor said. “Without a
clearly defined consultation model,
there’s no way they can measure
opinions and be held accountable
for a fair consultation process.”

Ms Mellor said the whole
process was rushed.

“The consultants had 10 days to
cover a lot of remote communities
and didn’t even have time to
organise permits to enter some,”
she said.

“A number of other communities
including Borroloola, Ngukurr and
Mataranka have also made
records and complaints.”

Some of the complaints
included that consultants had not
explained gasfield development
scenarios, including the number of
gas wells planned, or possible
social risks from increased
industrial and mining activity on
remote communities.

Ms Mellor also said the Ngukurr
News had reported Coffey
consultants “gave no warning
before they came, used the
majority of the consultation to
provide personal opinions and
failed to ask respondents their
attitudes to fracking”.

“The Territory Frack-Free
Alliance is now calling for the
inquiry to restore trust and integrity
to the process and cancel Coffey’s
contract, re-tender the work and
re-design the consultation
process,” she said.

Questions

In answer to questions sent by
the Koori Mail, NT Chief Minister
Michael Gunner’s office said “an
open and transparent approach is
needed into the genuine
environmental concerns held by
many Territorians”.

“At the end of that inquiry we
will either ban fracking in the
Northern Territory or allow it in
highly regulated circumstances in
tightly prescribed areas.

“We will put the Territory first
and make the best decision for the
Territory — and we will not put at
risk existing fishing, farming,
tourism and cattle jobs for the

possibility of jobs from fracking.”

Ms Dixon has recently been
arranging rallies and strategy
meetings of a coalition of
Aboriginal groups.

“I knew | had to call together the
different language groups for a
rally in Elliott and to talk about
the risk of contaminating the
underground water system and
the songlines that connect us all,”
she said.

The community of Elliott is
situated within the Beetaloo sub-
basin — an area spanning about
one-third of the NT — which has
been widely targeted for gasfield
development by Australia’s largest
gas companies including Origin
Energy and Santos.

People from communities in the
area are concerned that fracking
will deplete the semi-arid region’s
underground water supplies and
spread chemical contaminants
during wet season floods.

At the Elliott rally, Ms Dixon
called for the NT Government
to put a permanent ban on
fracking gasfields despite pressure
from the Federal Government to
abandon its fracking moratorium
and inquiry.

“There are plans for thousands
of fracked gas wells to be drilled
across our homelands, and
through our underground water,”
she said.

“This would risk everything we
value here in one shortsighted and
greedy move by the fracking
companies.”

Jack’s portrait

THE first thing Anh Do ever heard
about Jack Charles was that he
was an “esteemed actor, former
heroin addict and jailbird, member
of the Stolen Generation, gay man
and latter-day Indigenous activist”.

The painter, comedian and author would later
capture Uncle Jack in paint, in a session for ABC
TV’s Anh’s Brush with Fame.

The result has gone on to capture the public’s
heart, announced as this year’s Archibald Prize
People’s Choice winner at the NSW Art Gallery.

“Jack’s a special human being. To be through
everything he has been through and to become a
well-loved, well-respected mentor, | find him
inspirational,” Do said.

Do first painted Charles in a Sydney studio for
his ABC program, a work that would become the
basis of his Archibald award-winning portrait.

He’s paid tribute to Charles’ tumultuous story
in each brushstroke, with insects in the paint a
nod to the time his subject spent as a homeless
man and a hologram of a unicorn and its mother a
symbol of his loss.

“Jack is a member of the Stolen Generation,
taken away from his mum at a very young age
and Jack shared with me the fact that he spent a
lot of his life searching for his mother, or the love
of a mother, and how it was an impossible void to
fill,” Do said.

“Hence | stuck the image of a unicorn and its
mother in the painting — a unicorn being a
creature impossible to find.”

Despite sharing the sad parts of his life story
as he was painted, Uncle Jack said the
experience in Do’s “sexy little Sydney studio” had
been “a hoot”.

“I count him as one of the best extractors of
information, from his engaging smile, wit, genuine
interest and listening to the dribs and drabs of my

Bakala dreams of MJD cure

growing number of Aboriginal
people on Groote Eylandt in
the Northern Territory who
has been diagnosed with
the hereditary neuro-
degenerative condition
Machado Joseph Disease
(MJD).

When he was 15, Bakala
was diagnosed with MJD, but
before that he’d seen the
effects it had on his mother.

At that time they didn’t
know what it was.

“I couldn’t ask her about it
because she didn’t know,”
he said.

Filmmakers Nik
Lachajczak and Alison Page
(ZakPage) have recently
released a docudrama
Bakala, with the backing of
the MJD Foundation and the
Anindilyakwa Land Council.

The film tells the story of
Bakala’s unwavering search
for a cure in the traditional
medicines of Groote Eylandt,
despite his body
deteriorating.

“I had a dream that some
of the ancestors told me
there a cure hidden
somewhere,” Bakala said.

The film also tells the
story of the disease’s
genesis, due to an ancestor
breaking sacred tribal law
and bringing down a curse.

Goldfields residents
tell of welfare fears

ABORIGINAL people
in the Goldfields
region of Western
Australia have used
a visit by senators to
voice their opposition
to being the next site
for the Turnbull Government’s
cashless welfare card scheme.

The Government is forging
ahead with the controversial
income management scheme,
despite its own commissioned
research showing that more people
in the earlier trial sites find the card
made their lives worse, not better.

Last week a Senate committee
held a hearing into the cashless
welfare card — based on the idea of
billionaire miner Andrew Forrest —
in Kalgoorlie.

Northern Territory Labor senator
Malarndirri McCarthy said there
were gaps in the consultation.

progresses over time to a
total lack of voluntary control
and significant permanent
physical disability.

Bakala has already lost
one sister to the disease.

The MJD Foundation is a
charity that provides
essential support for
Aboriginal Australians and
their families living with MJD.

The foundation is also
supporting Bakala’s search
for a treatment by funding a
research project in Sydney
that is using zebra fish to test
for potential treatments for
the disease.

“The dream | had is real
and the cure could be out
there,” he said.

“There will be a cure
somewhere, | know myself.

“I've tried animal cure,
spider poison, king brown
snake, then plants and other
things.
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“I’'m not going to give up
looking for a cure.

“I' know | will find it.”

The film Bakala recently
screened at the Darwin Film
Festival.

It is also available for
community screenings in
most states and territories.

Filmmaker Alison Page is
hoping to attract an
international audience.

“We believe that the
philanthropists in the US will
really love this story if they
hear about it,” she said.
“They’ve got a culture of
giving.”

“Everyone who has come before
us has heard about the card but it
certainly sounds to me there hasn't
been the consultation we’re told
there has been,” she said.

“That’s especially concerning to
me, when people are going to be
forced on a situation they’re clearly
not wanting to be on.”

Representatives from the
Kalgoorlie-Boulder Aboriginal
Residents’ Group (KBARG) said
the prospect of the card was
already causing division and
problems in the community.

KBARG member Mandy Clinch
said when she had recently visited
family in Ceduna, South Australia —
one of the first trial sites for the
card — she had been forced to use
the card.

“I was only there a little while but
they made me go on it,” she said.

“I got on it, stayed there for a
while then came back to Kalgoorlie,
tried to use my card and | couldn’t

use it. Tried to take my kids to
swimming places and it got
rejected. Tried to find places
around here but none would take it.

“All your money’s gone on to
that card. How are you going to
feed your kids?

“If you don’t have a car, you
have to walk around Kalgoorlie with
a tribe of kids in the heat, walking
shop to shop trying to find one who
will accept that card.

“How do you feel for that mother
and children walking in the heat?”

Anxious

Ms Clinch said eventually she
managed to get Centrelink to take
her off the card, but she was
anxious about the Goldfields trial.

“We don’t have big shops that
open on Sundays. IGAs don't take
the card,” she said.

“Only small delis take it and you
look how expensive it is to buy a

meal from those small shops for

your family out of that card. It is so
frustrating, when you got a mob of
kids and no car.”

The Aboriginal Health Council of
WA (AHCWA) called for a voluntary
opt-in scheme of the card.

AHCWA chair Michelle Nelson-
Cox said the council was
vehemently opposed to the Bill and
the Federal Government’s “one-
size-fits-all approach” to address
complex social issues.

“AHCWA and our member
services remain gravely concerned
at the continued endorsement of
the cashless debit card as the best
solution to respond to the harms of
alcohol, gambling and drug abuse,”
she said.

“This proposal is a blanket, one-
size-fits-all approach that punishes
the majority because of the actions
of a few.

“The Government must support
local solutions to inherently

complex social issues, rather than

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impose an autocratic system that
disempowers people and
communities.”

Ms Nelson-Cox said there was
no evidence to support a wider roll-
out of the cashless debit card and
there was no clear plan to increase
community programs and support
services.

“AHCWA is keen to work with
governments to develop solutions
to address the harms related to
alcohol, gambling and other drugs
in communities, but we do not
believe the cashless debit card is
the answer,” she said.

“There has been no conclusive
quantitative data to support its
introduction and there is an
overwhelming lack of community
support and involvement in it.

“What needs to be considered is
a welfare system that is equitable,
sustainable, innovative and
responsive to the unique and
complex needs of Australians.”

ZAK Grieve is languishing
in prison on a life sentence
for a murder he was not
present for and did not
participate in.

That’s because of the
Northern Territory’s
mandatory sentencing laws.

The 25-year-old does so in the
knowledge that without executive
intervention, he has no avenue of appeal.

The facts of his case are that he was
asked by a friend to participate in a plot
to kill a man who was physically abusive
to that friend’s mother.

Being a 19-year-old naive kid at the
time, he initially went along with what his
friend wanted in the belief that the
stepfather (murder victim) was a bad
person. But when the time came to
actually go through with the crime,
Grieve went home.

He did not participate, nor was he
present, when the murder took place but,
under the mandatory sentencing laws, he
received a longer non-parole sentence
than the two murderers.

The Zak Grieve case is a powerful
illustration of the unfairness of mandatory
sentencing.

Speaking to the Koori Mail, Grieve’s
brother Terence said he is grateful there

“It is about an unjust criminal law
system, based on political bureaucracy
that stifles our prison systems without
any transparent or legitimate viable
solutions for those with the most
vulnerabilities — our Indigenous people,”
he said.

“The NT’s murder sentencing regime
is not only harsh and unfair, it is ruinously
expensive and contributes substantially
to this jurisdiction’s crisis of hyper-
incarceration.”

NT Chief Minister Michael Gunner has
indicated that mandatory sentencing laws
are under review.

Although he has confirmed his
department is looking into the Zak
Grieve case — which the NT Justice
Department views as an anomaly — it
does highlight the need for a review of
mandatory sentencing.

Mandatory sentencing laws are
discriminatory in effect against
Indigenous people and they breach
several provisions of the United Nations
Convention on the Rights of the Child,
and in some circumstances can result in
harsher treatment for juveniles than
adults who commit the same crime.

In her recent report, United Nations
Special Rapporteur on the Rights of
Indigenous Peoples Victoria Tauli-Corpuz
called on Australia to “abolish paperless
arrest and mandatory sentencing laws
and review fine default legislation, as
their application is discriminatory in
practice”.

The Federal Government has
constitutional power to override
mandatory sentencing laws but has
explicitly chosen not to do so, in breach
of its obligations under the Convention
on the Rights of the Child.

Mandatory sentencing also places
greater pressure on a prison system that
is already plagued with issues of violence
against inmates, inadequate healthcare
and failure to render assistance in line
with best practice.

While the Chief Minister has not ruled
out a mercy plea for Grieve, he has not
indicated any timeline. Nor has he said
whether the review of the mandatory
sentencing laws will be internal or
independent.

major issue
for Victorians

A STUDY has shown that
Aboriginal Elders and
people with disability in
Victoria are twice as likely to
be under guardianship
compared with the general community.

The Office of the Public Advocate (OPA)
also found that Aboriginal clients’ ages are
younger than the usual 65, with 50% under
the age of 50 needing its services.

OPA is working with the Victorian
Aboriginal Legal Service on the “Your life,
your choice’ project to help clients make
their own decisions about the care needed.

Victoria’s Public Advocate Colleen
Pearce said the study showed the
importance of tailoring guardianship
services to the Koori community.

“This report is just the beginning,”
she said.

“We are looking forward to building on
the data we have to help inform service
delivery for Koori clients of OPA’s
guardianship program.”

OPA encourages this service as a last
resort for people who are unable to find
care of their own, such as family.

“The aim is to not only improve service
delivery to Koori clients, but to provide
culturally appropriate information and
support to maximise the opportunities for
Koori people with disability to make
decisions for themselves,” Ms Pearce said.

Over the past two years, OPA says
it has improved collection of data to
assist the Aboriginal community and is
embracing the need to build relationships
with Koori individuals and organisations.

NSWALC urges halance
in language Ieglslatlon

QLD
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NSW has
become the
first state in
the country
to introduce
legislation to Parliament to
acknowledge the unique
value and importance of
language to First Peoples.

But, the NSW Aboriginal
Land Council (NSWALC)
has called for amendments
to the bill for Aboriginal
languages, stressing the
need to balance
government powers,
community ownership and
self-determination.

Premier Gladys
Berejiklian said she was
proud the NSW
Government had introduced
the landmark bill, in the
presence of Aboriginal
Elders and community
representatives, which
recognises the significance
of NSW'’s first languages
and aims to protect and

revive them for future
generations.

“Today is an historic
day,” she said. “This
legislation will acknowledge
the importance of Aboriginal
languages for years to
come.”

NSWALC chair Roy
Ah-See said the bill was a
historic opportunity to
address the wrongs of past
government practices and
that NSWALC attended its
tabling with great
anticipation.

But Cr Ah-See said a
better balance between
government, Aboriginal
language owners and
communities was needed
before the bill became law.

Cr Ah-See
acknowledged the symbolic
gesture of the NSW
Parliament’s Legislative
Council, where for the first
time had Aboriginal
community members

speaking in their various
languages.

But, he said, any
legislation relating to
Aboriginal languages must
have Aboriginal community
control at its heart.

“The NSW Aboriginal
Land Council is concerned
that the legislation could
seek to impose ministerial

controls or intervention in
relation to Aboriginal
languages,” Cr Ah-See
said.

“For many years, our
communities have worked
tirelessly to retain, teach
and promote Aboriginal
languages.

“Government can never
own or control our

languages and its role must
be to work in partnership
with Aboriginal interests.
Aboriginal community
control of Aboriginal
languages is essential.”

NSW Aboriginal Affairs
Minister Sarah Mitchell said
the Government had
worked with language
experts and Aboriginal
communities, including at
32 meetings and
workshops around NSW, to
develop the bill.

“It was crucial to get a
diverse range of opinions
and input from all over the
state to ensure the
legislation was as sturdy as
possible,” she said.

“The bill was introduced
in the Upper House today in
the presence of Aboriginal
Elders and community
representatives with a
moving message stick
ceremony — symbolic of
Aboriginal people’s

custodianship of language.”

The legislation includes
the establishment of an
independent trust made up
of Aboriginal community
leaders, who will oversee
the development a strategic
plan to protect and
strengthen Aboriginal
languages through
programs, partnerships and
funding.

Cr Ah-See said the
NSWALC respected the
views of Aboriginal
language organisations and
experts and that any
legislation must involve the
full and proper consultation
with the owners of
languages.

“The NSW Aboriginal
Land Council will continue
to advocate for the
Aboriginal languages
legislation that represents
the best interests of
Aboriginal peoples in
NSW,” he said.
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Copyright returned
to Namatjira family

By JILLIAN MUNDY

AFTER six decades of

profiting handsomely from

Albert Namatjira’s art, and an

eight-year campaign waged

against them, a short phone

call from millionaire Dick
Smith has convinced Legend Press to return
control of the famous Western Aranda artist’s
work to the Namatjira family.

A deal was signed on Friday morning to
reinstate copyright to the Namatjira family,
through the Namatjira Legacy Trust.

Namatjira’s granddaughter Gloria Pannka
expressed her community’s delight in the
announcement. “We’re happy we finally got it
back. The whole family is really happy and
proud,” she said.

Entrepreneur Dick Smith, a childhood
friend of the Brackenreg family who owns
Legend Press, said his involvement was one
of the best things he has done in his life.

Legend Press is based in Sydney’s
affluent North Shore.

Namatjira’s descendants live in the
community of Ntaria (Hermannsburg), 130km
west of Alice Springs.

“I'm just delighted to be involved. I've
been very worried over the last decade
seeing articles about what was going on with
the Namatjira copyright,” Mr Smith said.

“I'm very happy | was able to get involved
and help to gain a satisfying result.”

Mr Smith also donated $250,000 to the
Trust, which was set up to protect and
preserve the interests of the Namatjira family
and to benefit the Ntaria family.

He told The Australian he also donated
money towards Legend Press’s foundation.

Albert Namatjira was one of the country’s
most famous and prolific watercolour artists.
Prints of his work were commonplace in
households across the country and were
featured on biscuits tins and tea towels
throughout the 1970s and 1980s.

Namatjira was considered a man caught
between cultures — paraded as a great
Australian, while treated with contempt.

He was the first Indigenous person to be
made a citizen by the Australian Government
and was the founder of Australia’s Indigenous
art movement, his works giving many their
first glimpses into the heart of the country.

He was widely celebrated, exhibited
globally, and introduced to Queen Elizabeth.

But in 1957 he was jailed for something
he did not do, and he died two years later.

When he passed away, Legend Press
owner, art dealer John Brackenreg, had the

rights to reproduce Namatjira’s work, with a
deal to pay a 12% royalty to his family.

When Namatjira’s wife passed away in
1974 his estate was passed over to the
Northern Territory Public Trustee.

At the 1983 conclusion of the agreement
with Legend Press, the Public Trustee —
totally failing to appreciate the value and
significance of Namatjira’s work and without
consulting his family — sold the copyright to
Legend Press for $8500.

Earlier this year a retired NT Public
Trustee John Flynn, who dealt with the
estate, admitted mistakes had been made
and the deal did not reflect the discussions
he had with Legend Press. Over the years
Legend Press has held tight what they
earned from the sale of the reproductions.

The copyright return will also bring an end
to Legend Press stifling Namatjira’s legacy
and exposure through restricting the use of
his works in documentaries and publications
about him. He will again become visible to
younger generations of Australians.

In 2009, the legendary artist’s family

joined with arts for social change
organisation Big hART to fight for justice.

A potential negligence case was initially
marred by loopholes and missing paperwork.

The organisation produced and toured the
Namatjira theatre production starring Trevor
Jamieson, and this year launched a feature-
length documentary Namatjira Project.

The documentary follows the journey of
Namatjira’s family, who continue to paint in
his iconic style, as they move between their
home in Ntaria and the high-life in Britain to
create and tour the theatre production.

Documentary

The documentary features historic footage
of the Namatjira story, including his eulogy,
historic photographs, interviews with
descendants of his close friend and artistic
mentor Rex Battarbee, a trip to London to
visit the ‘old lady’ or ‘big girl’ (aka the Queen)
and footage of the Namatjira play on tour, on
stage and behind the scenes.

The documentary is a story of the
Namatjira family, Australian history and race

relations spanning more than a century, and
the Namatjira family’s bid to reclaim
copyright.

When news of the return of copyright
broke, many of Albert Namatjira’s
descendants were in Adelaide for the
Tarnanthi Arts Festival, where their artwork is
exhibited, and to speak on a panel
discussion at the SA premier of Namatjira
Project.

The panellists held a press conference
before the discussion, and Albert Namatjira’s
nephew Mervyn Rubuntja spoke on behalf of
the family.

“The newspaper was shown to me this
morning and | am very proud. It’s good,” he
said. Mr Rubuntja also spoke of the colour in
the landscapes his uncle painted and how his
paintings depicted the Western Aranda
country when it covered in native species
before the invasive buffel grass arrived.

“(The family) have been thinking about
this copyright. They have been thinking all
those years. Nothing been done. Now it’'s
good. No worries now, copyright back,” he
said, as he amplified his approval with two
thumbs up.

Big hART’s Sophia Marinos said that with
the breadth of support the campaign was
building momentum and the legal campaign
was mounting with the pro-bono work of law
firm Arnold Bloch Leibler.

But when Dick Smith came out of the
woodwork, progress came rapidly.

However, the campaign is not over.

Under Australian law, copyright lasts for
70 years after the maker’s death, meaning
the family’s rights to earn royalties from and
control Namatjira’s work expires in 2029.

Ms Marinos said the family and Big hArt
will continue campaigning for the copyright to
be granted in perpetuity, because of the
injustice that has been done over the years.

The only known precedent for perpetual
copyright is in Britain, where the law was
amended in 1988 for the copyright of J M
Barrie’s Peter Pan, which he gifted to the
Great Ormond Street Hospital in 1920.

If white lawmakers come to the party,
Albert Namatjira’s legacy could have an
impact as profound as Peter Pan'’s, and
continue to support his family like he did in
his life and aspired to do after his death.

A Namatjira Project art auction to raise
funds for the Namatjira Legacy Trust and its
work to support the future of the
Hermannsburg art movement (and originally
planned to also raise funds for the copyright
campaign) will be held at the Art Gallery of
South Australia at 2.30pm on October 22.

PO Box 277 Sutherland NSW 1499

MOST state and

territory

governments have

failed to implement

a hotline designed

to prevent
Aboriginal and Torres Strait
Islander deaths in custody,
despite federal funding being
offered one year ago.

The Custody Notification
Service has been credited with
saving Indigenous lives in NSW
where it has been in operation for
almost 20 years, while it also runs
in the ACT.

In October last year Federal
Indigenous Affairs Minster Nigel
Scullion offered cash to support a
national rollout of the scheme, but

none of the other states and
territories have adopted it.

The investment is contingent
on the jurisdictions mandating the
use of the CNS and agreeing to
pick up the tab after an
introductory three-year period.

The CNS is a 24-hour legal
advice and mental health phone
line for Aboriginal prisoners — one
of the Royal Commission into
Aboriginal Deaths in Custody
recommendations released 26
years ago.

Only NSW has a legal
requirement to notify the
Aboriginal Legal Service as soon
as an Indigenous person is
detained.

It has been praised for

stabilising volatile situations,
reducing the potential for self-
harm and improving
transparency.

Western Australia has begun
negotiations to introduce the
service after the State
Government copped criticism
over the controversial death in
custody of 22-year-old Aboriginal
woman Ms Dhu in 2014.

Writing on the petition website,
Ms Dhu’s mother Della Roe said
her daughter “should be with us
today”.

“Her loss haunts me each day
and it will remain, but it will give
me at least an ounce of peace to
see the CNS implemented,” she
said.



CLC delegates want act

DELEGATES from
the Northern
Territory’s Central
Land Council
(CLC) have
demanded

an active role in
designing any Aboriginal body to
advise the Australian
Parliament.

In a recent meeting at
Brumby Plains, more than 70
elected CLC delegates
endorsed the historic Uluru
Statement and discussed the
“double-edged sword™that is the
race power of the Australian
Constitution.

Delegates said the power has
delivered them land rights, but
also the failed NT Intervention.

They released the Brumby
Plains Statement, saying they
need to be part of designing the
“voice to Parliament” ahead of a
referendum on constitutional
reform, in order to ensure it
represents remote community
residents and acts as a powerful
voice against racially
discriminatory laws.

“We, the members of the
Central Land Council, are
sovereign people drawing our
strength and laws from country,”
the statement says. “We sing for
country, we dance for country
and our laws and systems of
governance are still strong.

“The Australian Constitution
must recognise us as First
Nations of Australia. Nothing will
be lost; instead Australia will

FOUR major
Aboriginal
organisations from
the Kimberley, in
Western Australia’s
north, have joined to
endorse and support
the Uluru Statement.

The Kimberley Land Council
(KLC), Kimberley Aboriginal Law
and Cultural Centre (KALACC),
Kimberley Language Resource
Centre (KLRC) and Aarnja called
on the Federal Government and
Opposition to support a First
Nations voice to Parliament, as
recommended at the Uluru
Constitutional Conference.

The peak bodies also made a
series of calls to the new WA
Government regarding respecting
culture, language, native title and

gain 65,000 years of culture and
history.

“We endorse the Uluru
Statement, which calls for
constitutional protection for a
voice to Parliament, supports
treaty making and truth telling.

“We have long called for
Aboriginal self-determination
and Aboriginal self-government,
and greater control over our
own communities. Local
treaty negotiations should be
protected by a national treaty
framework.

“In the NT we have benefited
from the Commonwealth ‘race
power’ through the enactment of
the Aboriginal Land Rights Act.

“Harm our people”

“We have also experienced
the worst of the ‘race power’
with the imposition of the racist
NT Intervention. The Australian
Parliament should not pass
racially discriminatory laws that
harm our people.

“We want to be part of
designing the voice to
Parliament to ensure it
represents people from the
bush, and to ensure it is
powerful.

“This work should be
progressed before we go ahead
with a referendum.

“A successful referendum
requires the support of non-
Indigenous people, and we
invite all Australians to join us on
this journey to achieve
constitutional reform.”
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proper engagement with
Aboriginal people.

“Our ancestors walked this
land for thousands upon
thousands of years. They had
laws, languages and cultures that
survive until this day,” the
statement said.

“Fifty years ago Australia voted
yes to change the Constitution
and 25 years ago the Mabo
decision was handed down
recognising our rights to the land.
Today, the Federal Court
recognises Kimberley Aboriginal
people as the traditional land
owners of 80% of this region.

“But in 2017, Aboriginal people
are yet again on the wrong side of
social indicators as proven by this
year’s Closing the Gap report. We
still have one of the worst suicide

rates in the country and the world,
and we are still failing to carve out
a positive future for our children.

“Despite continued
acknowledgement of the
importance of our cultural
practices, actions speak louder
than words. Government support
for our continued cultural
practices represents only 0.75%
of the total Aboriginal budget.

“Connection”

“Languages are the core of our
land and cultures. We are still
waiting for a government to
publicly acknowledge our human
right to speak our languages and
to work with us on appropriate
ways of reclaiming, reviving and
maintaining languages to ensure
our continued connection to land

tement bac

and practising of culture.

“The Federal and previous WA
state Liberal and National
Government said they wanted
to work with us through
Empowered Communities to
deliver outcomes for our people
on the ground. Instead they
decided to prioritise matters for
Aboriginal people according to Mr
Andrew Forrest’s Creating Parity
report. Once again doing things
to Aboriginal people rather than
with them.”

KLC chief executive Nolan
Hunter told the Koori Mail that the
previous Liberal WA Government
had been aggressive and
negative in its dealing with
Aboriginal people, including
threatening to shut down remote
communities.

Mr Hunter said the Kimberley
organisations were hoping the
relationship with the new Labor
Government might be more equal
and respectful.

“We’re hoping we can work
with government. It’s not about
being critical,” he said. “The most
recent Close the Gap report
shows that there are still many
problems in our communities.

“The idea was that our groups
came together because we’re
facing the same issues. Youth
suicide is not only the highest in
Australia but globally as well —
and nothing changes.

“We’ve seen no serious
commitment to this issue and
we’re appealing to the new
Government to work with us on
these things.”

MORE than 1000
people paid their
respects to the late
Aboriginal activist
Dr Evelyn Scott at
her state funeral in
Townsville on
October 6. Mourners including
family, Indigenous leaders and
others gathered at the Townsville
Stadium for the service.

Born in 1935 in Ingham, Dr
Scott’s career started in north
Queensland where she lobbied
for legal, housing and medical
services and Indigenous
women’s rights.

She died peacefully in her
sleep last month aged 81.

Queensland Premier
Annastacia Palaszczuk, MP
Leanne Enoch (the first
Indigenous woman to
serve as a minister in
the Queensland
Parliament), and
Senator Pat Dodson
were among the
mourners.

Dr Scott is survived
by four daughters, a
son and seven
grandchildren.

Her son Sam Backo,
former Brisbane
Broncos and
Queensland State of
Origin rugby league
forward, gave a Bible
reading during the
funeral and paid tribute to his
mother.

“I love my mum,” he said. “My
mum was a fighter. She fought
for all people — black, white, all
people. She taught her children a
very important lesson: ‘There’s
only one race and that’s the
human race.”

Senator Dodson delivered a
eulogy acknowledging Dr Scott’s
leading role in the 1967
referendum to count Indigenous
Australians in the Census.

“I want to thank her family
for giving this nation the
opportunity to benefit from her
grace, her experience and her
wisdom,” he said.

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“She has left our nation a
richer, a fairer, a more equal
place because of her
commitment and her dedication.”

Former NAIDOC person of
the year Professor Gracelyn
Smallwood gave an emotional
speech.

Mayors from Indigenous shire
councils were there including Alf
Lacey (Palm Island), Vonda
Malone (Torres Shire) and Ross
Andrews (Yarrabah).

Following the singing of
Amazing Grace, Uncle Alfred
Smallwood led a smoking
ceremony.

Dr Scott was an Indigenous
leader and advocate and
Warrgamay and South Sea
Islander woman.

She was the first general-

Dr Scott also chaired the
Cairns and District Aboriginal and
Torres Strait Islander Corporation
for Women, and the Council for
Aboriginal Reconciliation
(between 1997 and 2000).

Dr Scott was awarded the
Queen’s Jubilee Medal in 1997
for her contribution to the
advancement of Aboriginal and
Torres Strait Islander people and
a Centenary Medal in 2001 for
service to reconciliation.

In 2003 she became an
Officer in the General Division of
the Order of Australia (AO) for

service to the community through
leadership in the area of
reconciliation, as an advocate to
the empowerment of Indigenous
women, and as an instrumental
figure in the establishment of
legal, housing, employment and
medical services for Indigenous
communities. The same year Dr
Scott received a Queensland
Greats Award.

Dr Scott received three
honorary doctorates: in 2000
from the Australian Catholic
University for work in
reconciliation and advancement
of women; in 2001 JCU
recognised her outstanding
service to the Queensland
community and human
wellbeing; and Griffith University
recognised her as an outstanding
Australian in 2003 for her
distinguished service
to community.

Dr Scott was also an
environmentalist and
passionate advocate
for the Great Barrier
Reef.

She helped ensure a
voice for traditional
owners in marine park
management for the
Great Barrier Reef
Marine Park Authority
from 1996 to 2007.

Ms Palaszczuk
lamented former
governments’ opposition
to delivering equality.

“Too often, the
government of the
day was focused on the
management of Aboriginal and
Torres Strait Islander people,
with no objective or ambition to
achieve equality of opportunity
for all, least of all the First
Australians,” the premier said.

“As Evelyn said, ‘In true
reconciliation, through the
remembering, the grieving
and the healing, we can come
to terms with our conscience
and become as one in the
dreaming of this land.’

“Dr Scott, thanks to you,
today we reach out our
hands and we dare to share
your dream.”

WITH the
employment of six
new Aboriginal
trainee rangers,
more than 10% of
the Tasmanian
Parks and Wildlife Service (PWS)
ranger workforce is now Aboriginal.

The trainees, Roy Thomas,
Steele Mansell, Jamie Langdon,
Linton Burgess, Dayne
Langdon and Luke Mabb,
were welcomed on board at
Coningham Recreation Area,
south of Hobart.

The coastal reserve was the
perfect place for the welcome.

The PWS said it has the
management issues and
complexity that a large national
park might encounter but on an
urban fringe — high-level
recreational use, active local
conservation engagement with
local groups, threatened flora
and fauna and invasive species, all
with public and fire safety
management a priority.

It also covers more than 50
registered Aboriginal sites,
including a cave once used by
Aboriginal people, which is the
closest crossing point to Bruny
Island where Aboriginal women are
documented swimming the 1.75km
stretch of water.

In coming months the new
recruits will be involved in the
development of a bush tucker trail
and protection of the cave.

Coming into the job, trainee
ranger Linton Burgess was most

Pitchford, Jamie Langdon, Linton Burgess, Dayne Langdon, Luke Mabb and Jesse Williams.

attracted to interpretation and
tourism on country.

“That doesn’t even feel like
work,” he said.

“l can just be me.”

Mr Burgess said he is looking
forward to learning a variety of

things and having a go at all that is
on offer. “l see it as an opportunity

to bring country and our people
back to a good balance and it

increases my appreciation for my
ancestors and the way they lived

and managed country.”
Cindy Pitchford, who was
among the Aboriginal rangers

welcoming the new trainees, is one
of two PWS rangers on Flinders
Island, in the Bass Strait, which has
a population of almost 1000.

A former jillaroo who has spent
most of her life on the island, Ms
Pitchford said she loves the variety
of work as a ranger and the respect
she receives from her community.

One day she could be sitting at
a desk processing crop protection
permits, the next out fighting fires
or rescuing a dolphin.

“My practical skills are the same
as when | was farming, but my
academic and communication skills

have gone through the roof,” she
said.

“Don’t get me wrong, | love
farming. | guess with this job you
feel like you've got some sort of
importance and responsibility within
the community.

“The support I've had from the
community on Flinders Island has
been unreal, especially with
decisions I've had to make.”

Those decisions include booking
people she has known her whole
life for things such as wood
hooking in reserves or fisheries,
and shooting or boating offences.

New rangers on the way

Ms Pitchford has been with the
PWS for almost a decade, and has
no plans of ever changing career.

The PWS said the employment
of Aboriginal rangers is an
opportunity to work with the
Aboriginal community and to share
knowledge fundamental to joint
management of reserves.

While there are no formal joint
management arrangements at the
moment, Jason Jacobi, who heads
up the PWS, is talking with
Aboriginal people to find projects
and activities where they can get
involved, from burning to dual
naming, and to seek ways to share
knowledge on how to manage and
protect cultural values.

“Joint management means
different things to different
Aboriginal people, and our first
priority is finding meaningful ways
Aboriginal people can reconnect to
country,” Mr Jacobi said.

The trainees are embarking on a
four-year program to gain
Certificate Ill and IV in
Conservation and Land
Management, and Certificate Il in
Public Safety (firefighting
operations).

“It would be great to think that in
the future we may have Aboriginal
people in a variety of positions
across the service,” Mr Jacobi said.

The Department of the Prime
Minister and Cabinet provides
funding for five of the new trainee
ranger salaries and a contribution
to operational costs through the
Working on Country Agreement.
The Tasmanian Government funds
two of the positions.

Institute directors visit
Walgett medical service

THE history of the
resilience and activism
by Aboriginal people
of Walgett is on the
walls of the Walgett
Aboriginal Medical Service (WAMS).

It’s a gallery of photographs,
correspondence, newspaper clippings
and testimonials marking prominent
events in the life of Aboriginal people in
the north-western NSW town.

When the Lowitja Institute board of
directors recently visited the WAMS,
they saw the central role played by
WAMS in the health, educational
and economic life of the town
and surrounding areas, and the
challenges of resources and gaining
professional skills. Directors also
heard about how critical it is to have
strong male role models, and met
a number of male staff who are
leading positive change in their families
and community.

The visit was part of the quarterly

Lowitja Institute board meeting, which
also included dinner with the Dharriwaa
Elders Group.

WAMS is a not-for-profit
organisation, relying on government
funding as well as support from
individuals, community groups,
corporations, trusts and foundations.
WAMS was recently accredited by
White Ribbon Australia.

Special focus

Lowitja Institute chair Pat Anderson
said a special focus of the visit to
Walgett was experiencing the Literacy
for Life Foundation classroom in action,
“as literacy is a key social determinant
of health”.

The foundation is an Aboriginal-led
initiative aiming to lift adult literacy in
Indigenous communities. An estimated
40% of Indigenous adults have minimal
English literacy, a figure that increases
to 70% in remote areas.

Lowitja Institute chief executive

Romlie Mokak said adult literacy is the
invisible factor in Indigenous
empowerment.

“This campaign is much more than
literacy — it is about establishing the
very strongest futures for our children
and grandchildren,” he said.

“Health, literacy and empowerment
go hand-in-hand.”

The Literacy for Life Foundation
uses an evidence-based campaign
approach that has been implemented
in 30 countries. So far more than 120
students have graduated in Australia.

Executive director Jack Beetson
said having the Lowitja Institute board
support the work of Literacy for Life
was vital to getting it established.

“The connection between lifting
adult literacy and improving health is a
clear reason why we need funding to
expand to reach more Aboriginal
communities,” he said.

posts blackface

THERE are calls for the
Liberal National Party to
dump a Queensland
candidate who posted a
photo of herself with a man
in blackface on social
media, but the party is
refusing to back down.

LNP candidate for Redcliffe Kerri-
Anne Dooley posted the photo of her
with a man dressed as late Aboriginal
singer Dr Yunupingu over the weekend.

Innovation and Small Business
Minister Leanne Enoch said the LNP
should immediately dump Ms Dooley,
who has since deleted the post, for the
culturally insensitive act.

“For a candidate, in the 21st century,
hoping to represent the people of
Queensland, who endorses that kind
of behaviour, but on top of that
reference a deceased individual,
someone who is highly respected, is
just appalling,” Ms Enoch said.

“They should be disendorsing this
candidate for this kind of behaviour.”

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Queensland LNP candidate
Kerri-Anne Dooley’s instagram post,
which has now been deleted.

Ms Enoch became Queensland’s
first female Indigenous MP when she
won the southern Brisbane seat of

Algester in Labor’s shock 2015 election
victory.

Ms Dooley earlier tried to explain her
actions by saying she attended an
Australian-themed house warming
party where guests went dressed as
prominent identities.

“One person was a fan of the band
Yothu Yindi and singer, the late Dr
Yunupingu. | posted a photo of us
together on my Instagram feed,” she said
in a statement.

“On reflection it was a mistake to
post this photo and, unprompted, |
deleted it. | apologise for any offence
that this may have caused.”

LNP president Gary Spence issued a
statement stating Ms Dooley would
remain a candidate.

“Kerri-Anne has been a tireless
worker for her community and will
make an excellent local member if
elected,” he said.

“She has apologised for making a
mistake and for causing any possible
offence.” — AAP

SAVING 39 largetooth sawfish
pups as their nursery dried
out on the edge of floodplains
took Malak Malak Indigenous
rangers five days of trudging
barefoot in mud.

The rangers discovered the
sawfish trapped in a small waterhole in a
channel off Tyumalagun (shark swamp)
about an hour’s drive from Naiuyu
community near the Daly River, 220km
south-west of Darwin.

NT

Charles Darwin University researchers
Dr Peter Kyne and Brittany Finucci joined
the rangers on the rescue mission, catching
38 juveniles by hand and releasing them
into the Daly River.

“The core area where the sawfish were
found was a muddy hole with water only
10cm to 20cm deep,” Dr Kyne said. “In total
we caught 39 pups in the waterhole, but
one died in transit. We also found 16 that
had already died in another area.”

Dr Kyne said the rescue was a

significant boost for what is a critically
endangered species, which is thought to be
extinct in almost 30 countries, with northern
Australia and Papua New Guinea the last
major population strongholds in the world.

Safe relocation

Dr Kyne said Malak Malak Rangers
patrolled for trapped sawfish as water levels
receded at the end of each dry season, with
a purpose-built fish tank on the back of a
ute to assist with safe relocation to the river.

The rescued fish, all aged just under 12
months and measuring between 1.1m and
1.2m, were tagged for monitoring, and
tissue samples were taken for studies.

The rescue was part of a national
threatened species management project
concentrating on large rivers and estuaries
of the Top End. The project is supported
through the National Environmental
Science Program’s Marine Biodiversity
Hub, with research undertaken in the Daly
River region since 2012.

Trail saves

memories

ANGELIA Walsh,
from the Surat
Aboriginal
Corporation
(SAC), has joyful
childhood
memories of
growing up on a camp at the
edge of town. But, at times,
these memories are tinged with
fearful moments of hiding from
the police who took Aboriginal
children from their families.

These stories are critical
moments in Australia’s
Aboriginal history.

Ms Walsh teamed up with
the University of Southern
Queensland (USQ) to preserve
her memories, but also to help
other Aboriginal people in
south-west Queensland to do
the same.

USQ researchers, including
specialists in cultural heritage,
oral history, anthropology and
ethnography, and psychology,
were commissioned by SAC to
support the project The
Indigenous Cultural Trail and
assisted with a story-gathering
process across the towns.

Ms Walsh worked with
Aboriginal people in six
communities to develop the
idea.

“We wanted to record and
share culture and history before
older generations passed on,
and before more sites of
significance were destroyed,”
she said.

“The trail has been a way to
reinstate an Aboriginal past that
remains all but invisible in many
places, and it will also create
employment opportunities for
Aboriginal people in these
areas and help the struggling
economies of these towns.”

USQ’s Dr Jane Palmer said
the project is enabling Elders,
youth and others to re-connect
with their heritage and share it.

“Policy-makers would also
benefit from a greater
understanding of the
connections between

“Combining that with traditional
ecological knowledge and engaging our
youth back on to country to increase
their employment prospects, we are
on the right track for improved land
management,” he said.

Some of the projects to receive funding
include Guyra-based Banbai Enterprise
Development Aboriginal Corporation,
which was funded for projects with a focus
on youth in cultural and management
practices.

Banbai manager Tanya Elone said

generation is important to its programs.

“We make sure the young people are
aware of their culture and have a sense of
pride,” she said.

“Learning from experience and
traditions to better manage our land, and
sharing stories with our community will
ensure our next generation can take this
knowledge, use it, share it and evolve it.”

(LALC) in Tingha received funding for a
didgeridoo-making and -playing workshop
for the community.

Important

Council chief executive Greg Livermore
said many men recognised playing a
didgeridoo as an important part of a
traditional lifestyle.

“There is much local demand for didge
players and dancers during NAIDOC
Week and other regional cultural events,”
he said.

“By running these workshops we can
help to fill the didge player part of this need
in the community.”

The Aboriginal Community Grants
Program is jointly funded through Northern
Tablelands Local Land Services and the
National Landcare program.

A COASTAL property
known as Kings Run, on
Tasmania’s north-west
coast, was returned to the
Aboriginal community last
week through philanthropic
donations and an Indigenous Land
Corporation grant.

More than 100 people attended a
ceremony where the title to the 338
hectares of land was signed over to the
Aboriginal Land Council of Tasmania.

Middens, seal hides, stone tools and
other heritage on the property are a
reminder of the tens of thousands of years
Aboriginal people lived there.

The property borders the Arthur Pieman
Conservation Area, where the closure of
three off-road-vehicle tracks through
Aboriginal heritage has sparked bitter
divisions, resulting in a recent Federal
Court case.

Kings Run is also a habitat for
threatened species, including the
Tasmanian devil, orange-bellied parrot, and
Tasmanian wedge-tailed eagles.

In the 1800s, free settlers the King
family began wintering and calving cattle
on the coastal plains and fragile dunes.
Four generations later the family remains in
the cattle business.

In the 1990s, seeing the degradation of
the dunes from his cattle, the late Geoff
King moved them inland from Kings Run,
turning his focus to land rehabilitation,
conservation and eco-tourism, running
successful wildlife tours focusing on
Tasmanian devils and placing conservation
covenants on his share of the property — an
unpopular move with many locals.

Opposing views

His brother Perry, who was at last
week’s ceremony, still grazes cattle on his
adjoining property for three months of the
year and has no hesitation in admitting he
and his brother had opposing views on land
use and management.

“We were on the Arthur Pieman
management committee and it was
interesting. It used to worry our mother
when she was alive,” he said.

Geoff died suddenly in 2013 and his
wife Margo offered the property to the
Tasmanian Aboriginal community and the
Tasmanian Land Conservancy to buy, and
waited for funds to be raised.

“I think it coming back into Aboriginal
hands is consistent with what he would
have done, but because he died suddenly
there was nothing in place, and Margo
made a decision in the end to sell it and
she didn’t want to sell it to developers,”
Perry said.

“I think Geoff would be happy with it.
“Apart from him not being here of
course, it’s the best outcome | can see.”

Nick Mooney, a wildlife biologist and

close friend and colleague of Geoff’s, was
also at the ceremony. They struck up a
friendship when Mr Mooney was in the
area investigating a Tasmanian tiger
sighting 30 years ago.

He described Geoff as the most curious
man in the world, who had an absolute
genuine respect for the land and the
thousands of years of occupation of
Aboriginal people. He did not see it as
merely a way to turn a dollar.

“A lot of the locals would want this
cleared. He got shit for taking the stock
off... that’s letting the team down,” Mr
Mooney said.

“He spent a lot of time here, trying to
keep people off the coastal track where it
cut through his place because of the
damage (vehicles) were doing to the
middens and dunes.

“There was a lot of conflict there. It took
a long time for some of the locals to get the
message that they were trespassing by
using the track.”

Mr Mooney said some locals
begrudgingly admitted it worked.

“He was a fantastic caretaker, until it got
back to the Aboriginals,” he said.

“That’s why this is a happy ending.
There has only been two land owners:
Aboriginals for tens of thousands of years,
and his family for a couple of years.”

The Tasmanian Aboriginal Centre will
manage the property, which along with the
support of the Bob Brown Foundation and
Tasmanian Land Conservancy secured a
$325,000 donation from Wotif founder
Graeme Wood and a $680,000 ILC grant,
as well as donations from Barbara Lowe
and Debbie Hiller, who had heard about it
at a Save the taykana/Tarkine event.

Meaningful outcomes

ALCT chairperson Clyde Mansell said
the partnership is an example of how like-
minded bodies can achieve meaningful
outcomes that redress the dispossession of
land of the Tasmanian Aboriginal
community.

He also paid tribute to Geoff King.

While it is only early days, there is talk
of running an Aboriginal tourism venture on
Kings Run and getting Geoff’s devil tours
running again.

“I reckon Geoff King would be very
happy that this magnificent (property),
which he did so much to protect and have
others enjoy, is now back in the hands of
the Tasmanian Aboriginal community,”
former Greens leader Bob Brown said.

He also acknowledged “the murder, the
heartache, the disgusting events that
occurred just two centuries ago” to
dispossess the original owners with
“bloody force”.

“This is a small step in recovering for all
of us Australians some of the loss we have
in our own hearts for that invasion, and
destruction and bloodshed that went on,”
Mr Brown said.




Artist Peter Farmer’s connections pay off

WHEN Noongar artist
Peter Farmer brought
model Samantha Harris
to the Telstra Perth
Fashion Festival, the
local Aboriginal models
were starstruck.

For the first time at the fashion
show, a runway dedicated to
Aboriginal designs and models was
included and Mr Farmer said it was
“a big thing”.

“It was even bigger to get Sam
Harris there,” he said. “The local girls
didn’t believe it at first.”

Mr Farmer, a prominent figure in
the Australian art scene for 21 years,
said he “knows a lot of people”.

So it wasn’t hard for him to gain
sponsorship to bring Ms Harris —
one of Australia’s most celebrated
models — to Perth.

Mr Farmer, who worked with
designer Kylie Graham to put on the
show this year with only five weeks’
notice, said the response was
amazing.

“We had 600 people attend and
there was no sitting room,” he said.

For Chirriger (meaning splendid
blue fairy wren, a Noongar totem) —
the first collaboration between
designer Sandra Rives of Red Opium
and Mr Farmer — their clothing
designs featured plants and animals
from their local culture. Mr Farmer
said the fabric was printed last year,
when the pair also put on a fashion
show in Malaysia.

“l was determined to find
Aboriginal models for the Perth
Aboriginal showcase,” he said.

“Last year, the only Aboriginal
model in a Perth agency was
Hannah Collard. So we put out a call
on social media and 68 young
Aboriginal people came from
across the state responded. Nine
even came from Kalgoorlie.

“Kylie’s cousin Hannah Collard
came and mentored the girls in how
to be models and we managed to get
29 of them through a casting call,
where different designers check for
models with a certain look and style
and they choose the ones they like.”

Mr Farmer said he has been
invited back to the fashion show next
year, which means more exposure for
Aboriginal designers and models.

“We need to lead the way and
open more doors for Indigenous
designers, artists and models,” he
said. “If we can get together, we can
have one big showcase of our culture
with art and clothes.”

Mr Farmer said being a designer
is something he has always wanted
to do and that’s why he studied fine
art at Curtin University, majoring in

textiles. Now, after so long working in
the art business, he has met some
pretty famous people.

“A friend of mine knew (American
shoe designer) Professor Jimmy
Choo and introduced me to him,” Mr
Farmer said.

“I took him some of my art and
designs and he liked them and
wanted me to design a pair of
Indigenous couture shoes.

“I didn’t think I'd meet anyone
famous, but I'm proud of what I've
achieved.

“I let my work do the talking.

“If anyone is just starting out, they
just have to keep at it, keep
producing, keep pushing themselves
and just roll with it.”

Mr Farmer also met Prince
Charles when the National Museum
of Australia chose the work of five
Indigenous artists to display. His
wooden surfboard with glass designs
was selected.

Mr Farmer is proud to have
designed the West Coast Eagles
Indigenous AFL jumper, and in
Western Australia he has created
the most public art by an Aboriginal
artist.

He also mentors young Aboriginal
artists in Perth and helps them find
public art commissions.

According to his wife Miranda,
“He now needs to conquer the rest of
the country.”

Next year, Mr Farmer will be going
to London Fashion Week.

We welcome that commitment
but also know that a fundamental
shift needs to occur in the way
health policy is developed and
implemented to order to redress
that disconnect between
investment and result.

In order to achieve significant,
measurable, positive change in
the health and wellbeing of
Aboriginal and Torres Strait
Islander peoples we need to

expand the idea of value built
into that investment. Expand it
from the quantum — so many
dollars to achieve so many
results— to a concept that
places Aboriginal and Torres
Strait Islander knowledges,
leadership, institutions and
solutions at the centre of
policymaking. A concept that
resets the power balance
between those making the
decisions and those for whom
the policy is intended.

Aboriginal and Torres Strait
Islander people know that our
cultures and long-held
knowledges are protective of our
health and that our wellbeing is
located in those values, beliefs
and knowledges. Also, that our
obligations go far beyond a
point-in-time funding agreement
with government; they run far
and deep to our ancestors and to
our futures.

As the National Aboriginal and
Torres Strait Islander Health Plan
2013-2023 states, “health
policies and programs (must be)
clearly evidence-based and
informed by robust health
research and data systems”.

The Aboriginal and Torres
Strait Islander health leadership
in this country — such as the
National Health Leadership
Forum— has the capacity to
produce that evidence base and
drive changes to ensure that the
Australian health system is free
of racism, and yields effective,
positive results for Australia’s
First Peoples.

The divide between Aboriginal
and other people was truly
confronting.

We gathered in a small circle
surrounded by those in the city
hub leaving work and getting
ready for a night celebrating their
privilege in bars, coffee shops
and restaurants.

It all became too surreal as
the names of those who had died
were read out one by one.

In our solemn mourning within
the circle you would occasionally
catch the eyes of those outside
of the group, non-Aboriginal
people just wanting a drink, to
catch up and enjoy a meal after
work, many of whom were upset
with our being there, the hatred
and confusion visible in their
eyes.

Anyone who doubts racism
exists in Australia only has to
spend a couple of minutes on
social media.

Only last week Aboriginal
supermodel Samantha Harris
opened up regarding the vile
attacks she receives, saying:
“The amount of hurtful & racists
comments | receive is
unbelievable...”

| was in Sydney attending the
Koori Rugby League Knockout
and everywhere is evidence of
this class and racial divide,
where even parking becomes an
income test.

Inside the ground, over and
over again you would hear
through the loudspeaker about
cars being towed away, tow
trucks and parking attendants
highly visible as you walked to
the ground. It’s almost as if

I WENT to the rally in Sydney for

everyone outside our community
is profiting from our demise.

This coincides with the lack of
affordability in housing forcing
extended families to live in
overcrowded shoeboxes while
hipsters enjoy their privilege,
coming and going and parking
where they please.

When we are struggling just to
survive why then also do we
have to face the unrelenting
hatred and tirades of racism on
social media and in public places
where we gather? It’'s almost as if
many non-Aboriginal Australians
are angry we survived.

It has nothing to do with truth,
intelligence or integrity, as
demonstrated recently when
former prime minister Tony
Abbott addressed a group of
ultra-conservatives in London.
Abbott demonstrated a sense of
entitiement when he gave praise
in maintaining close friendships
with former prime minister John
Howard and Catholic cardinal
George Pell.

Do not forget that it was John
Howard who manufactured the
NT Intervention, built on false
testimony revealed on Lateline,
when a senior staff member of
Indigenous Affairs Minister Mal
Brough claimed to be a child
worker and made false
accusations of paedophilia rings
in Aboriginal communities.

Meanwhile George Pell,
Australia’s highest-ranking
Catholic, recently returned to
Australia after fleeing to the
Vatican in Rome after being
summonsed to face multiple sex
offence charges, allegedly
protecting a paedophile ring in
the Catholic Church.

In claiming such a close
relationship with two such men,
Abbott obviously dismissed any

idea of criticism or recent history.

As Aboriginal people who live
with such scrutiny all our lives,
not even able to afford parking
close to the grounds to watch our
own football tournament, could
you even begin to imagine such
privilege?

Despite all this power, what
was even more evident than his
unacknowledged privilege in
Abbott’s address was his
white fragility — and lack of
acknowledgment of our history,
and the brutal truth behind our
colonial past.

“To a greater or lesser extent,
in most Western countries, we
can’t keep our borders secure,
we can’t keep our industries
intact, and we can't preserve a
moral order once taken for
granted,” he said. “Eventually,
something will crystalise out of
this age of disruption, but in the

meantime we could be entering a
period of national and even
civilizational decline.”

The ignorance and lack of
understanding behind such
statements is frustrating.

No mention of the lack of
education and understanding
towards our people, our history
and the truth of our struggle.

As Tony Abbott was
addressing the crowd in London,
the Dove line of beauty products
was being forced to apologise
after the brand was accused of
racism over an advertisement
where a black woman after
applying a beauty lotion took
off her shirt to reveal that she
had become white. (See story,
page 26.)

The only way such an
advertisement could have made
it through review prior to
broadcast was that its message
was intentional. It’s a marketing
strategy that uses social media
and other technologies to
increase brand awareness, often
through controversial imagery.

Last year, Qiaobi’s laundry
detergent used the same
strategy where an Asian woman
shoves a detergent pod into the
wash with a black man who
emerges from the washing
machine as a light-skinned
Asian man.

Dove has used the strategy
before. In 2011 the business
caused controversy with an
ad showing three women
standing side by side, each
with lighter skin. It had an
African-American woman
standing in front of the ‘before’
sign and a white woman standing
in front of the ‘after’ sign, with
the ad reading ‘Visibly more
beautiful skin’.

And earlier this year Pepsi

apologised for borrowing imagery
from the Black Lives Matter
movement, using images
re-enacting rallies where the

ad’s final scene shows a police
officer accepting a can of Pepsi
from a white woman, setting off
raucous approval from the
protesters and an appreciative
grin from the officer.

In torrid criticism after the ad
was posted, commentators on
social media accused Pepsi of
appropriating imagery from
serious protests to sell its
product, while minimising the
danger protesters encounter
and the frustration they feel.
Which takes me back to the
confronting emotions | felt at the
rally in Sydney.

The bottom line is while
people like Tony Abbott can wield
so much power and influence
and advertising companies use
our pain and trauma intentionally
to sell their products via popular
media, the divide between right
and wrong, black and white,
Aboriginal and non-Aboriginal,
will continue.

Not only are we trapped in a
world of racism, it’s a world
lacking in any moral sensitivity
or truth.

Those who continue to
prosper, whether it be in politics,
industry, business or advertising,
continue to sell their soul to keep
the status quo.

It becomes more and more
obvious every day that not
only are we trying to save
ourselves in such a climate — it
appears as Aboriginal people are
also trying to save what little
humanity is left in the world we
live.

USTRALIA is a vast country. I've
Alived, worked and travelled in

regional and remote Australia all
my life. Its size is almost impossible to
fathom. But, in many ways, we’re a tiny
country. Nearly half of all Australians
live in three cities — Sydney, Melbourne
and Brisbane. Include Perth and you
have 55% of the population. Compare
this to the United States where the four
largest metropolitan areas — New York,
Los Angeles, Chicago and Dallas — are
home to just 15% of its population.

Two-thirds of Australians live in just
eight places. In the US two-thirds of the
population are spread across 100 US
cities and towns.

Australia’s concentrated population
affects our economic strength. It’s a
key reason why housing is so
expensive in Sydney and Melbourne.

campaigns, including nuclear power,
uranium mines, coal-fired power plants,
farm biotechnology, mega-industrial
projects, hydroelectric plants and
extractive industries, with India’s
technology sector a future target. It
estimated this could have a negative
impact on India’s GDP growth of as
much as 2-3% a year.

We see the same influence of
foreign-funded activism in Australia,
frequently using Aboriginal groups as a
front for an anti-development agenda.
This includes green opposition to
recent changes to native title laws to
facilitate traditional owners approving
land use agreements.

But regional development will be
stopped in its tracks by the green-left
agenda, which is fundamentally
founded on the idea Australia shouldn’t
be touched beyond its current level of
development. The acronym for this is
BANANA — build absolutely nothing
anywhere near anything.

This agenda is tying Australia in
knots. Regulations are impossibly
complex. Every rule, every protection,
every requirement is another hook for
cashed-up green groups to attack
economic development through the
courts. And if that doesn’t work they
attack via crippling public campaigns.

The Indian Government saw this
movement for what it is a few years
ago when it banned Greenpeace from
receiving foreign donations and froze
its bank accounts because it was
prejudicially and unlawfully affecting
India’s economic interests. A report by
India’s Intelligence Bureau found
foreign-funded NGOs were “negatively
impacting economic development” in
India and Greenpeace was “a threat to
national economic security”.

The report listed seven areas that
have been stalled due to NGO

development and
commerce but whose corporate social
responsibility and corporate affairs
teams are stacked with green-left
sympathisers who think development is
bad. To improve corporate brand, they
create an image of businesses who
don’t do any business. They tell their
executives they must do this to stay on
pace with competitors. Their
competitors, in turn, have corporate
social responsibility and corporate
affairs teams telling them the same
thing. It’s corporate group think.

So AGL, which makes the vast
majority of its profits from coal power,
runs ads demonising coal. AGL isn’t the
only company to let the fox into the hen
house. The internal rot has set in and
will be hard to eradicate.

The green-left movement is
committing economic vandalism, aided
by their appeasers within politics and
business who should know better.
We've already seen it bring Australia’s
electricity system to its knees. Many
other industries will follow suit if
governments and the corporate sector
don’t wake up and show some courage
to say publicly what they know very
well privately.

THE images of Aboriginal
young people in Darwin’s
Don Dale Detention
Centre, teargassed, strapped
into restraint chairs, hooded and
handcuffed are seared into our
consciousness.

When we showed this
footage last month at the United
Nations in Geneva, human
rights experts in the room were
horrified to see such brutal force
by children’s prison staff against
children in Australia.

Amnesty partnered with the
National Aboriginal and Torres
Strait Islander Services
(NATSILS) to bring the UN’s
attention to Australia’s abuse of
children, at the 36th session of
the UN Human Rights Council.
The session marked the 10th
anniversary of the UN
Declaration on the Rights of
Indigenous Peoples, which
Australia has signed.

The event also included the
delivery of the report of the
Special Rapporteur on the
Rights of Indigenous Peoples on
the situation in Australia,
following her visit earlier this
year

Karly Warner, a Palawa
woman and NATSILS executive
officer, and | were the only
Aboriginal people who attended
the meeting.

Special Rapporteur Victoria
Tauli-Corpuz criticised Australia
for the fact that Aboriginal and
Torres Strait Islander children
are 25 times more likely to be
locked up than other children.
She said the routine detention of
10- and 11-year-olds was the
most distressing part of her visit.

Locking up such young
children violates
recommendations of the UN
Committee on the Rights of the
Child, which says the absolute
minimum age of criminal
responsibility should be 12.
They are, after all, just kids.

The Special Rapporteur was
scathing in her assessment of
Australia, calling the
overrepresentation of
Indigenous people in prison a
“tsunami”.

Her report urged the
Australian Government to adopt
national justice targets in the
Closing the Gap strategy and,
through COAG, a national plan
of action to address the
incarceration crisis of Aboriginal
and Torres Strait Islander
peoples “as a matter of national
priority”.

The Special Rapporteur’s
report also criticised the Federal
Government for passing the
buck on Indigenous
incarceration to state and
territory governments. Ms
Tauli-Corpuz was very clear
that the Federal Government,
not the states and territories,
is responsible for these

human rights abuses under
international law.

Australia’s response to all
this criticism was disappointing
and weak.

Australia will almost certainly
win its bid for a three-year term
on the Human Rights Council,
when the election occurs this
month.

You might think that a
country vying to win a seat on
the Human Rights Council
would want to show genuine
commitment to changing its
appalling Indigenous human
rights record.

Indeed, the Australian
Government had invested
substantial funds at both the
Human Rights Council and the
UN General Assembly to
pretend it was a global leader in
Indigenous human rights,
including by featuring
Indigenous art exhibitions and
dances.

Overhaul

This should have been the
moment for Australia to take
responsibility and announce
its commitment to a national
plan to overhaul the youth
‘injustice’ system.

But Australia’s
representatives at the meeting
totally missed this opportunity,
and instead glossed over the
real human rights concerns
raised by the Special
Rapporteur.

The NATSILS and Amnesty
sought to set this record straight
by telling the truth about the
situation for our people.

The truth is, Australia is
woefully inadequate in
implementing the UN
Declaration on the Rights of
Indigenous Peoples.

The Australian Government’s
claims, that it respects the
declaration and is moving
towards implementing it, ring
hollow. For example, Australia’s
bid for a Human Rights Council
seat contains only two pledges
about Aboriginal and Torres
Strait Islander people.

The first is, ‘Australia will
work towards a referendum to
recognise Aboriginal and Torres
Strait Islander peoples in the
Australian Constitution as
Australia’s First Peoples’.

The other pledge is,
‘Australia will continue to give
practical effect to the United
Nations Declaration on the
Rights of Indigenous Peoples
and the World Conference on
Indigenous Peoples Outcome
Document’.

Neither of these are on track.

Constitutional recognition
was rejected at the Uluru
meeting of the Referendum
Council this year and the
Recognise campaign has been
abandoned.

Australia has not even
started consultation for a plan to
implement the declaration,
which was one of the key
recommendations of the
World Conference on
Indigenous Peoples.

Contrast this with countries
such as Bolivia, Spain and
Guatemala, which are making
real progress on national action
plans, and more, to implement
the declaration.

While Australian
representatives were failing our
people at the UN Human Rights
Council session in Geneva,
over at the UN General
Assembly meeting in New York,
Australia was still claiming its
commitment to the declaration.

If Australia genuinely wants
to be a global human rights
leader, it cannot just paint a
glossy picture of its Indigenous
rights record in order to win a
Human Rights Council seat.
Our people demand genuine
commitment to improving
our rights, especially for our
kids who are locked up at such
high rates.

The horrific abuses that
shocked people at the Human
Rights Council meeting are
happening not only in the NT,
but all over Australia. The eyes
of the world are on Prime
Minister Malcolm Turnbull’s
Government in the lead up to
the Human Rights Council
election. This is the time he
must commit to a national
overhaul of the youth ‘injustice’
system, for his Government’s
pretty words on Indigenous
rights to mean anything at all.

Backlash over Dove ad

A SENIOR
Wakka
Wakka/Ngugi
woman from

has joined an
Aboriginal and Torres Strait
Islander campaign against
the manufacturers of Dove
personal care products after a
racist ad caused a global stir.
The campaign advertising
Dove body wash depicts a
black woman taking off her
shirt to reveal a white woman.

The ad caused an
international backlash against
the Dove body wash product
and its manufacturer Unilever,
which withdrew the ad amidst
widespread controversy.

It is not the first time that
Dove and its parent company
Unilever has been embroiled
in such controversy.

In 2011 a Dove bodywash
ad also sparked criticism after
promising a woman’s skin
would result in ‘becoming
fairer’ if she used the product.

University academic has
used traditional song and
NT dance to connect troubled
Northern Territory children to
their parents as part of a
behaviour therapy program.

Research by Larrakia woman Dr
Carmen Cubillo contributed to the
pre-school program ‘Let’s Start
Exploring Together’, run in Darwin
and on the Tiwi Islands.

Dr Cubillo said Australia lacked
research on the differences
between Indigenous and Western
parenting styles.

“There are few protocols for adapting
mainstream parenting programs or the
assessment of a program’s success for
Indigenous families,” she said.

“We consulted local families to
understand the environmental and cultural
conditions in which they operate and we

used video to monitor improvement in
parenting and parent-child attachment
during our work on the Tiwi Islands.

A SCULPTURE
of a Noongar
returned soldier’s
face will look out
over the sea at
Bondi in Sydney this month.

It’s one of the large woven
sculptures by Noongar artist
Janine McAullay Bott, who
was invited to contribute to this
year’s Sculpture by the Sea
exhibition in Bondi.

“It's called Oldie,” Ms
McAullay Bott told the Koori Mail.

“That’s what we called my
grandfather. He was a man from
the bush around south-west
Katanning in Western Australia
who fought in World War II.

“He was wounded in Syria
and when he came home, he
was shell shocked and never
wanted to leave the bush again.”

Ms McAullay Bott said the
sculpture took five months to
make and the face was woven
from sticks and palm fronds
and “looks like he just appeared
from the bush”.

“The bush was a quiet place
for him to heal,” she said.

“The kangaroo was his
totem and he kept one in the
chicken pen and it thought it
was a rooster.”

Yangarramela, a traditional fire
burning project on the country
around Geelong, has won the
Victorian Indigenous Land
Management Award.

The project name means ‘fire
spirit comes back’ in the
Wadawurrung language.

Corangamite Catchment
Management Authority (CCMA)
Indigenous natural resource
facilitator Angela Jeffery said the
success of the project is due to
the traditional owners working
with the CCMA, Wathaurong
Aboriginal Cooperative (WAC),
community and government.

Ms Jeffery described fire
practice as a means of fulfilling
cultural obligations to manage
country, as well as a way of
maintaining wellbeing through
traditions associated with the
cleansing and healing of country
through fire.

“My job is very rewarding as
it’s such a connecting
experience for people to get
together on a burn,” she said.

“We share. We learn from
each other and we honour
Mother Earth.

“In the future conducting
traditional burns could be a
good employment opportunity
for Aboriginal people — and, of
course, a way for them to
continue to meet traditional
obligations to manage country.”

Participants in the program
have access to formal training in
fire, flora and fauna
identification, biodiversity
monitoring techniques,
experiential delivery of
traditional burning practices and
knowledge exchange between
participants.

Wadawurrung Elder Byron
Powell said the project was
breaking new ground.

“So many groups are coming
together to manage this land
and heal country together,”
he said.

Govt orders
upgrade for

Broome jail

A $2.7 MILLION
upgrade to the
rundown Broome
Regional Prison in
Western Australia will
include bolstered
security measures,
larger recreation spaces, beds, a
prisoner reception area and new
women’s cells.

The prison, which opened in
1945, manages male and female
prisoners of all security levels
from across the Kimberley region,
including a high percentage of
Indigenous inmates.

WA Corrective Services Minister
Fran Logan said the state’s oldest
prison had been left in an
“unacceptable state” for too long
and work was required. “Broome
prison desperately needs these
upgrades to bring it up to code,
and to offer staff and prisoners
safety and security,” he said.

Mr Logan said up to 70% of the
budgeted funds would be spent on
local contractors, but there was no
start date yet for the works.

“The Government is committed
to reducing the levels of
unacceptable Indigenous
incarceration across the Kimberley
region, but it will take time,” he
said. — AAP

It is hard to find
words that do the
exhibition justice; it is
massive, so big the
extensively researched and
beautifully produced catalogue is
more than 250 pages and weighs
almost 2kg —and it is in
paperback form.

Tarnanthi at the Gallery
showcases the overwhelming
talent, dedication, diversity and
generosity of Indigenous artists
from across Australia.

Artistic director Nici Cumpston

Each year it consists of

Dead or Deadly was
named winner at the 2017
NSW Rugby League
Knockout official draw at
West Ashfield. Each member
of the winning team lost an
average of 3.87kg.

Dead or Deadly also took
out the overall Challenge
Shield prize bringing together
the first place winners of both
competitions.

Dead or Deadly
spokesperson Willow Firth
said the initiative has
significantly changed the
lives of her 20 teammates.

“We had been exercising
up to five times a week
doing boxing, resistance and
circuit training and also made
simple dietary changes,” she
said.

“If you are an Aboriginal and
Torres Strait Islander women, it
is vitally important you know the
normal look and feel of your
breasts, the symptoms to
look out for and the importance
of seeing your doctor if you
find a change.

“Aboriginal and Torres Strait
Islander women aged between
50 and 74 are also encouraged
to have a free breast
screen every two years.
Mammographic screening
is the best early detection
test for reducing deaths from
breast cancer.”

How stroke-hit Robert fought back

WHEN Robert

Jacobs woke up in

hospital after
suffering a stroke,
he couldn’t move

QLD

his body, but could

faintly hear the
doctor asking, “If you can hear
me, please blink.”

All Mr Jacobs could move
was his eyes. Every part of his
body was paralysed.

Suffering a stroke at just 45
years old was a turning point in
Mr Jacobs’ life. He had to learn

how to walk again, how to hold a

cup, how to be himself again
after such a dramatic change.

“You know | was a hard-head

growing up,” the Wakka Wakka

man from Cherbourg, south-east

Queensland, said.

“I've always had high blood
pressure and when my doctor
warned me at a young age |
could suffer a heart attack or
stroke, | didn't listen.

“I've had two strokes and a
heart attack and now due to my
kidney disease | will be on
dialysis for the rest of my life.”

Now 58, Mr Jacobs has fond
memories of playing top grade
football, boxing, swimming and

running the 800 metres at school

with ease.

Gampaign to
stop spread
of outhreak

NORTHERN
Territory health
authorities have
mounted a large-
scale immunisation
campaign in an
attempt to prevent
an unprecedented central
Australian meningococcal
outbreak from spreading to the
Top End.

There have been 18
confirmed cases of the deadly
disease so far this year, mainly
in Aboriginal children from
central Australian, Barkly and
Katherine communities.

There were only three cases
in 2016, according to the NT
Centre for Disease Control.

Most cases are children aged
under 10 infected with the
serogroup W, a strain that
has risen rapidly with at least
10 cases detected in September
alone.

“It’s unprecedented, and
nationally this serogroup has
emerged as a real problem,”

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manage his kidney disease.

As a result, his condition has
dramatically improved.

Mr Jacobs went from monthly
visits with the doctor to now
only seeing him every six
months. He has learned how to
walk again and is attending the
gym twice a week as part of the
Institute for Urban Indigenous
Health ‘Work it Out’ program.

“l went from being able to just
take a few steps to the wall, now
to being able to walk to my gym
classes,” he said.

“I've progressed from my
scooter, to walker and now a
walking stick. I've improved a lot.

“I've also quit drinking and
smoking since my stroke.

Many of my old friends still
continue to drink and smoke
after a stroke, and | tell them to
look at me.”

Mr Jacobs said RBWH staff
and Indigenous liaison services
had helped with his recovery.

He said Indigenous people
were more susceptible to the W
strain due to the high mobility of
Red Centre communities and
the overcrowded conditions in
which they live.

“It’s a very hard germ to
catch — you’ve got to be in close
contact with someone for quite
a long time,” he said.

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THE Torres Strait Regional
Authority (TSRA) has
received $1.68 million
towards establishing a new
environmental compliance
unit to be rolled out over
the next few years in the
Torres Strait. It will mean more training
and jobs in the region.

The unit will work with rangers and the
community on compliance with the rules
for preservation of natural resources in
the Torres Strait, including fisheries and
the broader environment.

The funding is part of a national
strategy to support Indigenous rangers
build their technical skills and capacity to
take on opportunities offered in
compliance and land and sea
management work.

TSRA chairperson Pedro Stephen
said the commitment aligns with the
TSRA Board’s vision in protecting the
Torres Strait environment.

“The funding will support a dedicated
compliance unit to provide skills training

to rangers and accredited compliance
and leadership in the region,” he said.
“Working in partnership with other
government agencies and Torres Strait
communities, the unit will provide ongoing

support for better management of the
region’s natural resources, including
fisheries.

“The unit will also provide career
pathways for trained rangers.”

Mr Stephen said the TSRA currently
does not perform any formal compliance
role in the region’s natural resource
management.

“This new unit means that we can now
move towards playing a more formal role
in improving compliance with the
management arrangements in place for
our region’s resources,” he said.

“This new team will also support
compliance with voluntary, culturally
based agreements, such as dugong and
turtle management plans.”

Mr Stephen said he supported
initiatives that allow Torres Strait rangers
to gain practical, hands-on training.

“Our rangers play a critical role in our
region, and to strengthen their role in land
and sea management is an important
step forward,” he said.

“They already do great work in our
communities and this funding will open
up new opportunities for work and to
promote the role of Indigenous rangers
in the management of land and sea
country.”

LEILANI Mitchell
continues to get
better with age with
the Australian
basketball star
coming off her best
Women’s National Basketball
Association (WNBA) season with the
Phoenix Mercury ahead of playing in
Turkey for the first time.

The 32-year-old point guard
entered the WNBA season with
Phoenix on the back of a standout
performance in Australia’s Women'’s
National Basketball League (WNBL)
with the Sydney Uni Flames, helping
them to the championship.

That came on the back of her
being a key player for the Australian
Opals at the Rio Olympic Games, so
she returned to Phoenix full of
confidence and delivered the best
season of her WNBA career in a
team that reached the Western
Conference finals.

She had a tremendous regular
season where she averaged 8.0
points, 3.6 assists and 2.9 rebounds
a game highlighted by a 19-point
effort where she hit four three-
pointers in an important win against
the Dallas Wings.

But then in the playoffs, it was
time for Mitchell to go to another
level in a Mercury team that included
fellow Australians Cayla George and
Stephanie Talbot, along with
superstar Diana Taurasi.

It began with a do-or-die
elimination final against the Seattle
Storm where Mitchell delivered 17
points, including the match-winning
three-pointer to see Phoenix
advance to another cut-throat clash
with the Connecticut Sun, where she
produced another 12 points and five
assists.

That set the stage for a Western
Conference finals battle with the Los
Angeles Sparks.

While Mitchell’s Mercury team lost
all three games, she had 19 points
and four assists in game oner, 15
points and six rebounds in game two
and 12 points and five assists in
game three.

Mitchell might have fallen just
short of contending for the WNBA
championship with the Mercury, but
she had a brilliant season, showing
she is a game winner.

It brought to an end her ninth
season in the WNBA, having
previously played with the New York
Liberty and the Washington Mystics
in a career that has spanned 307

games and she is signed to return to
the Phoenix Mercury in 2018.

Mitchell was proud of her season
and with the way she played the
WNBA with the same confidence that
has seen her star in Australia and
Europe previously.

“In the past, | sort of got caught
up in being the point guard and
making sure everyone’s involved and
then when | go overseas, I’'m more of
a scorer and a threat offensively,”
Mitchell said.

“But Sandy (Brondello, coach)
has really given me the confidence
to bring my game. In your first couple
of years in the WNBA, everyone’s
bigger, faster and stronger so it can
be a bit overwhelming. You just rely
on that experience and hope to
share it with the younger girls.”

Mitchell has elected not to return
to Australia's WNBL for the 2017-18
season, having played with the
Sydney Uni Flames, Adelaide
Lightning and Dandenong Rangers
over the past three seasons.

Instead, she has joined Turkish
club Hatay where she will be playing
for the first time following stints in
France and Croatia earlier in her
career after playing college
basketball at the universities of ldaho
and Utah.

AUSTRALIAN
basketball giant
Nate Jawai put
in a power of
work in the off-
season to start
the National Basketball League
(NBL) season on fire before
being struck down with a foot
injury.

Jawai had put together a
strong pre-season with the
Taipans coming into the 2017-18
NBL season and that appeared to
be paying off with the way he
began in the opener in Cairns
against the lllawarra Hawks.

The 209cm, 140kg giant
appeared ready to take over the
contest in the first half with his
ball-handling and power to get
the basket only matched by a
quickness that has eluded him at
different points of his career.

He had 12 points and four
rebounds up until just before half-
time and his team ended up
winning, but it was when he
threw down a powerful one-
handed dunk that he landed
awkwardly on his foot and the
damage was done.

Torn ligament

The result was that the
31-year-old partially tore a
ligament in his foot and
subsequent scans revealed the
worst possible news: He would
require surgery and be sidelined
for up to three months.

It was a devastating blow for
Jawai, who was on track and in
shape to have a significant
impact for the Taipans this
season.

It is Jawai’s third season back
with Cairns having originally
started his NBL career there
before becoming the first
Indigenous Australian player to
make it to the US National
Basketball Association (NBA).

Having spent time with mixed
success in Europe following that,
the big man returned to the NBL
with the Perth Wildcats,, winning
the 2014-15 championship before
returning to Cairns for the 2015-
16 campaign.

Injury has played a part in
both his two seasons back in
Cairns, but when he was healthy

last year, he was a significant
factor in helping the Taipans
finish the regular season in
second position in the standings
before coming up short against
the Wildcats in the semifinals.

Boyd is a teenage midfield with
lightning speed from the Top End,
while Adelaide woman Wallace is
a creative, athletic utility/forward in
the prime of her career.

Born in Cairns, Queensland,
diminutive 157cm Boyd has only
been playing Australian football for
just three years as a midfielder or
small forward.

She was a part of the Allies
side (a combination of SA, NT and
Tasmanian players at the national
under 18s championships) under
inaugural AFLW premiership
coach Bec Goddard and is of
Torres Strait Islander descent.

Boyd, since moving to Darwin,
has played Northern Territory
Football League (NTFL) women’s
football with the Wanderers
Eagles Football Club at Premier
League and Under-18 levels.

“l suppose my assets are my
ball handling and speed,” Boyd
told the Koori Mail.

“My football hero is Sally Riley
from the Adelaide Crows.

Geelong to host 2018 Kevin Coombs Cup

GEELONG is to

Kevin Coombs was the first
Australian Aboriginal Paralympic
competitor and competed in five
Paralympics, including the first
Games in 1960.

The Kevin Coombs Cup is a
national junior wheelchair event
played in conjunction with the
Under-18 Australian
Championships.

In Geelong, more than 100
games will be played across eight
days with every state and territory
represented through the three
competitions.

Many of Australia’s stars,

including Patty Mills, have been
discovered at the Under-18s.

For that reason, the Under-18s
holds great significance in the
Australian basketball pathway
while the Kevin Coombs Cup is the
only national competition for
wheelchair basketballers that
enables players to represent their
state.

Pool stage matches of the
Melbourne Commonwealth Games
were staged at Geelong.

Next year will see the
Under-18s men’s tournament
return to Geelong for the first time
since 1977.

It will be the first time the
Under-18 women and Kevin
Coombs Cup will be held in
Geelong with the three
tournaments having been run
concurrently since 2010.

Wikipedia says Kevin Coombs

became a paraplegic at the age of
12 when he was accidentally shot
in the back while out shooting
rabbits.

He spent time at the Royal
Austin Rehabilitation Hospital in
Melbourne where he was
introduced to sport as part of his
rehabilitation program.

One of the sports in which he
competed was wheelchair
basketball. He competed in the first
Australian championships in 1960
and was then selected to compete
at the 1960 Summer Paralympics.

Coombs worked for the
Victorian Department of Human
Services until 2000. During his
career with the Health Services, he
established the Koori Hospital
Liaison Officer program, was the
coordinator of the Koori Drug and
Alcohol Program, and was also
manager of the Koori Health Unit.

Mundine could return to elite-level rugby league
after the champion boxer turned out for Nanima at
the NSW Aboriginal Rugby League Knockout
carnival at Leichhardt Oval.

It was a far cry from Mundine’s time at the
Dragons and the Broncos before he switched to
boxing.

At 42 years of age, Mundine could become one
of the NRL’s oldest players.

Barty is waiting to hear if she will
receive a wildcard into the WTA’s Zhuhai
year-end tournament from October 30
contested by the highest ranked players
not involved in the eight-woman WTA
Championships in Singapore played in the
previous week.
