We live in Bairnsdale. I've got a big

She still
lives out on the Lake Tyers Aboriginal
Trust, and that’s where we spent
Christmas, out on the block.

A lot of my family still live out there. My
grandparents passed away and they’re
buried out there, and my Nan'’s siblings
are still out there. My great grandmother
is a traditional shareholder, and her
shares will be passed on and eventually
me and my babies will get some of those.

My hubby’s mob is the Ngango
(Manero) crew, just outside Orbost

(Victoria) and Gerang Gerang
(Bundaberg), but he grew up in
Bairnsdale. His nan moved down when
she met Pop Sol — Max Solomon |.

But Bairnsdale is home, and | know
that if we ever moved away we would
always go back.

Back home we play plenty of footy,
netball and basketball. The boys played
soccer last season.

We go camping and fishing a lot out at
Tyers. We normally get a big crew to
come with us. They get out in the kayaks
on the lake, catch bream and flathead, go
bike riding, and my husband goes diving
for abalone when he’s up near Orbost.

The boys have been able to cast rods
since they were three years old, and they
love it.

My family means everything to me.

It comes as the Federal
Government launched a new
discussion paper on the future
of the remote employment
work-for-the-dole scheme.

CDP has been under attack
from a range of groups that
have labelled it discriminatory,
overburdened with red tape and
basically unfair.

Under the current initiative,
jobseekers from remote regions
— 83% of whom are Aboriginal —
must do 25 hours of work a
week to receive welfare
payments. That’s up to three
times longer than other
unemployed people.

In the past two years, about
350,000 participants have been
hit with financial penalties for

Federal Indigenous Affairs
Minister Nigel Scullion said the
Senate report was partisan and
inaccurate. Defending the
scheme, he said: “The
government strongly believes
that all Australians can make a
contribution to their community
and that the best form of welfare
is practical support to find a job.”

The Minister said the
discussion paper outlines three
potential reform areas that could
increase the remote labour
market, empower communities
and provide more incentives to
jobseekers so they can move off
welfare into work.

“These are an improved
version of the CDP to provide
more tailored support, a model
based on the CDP Reform Bill
introduced in 2015 and a wage-
based model,” he said.

The EPA has recommended
approval of a central Australian
salt mine to house up to
400,000 tonnes of
hazardous waste
underground a year
for 25 years.

It is planned by
Tellus Holdings Ltd for
the Chandler mine on
Maryvale Station near
Titjikala, 120km south
of Alice Springs, on
Pitjantjatjara country.

The NT EPA
identified ‘potentially
significant’ environmental
impacts and financial risks and
made 19 recommendations to
help mitigate them.

But this is nowhere near
good enough for local traditional
owners, who have aired their
concerns at local meetings.

Waste proposed to be stored
at the site includes:

@ Lead and other heavy

toxic waste

metals from batteries, computer
parts and television screens.

@® Contaminated soil,
chemicals and poison from
factories and incinerators.

® Waste salty water and
chemicals from potential
fracking.

Local people are concerned
about what they say is the
lack of long-term monitoring
proposed for the waste, and
the site’s potential to leach

toxins into the Finke River.

“These are decisions made
from people who are living ‘over
there’, but we live next to it,”
Titjikala resident Jennifer
Summerfield said.

“It’s a danger to our kids,
ourselves, especially our
drinking water. It will affect
kangaroos, goannas, everything.
That’s why we are saying no!”

Traditional owners say
information provided by Tellus
Holdings on the hazardous
waste storage component of the
project was not explained to
them during consultation
meetings, nor plans for
permanent storage and
environmental risks.

“l say no. It’s dangerous
for our land and our people.
We all say no,” Maryvale
traditional owner Angelina
Shilling said.

In its findings, the
EPA said Tellus must
ensure rigorous
regulatory oversight,
including public
disclosure of any
financial assurance or
security held in respect
of the proposal, and
independent auditor
and process safety
oversight reports.

“A whole-of-project financial
assurance would ensure
that significant residual
environmental impacts and
risks are acknowledged, and
financial risk to the NT
Government is avoided,
covering all financial obligations
under an appropriate regulatory
regime,” EPA chairman Dr
Paul Vogel said.



CHILD sexual
abuse in institutions
is not just a thing of
the past. That’s the
chilling warning
from SNAICC
chairperson Sharron Williams in
the wake of the final report of

the Royal Commission into
Institutional Responses to Child
Sexual Abuse.

The head of the peak
Indigenous children’s organisation
said it was clear more urgent work
was needed to keep kids safe.

Ms Williams welcomed the
royal commission’s report, and
wants to see all 402
recommendations accepted and
implemented as soon as possible.

Called in 2013, the commission
heard the stories of almost 7000
survivors of child sexual abuse,
985 of whom are Indigenous. The
great majority of these people had
been abused before 1990.

Among the commission’s
recommendations are funding for
Indigenous healing approaches
and full implementation of the
Aboriginal and Torres Strait
Islander Child Placement
Principle, where Indigenous kids
are placed where possible with
family or Indigenous carers.

It also stresses the need for
safe schools and hostels for
Indigenous boarding students, and
the importance of cultural safety
for children in youth detention.

Antoinette Braybrook

Ms Williams said strong cultural
identity, connections to family and
community, and cultural care
practices are non-negotiable
factors in keeping Indigenous
children safe.

“The pain and injustices of the
past have been acknowledged,
and must now be redressed,” she
said. “At the same time, we must
tackle current challenges to
ensure our children are kept safe
in family and culture.”

National Family Violence
Prevention Legal Services chief
executive Antoinette Braybrook
also welcomed the report, saying
that access to Aboriginal
community-controlled bodies is
essential to healing.

She said Aboriginal community-
controlled organisations are best
placed to support survivors.

acknowledged the importance of
culture and developing specific
initiatives to keep our children
safe,” Ms Braybrook said.

“We work with Aboriginal and
Torres Strait Islander women and
children nationally who have
experienced family violence, and
the royal commission identified
that many of those have been
victims of child sexual abuse.

“It’s the trust and confidence
that our people have in us that
takes us into those communities to
raise awareness and provide
support.”

Three-quarters of the
Indigenous survivors interviewed
said they were sexually abused in
out-of-home care, with most cases
occurring in historical residential
institutions like mission dormitories
and children’s homes. More than
one third of survivors said they

were sexually abused for between
one and five years.

Bringing Them Home
Committee (WA) co-chair Tony
Hansen said there has been little
acknowledgement of the injustices
faced by Aboriginal children who
were taken from their families, with
the recommendations of the 1997
Bringing Them Home report
“largely ignored by governments”.

“The significant level of sexual
abuse suffered by Stolen
Generations children over many
generations was confirmed when
the Bringing Them Home report
was tabled over 20 years ago, yet
little has been done to implement
the many recommendations in that
landmark report,” he said.

“We will be looking to
Commonwealth and state
governments and the various
churches who failed our children
to commit to the proposed redress
scheme and to the implementation
of the recommendations in the
report, but also to review the
Bringing Them Home report,
which acknowledges the specific
plight of Aboriginal children.

“If we want our families to
heal and end the cycle of
intergenerational trauma, the
solutions are to be found in the
recommendations of the royal
commission report and the
Bringing Them Home report. It is
time for action.”

RELATIVES of
Indigenous man
David Dungay Jr,
who died in
custody in NSW,
have confronted guards outside
his former prison on the second
anniversary of his death.

The 26-year-old diabetic was
three weeks away from being
released on parole when he was
restrained and died in Sydney’s
Long Bay Prison Hospital in 2015
because he refused to stop
eating biscuits. His grieving family
is now waiting for a 10-day
inquest into the matter, which will
be held in July.

On December 29 they
marched with supporters to the
entrance of the prison, with Mr
Dungay'’s furious younger
relatives unleashing abuse at
several guards through the
closed prison gates.

Mr Dungay’s mother Leetona
demanded to know why she had
been told there was no CCTV
footage to show whether her son
was okay the day before the
incident.

“Watch your children,” she
yelled to several visitors waiting
at the entrance. “This is what
they did to my son.”

Ms Dungay said every time
she attended a march or rally it
stirred up grief, but being at the
prison on the second anniversary
was especially tough.

“Once | get through the
coroner’s court and get justice, I'll
feel much better,” she said.

Ms Dungay wants to see more
safeguards in all prisons to make
sure deaths in custody are
stopped.

“Our people aren’t sent in
there to be apes and animals and
treated unfairly,” she said.

“That goes for every
nationality. We all deserve to be
treated like a human being, not
like an ape.”

Vic gets treaty
commissioner

THE Victorian Government
has appointed a Victorian
Treaty Advancement
Commissioner. Gunditjmara
woman Jill Gallagher,

who takes up the post this month, will

have a key role in steps towards a treaty
between the government and Victoria’s
Aboriginal people.

Ms Gallagher has spent the past 20 years
at the Victorian Aboriginal Community
Controlled Health Organisation.

She will resign from her current position as
co-chair of the Victorian Aboriginal Treaty
Working Group to lead the establishment of
the new Aboriginal Representative Body in
her role as commissioner.

The Victorian Government has allocated
$28.5 million for the treaty process.

THE latest
NAPLAN results
show gains for
Indigenous
students in
reading (Years 3
and 5), spelling (Years 3 and
5), grammar and punctuation
(Years 3 and 7) and numeracy
(Years 5 and 9).

But the 10th NAPLAN
education report,
released last month,
shows Indigenous
students still lag behind
their non-Indigenous
peers.

The National
Assessment Program —
Literacy and Numeracy
(NAPLAN) is an annual
national assessment for
all students in Years 3, 5, 7,
and 9. All students in these
year levels are expected to
participate in tests in reading,
writing, language conventions
(spelling, grammar and
punctuation) and numeracy.

Northern Territory students
continue to significantly
underperform their national

peers on all NAPLAN
measures, with Aboriginal kids
in remote communities the
most likely to miss minimum
Australian benchmarks.

The NT remains the worst-
performing jurisdiction in every
educational metric and age
group amid low school
attendance rates and high

socio-economic disadvantage
in the bush.

Education Department head
Vicki Baylis concedes there’s
much work to do.

“Nearly 50% of our students
are located in remote or
very remote locations across
the Territory with many
speaking English as a second

language,” she said.

The more remote an
Aboriginal NT child lives, the
less likely they are to attain the
national minimum standard,
with 92% of Year 9 Indigenous
students in very isolated
regions failing to reach that
benchmark for reading.

In stark contrast, 92% of
their non-Indigenous
peers from very remote
areas hit the national
minimum standard.

Ms Baylis said NT
kids have been making
gains over the past six
years, noting remote
Aboriginal students
achieved better results
this year for every test
domain and year level,
apart from Year 3 grammar and
punctuation, compared to
2016.

The figures also reveal the
less education a Territory
parent has, the less likely
their child is to reach the
national minimum standard
across all domains and year

groups. — With AAP

At a sitting on country, the
court approved the claim by the
Ngarrindjeri and other
Aboriginal people over
traditional lands stretching from Murray
Bridge south west to Cape Jervis and
south east almost to Tintinara.

NEWCASTLE-based

Awabakal Preschool is one

of just 49 childhood centres

nationwide to receive the

highest National Quality
Standard rating. The rating places the
Aboriginal-controlled preschool, which has
been celebrating its 40th anniversary, in
the top 0.003% of all early childhood
services in Australia.

The rating is based on criteria including
excellent education care, leadership
that contributes to the development of
community, and commitment to sustained
excellent practice through continuous
improvement and planning.

Awabakal Preschool offers a range of
playgroups for children aged 0-6. Activities
include painting, playdough, arts, crafts,
story time, building and outdoor activities,
with many of them provided from an
Indigenous perspective.

Awabakal early learning and education
principal Renee Smith said the rating was a
huge achievement for the organisation.

“This is the biggest recognition in our
field, and to be the first Aboriginal early
childhood service in NSW and the first
service in Newcastle and Hunter region to
be awarded this rating is an extraordinary
achievement,” she said.

“The staff at Awabakal are constantly
searching for ways to continually deliver the
best educational and social outcomes to our
children and families, and we take pride in
delivering the highest quality learning

Govt seeks native

title submissions

SUBMISSIONS close on
January 25 on an options
paper covering proposed
changes to native title.

The Federal Government
released the paper, which it
said covers reforms aimed at improving the
efficiency and effectiveness of the Native
Title Act 1993 (Cth).

It canvasses claims resolution, better
agreement-making around the use of native
title land, and promoting the autonomy of
native title groups to make decisions about
their land and resolving internal disputes.

“As more claims are determined, the
focus of the system must shift to how

native title holders can make agreements
with other parties and resolve disputes,” then
Attorney-General George Brandis said.

The discussion paper looks at whether
existing agreements should be considered
valid, and how they should be agreed in
the future.

Scenarios

It includes potential scenarios highlighting
what the government says are the benefits of
simplifying the Act, including examples
involving new mines or theme parks.

One of the options proposed would
require a majority of native title claimants to
agree to a decision, rather than needing

agreement from every member.

The Native Title Act was amended last
June after a Federal Court decision in the
McGlade case found the required signatories
to an agreement must include all individual
members of the native title group — including
dead people.

Before the McGlade case, an area
agreement could be registered as long as it
had been signed by at least one member of
the registered native title claimant.

The discussion paper is online and
submissions are open until January 25, with
draft legislation due in the first half of 2018.

Turnbull
rejects

MALCOLM Turnbull has
vowed to not give up on
recognising Indigenous
Australians in the
Constitution but has
reaffirmed his opposition to
a ‘third chamber’ advising Parliament.

The Prime Minister insists he does not
want to kick recognition “into the long
grass”, preferring to look closely at
recommendations from last year’s
summit of Indigenous leaders at Uluru.

In October, his government rejected
the Referendum Council’s report on
constitutional recognition, calling for an
Indigenous voice to Parliament.

“An assembly of the kind that was
proposed would be in effect a third
chamber of Parliament,” Mr Turnbull said
on ABC TV’s Q&A program.

“l don’t believe our Parliament should
have any chambers other than the two
that it does, the House and the Senate,
and they are open to all Australians.”

Mr Turnbull said he would continue to
seek Labor’s support on the road ahead
for constitutional recognition.

“We’re discussing the terms of
reference with the Opposition at the
moment because | do want it to be
bipartisan,” he said.

The Prime Minister said the Uluru
Declaration for a constitutionally
enshrined voice in Parliament was one of
many recommendations on the subject.

“l do not believe what would in effect
be a third chamber of Parliament
available only to Aboriginal and Torres
Strait Islander people is consistent with
our Constitution,” Mr Turnbull said.

The proposal would have “no prospect
whatsoever” of being successful at a
referendum, he said. — AAP

unmarked graves of

Aboriginal people buried in

the segregated section of

the Moree Cemetery
between 1940 and 1968.

Now Aunty Noelie Briggs-Smith is
crowdfunding so she can buy headstones
for each of them.

The Elder has devoted three decades of
her life to righting what she says is a
disgraceful wrong.

In 1983, Aunty Noelie returned to Moree
and went to the cemetery to visit her
relatives, but she couldn’t find them.

“Only three or four headstones were

visible, all the rest had been washed away
by floods through the years and it was just
like an overgrown paddock,” she said.

“It was absolutely disgraceful, so | set
about working to get something done.”

Aunty Noelie cross-referenced council
and court records to locate each of the 210
people whose graves were unmarked.

‘Tranquility area’

She also campaigned to have a series
of concrete plinths constructed above the
graves and to include a ‘tranquility area’in
the cemetery to honour Aboriginal returned

servicemen buried there.
Aunty Noelie says she wants to ensure

her people have a sacred and significant
place where they can rest with dignity.

She has raised more than $3000 to fund
the headstones, but much more is needed.

“These people were segregated. These
are my people and they really need to be
identified,” Aunty Noelie said.

“It’s really hard to speak about. The
poor things, some of them have been lying
here for 77 years without anything to
identify them.

“They have to be identified. They just
have to be.”

Death a tragic
example,

says Coroner

A MAN’S death while
trying to flee police by
swimming across the
Murray River in South
Australia has been
described as another
tragic example of an

Aboriginal death in custody.

Jason Wilson died trying to cross
the river at Berri in 2013 after being
spoken to by police about a robbery.

Two officers said they entered the
water to try to save him, with their
actions described by Coroner Mark
Johns as “highly commendable”.

“The police officers found
themselves unable to resist an act of
humanity and, while not to be
recommended, their valour is
certainly to be admired,” he said.

The court heard that the river was
dangerous because it was murky and
flowing quickly.

The officers were able to see Mr
Wilson from the bank but once in the
water were unable to locate him.

“Mr Wilson’s story is another
tragic example of an Aboriginal death
in custody,” Mr Johns said.

Government will scrap
a controversial $30
million program that
docks the welfare

) payments of Northern
Territory parents
whose children skip school in
remote communities.

The School Enrolment and
Attendance Measure (SEAM), which
was part of the NT Intervention
response, had been branded racist
by Aboriginal groups and tagged as
ineffective by the United Nations.

The scheme will now be canned,
allowing the government to save
$29.6 million over four years.

But the Commonwealth will
continue to fund social workers and
truancy officers in the 23 NT
communities and 52 schools where
SEAM currently operates.

Indigenous Affairs Minister Nigel
Scullion said the “badly designed
and woefully implemented program”
was put in place by the Labor
Government. Three evaluations
since 2013 found no evidence that it
delivered change.

“I am absolutely confident that
there will be no adverse impacts on
students by this decision,” Senator
Scullion said.

“I believe that most communities
would in fact support the
government’s decision to refocus its
efforts on more practical measures.”

Senator Scullion also criticised
the long lag period between truancy
offences and Centrelink penalties.

NT Education Minister Eva
Lawler said truancy officers with a
permanent SEAM-funded position
will retain their roles, which will
eventually have a “greater
engagement” focus.

The Commonwealth has spent
more than $128 million on the
Remote School Attendance Strategy
since 2013, and almost 50% of the
money went to the NT.

This year, the government
says it will spend $9092 per NT
student against a national average
of $5335.

Almost half of NT students live
in remote or very remote areas,
with many speaking English as a
second language.

Purple House dialysis mob

i |T'S been a happy new year
for the Western Desert
Dialysis Purple House mob
in Alice Springs.

The Aboriginal-controlled
) health organisation has

=" just opened three more
on-country kidney dialysis units in Central
Australia — at Docker River, Papunya
and Mt Liebig.

That takes to 15 the number of remote
centre units now being operated by Purple
House. Just 15 years ago there were none,
with dialysis available only in Alice Springs
or Darwin.

To top off a big Christmas, an Albert
Namatjira watercolour painting donated to
Purple House was sold for $95,000 —
enough to fund a nurse in one of the
centres for a year.

The painting, donated by the
Ngurratjuta Aboriginal Corporation (NAC)
based in Alice Springs, had been on show
at the town’s Araluen Centre.

A private buyer bought the masterpiece,
and promptly loaned it back to the Araluen
centre, where it remains on public display.

“It was extraordinarily generous,” Purple
House chief executive Sarah Brown told
the Koori Mail.

“The money raised means people in
desperate need of renal dialysis will be
able to stay on country to receive it.

“Ngurratjuta Corporation’s donation of
the painting is a wonderful example of
getting community members home.”

Statistics highlight the need for renal
dialysis in Central Australia.

Right now about 370 people across that
huge region receive the treatment. That is

estimated to rise to 500 by 2020.

And given the nature of the iliness,
dialysis will be needed for many years to
come.

“Kidney disease comes from poverty,
dispossession and powerlessness,” Ms
Brown said.

“The people we treat long to be back on
their country, and their family want them
there as well. That’s why we work so hard
to make this happen, so they can have
better, more fulfilling lives.”

Purple House, which operates the 15
remote dialysis centres in the Northern
Territory and Western Australia as well as a
mobile unit, expects to open four more this
year, including one desperately needed in
South Australia’s APY Lands.

But while governments have funded the
units, Purple House still has to find ways to
fund the nurses that operate the dialysis
chairs. Ms Brown says it’s donations like
the Namatjira painting that’s helping to
make all the difference.

Namatjira

THE Namatjira family is now on the
way to receiving fair payment for
any licensed reproduction of famed
central Australian watercolour artist
Albert Namatajira’s work.

Following the successful
decades-long campaign for the return of
Namatjira’s copyright, the Namatjira Legacy Trust
has enlisted the Copyright Agency to manage the
artist’s licensing rights.

Royalties from the copyright licensing will
support the activities of the trust, which has been
established to ‘secure positive futures for this
iconic community and family’.

Trust chair Sophia Marinos has been working
with the family on the issue for eight years.

“The trust is really pleased to be working with
the Copyright Agency to ensure best-practice
licensing and access,” she said.

“Fair payment”

“After such a long campaign, it’s important that
the family receives fair payment and the public can
more freely enjoy the works of this iconic artist —
their grandfather.”

Fellow trust director Gloria Pannka, who is a
granddaughter of Albert Namatjira, said she was
elated at the news of the copyright victory.

“We’re happy we finally got it back,” she said.
“The whole family is really happy and proud.”

Larrakia Nation, which went into special
administration last June amid internal strife,
has also been given $1.5 million over five
years to run its return-to-country strategy to
help Indigenous people return to their remote
communities from urban centres.

The day patrol project is funded until June,
after which a longer-term contract will be
awarded from a tender process. — AAP

TSRA chairperson Napua
Pedro Stephen said the
stations would help Torres
Strait students learn about
and understand weather.

“The weather stations we
have provided to the schools
will allow students and
communities to monitor their
local weather conditions as
well as provide TSRA’s Land
and Sea Management Unit
with additional weather
data from around the region,”
he said.

The data collected will
supplement weather data
collected from the formal
weather stations TSRA has
set up with the Australian
Institute of Marine Science
(AIMS). These stations are at
Thursday Island, Masig,
Saibai Maizab Kaur and a
new station has just been
installed on Badu.

Mr Stephen said local
people are already
highlighting how temperatures
and seasons in the Torres
Strait seem to be shifting.

“As part of our climate

change work we need to track
these changes and the TSRA
has significantly expanded the
amount of weather data
collected for the region
through the installation of
additional weather stations
above and beyond the two
stations run by the Bureau of
Meteorology,” he said.

“Information from the
expanded weather station
network will be helpful to our
local air services as well as for
communities and to assist
with safer boat travel as
people will be able to access
local conditions across the
region.”

Encouraged

The schools are being
encouraged to register their
weather station on the
Wunderground weather
website that collects weather
data from more than 25,000
personal weather stations
around the world. The data
from each of these stations
can then be viewed on the
internet.

NOTICE TO GROUP MEMBERS

Hans Pearson v State of Queensland (Federal Court of Australia, Queensland Registry,
QUD714 of 2016)

Mr Hans Pearson has brought a case in the Federal Court against the Queensland
Government on behalf of all Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander peoples who weren’t
paid all their wages between 1939 and 1972. The Queensland Government is defending
the case.

The case is called a “class action” because Mr Pearson is bringing the case for everyone
like him who was not given all his or her pay.

Mr Pearson’s lawyers are Bottoms English Lawyers (“BELAW?), and they are helping him
run the case. A company called Litigation Lending Services Ltd (“LLS”) is paying for the
case to be brought.

What do you need to do to be part of the case?

You are automatically part of this case if:
(1) You are an Aboriginal or Torres Strait Islander person;

(2) Between 1939 and 1972 you lived in a district or on a mission or reserve
in Queensland and had a paid job at some time;

(3) Your pay was controlled by the Queensland Government or the head
of the mission or reserve; and

(4) You believe you weren’t given all your pay
Or

(5) You are representing a family member who qualifies and has since
passed away.

If you want to continue to be part of the case you don’t need to do anything.
(You will be part of the case unless you tell the Federal Court you don’t want
to be part of it).

If you want to find out more about the case, or give your own information
to help the case you can:

You don’t have to pay anything upfront to be part of the case. You will only have to pay
something if at the end of the case you (or the estate you represent) get money from it.
The Federal Court has said that if the Queensland Government pays you money, you will
need to pay LLS up to 20% of what you get, plus your share of what it costs to run the case.
You (or the estate you represent) will get paid the rest.

Choosing to be part of the case means that you will be bound by the result whether
it wins, loses or settles.

What do you need to do if you don’t want to be
part of the case?

If you don’t want to be part of the case you need to fill out a form to tell
the Federal Court you don’t want to be part of the case. This is called “opting
out” and the form you must fill out to not be part of this case is called an “Opt
Out Notice.”

Should you wish not to be part of this case, a copy of the Opt Out Notice can
be obtained from www.stolenwages.com.au or by ringing BELAW on the
Stolen Wages Hotline - 07 40411641 - or by writing to BELAW or visiting them
at their office at 63 Mulgrave Road, Cairns, Queensland 4870, or attending an
Information Meeting.

The opt out notice must be sent to the Federal Court by 4pm on 1 May 2018.

If you choose not to be part of the case, then you will have to bring your own
case if you think you have a case against the Queensland Government. You
should get your own legal advice about this.

They’re a tech-savvy

mob at Wujal Wujal

THE Cape York
Indigenous
community of Wujal
Woujal has become
the first township
in Australia to
launch a private
wireless network that gives
residents unfettered access to a
range of free telecommunication
services even during severe
weather events.

Queensland’s smallest shire
has established an emergency
management wireless network,
creating a ‘hotspot’ in the valley
where the community is located,
and enabling residents and
visitors to communicate freely
within the township.

“It's all about creating equity
and accessibility for our mob,”
Woujal Wujal Aboriginal Shire
Council chief executive Eileen
Deemal-Hall said.

“The WiFi dome will allow us
to have that autonomy.”

The network, installed by
South Australian-based
infrastructure engineering
company Factor UTB, was
originally designed to enable the
council and residents to
communicate with local
emergency services following
power and telecommunication
breakdowns, which periodically
leave the community isolated.

But the council-managed
private and secure network,
funded under the State
Government Works for
Queensland infrastructure
program, has brought a host of
other benefits.

“Local phone calls within the
community are now free, as is
video-conferencing and the
transfer of images and videos.
Devices such as smart phones,
tablets, and personal computers
are all be supported by the
network,” Ms Deemal-Hall said.

“It will also allow our council
assets to ‘talk’ with each other.
And the network possesses
battery back-up to ensure
the service will remain
uninterrupted, even if mains
power is disrupted.”

One of 17 discrete Indigenous
communities in Queensland,

Woujal Wujal Aboriginal Shire
Council services a population of
about 680 and relies solely on
grant funding.

But technology is now set to
play a crucial role in bringing
about sustainable development
in the community, and
connectivity to mainstream
economies.

Last year, the council installed
a water monitoring system
capable of providing around-the-
clock data on the health of the
Bloomfield River, which empties
into the Great Barrier Reef, and

also provides fish — an important
food source for the community.
“We do daily water testing
here,” Ms Deemal-Hall said.
“We want to set the
standards.

“Obligations”

“Water is the embodiment of
our culture. We want to use
technology to not only maintain
our regulatory compliance
requirements, but honour our
cultural obligations.”

The council has set up a
high-tech weather station to

monitor changes to the climate in
the region.

A new sewage treatment plant
is also in the pipeline. It will
adapt to fluctuating population
numbers, withstand extreme
weather events and maximise
discharged water quality.

Capacity partners, including
the Queensland Reconstruction
Authority and the State
Department of Infrastructure,
Local Government and Planning,
are all lending their expertise to
assist with infrastructure projects
and further Wujal Wujal’s vision —

as is the council’s designated
State Government Ministerial
Champion, Leeanne Enoch, the
first Indigenous woman elected
to Queensland Parliament.

“With the assistance of our
capacity partners, we are looking
at niching ourselves, so we can
become a hub of learning for
other councils in a range of
strategic and innovative
functions,” Ms Deemal-Hall said.

“We also want to use our data
to select construction materials
that pose minimal risk to our
environment, enable us to
collaborate with research
institutions, and open
opportunities to market our
findings to manufacturers
involved in developing weather-
resistant products for climates
similar to ours.”

Ms Deemal-Hall says
technology also offers
opportunities to make funding
stretch further. The council is
investigating equipping its
workshop with 3D and even 4D
printers capable of replicating
maintenance parts onsite, thus
avoiding high freight costs
associated with manufacturer-
produced replacements.

Ms Deemal-Hall
acknowledges that technology
can be intimidating.

“But definitely, from where we
sit, we see technology as an
opportunity where we can
connect our mob,” she said.

HE Royal Commission into
I Institutional Responses to Child
Sexual Abuse’s final report
leaves no doubt that Indigenous
children in institutions were abused in
the worst ways.

But there should not have been
any doubt in the first place.

Indigenous families have known for
generations what happened.

Brave Indigenous people from
across Australia were among
those who shared their stories
and gave evidence about their
experiences of abuse and suffering.

Three-quarters of the Aboriginal
people who told of abuse said
it occurred in out-of-home care.

They were traumatised by the very
people who were charged with looking
after them.

The system failed them, and as we
report in this edition, it continues to
fail many more.

The royal commission’s final report
recommends the full implementation
of the Aboriginal Child Placement
Principle. Incorporated into legislation
in 1983, the principle is designed
to ensure Indigenous children are
raised with a connection to family
and culture.

Sadly, this has not always been the
case — far from it.

Islander people have been stressing
the importance of culture to our
children for decades, but the system
continues to ignore its strength.

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Paramedic IS

ready to help

ONCE Michelle Crilly

embarked on becoming a

paramedic there was no

turning back. With her

innate kindness —
something that can’t be taught at university
— and determination, the 23-year-old knew it
was the career for her.

But it wasn’t all smooth sailing.

While studying for the Bachelor of
Paramedicine degree, the softly spoken
Yorta Yorta woman from Melbourne’s
northern suburbs lost her beloved
grandfather, leading to depression and
anxiety. In the end it took her five years,
rather than three, to complete her degree.

“It was difficult. | really wanted to finish
the degree; it didn’t matter that | failed, |
wanted to repeat it,” Ms Cirilly told the Koori
Mail.

“I knew that it was the job for me
throughout the five years, and nothing has
ever stopped me from wanting to do this
job.

“I think | have a very caring trait. | always
look after people, and | love being able to
go out and actually help people and care for
them,” she said.

“You can learn how to do a blood
pressure check and you can learn how to
do an IV at school, but you have to have
kindness in your nature already. You can’t
learn those kind of things, from what |
believe.”

The day late last year that Ms Crilly
passed the final exam of her degree, she
had a small ‘V’ (the Roman numeral for five)
tattooed to her right wrist in celebration of
her achievement and determination. She
originally wanted the image of an

ambulance, but it wouldn’t fit on her wrist.

Ms Cirilly is one of the first in her family
to finish high school, let alone graduate
from university, and one of only three
Aboriginal paramedics to graduate in 2017.

On her other wrist are her grandfather’s
initials, and birth and death date.

Ms Crilly says her caring traits are
something her community recognises in
her. Her mother has insulin-dependant (type
1) diabetes which she helps her with. Her
grandfather also had it.

She said her training has enabled her to
understand her mother’s condition better
and help her with it a lot more.

For years Ms Crilly knew she wanted to
be either a police officer, firefighter or
paramedic, and it was later in high school
that the medicine aspect inspired her to
study paramedicine.

“l just wanted to help people,” she says.

Inspired

Going on placement, and learning the
ropes of the job, Ms Crilly was inspired and
in awe of other paramedics and their care of
patients. She says she can'’t wait to pull her
uniform on and get out in the ‘truck’ and
start helping her community.

She is currently in the process of
applying for a graduate year position where
she will work as a paramedic under the
guidance of a clinical instructor.

“It makes you feel proud; you’re part of
something special,” Ms Crilly said.

“It’s an exciting job, it's a new challenge
every day. Each day every patient is
different and some days you get to help
with a road accident and some days you get
to help with a mental health patient.

“I love to be challenged, and this job
really tests you, especially mentally.
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“From what I've seen so far on
placement, this job is not all about the blood
and guts everyone sees. It’s a lot about how
you talk to people, one on one, and you
have to have that trait.”

As for the blood and guts, Ms Cirilly said
there is no time for freaking out, and
training has her well prepared — “this person
is potentially going to die, you're there,
you’re in charge, it’s your responsibility.”

She said the first thing for a paramedic
to do was build a rapport with their patient
and be kind to them, otherwise their
management could be more difficult, and
could cause anxiety and in turn affect their
vital signs.

“That’s the key to the job, that’s the kind
of thing you can’t learn; you have to be able
to speak to people in a certain manner,
otherwise it’s not going to work,” Ms Crilly
says.

“You won'’t be able to manage this
person, they won't trust you to put an 1V in
their arm, they won't trust you to give a
certain drug. It’s all about building that trust
and reassurance with them, and that’s what
they remember.”

Ms Crilly said there is a constant
demand for paramedics in Victoria. In
November 2016, the Victorian Government
announced a $500 million funding
injection into Ambulance Victoria, which
included 450 new paramedic positions, and
more than half of these have already been
filled.

Ms Crilly also volunteers at Thornbury
Primary School for the MALPA health
leadership program, teaching Aboriginal
students about first aid and healthy
lifestyles.

She was also a 2017 Victorian Miss
NAIDOC finalist.

Harley Dunolly-Lee hopes

to make history this month

Transsexual Australia
international contest. The Dja Dja Wurrung
man, who goes by Ana Diction on stage,
will be vying for the Miss Gay Australia
crown in Melbourne on January 27.

Mr Dunolly-Lee told the Koori Mail it was
his partner who inspired him to compete in
the pageant.

“I've been doing drag for a little while
now but when [ first started out my partner
said | should compete,” he said.

“I thought | needed more experience
back then. It took a while for me to
discover my persona and work out who |
wanted to be on stage.

“l took up cabaret and bellydancing, and
then started on burlesque and brought that
into my drag. | decided that I'm ready to
compete this year.”

Mr Dunolly-Lee is the second Aboriginal
contestant to compete for the title after
Sydney’s Krista Herrington took out First
Runner Up and Best Mardi Gras Costume
in 2015.

For Mr Dunolly-Lee, drag is a way of not
just expressing himself, but also giving
back to his community.

“It's something that | want to do for
myself,” he said. “I'm trying to represent
something new and different and also
advocating for Aboriginal women.

“Awareness”

“I'll be promoting awareness of violence
against Aboriginal women because
growing up gay and in a small town some
of the only people who stood up for me
were Aboriginal women.

“Aboriginal women are resilient and this
is my way of saying thank you. My
message is to always look after mob no
matter what. No matter if they’re straight,
gay, trans — look after each other.”

Another of Mr Dunolly-Lee’s passions is
language, and the 27-year-old has been
working on preserving the Dja Dja Wurrung
language since he was a teenager.

“l said to my mum ‘Do you know any
language?’ and she knew a little and taught
me what she knew,” he said.

“I then asked my grandmother, but she
didn’t know a lot either. She told me my
grandfather, who passed away when | was
a kid, knew a lot of language and used to
speak it all the time.

“I tried getting hold of local Elders but it
got to a point where no-one could tell me
any more. | started doing my own
research.

“I had this book of Dja Dja Wurrung
words, but it only had about 700 words in
it. | started by learning the words in the
book but thought we needed a real
dictionary.

“I knew I'd have to do linguistics, and |
was accepted to study at Monash
University, and I've been working on
language since.”

Mr Dunolly-Lee said that growing up he
had restrictions on finding out more about
his language and culture, and he wants to
lift some of those for other people.

“l don’t want anyone to have the
same restrictions and give up; | don’t
want people to feel like that,” he said.

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A lifeline for

those of us

feeling pain

article of the year by reaching

out to those who have
struggled through the
Christmas/New Year break, a
time of the year which for many
is the most painful. | hope this
article reaches you and you
know that someone is thinking
of you and someone cares for
you.

Personally | have been
ringing Lifeline now for close to
four decades, having started
when | was only 12 years old. |
still call Lifeline around
Christmas — but for very
different reasons than before.

It’s really important when
suffering from depression that
you find someone to talk to,
and for me this became Lifeline
when | couldn’t turn to anyone
else.

Christmas, though a time of
celebration for many, can also
become a trigger in confronting
problems in our relationships,
worrying about money and
feeling alone when surrounded
by so many images of
happiness.

It’s important to know you
are not alone.

| wanted to share my
experience in the hope that by
telling my story it might help
you or someone you love.

Back in 2015, the Human
Rights Commission released its
Children’s Rights Report
revealing that at least four or
five kids in Australian
classrooms have either
witnessed or experienced
violence as direct victims.

It’s not something we usually
link with Christmas.

But the immediate feelings
of despair people may be
feeling in the present are not
always associated to what’s
happening today, which is
why Christmas becomes a
trigger due to past trauma and
anxiety.

| can still remember the first
time | was able to go to my
local shops and sing out to
everyone with a happy smile
‘Merry Christmas’ and complete
strangers would smile and
answer back. It was an
awesome feeling.

But this was less than five
years ago. Such was my own
personal journey.

What it taught me was the
benefit in making a conscious
change in my own positivity and
how seeing life through
different eyes can make
change.

But it takes work. | know

I WANTED to write this first

from experience that you don’t

just ‘get over’ childhood abuse
once you’re an adult.

Experiencing domestic
violence as a child or
adolescent has been identified
as a significant risk factor in
developing poor mental health
and disorders later in life.

If I could go back, | would
tell the 12-year-old me: “You
will learn to live with this, you
will even learn how to forgive
and, yes, in time you will even
be happy. You will eventually
manage the hold it has over
you... and you will learn to
breath again, to trust people
and even to love and be loved.”

Over time and with help and
therapy | have learned how to
manage my pain.

Please don’t be afraid or too
shame to seek counselling.
Counselling has helped me to
understand what | was going
through and has also helped in
finding strategies to cope,
which have changed my life
significantly.

That one word — shame —
held back so many of my
generation. As blackfellas we
were ‘too shame’.

| believe much of this was
due to trauma, passed down
through generations, having to
bear unspeakable crimes
carried by families who never
received the support required to
put an end to that pain.

| have now learned not to let
shame define my life the way it
once did.

And we need to help not
only our children but also adults
— this is a community and
family problem and we are in
this together.

In my case, prayer and

taking responsibility has
changed my life.

In having come out of the
Christmas period, | say without
shame that | believe in Jesus
Christ as the son of Budjaar
(God and creation) and see no
conflict within my own
Burruguu-ngayi-li or Dreaming.

| have so for years and it is
here within my faith that | was
able to begin a road back to
normality, or as normal as one
can be having suffered severe
trauma as a child.

In prayer | began to read the
scriptures and in reading |
learnt that | was responsible,
not for my pain, but in allowing
it to overcome me rather than
choosing other options which
would guide me out of the
darkness.

| am not talking about a
hard-line punitive ‘need to take
responsibility’, the way that
Aboriginal reform is usually sold
by government and in the
media.

| mean a caring “Are you
okay my sista, my brotha and
what can | do to help you?”

It is so important as
blackfellas that when we find
solutions we share them with
our mob.

What is most important is
realising that you are not alone.
Every 50 seconds, somewhere
in Australia, someone is making
a call to Lifeline.

This past festive season,
Lifeline received close to
30,000 calls for help.

When | began calling Lifeline
| would get through almost
immediately, but now | will often
have to wait for 45 minutes to
an hour. With more support
from individuals and
government, they could answer
even more calls sooner.

In wanting to give back, | tell
the person counselling me on
the line that while it was not
them personally who saved my
life, it was in calling Lifeline as
a child that | developed
resilience and strategies that
allowed me to cope.

| tell them that over the
years they have become one of
my closest and dearest friends,
explaining that they know my
deepest secrets, greatest joys
and helped me overcome the
trauma of my childhood.

And that after all these years
| am still calling — but now
wanting to simply say thank you
and leaving the pain of my past
behind me.

new Sky News program,
Mundine Means Business,
featuring Indigenous-owned
businesses from across Australia.

Business isn’t something
Australians associate with
Indigenous people. It’s usually
disadvantage, welfare, remote
communities with ‘no jobs’ and
disparity.

The disparity is real and exists
for one reason: too many
Indigenous people don'’t participate
in the real economy. Lack of
economic participation underpins all
Indigenous disadvantage.

For most people, economic
participation means a job. But
setting up new businesses is also
critical, particularly in remote and
regional Australia, where
Indigenous people live in
disproportionate numbers.

There've always been
Indigenous business owners. But
we’ve seen a lift in new business
creation in recent years, driven by
initiatives like procurement parity.

Many who watched the show
were surprised to know there are
Indigenous people succeeding in
business. Many Indigenous people
contacted me to tell me about
enterprises they know of that want
to be on the show.

And — like clockwork — the leftist
keyboard warriors were out
complaining that business is evil;

H. ECENTLY | began hosting a

that the show is about making
Indigenous people assimilate,
become ‘white’ or ‘urbanised’.

What a load of rubbish.

Indigenous Australians have
always done business. Even before
colonisation, First Nations people
traded with each other; some even
with south-east Asia. They forged
trade routes and used land and sea
as an economic resource.

These activities looked a lot
different to business today, but were
based on the same principle we see
in every community, time and
location. Using the resources
around you to support your family,
sustain your community, and be
self-sufficient.

After colonisation we did
business battling colonists and
governments who tried to stop us
through land dispossession and
segregation laws which restricted
our economic participation.

Since the 1970s, the battle has
been with sit-down money.

The idea white people have
some monopoly on business and
black people who engage in
commerce are assimilating is a
poisonous lie.

It's amusing that those who
peddle this lie reject capitalism as
‘Western’ but embrace socialist
economics and cultural Marxism,
which are also products of Western
thought. Tweeting about the evils of
capitalism on your smartphone from
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an inner city café is an utterly
Western thing to do.

People who say business means
assimilation perpetuate the myth of
the noble savage — that Indigenous
Australians have a natural state,
uncorrupted by civilisation, where
innate human goodness has been
preserved. Shaming Indigenous
people by saying business means

rejecting culture is racial bullying.

Business isn’t about abandoning
culture. It’s about expanding our
cultures. Embracing new things and
making them our own.

Years ago | met Jean-Marie
Tjibaou, a leader of the Kanak
independence movement in New
Caledonia who told me something
I've never forgotten. He said
indigenous peoples aren’t museum
pieces to be frozen in a pre-colonial
way of life. He wanted his people to
embrace the modern world and
adapt to new ways. Far from being
a threat to their culture, this was
essential to its survival.

He wrote, “We are not survivors
of prehistory ... but men of flesh
and blood.”

Great Indigenous leaders have
known this. In 1938, Aboriginal
leaders Jack Patten and Bill
Ferguson petitioned the
government for full citizens’ rights.
They said “We do not wish to be ...
‘preserved’, like the koala bears, as
exhibits... We ask you to teach our
people to live in the modern age, as
modern citizens ... Give our
children the same chances as your
own, and they will do as well as
your children!”

The first Mundine Means
Business episode featured a report
from north-east Arnhem Land where
the Gumatj clan have opened the
first Aboriginal-owned bauxite mine.
You won't find a group more

steeped in traditional culture. And
clan leader Galarrwuy Yunupingu is
proud they’re engaged in business.

In the 1800s, Japan’s Emperor
Meiji actively embraced modernity,
adopting the best the world had to
offer. Not so as to be subsumed by
the West but the opposite — to make
Japan independent and the equal
of any world power. The Meiji
Restoration saw Japan emulate and
often surpass the rest of the world
in virtually all aspects of life, while
maintaining a unique culture.

After my show, particular scorn
was directed at Indigenous Affairs
Minister Nigel Scullion who said in
an interview that Indigenous
business has a great brand.
Detractors said he was cheapening
Indigenous people; treating us like a
commodity. That’s also rubbish.

Brand signifies reputation. Think
about the brands of nations and
regions across the world. Italy.
France. Japan. Good things come
to mind when we think of them. We
want what they offer.

Indigenous business should
aspire to the same — so that the first
things that come to mind when
people think of Indigenous people
aren’t poverty and disadvantage,
but quality, success and prosperity.

Ugar lands vital projects

THE Torres Strait
Regional Authority
(TSRA), with the
Torres Strait
Island Regional
Council (TSIRC),
has approved
more than $1 million for safe
transport infrastructure projects
on Ugar (Stephen Island).

Funding has been committed
to the key infrastructure
projects, which include
subsidised air transport.

TSRA chairperson Napau
Pedro Stephen said the
authority is continuing to work
with the council on opportunities
for more cost-effective, safe
transport options to the Ugar
community.

“Ugar Island is a volcanic
atoll and the only air transport
that is possible is by helicopter,”
he said. “The island is also
surrounded by reef, therefore
causing difficulty accessing the
land during low tide.”

times, island-bound,” he said.

a true trailblazer

TRIBUTES have been paid to
Denis Walker, who passed
away at the Aboriginal Tent
Embassy on December 4.

Mr Walker, a trailblazer in
the Aboriginal movement, was
a Noonuccal man from Minjerribah

(Stradbroke Island) in southern Queensland.

He was instrumental in establishing a
number of services for the Aboriginal and
Torres Strait Islander community.

He co-founded the Brisbane chapter of
the Australian Black Panther Party in 1972.
His time in the party helped ensure those
services were set up for Indigenous people.

His work also resulted in bodies such as
the National Aboriginal Health Organisation
and the Aboriginal Legal Services.

Many activists looked up to Mr Walker,
who has been described as a revolutionary
and ahead of his time.

Sovereignty

Mr Walker spent his final years fighting for
sovereignty and treaty at the Tent Embassy
in Canberra. He also set up one of the first
tent embassies in Brisbane in 1969.

His son Raymond read the eulogy at the
Canberra Tent Embassy, where about 100
people gathered to farewell the activist.

“He will be remembered not only as a
father, grandfather and great-grandfather, but
an advocate, leader and a warrior for our
people in his mission for peace, prosperity
and healing,” Raymond said.

“May his spirit rest in the Dreamtime.”

Health pioneer Les Collins said Mr
Walker was a modern-day Pemulwuy or
Windradyne.

“He was a fighter and a visionary, and as
far as | know to my knowledge he never took
a day off from fighting for our rights,” he said.

“If we all learn of his contribution and
as long as he is in our minds, he’ll always
be here.”

(AES) has celebrated the

achievements of its latest

group of young Indigenous

trainees at its 2017
graduation ceremony.

It was a double celebration for
the AES — Australia’s largest
Aboriginal recruitment and group
training agency — which also
marked its 20th year of business.

“Our 2017 graduates represent
everything the AES stands for —
Aboriginal people achieving secure and
fulfilling employment, building self-
confidence, harnessing the power of
cultural identity, and enhancing the well-
being of their families and their entire
community,” chief executive Kristy
Masella said.

ABORIGINAL and Torres
Strait Islander people are
grossly overrepresented in
new national homelessness
figures. The Australian
Institute of Health and

Welfare’s Report on Specialist

Homelessness Services 2016-17 paints

a grim picture.

It found that while Indigenous people
make up just 3.3% of the Australian
population, they constituted 25% of the
clients accessing specialist homelessness
services in 2016-17.

And it indicates that Close the Gap
targets are doing little to address the
problem.

@ The proportion of Indigenous clients
receiving accommodation services
decreased to 42%, down from 44% in
2015-16, but the median length of
accommodation increased slightly (20
nights, up from 19 nights) but remains
significantly shorter than non-Indigenous
clients (41 nights).

® An estimated 3000 (or 6%) more
Indigenous clients ended support in
public or community housing and fewer
Indigenous clients were in short-term or
emergency accommodation following
assistance from housing agencies in
2016-17.

Smoking rates
above average

THE smoking rate of NSW
Aboriginal people has dropped
from about 43% in 2008 to
40% in 2016. But that remains
well above the state average.

The figures were revealed in the latest
NSW Government snapshop of smoking in
the state. It showed that nine out of 10 NSW
households are now smoke free.

In 1997 almost 25% of NSW adults
smoked but that dropped to 15% by 2016.

Porter urged to
restore service

NEW Federal Attorney
General Christian Porter is
being urged to restore the
Tasmanian Aboriginal legal
aid scheme to Tasmania from
Victoria. Tasmanian Aboriginal
Centre spokesman Michael Mansell said
former Attorney General George Brandis
had approved a Victorian takeover of the
Tasmanian Aboriginal service, and more
recently a Darwin takeover of the Alice
Springs-based service.

He said the move from Tasmania to
Victoria had been disastrous, resulting in
confusion and higher rates of imprisonment
for Indigenous people. Many were expecting
similar problems in the NT.

KLC welcomes
title decision

THE Kimberley
Land Council has
welcomed a Federal
Court ruling
upholding the appeal
by Mount Jowlaenga
traditional owners
against mineral sands company
Sheffield Resources Ltd and the
West Australian Government.

The appeal centred on the
application of the good faith
obligation in relation to
negotiations under the Native
Title Act.

Sheffield Resources’
submission that it was no longer
required to meet the good faith
requirement in its negotiations,
after it had applied to the Native
Title Tribunal for a determination,
was dismissed.

The decision acknowledges for
the first time in the history of the
Native Title Act that native title
parties are protected by the
good faith obligation at all stages
of the negotiation, even after
an application is made to the
Native Title Tribunal for a decision
on a matter.

The KLC says the court ruling
is fundamental to native title
parties having the ability to give

genuine consent to agreements
for resource development on their
lands.

Chief executive Nolan Hunter
said the KLC had been steadfast
in its support of the Mount
Jowlaenga traditional owners,
who have been represented by
Arma Legal throughout the
Federal Court appeals.

“The Kimberley Land Council
will always support and stand up
for the native title rights of
traditional owners in the
Kimberley,” he said.

“Negotiate”

“This decision makes it clear
that companies that want to
operate on Aboriginal lands
must negotiate in good faith at
all times.

“The right to negotiate is a
bedrock of the Native Title Act
and is crucial in redressing the
disparity between the strength of a
mining company as opposed to a
native title party.

“This is a landmark decision
that is fundamental to the ability
of traditional owners to give
their genuine consent to
agreements regarding use of
their traditional lands.”

TASMANIA'S first
Aboriginal-owned
and operated
high-end guided
walking tour has
been launched with
a celebration at the Museum of Old
and New Art (MONA) in Hobart.

The three-night, four-day,
all-inclusive walk begins with a visit
to the Aboriginal Elders Council,
then moves through the homelands
of the palawa (Tasmanian
Aborigines) in Tasmania’s
north-east, taking in forests and
isolated beaches, concluding with a
night’s stay in the newly renovated
larapuna (Eddystone Point) historic
lighthouse keeper cottages.

During the walk, participants are
told about the culture, history,
adversity and survival of the
palawa, see Aboriginal middens
and other heritage, hear a creation
story, get treated to gourmet meals
featuring bush tucker and other
Tasmanian produce, learn
traditional crafts and stay in
purpose-built dome huts at
krakani lumi.

The venture has been the vision
of Aboriginal Land Council of
Tasmania chairperson Clyde
Mansell for the past 15 years.

He said it took time because his
community needed to get to a point
where they wanted to engage in
tourism, had learned to manage
land so they could present such
opportunities and retrieve the
benefits, and for bureaucracy to
“fall in line” with what was needed
in terms of licences and leases.

Feedback

Mr Mansell said the key to
success was in the Aboriginal
guides “and from feedback
after the training walks they have
been great”.

And the most important aspect
of the wukalina walk?

“l think the opportunity to
express our cultural relationships,
cultural participation,” Mr Mansell
said.

All profits will be held in a trust to
be directed back into Aboriginal
training and skills development.

Mr Mansell said there has been
a steady flow of bookings for the
first season.

League celebrates 60 great years

AUSTRALIA’S longest
running Aboriginal
organisation, the
Aborigines Advancement
League (AAL) marked
60 years with a festival at its Thornbury
premises in Melbourne.

Hundreds turned out for a day of
homegrown music, dance, fun and
reminiscing. Included in the line-up was
the Djirri Djirri dancers, Archie Roach,
Kutcha Edwards and Isaiah Firebrace.

AAL chief executive Esme Bamblett
said the league holds a special place in
the Aboriginal community.

“In Victoria people do regard it as the
mother of Aboriginal organisations. They
regard it as the legacy and the history
holder. They regard it as important
because she is a living history of what
has happened in Victoria and a
continuous one,” she told the Koori Mail.

The theme for the anniversary was
‘black diamond’ — black representing the
people and the diamond 60 years as well
as referring to the Greek origins of the
word, which means unconquerable and
enduring.

“That describes the leadership of the
league,” Ms Bamblett said.

Founded in 1957, the AAL has been a
focal point for community welfare,
sporting and recreational activities for the
Aboriginal community in Melbourne.

Over the past six decades the league
has advocated on behalf of Aboriginal
communities throughout Australia and
Victoria, and has been a powerful and

strong lobby organisation, influencing the
fight for civil rights and taking a stand
against government assimilation policy.

Its activism with government and the
United Nations predates the Tent
Embassy and provided a Victorian,
national and international perspective on
Aboriginal affairs with many of its leaders
community heroes and role models for
Aboriginal youth.

Ms Bamblett noted the establishment
of the Federal Council for the
Advancement of Aborigines and Torres
Strait Islanders, lobbying for the 1967
referendum, campaigning for the
successful handover of Lake Tyers and
Cummeragunja Farm to the Aboriginal
community, and being at the forefront of
self-determination policy and recognition
of Aboriginal expertise in Australia as

N
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some of the AAL’s top achievements.

Past leaders were recognised with
new paintings around the entrance to the
AAL, and a mural is to be installed inside
and launched early this year.

The mural of nearly every board
member over the six decades — about
160 of them — was previewed at an
anniversary dinner the evening before
the festival.

“It was really important to recognise
every board member who had served on
the AAL over that 60-year period. Every
one of them played a significant role in
making the league what it is today,” Ms
Bamblett said.

Mutti Mutti songman Kutcha Edwards’
performance at the festival was a
highlight, with the impromptu
accompaniment of a line-up of excited
young back-up singers and dancers, as
well as his yarns about early days at AAL.

He sang, cracked jokes and recalled
“snippets of time implanted in his spirit”,
such as five generations of one family
sitting on the car bonnet watching the
“almighty” Fitzroy Stars football team play
at the oval at the AAL’s home, and going
to the AAL drunk. This year Mr Edwards
is 20 years sober.

The Mutti Mutti man said he began his
musical career singing at Aboriginal
Funeral Fund cabarets, and recalled
when the AAL moved to its current home
in Thornbury and started hosting the
fundraising cabarets.

He said the AAL had always been a
social support for his community and
playing at the event was an opportunity
to give back.

ABORIGINAL
businesses will be
granted a portion of
WA Government
procurement contracts
in an attempt to
increase Indigenous
economic participation.

All government departments will
have to award at least 1% of
contracts to buy goods and
services, including community
services and works, to registered
Aboriginal businesses from July,
increasing to 3% by 2020.

WA Finance and Aboriginal
Affairs Minister Ben Wyatt said
the policy would not only improve
the economic prosperity of
Aboriginal businesses in the state,
but also the broader Aboriginal
community as a whole.

The move was welcomed by
Supply Nation chief executive
Laura Berry.

“Supply Nation congratulates the
WA Government and strongly
supports the work that is being done
to grow the Indigenous business
sector across the country,” she said.

“We have seen with the Federal
Government’s Indigenous
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Procurement Policy that the setting
of measurable and reportable
targets opens up opportunities to
Aboriginal businesses.

“We believe that the introduction
of this policy in WA is likely to drive
significant outcomes for Aboriginal
entrepreneurs, their families and
communities.”

Congratulated

Federal Indigenous Affairs
Minister Nigel Scullion
congratulated Mr Wyatt on
being the latest minister to
implement a state-level Indigenous
procurement plan he said was
broadly in line with the Common-
wealth’s Indigenous Procurement
Policy (IPP), after recent moves in
Queensland and Victoria.

“The success of the
Commonwealth’s IPP has shown
what can be achieved with
clear leadership — since it was
established at a federal level
almost 1000 Indigenous businesses
have won 4880 contracts worth
$594 million, compared to just a
handful winning $6.2 million in the
last year of the former Labor
Government,” he said.

Townsville Hospital and

These resources have
been designed by Rachael
Sarra, an Indigenous artist,
designer and illustrator from
Goreng Goreng country in
Queensland.

They include a poster and
brochure providing simple
information on the new
screening test, as well as
a fact sheet explaining how
the upcoming option for
‘self-collection’ works.

Self-collection will be offered
later in the year. A fold-out card
explaining how to understand
test results will also be
available soon.

All of these resources are
available in English, as well as
Alyawarra, Arrernte, Luritja,
Pitjantjatjara, Torres Strait
Island Creole and Warlpiri
languages.

The resources let Aboriginal
and Torres Strait Islander
women know:

@ They only have to do the
new test every five years
(instead of every two years for
the old Pap test).

@ The test is quick and
simple.

® Women may ask for it to
be collected by a female health
worker.

@ |t will feel the same as the
old Pap test. It might be a bit
uncomfortable, but it shouldn’t
hurt.

Indigenous women aged
25-74 are encouraged to have
the test every five years. Their
next test is due two years after

their last Pap test, and then it
will be every five years if their
result is all clear.

They will also receive
an invitation three months
before their next test to remind
them.

Health authorities say that
regular testing is by far the
best way for women to stay
healthy and strong for
themselves, their family and
their community.

AIATSIS and
Vatican work
together on
publication

ONE of the earliest known sets
of Pukumani poles from the
Tiwi Islands features in the
new publication Australia: the
Vatican Museums Indigenous
Collection.

The book draws primarily from three areas
— the Kimberley region, the Tiwi Islands and
New Norcia in Western Australia — and the
catalogue collection includes materials not
exhibited in Australia.

It’s a collaboration between the Australian
Institute of Aboriginal and Torres Strait
Islander Studies (AIATSIS) publishing arm
Aboriginal Studies Press (ASP) and the
Vatican Museums.

AIATSIS chair Professor Michael McDaniel
said the process taken to reconnect these
cultural forms with their communities of origin
is particularly significant.

“In sharing the story of the Vatican
Museums’ Indigenous collection, the Vatican
Museums and AIATSIS have identified a
shared interest in promoting dialogue and
raising awareness of the richness and
diversity of our cultures,” he said.

“Through the process of reconnection,
conversations emerged between generations
about the importance of land, law and
culture, and the preservation of heritage and
cultural continuity.”

Vatican Museums director Barbara Jatta
said the Australia catalogue is an example of
successful cooperation and interconnections
born through cultural contact.

“Through the process of creating the
catalogue, the objects were brought alive
again by reconnection with local knowledge
and current meaning. They became active in
preserving cultural heritage from the past for
the future,” she said.

“Representatives from the museum
followed a process of collaboration to trace
the objects back to the communities they had
originated from, to consult with the cultural
custodians today and, through photos,
culturally resituate them with their heritage.”

Objects in the catalogue are on show in an
exhibition space in the Pope’s Museums in
Vatican City dedicated to valuing and learning
about the cultural heritage of Australia.
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Rennie finishes
major artwork

Called As the Crow
Flies, the artwork is painted
over buildings, hoardings and
rooftops spanning a 1500
square-metre footprint — the
equivalent size of a high-rise
city building — and will remain
in place for at least two years.

Melbourne-based
Rennie explores his Kamilaroi
identity through his work,
provoking discussion around
Indigenous culture in
contemporary urban
environments.

Rennie said he based As
the Crow Flies around the
fallen feather of a crow, using
this as a motif throughout.

“The feathers mirror a
congregation of people — a
meeting place of diverse
individuals, philosophies and
histories — coming together,
reflecting the hive of activity
that is unfolding in the
redevelopment of Sydney’s
Barangaroo precinct,” he said.

The large-scale two-colour
installation, in bright cobalt
blue and neon pink, has been
painted vertically and
horizontally on to the exteriors
and interiors of buildings and

hoardings in Barangaroo
South, between International
Tower Three and Hickson
Road. The work extends into
the entry and exit areas of the
main carpark and covers
rooftops, making the pop
aesthetic-inspired installation
clearly visible from nearby
office towers.

As the Crow Flies was

CIAF general manager Vanessa Gillen said
the art awards were created to enhance
professional development while recognising
innovation and excellence.

“Knowing that our award winners used their
prizemoney in this way is very rewarding and
underpins both the integrity of the event and the
awards strategy,” she said.

United Neytions, a piece by
Kamilaroi artist Archie Moore, has
been selected to hang from the
ceiling at Sydney Airport’s
international terminal.

The design features 28 large
flags showing designs used by the
Aboriginal nations that existed
before European arrival on their
shields and bodies and in rock and
tree art.

“Hopefully it will have them
(passengers) think about that there
were other nations here before
white people came and that you'’re
standing on another nation’s soil,”
Moore said.

He hopes the placement of the
flags will give them the feeling of the
status already given to official
international flags.

“These nations that existed

laws and customs that were
different — there was a protocol and
a way of traversing between those
lands,” he said.

“They had no flags but they
had shield designs which I've used
on the flags, which | think do the
same thing.”

Passengers

An estimated 15 million
passengers pass through the
international terminal each year,
with a large number of those
travellers coming from overseas.

Moore says he hopes his artwork
will share the stories of ancient
Aboriginal culture with these
travellers as they wait “in limbo”.

“The airport is ... a kind of
no-man’s land that’s sitting on
top of the Aboriginal people’s land
and it’s got so many nations there.
Now people from all over the
world will be sitting there and
looking at it,” he said.

United Neytions will be installed
and unveiled in mid-2018.

Remoteness doesn’t stop

this Alyangula achiever

, FINDING the
motivation to go to
school every day can
be hard. But for
17-year-old Travis
J Kennell, who was the

" =" only Year 12 student at
the remote NT Alyangula Area
School last year, it was a major
undertaking.

Each morning involved a
45-minute bus ride to school from
his home on the Angurugu
community. He would spend each
day in front of a computer, studying
with the NT School of Distance
Education (NTSDE), before taking
the bus home again.

But he wasn’t always alone. He
was supported by his teacher and
mentor, Alyangula Area School
assistant principal Mel Moore, and
he would socialise with other
students at break times.

Ms Moore said Travis was the
first person from his community to
complete Year 12 at the school
by studying academically (rather
than through alternative pathways
and work experience) and with
an A-class score.

“The inner motivation required for
this is huge,” she told the Koori Mail.

“Education is not highly valued
by a lot of families and it’s not easy
to study on your own.”

The Alyangula Area School
is based on an island at the top of
the Gulf of Carpentaria in the
Arnhem region, more than an

hour’s flight from Darwin.

Travis said his NTSDE teachers,
who were based at Darwin High
School, also made visits to the
island to assist with his learning.

“I would sometimes fly for
residentials at Darwin High,” he
said. “There, it was like a normal
school situation, instead of being
behind a computer screen by myself
doing webinars and Skype sessions
with teachers.”

Travis is not sure what the future
holds for him. But he is keen to use
his education to bring something
back to his remote community of
about 300 people.

“It's been a hard year with my

grandmother’s passing,” he said.

“But my mother and grandfather
have been very supportive of my
education and are proud of my
achievement.”

Travis’s grandparents were both
teachers in the local community
mission, so he’s not ruling out
teaching as a career.

“I enjoyed studying physical
education and health subjects the
most,” he said. “And | also studied
Certificate Il in Conservation and
Land Management and Certificate |
in cookery.

“l understand education is the
key to being successful, but I'm not
sure what | want to do.”

PERSISTENCE and determination have paid
off for TAFE Queensland student Loretta
Glanville. The 42-year-old from Weipa, on
western Cape York, has overcome family
tragedy to graduate with a Dual Diploma of
Business, Leadership and Management.

“I began my TAFE Queensland studies with
my eldest daughter, but she was diagnosed with leukaemia
and passed away in 2013,” Ms Glanville said.

“I had times when | wanted to give up, but | urged myself
to carry on because | wanted to set a good example for my
other children and to show that you can overcome obstacles.

“l am so grateful for the support and motivation that my
husband, children and eldest sister have given me.

“I think that my daughter would be very proud of me for
completing my Certificate 1V in Business last year and now
my dual diploma in 2017.”

Accolade

Ms Glanville received the 2017 Ida-May Pearson Award
at last month’s graduation ceremony. The accolade is in
memory of a Thursday Island woman who had a passion for
knowledge and encouraged Indigenous people to pursue
their education goals. The award is given to an inspirational
graduate who embodies Ms Pearson’s determination to
succeed, and the recognition has particular significance for
Ms Glanville.

“I personally knew Ida-May. Her grandfather and my
grandfather were brothers. | met my husband at her house
and my children called her nana,” Ms Glanville said.

“I’'m quite emotional about receiving this award. It means
a lot to me because Ida-May was an amazing role model
and it’s such a blessing to know that others think | have
similar qualities.”

Ms Glanville said it’s never too late to learn something
new and chase your career goals.

“I grew up on Moa Island in the Torres Strait and my
father made sure that | understood the importance of
education and I’'m passionate about passing that on to my
own kids and people in my community,” she said.

“Parents often put their family first and themselves last,
but parents need to remember that it's worth investing in
yourself, because your children will benefit from that
experience t00.”

Lester receives
national award

A LEADING academic at the
University of Newcastle has
received the Ray Debus Award
for Doctoral Research in
Education. The national award,
which recognises excellence in

educational research by outstanding doctoral
graduates, went to Professor John Lester, an
authority in Indigenous education and research.
The Wonnarua man was recognised for
his work that examined the impact of current
school systems on Aboriginal student
engagement.

“Indigenous communities are not being
effectively engaged in school participation,
which is crucial for creating effective learning
environments,” he said.

“Engaging Indigenous kids in schooling will
not be achieved by simple, quick-fix programs.
What my community and our kids need is quality
engaging teaching, which is inclusive of
Indigenous ways of knowing and doing.”

Presented annually since 1989 by the
Australian Association for Research in
Education (AARE), the Ray Debus Award
honours the memory of AARE’s founding
member for his passionate commitment and
contribution to educational research.

Butler himself is a quality
allrounder who is an aggressive
middle-order batsman and
medium-pace bowler who can also

be called upon to send bowl spin.

A total of 234 teams lined up in
four men’s divisions and a women’s
grade at the 2017 Ashes.

That figure may even be bettered
later this month if enough fields are
available.

It is estimated that about 20% of
all players are Aboriginal or of
Torres Strait Islander descent.

THE clock is ticking
as Indigenous
sprinters Josh Ross
and Tjimari
Sanderson-Milera
race against time as
they seek to represent Australia at
this year’'s Commonwealth Games
on the Queensland Gold Coast.

Nine-times national sprint
champion Ross and South Australian
dual-sports talent Sanderson-Milera
competed in the 2017 Bay Sheffield
meeting at Colley Reserve, Glenelg,
on December 28.

Noted as one of the largest and
most prestigious running meetings in
the nation, and second behind the
Stawell Gift, the 2017 event was the
131st time the ‘Shef’ was held.

Ross, a two-times winner of the
120m event, again ran off scratch
and Sanderson-Milera, who has a
second and a fourth in two Shef
finals appearances, was off 3.50
metres.

Sanderson-Milera, who also
competes in surf lifesaving beach
events, finished an impressive
second in his heat and ran 12.528
seconds.

He was knocked out in his
semi- final, clocking 12.548 seconds
and finishing third.

During the summer track season,
Sanderson-Milera has been focusing
on the 400m discipline and recently
ran a personal best.

“I've been working my butt off at
training in pre-season,” he said.

“The 400 metres has been a real
focus. | ran a PB 47.5 seconds three
weeks ago and had certainly 0.8 (of
a second) in the tank.

“My ambition is to make the 4 x
400m relay side at the
Commonwealth Games.

“There are a big couple of weeks
ahead. | travel to Canberra twice to
run on the fastest track in Australia
and then there is the Queensland
titles in early February.

“In the Commonwealth Games
trials that start on February 16, |
need to run 46 seconds to be
guaranteed a qualifying time.

“The feedback I've received is
they are prepared to send a relay
team and | have to run in the 46
seconds to get that chance.

“l haven’t competed in the surf
sports season at all and won'’t do
anything in that area until after the
Commonwealth Games trials.”

Ross, who turns 37 on February
9, competed for Australia at the 2004
Athens and 2012 London Olympics.

He ran 12.967 seconds in his
Sheffield heat, not featuring among
the placings.

He is looking forward to a
2017-18 summer season revival and
selection for the Gold Coast
Commonwealth Games in April.

However, there are suggestions
retirement at the end of the
campaign is also on the cards
should he fail to restart his career.

“A month ago | was not in shape,”
Ross said in a recent interview.

“I've always used pro running

throughout my career for preparation
for the season.”

Ross acknowledges athletics had
been a struggle for the past three
years.

He is endeavouring to settle
again after moving back to the NSW
Central Coast, the region where he
grew up and won his first race as a
10-year-old.

For the past five years, Ross has
been based in Melbourne.

“I've moved back to the Central
Coast for the lifestyle... | missed
running on the beach and fishing,”
Ross said.

“If you are not happy, you are not
going to run properly; running is a
reflection of your happiness.

“I’'m a strong-willed individual and
don’t take no for an answer.

“I'll keep moving forward to where
| used to be.”

One feels there may just be
another chapter or two to write.

Sanderson-Milera, 24, is an
ambassador for the Bright Youth
Foundation and volunteer on youth
programs. His roles include planning
and supervision, coaching and
fithess activities, and mentor work.

He is moving back to Adelaide
from the Gold Coast in the middle of
the year.

GOLD Coast Titan
Tyrone Roberts has
signed a three-year
deal with English
Super League club
Warrington Wolves.

Despite assurances from the
Titans that Roberts would stay with
them, Roberts decided it was time
for a career move.

Roberts debuted for the Titans in
round one of the 2016 National
Rugby League (NRL) season,
playing 41 matches over his two-
year stay.

Rockhampton to host Easter T20 carnival

ROCKHAMPTON is to host
an Indigenous T20 cricket
tournament this Easter.
The Stan Alberts Shield
(SAS) is named after Stan
Alberts, who is a well-known
local sporting great and an
Indigenous Elder in the Rockhampton
region.
Uncle Stan’s sporting achievements
include being a former Queensland cricket

representative, Golden Gloves boxer and
rugby league representative.

He also volunteered his time in
coaching, adjudicating and was employed
as the groundsman for the Rockhampton
cricket grounds, Browne Park and the
Southside Soccer Club.

The SAS has been coordinated by Team
Indigenous Corporation (TIC) since 2016
and the tournament has grown each year,
with the 2017 carnival including eight

men’s, two women'’s and two junior teams.

Teams came from Bowen, Brisbane,
Toowoomba, Ipswich, Woorabinda and the
Rockhampton region with about 600
spectators attending.

A spokesman said the SAS profile
received coverage on local radio,
newspaper and television as well as social
media and was included on the Queensland
Cricket website and events calendar.

He said the SAS vision was to create a

pathway for Indigenous juniors, women and
seniors to play representative cricket.

In conjunction with the Bidgerdii
Community Health Service, health checks
were conducted on the players from the
Rockhampton region.

“We envisage Bidgerdii to conduct
further health checks as well as basic
medical tests (sugar levels, blood pressure
etc) to all attendees at the 2018
competition,” the spokesman said.

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THE signing of Buddy
Franklin to a long-term
contract that consumed so
much of the Swans’ salary cap
was always going to be a
controversial decision.

From day one, it created
debate about value for money
and whether it was the correct
move for the continued success
of the club.

Last year, former coach Pau
Roos weighed into the argument,
saying that Buddy’s pay
packet meant that the Swans
could not develop the necessary
depth to be a genuine threat

to the competition.

And that’s what the argument
boils down to.

There is no doubt that
Buddy’s signing has been a
commercial success for the
Swans.

He is the type of player who
not only puts bums on seats, but
also cuts through the competitive
media and commercial market of
Sydney.

But the success of footy clubs
is not just measured by the
bottom line.

Fans and members want to
not only see their team be
competitive — they also want to
win flags.

Pressure

And that is why external
pressure will mount on Buddy
and the Swans as many in the
media have an opinion, which
they hold as fact, that for the
deal to have been a success,
Sydney must win a premiership.

To believe that one player
holds the responsibility for
premiership success on his
shoulders is unrealistic and
unfair.

It fails to take into account
just how many moving parts are
required to be working at full
capacity before a club can hold
up the cup.

One thing that gets
mentioned regularly is that
Buddy’s sizeable pay packet has
squeezed out other important
Sydney players, namely Shane
Mumford and, last year, Tom
Mitchell.

What doesn’t get mentioned

very often is that Buddy was a
free agent, meaning Sydney
didn’t trade for him, and the AFL
— not Sydney — sent pick 19 to
the Hawks as compensation for
Buddy moving on.

As highly as | rate Mumford
and Mitchell, the deal is so far
looking like a terrific one from
Sydney’s perspective.

Outside of the exodus of
players Buddy’s arrival caused,
the other issue raised is Buddy’s
salary, which is regarded as the
largest total package an AFL
player has ever received, even
though other players have been
paid more on a per year basis.

Since Buddy signed on to
play for Sydney, the salary cap
for clubs has increased from
$9.5 million to $12.5 million a
year, a rise of close to 30%.

While his salary is still very
handsome, his mooted $1.1
million a year when translated to
2014 numbers is closer to the
value of $800,000 a year when
translated to a percentage of
total player payments.

Marketability

Those market rates are for his
on-field performance alone, and
fail to acknowledge the
enormous marketability of
Franklin to the footballing public
in Sydney, who constantly need
compelling reasons to follow the
Swans and the AFL.

Sydney can't fall back to the
emotive pull that many of the
Victorian clubs can.

Although they have a small
base of supporters who've
followed from the South

Melbourne days, they have
fewer fans who have long-
standing family ties with the club
than many of their Victorian
counterparts.

Brownlow Medallist Gerard
Healy believes Lance Franklin’s
time at Sydney has already been
a “great success”, even though
the Swans have yet to win a flag
over the past four seasons.

But Hawthorn legend Jason
Dunstall believes that no Swans
flag with Franklin would be a
failure from “a Sydney
philosophical perspective”.

But Healy, who played 81
games for the Swans, said the
value of the Franklin deal
shouldn’t be judged solely on
Sydney’s grand final record.

“It seems to be almost a rush
to the phone or the typewriter as
soon as the Swans get knocked
out in a final — let’s talk about the
Buddy deal,” Healy said.

“Buddy Franklin makes
people talk about football in
Sydney.

“We’re spending 30-odd
million dollars out in the west to
get people to talk about footy —
Buddy’s doing it for one million
dollars.”

Another former great —
Jonathan Brown — agreed with
Healy, saying all Franklin had to
do was give the Swans the best
possible chance of winning a
premiership.

“Buddy’s got them to two
grand finals, or certainly been a
big contributor to that,” Brown
said.

“What he’s done for the
game... there’s very few that can

transcend codes like Buddy has.
He’s like Lockett, like Barry Hall
to a degree.

“If they went nine years and
didn’t win a flag but gave them
three or four cracks at it, |
would’ve thought there’s a lot of
other pieces that haven't fallen
into place. He’s done more than
his job to this date, | would’ve
thought.”

But Dunstall said there were
two parts to the Franklin
assessment — and one of them
would view the Buddy deal as a
failure.

“The philosophy of Sydney
was to try and buy some
big-price recruits that would
deliver a premiership, so if they
don’t win one — from a Sydney
philosophical perspective — |
think it fails,” Dunstall said.

Value for money

“But has Franklin been value
for money? Absolutely. He’s
played brilliantly and all the
spin-offs off-field and what he’s
brought to the Sydney Swans
has been enormous.”

To my mind, Buddy Franklin is
one of the greats of his era.

The pressures on him are
enormous, but we have seen
him answer his critics on the field
time and time again.

Franklin could pay the biggest
dividend to the Swans as he is at
the peak of his powers.

A premiership flag would be
the biggest return on investment
he could deliver.

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Thriving in Europe

WILLIAM McDowell-
White is settling into life
in Germany so well that
he has just been
named Player of the
Week in the second
division and has already broken into
the first team as the 19-year-old’s
basketball career continues to thrive.

It has been quite the journey over
the past couple of years for McDowell-
White. The son of triple AFL
premiership winning Brisbane Lions
star Darryl White, he emerged as yet
another emerging Australian
basketball star while still at high school
in Brisbane.

He starred at the under-19 World
Cup in 2015 before also emerging on
to the world stage at the 2016 Nike
Hoop Summit playing for the World
Team.

It appeared college would be a
natural fit for him to further develop in
the United States, and he did attempt
to join older brother Darryl at Fresno
State.

When that didn’t work out, it was
time for plan B and initially that was to
finish the last NBL season playing
under Andrew Gaze at the Sydney
Kings.

He showed some good signs in his
first taste of professional basketball as
a development player and went on to
have a strong Queensland Basketball
League season averaging 17.3 points,
8.7 rebounds and 4.7 assists with the
Brisbane Spartans.

Having considered remaining home
in the NBL, it was when German
powerhouse Brose Bamberg came
calling that he sat up to take notice.

Immediately, McDowell-White knew
that’s where he wanted to be and
signed a four-year deal with the club
even with the knowledge that he would
be starting with their second division
club, the Baunach Young Pikes.

The still 19-year-old has had no
trouble settling in to life in Germany
and on the basketball court in the ProA
competition for Baunach.

The talented point guard is
averaging 11.3 points and 6.4 assists
a game this season, but continues to
improve even if his team is struggling
on the bottom of the standings having
won just two of 16 games.

In round 16, he delivered a dazzling
28 points and 12 assists in a 91-89 win
against Chemnitz. That saw him earn
the ProA Player of the Week honour
for round 16.

He has also spent time with the
Brose Bamberg team in the top
division in Germany, further
highlighting that he has made a
move that is already improving his
basketball.

It was the likelihood of the German

club being best for his development
that attracted McDowell-White to make
the move in the first place, having had
other offers to weigh up.

“It kind of came out of nowhere
really. | was playing in the NBL back
home and didn’t really know what |
was going to do,” McDowell-White
said.

“I was looking at teams back home
and fortunately an agent that we knew
explored options over here and found
Bamberg. They needed another guard
in the second team and it has all
worked out from there.

“We looked at the history of this
club and what they’ve done with
players that have been here and
where players have gone after playing
here and a lot of them went on to the
NBA and to be EuroLeague
champions with other teams.

“Once we saw that, we thought this
was an opportunity to go to the highest
level or at least develop here and go to
a big-time European club.”

Bamberg have won seven of the
past eight German championships
so it seems that McDowell-White has
gone to the right place for his long-
term development.

EuroLeague debut

While he has been with the
Baunach team most of the time,
McDowell-White has trained when
possible with the main team and even
got to make his EuroLeague debut
with the club, making a three-pointer to
close his debut appearance.

“It’'s an exciting time being called up
to the EuroLeague team and even just
suiting up is an accomplishment for
me,” he said.

“Against CSKA, coming in and
being able to knock down a three-
pointer was probably the highlight of
my career so far. I'm just looking
forward in the future to playing
some more and contributing any
way | can.”

McDowell-White found out quickly
that he had to improve his defensive
play dramatically when he arrived in
Germany. He has been happy with the
progress he has made in the months
since, but is far from done improving.

“I think I'm doing well, but | could
obviously still do better. Offensively, |
probably could be a little bit more
selfish instead of looking for somebody
else all the time. The biggest
improvement for me has been
defensively though,” McDowell-White
said.

“In the pre-season with the first
team, | was absolutely horrendous
defensively and that’s unlike me. | was
just getting blown by whenever but |
have worked on it and | have become
a defensive asset for the second team.
I’'m just trying to help out the first team
with my defence.”

THE outstanding Australian rules
football careers of Derek Kickett and
Keith Narkle have been recognised with
the pair inducted into the West
Australian Football Hall of Fame.

The pair will have their names
forever etched into history after being
recognised at the WA Football Hall of Fame ceremony
late last year at a glittering ceremony held at Subiaco
Oval, which will no longer play host to AFL matches
with the opening of Perth’s new stadium.

It was only fitting that two more Indigenous greats
were part of the inductees on the night as Keith
Narkle joined brother Phil in the Hall of Fame while
Kickett became the first inductee from his famous
football family.

The others inducted alongside Kickett and Narkle
were Bob Shields, Mike Ball, Charles Doig, Peter
Bosustow, Frank Walker, Alan Johnson, Simon Black
and Joel Corey.

Kickett’s induction came as recognition of his
outstanding career in WA and the AFL.

His journey began in the WAFL with West Perth in
1984 before he moved to Claremont for two seasons
where he played in the 1987 premiership and claimed
the most votes in the Sandover Medal, but was
ineligible through suspension.

After time with Central District in Adelaide, Kickett
spent a season with North Melbourne in 1989 before
joining Essendon. He would go on to display some
dazzling performances, with his long kicking and
ability to perform the mercurial making him a
standout.

But once he was left out of the 1993 premiership
winning team, it left a sour taste from him for coach
Kevin Sheedy that remains to this day.

He looked to move on and landed at Sydney where
he would go on to play a further 63 games, including
the 1996 grand final.

His AFL career came to an end following that
grand final loss to North Melbourne after he played
152 games and kicked 179 goals.

Aged 34, he returned to Perth and joined his third
WAFL club — Subiaco — and played 12 games and
kicked 29 goals before announcing his retirement.

All up, he played 266 games and kicked 424 goals
across two states while playing for WA another seven
times.

Long-distance torpedoes

He will forever be remembered for his ability to
launch long-distance torpedo punts and to make the
football talk in ways that few players ever had before
or have since.

It’s only fitting he now takes his place in the WA
Football Hall of Fame.

Meanwhile, Narkle had a remarkable career with
Swan Districts, having started his senior football
career with Bunbury, in the South West Football
League.

He arrived at Swan Districts for the 1971 season
and up until the end of 1985, put together a career for
the ages.

Along the way, Narkle played in Swans’ hat-trick of
premierships in 1982, 1983 and 1984. He was captain
of the last two of those. He was also the Swan Medal
winner as fairest and best at Swans in 1977, 1978
and 1984.

Being captain, fairest and best, and of course a
premiership player in 1984, made it a remarkable
season in its own right for the then 32-year-old.

Narkle retired at the end of the 1985 season
having played 254 games for Swan Districts and
kicking 162 goals.

He also represented WA on three occasions.

Since retirement, the accolades have continued to
be bestowed upon him, including being named in the
Swan Districts Team of the Century and inducted into
the Swan Districts Football Club Hall of Fame.

Now his legacy is cemented by entering the WA
Football Hall of Fame, joining younger brother Phil,
who was inducted in 2006.

Narkle was initially somewhat taken aback when
he found out he was to be inducted, but pride soon
took over as the overriding emotion.

“l was surprised when | was told about the honour
of going into the Hall of Fame, but now that | have had
time to think about it, it feels really good,” Narkle said.

THE Australian
Football League
(AFL) has outlined
the addition of AFLX,
an alternative version
of the traditional
game, to run in the lead-up to the
2018 Community Series.

AFLX is described as a fast and
exciting version of Australian
football and is to be played on a
rectangular field, and aims to
showcase the most thrilling
aspects of the game to attract new
fans.

The public will get their first
chance to see AFLX in February
when Adelaide, Melbourne and
Sydney host individual
tournaments featuring all 18 AFL
clubs.

AFL general manager of game
development Andrew Dillon said
the confirmation of AFLX was the
first step in the launch of the
alternative version of the traditional
game.

“AFLX has been created to
provide us with the options to play
a form of the game in places where
oval grounds are limited and to
showcase our game internationally
at a point in the future,” Dillon said.

“Sydney, Melbourne and
Adelaide have each been chosen to
host the individual tournaments
with six clubs playing against each
other in a round-robin format.

“The decision to hold three
individual tournaments during the
men’s 2018 pre-season period has
been chosen to introduce clubs,
their players, their fans and the
wider public to the AFLX game.”

The AFL will continue to support
AFL 9s, a nine-a-side non-contact
social version of the traditional
game, for all levels of participation.

The X in AFLX relates to the
Roman numeral character for the
number 10, which is a constant
through the alternative version of
the game.

Ten quick facts about AFLX:

@ Played on a rectangular field
(about 70m width x 110m length)
with four posts at each end (as per
a normal AFL field). Ground
markings will showcase X as the
centre square and 40m arcs.

® Two field umpires, two
boundary umpires and one goal
umpire at each end of the ground.

@ Ten players per team, seven
on field at all times and three on
the interchange bench. No
restrictions on player rotations.

@ Ten-minute quarters or halves
depending on the tournament
format.

@ Free kick against for last
touch out of bounds.

@ Kick-ins from behind the goal
line after all scores.

® No marks paid for backwards
kicks (except in forward 40m area).

@ Quarters start with a ‘ball up’
in the centre and at least two
players from each team starting
inside the 40m arc.

@ Free shot from forward 40m
arc — directly in front for deliberate
rushed behinds.

@ Ten-point super goals when
goals kicked on the full from
outside the 40m arc.

MICHAEL
Gordon says
there was a tinge
of regret when he

Gold Coast in

years later.

Gordon was released from
the final year of his contract by
the Sydney Roosters last month
to join the Titans on a two-year
deal, solving the fullback
dilemma created by the
departure of Jarryd Hayne.

The one-time NSW
representative grew up in
northern NSW and played his
junior football with the Tweed
Coast Raiders.

He had hoped to return to
the region with his family
following his time at the
Roosters, but admitted even his
premature return was much
later than it could have been.

“I had a chance to maybe
come back in the inaugural year
(in 2007) and didn’t,” Gordon
said.

“It's something | sort of
looked back and thought maybe
if I'd done things differently.”

Gordon chose to remain
loyal to Penrith for the 2007
season and has gone on to
carve out 225 NRL games for
four different NSW-based clubs.

But he has always looked to
return to the Titans.

“Pretty much from about
2010 I've tried to come back
every year and its either fallen
down from my end or the club’s
end,” he said.

“It's taken me 10 years but
I'm finally here.”

New coach Garth Brennan
was without an established
fullback after the departure of
Hayne, however, Gordon will fill
that void and is also likely to
assume goalkicking duties.

Hayne asked for a release
from the Titans in order to move
back to Sydney for personal
reasons and signed with former
club Parramatta.

Gordon’s spot in the
Roosters line-up was uncertain
after the signing of incumbent
Blues fullback James Tedesco,
with the experienced back
tipped to move to the wing.

Team man

“It was never about where
I’'m playing; I'm always a team
first sort of person,” Gordon
said.

“The chance to come home,
bring the kids home and be
around family and friends was
too hard to ignore.”

Roosters coach Trent
Robinson wished Gordon well,

adding weight to the anticipation
that he would boost the Titans’
culture as well as on-field
performance.

“Popular among his
teammates and a valued
contributor on and off the field,
Mick has definitely left his
footprint on the club and we
wish him, his wife Tess and their
children Cruz and Kahlani all
the very best,” Robinson said.

Gordon’s departure from the
Roosters may leave them
without a recognised goalkicker
for 2018.

After losing two of the
competition’s best
sharpshooters in James
Maloney and Gordon over the
past three seasons, their lack of
a kicker shapes as a major
chink in their armour.

Another Sailor on

Gordon is recognised as one
of the NRL’s leading
goalkickers, boasting a career
success rate of 81.3% (596
goals from 733 attempts).

He was brought in by coach
Robinson last year to address
his side’s kicking woes and his
effect was profound.

In 2017, the Roosters proved
the masters of the clutch,
winning 12 games by six points
or less — an all-time competition
record, according to Fox Sports
Stats.

They also won seven games
by two points or less — an equal
competition record.

Several of those wins can be
attributed to Gordon’s trusty
right boot with the 34-year-old
kicking 72 of 92 attempts (78%).

Two-year contract

After a stellar debut year in the
under-20s, the Dragons had enough faith to
sign the 19-year-old utility to a two-year
contract extension which will keep him in
Wollongong until the end of 2019.

This year he will step up to be a part of
the Dragons’ top 25 as a development
player and will be eyeing a first grade debut

at some point over the next two seasons.

“I played soccer until | was eight but
because of Dad, | wanted to follow in his
footsteps,” Sailor said.

Wendell Sailor won three grand finals
and made 21 Australian and 17 Queensland
appearances over an illustrious career that
also included five years in rugby union
during which he was capped by the
Wallabies 37 times.

He’s happy.

Well, as happy as you can
be for a 30-year-old undergoing
his first full pre-season since he
was a teenager.

New coach Anthony Seibold
has had plenty of conversations
with Inglis since his
appointment.

The first revolved around the
captaincy.

The Rabbitohs saw the
benefits in easing the burden on
Inglis, but that conversation
didn't last long.

“l want to be captain of this
club,” Inglis told them.

“It's something I've taken
responsibility for. If the team
doesn’t perform, then that’s
something | put my hand up for.
It's something | enjoy.”

Then there were
conversations to determine
where he would fit into the
coach’s plans.

The suggestion after his
injury was that in order to
preserve his body, he would
have to give up the No 1 jersey.

They discussed the option of
moving to the centres or five-
eighth, but both agreed that

wasn’t where he was needed.

“l said to him ‘Where do you
think | should play?’ He said
fullback and | was happy with
that. | don’t want to move
anywhere else, to be honest. |
still feel | can give 100% at
fullback.”

Despite Alex Johnston
showing patches of brilliance in
his stint at fullback, South
Sydney weren’t the same team
without Inglis out the back.

“When he plays fullback,
defensively we’re a better
team,” Seibold said.

Experience

“Something as simple as
getting our defensive splits
organised, your fullback is the
captain of your defence. Having
his experience in getting those
numbers right, people at home
don’t see that. But as a coach
and as a team it’'s important to
us.

“You ask the question, ‘Is he
going to be able to handle the
loads?’ Well, we’re confident in
the way we train here and
exposing him to high-speed
running, exposing him to
change of direction and
exposing him to repeat-effort
areas, we’re very confident that
we can get him in the right
physical condition to be able to
handle the loads of a fullback.

“One thing we haven’t
done with Greg is rush him.
He’s got the goal and we’ve got
the goal as a club that we’d
love to see him have half a
game in the Charity Shield
against the Dragons.

“That’s the goal. He still has
plenty of work to do. His welfare
is the most important thing.
When he’s ticked off all the
boxes and progressed through
the stages he needs to, we’ll
make a decision on where and
when he plays.”

“l actually think if he’s as
good as we think he is mentally
and physically, 12 months off
won’t have been bad for him.

“He's resolved things in his
life and he has given his body a
rest when he hasn’t had a rest
for so long.

“It’s a rejuvenated Gl and
he’s annoying me at the
moment. But it is great to see
him like this. | think it will
prolong his career. He’s been
playing 30-odd games a year for
so long.

“I have no doubt he can get
back to his best. He’s a
champion. He’s a winner. He
wants to beat you at cards and
marbles. Hopefully he can lead
Souths to another premiership.”

Regardless of how he comes
back, Inglis’ legacy is virtually
set in stone.

Some say he will be
remembered in the same light
as Clive Churchill, considering
his contribution to delivering the
foundation club’s long-awaited
21st premiership.

Dane Gagai may be the prize
recruit, but a fresh Gl will make
all the difference to the
Rabbitohs as they attempt to
compete for a return to the top.

FORMER Canterbury
National Rugby
League (NRL) chief
executive Raelene
Castle has been
confirmed as Rugby
Australia’s (RA’s) new boss in
another piece of sports
administration history.

The New Zealander was
announced as Bill Pulver’s
successor as chief executive at RA’s
Sydney headquarters at Moore Park
last month.

Castle will take up her post on
January 15, becoming the first
female boss of any of the national
governing bodies of the four major
football codes in Australia.

When confirming in August that
Perth’s Western Force was being cut

from Super Rugby, Pulver said he
would stand down once a
replacement was found.

His contract was due to expire
next month.

Castle comes well credentialled,
with RA chairman Cameron Clyne
declaring her the stand-out applicant
among more than 200 candidates.

She was the first female CEO of
an NRL club and stepped down from
the role in May.

Before that, she headed up
Netball New Zealand.

“Raelene is an extremely
impressive executive who covered
every base as far as what the board
was looking for in a chief executive
officer to lead our game into an
important new chapter,” Clyne said.

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Imported sand for Games beach volleyball

IF Indigenous beach
volleyballer Taliqua
Clancy wins gold at this
year’s Commonwealth
Games on the Gold
Coast, it will be on home

soil... err, sand.

But it won’t be the sand that’s found
naturally at the beach volleyball venue
at Coolangatta.

International standards

Volleyball Australia last month
announced that it was fully aware and
supported the International Beach
Volleyball Federation’s (Fédération
Internationale de Volleyball, FIVB)

ruling for the need to bring in sand for
the beach volleyball competition so as
to meet the specific technical
requirements.

Volleyball Australia spokesman
Steve Hart said: “This is nothing new
or a big surprise. There are precedents
all over the world and here in Australia
where sand is brought in to ensure the
coarseness of the sand meets
international standards for beach
volleyball.

“The simple fact is that the Gold
Coast sand is beautiful and pristine,
but too fine for elite international beach
volleyball competition.”

Gold Coast 2018 Commonwealth

Games Corporation (GOLDOC) deputy
CEO Brian Nourse said: “The
atmosphere at the beach volleyball
competition at Coolangatta’s Queen
Elizabeth Park will be incredible.

“The advice from the FIVB is that the
sand at Coolangatta and surrounds is
so fine that it requires a mix of
coarseness to ensure that the athletes
have a safe playing surface consistent
with the requirements of the federation.

“That is why arrangements are
under way to secure a coarser sand —
approximately 1000-1200 tonnes for the
competition and warm-up courts and
an additional 500-520 tonnes for the
Runaway Bay training courts.

“GOLDOC has assessed that there
are potential suppliers of the sand in
the Brisbane, Gold Coast and wider
south-east Queensland region and
negotiations for supply are continuing.

‘Local’ sand

“Nothing has been signed yet with
any of the suppliers, but the sand will
be coming from our region,” Mr Nourse
continued.

“Through these arrangements, we
will provide the best and safest playing
surfaces to meet the necessary
international standards for the best
beach volleyball athletes of the
Commonwealth.”

STEVEN Motlop doesn't feel like he
needs to don a superhero cape to
justify his part in Port Adelaide’s
heralded Australian Football League
(AFL) off-season recruiting spree.

The arrival of Motlop, Tom Rockliff
and Jack Watts at the Power headlined a busy
period of acquisitions that also included Trent
Mackenzie, Jack Trengove and Lindsay Thomas.

But while Port’s recruiting splash might have
raised fan expectations, Motlop doesn’t feel any
extra pressure to perform.

“I think we’ve just got to come in and learn how
to be a Port Adelaide player,” Motlop told reporters
last month.

“Just bond with everyone and try to play our
roles. We don’t need one big hero coming in to take
the whole game over.

“We just want everyone to play their roles and
we’ll win as a team and lose as a team as well.”

Motlop, who kicked 175 goals in 135 games for
Geelong, plans to split his time between forward
and midfield roles in Ken Hinkley’s retooled line-up.

The mercurial 26-year-old was unsuccessfully
shopped around by the Cats during the 2016 trade
period, but did enough last season to make himself
a sought-after free agent.

Adelaide and Gold Coast were the other main
suitors for his services, but the road out of
Geelong was always going to end at Alberton
for Motlop.

“I was pretty lucky... | had a few clubs after me
but in the end | just thought that Port Adelaide was
the best fit for me,” Motlop said.

“When | came in and met everyone, it just
felt right.

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Short says he’s
an allrounder

D’ARCY Short declares he
has evolved into a true
allrounder as he continues
to demand the attention of
the Australian cricket
selectors.

The left-hander fell agonisingly short
of centuries in consecutive Big Bash
League (BBL) innings.

But he did enough to spearhead the
Hobart Hurricanes to a nine-run victory
over the Sydney Thunder in their BBL
clash at the Sydney Showground on the
first day of 2018.

Short’s classy 97 off 63 balls was the
difference-maker despite throwing his
wicket away on the second last ball as
he attempted to loft Shane Watson over
the mid-wicket boundary rope.

Last Thursday, he scored a dashing
96 from 58 deliveries in the Hurricanes’

win over the previously undefeated
Adelaide Strikers in Hobart.

He continues to show considerable
promise with the bat despite being
primarily viewed as a left-arm orthodox
spinner for most of his career.

Short earned Sheffield Shield
selection this season primarily as a
bowler and batted as low as No. 9.

But he showed glimpses of his talents
during the 2017 one-day cup when he hit
132 in three innings for Western
Australian at an average of 66, including
an unbeaten 119 against the Cricket
Australia XI.

Asked if he saw himself as a genuine
allrounder, the 27-year-old Northern
Territory native said: “Yeah, | do.

“I got picked a lot in Shield cricket this
year to bowl as a spinner and | batted
down the order.

“I want to keep progressing with the
bowling as well.”

Not only did Short show his class with
the knock, which was vital as the
Hurricanes posted their first win of the
season, but he also did it despite
suffering two leg injuries early in his
innings.

Short said he had learnt to value his
wicket more and was placing expectation
on himself to bat for long stretches.

“I've just put a bit more pressure on
myself and emphasis on my wicket,
trying to bat longer and deeper into the
20 overs,” he said.

Asked about his ambitions to
represent Australian at limited overs level,
Short said: “If it happens, it happens.

“I've just got to keep concentrating on
my game and keep being consistent.”

Barty’s shock exit

AFTER a shock Brisbane
International first-round exit,
Australian No. 1 Ashleigh
Barty insists it was the
opponent — not the occasion
— that got the better of her.

World No. 17 Barty was thrashed 6-3 6-2
in just over an hour by the Ukraine’s Lesia
Tsurenko — ranked 25 spots lower than the
Australian — in front of a shellshocked
crowd at Pat Rafter Arena on January 1.

Eighth seed Barty admitted it felt
“different” dealing with the added pressure
of being the nation’s top-ranked female
ahead of the Australian Open.

But the 21-year-old had no concerns
about her mindset before the year’s
opening Grand Slam, instead saluting the
power-serving Tsurenko.

“There were a few butterflies, first match
of the season, at home, but it was
excitement more than nerves,” Barty said.

“It’s a little bit different (being in the
spotlight as No. 1) but | prepare for every
single match exactly the same.

“And any players in the top 50, when
you’re not playing your best, they’re going
to punish you.

“It’s obviously disappointing. It’s not the
way | envisaged my first tournament of the
year.”

Barty had arrived at her home
tournament still buzzing from a stellar 2017.
She started that year at No. 271, was
Australia’s No. 1 by October and finished in
the top 20, knocking over five top 10

players along the way.

But Barty only showed glimpses of
brilliance against Tsurenko, a Brisbane
semi-finalist in 2013.

Tsurenko, 28, clinched the first set with

her fifth ace and had her foot on Barty’s
throat when she broke in the opening game
of the second after the Australian double
faulted.

Barty, who has never been beyond the
third round of a Grand Slam, wasn’t
reaching for the panic button.

“I didn’t work my butt off all last year to
spit the dummy after one match,” she said.

Barty contested the Brisbane doubles —
where she was seeded second with fellow
Australian Casey Dellacqua — before setting
her sights on the Sydney International and
Australian Open in Melbourne.

Barty has an admirer in fellow Australian
player Samantha Stosur.

Stosur knows how hot it can get at the
top, but says Barty can handle it.

Stosur, having dropped to world No. 41,
is set to miss out on being seeded for
January’s Australian Open, while Barty
should gain a top-16 slot with the
withdrawal of Svetlana Kuznetsova.

While Stosur said her dip wouldn’t
impact her mental approach, the
33-year-old admitted Barty would need to
call on all her apparent strengths to handle
the pressure that came with the territory.

“She’s pretty level-headed, pretty
low-key,” Stosur said of the 21-year-old.

“She doesn’t get too over-excited about
anything on the court and off as well.

“If she can handle it throughout the
summer and year, there’s no reason she
can’t at least stay where she is and
hopefully keep going.”

Stosur injured her hand while on a
dream run in last year’s French Open and
was sidelined for more than three months.

In that time, Barty flew up the rankings,
finishing the season at No. 17 and as

Australia’s highest-ranked man or woman.

“It's remarkable, given she hasn’t been
back for very long. To find herself in the top
20 after just one full year on tour shows just
how good a player she is and how good
she can still be,” Stosur said of her fellow
Queenslander.

“If | was her, I'd be very excited and
looking forward to the year ahead to see
where she can get to.

“Hopefully, we can all get toward the
ends of the tournaments without having
to knock each other out.”

Molik tips big year

Fed Cup captain Alicia Molik is another
backing Barty to have a big year.

Molik is backing Barty’s supreme
conditioning and on-court smarts to help the
new Australian No. 1 cope with the intense
summer spotlight.

Molik, one of only three homegrown
stars in the past 30 years to make the
Australian Open women’s quarter-finals,
has no doubts the world No. 17 is ready
to handle the heat.

“I love the way she plays. She always
plays exciting,” Molik said.

“She has great hands, and she has
a great mind too, to pick her opponent
to pieces. She knows where their
weaknesses are.

“She also has the variety to expose
them and a definite area where Ash has
gotten better is her physicality on court.

“It doesn’t trouble her if she has to
engage in a long, difficult, physically
exhausting rally. She’s prepared to do
that now.

“Going back a few years, she’d want

to get out of those rallies. She’d want to

make something happen.

“Now she’s more prepared to use all of
her flair and power and spin as well. That’s
her priority.

“When she needs to dig deep, she’s
happy to do it.”

Molik always had confidence in Barty’s
ability to crack the top-20 elite, but is still
surprised how meteoric the 21-year-old’s
rise was in 2017.

The former world No. 8 is convinced
Barty’s decision to start from scratch as an
unranked player when she returned to
tennis 18 months ago, following a stint
playing cricket, was instrumental in her
rapid ascent.

“Ash came back the hard way,” Molik
said. “She lost her ranking. She didn’t
protect her ranking. So before she even
started on her comeback, mentally she was
prepared. It was what she wanted.

“She was prepared to work hard for it.
She played low-level challengers, she
played a lot of doubles, started off playing a
lot of Pro Tour events and $25,000 events,
so she eased her way and | think it was a
smart way to go.

“But coming back from not having a
ranking is very, very different to having a
protected ranking and picking and choosing
your tournaments.”

Molik said managing her time and off-
court demands over the summer would be
key for Barty.

“Everyone’s going to want a piece of
her,” she said.

“So it’s about having the tools and being
equipped to say no when you need to and
keeping your eye on the cherry, so to
speak, and | have no question that Ash will

do that.” —AAP

The pair combined for the
third-highest partnership the WBBL
has seen, putting on 150 runs for
the second wicket.

“It's so surreal. | can’t believe
it’s happened to be honest,”

Gardner said post-match.

“When | got out there Pez
(Perry) just said to me, ‘Just bat
the way that you do’ and it did help
that they bowled into my arc
probably more times than not.

“But it was just so awesome
to be out there and to score a
hundred — (to be only the) third one
in the WBBL is just so special, and
obviously I'd love to do it again.

“(It's the) first game, so
hopefully | can put on another
performance like that this year.”

Gardner’s phenomenal innings
featured 10 sixes and nine fours,
bringing a heavily pro-Sixers North
Sydney Oval crowd to its feet
when — fittingly — the ton came
on the back of another belting
maximum.

So heavily did the exciting
young talent dominant the innings,
she hit her half century while her
captain was still in single digits.

“When | got out there, | just felt
so positive, and obviously batting
with Pez was a massive help as
well, but | never knew | was going
to do that,” Gardner said.

“She did actually have a joke
with me, saying she was my runner
out there, because | probably did
hog the strike a little bit, but she
was so great out there. She was
just trying to get me on strike and
hitting to my strengths.”

Perry had an innings to
remember in her own right,
smashing her highest WBBL score
with an unbeaten 91.

Thousands of fans packed into
North Sydney Oval and hundreds
of thousands more tuned in to
watch records tumble as the third
season of the WBBL opened in
scintillating fashion across a
blockbuster weekend.

A crowd of more than 8726 fans
headed to the picturesque North
Sydney Oval for four of the six
weekend matches, with the
remaining two matches being
hosted at Glenelg.

Crowds were treated to
incredible cricketing feats, a
wonderful family friendly
atmosphere, and plenty of off-field
entertainment.

Record short-lived

Sydney Thunder’s 6-200 in the
opening match of the season stood
as the highest recorded score in
WBBL history for just a few hours
before Sydney Sixers superstars
Ashleigh Gardner and Ellyse Perry
powered their side to a massive
4-242. This was the highest ever
total compiled in the women'’s or
men’s Big Bash competitions.

Gardner’s 114 off 52 balls,
which featured a world record 10
sixes, was the highest score by an
individual in a women’s domestic
T20 competition, the fastest WBBL
century (47 balls), and was just the
third century in WBBL history.

Gardner also reached 50 runs
in record time (22 balls), before the
Melbourne Stars’ South African
recruit, Lizelle Lee, equalled the
record in the next innings.

The Sydney Sixers versus
Melbourne Stars match aggregate
of 398 also exceeded the previous
best total in a WBBL match.

Time against Mundine

A WORLD Boxing
Organisation (WBO) top 10
ranking is assured if Anthony
Mundine can beat fellow
Australian Tommy Browne in
Sydney on January 17.

Mundine is embarking on what could be
his last year in the ring and if he wants to
match it with the world’s best, time is
running out for the 42-year-old.

Mundine will fight Browne at Sydney’s
Star City Casino for the vacant World
Boxing Organisation (WBO) oriental
middleweight title.

Fellow Australian Browne, from
Campbelltown, normally fights in the super
welterweight division.

He has had 25 wins (13 KOs), six losses
(two KOs) and two draws in a professional
career that began in 2002.

He has strung together nine wins and

a draw in his last 10 fights.

Mundine’s record stands at 47 wins (27
KOs) and eight losses (three KOs).

The Sydney Morning Herald says a win
over Browne would give Mundine a
potential shot at the division’s champion,
superstar middleweight Billy Joe Saunders.

The Herald said Gennady Golovkin, Saul
Alvarez and Jeff Horn were also on
Mundine’s wish list. A third consecutive loss
would end those ambitions.

Make or break

“This will be the resurrection of ‘The
Man’ or the demise of ‘The Man’. We’ll soon
find out,” Mundine said at the
announcement of the Browne fight.

The bout is significant for other reasons.
It is Mundine’s 56th fight since walking
away from rugby league, but marks the first
time he isn’t performing before a

pay-per-view television audience.

It is also his first assignment since his
controversial loss to Danny Green almost a
year ago. The dodgy hip that hampered him
during that fight, and many others over the
past decade, is no longer an issue.

“There’s a calculated plan to have a big
year and make all of my dreams come

true,” the Herald quoted Mundine as saying.

“Then sail off into the sunset.”

Browne has remained active and at age
34 is eight years younger than the former
footballer.

For Mundine, the Browne fight is an
opportunity to earn what would be just his
second win in four years, as well as a crack
at more lucrative opponents.

“I want to test my skill against the
best in the world,” Mundine said.

“(Saunders) is definitely one of the
best, a great challenge and a big

accomplishment if | can beat him.

“l want to fight the best and he’s the
WBO champion. He will be the one that we
try to look at.”

Matt Rose $2 million offer

Meanwhile, Sydney agent Matt Rose
has offered Jeff Horn’s promoter Dean
Lonergan $2 million for a non-title bout
featuring Mundine against Horn in the new
year, possibly at the Sydney Football
Stadium, where Mundine beat Danny
Green in 2006.

Lonergan said the $2 million offer to face
Mundine would be Horn’s biggest purse
and was an offer “worth considering”.

Horn and trainer Glenn Rushton are not
keen, though, saying they want to build
their reputation against the world’s leading
fighters rather than “money” opponents
such as Mundine.

Horn receptive to Rose’s $2 million offer

EFF Horn is refusing to rule out

a showdown with Anthony
Mundine if it presents a more
financially attractive option than
Terence Crawford.

Horn is set for a massive 2018
after successfully defending his
World Boxing Organisation (WBO)
welterweight championship with a
late stoppage against Gary
Corcoran last month.
