Victoria steps closer
AFTER historic
legislation passed

both houses of
Victoria’s
Parliament last
week, the state

moved closer to
treaty with its First

Nations people. Federation of
Victorian Traditional Owner
Corporations chief executive
Marcus Stewart said First Nations
people in the state were feeling
thrilled, excited and proud.

“The importance of a treaty
cannot be overstated,” he said. “It’s

an unprecedented opportunity to
embark on a renewed and mature
relationship between our people
and the state that is long overdue.”

The Victorian Greens’ Aboriginal
Affairs spokeswoman Lidia Thorpe,
a Gunnai-Gunditjmara woman, said
she welcomed the Bill’s passage

but would continue to push for clan
sovereignty to be recognised as the
process moved forward.

The Bill will go to Legislative
Assembly when Parliament
resumes in late July as a formality
before being signed off by the
Victorian governor.

Victorian Treaty Commissioner
Jill Gallagher will continue to work
with First Nations people across
the state to establish a
democratically elected Aboriginal
representative body to work
towards treaty.

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Our women in
State of Origin

AT the National Native Title Conference
in Broome, Western Australia, chair of
the Malu Ki’ai PBC Keith Pabai, from

Boigu Island in the Torres Strait, was
pleasantly surprised when he saw his niece
Linah Enosa walking on the grass.

“This conference has connected us,” Mr
Pabai said. “How good is that? To come from
the other side of the country and see family.”

Ms Enosa lives and works in Broome and
leads a Torres Strait Islander dance group.

“This is a great place to catch up,” she
said. 

“When I saw Uncle, I felt country, it was
so good. It’s been a long time since we saw
each other – back when I was a teenager.”

Mr Pabai said catching up with family

made his time in Broome special.
“It was excellent to see them,” he said.

“Very good. It made this conference
different. 

“It’s important that we’re all on the same
page, so we can decide how we move
forward.

“The theme of this conference ‘Many
laws, one land’ really puts an emphasis on
how everyone is connected.”

Ms Enosa said she was proud that her
uncle had been able to see her dance group
perform dances from the Torres Strait.

“They were perfect,” she said. 
“The girls were a bit nervous beforehand,

but I was so proud of them for performing in
front of such a big crowd.”

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MAYORS from
across Australia
have taken the
Turnbull
Government to

task for failing to
properly fund

housing in remote Aboriginal
and Torres Strait Islander
communities.

A motion moved by Palm
Island Mayor Alf Lacey, which
accused the Federal
Government of failing to
commit long-term funding,
passed 173 votes to 16 at the
Australian Local Government
Association's national 
general assembly in Canberra
last week.

“Failure to do this risks
reversing the gains made in
these communities to Close
the Gap of Indigenous
disadvantage in Australia,” the
motion reads. 

“Refusal to provide funding
will have catastrophic impacts
on the social, educational and
health outcomes including
increased mental health and
family violence in these
communities.”

A jointly funded remote
housing deal between the
Queensland and federal
governments will end on 
June 30. 

Councillor Lacey said 

about 10% of Palm Island
residents were on the waitlist
for a home.

“There's overcrowding. You
don’t need to be Einstein to
work it all out,” he said.

Cr Lacey said funding
provided by the Queensland
and federal governments 
over the past decade fell 
short of the demands of a
growing population. 

“We’re not in the business
of political argy-bargy of
whether Labor’s good or the
LNP's good. It’s about
delivering for people on the
ground,” he said.

A delegation of Indigenous
mayors from Queensland was
due to meet with Federal
Indigenous Affairs Minister
Nigel Scullion yesterday
(Tuesday) in a last-ditch
lobbying effort for new money. 

Queensland Premier
Annastacia Palaszczuk wrote
to Prime Minister Malcolm
Turnbull in March with the
promise of $1.08 billion over
10 years.

The State Government
allocated $239 million in last
week’s budget to keep
projects running during
ongoing negotiations with the
Commonwealth, which did not
include funding in its May
budget. – AAP 

YOUNG Noongar man Dallas
Woods grew up in
Wyndham in the East
Kimberley of Western
Australia.

After dropping out of
school at age 14, Dallas ran wild

and looked to be heading straight for the
criminal justice system.

Luckily, in 2007 the Indigenous 
Hip Hop Projects (IHHP) came through
town at a formative moment and spotted
Dallas’ dance talent and knack for 
word play. 

Dallas would pop up in break-dance
cyphers during after-school sessions
and completely blew the minds 
of the IHHP facilitators with his energy
and dance moves that “were
literally electric”. 

When Dallas wanted to join the IHHP
family, there was no room in their troupe
for him to join the gang on tour, so
Dallas’ mother offered their family car for
the intensive three-week dance tour. 

Prison was no longer the only option. 
In those three weeks Dallas’ work

began to make an impact. 
Seeing his value as a mentor,

particularly with at risk kids, with whom
Dallas has an amazing ability to connect,
he was engaged as a key IHHP facilitator.

He went on to win the East Kimberley
Young Achiever Award at the age of 
15 in 2009.  

In 2016 he was on the songwriting 
team for the NIMA award-winning track
titled Break the Silence raising

awareness for White Ribbon. 
Since this time, Dallas has visited

more than 250 communities and earned
a feature role on Move it Mob Style. 

In 2014 he met Danzal Baker (aka
Baker Boy) at an IHHP artist camp in
Melbourne, with the two young men
yarning about missing home. 

Dallas inspired Baker Boy to start
rapping in his own style and in 
Yolngu language. 

The two started writing songs for the
first time and ignited the journey that
catapulted Baker Boy to where he is
now. 

The two are staunch friends and
continue to write together including
Baker Boy’s current single Mr La Di Da
Di and forthcoming track Black Magic.  

Dallas has now released his debut
track 9 times out of 10. 

The film clip was shot at Castlemaine
Gaol, features a cameo appearance by
Baker Boy and comes with the 
blessings of former Don Dale detainee
Dylan Voller. 

In the track, Dallas raps about the
power-trip police have in remote
Aboriginal communities and how their
overt presence is a normal occurrence.

“The fact that Dallas and the mob at
Grand Trine bothered to talk to me 
before making this clip, and for Dallas
and them to put their necks on the line is 
very powerful for us young fellas,” 
Dylan said.

VICTORIA’S Aboriginal
people are a step
closer to justice
following the passage
of historic treaty
legislation through

State Parliament, Labor
Premier Daniel Andrews

says. The Bill, passed by the Upper
House last week, allows for the
creation of a representative body –
elected by Aboriginal Victorians – by
mid-2019, to help design a framework
for treaty negotiations. 

“We’ve taken a massive step
overnight towards being not only
properly reconciled with Aboriginal
Victorians, but to give them justice,”
Mr Andrews said. “To give them what
they have long-campaigned for – and
that is a voice, an opportunity to be
heard, an opportunity for the wrongs
of the past to be acknowledged and a
better, more unified path,walked
together, in partnership for the future.”

Treaty Advancement
Commissioner Jill Gallagher, a
Gunditjmara woman, said, while the
road ahead would be lengthy and at
times challenging, she was confident
no one would be left out. 

“It’s about that true recognition. It’s
about truth-telling. It is about
reparation. It has to be about
reparation,” she told ABC radio. 

“We all have different points of

view, not only in the Aboriginal
community but also in the white
community and also in Government.

“The representative body, their
task is to set up this treaty framework,
but their other task is to bring along

the community with them.”
Federation of Victorian Traditional

Owner Corporations chief executive
Marcus Stewart said the importance
of a treaty could not be overstated.

“It’s an unprecedented opportunity
to embark on a renewed and mature
relationship between our people and
the state,” he said. 

The treaty process has been years
in the making, involving consultations
with more than 7500 Aboriginal
Victorians. The Greens supported the
legislation through the Parliament but
pushed for greater recognition of
individual clans.

Greens Party leader Samantha
Ratnam failed to get up several
amendments on Thursday, including
changing the term “Aboriginal
Victorians” to “clans and first nations”
in clause one of the Bill. 

The Greens’ Aboriginal Affairs
spokeswoman Lidia Thorpe, a
Gunnai-Gunditjmara woman, said she
welcomed the Bill’s passage but
would continue to push for clan
sovereignty to be recognised as the
process moved forward.The Bill will
go to Legislative Assembly when
Parliament resumes in late July as a
formality before being signed off by
the governor.

The Coalition did not support the
bill because it said a treaty should be
done at a national level. – AAP

competition. The national
Indigenous dance competition is
calling for Aboriginal and Torres
Strait Islander communities who
have, or would like to develop, a
dance group, to compete for a
$20,000 main prize.

Last year’s event saw more than
300 performers from 21 nations
and 31 clan groups – from Cape
York and the Torres Strait to the
Kimberley and Central Desert –
gather in Sydney for the two-day
dance fest.

Sydney Opera House head of
First Nations programming, Rhoda
Roberts, said the groundbreaking
event was growing, with double the
number of performers last year
compared to the first Dance Rites
in 2015.

“It has become a significant
national event, revitalising
Indigenous leadership and
safeguarding vanishing cultural
practices,” she said. 

“It is a platform to celebrate the
ways in which the world’s oldest
continuous culture continues to
evolve and flourish. 

“By engaging with traditional
dance and ancient cultural
practices in modern Australian
culture, we preserve and celebrate
the richness, diversity and vibrancy
of First Nations culture.”

Each performing group is
required to present three dances –
a welcome and a farewell dance,

one of which must iinclude a chant
in local language, and a ‘wildcard’
dance. This dance can be a
traditional dance or a fusion piece
combining traditional moves with
contemporary sounds. 

The winning group will receive
$20,000 and the opportunity to
perform again at Dance Rites in
2019. One runner-up will receive
$5000 and $3000 will go to the
highest-scoring wildcard dance.

Dance Rites will be held at the
Sydney Opera House on
November 25-26. Performer
registrations close on September
28. Heats take place across the
day on Saturday and Sunday,

culminating in a grand final on
Sunday night before a capacity
crowd.

Dance Rites calls for dancers

WIRADJURI artist
Brook Andrew
has been
appointed as the

artistic director of
the 22nd Biennale

of Sydney to be held in 2020.
It’s the first time an

Indigenous director has been
appointed to the prestigious
role and Mr Andrew described
his appointment as an honour.

“As artistic director, I am
interested in shining a light on
the active, stable and rich pre-
existing collaborations and
connectivity of Indigenous and
edge cultures,” he said. “I aim
to work together with artists,
collectives and communities,
from Australia and around the
globe, to reconfigure the world
as we see it and reveal rich
local and global rhizomes and
unique individual cultural
expressions in one place.”

At the moment, Mr Andrew is
finishing a three-year-long
Australian Research Council
project, Representation,
Remembrance and the
Memorial. The project responds
to calls for a national memorial
to Aboriginal loss during the
Frontier Wars, a series of
conflicts between Indigenous
Australians and European
settlers from 1788 to the 1930s.

Mr Andrew’s research-based
practice has been presented in

exhibitions in Madrid, Geneva,
Paris, and Eindhoven. 

In 2012, he curated the
exhibition TABOO, at the
Museum of Contemporary Art
Australia and his 25-year career
was recently recognised with a
large-scale, immersive
exhibition at the National
Gallery of Victoria, Australia.

Mr Andrew’s art examines
dominant narratives relating to

colonialism and placing
Australia at the centre of a
global inquisition. 

His creative practice
harnesses alternate narratives
to assemble new
understandings of historical
legacies and offers new ways of
inheriting and being in the world
today. 

In 2017, Brook Andrew was
the recipient of the prestigious
Smithsonian Artist Research
Fellowship focusing on the
Frontier Wars of the United
States of America and Australia
and was appointed
Photography Residencies
Laureate at the Musée du quai
Branly, Paris. He recently
completed a year-long Australia
Council International Residency
at the Künstlerhaus Bethanien
in Berlin, where he reflected on
the complexity of memory sites
in Germany.

Biennale of Sydney chair
Kate Mills said the Biennale of
Sydney offers an exciting
geographical perspective for
debate, controversy and
cutting-edge discussions. 

“As we collectively face an
increasingly complex future, we
are proud to celebrate the
substantive, transformative
creative practice of Brook
Andrew as he imagines
alternative visions for the
future,” she said.

New blood for
2020 Biennale

WIRADJURI artist Brook
Andrew is newly appointed
artistic director of the 22nd
Biennale of Sydney, 2020.
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THE organisations
representing barristers,
solicitors and police
officers in NSW have all
called on the State

Government to fund a
specific Aboriginal and Torres

Strait Islander sentencing court.
Last week, NSW Bar Association

(which represents barristers) president
Arthur Moses and Police Association
secretary Pat Gooley jointly called for
the NSW Government to fund the
Walama Court proposal to help address
the massive overrepresentation of
Indigenous people in jail.

“Our organisations, representing
barristers and police officers in this
State, believe that urgent action needs
to be taken to address the spiralling
rates of Indigenous incarceration,” they
said in a statement. “Although
Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander
adults comprise 3% of the population,
they make up 27% of prisoners
nationwide. The figures are even worse
in NSW. It is time for innovative
solutions to be put in place that address
the underlying causes of Indigenous
offending and reoffending.”

The Walama Court proposal involves
a hybrid model incorporating aspects of
the Victorian Koori Court and the NSW
Drug Court. The model proposes a
community-based option, where the
judge has the capacity to monitor the
progress of the individual after their
sentence, similar to parole.

“The Police Association of NSW has
supported this proposal for some time,”
Mr Gooley said. “Police are sick of the
rhetoric to gain political mileage. This is
a genuine solution that will reduce the
number of victims of crime and reduce
the incidence of predominately young
men being incarcerated.

“The social impact that incarceration
has on Aboriginal families and
communities is seen on the ground
every day by the members of our Police
Force. The Walama Court proposal is
designed to reduce recidivism rates of
Indigenous people through the use of
more rigorous supervision orders and
diversionary programs in the sentencing
process, as well as increased
cooperation between the criminal justice
system and respected persons in the
Indigenous community.”

Mr Moses said it wasn’t a ‘soft on
crime’ option.

“The court monitoring of community
based orders will be more onerous,” he
said. “There will be, in certain cases,
weekly drug and alcohol testing.
Offenders will be made more, not less,
accountable for their actions.”

The Law Society, which represents
solicitors, also supported the expansion
of the youth Koori Court as well as the
Walama proposal.

“The establishment of an Indigenous
sentencing court at Walama could keep
more Indigenous offenders out of
custody and in community based
programs,” NSW Law Society president
Doug Humphreys said. “This could
ultimately result in significant cost
savings for the justice sector.”

According to the Australian Bureau of
Statistics, between 2013 and 2016 the
NSW Indigenous imprisonment rate
grew by 25%. In 2016 Indigenous
people were 13.5 times more likely to
be in prison than other people in NSW.

“We believe that the establishment of
the Court will reduce recidivism and
increase compliance with court orders
to better protect the community and we
urge the Government to urgently fund a
trial of the Walama Court model,” Mr
Moses and Mr Gooley said.

RESPECTED
Narrunga Elder
Tauto
Sansbury from
South Australia

believes it’s time
for a treaty, but it’s

unlikely to happen “in the term
of this government and maybe
not in the term of my life”.

Mr Sansbury’s comment
follows reports that the SA
Liberal Government had
scrapped the Labor-initiated
statewide process of
negotiations with the state’s
Aboriginal nations.

Only the Narunnga people
of the Yorke Peninsula have
signed an agreement with the
Government as a first step
towards a treaty with
Aboriginal groups, but that
agreement was signed in
February while the Labor
party held office.

In April, when Premier
Steven Marshall took over, the
whole process was stalled
until a report from Treaty
Commissioner Roger Thomas
was received.

In his report, Mr Thomas
said Aboriginal people had
told him they were keen to
start a conversation on a
treaty, but preferred to

negotiate separately as
nations rather than
collectively.

As a result, Premier
Marshall announced that his
Government would instead
concentrate on areas
including education, child
protection, health and jobs as
part of a statewide plan with
defined outcomes.

Mr Sansbury, who
represented SA at a gathering
in Uluru that resulted in the
Statement from the Heart
calling for a treaty last year,
said he was “absolutely
disappointed” with Prime
Minister Malcolm Turnbull’s
negative response, and the
subsequent decision of 
Mr Marshall.

He believes that nothing
will now happen until there is
recognition from politicians of
a “national push and every
state and territory gets 
on board”.

“That will convince
politicians that they have to do
something,” he told the
Koori Mail.

“If we get every state and
territory on board pushing for
the same thing then
something may happen, but
while we’re all doing it
individually that’s the big
problem that we have.

“We’re the only
Commonwealth country on
this planet that has not had a
treaty between the invaders
and the traditional owners so
it needs to happen and I think
it’s about time.”

Following Mr Marshall’s
recent announcement that he
was scrapping the treaty
process, Labor’s Kyam Maher
described the decision as a
“fundamental betrayal of
Aboriginal people in South
Australia”.

Mr Maher told the ABC at
the time that a massive
amount of work had been put
in by Aboriginal people
towards a treaty and the
decision to scrap the process
without consultation would
make it very difficult for the
Government to operate with
Aboriginal communities.

Mr Sansbury pointed out
that Labor held power for 16
years and did little.

“The Labor Government
should have started the
process about three years
before they did because they
were in control for the last 16
years and it was a rushed
process right at the end
leading up to the election,” 
he said. 

“It didn’t give us much
hope.”

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A TROUBLED
Aboriginal
woman who
died in

custody in the
Northern

Territory did not have
access to the mental health
experts she desperately
needed to see, a coroner has
found.

Naomi Smith, 26, likely
died from a pulmonary
embolus – a blood clot in
her lung – on July 7 last year
at Royal Darwin Hospital.

She had been flown under
sedation from Alice Springs
to Darwin less than four
days earlier with severe
mental health issues.

She had repeatedly tried
to kill herself immediately
after being released from a
mental health unit, including 
setting herself on fire at a
petrol station, leading to 
her arrest.

The Alice Springs
hospital including its mental
health team lacked the
expertise to deal with Ms
Smith’s issues, including
diagnoses of a borderline
personality 
disorder, post-traumatic
stress disorder and
depression, NT Coroner
Judge Greg Cavanagh said.

A more specialised
Forensic Mental Health Team
based 1500km away in
Darwin should have been
involved earlier, he found. 

Ms Smith had been
removed from her parents
aged 12 in Townsville due to
long term physical and
sexual abuse by her father

and brothers.
She was popular and

“very gifted at drawing,
painting, sculpting and
writing”, according to her
adopted sister Emily
Brooker.

The hospital had pushed
her on to the police and
corrections, who would 
send her back to the mental
health service because
nobody could deal with her
escalating behaviour, Judge 
Cavanagh found.

“The repeated rejection of
Naomi by each service,
particularly the mental
health service, is likely to
have exacerbated Naomi’s
distress and deteriorating
mental state,” he said.

The clots were 
believed to be related to Ms
Smith’ s obesity and poor
general health but could
also have been caused by
the fact she had been
restrained in a chair because
of threats of 
self-harm.

“It should have been clear
that there was a need for
intervention and assistance
from the Forensic Mental
Health Team based in
Darwin,” Mr Cavanagh said.

“There was no forum in
which the agencies 
could jointly organise a
management plan.”

He has recommended the
Top End Health Service
ensure the Forensic Mental
Health Team provides
appropriate service to
Central Australia and early
intervention for complex
cases. – AAP

Uibo elevated
to the NT’s top

ABORIGINAL woman
Selena Uibo has been
appointed a minister
in the Northern
Territory Government

in its first reshuffle.
The reshuffle comes

with the government under pressure
over a crisis in child protection,
highlighted by the rape of a two-year-
old Aboriginal girl in Tennant Creek 
in February. Ms Uibo’s elevation
increases the number of ministers to
nine, meaning at least one minister
will lose at least one portfolio. 

Ms Uibo, 33, represents the
Arnhem electorate. Her mother is a
Nunggubuyu woman from Numbulwar
and Wanindilyakwa from Groote
Eylandt and her father has a
European background. She could
become education minister as she
comes from a teaching background –
including in remote Aboriginal
communities – and both her parents
were teachers and principals.

“It is really important in the space
of education to have our communities
involved to every single extent and
every level of education,” Ms Uibo
said. “Having community on board to
be able to make decisions for their
kids, for their families is absolutely
paramount in making sure 
education is successful here in the
Northern Territory.”

Six of Chief Minister Michael
Gunner’s nine ministers are women,
while Ken Vowles is the only other
Aboriginal member of cabinet. 

It was revealed last week that 15
children had been removed from their
families in the Tennant Creek region
in a crackdown by authorities on
children at risk since the February
assault. There were also 18,442 child
protection notifications in nine months
– 10% were substantiated – involving
the abuse and neglect of children.
 Territory Families Minister Dale
Wakefield faced criticism during
budget estimates hearings last week

when she said no one had been
sacked or disciplined over the rape.

She said this week she was happy
in the job and was driving a positive
agenda but Mr Gunner would not say
whether she would keep the portfolio.

“Dale Wakefield has done an
outstanding job as Territory families
minister but my role as chief will
always be to look after children in the
Territory,” he said.

He said all government ministers
were affected by the traumatic event
in Tennant Creek and the Royal
Commission ordered by Prime
Minister Malcolm Turnbull last year
had provided a road map to do a
better job with the NT’s children.

“It cannot be a government-only
solution. We cannot be in people’s
homes at 2am. We are reliant on the
non-government sector, on families
and strong community leadership,” 
Mr Gunner said. – AAP

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A YOUNG hip
hop/rap duo from
Katherine in the
Northern Territory

have just had their
track Make It

Through added to triple j
Unearthed rotation only a week
after its release and are getting
some great feedback from the
triple j crew.

MC and Kayoss are Nothing
Like The Rest (NLTR).

From ‘K-town’ (Katherine),
way up north in Australia’s Top
End, NLTR is the NT’s freshest
Indigenous hip hop duo. 

The boys are loud and proud
and have developed their 
lyrical skills from an early age,
which have grown into raw,
intelligent rhymers. 

Before forming their own
duo, MC (Michael Cameron)
and Kayoss, participated in a
collaborative project alongside
Indigenous Hip Hop Projects
(IHHP) and fellow Katherine
friends. Together known as K-
Town, the group created the
song Shadows. 

NLTR went on to pick up
gongs for NT Song of the
Year and the People’s Choice 
in 2016. 

Make It Through is about
being held back and mentally

abused by criticism, yet staying
strong and pushing through.
They also took an inclusive
approach to the new song.

“We shouldn’t keep it as the
usual me or you, but more of a
we, us and our vibe,” MC said.
“We want the audience to feel
included like they’re a part of
the influence.” 

Kayoss said it was important
for them to write a song that
meant something personal –
both to the boys and their
community.

“Many people go through
this a lot, and NLTR wanted to
make a song that would
influence the audience to push
and 'make it through' the
everyday struggle of being
criticised,” he said.

Make It Through includes a
snappy hook that features
singer Zara. 

NLTR said they met the jazz
singer while they were
shooting a film clip for their
song Letting Off Shots and
were blown away by her vocal
style and tone.

“We want to reach a wider
audience,” they said. “The
track was influenced by a new-
age hip hop with a pop vibe as
we want youth everywhere to
get the message.”

JURU traditional
owners from north
Queensland have
accused the Adani
mining company of

conducting work at its
Abbot Point port based on

dodgy cultural assessment surveys.
They are also considering ways to

recover more than $1 million in
payments owed to Juru people as a
result of Adani’s Abbot Point coal
terminal development.

This follows a Federal Court
judgment last month that found that
the Kyburra Munda Yalga Aboriginal
Corporation had failed to protect the
rights of the Juru people, who were
the recognised native title holders.

The Juru Enterprises Limited
(JEL) group successfully claimed
that Adani had broken legally binding
contracts in the form of Indigenous
Land Use Agreements (ILUAs) and
Cultural Heritage Management Plans
to which JEL were a party. 

During proceedings, the court
heard that the Kyburra group did not
account for payments by Adani, then
paid its own directors up to $1000 a
day cash-in-hand to conduct cultural
heritage assessments for the 
Indian miner.

It emerged that Kyburra directors

had held secretive talks with Adani
and took all cultural heritage works
and ILUA payments away from
members of the Juru Enterprises
Limited and gave them to
themselves.

The Federal Court ruled in favour
of JEL and ordered Kyburra to pay
Juru’s court costs but that is unlikely
to happen as the Kyburra
Corporation has been placed under
a special administrator due to its
financial mismanagement.

Andrew Morrell, a traditional
owner from the Juru Native Title
Claim and a director on the Board
of Juru Enterprises Limited, told the
Koori Mail that the court ruling meant
that any work carried out by Kyburra
directors for Adani was invalid. 

“We are now in a much better
position to protect our cultural sites,”
he said.

“We’ll work with them (Adani), but
everything that has been done will
need to be revised and reviewed.”

Mr Morrell said there were
numerous places at Abbot Point
where Juru people have burial sites,
rock art and rock carvings.

“If any of those areas are being
impacted they need to have that
impact removed from that area.”

Mark Ascione, solicitor for Juru
Enterprises Limited, confirmed that
position, saying “because they

(Adani) were dealing with the wrong
people … their so-called approved
surveys are not worth a cracker”. 

Mr Ascione said Juru people were
now concerned that Adani had
continued on with construction work
despite the court ruling, and that part
of that construction was in an area
identified as burial grounds.

His message to Adani was to stop
work immediately. On Saturday he
told the Koori Mail that he would be
applying for a stop work order with
the Queensland Government on
Monday.

“If they (Adani) continue with their
heads in the sand it’s going to be a
shitfight and it won’t be us it will be
with the government.” 

He said proven breaches of the
Aboriginal Cultural Heritage Act
could result in fines up to a million
dollars. A spokesman for Adani told
the Townsville Bulletin that the
company would adhere to the ruling
but denied suggestions the judgment
had any bearing on matters
pertaining to cultural heritage.

“We will continue to work
collaboratively with traditional
owners under guidance of the
Indigenous Land Use Agreement
and the Cultural Heritage
Management Plan which are
currently in place,” the spokesman
said.

THE number of
Aboriginal
teenage
mothers in
NSW has

dropped and the
frequency of

immunisation in Aboriginal
children has surpassed their
non-Indigenous counterparts,
according to a report from the
state’s chief health officer.

But instances of Aboriginal
women smoking during
pregnancy in NSW remain a
concern for Dr Kerry Chant.

The smoking rate has
fallen by one-third since 1996
but 41% of Aboriginal
expectant mothers were still
lighting up in 2016, which is
six times higher than other
mums.

In delivering her 2018
report last week, Aboriginal
Kids – A Healthy Start To Life,
Dr Chant said it was possible
even more Indigenous mums-
to-be were smoking given
Aboriginal people are 
often underreported when
data is collected.

“We know it’s such an
important driver for premature
delivery of a baby and small
for gestational age,” she said.

“We may need to take a
very much community-based
approach to supporting the
woman to give up during
pregnancy or potentially give
up prior to conception.”

The report analysed data
concerning the health of
Aboriginal children in 
NSW pre-birth and up to the

age of five. In 2016, 13% of
Aboriginal mothers were
teenagers, a drop from 23%
in 1994. 

The Aboriginal infant
mortality rate decreased,
almost halving over a decade
from 7.2% per 1000 live births
to 4.6% in 2016. 

The report also found 97%
of five-year-old Aboriginal
children were fully 
immunised compared to 94%
of other children.

Co-author Stephen
Blunden, acting chief
executive of the Aboriginal
Health and Medical Research
Council of NSW, said
community partnerships are
imperative if the report is to
be used as a tool to 
gauge Aboriginal youth 
health improvements.

“We need all of
government to work together
for housing, health,
education, and so forth, so
our younger generation can
live healthier lives,” he said.

Dr Chant wants more
Aboriginal nurses, doctors
and dentists employed in the
health sector because it
contributes to the cultural
safety of Aboriginal people.

“Unless we actually
address some of the social
determinants of health –
access to education,
employment – we are not
going to see the generational
changes we need to in
reducing any health
inequalities,” she said.

Foster, were key figures in the 1938 Day
of Mourning March – a protest that led
to the establishment of NAIDOC Week.

“I have made it my life’s work to
ensure that the very real and thriving
Indigenous Sydney culture and art is
shared and preserved for the future,” 
Ms Foster said. 

“Naba Gumal is truly a Sydney
artwork. Created for and of the Country,
the piece reflects the people, culture
and Country of War’ran (Sydney).” 

Naba Gumal reflects Gadigal
people’s connection to country through
land, sea and sky. Water from the
harbour, as well as ash, sap, soil and
sand from Sydney were used to create
the work. 

“I place great importance on events
like NAIDOC Week as vital opportunities
to share my family’s stories and
knowledge with as many people as
possible to renew, preserve and forge a
future for our culture,” Ms Foster said. “I

hope I’ll be remembered through this
artwork like I remember the wonderful
women who came before me. 

“They protected our knowledge so I
could be here today, proud and strong in
our culture.”

The artwork will include the phrase
bujari gamarruwa which means ‘good
day’ in the Sydney Aboriginal language
and the street banners will fly
throughout the city in the lead up to
NAIDOC Week.

NAIDOC in the City is a free
celebration in Hyde Park. This year’s
theme ‘Because of her, we can!’
celebrates the invaluable contributions
of Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander
women. NAIDOC in the City will take
place on Saturday, July 14, from 10am
to 2pm in Hyde Park, Sydney. 

There will be sport, food, dance,
cooking demonstrations, live music,
performances and painting and weaving
for the kids.

THE Northern
Territory
Government has
removed 15
children from their

families around
Tennant Creek because

they were considered to be unsafe
since the rape of a two-year-old
girl in the town.

A parliamentary estimates
hearing has also been told at least
one child is sexually exploited or
abused in the Territory each week.

Critics, including Deputy
Opposition Leader Lia Finocchiaro
say the government failed to
implement quickly enough the
recommendations of both the
Royal Commission and Children’s
Commissioner Colleen Gwynne,
which criticised department staff
for not putting the safety of
children first.

There have been 41 cases of

sexual exploitation of children in
the nine months to March 31,
Territory Families department
executive director Luke Twyford
told the hearing in Darwin last
week. Of those, 23 involved
Aboriginal children.

A 25-year-old man has been
charged over the February rape of
the two-year-old, who has been
removed from her mother’s care.

Territory Families has also
responded to that abuse and
scathing criticism from Ms
Gwynne that staff should have
known the girl was at risk and
looked more closely at other
children.

Tennant Creek has a
population of 3000, more than half
of whom are Aboriginal.

“We have taken additional
children into care since that
incident as a consequence of the
lessons learned, 15 in fact in that

region,” Territory Families chief
executive Ken Davies said.

He conceded more should
have been done for the child
earlier, with a history emerging of
the victim and her siblings
exposed to years of 
overcrowded housing, violence,
abuse and neglect.

However Territory Families
Minister Dale Wakefield and Mr
Davies rejected suggestions by
Araluen independent MP and
former Country Liberal Treasurer
Robyn Lambley that either they or
child protection workers should
lose their job over the attack on
the girl.

“This is a case that goes over a
long period of time with many
individual workers and different
ministers,” Ms Wakefield said.

“We have multiple reports into
the failing of the child protection
system. As a government we are

absolutely committed to 
investing in – and our budget
shows that – improving the child
protection system.”

Federal Social Services
Minister Dan Tehan, who will visit
Tennant Creek next month, said
he supported the NT Government
but it had to “understand their
responsibility”.

That included ensuring
children’s safety came first and
implementing the
recommendations of the Royal
Commission into the Protection
and Detention of Children in 
the NT.

The Federal Government has
come under fire for failing to
commit to implementing the Royal
Commission’s recommendations.

“What we saw was a culture
within child protection in the NT
where there was a reluctance to
act but I think now it is quite clear

the community expects and the
Australian nation expects that a
child’s safety has to come first and
we’ve seen they’re acting in that
way now,” Mr Tehan told 
Sky News.

Mr Tehan said at a meeting
with PM Malcolm Turnbull last
week, Tennant Creek Mayor Steve
Edgington, other councillors and
traditional landowner Ronald
Plumber were open to discussing
basics or cashless welfare cards
to limit alcohol use.

Aboriginal people in the NT
have been subject to income
management under the
Intervention, ordered by the
Howard Government in 2007. The
main reason given by the 
Howard Government to justify
sending in the army to 
Aboriginal communities was to
protect children from abuse.

Govt under fire for failing
child protection system

DYLAN Singh ran away from
the circus as a teenager.

“It’s a show about the way we treat our
world,” Mr Singh told the Koori Mail.

“The way things are going we could
lose it all. It tells the story of the
environment and the importance of
protecting it.”

Mr Singh said he wants audiences to
see the importance of the story being told
in the show.

“What we’re trying to tell people is that
if we don’t look after our planet we could
end up self-destructing,” he said.

“The story is about being respectful of
our planet. Hopefully people take that
away from the performance and they leave
the show thinking about it.”

Precarious, created by co-directors
Rob Tannion and Kate Fryer, will feature
acrobatics, aerials, live music and
physical comedy.

Royal Botanical Gardens Victoria chief
executive Tim Entwisle said he was
delighted to be partnering with Circus Oz
for Precarious.

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Aboriginal police may
stem domestic abuse

EMPLOYING more
Aboriginal police
officers could be a
key to stopping the
scourge of

domestic abuse in
remote communities, a

major anti-violence conference 
has heard. Held in the Northern
Territory community of Yirrkala
from June 20-22, the Aboriginal
Family Violence
Policing Conference
drew delegates from
across Australia,
there to share
solutions about how
to halt the nation’s
devastating rates of
domestic attacks.

NT Police
Commissioner
Reece Kershaw told
the conference
“people in our ranks
should be
representative of people in 
our communities.

“The number of our Aboriginal
liaison officers and our Aboriginal
community police officers needs to
increase, and be representative of
that.  

“We know that there’s untold
benefits from widening the pool of
recruits, and to draw on people
from all different communities. And
increasing the number of women,
and people from culturally and
linguistically diverse backgrounds
increases the life experience in
our force,” Commissioner Kershaw
said.

Senior Aboriginal community
police officer Bettina Danganbarr –
who was awarded the NT
Australian of the Year Local Hero
accolade this year – echoed the
suggestion.

“It’s a very good way to move
forward and work together … and
work and walk in both worlds, to
help reduce family or domestic
violence,” Ms Danganbarr said.

“It’s a key role in policing … not
just more Indigenous people to
work with, but we are a
multicultural territory, a
multicultural nation, so it’s good to
have different ethnic backgrounds
to all help each other, because
everybody has that problem.”

Broadcaster and founder of the
‘No More’ campaign, Charlie King,
was one of those in attendance for
the occasion and said having the
conference on community gave

“Aboriginal people
a chance to have
the voice that they
normally don’t
have”.

“For those
(delegates) who
come here …
they’ll engage with
people,” Mr 
King said. “I’m sure
that dialogue is
happening. I don’t
think Aboriginal
people will be shy

talking to people about what they
see as the problems, and in some
cases, what the solutions are.”

At the event, hosted by the
Rirratjingu Aboriginal Corporation,
a huge street art mural was
created to pay tribute to the life
and work of Yolngu leader Dr
Raymattja Marika. Mr King said
the proud scholar and cultural
advocate “stood for no violence”
and the portrait was a timely
tribute to her life.

“She didn’t want violence to
happen in her community. She
wanted the community to be a
safe place for kids to be brought
up in,” he said. “So they honoured
her. And I look at her eyes now,
looking off into the distance.
Maybe she’s looking at us saying,
‘Are they doing enough? Are they
going to stop the violence? 
I hope so.’”

The NT’s domestic 
violence rate remains more than
four times higher than the rest 
of Australia’s.

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TRADITIONAL
owners working on
a Gippsland Water
project have
discovered

artefacts on the
outskirts of Traralgon,

beside the Traralgon Creek. 
21 artefacts were discovered

north of the Sherwood Park Estate 
earlier this year during planning for
a new sewer pipeline. 

A salvage operation was
recently completed to avoid
damaging any remaining artefacts
in the area. Cultural heritage
representatives from Gunaikurnai
Land and Waters Aboriginal
Corporation (GLaWAC) worked on
the salvage. 

Using hand tools, they removed
layers of earth from the salvage
area, 10cm at a time, and then
sieved it for fragments of stone
tools and other artefacts. 

Any artefacts that are recovered
will be catalogued, and eventually
repatriated. GlaWAC cultural
heritage officer Nicky Moffat said
that the discovery, recording and
mapping of artefacts is helping to
piece together the Aboriginal
history of the area.

“When we find artefacts we can

look at the raw materials where
they were found, and that tells us
where they came from and how
people moved through the
landscape,” he said.

“We can look at the residues on
the artefacts, and that tells us how
they were used. For example, if
there’s resin from the grass tree on
an artefact, that tells us that they
were being used to glue sharp bits
onto spears.”

Gippsland Water senior
environmental scientist Deb Archer
said it was a privilege to be
involved in the process.

“We’ve found artefacts all over
our region, near waterways and
wetlands, in paddocks, and even in
developed areas such as here in
Traralgon,” she said. “On a recent
project near Tyers we found over
5,300 artefacts. When we plan
construction work, we try to avoid
or minimise damage to areas with
cultural heritage significance. 

“That’s why we’ll use horizontal
directional drilling rather than open
trenching for this project. 

“The areas where the drill pits
will be located are being salvaged
to avoid damage to any remaining
artefacts and to record the history
of the site.”

THE Northern
Territory police
force has been
repeatedly

criticised as
incompetent by a

coroner over its failed investigation
into the murder of Aboriginal
woman Kwementyaye Green.

However, NT Coroner Greg
Cavanagh stopped short of
blaming racism for the botched
inquiry, an accusation levelled by
Ms Green’s parents.

Ms Green, 25, was found lying
dead next to her sleeping partner

Rodney Shannon, surrounded by
a puddle of water under an
unzipped sleeping bag in Tennant
Creek on November 22, 2013.

She had been stabbed in the
thigh, severing an artery.

However after arresting prime
suspect Mr Shannon on the day of
the death, he was released hours
later before police had forensically
examined all of the evidence,
including a unit the couple had
been in.

He remained the prime suspect
nearly five years later, police
assistant commissioner Michael

Murphy said last week.
A unit the couple had been in

on the night Ms Green died was
not examined for another five days
and evidence was destroyed by
police, which the coroner
described as outrageous and
recommended action to stop that
happening again.

The case was not declared a
major crime at the time as it
should have been to command
enough resources and
supervision, and police took more
than two years to meet the
coroner’s October 2015 request

for an investigation file.
Police developed an “irrational

preoccupation” that Ms Green had
killed herself, despite there being
no history of self-harm.

The police sent inexperienced
investigators, one on his first day
with the Major Crime Squad.

“There is no doubt that
incompetent management of this
case from all levels contributed to
the very poor outcome,” Mr
Cavanagh said.

“It was so poor that prosecution
would only have been possible if
the killer confessed.”

The coroner did not accept Ms
Green's family’s lawyer John
Lawrence’s claim that institutional
racism had driven the NT police
actions, given successful
investigations of the recent
murders of white women had
taken place.

But nor did he rule it out.
Mr Murphy apologised in

person to Ms Green’s father
Casper for mistakes he conceded
had been made and offered
condolences. He said police had
made improvements to training in
relation to investigations. – AAP

“There is, in fact, a strong
emerging cohort of
Indigenous designers who are
engaging meaningfully 
in design.”

Boon Wurrung, Mutti Mutti
and Yorta Yorta jewellery
designer Maree Clarke is
showing her kangaroo 
tooth necklaces. 

She said she is excited to
be part of the exhibition, 
and is looking forward to
seeing the work of other
Indigenous designers.

“Sometimes work can’t
always be instantly identified
as ‘Aboriginal’ until you read
the label or research a bit and
you find out what a piece is
about,” she said.

“This is about challenging
people’s perceptions of what
Aboriginal art – or art in
general – is about.

“My designs are Aboriginal
because I made them and I’m
a blackfella.”

ABORIGINAL and
Torres Strait
Islander people
have been
scammed most by

unexpected prize and
lottery scams, according

to the Scamwatch website of the
Australian Competition and
Consumer Commission (ACCC).

In 2017, the ACCC received
1810 scam reports from
Indigenous people with losses
totalling nearly $1.7 million – a
14% increase compared to 2016.

Dating and romance scams
were reported to have the most
losses at $746,790.

ACCC deputy chair Delia
Rickard said Indigenous 
people should also be wary of
online shopping scams and
investment scams.

“Nearly one in every two
Indigenous people who reported
one of these scams to the ACCC
lost money,” Ms Rickard said.

“These scams are very
convincing which makes them
hard to spot. In the case of online
shopping scams, the scammer
creates a very believable looking
online store purporting to sell well-
known products at great prices. It
always pays to do a Google
search about an online store

before you make a purchase, to
see if it might be a scam site.

“With investment scams, the
scammer will start with a cold call
to their victim promising low-risk
investments for very high returns.
They will spend months grooming
their victims and even use flashy
brochures and websites to give
them an air of legitimacy. Once a
victim invests, they’re quickly
convinced to put more and more
money in. 

“As soon as the victim tries to
cash in on their investment, the
scammer quickly disappears.”

To help reduce the impact of
scams on Indigenous people, the

ACCC engaged in targeted scams
awareness outreach in nine
Indigenous communities across
the Northern Territory. 

“Since the outreach, we have
seen a reduction of funds sent
from these communities to
overseas scammers of 40%,” Ms
Rickard said.

The ACCC is warning all
Australians to stop and check: Is
this for real?

“Scammers are very good at
what they do. They will commonly
pretend to be from trusted
government agencies and may
threaten you with arrest, or say
you've received an increase in

your benefits, to get your money
and personal information,” Ms
Rickard said.

“Never give them this personal
information, any of your banking
details or remote access to 
your computer. 

“Contact the agency they say
they’re from directly to see if
they’re telling the truth by finding
their phone number in the phone
book or an online search.”

The Turnbull Government recognises greater investment in residential aged care 
services is needed and up to $60 million is also being made available for capital grants 
under the Rural, Regional and Other Special Needs Building Fund.

Jenkins, artist and curator Djon Mundine
and author Bruce Pascoe delivered a
series of talks on the exhibition themes and
aims, inspiring the large audience with their
insights.

After its current run in Sydney, the

PETER Waples-Crowe sees
a new day dawning for the
lesbian, gay, bisexual,
transgender and intersex
(LGBTI) community in

Victoria.
As an Aboriginal man who

was one of the organisers of the recent
Nanyubak Yapaneyeput Aboriginal LGBTI
retreat, he’s excited that the Aboriginal
LGBTI population is finally being
acknowledged in Victoria. 

“I’ve been on the outside of Aboriginal
culture because I’m gay and outside of
queer culture because I’m Aboriginal – I’ve
always been the outsider,” he said.

“Now, as part of new reforms, Aboriginal
LGBTI people are recognised in both of the
Victorian Government’s health plans as a
priority group.”

The recognition that Aboriginal LGBTI
people were at higher risk of suicide, and
have poorer health, wellbeing and safety
outcomes than other groups, spurred the
Victorian Government into funding the
weekend retreat on Yorta Yorta country,
which saw about 60 people attend. 

Mr Waples-Crowe said people of all
ages attended from across Victoria and the
event gave participants the confidence to
be “out and proud and to be role models in
our community and stand up for our
sexuality and diversity”.

“Brotha boys and sista girls, we all
deserve a place under that rainbow flag,”
he said. “Aboriginal people deserve to be
there as well – there’s a lot of racism in the
queer community. Queer space can be
very white and we need to change that and
give our mob options.

“It’s about staying more connected and
trying to overcome the isolation we might
have being Aboriginal and LGBTI.

“It’s important for us to travel and
connect with the Aboriginal mob. Our
culture is important to us as much as as
our sexual identity is. It’s important to get
together, network and celebrate that as
well.”

At the weekend retreat, participants had
a cultural welcome and smoking ceremony,
yarning circles with Elders, an art workshop
with Mr Waples-Crowe and a day trip to
Barmah National Park’s cultural and sacred
sites.

“We are part of our culture and we need

it and want to be invited into it,” Mr Waples-
Crowe said. “Sometimes, there’s a mixed
message about where we fit in. We don’t
need homophobia – its all culturally
created.

“We also had a pampering session on
Saturday afternoon with massage, make-
up and hair to get people prepared for the
open mic night.”

The MC for the night was drag queen
Misc Ellaneous, who saw first time
performers let their hair down in the lip
sync battle, where two people perform
against each other and lip sync to the same
song at the same time, to see who does
the better job of lyrics and expression.

“We really enjoyed ourselves in a safe
space and a safe environment for
everyone,” Mr Waples-Crowe said.

“One day we will be the Elders. My art
practice is about that. I’m an emerging
queer Elder and what does this look like? 

“We are trying to find our dreaming
stories again and find a word for us now in
culture that described us in the past so we
can argue that we belong in the culture –
we are Aboriginal people.”

Waples-Crowe sees the future for
Aboriginal LGBTI people as being self-
determined and hopes the networks formed
at the recent retreat will enable the
community to make plans as to where it
should go next.”

“We can’t wait on the government,” he
said.

“ We’ve formed a small group and are
planning, and we intend to keep the
government accountable to their priorities
so we get more services for us.”

PALM Island’s
historic St
George’s
Anglican
Church is being

demolished due
to disrepair and the

presence of asbestos.
Built in 1935, the church

has needed repairs for some
time. Last year, Anglican
Diocese Bishop Bill Ray hoped
it could be saved.

The Koori Mail received
calls from several parishioners
last month advising that
demolition work had begun.

Bishop Ray said that the
church had to be demolished
because the building 
was unsafe.

“This situation has
developed because of the lack
of maintenance over the
years,” he said. “It was
important that the Diocese
addressed the asbestos that
was damaged. 

“All the materials from the
site are being removed from
the Island.”

Bishop Ray was thankful
for the cooperation of the 
Catholic Church.

“We are thankful that the
Catholic Sisters are storing the

plaques and other items used
in worship,” he said. 

“As Bishop, I was delighted
the Roman Catholic Church
had offered their church for 
our worship. 

“Many Anglicans, while
appreciative, felt they could not
accept the offer.”

The last population survey
completed by the Palm Island
Shire Council showed that
22% of the 3000 residents
were listed as Anglican and
another 24% as “other
Protestant”. That compared to
48% who were Catholic with
5% listed as no religion and
1% as Baptist.

Farewell to Palm Island church

Demolition of the Anglican Church on Palm Island has begun.

A COMPLAINT has been lodged with
the Australian Human Rights
Commissioner about the case of a
22-year-old Aboriginal woman who
was treated inhumanely in the lead-

up to her death in Western 
Australian custody. Ms Dhu died in

hospital in 2014, two days after being locked up at
the local police station for unpaid fines. 

She succumbed to staphylococcal
septicaemia and pneumonia after an infection in
her fractured ribs, caused by domestic violence,
spread to her lungs. But officers and medical staff
thought she was faking illness and coming down
from drugs. Coroner Ros Fogliani said in her
2016 inquest findings that Ms Dhu’s death could
have been prevented if her illness had been
diagnosed earlier. Sydney-based solicitors Levitt
Robinson lodged a submission with the Australian
Human Rights Commissioner on behalf of Ms
Dhu’s family. The lawyers argue that, based on
the coroner’s findings, actions for malpractice
should have been brought against medical staff,
and police should have been investigated for
possible criminal charges. – AAP

NORTHERN Territory Education
Minister Eva Lawler has launched a
new educational web series
targeted at young Aboriginal kids
called the Rising Star Web.

It was created to inspire
instructional play, conversational

reading and emotional learning. 
It uses music, dance and stories to engage

children in English and Aboriginal languages to
improve early development. 

“Rising Star works to engage young children
and their families through interaction, nurturing and
everyday learning moments that will make a lasting
difference,” Ms Lawler said.

The program promotes the involvement of
relatives to enhance child development. Rising Star
features NT Aboriginal artists including Emily
Wurramara, June and Ali Mills and Gus Fitzgerald.

A Foetal Alcohol Spectrum Disorder
forum has brought together health
experts, community organisations,
government representatives and
medical professionals

from across the Northern
Territory.

FASD is not easily recognised and individuals
often go undiagnosed, receiving inadequate
treatment and support.

Over the two-day conference delegates agreed
on a number of approaches in addressing FASD in
Northern Territory communities.

They included prevention and raising awareness
of the harms caused by alcohol in pregnancy;
collaborative approaches that include Aboriginal
organisations, government agencies, NGOs and
local communities working together.

The delegates also identified a need for access
to culturally appropriate FASD resources,
assessment and treatment services, and support for
children and families affected by FASD.

The National Congress of Australia’s
First Peoples has encouraged action
on treaty negotiations by all levels of
government in line with the
Statement from the Heart signed at

Uluru last year.
During a week dominated by

discussions of treaty, National Congress says it
supports state efforts to commence treaty
negotiations. 

They say it is promising to see that a bill to
commence treaty negotiations passed the Victoria’s
lower house.

If the bill passes the upper house it would be
Australia’s first treaty with Aboriginal and Torres
Strait Islander peoples.

National Congress also welcomed treaty
discussion in the Northern Territory, however, co-
chairs Rod Little and Jackie Huggins reaffirmed the
need for a national treaty, in accordance with the
Statement from the Heart and the Referendum
Council’s findings.

“The new services mean it is easier than ever
before for Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander
families right across our state to access culturally
responsive support to help improve their social,
emotional and physical wellbeing,” Ms Farmer said.

EVERY
weekday,
assistant
school

teacher
Roger Wilyuka

starts the day by playing
sport with the 13 children in
his early years primary
school class. 

Then, before he begins
teaching the children English
and Titji language skills and
maths, he gets them to
practice BBC (Breathing,
Blowing and Coughing) as a
morning health routine so
they can keep their chests,
ears and noses clear and
healthy.

“We are also aware of
trachoma (eye infection) so I
take them to wash their
faces and clean the pus out
of their eyes,” Mr Wilyuka
said.

Mr Wilyuka, 24, was born
in Alice Springs and has
been one of the teachers at
the Tjikala community school
near Alice Springs since
2016. 

He was recently named
the 2018 Northern Territory
Young Achiever of the Year
and was recognised for his
positive attitude and strength
of character as a successful
and inspiring young
Aboriginal educator in the
school community.

“At the awards ceremony,
people looked at me as
though I was a pretty good
young role model and I liked
meeting new people,” Mr
Wilyuka said. “I love working
with young kids and giving
them knowledge so they can
become better and stronger.”

His teaching days have
been long, because as well

as teaching in the classroom
during the day, Mr Wilyuka
has been instrumental in
running the after-school
program, mentoring and
getting kids involved in the
local community. He also
runs the fathers-and-sons
reading program and school
holiday activities.

“It’s good to be with the

kids and get them to have
respect and settle down and
do different sports and
activities – I want to get them
involved in every event in
the community,” he said. 

Mr Wilyuka said he was
inspired to become a
teacher by his uncle, who
had also been a teacher.

“My uncle gave me the
opportunity to become a
teacher at the school in my
community – he wanted me
to be like him,” he said. “In
the future, I want to keep
working at the school.”

He has given guidance,
encouragement and support
to the children and to the
other teachers at the school,
and has been recognised for
bringing positivity and
creativity to the role. 

“I like teaching local
culture to the kids,” he said.
“Teach them about historical
places and tell them who
owns the country and who
the traditional owners are, so
they have respect and
understand when they grow
up and they visit their
country.

“Every parent needs to
keep sending their kids to
school so they can become
strong leaders when they
grow up. They they can look
back at their own little ones
growing up and teach them
the right ways and to respect
their leaders and family.”

ANCIENT rock art in
Western Australia’s Burrup
Peninsula (Murujuga)
could see greater levels of
protection following an

investigation by the
Environmental Protection

Authority (EPA).
The EPA has announced it’s

investigating imposing further conditions
on Yara Pilbara Nitrates – an ammonium
nitrate plant based in the Burrup
Peninsula – to ensure emissions from its
plant do not adversely affect the vast
collection of petroglyphs.

The investigation follows a request
from the Environment Minister to review
the environmental conditions for the
facility.

The ammonium nitrate production
facility is located within the King
Bay/Hearson Cove Industrial Estate on
the Burrup, about 13km north west of
Karratha.

Murujuga Aboriginal Corporation
(MAC) said it welcomed any moves
towards stricter conditions on the
ammonium nitrate plant on the Burrup
Peninsula to better protect the area’s
ancient rock art.

Murujuga Aboriginal Corporation chief
executive Peter Jeffries said the
traditional owners welcomed stricter

environmental conditions for industrial
operations in the area.

“These petroglyphs are recognised as
being globally significant, and are a vitally
important link to Aboriginal culture, history
and stories,” he said.

Mr Jeffries said MAC was encouraged
by the minister’s interest in protecting the
unique rock art.

“While we accept that there is
industrial development on the Burrup, we
want the Government to commit to doing
everything possible to ensure that

emissions do not have any effect on the
rock art,” he said.

“We are hopeful that the government
will consider advocating for the
introduction of a whole-of-industry
standard on emission control on the
Burrup.”

Mr Jeffries said MAC was calling for
future industrial development to be
established at the nearby Maitland 
Estate rather than the Burrup Peninsula,
to provide further protection for the
ancient rock art.

Parliamentary
Joint Select

Committee on Constitutional
Recognition of Aboriginal and
Torres Strait Islander Peoples
will continue its rolling
hearings throughout Australia

and wants to hear from you.
The Committee has

already conducted hearings
at Barunga, Halls Creek,
Fitzroy Crossing, Kununurra,
Broome and Canberra and
will conducting further
hearings in Dubbo (July 2),
Sydney (July 3-4), Adelaide
(July 5) and Perth (July 6).

The Committee has heard
from organisations and

individuals about how
constitutional recognition of
Aboriginal and Torres Strait
Islander peoples might be
implemented. The Committee
is interested in hearing from
more witnesses about the
design of the Voice proposal
including proposals for
constitutional change which
emerged from the Uluru
Statement from the Heart.

These include: Should the
Voice be national, regional or
local? How should its
members be chosen? What
functions should it have?

To make a submission on
these issues, email
jsccr@aph.gov.au. The
Committee is due to present
its interim report to Parliament
on July 30 and the final report
on November 29.

PEOPLE heading to the
Garma Festival in Gulkula,
north-east Arnhem Land,
this year will have the
opportunity to undertake

workshops in language 
and culture.

Charles Darwin University’s College of
Indigenous Futures, Arts and Society, with
the Australian Indigenous Language
Institute, will hold two short, intensive Yolŋu
language and culture courses in July ahead
of the festival.

Yolŋu Studies lecturer Brenda
Muthamuluwuy said it was important to
have an understanding of language and
culture when visiting Indigenous
communities in the Northern Territory.

“Like all communities, communication is
central to Indigenous communities,” the
Birrkili Gupapuyŋu woman said.

Ms Muthamuluwuy said that learning
Yolŋu was a little different to what people
might expect.

“Understanding the kinship beliefs of
Yolŋu is vital to learning the language,” she
said. “During the workshops students will
learn about kinship, law and culture,
vocabulary and pronunciation.

“I am really proud to be able to share my
language and hear the students speaking
Yolŋu. It really opens the door to many
opportunities to improve communication.”

Linguist Cathy Bow said the workshops,
to be held in Darwin, were available to
anyone who wanted to become more
familiar with Yolŋu language and culture.

“Whether you wish to learn more about
Yolŋu speaking people in your workplace or
want to prepare yourself to get the most out
of your Garma experience, the workshops

are an opportunity to become familiar with
the language and culture of one of
Australia's First Nations people,” she said.

The four-day intensive language
learning workshop Yolŋu Mala Waŋgany:
Yolŋu are One will run from July 23-26 

from 9am to 1pm. 
They will encourage participants to

familiarise themselves with Gurrutu kinship
systems, basic grammar, useful phrases,
pronunciation, spelling and everyday
vocabulary of the Yolŋu language

The one-day workshop Yol Yolŋu? Who
are Yolŋu?: Introduction to Yolŋu language
and culture will be held on July 31 from
9am to 4pm.

SOME Aboriginal
and Torres Strait
Islander people are
paying for four or
five funeral

insurance policies for
their families. 

Even children have been
signed up for plans.

Yet consumer advocates warn
payday loans and rent-to-buy rip-
offs are an even bigger financial
issue for Indigenous people.

The banking royal
commission’s next public 
hearing includes a focus on
financial issues affecting
Indigenous Australians, with
funeral plans featuring.

But the Indigenous Consumer
Assistance Network (ICAN)
believes it is a missed opportunity,
with payday loans and consumer
leases not being probed as 
they fall outside the royal
commission’s parameters.

“It’s been a bit disappointing,”
ICAN chief executive Aaron Davis

said. “It’s just a bit limited in 
its scope.”

Consumer groups have been
lobbying for tighter standards for
small amount credit contracts 
but Mr Davis said the legislation
has stalled.

ICAN operations manager Jon
O'Mally said the financial impact
from payday and fringe lenders
and consumer leases was huge in
Indigenous communities.

“The risk of homelessness is
very high, of social and family
breakdowns is very high,
electricity disconnections – all
those other things that are
essential are being put aside
because of the pressures from
debt collection or creditors
hounding them for money,” 
he said.

Consumer advocates say
some insurers have exploited the
importance of funeral 
ceremonies in Aboriginal culture 
to sell unsuitable funeral 
insurance plans.

The Department of 
Human Services has stopped
funeral insurance providers from
using its Centrepay bill paying
service for people receiving
Centrelink payments.

But Mr O’Mally said there was
still a big market push for funeral
insurance, which was heavily
advertised on television.

“People don’t realise and they
just get more insurance,” he said.

“Overinsured”  
“People are overinsured, so to

speak, for funeral insurance.”
Mr Davis said banks had

tightened lending standards
affecting Indigenous Australians
over the past decade, but 
people have been pushed into
fringe lending.

Mr Davis said ICAN often finds
people with payday loans and
consumer leases end up with a
large number of bank fees such
as dishonour fees.

“The banks actually make 

quite a bit of money off those
services as well.”

The royal commission hearing,
which began in Brisbane on
Monday before moving to Darwin
in its second week, will look at
farming finance and natural
disaster insurance in addition to
Indigenous financial issues.

Changes to banking 
structures have led to the
exclusion of many Indigenous
people from access to financial
services, a Deakin Business
School study has revealed.

The study by financial
economics researcher Michael
D’Rosario shows reduction to the
number of bank branches and
services in rural areas has left
many Indigenous communities
without access to the banking
facilities most Australians take 
for granted.

“Australia’s Indigenous peoples
are among the most underbanked
of any indigenous population in
the world,” Mr D’Rosario said.

“While the Banking Royal
Commission continues to reveal
wide-ranging instances of
customer service that can 
only be described as deeply
disappointing, our Indigenous
communities are struggling to get
any service at all.

“The lack of access to banking
sector guidance and general
financial support puts them at an
inherent disadvantage to all
others, with generations 
having little to no experience of 
a bank.

“Imagine not being able to
access banking branch service
support, or utilise payment
services provided by banks. 

“This puts people at an
inherent disadvantage as they
cannot develop credit histories
and use borrowing services in
times of need or to purchase
property. 

“These services are things that
most of us take for granted.”

How good is it to see Victoria move
a step closer to treaty?
But, how disappointing is it to see

the newly elected South Australian
Government walk away from the treaty
negotiations that many Aboriginal
people have contributed to in that state?

While the Koori Mail understands that
in some quarters in Victoria there are
concerns that the treaty process is too
close to Government and that Aboriginal
clans need to have more of a 
structural role, surely now that the
legislation has passed, those issues can
be properly addressed by everyone
involved.

The framework is there in Victoria for
a treaty – or treaties – and that
deserves to be celebrated.

It’s clearly not the final step or a 
cure-all for the issues faced by Victorian
First Nations people.

But it does provide hope.
As Gunditjmara woman Jill

Gallagher, the Victorian Treaty
Commissioner, said:

“It’s about that true recognition. It’s
about truth-telling. It is about reparation.
It has to be about reparation,” she said. 

“We all have different points of view,
not only in the Aboriginal community 
but also in the white community and
also in Government.

“The representative body, their task
is to set up this treaty framework but
their other task is to bring along the
community with them.”

So let’s hope the representative body
in Victoria does exactly that.

In South Australia, however, while it’s
tempting to lay the blame squarely at
the feet of the Marshall Liberal
Government, Narungga Elder Tauto
Sansbury is bang on the money when
he says the previous Labor Government
could have done more (see story,
page 5).

“The Labor government should have
started the process about three years
before they did because they were in
control for the last 16 years and it was a
rushed process right at the end leading
up to the election,” he said.

“It didn’t give us much hope.” 
It’s the same old story: one

government starts something, gets
rolled, new government throws away all
the work.

Is it any wonder that so many
Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander
people are supporting the call for a
Voice to our Federal Parliament to be
enshrined in the Constitution, so that
important progress isn’t simply
abandoned because of a lack of 
political will?

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JONDAYAH Martin (pictured)
was used to doing well at
school.

Growing up on Thursday
Island in the Torres Strait as

the daughter of a teacher, she
earned high marks all through

primary school, especially for English.
It’s one of the reasons why she received

a Yalari Scholarship to attend one of
Queensland’s boarding schools, following
in her mother’s footsteps to St Margaret’s
Anglican Girls School in Brisbane.

“It was a huge change,” Jondy said.
“From running around barefoot on TI in a
singlet and basketball shorts to a
mainstream city school where I had to wear
brown polished shoes and a panama hat
every day.

“But the memory that really stands out is
the day I got my first mark back from my
English teacher: It was a ‘C’.

“I was shocked. I’d gone from being one
of the smartest kids in my class to
someone who was struggling
academically.”

Jondy’s mother, Michelle Martin, runs
the Montessori program at Tagai Primary

School on Thursday Island. She was the
first woman in her family to go to university
and was determined to set Jondy on that
same educational pathway. You can almost
hear Michelle speaking through her
daughter as Jondy relates how she refused
to let that disappointing English mark
define her.

“I wasn’t going to let that ‘C’ be the
measure of how much potential I have or
what I can achieve,” Jondy said.

“Having a mother who works in
education – who always talked to me about
having a ‘growth mindset’ – made me
realise that this is one of those situations
where you really have to push yourself.

“And so I reached out, asked for help
and got involved in all the opportunities that
St Margaret’s offered.

“I signed up for debating, I played
hockey and basketball, I ended up on the
School Council and went on a student
exchange to live in Japan for a few months.

“By the time I reached Year 10, I’d
pushed my grades up to a comfortable A/B
average and was confident in my ability to
articulate what I wanted to say and do what
I wanted to do.”

The other challenge for Jondy was to
stay connected to her culture.

“Culture is part of everything in the
Torres Strait,” she says. “It’s embedded
into the school curriculum and part of
everyday life. Even at church, we sing
Islander songs in language.

“It also extends to respecting our
Elders and being surrounded by family, so
it’s a very comfortable way to grow up.

“As a teenager in Brisbane, it was easy
to get caught up with the latest trends and
what was happening at school. When I’d
go home, my friends would see the
change in me. They’d say, ‘You’re not
Torres Strait Islander anymore.’

“It was really hard, and I realised that, if
I wanted to hold onto that cultural
connection, I’d have to fight for it. It has
been a process of learning to walk
between two worlds.”

Jondy’s transition to university life has
been a lot easier. She started at Bond
University at the start of the year after
receiving one of Blue Sky Alternative
Investments’ Indigenous Scholarships to
study Communication.

“I’ve only been on campus one

semester but I’ve already got a really cool
group of friends here,” she said.

“There’s a strong feeling of family – that
we’re all empowering each other and that
one person’s accomplishment is an
achievement for all.

“Most importantly, we all have that
crucial drive and ambition; we’re all here
because we know that the only way to get
what we want is through education.

“I’m so grateful for the opportunities
that St Margaret’s and the Yalari
Scholarship gave me and now the
generosity of Blue Sky Alternative
Investments.”

As for a highlight of her first few months
at Bond? That’s easy:

“I came first in class in two subjects
and received a Dean’s Award for
Academic Excellence. I didn’t even know if
I could go to university but here I am,
loving every minute of it, studying
something that I’m passionate about, and
topping my classes.

“I never expected that would happen,
and it was a really big deal for that little girl
who was so upset when she got a ‘C’ on
her English paper.”

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THE Quandamooka Festival has launched its
annual three-month festival season with Yura! on
Minjerribah (North Stradbroke Island) in south
east Queensland.

This year, festival-goers experienced a traditional
smoking ceremony by songman Joshua Walker as he lit the first
jalu (fire) with native plants and led a cleansing ceremony of
healing. 

Mr Walker said Quandamooka people have survived off the
land and waters for thousands of years.

“We only take and use what we need to survive. This is the
way we’ve always done it,” he said.

“Our land and waters are sacred and our animals have
always held special importance to us. This is how we’ve
survived and taken care of the land and animals, and how we
take care of our mother earth.”

Cultural and sustainable tourism will be highlighted
throughout the three-month festival, with participants being
invited to honour the Quandamooka people’s care for country
and wildlife.  

Quandamooka chief executive Kieron Anderson was on site
cooking up a fusion of modern and native bush-inspired foods,
plus there was live music and workshops to suit the entire
family. Youth was a major focus of ‘Yura!’ this year with beat-
boxing and skateboarding workshops, and children’s art and
crafts with face painting and canvas printmaking. 

Quandamooka Festival creative director Avril Quaill
incorporated this year’s theme, ‘jalu’, into each signature event.

“The Quandamooka people’s knowledge of and respect for
nature’s power is revealed in our region’s geology; celebrated in
artistic expression and continued in contemporary Aboriginal
cultural practices,” she said.

“Jalu ignites our winter festival season as we explore, share
and celebrate across the Quandamooka Coast.”

RE: Continuing environmental
damage from Cod Releases in
the Richmond and Clarence
Rivers and areas like
Buccarumbi at the top of the
Manning.

Following years of local
lobbying to no avail, I now write
to you as an Elder on Country, in
relation to the destruction of our
waterways in defiance of
legislation, by the release
programs of Eastern Cod in the
waterways, on my Country.

While the decimation of this
species by unfettered population
growth has been a tragedy, the
current mismanagement plans
destroy the local environments
and ecologies for the sake of
trying to protect one species (the
Eastern Cod). 

In most cases these fish have
been introduced to waterways
where they have never been
before. 

They’ve decimated the mullet,
the Penney turtles, platypus,
snakes, lizards and ducks to
name a few. 

In one instance recently,
introduced cod attacked a 14-
stone man at Buccarumbi a few
months ago. 

The cod are looking for 
new food sources in their new
environments. 

Introducing cod into mullet
breeding areas has been and is
an ongoing tragedy. 

Mullet fingerlings swim on the
surface, the introduced cod live
on the bottom. 

The cod attack the fingerlings
from underneath, as an unnatural
predator, the mullet have no
chance and are vacuumed up by
the cod. 

The impacts from the
introduced cod are felt all the
way through our local rivers and
food chains to our oceans. 

Our sea mullet runs have all

but stopped now. The loss of this
ocean food source starves our
oceans. These fish, animals and
natural food sources are
disappearing right across my
country.

These waterways are dying.
Further to this, early in these

days of community groups’ and
Fisheries’ cod fingerling releases,
these releases were found to be
contrary to environment and
unsustainable due to the small
genetic pools involved in these
releases. 

The remnants of that failed
experiment remain in the
Richmond and Manning rivers,
still holding excess numbers of
introduced cod.

The current Environment
Protection Act reflects the first
environmental act of Australia,
the Clean Waters Act 1971.
Simple motherhood statements:
Nil discharge to Land, Nil
discharge to Air. 

Local Government is
supposed to enforce that act. 

As motherhood statements
they are all encompassing. Nil
discharge to water means adding

nothing, no putting anything in he
water. Beyond that, Council is to
register, monitor and license any
chemical, biological or noxious
discharges to our waterways with
management plans and 
reduction campaigns. 

Noxious introductions are
creating ecological disasters for
our children’s future. 

Balanced habitat remediation
is needed as an overall plan. 

Yet state government is
destroying waterways with
fingerling releases in areas that
have never held cod before. 

All while receiving income
from recreational fishing licenses.
Releasing cod into sensitive
waterways with little or no
competent environmental
assessment is destroying
waterways, habitats and 
marine life.

We need an immediate
resolution to this issue. We need
these stocking programs to
consider whether these release
areas’ ecology can handle the
cod, as it obviously isn’t now. 

We need remedial culls in
program areas immediately, the

removal of fishing bans in others. 
This program has long

historical issues of failure 
since its inception. 

It’s past time we recognised
that these artificial stocking and
breeding programs have and are
creating a lot more issues than
they are resolving. 

While protecting the cod these
programs are currently
destroying habitats, our animals
and local marine and waterways
ecologies.

With community support we
need to address the balance,
quality and natural biodiversity of
our waterways and oceans that
support us all. 

These practices cannot
continue. We must remediate the
damages of the past and ensure
they never happen again.

Githabul Elder Artie Williams believes the introduction of freshwater eastern cod into new
waterways is causing serious detrimental effects to indigenous species including mullet, turtles,
platypus, snakes, lizards and ducks. 

Time to stop the cod
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WESTERN Australia’s youth justice
system has been crumbling under
successive governments for a long

time, and while last month brought two
promising moves for change, this has yet to
translate to reality for WA’s children
suffering in the system.

On May 11, the WA Government
announced the rollout of ‘Target 120’, which,
although it’s light on detail, at first glance
looks like a positive program.

Target 120 aims to support up to 300 WA
young people and their families with the
difficulties they face in their young lives, like
substance abuse, domestic violence, low
school attendance and mental health
issues. 

The program’s aim is that young people
then wouldn’t spiral to the point of offending
and being locked up – a win/win for young
people and the broader WA community.

The same day, WA announced the rollout
of the long-awaited Custody Notification
Service so that police must inform the
Aboriginal Legal Service every time an
Indigenous child or adult is taken 
into custody. 

In the two decades a similar service has
been running in NSW, only one Indigenous
person has died in custody.

While both these programs were
welcomed that Monday morning, hours later
we had a stark reminder of the damaging
reality of the youth justice system for those
young people suffering in it right now. 

That afternoon, a Maori teenager in
Banksia youth detention centre had his
application approved to transfer to 
adult prison. 

It is shocking that Banksia has been so

harmful for this young person he would
rather be sent to harsh, maximum-security
Hakea Prison with adults, than suffer
another day in Banksia.

His story is one of institutionalisation and
brutalisation in WA’s youth justice system.

He has been locked up for over a year in
the so-called ‘Intensive Support Unit’ (ISU),
in forced separation from the general
population in Banksia. 

The name of the Unit is misleading,
because what it has done for this teenager
is the opposite of support. 

The WA Inspector of Custodial Services
recently labelled the Unit “a highly
inappropriate and counter-therapeutic
environment to house young people who
are, or had been, acutely mentally unwell.”

Within the Unit, the teenager has been
held in a cell no bigger than a car 
parking space. 

He sleeps on a thin plastic mattress on a
metal bed, and takes his daily exercise
within a cage.

His mother told me that, when she visited
her son, even on 40-degree days, he wore a
jumper to hide his self-harm scars.

The Inspector is currently investigating
serious allegations of this teenager’s abuse
in this unit, including excessive use of force
and restraints; limited access to a
psychologist and education; denial of
access to a shower; having to ‘earn’ the use
of bedding materials; and having to kneel for
his food or be fed through a grill in the door. 

Perhaps most seriously, it is alleged he
was held in solitary confinement for up to a
fortnight, a breach of WA’s Young Offenders
Act 1994 and the United Nations Rules for
the Protection of Juveniles Deprived of 
their Liberty.

These allegations follow decades of

damaging treatment of children in Banksia. 
In 2015 to 2016, there were a staggering

13,000 strip searches, with kids as young as
10 made to strip naked in front of adult staff.
Out of all those searches, only 10
contraband items were found.

On top of this, the Telethon Institute
found earlier this year that 90% of kids in
WA detention have a brain injury. 

What these kids need is health care, not
a criminal record.

Clearly, the system is not working, with a
recent Productivity Commission report
finding that more than half of children
released from WA detention were locked up
again within a year. 

It is vital that WA stops hurting kids, and
switches to a therapeutic approach.

This is particularly crucial for Indigenous
children, who make up seven out of 10
children in Banksia, and with WA having
Australia’s highest overrepresentation of
Indigenous children in detention.

The WA Government must support
Indigenous children to thrive, through
innovative Indigenous-led programs such as
the Wirrpanda Foundation in Perth and the
Kimberley’s Yirriman Project.

Childhood is such an important time,
when kids are shaped into the adults they
will become.  

All kids make mistakes – that’s a normal
part of childhood. It’s how we learn. 

Children need to be around healthy
adults in a healthy community, so they can
learn from their mistakes with our guidance,
with our support, and with our love.

The system is crumbling

PEOPLE talk about
sophistication and the
wonderment of the Western

World and advancement. Having
travelled abroad a number of times
I can say that, yes, I have seen
things beyond my imagination, but
as Kamilaroi I also understand that
such sophistication comes at a
great price.

I remember, fondly, my teenage
years growing up in Inala. To the
outside world we probably didn’t
seem to have a lot, it was a bastion
of Aboriginal public housing and
my mother struggled to buy a
house on her income working as a
school teacher and doing the best
she could in troubling
circumstances.

As children we were pretty
much left to our own devices, not
through neglect, but as a single
mother my Mum would come home
after working all day, prepare
dinner and was exhausted. As
children we relied on other kids to
develop our social needs and
interaction and teach each other
about the world we lived in.

This included walking for hours
through bushlands, now gone
through housing development, at
the back of Inala separating other
housing commission areas that
supported our communities
including Woodridge, Gailes,
Redbank and Goodna. Though
living in separate suburbs, some
more than a 30 minute drive apart,
we all knew each other. The
families associated with each
community grew up as part of a
wider extended family.

That extended family got to
know one another even more
intimately through kinship ties,

which established further
connection to missions and other
communities. In Inala, Cherbourg,
Wooribinda, Stradbroke Island and
my own community of Toomelah
were all represented. This
extended community became my
first sense of family and Aboriginal
identity all established under the
banner of Brisbane Blacks, a term
made famous by the band Mop
and the Dropouts.

Today, we have social media,
where we are reconnecting to one
another and extended families. But
for my generation it also highlights
what we have lost. We already had
connection, when ‘Who’s your mob
and where do you come from?’
actually meant something and we
would reply, sharing family names,
kinship ties and knowledge and

history of ourselves and each
other.

I was a “Waters, from St
George, originally from Toomelah,
old Euaraba”. Other mobs would
reply, “I am a Coolwell, Mununjali
Yaggera from Minjeerribah,
Stradbroke, Meanjin, Brisbane and
Beaudesert.” The family names
were as endless as the
communities we represented and
maintained a connection first
established over 60,000 years ago. 

What I am seeing now as I
travel is a world being established
for another culture entirely. People
don’t speak to one another and we
become further disconnected.
Now, at the airport, you check
yourself in, tag and weigh your
own luggage. The airline staff that
are there have become proficient
at making little to no eye contact
and directing you to the self-serve
machines.

There is no “How are you?”. I
watch those people who strut in on
their mobile phones, already
checked in. Tags printed, they
throw bags on conveyor belts and
walk off, having made no eye
contact or acknowledging any of
the thousands of people around
them.

I always observe groups of
Brown people, Samoan, Maori and
Islander, who, like us, come from
extended families and
communities. We all appear a little
lost, we smile at each other, talk
about the lack of service and joke
that “One day we will be even
flying the plane as well,” as the
Gabaas White fellas come and go,
not talking to anyone in a world
that suits their lack of extended
family and community as

individual, materialistic beings.
I watched the documentary

Gurrumul during a recent flight, a
film that offers a rare insight into
the life of this beautiful musician.
The opening voiceover states that
he represented a bridge between
two different worlds, Balanda and
Yolngu, White fella and Black fella.  

The divide between both these
Black and White worlds comes to a
head when Gurrumul misses a
flight to the USA, a trip that would
have secured his financial future,
including a meeting with the people
behind the Letterman show.

We learn that Gurrumul was not
driven by success, as understood
by the Western world. This is no
romantic notion but the reality of a
man initiated into the Yolngu world.
His destiny was to become a
songman for the storylines and
Dreaming paths of his people,
representing his own ancient
culture in a modern world, so
brilliantly described by his aunty
Gurruwiwi:

“He is making it easier for the
world to understand. And he’s
making it new. The world wants to
know more about him. Closing
their eyes, and opening their
hearts, they will see him,” she
says.

Gurrumul was brought up
learning the stories and history of
his people, through song and
dance, the rhythms of life and
nature shaping his musical ear and
sensibilities all of which become
the priority of the film and his last
album after having missed the
plane. 

We see the show of affection
those in his community still hold for
him through a series of touching

and heartbreaking scenes that
build towards the initiation of a
young nephew, which he wasn’t
willing to miss while being in the
US. The film is very clear about
what is important. “The future is
nothing more than a shadow of
yourself and who you are,” his
aunty says, words that have stayed
with me.

The White fellas who have
managed his journey into
international stardom step into his
world at this point. There is a lot of
money lost with contract
obligations not being met in the
US, to the unhappiness of
promoters. “I hope Gurrumul
knows who his great-great-great-
grandfather is, because that is how
long it will be before another
Yolngu is given the same
opportunity, 500 years,” the angry
voice says before slamming down
the phone.

There is no doubt that Gurrumul
knows who his great-great-great-
grandfather is, I wonder if the
White promoter knows his.

Instead of money those White
fellas who have worked and gotten
to know Gurrumul, connected with
him, his family, culture and
community, are more concerned
that the relationship they have built
may be over. 

That in introducing his talent to
the world they have somehow
offended him and it is this
relationship, not as manager and
artist but as brothers that drives
the conclusion of the film.

There just may be some hope
for us after all.

What happened to our connection?
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THIS month,
about 1000
people turned
out to
remember the

murder of 28
Aboriginal people at

Myall Creek, in northern NSW.
It’s been 180 years since the

Myall Creek massacre but still
people came by the busload
from across the country to mark
the historical incident.

The New England Regional
Art Museum (NERAM) in
Armidale held workshops and
an art exhibition, Myall Creek
and Beyond, and the University
of New England held a

symposium in the lead up to the
180th anniversary. NERAM
director Robert Heather said all
of the events had a huge
turnout of people from all over
the country.

“People are starting to see
Myall Creek as something you
have to do at least once in your
life,” he told the Koori Mail.

“It’s like going to Gallipoli. It’s
so important to come and
commemorate the people who
lost their lives in the 
Frontier Wars.”

Mr Heather said, while the
anniversary memorial was a
sombre occasion, it was just as
important to have discussions at

the symposium and art
exhibition, and to celebrate with
the country music festival,
which was held at Bingara.

“It was just as important to
celebrate the survival of
Gamilaroi culture as it was to
commemorate the lives that had
been lost,” he said. 

“Armidale is one of the
biggest communities in this
region and we wanted to be part
of this to show that it’s not 
just the smaller towns close to
Myall Creek that this memorial
is for. It’s an event of national
significance and people 
come from all over the country
to attend.”

N i c k y  W i n m a r  i m m o r t a l i s e d

THERE is no dispute that the image
of AFL legend Nicky Winmar lifting
his St Kilda jumper, pointing to his

chest and declaring he is black and proud
– to racist and hyped-up football fans – is
etched into the Australian conscience. 

What is unclear, is where the home will
be for the almost completed, bronze
statue depicting the iconic moment.

Winmar, a proud Noongar man,
envisages it going west to stand beside
the Swan River.

But, apparently the new Optus Stadium
adjacent to the river in Perth has gone
cold on the idea. Apparently St Kilda
Football Club chief executive Matt 
Finnis wants it at their Moorabbin
headquarters in suburban Melbourne and
apparently AFL boss Gillon McLachlan
says it might end up outside Etihad
Stadium in Melbourne.

Courageous
The man who took the photo on April

17, 1993, and fought for it to be
recognised, Wayne Ludbey, reckons the
MCG is appropriate, so Winmar can be
recognised for the courageous gesture
and its importance in Australian history, at
the home of football.

The statue was made possible with a
crowd-funding campaign by like-minded
footy tragics and advertising creatives
Alex Wadleton and Aaron Tyler, and has
attracted backing from the AFL. 

And the rush is on to see it unveiled
this football season. 

Wadleton and Tyler want the statue
wherever Winmar does. 

Wadleton says a Perth home honours
Winmar’s heritage, and would be a
reminder that the AFL is a national league.

It will be the first public statue of an
Aboriginal AFL player.

Once the mould is made, the only

practical reason why there can’t be more
than one cast, is money.

The spontaneous, dignified and proud
gesture was captured moments after the
final siren of a heated 1993 clash at
Victoria Park, between Collingwood and
St Kilda. 

It was the first time in 17 years St 
Kilda had defeated Collingwood on their
home turf.

Collingwood fans hurled vile and racist
abuse at Winmar and fellow St Kilda
player Gilbert McAdam even before the
match started, and continued through it. 

It egged them on to focus on what they
were there for. That day McAdam earned
three Brownlow votes, Winmar two. 

But enough was enough.
“Just the racial taunts got to me,”

explained Winmar.
After the siren he turned to the jeering

and hostile Collingwood cheer squad,
lifted his jumper, pointed to his chest and
told them he was proud to be black.

He was spat at and needed security
guards to be escorted out of the grounds.
Some Colllingwood supporters 
ripped up their memberships and 
walked out in disgust.

“It was like being bullied; it’s
dangerous. I left the game for six weeks. I
didn’t want to go back to footy. I just
wanted to get away from it. It was 
just hurtful.”

He had no idea a photo had been
taken of his dignified and warrior-like
stance, which he refers to as the 
“jumper lifting”.

Ludbey heard what Winmar had said
and knew he had captured a significant
moment. He raced back to The Age
newspaper headquarters to let his
colleagues know.

Ludbey labelled his efforts as awkward
and hysterical, comparing them to what it
might be like if he was trying to explain he
had discovered extra-terrestrial life.

“Something so left-of-field on the
sporting field,” he explained.

“A couple of mates tagged it on the end
of a story on page one, on a summary of
the round.

“They sent me home because I was
hysterical at about 8pm. A bit later I got a
call to say it would be small on the 
front page.”

It was published under the headline
‘Winmar: I’m black and I’m proud of it’.

“I’ve got guts”
The Sunday Herald Sun published a

photograph of the moment captured by
John Feder, but with a different
interpretation, under the headline I’ve 
Got Guts.

Ludbey recalls ABC’s Media Watch
doing a show on it, their research coming
out in support of him.

“People said I’d romanticised 
the moment.”

The then Collingwood president Allan
McAlister went on TV saying Aboriginal
people would be respected and admired
so long as they conducted themselves like
human beings. Even today the club’s
website refers to his comments as an on-
air ‘gaffe’. 

Ludbey, who describes his friendship
with Winmar as sharing a bond, claimed
St Kilda offered Winmar an extra $10,000
to silence his pride in his heritage. 

He’s proud to be black

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“St Kilda told Winmar and
McAdam not to bring their
personal problems into the club,
Winmar did not play for five
weeks.

“Not long after, the St Kilda
Football Club did a history. They
tried to infer (the stance) didn’t
happen.”

Ludbey believes the image
was not recognised for what it
was until 15 years later, when
The Age published a well
researched story.

“It changed the focus of what
happened and Nicky came out
and said, ‘I’m really proud of
what I did and I’m black and I’m
proud.’

“It suited other people to
confuse it.”

Ludbey, a career sports
photographer with the Herald
Sun, was gobsmacked, when
decades after the photo was
captured, right-wing columnist
Andrew Bolt was asked to
discredit it.

“I spent 24 years at the 
Herald Sun. I was picture editor
and I was sitting in a conference

and the editor asked him to do it. 
“He tried for over five weeks

to discredit the photograph – the
message and credibility.” 

He came up empty handed.
“On the 20th anniversary of

the photo, the AFL celebrated it,
and Nicky was celebrated as he
should be.”

Ludbey says 25 years later,
the message is as relevant as
ever. Many would agree.

“It’s still a redneck
wonderland.

“I’m rapt for Nicky. He’s finally
get some respect and love. It’s
the most courageous thing I
have seen on the sporting field
ever.

“One can only imagine what
he’s been through. I love him to
bits. He’s a good man.”

Unintentionally for Winmar,
the spontaneous moment
captured by Ludbey propelled
him from a football star to a hero
for his people, and beyond.

It started the ball rolling in
speaking up against racial
vilification in sport. By 1995 the
VFL (now the AFL) had

introduced a code of conduct
aimed at stamping out racist and
religious vilification.

It is obvious Winmar does not
always sit comfortably with the
limelight cast upon him.

“You look at other athletes
throughout the world, Black
Americans, when they were
running, they stood up to racism
as well.

“I did it for a reason. The
photo stands for itself, for the
person I am, standing up for my
rights. It’s going to be there for
many more years to come.”

This year Rule 35 in the AFL
Player Rules, which outlines the
code’s Racial and Religious
Vilification Policy, is under
review, based on issues still
faced and to ensure that it stays
up to date with 
changing expectations.

“You still hear it in the crowd,”
says Winmar.

“It’s starting to change, as
soon as you get a phone onto
someone saying it they’re easy
to pick up, easy to get and tell
them not to 
come back.”

While the significance of the
enduring moment in 1993 and its
influence is humbling, Winmar
also wants to
be remembered
for his 
sporting
achievement. 

After all, at
the age of 21,
and the ‘size of
a little whippet’,
he snuck out of
town, flying
from Perth to Melbourne under
the name of John King and
started training with St Kilda.
Once he got there he rang his
parents – they thought he was
joking.

Away from his family, often
homesick, and racially vilified
while just wanting to play footy,
he dedicated himself to a 12-
year football career at the
highest level, training virtually
every day.

“It’s just amazing how fit we
used to be. I did play other
games of footy, another 250
games. They always remind me
of the one game,” he told the

Koori Mail. “But it is an important
day of my life and our people’s
life.”

He said it feels good when
people remind him he wasn’t just
“an average man” who “lifted his
jumper”.

“Nineteen years ago I retired,
and they still remind me of how
good a player I was. It sort of
shows maybe I was a good
player,” he says chuckling
humbly.

“I reckon I did alright. People
enjoy saying hello and I always
say hello.”

He goes down as the 12th
highest goal kicker in St Kilda’s
history (who he still follows and
predicts will be premiers in
2020), the club’s best and fairest
on two occasions, was inducted
into the Western Australian
Football Hall of Fame in 2009
and was named in the top 21
Noongar players of all time. In
all, he played 251 VFL/AFL
games, 230 for St Kilda and 21
for the Western Bulldogs, as well
as 58 in Western Australia’s top
competition for South Fremantle
Seniors in his younger years.

Winmar was also inducted
into the St Kilda Hall of Fame in
2003 and named in their team of

the century, as well as the AFL
Indigenous Team of the Century.

Not bad for the boy from
Pingelly, southwest of Perth,
who confessed to being not very
good at the sport when he
started and resembling a “little
drowned rat” running about
getting cold. 

He talks just as fondly of his
days shearing sheep and
hunting rabbits.

Regardless, Winmar was so
overwhelmed at the honour of
the statue being made, that
when he visited sculptor Louis
Laumen’s studio to approve a
half-size model last month, it

bought tears to his eyes.
He was expecting someone

might jump out to reveal it was
all a prank or a joke recorded for
TV.

“Now that I’ve seen it, I just
say well, it is going to happen,
and it’s going to go back to Perth
where I’m from.

“I’m happy for it to go back
home. I’m from Western
Australia and so is my family.

“The family are happy, but
they’re still in a bit of shock like I
am. On the Swan River it will be
beautiful. There’s a new bridge,
new facility, a new footy oval
there.”

Winmar told the Koori Mail he
is keen to learn more of his
traditional lingo before the
unveiling. He hopes his children
and grandchildren will be there
too. ‘Moorditj Woori’, meaning
solid or strong man are the first
words that come to his mind.

The man who comes from the
Wilman family, the fire people,
ponders the statue with his
totem, the djidi djidi (willy
wagtail), sitting on his shoulder,
clothed in a lap lap, or a
kangaroo skin around his
shoulders, and holding a
boomerang .

The bronze statue
will be one and a half
times life size and
weigh around 300
kilograms. The final
sculpting touches were
being made as the
Koori Mail went to
press, ready for bronze
casting at the foundry in
a week or two. The

words to be inscribed on the
plinth it will be mounted on are
being written. 

The finished product has a
lifespan of around 20,000 years.
It is mind-boggling thought; one
Winmar had not contemplated
before.

“20,000 years … it’s nice
scenery there, the Swan River,
Derbarl Yerrigan, means 
Swan River.”

The AFL’s head of inclusion
and social policy Tanya Hosch
said a decision abuot where the
statue will sit could be made
soon. She hopes it will be
unveiled in 2018.

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THE man who was the first
Aboriginal principal of
Cherbourg State School, Dr
Chris Sarra, has been
appointed director-general of

the Queensland Department of
Aboriginal and Torres Strait

Islander Partnerships (DATSIP). 
A proud Queenslander, Aboriginal man and

educator, Dr Sarra has dedicated his career to
influencing policy reform in education and
beyond. Having led positive change and the
pursuit of excellence in education, he has
continued to influence policy reform 
through the establishment of the Stronger
Smarter Institute.

Dr Sarra is currently Professor of
Education at the University of Canberra and
Founding Director of Strong Smart Solutions.
Queensland Premier Annastacia Palaszczuk
said the appointment followed a national
recruitment search and merit-based process.

“Dr Sarra is highly regarded for 
his work in pursuing more positive and
productive outcomes for Indigenous
communities,” she said. 

“As the first Aboriginal principal of
Cherbourg State School, he lead a high
performing school and community team which
dramatically transformed school attendance,

literacy and numeracy outcomes.
He has served on several boards including

as chair of the Stronger Smarter Institute, co-
chair of the Prime Minister’s Indigenous
Advisory Committee, commissioner of
Australian Rugby League Commission,
Cowboys NRL House and Queensland
Performing Arts Centre Trust.

His formal qualifications include a Diploma
of Teaching, a Bachelor of Education, Master
of Education, PhD in Psychology with
Murdoch University and an Executive Masters
in Public Administration from the Australia
New Zealand School of Government.

Dr Sarra will commence his new role in
August, replacing Tammy Williams.

THE Illawarra Aboriginal
Medical Service in
southern NSW marked
National Sorry Day with
a family event. 

The community came
together to remember and

commemorate the members of the
Stolen Generations.

More than 200 community members
attended, including Elders, schools
and service providers. 

Local talent Olivia Talbot opened the
event with a welcome to country and
the national anthem in language. 

This was followed by
performances by Dale Wright on
didgeridoo, singing by brother and
sister duo Jude and Ebony, and
dancing by Cinnamon Twist 
Belly Dancers.

Illawarra schools presented artwork
representing their thoughts and
feelings of what Sorry Day meant to
them, along with Indigenous dance
routines and songs.

The Illawarra Aboriginal Medical
Service said the community 
gave great feedback, saying there was
great entertainment and they loved
seeing the local kids involved. Dale Wright performs for the crowd.

ON July 8, Australia
will have the
chance to watch
feature
documentary Wik

vs Queensland on
NITV as part of the

channel’s NAIDOC week
programming.

Wik vs Queensland tells the
story of the Wik Peoples of Cape
York and their native title claim in
the High Court of Australia. 

The documentary forensically
tracks the lead-up to the historic
High Court decision in December
1996, and the dramatic cultural

and political fallout that followed.
The documentary offers an

Indigenous perspective on those
momentous events.  

Descendants of the
courageous Wik leaders involved
in the case, Fiona Wirrer-George
Oochunyung, Maree Kalkeeyorta,
Keri Tamwoy, Janine Chevathun
and Phyllis Yunkaporta reflect on
the very personal toll the battle
took on their families and
community.

Joining the Wik voices are
notable Aboriginal people from
that moment in history, Noel
Pearson, Marcia Langton, Pat

Dodson, Frankie Deemal and
Peter Yu. 

Alongside the legal team of
Walter Sofronoff, James
Fitzgerald, Philip Hunter and
Adrian Duffy are interviews with
journalist Kerry O’Brien, former
Koori Mail editor Todd Condie, and
anthropologist Peter Sutton.

Woven around the interviews
are archive clips from the Lew
Griffiths Minamothu Library,
providing a first-hand view of the
turbulent time through rare, and
never-before screened footage.

Writer and director Dean
Gibson said Wik vs Queensland is

a film about power.
“It represents a snapshot into a

heightened moment in Australian
modern history that continued the
ongoing arm wrestle between
black and white Australia, and
between Canberra and Aboriginal
communities,” he said.

“It exposes the power shifts,
the politics of land, the 
tactics, the strategies and the
power of press, told from the
Aboriginal perspective.”

Producer Helen Morrison 
said never before had this story
been told in such depth, and 
with such authentic perspective

from the Wik people. 
“The aftermath of the High

Court decision and the way it
played out across politics and the
media, had far-reaching effects on
Aboriginal and Torres Strait
Islander communities across
Australia,” she said.

Wik vs Queensland is
produced by Bacon Factory Films,
Bent3Land Productions and
Freshwater Pictures.

It was commissioned by NITV
with principal production 
funding from Screen 
Australia and in association with
Screen Queensland.

Northern Haulage and
Diesel Services took home
Exceptional Indigenous
Business, Downing Mining
in partnership with
Blackwater PCYC was
awarded Best Company
Indigenous Employment
and Training Initiative, and
Best Company
Procurement Initiative
went to Origin. 

Queensland Resources
Council chief executive
Ian Macfarlane said the
awards, presented 
during Reconciliation
Week, broke records on
all fronts.

“These awards
continue to go from
strength to strength with
companies across all
commodities getting
involved and celebrating
excellence in Indigenous
participation in resources,”
he said.

“Now in its fifth year,
the awards received
record nominations,
record attendance and
record sponsorship. It is
our hope that award
winners will go on to be
ambassadors for the
sector, acting as role
models and encouraging
more Indigenous people to
join our industry.

“The awards are
designed to celebrate the
achievements of those
companies making a real
difference and to inspire
others to do the same.

“As a sector that
largely operates in
regional and remote
communities with high
Indigenous populations,
bridging the divide with
tangible opportunity is of
great priority.”

Mr Macfarlane said
Queensland’s resources
sector is providing 
more jobs and
opportunities for
Indigenous people.

“The state’s Indigenous
population is 4% and
current census data
shows the sector’s
Indigenous participation
has grown to 4%, which
places the sector as one
of the few industries with a
genuine representation,” 
he said. 

“Across Australia
mining was acknowledged
in the Closing the Gap
report this year with 6599
Indigenous Australians
employed by the mining
industry, which is an

GETANO Cloudy, 94,
is reportedly one of
only three surviving
members of the
famous World War II

Torres Strait Light
Infantry Battalion. 

Five generations of his family –
including a great-great-grandchild
just eight months old – came to Mr
Cloudy’s Townsville home when
Federal Coalition Leichhardt MP
Warren Entsch presented him with a
service medal recently.

His nephew Morris Cloudy
described Getano as the much loved
family patriarch and told of his life on
diver shell boats from the Torres
Strait to Swaine Reef Queensland.

“He was taken off the boats
forcefully for Army duty and it was
not conscription,” Morris said. “But
the army gave him confidence. After
the war he left the boat in the 1950s
under the Aboriginal Act and worked
for Queensland Rail until his
retirement.”

Mr Entsch described Getano as a
special man.

“I think there are only three of the

division alive and one is from Saibai
and the other from Bamaga,” he
said.

Mebai Warusam and Awaite Mau
are the other surviving members
according to information provided to
the Koori Mail. 

Getano spoke softly upstairs with
family and friends.

“I enlisted at Yam Island and it
was a really hard life,” he said.

Mr Entsch said that Horn Island
was the second most bombed place
in Australia after Darwin during the
war.

“A total of 880 Torres Strait
Islanders served in the Light Infantry
Battalion which celebrated its 75th
anniversary on Thursday Island in
March but Getano couldn’t be there,”
Mr Entsch said.

Getano was presented with a
memorial shirt from the 75th birthday
ceremony on TI during March.
Anthony Cloudy travelled from TI
and other family travelled from as far
away as Ipswich.

“Before the presentation, Getano
was telling me about the work
soldiers from the Light Infantry did
up on Green Hill on TI and many
other things they did,”  Anthony said.

NEW
technologies
can enhance
lives and
strengthen

remote
communities but poor

infrastructure and services
continue to create a digital
divide, according to a recent
forum on remote Indigenous
communications.

The Indigenous Focus Day
at the Broadband for the Bush
Forum in Darwin provided a
platform for more than 70 First
Nations producers, decision
makers and consumers to
share experiences and ideas
about the potential of digital
connectivity and to discuss
strategies to improve digital
inclusion. Indigenous Remote
Communications Association
(IRCA) general manager Daniel
Featherstone said the sday
highlighted the positive benefits
and opportunities of improved
digital access and proposed

solutions to closing the 
digital divide.

“Mobile and WiFi use is
increasing in remote
communities, often exceeding
data allowances, but the lack of
affordable access to digital
infrastructure and online
services in the bush continues
to be a roadblock to
development,” he said.

“Community-led innovative
and creative projects and ideas
were showcased at the forum.
We saw how community-based
content creation projects are
strengthening language, culture
and providing training and work
opportunities.

“Programs that provide
digital mentors and targeted
resources to improve skills and
awareness are having positive
outcomes.

“We heard how providing
improved internet can lead to
better opportunities for
enterprise development and
access to more affordable

products and services.
“What is evident is the 

need for better mobile coverage
and internet access in 
remote regions.

“Last year’s forum called for
Indigenous digital inclusion to
become a Closing the Gap
measure. 

“While we are waiting to see
the outcomes of the Closing the
Gap Refresh, participants this
year renewed the call for an
Indigenous digital inclusion
strategy. This is critical to help
improve health, education and
employment outcomes in
remote Australia.

“Policy makers need to
achieve a connected and
inclusive digital future for
remote regions, especially as
key government services move
to online delivery.

“This includes improving
issues of affordability, digital
literacy and cyber-safety, as
well as overcoming the
infrastructure deficit.”

NT Forum focusses on

their new development for
the Lismore Community
Garden, on Bundjalung
country in northern NSW.

The two dietician
students, from Griffith
University, have spent the
past 15 weeks in Lismore as
part of their placement. 

With the support of  a
number of organisations, the
project kicked off with the
community planting the first
stage of the native bush 
 food garden.

The University Centre for
Rural Health, Lismore
Community Garden, the
Bundjalung Elders Council,
Ngulingah Aboriginal Land
Council, Rekindling the Spirit
and Jullums Aboriginal
Medical Service all
supported Ms Jephcote and

Ms Henen on the project.
Ms Henen said the

garden is an opportunity to
deliver nutrition programs to
the Bundjalung community
and inspire healthy eating
and increased vegetable
consumption while fostering
cultural traditions. 

“Anyone can get involved
reconnecting with the culture
and enjoying the health
benefits,” she told the 
Koori Mail.

“This is a meaningful
project, reconnecting with
the traditional culture of bush
foods and the appreciation of
the First Nations people and
culture.”

The garden includes
flame tree, finger lime,
pigface, riberry, midgen
berry, native ginger and
native cinnamon. 

Ms Henen said these
particular plants were used
because they grow well in
the local area and are easy
to use.

There are plans for future
development with two more
stages to be planted over the

next few weeks. 
Organisers hope the

garden will be a place for
community members to
come and relax, socialise,
gather food and cook it up on
the bbq.

In the long term, the
garden will feature artworks
including totem poles,
donated by Lismore City
Council, and painted
mosaic tiles.

Jullums practice manager
Vickie McCreedie said it was
great to see the younger
generation reconnecting with
the traditional eating 
culture and educating them
about the benefits of 
eating healthy.

“It’s inspiring to see that
everyone wants the same
thing for this space,” 
she said.

“The kids can see how
their food is grown. They
learn from their Elders. 

“Kids will enjoy learning
about growing their own food
and they’ll be more likely to
eat it if they’ve had a hand in
helping to grow it.”

THE use of digital
technologies by Aboriginal
and Torres Strait Islander
people is taking off in
regional areas across

Australia with the support
of the Indigenous Digital

Excellence (IDX) Initiative’s 
Flint program.

Co-founded and designed by the
National Centre of Indigenous
Excellence (NCIE) and the Telstra
Foundation, the IDX Initiative aims to
unlock the opportunities the digital world
can provide to Indigenous people.

Workshops have been held recently
in Roebourne, Western Australia, Murray
Bridge, South Australia, and Tamworth,
NSW. 

IDX Flint manager Grant Cameron
said, on all the recent trips, the whole
community has embraced the
technology and become involved.

“We have had young people and
Elders out on country learning to
navigate country with the use of a drone
while the Elders share knowledge and
stories significant to the sites,” he said.

During the four-day program
participants learn a range of new skills,
including MIT Scratch computer
programming, robotics and 3D printing,
and virtual reality.

The Flint program provides support
for regional communities through
workshops for Indigenous youth, skills
development for local facilitators, and the
delivery of technology kits and
educational resources that remain within
the community following each workshop.

A major aspect of Flint’s objective is
to plant seeds for future engagement
with digital technologies in communities
while also leaving behind tools,
technology and practical know-how to
transfer interest into tangible outcomes
and projects. 

The team is also revisiting
communities to strengthen the program’s
work further by checking in with how
previously installed technologies and
projects are going. The Far North
Queensland community of Yarrabah, the
site of Flint’s first all-female workshop,
has already been revisited with future
trips to Birdsville, Lake Macquarie and
Broome planned for later in the year.

“A big part of our work is to ensure
the resources we provide, through the kit
and workshops, are matched to the
community’s needs,” Mr Cameron said.
“By revisiting and reconnecting with local
facilitators we can ensure they get the
support they need to implement their
ideas and continue to use the tech in
their community.”

Youth from Murray Bridge took part in a range of digital making workshops,
including robotics, virtual reality and drones.

ABORIGINAL people
vote in far lower
numbers than other
Australians. The
problem is at 

record low levels and
getting worse, a  

hearing was told.
The last federal, territory and

local elections within the last two
years involved an overall drop in
voter numbers in the Northern
Territory and in remote areas.

The problem was serious
enough to be regarded as
“undermining democracy” in the
Northern Territory, NT 
electoral commissioner Iain
Loganathan said at a parliament
estimates committee hearing into

public spending.
In the NT’s Arafura electorate,

for instance, just 49.2% of
registered voters actually voted at
the 2016 election. In the
NT there are about
26,000 people eligible to
be on the electoral roll
who are not, making voter
turnout far lower than the
official figures.

“If we are getting to a situation
of not having half the people voting,
it starts to undermine democracy,”
Mr Loganathan said.

Voter turnout in the NT in 2016
was 74% – compared to 91%
nationally – for the federal election
but that figure goes down to about
60% if you include those not

enrolled. It was about the same for
the Territory election also held in
2016, and, in last year’s local
government election, it fell from

70% to a record low 63% among
registered voters and from 49 to
31% – or three out of 10 people –
in regional areas. While the NT’s
size and demography created
issues, more relevant was the fact
that Aboriginal people felt
disengaged from the process and
the Australian and Northern

Territory Electoral Commissions
were split on how to tackle 
the problem.

“The view of the the Northern
Territory Electoral
Commission is the gap is
getting greater,” Mr
Loganathan said.

A University of
Tasmania/Larrakia Nation
study had found that

many Aboriginal people felt that
voting was “a waste of time
because nothing changes”,
disengagement was growing and
there was a lack of education and
understanding.

“There is no magic bullet to
solve this. I do think the way to do it
is have a face-to-face interaction

with Aboriginal electors and explain
to them what core democratic
principles are and what their role is
so that they can be informed in
voting,” Mr Loganathan said.

Chief Minister Michael Gunner
criticised the Australian Electoral
Commission at the Estimates
hearing over the fact that it had
moved most of its staff to Brisbane
so that its NT operations were
essentially being operated from
there. Mr Loganathan said a
proposal he put to the AEC to joint
fund a program to maintain the
electoral roll in remote areas to lift
the number of Aboriginal people
voting had been rejected in favour
of concentrated programs only at
federal election times. – AAP

Community begins in

The digital

AUS
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POLICIES affecting
Indigenous affairs
have been let down
by “serious flaws in
implementation and

delivery” according to
researcher and eastern

Arrernte man Dr Kevin Dolman.
The Perth-based analyst and

government advisor said that
reframing the 50-year-old
Indigenous affairs policy-making
approach could provide
increasingly positive outcomes for
Australia’s First Peoples.

Dr Dolman recently received
his PhD from Charles Darwin
University (CDU) and said his
research showed a systematic
problem of poor quality
administration at all levels 
of government.

“This is hindering the efficiency

and effectiveness of public
expenditure in Indigenous affairs,”
he said.  

“The administrative framework
I refer to in my research stems
from 1967 when a referendum
decided that the Commonwealth
and the states would share power
in administrating Indigenous
affairs.

“And that power-sharing
arrangement has had ‘dismally
poor returns to date’, which is a
quote from a 2010
Commonwealth Department of
Finance and Deregulation report.”

The report states: “In the
Indigenous area, more than any
other, there has been a huge gap
between policy intent and policy
execution, with numerous
examples of well-intentioned
policies and programs which have

failed to produce their intended
results because of serious flaws in
implementation and delivery.”

“What I’ve been trying to do
with my research is find out why
this is the case, given Australia
has one of the world’s best 
public service structures,” Dr
Dolman said. 

“My research revealed that
there are structural and cultural
bureaucratic barriers to holistic
government coordination and
community partnerships that can
be overcome with careful risk
analysis and planning.”

Dr Dolman, who has worked in
the Indigenous affairs sector for
25 years, said his research
highlighted the “good news” that
significant improvements could be
made to the wellbeing of
Indigenous communities by

ensuring a mindset of best
practice within the $30-plus billion
administrative system.

“There is a need to concentrate
on the fundamentals of good
policy development and
implementation and evaluation of
Indigenous expenditure,” he said.

“My research points to the
specific areas that need attention,
plus we need a clear and binding
statement of the national mission
that all parties in the system are
committed to.”

Dr Dolman said a seminar he
gave to the Department of Prime
Minister and Cabinet in 
Canberra outlining the findings of
his research was well-received
and promising. Dr Dolman’s thesis
was titled Dismally poor returns to
date –  A review of the Indigenous
affairs system.

THE revitalisation of
cultural fire
practices is
gaining
momentum

around the country. 
Now, the NSW

South Coast is set to host the
next National Indigenous Fire
Workshop from July 13-15. It will
be the first time this workshop will
be held outside of Cape York and
the three-day event will include
cultural fire masterclasses and a
Cultural Fire Day run by expert
Aboriginal fire practitioners from
around the country.

This year’s theme is ‘Healing
culture, people, and country with
the knowledge of fire’.

The National Indigenous Fire
Workshop continues the journey
of restoring fire pathways across
Australia, through strengthening
knowledge of cultural burning
practice on country.

Cultural burning is a term used
to describe burning practices
developed by Aboriginal people to
enhance the health of the land
and its people. Cultural burning
can include burning (or prevention
of burning) for the health of
particular plants, animals 
and country. 

Fire may be used to gain better
access to country, for fuel and
hazard reduction and to clean up
important pathways or to maintain
cultural responsibilities.

The workshop will be hosted
on Yuin country by the Djuwin
Mudjingaalbaraga Men’s Group
and the Bundanon Trust in
partnership with Aboriginal
cultural fire management groups,
Firesticks Alliance and Mulong
Productions.

Along with Cape York Natural
Resource Management, they are
working with the hosts to bring
together Aboriginal fire
practitioners, community
members and partner
organisations. The event is also
supported by many communities
and ranger groups who attend the
Cape York workshop every year.

A series of cultural fire
masterclasses will run over the
first two days at the Bundanon
Trust land reserve at Illaroo. 

The third day of the workshop
will be a Cultural Fire Day on
Sunday, July 15 for friends of the
Firesticks Alliance and the public
to celebrate cultural fire practice
on country.

Bundanon was gifted to the
Australian people by artist Arthur
Boyd in 1993, and is an important
refuge for threatened plants and
animals. It includes 1,100
hectares of bushland, including
Shoalhaven River frontage. Open
Day participants can experience
low intensity cultural burn
practices and a range of cultural
activities in this beautiful bush
setting.

In April, local men including
Elder Sonny Timbery and Noel
Webster gave cultural fire training
to the local community at Haunted
Point at Bundanon, teaching the
use of firesticks to create low
intensity cultural burns.  

Noel is a Yuin Walbanja man
and is a member of the Firesticks
community of practice. Noel is
passionate about reviving and
sustaining Aboriginal cultural
practices. 

“The Mudjingaalbaraga Men’s
Group are very proud to be
hosting this year’s National
Indigenous Fire Workshop here
on the South Coast,” he said. 

“We have been working
heavily with our young people to
revive our cultural fire knowledge,
and for them to have the
opportunity to share and gain
cultural knowledge with fire
practitioners from across Australia
in our own backyard will be an
invaluable experience for us.”

Firesticks Alliance director and
Bundjalung man Oliver Costello
shared his knowledge of how
cultural fire sustains culture,
landscapes and people. 

“Our workshops are about
respecting country,” he said. “Our
traditional cultures and identity
come from country, so we must

draw on these connections and
fulfil our obligations. Cultural fire
supports healthy country and
healthy people. We sustain each
other by sensing and responding
to country.”

Tagalaka descendant Victor
Steffensen is the director of
Mulong, and has delivered the
Indigenous Fire workshop in Cape
York since 2008 with support from
the ‘Importance of Campfires’
research project and in recent
years, Cape York Natural
Resource Management. Victor

established the cultural fire
workshops in Cape York with the
late Kuku Thaypan Elders Dr
George Musgrave and Dr Tommy
George. Along with Noel and
Oliver, Victor has been
instrumental in bringing the
workshop to the South Coast. 

“Sharing principles of reading
country to Aboriginal communities
abroad is the key to rebuilding our
fire knowledge and connection to
country,” he said.

Workshop spaces for the two-
day masterclasses are now fully

booked. Cultural Fire Day is a
family and community event.
Tickets are free for children under
16 years when accompanied by
an adult ticket-holder, and they
will need adult supervision. 

Organisers are looking forward
to a celebration of culture on
country, for all people who want to
learn regenerative hands-on fire
practices that create healthier
country and people.

THE Museum of
Contemporary Art
Australia (MCA)
and Art Gallery of
South Australia

(AGSA) will present
the first major survey of

works done by John Mawurndjul
from July 6 to September 23 at
the MCA in The Rocks, Sydney.

Mawurndjul is celebrated for
his mastery of rarrk (cross-
hatching) and his depiction of
djang (sacred sites), a tradition
shared by generations of
Kuninjku artists. 

Born in 1952, Mawurndjul lives
and works in Milmilngkan and
Maningrida in western Arnhem
Land. Since his first exhibition in
1982, he has become one of
Australia’s most recognised
artists. 

Bark paintings and sculptures
drawn from collections across the
world tell the stories of Kuninjku
culture and the locations
surrounding the artist’s home.

His work was included in the

exhibition Magiciens de la Terre at
the Centre Georges Pompidou
and Grande Halle de la Villette 
in Paris.

He was also the recipient of
the Clemenger Contemporary Art
Award in 2003, receiving the Bark
Painting Award at the National
Aboriginal and Torres Strait
Islander Art Award at the Museum
and Art Gallery of the Northern
Territory four times, and in 2010
was awarded an Order of
Australia.

Most recently he has received
the Red Ochre Award at the
Australia Council for the Arts’
National Indigenous Art Awards.

The collections of the MCA
and AGSA form the exhibition. 

Curators Nici Cumptson, Lisa
Slade, Natasha Bullock and
Clothilde Bullen said they hope
that through Mawurndjul’s art, and
the research that went into this
exhibition, audiences will gain a
understanding of the history and
culture of the Kuninjku people
and their country.

Time to travel with INTERSECT

A HISTORIC site in Sydney’s
western suburbs has been
honoured with arts project
Ngara – Ngurangwa
Byallara (Listen, hear, think –

the Place Speaks).
The initiative, run by Sydney’s

Museum of Contemporary Art and
Blacktown Arts, features work by
Indigenous artists Tony Albert and Sharyn
Egan and Moogahlin Performing Arts.

Their work addresses the history of the
site, the former Blacktown Native Institution,
which is one of the earliest examples of the
institutional removal of Aboriginal children
from their families.

It was established in 1823 as a
residential school to facilitate the ‘education’
of Indigenous children who had been
removed from their families. The site is
NSW Heritage Listed. The artists worked
together with local Aboriginal community
members to develop their work, which was
revealed at the opening event this month.
Perth-based artist Sharyn Egan said being
involved in the project had been special for
her because she was part of the Stolen
Generations.

“It was an honour to work on something
that represents such a big story,” the
Nyoongar woman told the Koori Mail.

“The flowers I’ve made for my installation
are quite big so hopefully people will notice
them and think ‘What are they for?’ and look
into the history of the place and find out 
what happened.”

Ngara – Ngurangwa Byallara is the third
arts initiative from the Blacktown Native
Institution Project, which was established to
acknowledge the history of the site.

Queensland artist Tony Albert worked
with Darug woman Julie Bukari Webb and
10 local young people and their families to
create Gubangala Gumadangyiningi,
honouring 10 of the children who 

lived at the institution.
Sydney’s Moogahlin Performing Arts

created a large-scale installation of the
Darug totem – the long necked turtle – in
collaboration with local community Elders
and families. Sharyn Egan worked with the
Baabayn Aboriginal Corporation and local
weavers to create a sculpture of seven
large-scale flannel flowers made of colourful
marine rope. Ms Egan said she chose to
work on flowers for her piece because they
seemed to represent all the emotions she
felt being involved in the project.

“We were asked to make a site-specific
work as a memorial to the children who
were taken from their families,” she said. “I
chose flowers because they represent the
loss of children being taken but flowers are
also pure, innocent and beautiful, which is
everything children are too.

“I worked with the local community to
decide on what flowers we would make –
we wanted it to be something local. We
decided on flannel flowers. To me, this work
represents a precious memorial.”

Ms Egan said she worked with the

Baabayn Aboriginal Corporation and
community members to make the 
large-scale flowers.

“The ladies at Baabayn started to make
the flowers, but then they had Sorry
Business so the flowers were finished by
other community members,” she said. “They
came to the opening event and it was such
an emotional experience. I can’t believe
how many people had an emotional
reaction to them. I’m so grateful to have
been involved in this project and have
worked with local community members.”

YOU can’t shut
me up. You
can’t shut me
out.

That’s the
name of Gabe

Wischki’s first solo
exhibition, being held at Logan
Art Gallery in south-east
Queensland, until July 21.

For Mr Wischki, who has
cerebral palsy, art is an
important way of
communicating and expressing
himself.

His mother, Semah Mokak-
Wischki, told the Koori Mail
that, because her son is non-
verbal, his art has become a
kind of voice for him.

“We’ve always gone to
exhibitions together,” the

Djugun Yawuru woman said.
“We love going to galleries.

It’s something you can do on a
weekend together. Then Gabe
started to paint a few years
ago. 

“We got him into an art class
at TAFE. Then things started to
get serious. We had paintings
in the shed, under the bed,
everywhere. 

“We counted all the
paintings up and we had 70 all
together.”

Mr Wischki started exhibiting
his works last year and Ms
Mokak-Wischki said the
opening night of his first solo
exhibition was a huge success.

“There were so many people
there,” she said.

“There must have been 40-
50 people. The room was full.
There were lots of people who

we knew, but there were lots of
people we didn’t know too.

“The title of the exhibition is
something that Gabe feels. He
understands what people say
even though he’s non-verbal
and a lot of people don’t pick up
on that.”

Two of Mr Wischki’s
artworks sold on the opening
night, and Ms Mokak-Wischki
said both she and her son are
‘flying high’ after the success.

“He’s just found what he
loves to do,” she said.

“People get discouraged
and think they can’t do things
but no matter who you are, no
matter your ability or disability,
you can do what you want to
do, and continue to do it.

“The opening night was just
fantastic. We are so chuffe. We
are so proud.”

ENGAGEMENT,
understanding and
connection are the
goals of a
successful four-

year-old cultural
exchange between a

Cape York community and a
bayside Melbourne 
Grammar school.

Brighton Grammar School
(BGS) headmaster Ross
Featherstone said the exchange
with the Pormpuraaw State
School, located on the western
side of Cape York, was a 
great thing.

“We work with the state school
in particular and bring students
from here back to our community,
so that they can learn a little bit
about how we go about things,” 
he said.

“It’s all about understanding,
enhancing and engagement.”

BGS program coordinator
James Hilditch said this year eight
Year 6 boys, to be followed by 15
Year Nine boys, would bring the
total number of participants from
the two schools to more than 65.

“We come for a cultural
immersion and predominantly our
aim is to connect the children from
our community with the children
from Pormpuraaw,” he said.

“So we bring the boys up and
then we put them in the classroom
to work with the younger year
levels and then we are available to
get involved in whatever's
happening in the community.

“We want our boys to have an
opportunity to learn about culture
and experience what it’s like on
country up here in a really genuine

way that connects them with other
people, to build empathy and
compassion for a really old and
important culture in Australia.”

Pormpuraaw State School
principal Anne Walsh said it was a
powerful experience.

“I’ve been in another
community where there's been
other groups that come to visit as
well, but this is the most powerful
one that I’ve been associated with
because of the two-way
commitment,” she said.

“It’s also my first experience of
having a partner school come with
such young students, and that's
been really positive. We can see
really strong, powerful benefits
from having the kids come at that
age. I think it’s a long-term project,
though, that’s what makes this
one really special.

“There’s a very big vision of
where it might go and there’s
some pretty powerful concepts
being developed by Brighton
Grammar to make a difference.”

Mr Hilditch said they took every
opportunity they could to
strengthen the relationship.

“The school is so committed to
this program that our two head
masters have taken three days to
come up in their really busy
schedules to meet people, to see
the connection, to work with them
in the schools, to make sure that
we can make this a genuine long-
term partnership that really
benefits the kids,” he said. “The
other half of that is bringing the

Pormpuraaw Year 6 kids down to
our school to give them an
opportunity to experience life in
Melbourne. Last year we had our
first group of Grade 6 come down
in August, and then this year we're
going to have the second group
come so we can try and support
them as they head out to boarding
schools next year. We want to
give them an experience away
from their community.

“The Year 9 trip is slightly
different, the aim is to get out on
country and really immerse
ourselves in the old ways and
learn about country and learn
about the uses of the land, the
connection to the place.

“Our Year 9 boys also work as
teacher aides, and they’re in the
classroom in the morning session,
really working carefully with the
kids to try and inspire them to
really focus and care about what
goes on in the classroom.”

He said the boys who elected
to come for the trips went through
a selection process.

“And we’re really trying to
create other strong links with the
community, so we do a lot of work
with the art centre and our library
has purchased a lot of books from
here, and we look for ways to link
the stories and the culture, so we
have great resources for our
curriculum,” he said.

“We’d also like to bring the
artists down to Melbourne to do
some work with our families and
sell some art. We take every
opportunity we can to strengthen
the relationship, to make sure that
we can make this a genuine 
long-term partnership that really
benefits the kids from both 
our communities.”

The Girls
Academy program works within
the school system to drive
community-led solutions aimed
at reducing the barriers that
prevent Indigenous girls from
completing their education.

Girls Academy chief
executive Ricky Grace said the
girls have achieved amazing
things, particularly in the areas
of school attendance,
educational attainment, and
Year 12 graduation.

"The Northern Territory
Government has been very
supportive and we are grateful
to the Education Department for
working with us towards the
common goal of closing the 
gap in educational outcomes,”
she said.

During term one, Girls
Academy student attendance
sat 5.5% higher than the total
Indigenous female school
cohort. Taminmin Girls
Academy program manager
Lateesha Jeffrey said the
program has already made a
strong and positive impact –
and it's only the beginning.

“We are looking forward to
being more influential for our
students, to provide them the
tools that will assist them both
in school and life,” she said. 

“Having the Girls Academy
at Taminmin College will benefit
the community in developing
young leaders for generations
to come.”

WHEN
Wongi man
Judd
Harris
graduated

with a
Bachelor of

Chemical Engineering and
worked as an engineer at
BHP Billiton Iron Ore, he
noticed that many
engineers ended up
working in cities or mines.

“I began to think about
how I might be able to use
my engineering knowledge
to benefit remote
communities instead,” 
he said. 

“From an engineering
perspective, there are a lot
of simple ways to improve
communities – from simple
things like having a look at
the state of fridges and
replacing seals, through to
bigger developments such
as creating carbon neutral
communities by utilising
the solar potential that
exists in many of 
the area.”

Mr Harris is currently
the director of the
Indigenous Management
Group, an Indigenous
Business Consulting group
that he established. 

From Leonora in

Western Australia, he is
the first Indigenous man to
graduate from England’s
prestigious Cambridge
University – and with a
Masters of Philosophy in
Engineering in Sustainable
Development.

In 2014, he attended
the Aurora International
Study Tour, and was
awarded a Roberta Sykes
Scholarship, which
allowed him to study 
at Cambridge. 

“I am well aware my
education is enabling me
to transform my life and

will potentially transform
the lives of others,” 
he said.

Mr Harris’s focus on
sustainable development
is well aligned to his own
interest in increasing 
the sustainability of
Aboriginal communities. 

He believes that his
year at Cambridge helped
him to step out of the
mining industry and
consider alternative
options for his community,
as he has been able to
consider how things like
international business and

economy can intersect
with engineering to
provide benefit to
communities. His 15,000
word dissertation was
titled ‘The potential of
renewable energy projects
in remote Indigenous
communities’.

At the moment,
Aboriginal and Torres
Strait Islander people
represent 3% of the
Australian population, yet
only 0.5% of total
engineering students. 

Mr Harris feels strongly
about encouraging more
Indigenous people into the
engineering profession.

“One of the most
beneficial things about
having Indigenous
engineers is they are more
likely to hang around for a
long time and understand
the community they are
working with,” he said.
“There’s an ongoing
commitment, a reason to
stay and be accountable
for the life of the project
and the ongoing
maintenance. They can
also work with people in a
way that will look to 
create opportunities and
pathways for
employment.”

From mines to
communities  

Taminmin Girls Academy students.

THERE is power is 
public art. 

The first public
community artwork from

the Two Way Project in
Canberra is now on display,

with two large murals painted by
Indigenous artists. 

The project is one of a series of
community art projects developed by
Canberra’s Aboriginal and Torres
Strait Islander communities working
with researchers from the Australian
National University (ANU).

Project leader Dr Kirrily Jordan said
the project aims to bring to light
issues of concern to local Indigenous
people and build public awareness
around relevant policy issues.

“There is a lot of power in public
art. You don’t have to go to a gallery.
It’s right there in the street,” she said.
“We are facilitating traditional owners
in Canberra and Queanbeyan to tell
their stories in new ways, in a visual
format that will be open to the public.

“The project is looking at creative
ways to have an impact in the
community and to bring forward the
voices of First Nations people.”

Artist and Ngunnawal man Adrian
Brown said public art projects help
give young Indigenous people a better
sense of identity.

“This art gives our young people a
sense of community, and a sense of

identity, belonging and pride,” Mr
Brown said. 
“That power to know the voice of
their people is still alive today.”

Ngunnawal Elder Tina Brown
said she was pleased with the way
the project had been a positive
experience for the community. 

“It has brought families together,
and fitting that it was done during
Reconciliation Week,” she said.

Ngambri Elder Dr Matilda House
highlighted the project’s benefits to
local youth and said the mural is about
the future and “teaching our culture to
the kids”.

Dr Jordan is planning a series of
workshops through 2018 to bring
together different representatives from
Indigenous communities in Canberra
to identify a set of priorities to be
addressed by the program.

“Then we can put in applications
for funding to get those projects off
the ground,” she said. 

“If things go well, we hope to
expand the project across the ACT
and supporti other First Nations
communities through arts 
around Australia.”

The Two Way Project brings
together ANU researchers from
across Indigenous policy 
research, visual arts, music and
science communication.

Art’s power 
hits the wall

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ABORIGINAL bush
medicine-based
treatment and
healing practices
are being

investigated as a
potential cure to a

nasty skin condition that can
have fatal consequences.

The University of Canberra
study, led by assistant professor
of Pharmacy Jackson Thomas,
is looking at providing evidence
for a simple, affordable and
effective scabies treatment for
disadvantaged populations
using a tea tree oil-based gel.

Scabies infection is caused
by a mite and typically causes
itching and a rash, but in some
sufferers, it is linked to heart
disease, kidney disease and
bacterial infections.

Scabies affects about seven in
every 10 Aboriginal and Torres
Strait Islander children at any
given time. 

Scabies lesions often become
secondarily infected with the
bacteria Streptococcus pyogenes
or Staphylococcus aureus. 

These bacteria can cause
superficial skin infections, such
as impetigo, or infections that
affect the deeper layers of the
skin, such as cellulitis. 

They can potentially lead to
fatal bloodstream infections, like

septicaemia, or post-infection
complications, including end-
stage renal failure and acute 
rheumatic fever.

Dr Thomas said there is
increasing resistance to many of
the existing treatments for
scabies and he hopes that
turning to a natural treatment
might “give us a new weapon in
the arsenal”.

“In our laboratory trials, this
treatment has been found to be
equally or more lethal to scabies
mites than the gold-standard
scabies treatments currently
available in the market,” he said.

Dr Thomas said that in
contrast to the currently available
treatments, the tea tree oil
formulation may be the only
treatment proven to possess
combined antibacterial, wound-
healing, scabicidal, anti-
inflammatory and anti-itch
properties.

This medication could
potentially reduce the scabies
burden and associated

complications of secondary
bacterial skin infections in
Aboriginal children.

Dr Thomas said the trial is
currently examining the clinical
efficacy of this gel formulation
under ‘real-world’ conditions in
young Aboriginal people living in
rural and remote communities in
the Northern Territory.

The researchers are working
in the communities with Wurli-
Wurlinjang Health Service 
in Katherine.  

The trial involved 200
Aboriginal children, aged 5-16
years living in remote Australian
communities, where rates of
scabies infection are high.

“So far, we have had excellent
feedback from community
members and Aboriginal Elders,”
Dr Thomas said. 

“If successful, this treatment
could bring relief to millions of
people worldwide.”

Dr Thomas is working on this
project with colleagues from the
University of Canberra, University
of Tasmania, University of
Western Australia, University of
the Sunshine Coast, Flinders
University, University of
Melbourne and Charles Sturt
University, along with health
services in Queensland, the
Northern Territory and the
Australian Capital Territory.

The Kaurarug and Meriam
woman from the Torres Strait
Islands is participating in the Do It
For Cancer fundraising walk from
Cairns to Cape York, starting on
July 16. She said the walk is
symbolic of her life journey, her
love of family and community.

“I come from Hammond Island
in the Torres Strait,” she said.
“The island’s traditional name is
Keriri. This is my journey home.” 

A breast cancer surviver
herself, Aunty Laura said it’s a
dream to do the walk and support
cancer research.

The walk is also in memory of
Aunty Laura’s late niece,
Jascenta Sabatino and first
partner Veronica Blackbourn, who
both died of breast cancer.

Aunty Laura said they have
given her the determination to

provide support to other families
going through similar battles.

Aunty Laura hopes to inspire
many people but especially
young Indigenous women, to live
life to the fullest. 

But she said it is also
important that young women are
aware of breast cancer and the
effects it has.

“It means a lot to me to be
able to do this walk,” Aunty 
Laura said.

“Research into breast cancer
is very close to me. I had an
experience with it and I have had
loved ones pass away from it.

“I want to raise awareness
especially for Aboriginal and
Torres Strait Islander people.”

Aunty Laura and her team of
‘foot falcons’ will start their walk
on the Cairns Esplanade, setting
out at 10am on July 16.

They’ll make their way to
Cape York and the trip will finish
on Aunty Laura’s homeland of
Hammond Island.

PARTICIPANTS from the
Victorian Aboriginal Health
Service’s #HisTribe
program have earned the
Carlton Community

Champion Award. 
#HisTribe is a community-

run program that improves Aboriginal
and Torres Strait Islander men’s health

and wellbeing. Men from the community
attended the 12-week #HisTribe program
held at the Aboriginal Advancement
League in Melbourne. Research
conducted over the program found that
as a group, resilience improved in areas
such as personal strengths and
relationships, while levels of
psychological distress decreased. 

Guest speakers, including former elite
athletes Joe Williams and Kyle Vander
Kuyp, empowered the men as they
discussed a range of health topics from
mental health to nutrition, as well as their
Aboriginal identity.

#HisTribe participant Clinton Hallissey
said the program “was about
establishing a social connection, the

community and being able to look after
my health in general”. 

The #HisTribe program has motivated
Aboriginal men in the community to live
healthier lifestyles. To sustain their
progress, men have made commitments
within the core group to attend other
activities facilitated by the Victorian
Aboriginal Health Service.

Aunty Laura walks for

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ACCORDING to
Queensland
Aboriginal and
Islander Health
Council (QAIHC )

chair Kieran Chilcott,
the Australian

Government will no longer be
funding Alcohol and Other Drug
(AOD) services for Aboriginal and
Torres Strait Islander people
across Australia after June 30.

“This will put put people’s
health at risk,” Mr Chilcott, said.
“The notification, which came
without any consultation, will have
significant impacts on the health

sector. This includes cuts to
support programs delivered by
QAIHC member, the Institute for
Urban Indigenous Health.

“Aboriginal and Torres Strait
Islander people will now turn to
our already overburdened public
health system, or seek no help 
at all.

“A few months ago we had
(Federal Indigenous Health)
Minister Ken Wyatt praising the
successful work of IUIH, now his
colleague (Indigenous Affairs)
Minister Scullion is proposing to
slash their funding. It doesn’t
make sense.

“This a disappointing outcome,
not only for our members and all
the people who rely on their AOD
services, but the entire
Queensland community.”

QAIHC currently receives
funding under the Department of
the Prime Minister and Cabinet’s
Safety and Wellbeing program,
which aims to ensure Indigenous
people enjoy similar levels of
physical, social and emotional
wellbeing as other Australians by
fostering their ability to engage in
education, employment and 
other opportunities.

This funding has been in place

for over a decade and yet QAIHC
has received no formal advice
regarding any decision on the
continuation of AOD funding. 

QAIHC chief executive Neil
Willmett said QAIHC has provided
ongoing advice, support and
targeted assistance to enhance
the operational performance of
community-controlled AOD
services in Queensland and the
Queensland Indigenous
Substance Misuse Council
(QISMC).

“This service support funding
improves outcomes for Aboriginal
and Torres Strait Islander people

and communities dealing with
substance misuse,” he said.

“If the decision goes ahead it
will be a devastating blow and
effectively erases a decade of
work that has been done by
QAIHC to support and build the
capacity of Aboriginal and Torres
Strait Islander AOD service
providers and QISMC.”

Mr Willmett expressed his
disappointment at the lack of
understanding of the 
service support work QAIHC
delivers and encourages the
Government to reconsider any
proposed changes.

In a new study by
researchers from Menzies
School of Health
Research, the findings
showed Indigenous study
participants
used
Facebook as a
tool to extend
their support
networks and
share
information.

Chief
investigator of
the study Dr
Marita Hefler
said positive
health-related
social media posts that
provide new information
are more likely to be
shared by Aboriginal and
Torres Strait Islander
people to encourage
healthy behaviours.

“Our findings show that
contrary to popular belief,
Facebook can be a
supportive online
environment which can
result in offline support,”
she said.

“We found Facebook
posts generated offline
interactions even though
there was no visible
connection online. Our
findings show you can’t
judge the reach of a
Facebook post based on
likes or comments.

“These findings indicate
approaches which build on
the social capital
generated by supportive

online environments may
be more likely to generate
greater traction than
confronting and emotion-
inducing approaches used
in mass media campaigns
for some health topics
such as smoking.”

Dr Hefler said Facebook
is the most popular social
media platform among
Indigenous Australians,
with many using social
media multiple times a day.

The most popular type
of content was mental
health, followed by food
posts about healthy eating

habits to
manage
conditions like
type 2
diabetes.

“Most
people have
personal
experience of
mental health
issues and
were keen to
use Facebook
as a way to

support others and we
found food photos were
less about bragging about
a delicious dinner and
more about sharing
inspirational healthy eating
ideas to manage chronic
illness,” she said. 

The paper, titled ‘Social
media and health
information sharing among
Australian Indigenous
people’, was the first
research paper from a
National Health and
Medical Research Council
funded project. 

It was published in the
journal Health Promotion
International.

The overall aim of the
project is to consider how
social media can be
effectively used in 
tobacco control among
Indigenous people in the
Northern Territory.

IF you’ve never had a
cervical screen (or
pap smear), why not?

Indigenous
researchers Dr Lisa

Whop and Dr Tamara
Butler from the Menzies

School of Health Research want to
yarn with women about why they
choose to screen, or not. 

They are looking for women who
identify as Aboriginal or Torres Strait
Islander; are aged between 25 and
70; have not had a hysterectomy;
and attend Wuchopperen Health
Service Limited.

They are particularly looking for
women who have never had a
cervical screen.

Dr Whop said Aboriginal and
Torres Strait Islander women were
more likely to get diagnosed with

cervical cancer, and more likely to
die from cervical cancer than their
non-Indigenous peers.

“In Queensland, two thirds of
Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander
women do not participate regularly in
cervical screening,” she said.

“Cervical screening now detects
the virus that causes cervical cancer
meaning it can help prevent 
cervical cancer or detect cervical
cancer early.

“This study is designed to find out
from women what they think and feel
about cervical screening. This will
give us some insight into how to
address the barriers to screening
and help us put in a place of range
of trials to see the most effective way
to boost numbers.”

The study is a partnership with a
range of aboriginal community-

controlled health organisations,
including Wuchopperen.

“Since the study began, we have
interviewed over 40 women who
have shared their stories and
insights,” Dr Whop said. “This study
is privileging Indigenous women’s
voices and being run by Indigenous
researchers. The important thing
about this study is that not only are
we finding out how best to help
women get the potentially life-saving
test, but we are starting what we
hope is a national conversation with
women, and between women, about
screening.”

ANNETTE Sax’s business
Yarn Strong Sista all started
in the early 1990s with a
story, told by Gunditjmara

Elder Iris Lovett-Gardiner.
The late Aunty Iris gave Ms

Sax, a Taungurung woman, permission to
share her story about hunting for possums.

In turn, Ms Sax used the story as
inspiration for resources to educate
children about Aboriginal culture.

“Aunty Iris’s story challenges the
stereotypes of what it is to be Aboriginal,”
Ms Sax told the Koori Mail.

“We’ve continued to share her story with
early childhood educators.”

Ms Sax was studying at Prahan TAFE in
Melbourne when she met Aunty Iris, and
was also supported by Yorta Yorta
academic Sue Atkinson and Arakwal
educator Delta Kay, to start up Yarn 
Strong Sista.

“Twenty years ago there were not a lot
of Aboriginal resources for young children
so we started designing resources to teach
about Aboriginal culture ourselves,” she
said. “When Sue was writing her PhD she
talked to Elders about what they wanted
children to learn about culture.

“She also talked to parents and students
about their experiences going to preschool.
That research inspired her to write
children’s books and informed the basis of
those books.”

The Yarn Strong Sista resources include
artefacts, dolls, children’s music, 
books, games, felt hand and finger

puppets, felt mats, puzzles and teachers’
resource guides.

Ms Sax said she’s seen a huge change
in the resources on Aboriginal culture for
children since Yarn Strong Sista started,
especially as a number of groups 
around the country are going through
language revitalisation.

“We’ve spent years making and
developing resources,” she said.

“We hope to support arts centres all
over the country and Aboriginal
craftspeople to help us develop 
our resources.”

Yarn Strong Sista also facilitates
storytelling and arts workshops with
children, hosts professional development
training for educators, facilitates arts
activities and face painting at festivals 
and events. 

Ms Sax said the business also focuses
on mentoring young Aboriginal women.

“When I first moved back to Melbourne,
I was supported and mentored by other
Aboriginal women and that was so
important in my journey,” she said. “I was
really taken under the wings of people like
Aunty Iris and Sue Atkinson. To me, it’s
important to do that for someone else.
That’s part of our self-determination.”

PETINA Tieman and Paul
Gear are no strangers to
business, but when they
moved to far north
Queensland to start their

new venture, even they
could not have predicted their success.

Ms Tieman and Mr Gear decided to
amalgamate their two smaller
businesses to create consultancy service
Complete Business Solutions.

Ms Tieman said Complete Business
Solutions is proudly 100% Aboriginal
owned and the couple believe strongly in
using their business to give back to 
their community.

“We want to help other people with
their small businesses by educating and
empowering them,” she told the Koori
Mail. “We’ve worked for other people
before but we always found that our
values didn’t align but we found that
when we worked together our skills and
values matched up.”

In just the past six months Ms Tieman
said Complete Business Solutions has
secured more than $4 million in funding,
through grants, for their clients.

Ms Tieman has also been recognised
as one of the Queensland Government’s
100 Faces of Small Business and has
been invited to Queensland Government
House as an Indigenous business
leader.

She has also received the Supply
Nation Indigenous Businesswoman of
the Year award, and is a finalist in the
Cairns Chamber of Commerce 
BEX Awards.

Ms Tieman said when she received
the Indigenous Businesswoman of the
Year Award last month she was in
complete shock.

AN Aboriginal company based in the East
Kimberley of Western Australia has
launched a program to directly employ and
mentor Aboriginal building apprentices.

Miriuwung Gajerrong Corporation’s
Building and Maintenance company

(MGCBM) has developed a model to directly
employ apprentice carpenters, instead of hiring them
through a group training scheme.

MGCBM has so far employed six apprentice
carpenters to work on its building projects in the East
Kimberley, with all of them on track to graduate and
become qualified tradesmen.

MGCBM general manager Brad Durak said employing
the apprentices directly rather than through a group
training scheme was paying off for both the young people
and the company.

“I’ve seen first-hand the high failure rates of the group
training model, which allows companies to hire

apprentices from a labour hire company, and then
discontinue their apprenticeship after a job is completed,”
he said.

“Under that model, apprentices are basically employed
to meet tender requirements. There’s very little training or
mentoring for them. However, under the direct
employment model that we have put in place, the
company makes a commitment to the apprentices and
vice versa.

“We have a unique mentoring system for managing
cultural challenges, and apprentices are matched up with
a mentor on site who helps guide them through their
apprenticeship.

“We’ve found the apprentices perform well knowing
they are part of a team and have a long-term commitment
from the company to support them through their
apprenticeship.”

Third-year apprentice Corbin Dryden said he was
pleased to be able to start a trade.

“I’m really happy I’ve commenced my apprenticeship
with MGCBM. There’s a great team and I feel confident I
have the support to complete my apprenticeship now,” he
said.

Second year apprentice Alex Ripps was hired by
MGCBM as an apprentice after starting as a labourer.

“I’m glad I started my apprenticeship with MGCBM. 
I’m passing all of my TAFE units and enjoying it,” he said.

The apprentices are all currently working on 
MGCBM’s first major government housing contract to
build the majority of 50 transitional houses in the East
Kimberley.

The project began in April and is ahead of schedule,
which Mr Durak said could be attributed to the high
morale among workers due to the direct employment of
both apprentices and tradespeople.

Mr Durak said MGC Building and Maintenance 
plans to hire two more apprentices later this year, after
two others completed their apprenticeships.

2 boxing tournament.

PNG-born of Torres Strait Moa Island
descent, the quietly spoken Artango was
there at the invitation of Sunstate Amateur
Boxing League president ‘Scooter’
Hooper, who also runs Townsville Club Art
of Strength.

Artango sat in the corner of several of
the boxers during the tournament.

Artango took up boxing when he was
10. He made his debut as a professional in
1984. He has had 24 professional bouts,
which included 21 wins, two losses and a
draw – 15 of those wins were by knockout.

His boxing record, including amateur
bouts, is 121 fights, 103 wins, 17 losses,
one draw and 66 knockouts.

In 2012 Artango was inducted into the
Queensland Boxing Hall of Fame.

“I really enjoy training youths for boxing
and this has been a wonderful day on
Palm Island,” he said.

Artango represented at state, national
and international level and won six
Queensland and four Australian titles, as
well as a bronze medal at the 1983 World
Championships, losing to America’s
Meldrick Taylor who went on to win the

1984 Olympic Games gold.
Other highlights for the boxing star

include taking to the ring in front of the
1986 Queensland Maroons State of Origin
team which included Wally Lewis and Mal

Meninga to beat Danny Vargas by
knockout.

While on the island, Artango met with
another former champion, Doug Sam, and
trainer Uncle Ray Dennis, aged 80.

AUSTRALIA’S
domestic cricket
season will start
on September
16 and run until

April, with some
Test aspirants to

have five Sheffield Shield
rounds to prove they should be
picked to face India.

Cricket Australia (CA) has
released more dates for its
upcoming ‘summer’ that now
spans more than six months,
reflecting an expanded Big
Bash League (BBL).

The one-day cup starts in
Townsville on September 16, at
which point there will still be
four AFL and NRL teams in the
race to win their respective
premiership.

The Shield final begins the
following year on March 28,
with the second half of the first-
class season to start on
February 23 following a
supersized BBL.

Dukes balls will again be
used in the second half of the
Shield season, giving batsmen
and bowlers a chance to
practice with the pills they'll
encounter during next year's
Ashes tour.

There will be no day-night
Shield fixtures in 2018-19.

Australia’s four-Test series
against India starts on

December 6, but the tourists
refused to play the series
opener at Adelaide Oval with
anything but a red ball. 

However, a two-Test series
involving Australia and Sri
Lanka will begin with a pink-ball
clash at the Gabba on January
24. Test stars will either be
playing an ODI series against
India, BBL or grade cricket in

the lead-up to that first Test
against Sri Lanka.

From the moment Australia’s
first Test against India finishes,
players outside the XI will be
restricted to white-ball action as
they seek to build a compelling
case for a baggy green.

It is a luxury players haven’t
been afforded in recent years,
even before an Ashes. The

downside for those in the mix to
be part of the Test XI is they
almost certainly won’t play all
five.

The third Shield round
overlaps with an ODI series in
Australia between Justin
Langer’s team and South
Africa. The fourth Shield round
clashes with a T20 involving the
same two sides. – AAP

1868 tour with the help of
Australian captain Tim
Paine. The recreated
photos include a team
shot taken in Swansea in
1868 and the iconic poster
of individual player shots
taken in Hamilton, Victoria,
prior to departure for the
UK 150 years ago.

In the men’s images,
Tim Paine fills the role of
Charles Lawrence who
was captain/coach and the
only non-Indigenous
player in the 1868 squad.
In the women’s version,
this position is filled by
head coach Shelley
Nitschke.

Original artefacts from
the 1868 tour were
recently discovered in the
UK and in an extra special
initiative, male players
were able to hold these as
part of the recreation.

Female players
substituted these weapons
for cricket stumps
(pictured below) painted
by Aunty Fiona Clarke, the
great-great granddaughter
of 1868 player
Grongarrang (Mosquito).

The photos were
recreated at Lord’s to
celebrate the 150th
anniversary of the first
Australian sporting team
to tour the UK. The Royal
Albert Memorial Museum
(RAMM), Exeter, is lending
Aboriginal artefacts, newly
identified from the 1868
cricket tour to the UK, for
display at Lord’s
throughout the 2018
season.

Senior Bloods coach Gavin
Colville confirmed that Karpany
is developing his skills at league
level and starting to cement his
position in the side. 

“While Ken is not big in
statue, he plays an important
role in the modern game,”
Colville said. “Along with an
average of two or three shots at
goal, his defensive pressure is
outstanding. He's a quiet
character and goes about his
business with a minimum of
fuss.

“Ken’s one of those typical
country boys; he's respectful,
has a strong work ethic and is
low maintenance. From a
football perspective, Ken is
always asking questions and
wanting to learn which makes
him the perfect type of lad to
coach. 

“As a player he has strong
decision-making skills in traffic
and there is that little bit of X-
factor as well.

Mixed fortunes
for young Lions

BRISBANE’S Allen
Christensen has
revealed how close
he had come to
pulling the pin on his

AFL career after a
string of shoulder

injuries.
The midfield-forward has made

a strong comeback this season to
the Lions’ team, playing every
game and last week earning a one-
year contract extension.

Christensen didn’t play last
year after collarbone injuries that
first plagued him since midway
through the 2016 season.

The 2011 Geelong premiership
player opened up on the physical
and mental toll of being in
rehabilitation for about 18 months.

“There were definitely times
where I was thinking, ‘I don’t know
if I can do this (play AFL)
anymore,’” he said.

“I was thinking, ‘Is this going to
hold up to the rigours of AFL
footy?’

“But thankfully, I had a strong
rehab team and Sel Griffith, our
rehab guy – he’s one of my closest
friends now – he made sure I kept
my head up and kept working.”

Christensen, 27, said helping
out the Lions’ AFL and NEAFL
coaches helped him stay on track
during his time off the field.

“If I didn’t have that, I don’t
know what I would've done,” he
said.

“I could’ve just done my work
and disappeared into the
wilderness. 

“That’s where I think a lot of the
mental issues (in football) come in
if you have nothing, so the
coaching side kept me connected
to the club.”

Christensen, heading to the
Gabba from Geelong during the
2014 trade period, has taken his
career games tally to 110.

Meanwhile, teammate Charlie
Cameron will miss the remainder
of the 2018 AFL season after
scans revealed he has torn his
Lisfranc ligament on his right
ankle and will require surgery.

“In consultation with our
medical team, unfortunately
Charlie has ruptured his Lisfranc
ligament in his foot,” Lions
general manager of football David
Noble said.

“He will require surgery and will
be out for the rest of the season.”

Cameron came off to the
interchange bench during the
second quarter in the Lions’ loss
to North Melbourne in round 11.

He did not return on field for the
remainder of the afternoon.

The 23-year-old has undergone
surgery.  – AAP

Stars games, this
unspoken connection has
been a source of support for all
the boys.

It is a bond that has been
developed at the cultural camps
by the NRL as part of the All
Stars week and is a major reason
we continue to have such a
strong presence in the game.

There is no doubt that this
connection is central to the
understanding between the boys
when they are selected in a
representative team.

For many years, this was the
hallmark of the Queensland
Origin team with the likes of JT,
GI, Justin Hodges and Sam
Thaiday being mainstays of the
Maroons side.

Now James Roberts, Josh
Addo-Carr, Latrell Mitchell and
Tyrone Peachey are creating
their own vibe within the Blues
side.

While they are committed to
the NSW side there is no doubt
that chemistry is there and, if
extra evidence was needed,
Blues coach Brad Fittler
encapsualted the thoughts of
many when a special moment
was captured during the recent
Panthers and Roosters clash.

Upon being sin-binned for the
Panthers, Tyrone Peachey –
Mitchell’s opposite number that
Friday night – visited the
Roosters’ changerooms to check
up on his Origin teammate. 

The sight of Peachey
embracing a worried Mitchell
speaks of the brotherhood.

“To see Tyrone go in there
was incredibly warming. It was
just a really nice feeling,” Fittler
said. “It was just a couple of
footballers looking after each
other and I thought it made a lot
of people feel good in a really
tough situation.”

As important as the bond of
being a NSW teammate was, this
was a brother looking after a

brother. It’s typical of
Tyrone that his first
thought was for Latrell.

Tyrone is a breath of
fresh air in a
professional era when
players are focused ‘on
playing my role’.

He is a natural
footballer who has
worked hard to achieve
all he has, but he
remains true to himself
on and off the field. He

is as unconventional as they
come on the paddock, pinballing
his way through games, be it in
the back row, halves or at centre.

When Fittler declared before
Origin I that he had a preference
for players with genuine
entertainment value, Peachey’s
name obviously came up. But the
man himself does not consider
himself an entertainer. Simply
put, he's a footy player.

“I just play footy that makes
me happy. If I look up and I see
something, I'm going to do it,”
Tyrone said. “I’m not going to
hold back or wonder ‘what if?’
I’ve grown up playing that way
my whole life and I don’t want to
change it now. We do video and
coaches tell the boys to push up
with me, but I don’t know what
I'm going to do so I don't know
how they go with it.”

He carried that refreshing
attitude into Origin and took his
limited opportunity to make an
impact on the game.

“I was that excited and you
would hardly know, it was only
seven minutes,” he said. “That
crowd and to be on an Origin
field and be with the boys was
awesome. It was crazy at the
start. I was that excited I just
wanted to get on the field. I know
I only played seven minutes, but
it was still an unbelievable
experience.” 

The Peachey name is a proud
name in representing Indigenous
communities through our great
name.

I had the privilege of playing
alongside Tyrone’s uncle who
was also a leader off the field.

Tyrone is his own man but he
is doing his family name proud. 

He is a brother among
brothers.

And now he is a key member
of a select group representing
NSW – the Blues Brothers.

Along with O’Mealey are Rebecca Young,
Nakia Davis-Welsh, Rebecca Riley and Taleena
Simon, leading the way for Indigenous women in
the game as they become a part of rugby league

This will be the 34-
year-old O’Mealey's
last year in the game,
and she couldn’t think
of a better way to
finish her time in the
blue jersey.

“Twenty-five per
cent of this NSW team
is Indigenous women,”
O’Mealey said.

“That was probably
the proudest thing
about coming into
camp.

“And what a way to
finish up my last NSW
experience alongside
some of my sisters.”

O’Mealey said one
of the highlights from
her Origin experience
was seeing so many
young Indigenous girls
looking up to and
drawing inspiration
from those five women
in the NSW side.

The match at North
Sydney Oval was
supported by the
Australian
government’s Girls
Make Your Move
campaign.

“There has also
been a massive
following in the
community,” O’Mealey
said.

“On the Sunday we
went and watched the
RAB (Redfern All
Blacks) girls’ game
just to see how many
young girls were
watching and cheering

and just looking up to the girls like they’re the
biggest heroes. It just makes me so proud.

“I can’t wait to see those younger girls come
through the pathways.”

Blues prop Young said the pathways through
the NSW and Queensland Knockouts, the Murri v
Koori interstate challenge series and the
Indigenous All Stars had been a great platform for
Indigenous women and young girls to thrive.

“We’ve got a massive representation in this
team and that again just goes to show that

pathway through the
Knockouts – Kooris
verse Murris and
Indigenous All Stars,”
she said.

“It is important for
us to have those
pathways for our
young girls, and it
doesn’t matter where
you come from, you
can jump into one of
those teams
(Knockout teams) and
be a part of that
pathway if that’s
where you want to
go.”

Davis-Welsh was
just as eager to play
alongside her sisters
in the team on Friday
night and is proud that
they are all able to not
only represent their
state but, more
importantly, their
family and their
culture.

“I think it’s a huge
achievement for us to
not only represent our
state but our families
and our people,” she
said.

“We are all really
excited that we are
able to play alongside
each just as we do for
Indigenous All Stars.

QLD
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THERE are many
measures to a
successful AFL

career. Longevity is one
of them.

To reach 350 games is
a feat only achieved by
15 previous players until
Shaun Burgoyne reached
the mark in Hawthorn’s
recent victory against
Adelaide.

The fact that he played
against another modern
Indigenous icon in Eddie
Betts made the occasion one to
savour.

But, like Eddie, Shaun should
not just be measured by his on-
field achievements.

He is a true leader in every
sense of the word and his
influence will be felt for many
years to come.

On the playing front his form is
such that it is predicted that he
will play on next year for what will
be a remarkable 18th AFL
season.

Hawks coach Alastair Clarkson
declared that Burgoyne “has still
got some good footy left in him”.

“I don’t think he is finished
yet,” Clarkson said. “Hopefully, he
keeps his body in good shape
and he gives himself a chance to
go around again next year.”

“It is a tough game, to just
keep fighting away at it for 15 or
16 years and sometimes just the
hunger to put yourself through all
the training and the challenge of
getting yourself up from week to
week can be tough.

“They are the things we look
for in making a decision, but in
any of those things, we haven’t
seen one iota of evidence that
Shaun is vulnerable.”

Clarkson said Burgoyne, who
turns 36 in October, was among
the greatest players he has
coached.

“We have had some beauties,
but he would be on a level right at
the top with a whole lot of others,”
he said. “Our club has been really
fortunate over the last 10 years to
have some really highly
decorated servants play for our

club … great players but
(also) great characters
and great competitors,
and Shaun is one of
those.

“He is sharing his
milestone with both the
Hawthorn and Port
Adelaide footy clubs.

“He has served both
clubs with great dignity,
and he is going to go
down as one of the
game’s greats.”

Having beaten the
odds of reaching the 350 mark,
after questions on his durability
upon moving from Port Adelaide
to the Hawks, Burgoyne has
played over 22 games in every
season bar one year at the
Hawks. He has played the
second most games of any
indigenous AFL player.

For his part, Shaun said that
he was comfortable with constant
one-year deals throughout his
Hawthorn career.

“It is what it is. I’ve been on
one-year deals since the initial
contract I came here,” he said.

“This is my ninth year now at
Hawthorn. The first was a three-
year deal.

“It’s just the way it has worked
out. I never knew how long I was
going to last, but I’ve lasted this
long and I’m still going.”

In some respects only signing
for a year at a time might have
helped Shaun maintain the
hunger.

Also, a player will know
whether physically or mentally he
is up for another arduous off-
season as game day is often the
easy part of a footy player’s life.

Shaun suggested that he was
“travelling along alright” and
realistically had one or two years
left in his system.

For all his fans and for the
younger Indigenous players who
look to him as a leader and
spokesman I hope that those two
years become a reality.

We need to appreciate the
silky class of a true great while
we have the opportunity to have
him playing at the highest level.

Burgoyne – a true
great of the game

WHEN Shaun Burgoyne ran out on
to the MCG on a cold, wintry June
night, Sherrin in hand, kids in tow,
through a personalised club banner,
he became just the second

Indigenous footballer to play 350
games in the VFL/AFL.

And given his durability, and desire, the 35-
year-old could well reach the 400-game milestone.

A four-time premiership player, Burgoyne plays
for Hawthorn in the AFL. Given
the Hawks’ recent good form, it
was only fitting that his side won
in his landmark game.

Burgoyne is among a unique
group of footballers to have
played 150 or more games with
two different AFL clubs and,
injury not withstanding, could
become a 200-game Hawk
before the end of this season.

Across his career, Burgoyne
has played in six AFL grand
finals enjoying four premiership
triumphs with two different clubs.

When quizzed as to the most
significant of the four flags,
Burgoyne said he has an
individual connection with each
one of them and with his
teammates in all of them.

“It’s like making a choice
about who’s your favourite kid,”
Burgoyne said, a big smile
growing across his face.

“Each is different. Naturally,
playing in a flag alongside my brother was special
at Port Adelaide.

“In the three flags at Hawthorn I don’t reckon
we were favourites in any of them. During the
week leading up to the game against Adelaide, I
was made aware of all the relevant numbers.

“I never expected to play for this long – but for
me, I’m more concerned about how I’m enjoying
the game and how I’m playing. Numbers have
never been a motivation for me.”

Burgoyne played in the SANFL, like his father,
Peter Snr, and his brother, Peter, a premiership
teammate with the Power in 2004. He made his
debut in the SANFL with Port Adelaide while still a
student at Seaton High School, where he played
10 league games.

Picked by Port at number 12 in the 2000 AFL
national draft, Burgoyne made his first AFL

appearance in in 2002, in the round-3 match
against St Kilda. He would play 157 games with
Port Adelaide.

After Peter retired, Shaun requested a trade to
a Melbourne club, and he landed at Hawthorn.
While knee surgery would delay his start to the
2010 season, he suffered a broken jaw while
playing in the VFL with Box Hill. He eventually
made his debut for the Hawks in round 8 of that
year.

Off the field, he is making a lasting impact.
Quite the introvert, Burgoyne is fully aware of

his role within the greater
community and his off-field
commitments. He chairs the AFL
Players’ Indigenous Advisory
Board.

Family orientated, naturally
shy and self-effacing, Burgoyne
talks of the great people in his
life through football.

His discipline, love of the
game and immaculate skill set,
which spawned the nickname
‘Silk’, started with his junior
football at the now famous
Aboriginal football nursery on the
west coast of South Australia,
the Mallee Park Football Club in
Port Lincoln.

“I had great role models as a
young lad – from my father, and
Uncle Dean Miller and Jack
Johncock,” he said. “They were
my coaches when I was growing
up. I would listen to them and do
everything they said. That
grounding was important for the

rest of my football life.
“My family played a big part and once I got into

the AFL system guys like Mark Williams, Al
Clarkson and the fitness coach from Port Adelaide
who also went to Hawthorn, Andrew Russell,
taught me about professionalism, hard work and
diet.”

A proud father, with wife Amy they have four
children; sons Ky and Percy and daughters Leni
and Nixie. “Family plays a big part; both my
immediate family and extended family,” he said.

Burgoyne has a simple message to his family
and to all young Aboriginal and non-Aboriginal
footballers in their youth. 

“You need to enjoy the game and learn the
fundamentals,” he said. “It's important that kids
love and have passion for the game, and for that
to be fostered.”

THE Central Australian
Football Club (CAFC) hopes
to lay down bricks and
mortar with a much broader

scope outside sport.
Rob Clarke, president of the

CAFC Redtails, has put in place a detailed
plan for a training and education base, like
a ‘centre of excellence’, in Alice Springs
that would provide for his club’s six senior,
junior, male and female teams, and for
other sports clubs in the heart of the
country.

Since forgoing the original idea of his
senior men’s football team playing for
premiership points in regular competition,
Clarke’s sights for the club are now set on
developing broader community values and
other concrete plans.

“Our next step is to build a sports
development centre here in Alice Springs,”
he said. “We’ve commissioned the Federal
Government with a feasibility study. We’ve
had encouraging words with the mayor of

Alice Springs (Damien Ryan) and the
support from local government
organisations is slowly gathering
momentum.”

If it gets the go-ahead, Clarke hopes
everything will be complete within 18
months of the decision.

The club has expanded to six teams in
just six years – senior men, women
(Pinktails), country (men), two 18s (boys
and girls), and 15s (boys).

The CAFC have devised a program

called Right Tracks (Tjaiya Rratja), a full-
time 12-month, 7-day week program in a
fully structured curriculum with the Desert
Peoples Centre, Centre of Appropriate
Technology and Batchelor University, which
aims to keep youth aged from 18-25 into
meaningful employment and education.

Clarke sees a base for the Redtails as
the next logical step.

And with professional (AFL) and semi-
professional sports clubs regularly visiting
Alice Springs, it could also be a training and
preparation base for those.

“We see it initially as a main training
facility for sporting bodies,” he said. “Of
course, we have our Redtails and Pinktails
and junior and senior men’s, women’s,
boys’ and girls’ teams. And AFL clubs visit
twice a year, so there’s a place for them
with everything they need to prepare and
wind down.

“We want this place to be run by people
who live here, who are involved in Alice
Springs and who ‘breathe’ the place. 

“We want to see young people here do
well in life.”

THE flag-bearers
for central
Australian
football have
become an

integral part of
the sporting and

social landscape of its
community.

The Alice Springs-based
football club was a concept
devised by Rob Clarke.

At its core, the idea is to
use football as the vehicle to
create positive change in the
lives of those who join the
club. It has a strong
Indigenous component and
base.

The original plan was to
play in a regular season
competition for premiership
points. A proposal was put
forward to become the ninth
team in the Northern Territory
Football League. To prove
their worth, AFLNT granted
the club a 12-game trial period
over two years.

Firstly, the club estimated
that it would need up to
$600,000 per year to run. 

While the team got to
training on the track, key
personnel got to lobbying for

financial backing.
The first trial period was in

October 2012, the start of the
Top End 2012/13 NTFL season
where the Redtails would first
play four games.

On numbers alone, the trial
was a success – good crowds,
good football, and a tangible
buzz in the football
community.

The team won three of its
four games, the first a stirring
victory over St Mary’s in the

first game in Alice Springs –
the Saints’ only defeat that
season. A six-goal win over
Palmerston followed before a
shock loss to the Tiwis. The
Redtails ended their campaign
with a 13-point win over
Nightcliff for a 3-1 record.

The next season was a
different story. This was an 8-
game trial – one game against
each of the eight NTFL clubs
that began in October 2013.

Despite the luxury of eight
games, the Redtails were
granted only one home game. 

Results on-field didn’t go
their way. The first-up loss to
Waratah set the tone for the
remainder of the series and
the Centralians recorded just
one win for a 1-7 record.

While publicly saying all
the right things, it was difficult
to determine AFLNT’s
thinking.

Enthusiasm from the top
seemed lukewarm at best and
when the second trial run
ended it seemed the door was
quietly closed on the concept. 

Redtails’ management was
left perplexed.

Rob Clarke, the club
president, didn’t hold back

when describing his club’s
treatment.

“In 2014, we were off trying
to get back in to the NTFL but
there seemed to be no
support, no appetite for us to
join. AFLNT did nothing to
help,” he said.

“That year was a fight we
didn’t need to have. We felt we
were wasting our time and
that there was another agenda
at play.”

So the club looked south.
Invitations to play came from
SANFL reserves and top
country league sides.

With a new CEO at AFLNT,
maybe the Redtails could
revisit their original plan?

“Look, we wouldn’t change
what we’re doing; we’re
certainly comfortable with
where it’s all at now,” Clarke
said.

“I mean, I wouldn’t say no
to it but they’d have to want
us for the right reasons. I can’t
see it happening, though.

“We’ve built a landscape
club, and all we wanted was to
make a difference and to have
strong Indigenous adults who
want to be part of it.”

Club looks south after Top End snub
CA

A POWERFUL 61 off 25
balls from Dan Christian
has led the men’s
Aboriginal XI to victory
over Nottinghamshire in

their final match of the
1868 commemoration tour.

In a double-header at Trent Bridge,
the men’s Aboriginal XI claimed their
fifth victory of the tour while the
women’s XI were unable to finish on a
winning note, losing to a star-studded
ECB Academy team.

Taking on the Nottinghamshire
team he will soon be captaining in
England’s T20 domestic competition,
Christian’s explosive knock helped the
tourists reach 6-182 from their 20
overs with assistance from Brendan
Smith’s 43 off 33.

In reply, the pace of Brendan
Doggett struck early, claiming the
wicket of Soloman Budinger in his first
over, before Sam Doggett, Jonte
Pattison and Christian all struck to
leave the hosts 4-47.

A clinical finish in the field by the
Aboriginal XI saw a total of six different
wicket takers, with Larance claiming
the best figures of 3-27 as
Nottinghamshire were dismissed for
121.

The win leaves the men’s Aboriginal
XI with a 5-1 win-loss tour record while
the women walk away with 1-3,
following a 116-run defeat to an ECB
Academy side boasting four recent
England players.

The women’s match saw the ECB
side bat first and they quickly gained
the ascendancy with the openers piling
on an impressive 79-run partnership
off the first seven overs before Hannah
Darlington finally struck for the visitors,
dismissing Lamb for 31.

However, the first wicket wasn’t the
momentum killer than the Indigenous
side had hoped for as ECB Academy
captain Fran Wilson joined Smith at
the crease and the pair blasted a
further 111 runs off just 60 balls to help
their side to 5-228 with Smith
dismissed for 82 and Wilson out for 76.

In reply Darlington and Sara Darney
pushed the Aboriginal XI to 20 without
loss before the ECB Academy took
three quick wickets. Captain Gardner
smashed a quick 33 of 20 balls, but
her departure saw the end of any
hopes of victory for the Aboriginal XI
squad which finished 9-112.

Gardner and Boland were named
the players of the tour, with each
taking home one of the match cricket
stumps used on tour that were painted
by Aunty Fiona Clarke – the great-
great granddaughter of Mosquito, a
player from the 1868 tour.

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It’s time – Swift calls
an end to rep career

WESTERN 
Australia has 
has a fine 
history in water 

polo and Joel 
Swift has continued

that tradition but the Rio 
Olympian has decided to call 
time on his representative career.

Swift has been one of
Australia’s most impressive centre
forwards over the past decade as a
powerhouse performer and a big-
time goal scorer.

The highlight was representing
his country at the 2016 Rio
Olympic Games. He was one of 10
Indigenous athletes at the Rio
Games.

But Swift has called time from
representative water polo.

Having started playing water
polo aged 10, Swift came through
the ranks at the Melville Water Polo
Club and his first taste of
representing Australia came when
he took part in a gold medal-
winning performance at the 2009
World University Games.

He was then part of the
Australian Sharks teams at both
the 2013 and 2015 World
Championships before leading into
his career highlight by going to the
Olympics in Rio in 2016.

Following that experience in
Rio, Swift decided to return home
to Perth after spending the
previous three years playing
professionally in Hungary with
Ferencvaros.

This led to him being in the best
shape and in the best form of his
career during his three years there 

as a professional, and the  
Olympics and World 

Championship experiences   
that followed will be 
memories to live with for a 
lifetime.

But he decided it was 
time to return home 
where he resume his 
studies at Curtin 

University.
Looking back, 

the Rio 
Olympics were 

the highlight. 

“The Rio 
experience was 
amazing. Playing at that 
level and in front of the entire
world is an experience I will never
forget. To finally get to the pinnacle
of the sport after years of hard
work is incredibly rewarding,” he
said.

“Life has changed a bit. Before I
came home, I had been playing
professionally for Ferencvaros in
Hungary. Coming back to Perth I
completed my university degree at
Curtin and have now moved into
full-time work.

“I had a pretty serious shoulder
injury too, which limited what I was
able to do in the pool, so it’s an
easy transition to make now into
the next stage of my life.

“It’s a bit of a change from water
polo 24/7, but I am looking forward
to it.”

All in all, he couldn’t have

accomplished more playing for his
country and it’s time for him to
dedicate more time to other things
in his life. He has pulled on the
Australian Sharks uniform for the
last time.

It is expected that Swift will
continue playing for the Mariners
in the 2019 Australian Water Polo
League season where he attempts
to add to the titles he’s helped
them win in 2006, 2009, 2011 and
2012.

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NETBALL Australia wants its
top-flight league to be the
benchmark for women’s world
sport after announcing a new

pay deal.
Players from the eight Super

Netball clubs will earn a minimum of $30,000,
up from $27,375, from next season.

The minimum player wage for the final year
of the Trans-Tasman Championship in 2016
was $13,250.

Each club will have a base total of
$515,000, up $15,000, to spend on their 10
players, along with access to an extra
$150,000 for employment, education and
ambassador roles.

Netball Australia set the bar for payments
in women’s sport, announcing a mammoth
increase ahead of the inaugural Super Netball
season in 2017.

There was also a landmark five-year
broadcast deal with the Nine Network and
Telstra, which has increased the profile of the
sport and earnings for Netball Australia.

Ratings were so impressive in 2017 that
the two broadcast games a round have moved
from GEM to Nine’s main channel this year.

This helped boost Netball Australia’s latest
financial report, which saw revenue increase
by almost 70 per cent to $26.8 million, while
sponsorship income has more than tripled to
$12.3 million.

While the new pay deal is modest in
comparison to the one launched in 2016 as
the average player salary remains around
$67,000, the Australian Netball Players’
Association is happy with the outcome.

ANPA chief Kathryn Harby-Williams said
increasing the minimum wage was key in their
negotiations. 

The new figure is effectively three times
more than the AFLW minimum salary of
$10,500, but that could increase when two
new teams enter the league next season.

Cricket Australia gave its women’s players
a huge pay rise last year, with state
representatives who also play in the WBBL
earning no less than $36,000.

In the US, the minimum a WNBA player can
be paid is about $47,000.

All players’ private health fund insurance
has risen to $1635.

Clubs are unable to approach rival
contracted players until at least the day after
the grand final, which will be held on August
25 or 26. – AAP

BOUYED by the

Last year, there were 20 teams
and over 250 players, coaches,
umpires and team officials across
four age groups. A fifth mixed age
group will be added to the card in
July.

The 2018 Indigenous Netball
Carnival will be held at Sitzler Park,
Marrara, from 27-29 July.

Already, officials are fielding
nominations from far and wide.

The second Indigenous netball
tournament comes on the back of
Netball Australia’s push for greater
inclusion of Indigenous girls and
women in the sport.

Last year, NA ran the first
Indigenous high-performance camp
at the Australian Institute of Sport in
Canberra.

The three-day camp saw 21
talent-identified Aboriginal and Torres
Strait Islander athletes from across
Australia undergo a series of training

drills and a community netball clinic.
The budding athletes learnt from

former Australian Aboriginal
Diamonds, Marcia Ella-Duncan
(OAM) and Sharon Finnan-White
(OAM) as well as Australian
Diamonds coach Lisa Alexander and
current Diamond players.

Also last year, Super Netball
clubs West Coast Fever and
Adelaide Thunderbirds celebrated
Indigenous culture and wore
Indigenous-themed kits, coinciding
with NAIDOC Week.

For the event in Darwin, together
with team success, individual players
will be in contention for a Rising Star
award. This is avaliable to one player
in each junior grade, recognising the
players who played in the spirit,
sportsmanship and fairness of the
game.

An MVP award, to the best
performing player throughout the
carnival, is available in the Open
division.

Opposition teams will give 3, 2, 1
votes at the conclusion of each
game on a voting slip provided.

Netball officials are keen to attract
more numbers than last year.

The final draw will be released on
Monday, July 16.

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Your sport, my politics 
and our right to protest

ALL Colin Kaepernick
wanted was to draw public
attention toward the

disproportionate violence visited
upon African-American males by
police. So he took a stand to
‘take a knee’ – that is, he didn’t
stand while the US national
anthem played. That was in the
2016/17 season. He hasn’t
played football since.

Kaepernick was a quarterback
with the San Fransisco 49ers in
the NFL.

In 2016, before a 49ers’ pre-
season game, Kaepernick
remained seated as The Star
Spangled Banner played. It was
a silent protest to which he later
explained: “I am not going to
stand up to show pride in a flag
for a country that oppresses
black people and people of
colour. To me, this is bigger than
football and it would be selfish on
my part to look the other way.
There are bodies in the street
and people getting paid leave
and getting away with murder.”

The US anthem is played
before all national sporting
events, including regular season
NFL games.

What followed was a firestorm
and an apparent ending of
Kaepernick’s career.

He is currently a free agent
but remains without a team with
team owners afraid to pick him
up for fear of boycott.

Happily, other players across

the NFL, black and white,
continue to show support for the
cause and have knelt during the
national anthem.

Sadly, other players across
the NFL, black and white,
continue to show support for the
cause because disproportionate
violence continues to be visited
upon African-American males by
police.

Disturbingly, the NFL this year
issued an edict that seeks to
impose sanctions toward teams
and players across the league
who refuse to stand during the
national anthem.

Worryingly, the issue at the
heart of the protest continues to
simmer.

The players have both been
widely praised and thoroughly
condemned for their actions.

The NFL is at a loss as to how
to deal with it. Much like the AFL
were when Adam Goodes was
being booed – deplorable action
traced back to his calling out the
casual racism that exists in this
country. That episode remains
one of the most shameful toward
an active sports player in
Australian sport – an issue this
column will revisit at another
time.

What people are saying when
they condemn the consciences
of Kaepernick, Goodes et al is
not that sport and politics do not
mix, but that sport and your
politics we do not agree with do

not mix. “Know your place, sports
man!”

In democracies, freedom of
speech is a given.

And it goes like this: You have
the freedom to speak your mind,
and I have the freedom to reply.

A person’s skill set in a
professional sports environment

should not prohibit them from
having an opinion.

On a range of other matters,
sportspeople are held up as
mentors who are encouraged to
use their role to initiate positive
change.

If their actions are intended to
improve the world we live in, no

matter the uncomfortable truths,
then that can only be a good
thing.

“AS soon as we
could stand up
we were playing
footy … I’m

crazy on rugby
league since as

long as I can remember.”
The story of Danny* starts

in his home town in regional
NSW, where rugby league is a
“religion”, where a young
Aboriginal man need look no
further than his own home for
sporting inspiration and
support. That “religion”,
strongly influenced by
Aboriginal culture, took Danny
all the way to the NRL, the
code’s elite competition.

Alvin* grew up in Darwin,
part of a “big footy family” in a
community where playing
Aussie rules was not so much
a matter of choice as just
“what you do”. Alvin also
made it to the top; drafted into
the AFL at age 20, he had a
long and successful career.

Both young men are among
16 elite footballers included in
a new book, Stories of
Indigenous Success in
Australian Sport: Journeys to
the AFL and the NRL, by
Professor John Evans, a
sports scientist and social

researcher at the University of
Technology Sydney (UTS), and
New Zealand academic
Richard Light.

Professor Evans says he
and Light set out to determine
the factors that enable male,
Indigenous athletes to become
elite level players in Australian
rules football and rugby
league.

They cite statistics to
underline their point:
Indigenous Australians are 3%
of the Australian population,
but 10% (NRL) and 14% (AFL)
of the elite player population.
About one in five players in
State of Origin is Indigenous;

typically, one in three
members of the Queensland
Origin team is Indigenous.

Evans says the importance
of sport in many Aboriginal
communities means kids enter
an “apprenticeship” in their
choice of elite sport from a
very early age.

“There’s plenty of
commentary now in both NRL
and AFL about Aboriginal
players having a particular
style – that they’re skilful, fast,
agile … and often better than
their non-Indigenous
counterparts,” Evans says.

“What we’re saying in this
book is that yes, there is a
different way of playing and
that’s based on a lot of things.
It’s based on the culture of
where they’re from, the way
sport is valued. In
communities it’s a really
important activity so they get
encouraged and supported
from an early age.”

Konta seethed at a
line call late in the final
set, leaving Barty and
other onlookers
stunned by her antics.

After fighting her
way back into the
match from a set down
and then battling back
to 4-4 from 4-1 down in
the deciding set, the
Australian-born Briton
Konta completely lost
her composure.

At the changeover
at 5-4 down, she
complained furiously to
the umpire about a line

call in the penultimate
game, later refusing to
shake hands with the
official after the match.

“It’s an absolute
joke,” Konta told the
umpire. “You’re making
decisions that affect
our lives. Do you fully
understand that?”

It was Barty’s first
tournament triumph of
the year, the second of
her career and a
demonstration from the
former junior
Wimbledon champion
that she could now
even be an outside
threat for the senior

title next month.
“I feel great today –

coming into a final, the
adrenaline gets you
going, but I feel like
I’ve been playing well
all week,” the world
No.17 said.

“It’s been building
and building and
getting better and
better each match.

“I knew that Jo was
going to be the
toughest test this
week, so I’m just really
glad that I came
through that and it was
a really high quality
match.” – AAP

Barty’s achievements
were almost
overshadowed by the
antics of her opponent.

WHEN Nakia
Davis-Welsh
danced around
a hapless
opponent to

score for the
Blues, it broke a half-

time deadlock in an
entertaining NSW-Queensland
rugby league State of Origin
match in Sydney last Friday
night, the first of its kind.
