RAAF graduates set to spread their wings

THE Royal Australian Air
Force is set to propel its
commitment to embracing
cultural diversity with the
recent graduation of six proud
young Indigenous liaison officers.
The newly commissioned officers
will be building relationships between
local Indigenous communities where

bases are situated and the air force,
promoting Indigenous recruitment, and
Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander
programs within the force.

The Indigenous liaison officers
completed 17 weeks of military
management, leadership, military law,
air power, ground defence, security,
military skills and air force values and
ethics training, predominantly on the
East Sale base, which is so big it has its

own postcode. They are all now
commissioned officers with the RAAF,
prepared for warfare and humanitarian
support.

In four years the Australian defence
forces have more than doubled their
Indigenous recruitment. Last year 8.8
per cent of their recruits were
Aboriginal and/or Torres Straight
Islander people.

They owe it to the likes of Warrant

Officer Class 2 Shane Cox (Army) who
is one of 13 specialist Indigenous
recruiters in the defence forces and
who was recognised as the Australian
HR Institute 2018 Diversity Champion.

Another six Indigenous liaison
officers have recently started training —
the plan is to have one on each the 17
air force bases across Australia.

WHOLE families
breached for
participating in
cultural business,
real jobs replaced

by ‘modern day

slave labour’, workplace
health and safety issues, bullying
and double dipping are just a few
of the Community Development
Program (CDP) horror stories First
Nation Workers’ Alliance members
and educators are dealing with on
a daily basis.

Several members of the
Australian Council of Unions
(ACTU) Indigenous Committee
working on the front lines of
remote regions across the
Western Australia, the Northern
Territory and South Australia have
committed to change and, with an
election looming, they have the
Morrison government firmly in
their sights.

Last month a report from the
department of Prime Minister and
Cabinet found that about 60% of
CDP — the Government’s
controversial remote work-for-the-
dole scheme — participants had
recorded at least one suspension
from their Centrelink payment and
about a third had received a
financial penalty during any three-
month period.

More than 80% of CDP
participants are Indigenous.

Wayne Kurnorth is an

organiser for United Voice
(originally the North Australian
Workers’ Union) in Darwin, who
says his job takes him through a
lot of Aboriginal townships where
CDPis run.

“I basically try to communicate
with the mobs out on communities
about what’s going on and why we
need to try and fight this,” he said.

“CDP is modern day slave
labour and people are getting cut
off from financial assistance —
being punished — for not showing
up to participate in activities for
cultural reasons, for up to eight
weeks at a time.

“That creates a ripple effect. If
someone gets penalised, they rely
on their families to help them out
and up to two thirds of the family
might get penalised.”

Australian Services Union
organiser Corey Ah Chee is based
in Adelaide and said there was a
sense of frustration across the
APY lands he visits as part of his
work.

“There are stories of people
leaving the APY lands, leaving
their homelands, and going down
to places like Port Augusta,” he
said.

“And sometimes they have
families there who can support
them and sometimes they don't,
so maybe they’ll end up living on
the streets because they think
that’s better than where they’ve
come from.”

Australian Manufacturing
Workers Union (AMWU) organiser
Liam Bedford works across the
Kimberley in WA.

“In my role as an educator | try
to get them to understand the
system, how the CDP actually
works and what doesn't work, and
how workers are getting
exploited,” he said.

“And they know that — most
people know that they're not
getting a fair go when it comes to
working and contractors coming in
and that sort of stuff.

“So | try to talk to them about
how they can change things
because | see they are scared of
change.

“They've seen change happen
all the time so they're wondering,
‘If 1 do this what's going to happen
next? Am | going to get paid? Is
this going to happen? We're going
to get moved to another
community or out of the
community.’

“So a lot of them try not to stir
the pot.”

Mr Ah Chee said one of the
things they could do was join the
FNWA.

“We have had a bit of a take up
from our union members,
Aboriginal and non-Aboriginal as
well, wanting to join because of
the whole ‘fair day's pay for a fair
day's work’ idea,” he said.

“And as workers, we identify
with that and people are joining."

Mr Kurnorth said the feedback
he had was the communities had
been waiting a long time for
something like the FNWA.

“So a lot of people just join up,

a lot of CDP participants as well,
because then they know there’s
some sort of support base for
them,” he said.

He said they had been
lobbying the Opposition, who have
pledged to abolish CDP. The
Greens are in favour of ending the
program.

“So we’ve been working really
hard over the past couple of years
to get our ministers, especially our
Indigenous ministers, to step up to
this plate, and they have,” he said.

He said they met with Linda
Burney last week in Cairns where
the Federal Opposition MP signed
a pledge to encourage people to
vote and end CDP.

Last month Federal Indigenous
Affairs Minister Nigel Scullion
announced some changes to CDP
— but critics say it’s far too little,
too late.

Senator Scullion said the
changes will be part of the first
phase of CDP reforms, which aim
to increase CDP participants’
attendance and reduce penalties.

He said 1000 subsidised jobs
for CDP participants would be
available from this month.

“These 1000 new jobs will be
available throughout remote
Australia,” Senator Scullion said.

“There will also be a focus on
supporting Indigenous
businesses, as these subsidies
will help those businesses
operating in remote Australia to
expand and hire new staff.”

across the nation has
continued to rise at a higher
level than for other children,
according to a a new report
from the Australian Institute of
Health and Welfare (AIHW).

And, a separate piece of
research by academics,
including Telethon Kids Institute
patron and former Australian of
the Year Professor Fiona
Stanley, confirming Aboriginal
children are now 10 times more
likely than other children to be
placed in out-of-home care,
has prompted researchers to
call for urgent action to prevent
further intergenerational
trauma.

The AIHW report Child
Protection Australia 2017-18,
presents statistics on state and
territory child protection and
family support services.

It showed that the number
of Indigenous children — who
were already massively
overrepresented in child
protection figures — receiving
child protection services rose
from 140 to 164 per 1000
between 2013/14 and 2017/18.

The rate for other children

over the same time frame was
from 19 to 20, meaning that
Indigenous children are eight
times more likely to be subject
to children protection.

David Braddock, head of the
Child Welfare Unit at the AIHW,
said Indigenous children were
also six times more likely than
other children to be the subject
of a substantiation — where an
investigation has concluded
that there is sufficient reason to
believe the child has been, is
being, or is likely to be abused,
neglected, or otherwise
harmed.

Overwhelmingly, the most
common substantiation was
emotional abuse, followed by
neglect.

“A range of factors could be
contributing to the rising rate of
children receiving protection
services,” Mr Braddock said.
“Increased public awareness
and reporting, legislative
changes and inquiries into the
child protection processes all
play a part, as well as potential
rises in the rate of child abuse
and neglect.”

Tim Ireland, chief executive
of AbSec, the peak body for
Indigenous children in NSW,
acknowledged that fewer
Aboriginal children in that state
entered care in 2017/18
compared to the previous year.

Around 15,765 — or about 1

in 6 — Aboriginal children in
NSW received child protection
services in 2017-18. In the
same period 817 Aboriginal
children entered out-of-home
care — a decrease of 261 from
the previous year.

“However the gap between
Aboriginal and other children
continues to widen,” he said.
“Governments need a clear
focus on Aboriginal children
and families to make sure they
are not left behind.

“It’s time for governments to
make a change and commit to
Aboriginal-led solutions which
we know achieve the best
possible outcomes for
Aboriginal children, families
and communities. Only then
will we close this gap.”

The other study, which was
published in the journal Child
Abuse & Neglect, reviewed
national data following
anecdotal reports from the
Aboriginal community that child
protection authorities had
increased the removal of
Aboriginal infants from their
families in recent years.

They found the number of
Aboriginal children in out-of-
home care increased 21% from
2012-2017, while the number
of Aboriginal infants in out-of-
home care increased by 17%
between 2013 and 2016.

Key risk factors leading to
child or infant removal from
Aboriginal families in particular
included substance use, mental
health issues — well-recognised
legacies of the
intergenerational trauma
brought about by the forced
removal of children in the past.

Guests given
inferior rooms:
investigation

FOLLOWING an ABC investigation
showing that Aboriginal guests
at the Ibis Styles Oasis hotel in
Alice Springs were purposely
put in inferior rooms, the hotel
chain Accor says it has opened
an internal probe.

In a statement on Sunday, Accor said they
had appointed an interim manager while they
investigated the ABC'’s report.

A whistleblower told the ABC that the
hotel’s management had sent an email
directing staff to put Aboriginal guests into
inferior rooms.

“Because they appeared Aboriginal, they
were being given worse rooms that you
wouldn't put anyone else into at all,” the
whistleblower said.

Accor said they were “issuing a formal
communication to all employees reiterating
our anti-discrimination expectations”.

“Local anti-discrimination training next
week with every team member at the hotel will
reinforce our ongoing expectation to treat
others with dignity and respect and so every
guest is made to feel welcome,” the statement
said.

Global hotel chain Accor is the biggest
hotelier in Australia and the story about the
Ibis Styles in Alice Springs segregating guests
was picked up internationally, including by the
BBC in the UK, in New Zealand, Asia and by
CNN in America.

Federal Indigenous Affairs Minister Nigel
Scullion said discriminating against Aboriginal
guests was “completely unacceptable”.

“| call on anybody who believes they may
have been subject to this racist conduct, or if
you know somebody that may have been
subject to this conduct, to contact either my
office or the office of the Aboriginal and Torres
Strait Islander Social Justice Commissioner,”
he said.

New classroom keeps the kids at home

THE kids in

Watarrka won't get
homesick like they

Traditional owner Sadie

Williams from the Watarrka (Kings
Canyon) National Park in the
Northern Territory said a new
secondary classroom just built at
Lilla outstation will let kids stay
living with their families in
surrounding outstations while they
study.

The Watarrka traditional
owners have combined their rent
income from the park with private
donations to build the new
classroom to let their children
continue studying at the Watarrka
school until Year 10.

An open-plan classroom,
computer room and teachers
office have been built with the
$320,000 investment.

“We have fought hard over
many years for our primary school
to stay open so that our kids can
get a good bilingual and bicultural
education on country,” Ms
Williams said.

“We put some of our own
money to build a high school out
bush for our children so kids won't
get homesick. It makes our kids
feel happy and safe living at home
with their families and going to
high school.

“Education is very important to
us and we know that keeping our
kids at home for as long as

living with my family and it
makes me happy to go to
school with my friends in my
comunity.”

possible will give them a better
chance to succeed in life.”

The traditional owners invested
$135,000 of their collective rent
income in the project, while the
not-for-profit Watarrka Foundation
raised the balance from a variety
of sources over an 18-month
period.

Central Land Council (CLC)
chief executive Joe Martin-Jard
said their community development
program supported the traditional
owners to plan and monitor the
construction project in partnership
with the foundation.

“These community-driven
initiatives are more likely to help
close the education gap than top-
down government programs
because the children’s families

are engaged and are using their
own income,” he said.

The investment in the
secondary classroom project
builds on their earlier decisions to
spend more than $180,000 for
education support projects for the
Watarrka outstations and their
school.

Watarrka Foundation chair
Paul Jensen said the right to
access an education in your home
environment is an accepted
human right.

“We are proud of having
contributed towards providing this
to the families in Watarrka,” he
said.

Christine Munro, a teacher at
the Watarrka school and a
member of the foundation’s
advisory group, provided on-site
support to the secondary
classroom project.

Before the project, she had to
teach up to 25 students of all
ages in one small classroom.

“Having an additional

classroom has enabled us to
separate the students into age
groups and give them each more
focused attention, which is helping
them to learn faster,” she said.

Voting is deadly!

IT’S not just about
enrolling to vote; it's
about actually
turning up on the
day and casting

your vote, ACTU

Indigenous officer Lara
Watson says.

Lara is also involved in the First
Nation Workers’ Alliance (FNWA),
which has campaigned heavily on
conditions for Community
Development Program (CDP) — the
Federal Government’s controversial
work for the dole scheme —
workers.

“We know that we have got a
commitment from Labor and a
commitment from the Greens to
abolish CDP,” she said.

“But for us to see a change in
government it is quite critical that
all Aboriginal and Torres Strait
Islander people enrol to vote, not
only CDP workers or remote
communities, but everyone.

“This is an issue we critically
need to win and the only way that
we are going to do that is if we
have a change in government.”

Ms Watson and the ACTU
Indigenous committee felt so
strongly about the ‘Voting is
Deadly’ campaign, they took time
out from a recent meeting in Cairns
to spend half a day campaigning in
a local shopping centre.

Independent Education Union
delegate Maxine Brahim, from
Perth, WA, said people fought hard
for the right to vote.

“You need to vote to make a
change,” she said.

“Aboriginal people have to stand
up and be counted in this country.”

Ms Watson said Australian
Electoral Commission figures show
that only 58% of Indigenous people
are enrolled to vote.

But, she said, it gets worse.

“Through that research we also
know of those enrolled, only around
25 to 30% of Aboriginal and Torres
Strait Islander people actually turn
out to vote,” she said.

“And we are three times more
likely to put in an informal vote.

“So we absolutely need our mob
to turn out on the day.”

Ms Graham said she and her
family, especially her mother, had
campaigned for the recognition
voting gave Aboriginal people as
citizens.

“They were issued cards to be
able to go into the town and
citizenship rights cards but my
mum refused to get one because
she was not going to lose her
identity as an Aboriginal person,”
Ms Graham said.

“Her thing was Australia needed
to recognise the people of this
country.

“So she campaigned. The whole
family campaigned.

“Then we had our voting rights
put into place, so, to me, if you
don’t vote, you shouldn't criticise
the system or the government —
voting is your voice.”

Federal education officer for the
Australian Education Union Darcel
Russell, based in Melbourne, said
voting is about exercising rights
that Indigenous people had fought
for for so long.

“Voting is about harnessing our
power to change the government
and to change the things that we
don't like about the Government,”
she said.

“And, you know, some of them
might say we don't have the power
but in some places if every
Aboriginal person turned out to

vote, we could actually change the
government.

“That would mean we could vote
for policies that were fairer for us,
we could vote to abolish CDP, we
could vote for fair funding for public
schools and we could vote to make
life better for ourselves and our
communities and our people.”

Ms Watson said the FNWA had
taken up CDP issues and the
Voting is Deadly campaigns as a
pivot for change.

“We've probably visited maybe
just under half of the region that
CDP operates, and we've come
across some really sad and
horrendous stories,” she said.

“Whole families are getting
breached for sorry business,
private companies and businesses
are exploiting our workers, and
there are workplace health and
safety issues.”

She said because CDP workers
were under the Social Security
legislation the language was
different.

“They are participants, not
workers, and they're doing
activities, not jobs, so they have the
capacity to get away with these
things,” she said.

“It means there's no industrial
tool that CDP workers can access
such as the Fair Work Commission,
which was Fair Work Australia, or
the Australian industrial relations
tribunal.”

She said the stories were
consistent.

“We hear throughout the
Northern Territory, Western
Australia, APY Lands and far north
Queensland that significant cultural
protocols such as sorry business
are not being considered viable
enough example to miss an
activity,” she said.

“People — sometimes whole
families — are being breached for
eight weeks.

At Rainstrees Shopping Centre were ACTU Indigenous Committee members Stephen Walsh (Vic), Wayne
Kurnorth (NT), Darcel Russell (Vic), Corey Ah Chee (SA), chair Jo Kerr (NSW), Liam Bedford (WA), Maxine
Brahim (WA), Wayne Costelloe (Qld) and Lara Watson (Qld).

“These are communities where
employment is extremely scarce
and operating under this very
punitive and racist program which,
instead of creating job opportunities
in remote communities, is taking
the job opportunities away.”

Ms Watson said despite being
aware of some resistance to the
idea of enrolling it was important
the power of voting was not
underestimated.

She said it was no good thinking
‘my vote doesn’t count’ because it
does.

“One vote can actually see a
change in government,” she said.

“If we look at seats like
Leichhardt, Herbert, Solomon and
Lingiari, where there is a large
population of Aboriginal and Torres
Strait Islander people, we actually
have the power to change
government and while we are not
overly fussed on the Western
system that governs us, it does
govern us.

“So, if we want to make change,
we have to be a part of the system,
we have to get in there, we have to
understand how voting works and
we have to be empowered to vote.

“We have that capacity to
change government and if we were

all enrolled to vote and we all
actually voted, we could use the
power we have.

“We can then lobby candidates
and members of Parliament on all
levels of government to roll out the
change that we want to see happen
whether that’s around education,
CDP, health or any of the major
issues we know are in our
community.

“We actually have the capacity
to change policy, so we need
people to get out and enrol to vote
if they are not enrolled, and we
need people to turn out on the day
and vote.”

INITIATED Wati man
Patrick Ikaringanyi
Ferguson is a
traditional
woodcarver and
artist, who had these
skills passed down to
him from his grandmother Mabel,
when he was young.

Born in in the NSW rural city of
Broken Hill and raised in
Tibooburra in the north-west corner
of NSW, Ferguson has an
interesting and diverse life.

After losing his mother at 11, he
spent time of boarding school in
Forbes before working in mustering
and stock camps through the
Northern Territory, Queensland and
South Australia.

Reignited passion

Forced to move to Adelaide due
to his son's illness 14 years ago,
Ferguson reignited his passion for
traditional Aboriginal wood carved
art, producing spears, shields,
fighting clubs, boomerangs and
coolamons. He has even branched
out into making jewellery, like rings,
ear-rings and necklaces, along with
trophy bases.

“Wood carving is my first
passion and brings me back out to
country,” Ferguson told the Koori
Mail.

“During the time when we had to
move down here to Adelaide for my
son’s treatment, | saw a fallen tree
in a nearby park.

“l went to Bunnings, brought an
axe and a rasp — and started
producing traditional items.”

The quality, finish, presentation
and beauty of Ferguson work is
clear to see.

“I associate myself with senior
people to learn from our Elders —
advice my grandmother also gave
me,” he said. “This work also
connects me with the family
heritage on both sides through the
APY lands, the Flinders Rangers
and Coopers Creek.

“l love the tradition of carving,
and keeping it alive in our culture is
very important to me.

“l have a strong connection with
my father Lee Brady, which is also
pivotal.

“It is also cathartic when you're
involved in making a traditional

item, which connects me with my
people.”

Ferguson had one of his
coolamons (carrying vessels) used
when former Prime Minister
Malcolm Turnbull, who has a large
personal collection of Aboriginal
artefacts, had the 2016 Redfern
Statement carried into Federal
Parliament.

Over the past couple of seasons
Port Adelaide Football Club has
purchased a number of traditional
gifts from Ferguson to give to their
opposing clubs as a part of the AFL
Indigenous rounds.

He has also created trophies for
the Port Adelaide Indigenous
Academy award winners.

In 2017 Ferguson collected the
highly touted Don Dunstan
Foundation “Our Mob” Emerging
Artist Prize.

Now in his mid 40s, Ferguson
said he’s proud of his culture and
his connection to punu (wood),
explaining it is a real love and
spiritual obligation to his people.

Ferguson also mentors and runs
workshops.

With his connection to Port
Adelaide and Paul Vandenbergh,
the directors of Aboriginal
programs at the Power, he was
asked to the AFL All-stars
Aboriginal summit.

He helped each club produce a
boomerang and also travelled to
Narungga (Point Pierce) on the
Yorke Peninsula to do a spear
making demonstration.

AFL boomerangs

“With Michael O’Brien, a former
Port Adelaide and Sturt footballer,
we travelled up north to cut the
wood for 25 boomerangs for the
AFL Aboriginal All Stars summit,”
Ferguson explained.

“It is also an important to give
non-Aboriginal people an
understanding.

“I was really pleased Jackson
Trengove came across from the
Western Bulldogs — the boomerang
he made will be the first piece of
Indigenous carved art in the club.

“Patty Ryder from Port Adelaide
had a real connection with the
making of the boomerang.”

Ferguson’s artistic links
continues through his daughter
Rene, who is a traditional dot
painter.

Mother appeals for justice

David Dungay’s mother pleads for someone to be accountable for her son’s death in Long Bay Prison

THE mother of
an Aboriginal
man who
died in
custody while

being

restrained by five
corrective services officers
has made an emotional
appeal for justice.

David Dungay Junior died
in Sydney’s Long Bay Prison
Hospital on December 29,
2015, after the officers
forcibly transferred the
diabetic man to a camera-
monitored cell.

The 26-year-old diabetic
had refused to stop eating a
packet of crackers.

Guards rushed his cell
and held him down while
medical staff gave him a
strong sedative.

Footage shown during the

early days of the inquest
showed Mr Dungay calling
out “l can’t breathe” a dozen
times before going into
cardiac arrest and dying.

His mother Leetona was
the last to speak at an
inquest which began in July
last year but was suspended
until starting up again on
March 4 this year.

She spoke about her
son’s childhood and
described him as growing
into a lovely young man,
while admitting that he had
made some bad mistakes.

“But he did his time and
paid his debt. He was so
close to being free,” she
said.

She questioned why the
cell was raided when earlier
evidence had indicated that
he posed no immediate risk

when he was eating the
crackers.

“No mother should ever
have to feel the pain of
burying a son and watching
him die begging to breathe,”
she said. The whole world
has seen the footage of
David begging for life and
saying he can’t breathe to
his last gasp. One minute my
beautiful son was alive and
healthy. The next he was
dead.”

Ms Dungay pleaded for
someone to be held
accountable for her son’s
death. “I'm looking at all you
men and women in the
courtroom and asking you for
someone to be held
accountable for my son’s
homicide.”

Corrective Services NSW
Assistant Commissioner

Kevin Corcoran apologised
to the family on the final day
of the inquest.

“Corrective Services
should have had procedures
in place to ensure that we
worked more closely with
staff from Justice Health and
Forensic Mental Health
Network to recognise the risk
factors for positional
asphyxia,” he said.

“Corrective Services did
not train our correctional
officers to exhaust all the
escalation techniques prior
to entering cell 71.

“We recognise that Mr
Dungay’s death has deeply
affected the family and that
the pain they have
experienced from his
passing will continue well
into the future.”

Last Thursday, two expert

witnesses told the court that
Mr Dungay most likely died
from an exacerbation of pre-
existing heart problems while
being restrained.

Professor Mark Adams, a
cardiologist from Swinburne
University, said under
questioning on Thursday that
Mr Dungay’s psychiatric
medication, his diabetes, and
other health factors could
have triggered an irreversible
heart attack.

Adams explained that
when Mr Dungay was telling
guards he could not breathe,
he was most likely
experiencing a heart
arrhythmia, which led to a
type of fast heart rate caused
by improper electrical activity
in the heart, which ultimately
led to death.

Kendall Bailey, the

forensic pathologist who
conducted the post-mortem,
agreed that Mr Dungay died
from some form of cardiac
arrhythmia, but said she
could not scientifically
demonstrate a single cause
of death, because there were
too many factors at play.

“l do not doubt that the
mechanism of death is a
cardiac arrhythmia, but |
can'’t tell you what the reason
for the arrhythmia is.”

Mr Dungay died just
weeks before he was due to
be released. He had been
convicted of robbery in
company with wounding,
aggravated attempted sexual
intercourse and assault
occasioning actual bodily
harm. Deputy Coroner Derek
Lee will hand down his
findings on August 23.
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Family waiting
for an answer

FORTY-seven days
and counting.
As of Thursday
last week,
Victorian police
investigating the
death of Jesse
Edwards in Swan Hill on January
19 appear no closer to making an
arrest.

And family of the 20-year-old
‘gentle giant’ are asking why.

Mr Edwards allegedly died
from serious head injuries outside
a nightclub following what police
described as a brawl.

His uncle, Geoffrey Maher, is
not accepting that description.

“When | asked the detective
investigating why it was taking so
long when they managed to arrest
an Aboriginal man within days
after the death of a white woman
around the same time in
Melbourne he said, ‘It's two
different things ... one’s a barroom
brawl,” Mr Maher said, referring to
the murder of Israeli student Aiia
Maasarwe.

“| said, ‘Why is it a brawl when
it’s one Aboriginal guy and a heap
of white guys beating him to
death?’

“There were no other
Aboriginal people outside because
they were locked up in the
nightclub.”

Mr Maher told the Koori Mail
previously that his nephew had
been trying to help a young

woman who was being assaulted
by a man.

“Someone who was there told
me that the bloke king hit him and
then he was held down by
(another person) while he was
kicked to death,” Mr Maher said.

Mr Maher said the body of his
nephew was left outside the
nightclub for almost 12 hours
before homicide detectives arrived
from Melbourne.

He said it took the ambulance
50 minutes to arrive but by that
time Mr Edwards was dead.

Mr Maher is questioning why
police allegedly only took CCTV
footage from nearby council-
operated cameras.

“It amazes me why it has taken
so long when there were 18 sets
of surveillance cameras in the
area and the detective told me
they only took the council camera
footage,” he said.

“It feels like a cover-up. The
local police even said they (the
family) might not like the answer
they are going to get.”

Mr Maher also alleges that
shortly after the death, local police
warned a man who may have
been involved that he should get
out of town.

He also said that some
Aboriginal people who were there
on the night were fearful to come
forward because one of the
people allegedly involved was a
high-profile business person.

“People need to come out and
say it to police because people

like him should be locked up,” Mr
Maher said.

The Koori Mail attempted to
speak with the detective in charge
of the case but was told all
enquiries should be made through
the police media unit.

When contacted last Friday
asking for an update, police media
re-issued a statement saying
“homicide squad detectives are
continuing their investigations into
the death ... investigations are
ongoing and active with a number
of people being spoken to by
police. While there isn't any further
update at this time, police are still
appealing for anyone with
information to come forward and
call Crime Stoppers on 1800 333
000.”

Mr Maher said the lengthy
investigation was taking its toll on
Jesse’s family and friends.

“Because of his death some of
the young people are doing it
tough ... cutting themselves and
wishing they were dead. They
need answers.”

He believes the lengthy
investigation is the result of
entrenched racism.

“This has happened to every
Aboriginal person in this situation.
There are cases going back 30 to
40 years and there’s still no
justice,” he said.

Meanwhile, Mr Maher and his
wife Maria have applied for
documents so that they can speak
at any future coronial inquiry into
Jesse Edward’s death.

Album
fakes a
prize

AN album completed by
Gurrumul just weeks
before he died has
won the Australian
Music Prize.
The 2018 release,
Djarimirri (Child of the

Rainbow), was chosen by a panel of
21 judges from a shortlist of eight

other albums.

It was judged to be the most
important album of the year and won
a $30,000 prize from PPCA, a non-
profit organisation that provides
licences to Australian businesses to
play recorded music in public.

The album, which was Gurrumul’s
fourth, took out four ARIA awards
and won many other accolades in
2018.

Judges said the album, which
took four years to make, stands as a
masterpiece from one of Australia’s
most important artists.

The album presents traditional
songs and harmonised chants from
his traditional Yolngu life with
dynamic and hypnotic orchestral
arrangements.

Women’s voices set

“During 2018, we had the
privilege of meeting with 2,294
women and girls in 50 locations
across the country, to hear about
their strengths, challenges and
ideas for change,” Ms Oscar said.

“A consistent theme from the
discussions was that positive
change needs to be specific to
local communities and that
Aboriginal and Torres Strait
Islander women and girls want to
be an active part of that change.

“Stage Two will focus on how
First Nations women and girls will
use our final report and its
recommendations as a tool for
continuing their incredible work
within their communities.

“We want to build on the
existing strengths of Aboriginal and
Torres Strait Islander women and
girls, so that they can work with
their communities to lead and
negotiate community-led solutions
in partnership with government and
non-government partners.

“We also need to focus on
building the capacity of those
partners to provide enabling and

supportive environments for
community-led design,
implementation and evaluation of
programs.”

Ms Oscar has been invited to
provide an additional proposal to
the Federal Government for
funding to hold a National Summit
in 2020.

The National Summit would
bring together representatives from
the Commonwealth, states and
territories and Aboriginal and
Torres Strait Islander peak bodies
to work with First Nations women
and girls.

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NLC agrees
to audit of
its finances

A NORTHERN Territory
Northern Land Council (NLC)
member has warned its
current turmoil is damaging
the organisation’s reputation
as an important authority that
makes decisions about the lives of
Aboriginal people.

The NLC resolved to have its finances
examined in an audit amid allegations of the
misuse of funds after the powerful Aboriginal
organisation held two days of tense meetings
last week.

He accused interim chief executive Jak Ah
Kit of bullying other members to the point
where they could not ask questions and left
the meeting in anger on Friday.

“This is a sad day for Aboriginal people in
the Northern Territory. We want to make a
difference and show them (the public) that we
are competent in making our own decisions,”
Mr Sing said.

“We, as a land council and members,
need to demonstrate that with the
responsibility placed upon the members and
the wider use of public monies that we are
accountable.”

The NLC’s nine-member executive or
board — which is the subject of the allegations
—and interim chief executive Jack Ah Kit had
been resisting the meeting ordered by
Federal Indigenous Affairs Minister Nigel
Scullion.

Among the issues is that the NLC has
leased its Darwin headquarters since 2007
from its own subsidiary the Aboriginal
Investment Group for $1 million a year,
compared to a market valuation that it should
pay $685,000 to $710,000.

Also to be looked at will be a $4 million
grant given to the NLC-owned Aboriginal
Investment Group and numerous other loans
between its entities whose board members
are all land council executive members.

The NLC also provided loans totalling
$345,000 to a company whose owner was an

Cell death examined

A NSW Police officer
accused of failing
to follow protocols
that could have
prevented an

Aboriginal woman’s
death in custody claims
he didn't think he had to physically
check on the welfare of vulnerable
prisoners.

Acting Sergeant Gregory Hosie
was the Maitland police station
custody manager the morning
Rebecca Maher, 36, was found
dead in her holding cell. He told
an inquest in Newcastle last
Thursday that he'd either monitor
prisoners on CCTV footage in his
office or peer into their cell
through a perspex screen.

“At the time | thought that was
an OK method,” Sgt Hosie said
when questioned by counsel
assisting the coroner David
Buchanan. “l now know it wasn’t.
It was just what I've always done,

either looking at the monitor or
physically sighting them in
the cell.”

Dr John Vine, an emergency
care specialist, had earlier told the
inquest he believed police failed in
their duty of care for the seriously
intoxicated Aboriginal woman in
July 2016.

“Somebody needed to go to
her cell on a regular basis to
interact with her to see what she
was doing,” Dr Vine said.

“She didn’'t move at all from the
moment she lay down. That tells
me she was unconscious almost
immediately. If she doesn’t
respond or responds
inadequately, then there’s a big
concern.”

Sgt Hosie told investigators he
checked on the Wiradjuri woman’s
condition seven times between
1.39am and 5.17am but did not
enter her cell. Officers wrongly
believed Ms Maher had HIV.

An autopsy revealed Ms Maher
died from mixed drug toxicity after
taking a combination of
methadone and benzodiazepines
leading to respiratory failure. She
had not been drinking.

Acting state coroner Teresa
O’Sullivan is investigating the
circumstances surrounding Ms
Maher’s death after she was
detained by police for being
intoxicated.

Mr Buchanan said the inquest
would investigate the custody
management record created for
Ms Maher and the way police
assessed risks to her health.

A code of practice for police
looking after people in custody
states that they have to “wake,
speak to and assess the sobriety
of people intoxicated by drugs or
alcohol at least every 30 minutes
... during the first two or three
hours of detention ... Do all
assessments in person, and not

by video.” However, Sgt Hosie told
the court he did not remember
seeing a copy of the code during
the three months he was custody
manager before Ms Maher’s
death.

He also admitted never
thinking about contacting Ms
Maher’s family to come and pick
her up.

Sgt Hosie at 5.51am knocked
on the cell door a number of times
but there was no response.

A minute later he entered the
cell but did not touch Ms Maher.
He then left the cell and returned
another minute later wearing
gloves.

Mr Buchanan said Ms Maher’s
face and hands were blue when
Sgt Hosie shook her but she did
not respond. He then ran out of
the cell and returned with a
defibrillator but did not know how
to use it.

Police called triple zero at

5.54am but paramedics could
resuscitate her.

Ms Maher was detained after
she was found stumbling along
Wollombi Road in Cessnock into
oncoming traffic with her boyfriend
after tam.

Sergeant Nathan Brooks told
investigators police detained her
because there were doubts she
lived at the address she'd given.

Police also assumed no
responsible person would be there
to look after her.

Mr Buchanan said Ms Maher
was not searched before being
placed in the cell because officers
feared contracting HIV or hepatitis
C. Ms Maher was well known to
police but the wrong information
had been recorded about her
medical background stating she
had HIV or hepatitis C.

Two bottles of benzodiazepines
were later found in the left leg of
Ms Maher’s pants. - AAP

ABORIGINAL
residents from a
remote community
have won
compensation after
suing the Northern
Territory Government over
the state of their houses.

The case could lead to many
millions of dollars more in taxpayer
funds going to claims if some of the
NT's other communities also sue.

The Eastern Arrernte people of
Santa Teresa near Alice Springs
sued on the basis that their homes
were uninhabitable due to neglect.

The NT's Housing Department
failed to action more than 600
urgent repairs in often overcrowded
houses, the class action said.

One of the worst proven cases
involved resident Jasmine

Cavanagh having a blocked toilet
and leaking shower for 269 days,
during which time sewage water
leaked through her family's home.

Enid and Gerald Young's
household did not have an air
conditioner for at least 540 days, in
a region where heat is extreme.

Alice Springs had 16 days in a
row above 42 degrees in January.

The Government countersued
for unpaid rental debts and was at
one stage claiming $2 million, or an
average $21,000 for each of Santa
Teresa's households.

However, the Northern Territory
Civil and Administrative Tribunal
(NTCAT) ruled that the
Government had breached its
tenancy agreement and failed its
legal obligations to provide safe,
healthy and habitable public

housing in remote communities.

Four households were
examined but the compensation
will apply to all 70 Santa Teresa
households that were part of the
class action, with rough estimates
of about $350,000 in taxpayer
funds to be paid.

NTCAT tribunal member Les
McCrimmon also ruled that NT
Housing had no evidence to prove
its counterclaim about the specific
amounts of unpaid rent it claimed it
was owed by tenants.

The residents’ lawyer Dan Kelly
was highly critical of the
Government, accusing it of not
even maintaining a rental register —
which was “extraordinary” —to
prove those debts, and acting like a
“law unto themselves”.

“They need to act, comply with

the residential tenancy act .... doing
repairs and maintenance in a timely
fashion; not sign up vulnerable
people to a whole bunch of
agreements, not taking care to
make sure they do understand,” he
said.

There are about 70 remote
Aboriginal communities in the
Territory that would also be entitled
to compensation, he said, exposing
the Government financially to those
with similar issues.

Lou Dargan, head of strategic
litigation at litigation funder Grata,
warned they would work with
Australian Lawyers for Remote
Aboriginal Rights to investigate the
potential for similar action in other
communities.

The department would not
comment, while Housing Minister

Gerry McCarthy blamed the
previous Country Liberal
Government, which was in power
when the class action started in
2016.

“The Territory Labor
Government acknowledges the
historic underfunding of remote
housing and went into the election
with a 10-year, $1.1 billion plan to
reduce overcrowding and improve
housing in remote communities,”
he said.

The Commonwealth has
committed $550 million, but a spat
has broken out over that money
between Indigenous Affairs Minister
Nigel Scullion and the Territory
government. — AAP

LEADING researchers have
confirmed what Aboriginal people
have been saying for decades:
that the dingo is is actually a
unique, Australian species in its

own right and not a breed of wild dog.

These latest findings provide further evidence
of specific characteristics that differentiate
dingoes from domestic dogs, feral dogs, and other
wild canids such as wolves.

The finding that a dingo is not a dog comes
after the Western Australia Government
contemplated declaring the dingo as ‘non-fauna’,
which would have provided more freedoms for
landowners to kill them without a licence.

Co-author of the study Professor Corey
Bradshaw of Flinders University said the
classification of dingoes has serious
consequences for the fragile ecosystems they
inhabit, and state governments are required to
develop and implement management strategies
for species considered native fauna.

“In fact, dingoes play a vital ecological role in
Australia by outcompeting and displacing noxious
introduced predators like feral cats and foxes,”
Prof Bradshaw said. “When dingoes are left
alone, there are fewer feral predators eating
native marsupials, birds and lizards.

“Dingoes can also increase profits for cattle
graziers, because they target and eat kangaroos
that otherwise compete with cattle for grass in
semi-arid pasture lands.”

Lead author, Dr Bradley Smith from Central
Queensland University, said the scientific status of
the dingo is contentious, resulting in inconsistency
in government policy.

“Further evidence in support of dingoes being
considered a ‘wild type’, capable of surviving in
the absence of human intervention and under
natural selection, is demonstrated by the
consistent return of dog-dingo hybrids to a dingo-

like canid throughout the Australian mainland and
on several islands,” Dr Smith said.

“We have presented scientifically valid
arguments to support the ongoing recognition of
the dingo as a distinct species (Canis dingo), as
was originally proposed by Meyer in 1793.”

Dr Smith said little evidence exists to support
the notion that any canid species are
interchangeable with dingoes, despite the fact that
most canids can successfully interbreed.

“There is no historical evidence of
domestication once the dingo arrived in Australia,
and the degree of domestication prior to arrival is
uncertain and likely to be low, certainly compared
to modern domestic dogs,” Dr Smith said.

“We show that dingoes have survived in
Australia for thousands of years, subject to the
rigours of natural selection, thriving in all
terrestrial habitats, and largely in the absence of
human intervention or aid.

“The dingo is without doubt a native Australian
species”, Prof Bradshaw said.

“The Aboriginal-dingo relationship more
broadly, as well as instances where dingoes lived
in close contact with humans, fail to meet the
criteria for domestication.”

The researchers backed up previous findings
that, although the relationship between some
dingoes and Aboriginal people appears to meet
the ‘cultural criteria’ for domestication (where an
animal becomes incorporated into the social
structure of a human community and is an object
of ownership, inheritance, purchase, or
exchange), it does not meet the ‘biological criteria’
(where there has been natural selection in
response to the human community and
environment, and artificial selection for economic,
cultural, and aesthetic reasons).

“That is, there is no conclusive evidence that
there was any active or inadvertent selective
breeding of dingoes,” Prof Bradshaw said.

“Being safe on Fraser Island
doesn’t come down to how
many dingoes there are, but
how people behave around

them. They’re a large part of
what makes this World Heritage
site so unique, and should not
be subject to retribution killings
which do nothing to improve
public safety.”

The Fraser Island dingoes
are one of the last remaining
‘pure’ dingo populations and
every animal is important to
their long term sustainability.

A study released in 2015
found 162 dingoes on the
island, fallen from around 300
individuals in the 1990s.

While the
cultures belong to First Peoples,
it is our shared history and
Yirramboi is an absolutely
magnificent opportunity for all to
engage with our diverse cultures,
learn and celebrate together.”

Emerging Taungurung
curator Kate ten Buuren will take
over Arts Centre Melbourne’s
Hamer Hall with dis rupt, a four-
hour long blaktivation of the
space by young local First
Nations practitioners. In
an afternoon of live music,
performance and visual arts this

new work, which has been made
specifically for the venue,
responds to the stories of the
land on which the Hall rests, the
Birrarung and its waterways.
Yirramboi has commissioned
four emerging and mid-career
First Nations practitioners based
in Victoria to develop and
showcase their work, known as
the KIN Commissions (KIN — the
Knowledge Industry Network).
Two of these world premiere

performances include Joel
Bray’s Daddy, presented with
Arts House, a saccharine and at
times sinister examination of the
colonial condition, his
relationship with his father and
queer adulthood; and Jack
Sheppard’s The Honouring
presented at La Mama; a new
physical theatre piece with
puppetry that is developed
around themes of suicide and
its knock-on effects on First

Nations communities.

2019 has been declared the
International Year of Indigenous
Languages and, in honour of this,
the Victorian Aboriginal
Corporation for Languages
(VACL) will present a number of
forums and workshops titled:
‘WURRUNG - Our Language,
Our Mother Tongue’. The forums
will be facilitated by qualified
Victorian linguists Lee Healy
and Harley Dunolly-Lee.

The workshops are an
exploration of how the revival of
First Nations languages is critical
to cultural strengthening, health
and wellbeing and educational
opportunities and reconciliation.

Yirramboi has teamed up with
the Melbourne Recital Centre to
present the works of two First
Nations musicians.

Modern transgender Hawaiian
First Nations musician
Kaumakaiwa Kanaka’ole is a
global touring and recording artist
whose genre-crossing work
strives to “prompt the Native
into action and engage our
psyche”.

Grounded in traditions of hula
and ha’a (an energetic style of
martial dance and ancient hula)
the singer composes mele ol
(chant verses) and choreographs
performances for classical dance
company, Halau O Kekuhi.

Known for her work with the
band Tigerlilly, Lydia Fairhall will
perform with the Black She Oaks.

In a special one-night-only
performance at Arts Centre
Melbourne, the founding
members of Yothu Yindi —
Witiyana Marika, Stu Kellaway
and Kevin Malngay Yunupingu
— are joined on stage by the
next generation of First Nations
stars in an electronica-driven
formation, combining music,
song and dance for a powerful
protest call for treaty.

ACT agreement recognises self-determination
must be the guiding principle to close the gap

CANBERRA’s Indigenous
community and the ACT
Government have a new
10-year agreement
outlining how they will
work together to meet the
social, cultural and economic needs of
Indigenous people.

The ACT Aboriginal and Torres Strait
Islander Agreement 2019-2028 was
formally signed recently, setting the long-
term direction in Indigenous Affairs in the
ACT.

Wiradjuri woman and Aboriginal and
Torres Strait Islander Elected Body chair
Katrina Fanning said the agreement
builds on the previous 2015-2018
agreement.

“We have the opportunity in the ACT
to lead the nation in closing the gap in
life outcomes for Aboriginal and Torres
Strait Islander people, and collectively
we are committed to this,” she said.

“This agreement reflects what our
community knows to be true, that
Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander-led
decision making is the key to closing the
gap.”

The agreement was signed by Ms
Fanning, along with Aboriginal and

ACT Elected Body chair Katrina Fanning, Chief Minister Andew Barr, Minister Rachel
Stephen-Smith and Public Service head Kathy Leigh.

Torres Strait Islander Affairs Minister government and community members.
Rachel Stephen-Smith, ACT Public The Agreement commits the ACT
Service head Kathy Leigh and Chief Government and community partners to
Minister Andrew Barr, in the presence of self-determination as the guiding

principle in the delivery of programs and
services. Its focus is working in
partnership with the Indigenous
community to address matters that are
important to them.

The four core focus areas of the
agreement are: children and young
people, cultural integrity, inclusive
community and community leadership.
Other significant focus areas cover
connecting the community, lifelong
learning, economic participation, health
and wellbeing, housing and justice.

Minister for Aboriginal and Torres
Strait Islander Affairs Rachel Stephen-
Smith thanked the Aboriginal and Torres
Strait Islander Elected Body for its deep
engagement with the community over the
last year in workshops and consultations
to set the priorities in this agreement.

“Over the life of the agreement we will
be reporting regularly on progress and
working with the Aboriginal and Torres
Strait Islander community on new
programs and challenges,” she said.

The agreement artwork, Strength in
Community, was commissioned from
Canberra artist Leah Brideson and
was on display for the first time at the
signing event.

Extinction threat fires court
hbattle to stop uranium mine

TRADITIONAL
owners and the
Conservation
Council of Western
Australia (CCWA)
are continuing their
fight against a proposed uranium
mine, fearing unique subterranean
fauna in the project area will be
made extinct if it proceeds.

Former state environment
minister Albert Jacob gave the
green light to Cameco's Yeelirrie
mine proposal in January 2017,
just 16 days before the pre-
election caretaker mode began.

Together with members of the
Tjiwarl native title group, CCWA
challenged the approval in the
Supreme Court but lost, and have

now taken their battle to the Court
of Appeal.

CCWA director Piers Verstegen
said the previous government was
desperate to lock in a uranium
project before it lost power, going
against the advice of the
Environmental Protection
Authority, which was concerned
about the impact of mining on

subterranean fauna.

“Stygofauna might be a
relatively obscure species.

“In fact, these particular
species of stygofauna were not
known to science until the
proponent started exploring for
uranium in that area,” Mr
Verstegen said.

“But the legal precedent here

has much broader implications.

“We're certainly very keen to
be upholding environmental laws
... which were never intended to
be used by a minister or a
government to approve the
extinction of species.”

The matter was heard last
week. A decision will be handed
down at a later date. — AAP

The grant will help create jobs in the remote
community and support the growth of the

Urapunga lies at the junction of the Wilton and
Roper Rivers in Southern Arnhem Land, an area
popular with recreational fishers. The new
campsite will include powered and unpowered
sites, ablution blocks, boat hire, outdoor kitchens

and tours.

The grant will be used to install facilities such as
fish cleaning stations, designated camping for
fishers, an upgraded boat ramp, undercover gas
barbecues and solar-powered lighting bollards.

Urapunga Aboriginal Corporation director James
Woods said the grant means indigenous members
of the community will have the opportunity to seek
employment within the prospective tourism venture
that the Corporation is presently undertaking.

Man arrested over
child sexual assault

A MAN has been arrested over the
alleged sexual assault of a child in
an Aboriginal community in Darwin.

The 31-year-old man is being
questioned about the alleged
indecent dealing of a child under the
age of 10 that occurred in Bagot at about

4am on Thursday last week.

Police responded to a call early Thursday,
February 21, about an attempted assault on a
child, believed to be a seven-year-old girl who
screamed, which alerted nearby residents.

The child was taken to Royal Darwin Hospital to

be assessed.

Police were seen doorknocking homes in Bagot
and established a crime scene in an empty lot.
Territory Families is working with police
on the investigation as part of the Child Abuse

Taskforce. —AAP

Fake art and craft
threatening culture

A STAGGERING 80% of all
Indigenous art and craft items sold
in Australia have shown to be fake.

The parliamentary inquiry
looking into the art market found the
“inauthentic items have no connection
to First Nations peoples and are often

cheaply made imports”.

The Indigenous affairs committee has
recommended the Indigenous art code receives
more funding to crack down on dodgy practices
and that First Nations art centres be better

resourced.

“These imitation products have a profound and
harmful effect on First Nations peoples and do not
teach or inform the buyer about indigenous
heritage,” committee chair and Liberal MP Ann

Sudmalis said.

“It is an ethical and moral demand that we assist

this guardianship into the future.”

Ms Mitchell said the NCARA
Accord, negotiated with the chairs
of the eight Regional Alliances,
represents the first multiregional
agreement under Local Decision
Making.

Chairperson of the NSW
Coalition of Regional Aboriginal
Alliances Des Jones welcomed
the agreement.

“Aboriginal community voices
are finally being heard and valued
by the NSW Government,” he
said.

Ms Mitchell commended the
NSW Coalition of Aboriginal
Regional Alliances for identifying
two priority areas to work in

partnership with the NSW
Government: reducing the
numbers of Aboriginal young
people in detention; and improving
outcomes for Aboriginal children in
the first five years of their lives.
“Through this Accord, the NSW
Coalition of Aboriginal Regional
Alliances and the NSW
Government are seeking to ensure
that the voices of Aboriginal
communities are heard in the
design, delivery and
implementation of services and
projects,” Ms Mitchell said.

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New facility for

THE Saibai community
in the Torres Strait
will soon see a $13
million Community
Safety and Security

Facility. The facility,

funded by the Federal

Government, will be the first multi-

agency facility to be constructed in

the Torres Strait.

It follows the registration of the
Saibai Regional Infrastructure
Indigenous Land Use Agreement
(ILUA) late last year, which was
developed as a template to be used
by all communities in the region.

TSRA chair Napau Pedro
Stephen said the regional
infrastructure template will
streamline the process for native title
approvals.

“There are real benefits for
communities to adopt this
streamlined process,” Mr Stephen
said.

“It reduces both the time and cost
of reaching agreements for
infrastructure construction and
delivers compensation and benefits
to communities in a much faster
time.”

When constructed, the facility will

be a base for federal and state
policing, community safety, security
and community agencies. The facility
will include offices, interview rooms,
information technology, a
communications room and employee
accommodation.

The Queensland Government is
responsible for overseeing
construction and the ongoing
management of the facility.

Torres Strait Islander businesses
will be involved in the construction of
the new facility and traditional
owners have contributed to the
design of the building to ensure it
complies with the culture of the
Saibai people.

Construction of the facility is
expected to be completed by
February 2020.

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New head for CLC

KAMILAROI man Joe Martin-Jard will
become the Central Land Council’s
first chief executive officer in 2019,
taking over from retiring CLC
director David Ross.

Mr Martin-Jard is a senior federal
public servant who was born and raised
in the Northern Territory.

Based in Alice Springs as the regional manager
in the Department of Prime Minister and Cabinet, he
will become only the fourth administrative head of
the CLC in more than four decades.

CLC chair Francis Kelly said the board was
happy to welcome Mr Martin-Jard.

“He has a good sense of humour, shares our
values and is someone we can all work with,” he
said. “He’s got what it takes to succeed in one of the
most challenging and rewarding jobs in Aboriginal
affairs.”

Mr Martin-Jard’s most recent focus as a public
servant has been on Aboriginal employment,
economic development and community services.

He also brings experience from the private and
non-government sectors to the new role having held
leadership positions in Darwin’s Danila Dilba Health
Service and the Aboriginal Medical Services Alliance
of the NT. He also managed a Top End labour hire
company.

CLC constituents in the Barkly remember Mr
Martin-Jard as ATSIC’s regional manager in Tennant
Creek, where he oversaw major housing and
infrastructure projects between 2001 and 2004 that
created jobs and business opportunities for locals.
The appointment concludes a national search for
a successor for Mr Ross, who has led the land
council since 1989, interrupted by a few years as
ATSIC commissioner and executive chair of the
Indigenous Land Corporation.

Troubled waters

MANY Rivers Regional Housing
Management Services Aboriginal
Corporation (Many Rivers) is again
under special administration until
May 2019.
Many Rivers’ main business
activity is to provide an affordable
housing service to Aboriginal and Torres Strait
people throughout the Macleay Valley, NSW.

The corporation was previously placed under
special administration from April to November 2018
and underwent significant transformation to address
a range of governance concerns.

Strong governance and risk management rely on
robust and effective working relationships between
the separate groups within a corporation.

Unfortunately Many Rivers is experiencing some
turbulence among the key groups and its key
stakeholders have raised serious concerns about
governance and ongoing stability.

Registrar of Indigenous Corporations, Selwyn
Button — supported by the NSW Aboriginal Housing
Office — has appointed Peter McQuoid of PDM
Consultancy as special administrator.

“When corporations are recovering from a
challenging experience or significant change it can
take some time to stabilise governance and
operations,” Mr Button said. “This is one of the
reasons my office continues to monitor corporations
after a special administration ends.

“The provision of affordable housing for
Indigenous people across the Macleay Valley is an
essential service for the local community. Without
strong governance and sound decision-making
processes occurring in local housing corporations,
there is a real risk that these services will be lost to

local people.”

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Scullion ‘mucking around’
on housing funding crisis

FEDERAL Indigenous Affairs
Minister Nigel Scullion has
been accused of “mucking
around” by withholding the
rollout of $550 million in

federal funds for housing in
remote indigenous communities.

Senator Scullion last week said he was
considering other options rather than just
handing the money over, because the
Northern Territory Government had not kept
its promise of last April to match the $550
million housing spend over a decade in its
budget.

The NT Government is dealing with a
budget crisis, including record deficit and
debt levels and is borrowing to cover daily
operations.

The Federal Government agreed in April
to give the Northern Territory $550 million
over five years for remote housing, which
would be matched by the NT Government
but negotiations have broken down.

The NT Government's Housing
Department was found last week to have
breached its tenancy agreement, when
Aboriginal residents from the remote Santa
Teresa community won compensation after
suing over the squalid state of their houses,
in which repairs were not dealt with.

However the issues dated back to
previous CLP and Labor governments.

NT Attorney-General Natasha Fyles said,
if Senator Scullion was concerned about how
the federal money would be spent, he could
put parameters in place to ensure it was
accounted for.

“We know that in the Northern Territory to
overcome particularly Indigenous

disadvantage we need to address housing,”
Ms Fyles said.

“When people don't have secure safe
housing, it has such a flow-on impact: they
can't attend school, they clog up our health
system.

“So we need the federal government and
we need Senator Scullion to step up, to
stop mucking around and to sign off on the
remote housing deal so that we can continue
the work that we've put in place through
Territory government funds to solve these
long-term issues.”

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Ms Fyles was speaking outside John
Stokes Square, a Darwin public housing area
notorious for antisocial behaviour which will
be bulldozed in May to make way for new
public housing and a 24-hour police station.

More than 30 residents will be forced out
of their homes to new housing.

Senator Scullion has accused the NT
Government of letting Aboriginal communities
down by squandering federal money meant
for housing and said he was in discussions
with Aboriginal land councils about making
them responsible instead.

“Do we have another approach? We have
the capacity to have a partnership with
another group and that is certainly possible.
It is a live option,” he said.

Last week, NT Central Land Council
(CLC) chair Francis Kelly welcomed a
Federal Government boost of $300,000 for
remote housing.

Mr Kelly said the money would be used to
ensure that Aboriginal people in the centre
have a strong voice on housing matters, and
to develop a new approach to housing
services in remote communities, in
partnership with both levels of government.

“Instead of talking about us and around
us, government should be talking to us,” he
said.“For more than ten years we have been
calling for a new approach where Aboriginal
people themselves are at the table providing
advice on the design and implementation of a
new housing system for remote
communities.”

Mr Kelly said the role of both the
Commonwealth and Territory governments
was important in housing for remote
communities, but if Aboriginal people are not
fully involved in the design and delivery of the
system that provides that housing then it will
fail as it has done for more than a decade.

“We seek a partnership that respects the
interests and contributions of all parties,” he
said.

“We are very concerned that
negotiations between the Commonwealth
and Territory in relation to the National
Partnership Agreement on Remote
Indigenous Housing, that seemed to be
moving positively in 2018, appear to have
reached an impasse.” — With AAP

The Aboriginal and Torres Strait
Islander Social Justice Commissioner —
the first woman in the position after 20
years — was delivering the keynote
address at the No Woman Left Behind
Conference in Darwin last week, on
International Women’s Day.

Ms Oscar rightly pointed out that
Indigenous women and girls are central
to the transformation that this nation must
undergo to ensure that all of its people
can live full and vibrant lives.

It is up to women — as pillars of our
society — to rise up and challenge
Western structures that hold them back;
to reconstruct institutions so that they
meet the needs of women, families and
communities; and in doing so, fully realise
their rights.

For too long the voices of women have
struggled to be heard in the dominant,
patriarchal society that has forged
modern Australia; they have been
relegated to support roles, as carers,
homemakers and servants of the status
quo, which ensures that men occupy a
disproportionate share of decision-
making roles.

But the times, they are changing, and
increasingly women, such as Ms Oscar,
have smashed their way through glass
ceilings with the same ferocity and
determination shown by a lioness

J UNE Oscar summed it up when she

protecting her cubs.

But the success of a few staunch
women warriors is not enough. And, as
Ms Oscar reminds us, a movement that
leaves any of our women behind leaves
all our women behind.

For a truly visionary and
transformative gender equality movement
all women and girls must be included.

When she was first appointed Social
Justice Commissioner in 2018, Ms Oscar
embarked on a journey to listen to
women all across Australia.

She launched the Wiyi Yani U
Thangani project, meaning Women’s
Voices in her Bunuba language, and has
listened to the stories of more than 2000
women and girls.

And mid this year she will relay their
messages directly to the Australian
Parliament.

“Together, we can restructure our
institutions from the inside and our
societal fabric from the ground up, and
we can make governments and decision
makers accountable to us,” Ms Oscar
promised.

“Achieving equality takes vision, and it
takes sisterhood, the many acting for us
all. And the time for that vision is now.”

Steve evokes old lore
for healing the spirit

A MAN whose great
grandmother was
taken away at the
age of eight says
he has been
remembering the
past — before he was
born — all his life and has taught
traditional healing practices to
more than 1,200 students in 42
countries around the world.

Steve Richards, now 73 years
old, was awarded the 2005 Life
Award, Certificate of
Commendation, by Suicide
Prevention Australia, nominated
for the Human Rights Medal
Award in 2005 and 2006, and
was nominated for Australian of
the year in 2007, as
acknowledgement of the results
of his work.

He is the founder of
Dreamtime Healing and is still
teaching using what is called
Holographic Kinetics (HK).

“We need to understand these
old ways, and we need to
understand the cause and effect
of what we're dealing with,” Steve
said.

“This has not been dealt with
anywhere.

“We've had one of the top
private prisons contact us
recently. They want us to put a
program together for the
Aboriginal men in some of the
prison system because they
know I'm getting results, which
we do.”

He said the history of
Aboriginal people in Australia
was carried by all Aboriginal
people.

“Usually what would take
place is that the father would
teach his son, that son would
teach his son, that son would
teach his son, and sometimes
the grandfather incarnate down
in the grandson with the same
knowledge coming through time
of the old ways,” he said.

Universal knowledge

“The word ‘lore’ is really
universal knowledge and the
universe is intelligent.

“What took place was
honestly how to communicate to
the universe and live by those
laws, and that's what we knew.

“What we found with the
Stolen Generations was they
took away this knowledge
because it was no longer passed
from father to son down through
time.

“And we find that they've
deprogrammed and
reprogrammed them by telling
them they were into black magic
and witchcraft and evil things,
which they weren't.

“Our aim is to see this back in
our societies, back in our
communities because it's lost
knowledge.”

Steve said the results were
starting to become known and
the organisation was starting to
work in communities.

Dreamtime Healing Holographic Kinetics practitioners Kalka Mitchell, Steve Richards, Sid Domick and Lesley Acres.

“We've had many people
coming, individual Aboriginal
people coming and being trained,
but we wanted to get back into
communities,” he said.

Community work

“We want to get the young
people trained to understand the
old ways or else it's forgotten.

“I've been in high security
prisons for people mentally
insane, voices in their heads. | go
in there, bring the forces up in
there so we can unfold time and
space and release those spirits,
so there's no more voices.

“Now we know that kids taking
drugs and alcohol open
wormholes to other dimensions.

“There's those other forces in
there that can take over the
vehicle. And again, we bring
them up, we have them talk out
of the body.

“Some don't want to leave, but
the fact is we have ways of
making them leave by
understanding how this universe
works and how we're part of the
universe.

“We've been working in
prisons with some of the most
violent men in the prison system.

“A two-year-old, mother and
father were drug addicts — they
knew nothing but violence all
their life. They were stuck in that
dimension.

“We unfold time and space,
and put them outside time and

you can't believe how humbled
and grateful these men are.

“Our system today is a failure
because our mental health
workers have been trained under
a Western system.

“It's a failure. It doesn't work.
They're not getting results and
they're not getting results
because the most important
ingredient is missing, and it was
stated in the royal commission,
and that is how important the
spirit is to the life of Aboriginal
people.”

Dream Time Healing
practitioner and Kalkadoon man
Kalka Mitchell said he was
invited to Cherbourg to work with
chronically sick and overweight
people for three months.

“In that time, | took 180
kilograms off 12 people,” he said.

“There was one lady, a
diabetic of 21 years insulin
dependence who, just through
the healing alone without the
weight loss, she's no longer
diabetic, no longer insulin
dependent.

“There were people on mental
illness medications as well, and
the doctors themselves actually
said they were amazed. It also left
a rippling effect, where the whole
community was actually doing a
food plan and going shopping
and even the gym memberships
had picked up as well, so we left
a good little mark there for them
to continue their journey.”

Practitioner Sid Domick said
gaining more culture and law had
been important to him.

“But at the same time,
working in communities and
seeing the issues and the
traumas that still exist and create
the problems in community, and
knowing what Steve's done in
the past, is where | think HK can
make a huge difference,” he
said.

“And then you also see all
these great projects that are
going in the community to build
capacity in the community but
they're not going back and
addressing the cause or effect
and that's exactly what we do
here with HK and what Steve
has exposed the communities to.

“And as you heard from
Kalka, it's the same. If you don't
go back and clear the traumas,
well, you won't get, you won't
reach, full potential in those
areas.”

Lesley Acres, also a
practitioner, said she had lost
weight, and was keeping it off, as
a result of working with
Dreamtime Healing.

“Since losing my mother at an
early age | had diabetes, high
blood pressure and a heart
condition,” she said.

“l also saw my father lose
his battle to cancer at the age of
13 and | have seen my family
and my communities being
affected by what's happened in

this country. And through that |
have found Steve Richards and
Dream Time Healing using
polygraphic Kinetics and had a
healing that actually assisted me
to clear the 24 years of grief that
| was carrying around for my
mother.

“So having eradicated
medications, giving up alcohol
and also drugs as a part of self
medicating, have | been able to
not only lose weight but keep it
off successfully.

Steve’s life-purpose

“So after working in
Indigenous affairs for the past 26
years and seeing these issues
not being addressed correctly, |
have now found the reason why
and | want to be a part of that.

“My purpose now is to go out
and heal our people and help
them remember who they were.”

Mr Richards said they wanted
to see a lot of young people
trained in the old ways of
understanding so they can be in
those communities of the future
and turn around issues and
problems with that knowledge.

“We really need people
trained in every community, to
be able to turn around the
problems in those communities,”
he said.

“The Western way's a failure
and we need to go back to the
old ways, and that's what we've
been doing.”

Happy International Women’s

I've got to tell you it is so good
to be back up north with you all on
this important day! It feels very
special to be involved in the
embracing spirit of this conference
so close to home. To know that
whatever journey we are on,
Indigenous and non-Indigenous,
we are all on it together. Walking
beside each other, no one in front,
and no one behind. Today, we
celebrate our sisterhood! We affirm
what it is to be women in Australia,
including all our young women and
girls, in all our incredible diversity.

In opening | spoke to you in my
first language Bunuba. | learnt my
language from my mother and my
grandmother.

The charge for change

As the first woman to be the
Aboriginal and Torres Strait
Islander Social Justice
Commissioner, | stand here and
speak with their spirits and those of
my ancestors and the voices of
fiercely intelligent, strong and
caring Aboriginal and Torres Strait
Islander women who are leading
the charge for change today.

You'll see the faces of many of
these women behind me. They’ve
been part of a national engagement
project which I'll come to later. |
brought them with me, because
none of them should be left behind.

After 20 years of the position of
the Social Justice Commissioner
existing it was about time a woman
got the top job! My male
predecessors were wonderful, but
we need women to speak to and
with women to assert our needs
and fully realise our unique rights.
That is how we begin to achieve
equality. Still, having women in
significant positions is only where
change begins, it is not the end.
Mistakes are made when we think
these short-term gains is where
equality is won. To reach equality,
we need deep generational shifts to
take hold. Structures need to be
broken down and rebuilt so our
societal institutions and
organisations reflect our rights,
values and aspirations as women.

To do that we need many
women like myself in these roles, in
these conference spaces, in every
institution and organisation, at
every decision-making table.
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June Oscar with other attendees at the No Woman Left Behind
Conference in Darwin on International Women’s Day.

We need our voices — our
Aboriginal and Torres Strait
Islander experiences and expertise
— to be present in the democratic
life of this nation. | always say that |
am not a lawyer, a doctor, or a
bureaucrat. What | am is a Bunuba
woman with a well of knowledge
and expertise. | have worked in
community, I've sat on countless
boards, and I've fought for social
justice at the coalface — for our
rights to land, for our women to
access legal supports, and for our
Elders to live on our country. At the
same time, | know my language, |
maintain and uphold my cultural
obligations, | know my country and
the intimate interactions of all
things on it, the humans, the
animals and plants.

|, like all Aboriginal and Torres
Strait Islander women, come from a
deep lineage of ancestral strength
and power as the oldest continuous
living civilization on earth. Our
expertise that cannot be taught in a
textbook brings exceptional
intercultural knowledge to work
spaces, communities and broader
Australian society. Now that is
something for us all to celebrate!

This conference — ‘No woman
left behind’ — is living its name. It
has defied conference convention
and has made this space of
thought, discussion and action
accessible to all. Congratulations to
the organisers and thank you for
making sure all our voices are in
the room!

Many voices speaking
together

To really celebrate International
Woman’s Day, we must tell the
complete story of what it is to be a
woman in this nation. That
demands that there are many
voices, from many backgrounds, in
the same space, speaking together.
At its heart this celebration that
triumphs inclusivity and full
participation of all our sisters is
about achieving gender equality.

Today | want us to really
consider what leaving no one
behind looks like. | want us to
reimagine what equality is and how
we get there in Australia.

Let me start by stating that
equality is not achieved by the few
acting for the many. It is not a
trickle-down effect. A movement
that leaves any of our women
behind, leaves all our women
behind.

For a truly visionary and
transformative gender equality
movement all our women and girls
must be included. That was why in
2018 the first thing | did as the
Social Justice Commissioner was
to say to our Aboriginal and Torres
Strait Islander women and girls,
“Your voice matters, and you have
a right to your voice. Let no one
ignore or silence you. | want to
hear you and | am determined to
make what you say count.”

Wiyi Yani U Thangani

I launched the Wiyi Yani U
Thangani project, meaning
Women'’s Voices in my language
Bunuba. My team and | travelled to
communities in every state and
territory, from the Torres Strait, Tiwi
Islands, the Cape and the
Kimberley, throughout the Territory
and right down to Tasmania. We
went with no set agenda, or
imposed framework. Our women
and girls set the tone and
determined the conversation. It has
been 32 years since the Women'’s
Business engagements, the first
and only time our voices have been
heard as a collective.

In 2019, it is time to hear us
again. Mid this year, we will hand to
Parliament all of what our women
and girls have said. All of our
strengths, issues, solutions and the
future we want, a future self-
determined by us.

We have listened to well over
2000 women and girls and it is
clear to me women are the pillars
of our society, occupying multiple
worlds and roles at any one time.
We work round the clock to keep
our social infrastructure functioning,
while doing the day job and
maintaining our cultural obligations.
Because we work far beyond the
standard professions and hours our
roles are rarely recognised.
Consequently, even when we are
working tirelessly, many of us are
on low incomes or unemployed,
and are subject to punitive legal
and welfare structures.

Simply, when we do not fit the
box or the definition, our society
does not reflect who we are. When
our voices are absent, policy and
legislation that should support us,
is undermining us.

The statistics speak this truth,
and they are unacceptable. Too
many of us are trapped in poverty.
Women have spoken to me about
being in cycles of homelessness,

domestic and family violence,
unsafe environments of alcohol and
drug taking. They talk about how
this perpetuates trauma, causes
psychological distress and erodes
self-worth. In the next breath
women and girls have spoken
about the revolving door of
institutionalisation. A lifetime spent
moving from child protection,
juvenile detention and adult
incarceration. The relationship
between these institutions is well
evidence and yet the rates of our
women’s incarceration is the
highest in the country, and our
children are now 10 times more
likely to be removed than other
children. Women have said it to me
repeatedly, this is another Stolen
Generation.

This narrow frame of crisis does
not tell our story, it tells a story of a
nation that has failed to include us
in the decisions that affect our lives.
That is why social security
frameworks like CDP and
ParentsNext are not just incapable
of meeting our needs in their
current form, they punish us by
removing basic rights that should
always be guaranteed.

Telling a new story

It is on days like this when we
need to start telling a new story, the
true story of our womanhood and
girlhood. Because it is our stories
and lives that hold the solutions.

| have heard firsthand how in
the face of overwhelming adversity,
our Aboriginal and Torres Strait
Islander women condemn the
structures that produce injustice,
and in the same breath speak
about how we can rebuild a society
that is vibrant, healthy and free
from discrimination.

Across Australia, Aboriginal and
Torres Strait Islander women and
girls are defying the deficit
narrative. In speaking their truth,
they are also saying, “l am not your
stereotype. | am not a
sensationalist headline. | am not
your negative media story.” They
are saying. “This is me, and | am
strong and powerful in being all of
who | am.”

In the era of #MeToo and Black
Lives Matter we have been united
in the universal and intersecting
experiences of sexism and racism.
Now we need to mobilise around
our interconnected sisterhood and
our vision for the future. Our girls
cannot be exposed to the same
injustices we face as women today.

No more discrimination

We have to say “no more”, not
just to the discrimination of today,
but the generational discrimination
that hold our girls back from being
the woman they want to be and
have the right to become.

When we say ‘This is me’, we
affirm our unique selves and varied
expertise that comes from all
backgrounds and lived
experiences. When we say ‘This is
me’, we refuse labels and
judgments. We push back against
prejudice and oppression for
ourselves and all others. Today we
celebrate ‘me’ as much as we do
‘us’, our common and powerfully
diverse sisterhood.

Rethink equality

Let me return to rethinking
equality. There are persistent calls
that women just need to ‘break the
glass ceiling’ or ‘lean in’ to get
equality. This is good, for some, but
again not the many. If we really

want transformative change, it’s the
structures we have to break down.
Everywhere | went with Wiyi Yani U
Thangani, women and girls told me
that racism, discrimination and
marginalisation are entrenched
across our institutions,
organisations, and public spaces.
These are the glass walls that
cannot be climbed with a ladder.

That is why, for me, equality is
not just about getting to the top,
and taking the steps toward a
position that has been determined
by someone else. Toward a
position that makes us into
someone else.

Like all of you, | know that
change will happen when we put
an end to top-down decision
making. As if someone else could
know our lives better than we do.
For a transformative gender
equality movement to come alive,
we need our women to be making
the decisions that determine our
futures.

Transformation

Indigenous women and girls are
central to this transformation. We
want to bring down the glass walls
and challenge Western structures
which means that we can
reconstruct institutions that meet all
our women’s, families’ and
communities’ needs, and fully
realise our rights.

Through Wiyi Yani U Thangani
women have spoken about a
holistic way of living where
education, regional economies,
jobs, housing, childcare and mental
and physical health are
interconnected. They have said how
basic rights to shelter, food and
safety must be guaranteed. But for
these rights to be secured, to have
real meaning in our lives now and
for the long-term, they must happen
alongside a nation that commits to
truth-telling, that recognises our
culture and heritage and affirms our
Indigenous identities, our complete
Indigenous womanhood. The
women | have spoken to know that
we thrive in life, that we are healthy,
and engaged when a system
recognises our interconnectedness,
and does not dismantle us into
parts.

Challenge gender ideas

Atruly holistic system is a big
agenda! I'm sure many of you are
thinking, “Is it really possible to
dramatically alter the current
structures that determine our
existence?” For the sake of equality,
we can. That is why | want us to
challenge our ideas of gender
equality, because achieving equality
takes vision, and it takes
sisterhood, the many acting for us
all.

And the time for that vision is
now. Things are shifting. Let’s be
part of a change that’s not just
going to come, it has arrived.

Together, we can restructure our
institutions from the inside and our
societal fabric from the ground up,
and we can make governments and
decision-makers accountable to us.

Today, on International Women'’s
Day we can commit to being on this
journey together in a renewed
movement of gender equality that
aims for transformation.

A movement that is true to its
name and refuses to leave anyone
behind. A movement that knows
that equality means we are all in
this together. Today we are shaping
the future that we'’ve all been
waiting for.

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Grants are here for reef protection

THE environmental
charity
controversially
handed record
funding from the

Federal Government
is inviting traditional
owner groups that hold rights and
interests in the Great Barrier Reef
to apply for grants which will deliver
up to $1.5 million funding for reef
protection projects.

The Great Barrier Reef
Foundation (GBRF) was handed a
$444 million grant from the Federal
Government last year, despite not
applying for it or having an
investment plan.

The Great Barrier Reef
Traditional Owner grant program is

funded by the partnership between
the Australian Government’s Reef
Trust and the Great Barrier Reef
Foundation.

The GBRF established a
Traditional Owner Working Group to
provide strategic guidance in the
co-design and implementation of a
Reef Trust Partnership.

GBRF Traditional Owner
Working Group chair Larissa Hale
said recent events have
demonstrated that current
approaches alone are not enough
to maintain or reverse the decline in
reef health.

“Approaches that are founded
on traditional knowledge are
required to support the health and
resilience of the reef,” she said.

High-tech centre of excellence
gets ready to inspire learning

A FORMER high school
in Western Sydney is
being transformed into
a high-tech centre of

excellence for Aboriginal

young people.

Due to be completed in coming
months, the centre has been named
Kimberwalli, which means ‘many stars’
in the Darug language.

At a recent gathering at
Kimberwalli, the head of the NSW
Department of Aboriginal Affairs Jason
Ardler signed an agreement with
Microsoft and Linkedin as part of an
initiative to support young Aboriginal
people transition from school to further
education and employment.

The terms of the agreement will
see Microsoft and Linkedin develop
digital skills resources for the young
students, and also help in the final set-
up of the centre’s technology
requirements.

NSW Aboriginal Affairs Minister
Sarah Mitchell said the $20 million
centre would provide students in
Western Sydney with great
opportunities.

“With inspiration you get
aspiration,” she said.

Ms Mitchell said the agreement
would give young Aboriginal people
access to top-class facilities and
training to achieve their goals.

Minister for Western Sydney Stuart
Ayres said Microsoft and LinkedIn
would also contribute volunteer staff to
help those attending Kimberwalli
navigate their career paths.

“This agreement focuses on
reciprocal knowledge sharing;
Microsoft and LinkedIn sharing their
knowledge about technology and in-
turn gaining a broader insight into the
Aboriginal culture and people out here
in Western Sydney,” he said.

“Kimberwalli appropriately means
‘many stars’, and | can’t wait to see
how this centre will benefit young

Microsoft Philanthropies division
head Tianji Dickens said the centre’s
goals and aspirations fitted well with
the Microsoft charter, which is to
‘empower every person and every
organisation on the planet to achieve
more’.

During the gathering, project

services company — said between 30
and 40% of the work being done on
the centre was by Indigenous
companies and suppliers.

experience | know racism well. An
early recollection of this was at six
years old, my first sporting event at
a new school.

| beat the local, white school
hero in my opening sprint race. My
win wasn'’t met with congratulation,
but instead with shock and tongue-
in-cheek commentary about how it
wasn'’t a surprise | won because |
was black, and black people run
fast. Also, if | ever got in trouble
with the cops (inevitability implied)
at least | could easily get away.
Hilarious!

First Nations people’s lives are
dominated by white opinion and
voices. In this power relation,
humour is of central importance.
For Aboriginal people, ridicule,
denigration and insult delivered
under the guise of, or trying to be
passed off as, humour is nothing
new. Negative stereotypes of First
Nations peoples constitute the
humour of the dominant culture,
which often dehumanises the
marginalised “other”.

Yet humour is also a way of
giving voice to Aboriginal people, of
telling the truth. What interests me,
makes me laugh the most, and
what | believe should be a focus
and obligation, is taking the
opportunity to educate through
humour. Not being scared to tell it
like it is.

Still, whatever is usually
presented as the “norm” in
mainstream society, predominantly
in the media, has much influence
over what informs perceptions of
what is natural and normal. A series
of recent events have prompted
much commentary about what is
and isn’t offensive — and to whom —
all under the umbrella of humour.
And they were laced with attitudes
and racial stereotypes that did not
bode well for better relations with
First Nations peoples.

My first examples are of

cartoons by Mark Knight and the
late Bill Leak. | do understand that
the definition of a caricature is an
exaggerated and skewed depiction
of certain characteristics. However,
several now notorious examples by
Leak were laced with more than
just humorous intent. This so-called
humour was just a racist set of
negative stereotypes concerned
with sex, violence and family life.
Two stand out: his cartoon that
portrayed domestic violence as part
of a usual cultural experience for
First Nations peoples, and another
that painted Aboriginal men as
irresponsible alcoholics.

Stereotypes like these also ring
true for other people of colour, as
we saw with the cartoon by Mark
Knight depicting Serena Williams at
the US Open. Said Knight: “The
cartoon was just about Serena on
the day having a tantrum. That’s
basically it.”

Yet from the perspective of
peoples of colour, it was obvious
that the image was not simply

about Serena having a tantrum.

Not only was there
misrepresentation of Serena in the
cartoon but also of Naomi Osaka,
who is of Japanese and Haitian
descent but was depicted as a
white woman with blonde hair. The
ugly stereotypes represented here
for us were rude and lazy.

Given the long careers of both
Leak and Knight, it was very hard
to believe any rebuttals about their
lack of knowledge of the history of
their art and denying offensive
intent in these depictions. Defences
of ignorance and the right to free
speech, denials, and claims of
being censored by political
correctness and reverse racism are
disingenuous. To simply respond to
the discourse with phrases like “It's
political correctness gone mad”
immediately attempts to dismantle
and dismiss any relevance and
truth behind our voices and
perspective.

As a humorist and creative artist
myself, | understand and accept
the comedic rules around no holds
barred and truth telling. However,
as South African writer Sisonke
Msimang said on the ABC’s Q&A
program last September:

“| also reject the notion that
ignorance can presume innocence
and that ongoing ignorance and
especially denial is a vehicle for
purposeful offence.”

It wasn’t just white cartoonists
that took us by surprise last year.
International comedian and host of
the Daily Show Trevor Noah also
disappointed us, to say the least.
An event highly anticipated by First
Nations audiences — his tour of
Australia — turned sour very quickly
when a YouTube clip of Noah’s
emerged. It quickly made the
rounds through our community,
raising a few red flags and a lot of
questions. The call went out.
Should we be supporting this guy?

The offence lay in the inference
of us as Aboriginal women being

inferior, being ugly and repulsive,
and only worthy of consideration as
objects of sexual satisfaction. | was
also personally surprised at Noah’s
inability to draw parallels between
South Africa’s apartheid and our
White Australia policy — after all, his
mother is black.

Noah has built a reputation for
using humour to speak against and
critically analyse racism. He has a
widespread popularity that is
explicitly based on anti-racist
views. Dr Chelsea Bond and |
invited him on our radio show to
explain himself. He attempted to —
but no apology was forthcoming.

What underlies the
representation of Aboriginal
peoples in mainstream society is a
long history of denial of the norms
of the brutality, cruelty and
genocide. The term “political
correctness” is often used to imply
that those who resent this sort of
racialised comedy just lack a sense
of humour.

But we use humour in a different
way. In Serious Frolic: Essays on
Australian Humour, Professor
Lillian Holt provides an overview of
what she deems Australian First
Nations peoples’ uniquely
indefinable sense of humour. ltis a
universal vehicle used by the
disadvantaged and marginalised as
a means of expression, a tool of
healing, survival and diversion from
hard times.

Holt cites a scene in Phillip
Noyce’s Backroads (1977), one of
the first Australian films to be made
with Indigenous collaboration. In it,
Bill Hunter’s character, Jack, stops
to ask directions from a blackfella
sitting by the road:

“Hey, Jackie, can | take this road
to the pub?”

“You might as well, you white
bastard. You took everything else.”
A lot of comedy evolves from
being a part of an oppressed group

and making sense of that. And
while you are trying to make sense

of it you have to laugh about it.

Social media has become an
important avenue for Indigenous
humour. It’s a safer, less policed
and regulated space in which to
speak out than we’ve historically
been used to.

A perfect example of this was
the response to the recent Studio
10 panel in which Kerri-Anne
Kennerley forcefully aired her views
about First Nations peoples in
remote communities. Her claims
that those attending a Change the
Date rally had probably never even
been to the outback or a regional
community weren't taken lightly by
our people.

What Kerri-Anne and Studio 10
received in response were not only
expert, factually informed, firsthand
responses, but also black clap
backs (i.e. a quick, witty, critical
comeback). The Aboriginal
twittersphere was quickly inundated
with the hash tag #ThingsKAKdid.

Tweets under #ThingsKAKdid
included mock postings of fictional
events such as the time KAK went
on the Freedom Rides, the time
she opened the Aboriginal tent
embassy and the time she toured
with the Warumpi Band.

One post featured Kerri-Anne’s
head superimposed onto Gough
Whitlam’s, handing dirt from the
land into the hands of legendary
Aboriginal rights activist Vincent
Lingiari.

As always in times of hardship,
attack and dismissal, we survive
and prevail through humour.

beyond hypocrisy

EORGE Pell,
Australia’s highest-
ranking Catholic,

was found guilty of child
sexual abuse. He is a
convicted paedophile. But
rather than becoming
isolated and shamed he
found support in some of
Australia’s most powerful
media personalities and
politicians.

Such sentiment goes
beyond hypocrisy; this is
evil.

After years of
condemning Aboriginal
communities, Andrew Bolt
claimed the verdict was a
set-up. Miranda Devine said
she didn’t believe the
verdict because of feelings
that Pell is “a good bloke”.

Tony Abbot called Pell in
jail. John Howard wrote a
letter of support, adding that
his friend’s conviction did
not “alter my opinion of the
Cardinal”.

It was demonstrated in
the court that Pell’s victims
went from engaging
enthusiastic young men

who participated in extra-
curricular activity before the
rape to becoming
withdrawn, isolated and
depressed.

One committed suicide.

Howard was the man,
who according to the

Chilcot report (a public
inquiry into the role Britain
took in the Iraq War), blindly
followed the UK and the US
into invading Iraq and
“‘committed to the war
before all peaceful options
had been exhausted”.

The legality of that war
under international law has
often been challenged.

Independent federal MP
Andrew Wilkie, who at the
time worked with an
Australian intelligence
agency, also described
Howard’s government as
“purposely misusing
intelligence to exaggerate
the threat posed by
Hussein”.

Howard has — as he did
in denying Aboriginal
genocide and his refusal to
apologise to the Stolen
Generations — stood firm.

“In the years that have
gone by there’s been this
constant claim that we went
to war based on a lie ...
there was no lie.

“There were errors in
intelligence, but there was

no lie,” he has said.

This is simply not true,
and yet another reason why
so many Aboriginal people
are calling for “truth telling”
as the only way forward in
Australia. As with the great
Australian silence, the
denial of the Stolen
Generations, and claims of
Aboriginal paedophile rings
in our communities, the
pattern of behaviour from
such men of privilege, when
confronted with truth is to
simply lie.

Howard lied to us to
justify the invasion of Irag.

Howard was the driving
force behind the NT
Intervention, the reasons for
which were also
demonstrably fraudulent.
Explosive allegations by a
‘youth worker’ who
appeared on the ABC
claiming paedophile rings in
the Northern Territory were
trading children as sex
slaves, were again nothing
but lies. The ‘youth worker’
actually worked for the
Minister for Aboriginal

Affairs. He claimed to have
lived in Mutitjulu for nine
months. In fact, he had
never lived there at all.

The Australian Crime
Commission spent 18
months and millions of
dollars to conclude that
there was “not organised
paedophilia in Indigenous
communities”. The Little
Children are Sacred report
expressed concern that:

“Aboriginal men have
been targeted as if they
were the only perpetrators
of child sexual abuse in
communities. This is
inaccurate and has resulted
in unfair shaming, and
consequent further
disempowerment, of
Aboriginal men as a whole.’

The legacy of the
Intervention has been
devastating.

The report actually
stated that “While the
Inquiry found no evidence
of any ‘paedophile rings’
operating in the Northern
Territory, there was enough
evidence to conclude that a

number of individual non-
Aboriginal ‘paedophiles’ had
been infiltrating Aboriginal
communities and offending
against children.”

But these were non-
Aboriginal men, connected
to powerful mining interests.
When the Intervention was
launched, no attempt was
made to target the non-
Aboriginal men in question,
let alone their communities.

And don’t forget
Howard’s watering down of
Native Title legislation and
getting rid of ATSIC.

And now, faced with
actual conviction of child
abuse, unlike the lies of the
NT intervention, Howard,
along with many others,
made a choice. That when
faced with protecting
children against one of their
own, they chose to defend
one of their own —a
convicted paedophile over
the rights of innocent
children.

Protestors demand an inquiry into sale

PROTESTERS
have vowed
to do
whatever it
takes to
stop houses
being built on
Aboriginal land
surrounding one of the first
mission sites in
Queensland.

They have been trying
to stop the development of
a 925-lot housing estate
around the former Deebing
Creek Mission and
cemetery near Ipswich.

It is an emotional issue
for those who have
returned again to stand
their ground in Deebing
Heights, a day after a least
one protester was hauled
away by police.

Deebing Creek Mission
descendent and protest
organiser Wade Thompson
said they will do “whatever
it takes” to stop the
desecration of traditional
lands.

“It was one of the first
mission sites in
Queensland,” he said. “It's
where my great great
grandparents were born
and raised. It's where they
were buried and got
married.

“It’s Aboriginal land. It

These words from Change
the Record co-chair Cheryl
Axleby emphasise her call for
Australian governments to
listen to the voices of
Aboriginal and Torres Strait
Islander women for solutions.

Her call comes in response
to a recent ABC Four Corners
report which showed how
Australia is criminalising women
more than ever.

“It is horrific that up to 90% of
Aboriginal and Torres Strait
Islander women in prison are
survivors of violence,” Ms Axleby
said. “But when women report this
violence, they are punished for it.

“This is a failure of
governments to prevent violence
against Indigenous women and to
respond and support healing,
recovery and support needs of
women survivors.”

In the past five years, there
has been a 50% increase in
women being locked up in
Australia’s prisons.

There are about 3600 women
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equipment taken away was
due to be returned to the
protesters after a meeting
between them and police.

They have also been
allowed to access the land
again.

Development company
Frasers Property Australia
has held mediation talks
with the Yuggera Ugarapul
people and promised no
infrastructure would be
built on the sacred sites.

National Family Violence
Prevention Legal Services
convenor and Change the Record
member Antionette Braybrook
said instead of being treated as a
survivor of violence, women are
criminalised and punished.

“I think of the cruel injustice of
Ms Dhu and Tanya Day,” Ms
Braybrook said. “One day in
prison can cost a woman
everything, including her life.
Governments must invest in

Aboriginal and Torres Strait
Islander organisations that work
with our women to stop violence
and address women’s trauma.”

In 2017, Change the Record
and the Human Rights Law
Centre called for governments
around Australia to change
laws that disproportionately
and unfairly criminalise
Aboriginal and Torres Strait

Islander women.

“Issues such as not being
able to pay fines or having a
lack of housing have resulted
in thousands of women in
prison on remand,” Ms
Braybrook said.

This year, Sisters Inside’s
#FreeHer campaign has paid 100
Aboriginal women’s warrants and
freed six women from prison.

Sisters Inside chief executive
and Change the Record member
Deb Kilroy said, “We have to stop
relying on the prison industry as a
default response for governments
to address the social issues in our
community.”

“While we live in a capitalist
framework, we are always going
to have the imprisonment of
marginalised, disadvantaged
women due to poverty,
homelessness, mental health
issues, drug and alcohol issues,”
she said.

Doctor Faye is named

DR Faye McMillan
has been named the
NSW Aboriginal
Woman of the Year
for her work as a

health professional.

Dr McMillan is

a Wiradjuri woman and grew up in

central west NSW at Trangie.

She is a founding member of
Indigenous Allied Health Australia,
and was a board member from
2009 to 2017, and chairperson
from 2010 to 2016.

She was also an inaugural
winner of an Atlantic Fellowship
after developing an app to support
people experiencing mental health
concerns.

Dr McMillan is the director of
the Djirruwang Program at Charles
Sturt University, and has a
Bachelor of Health Sciences
(Mental Health).

She also holds a doctorate in
health science, a master of
Indigenous health studies, a
bachelor of pharmacy, and was
Australia’s first registered
Aboriginal pharmacist.

She graduated with a certificate
in Indigenous Governance from the
University of Arizona and is
currently completing an education
certificate through Melbourne
University.

It’s not the first time she has
come to the attention of judges,
being a finalist in the NSW Woman
of the Year awards in two
categories last year.

And in 2017 she was named in
the Who’s Who of Australian
Women, and in 2014 was included
in the Australian Financial Review
and Westpac 100 Women of
Influence list. She is also a mother
to Kye and Ethan.

WHILE Aboriginal
people have
served in the
Australian
Defence Forces for

over a century, and

policies were in place

for Aboriginal people to adhere to
their cultural obligations long
before most work places, the
culture within the force prevented
people from making use of them.

Warrant Officer Donald Taylor,
a Kalkadoon/Yirranhal man from
Mount Isa, has been in the force
for 40 years this year and was the
first Aboriginal man to be
employed as a warrant officer.

He explained that respect for
Aboriginal culture and cultural
obligations only came after
broader cultural diversity was
embraced.

“In those early days we were
entitled to do ‘walkabout’ leave,”
he explained.

Returning to country

“You could just simply be
absent. Then from that program
we went to ‘returning to country’,
to go back and undertake
ceremony and be respectful for
your culture.

“We had those initiatives, but it
wasn’t something that was readily
received in the broader
application — special measures,
always that push back,
you're getting something that
they’re not entitled to, that

was a constant pressure.

“We also now have an
opportunity to release people to
attend sorry business. That’s
something that has been readily
accepted. It’'s one of things that
the broader community of the air
force is willing to accept.

“The leverage there is diversity,
we are now a multicultural
organisation, now being tolerant in
acceptance of Aboriginal and
Torres Straight Islander people’s
cultural beliefs. It's been a great
challenge.”

Force ‘culture’

Despite the existence of the
programs, WO Taylor said it took
longer for the ‘culture’ of the force
to accept diversity. He gave an
example of men wearing beards
for cultural practice — something
that has only been accepted in the
past 12 months.

“We accepted other cultural
practices a lot easier than what
we would have accepted for
Aboriginal or Torres Straight
Islander people. It’s taken that bit
longer.”

He sees the term ‘returning to
country’ as significant.

“It has a lot of merit in it and is
another step to reconciliation and
showing diversity in the air force.

“It’'s another step of allowing
individuals to grow without
breaking regulations with the
family or with the defence force.”

WO Taylor described cultural
diversity as a growing space,
which needed more conversations

and the right people to be
persuaded.

He said the new Indigenous
Listed Officers (ILOs) would be a
bridge between the community
and the air force.

“We want the Indigenous
community to be part of our
community as well. Defence have
always seen themselves as a
family, for such a long time, now
we can extend that.”

Zeke Shaw, who travelled from

Dubbo with three of his children to
witness his son Tjapukai
graduate, believes the
representation of Indigenous
people in the defence forces is
vital.

Raw history

“Australia’s got a very raw
history in relation to the Australian
Government and its treatment of
its Indigenous peoples. We
understand that and we continue

to live that,” he said.

“l think it’s about time now
they’ve identified that history
needs to be shared and be a
history that’s real, that’s true and
that it is understood, and the way
to do that is get Indigenous
people involved.”

He said the position like his
son is in enables better
communication with the Australian
public and people abroad, and to
get it right and move forward.

David Williams, the youngest
of the ILO group, wants to use
his role to inspire other young
Indigenous people.

He was inspired to join the
force after an Aboriginal police
officer visited his high school in
Townsville. He has not had the
chance to tell him, he can’t
remember his last name, but his
first name is Francis.

“An Aboriginal man that stood
up and showed that he could
lead and inspire younger people
—and he inspired me,” David
said.

“You don’t see too many
Aboriginal policeman, especially
where I’'m from.”

He in turn wants to inspire
other young people.

“I'm an only child and | look
up to my parents and since I've
joined the air force they said
they look up to me. I've got lots
of cousins, lots of nieces and
nephews, and | hope to inspire
them, and my Aboriginal
community back home.”

The pathway to the air force
for another of the graduates,
Katie Taylor (nee Lowrey) was
through her love of dogs.

She considered joining the
police force but wanted to get
some life experience first. Katie
said being a security police
military working dog handler,
which nowadays rolls off the
tongue easily, has been the best
of both worlds.

“It's been my life for nine
years. It's been fantastic. | love
it. It’s a big family and an
opportunity to get out from
Tassie and see the world and |
have. It's been amazing.”

Katie is now looking forward
to engaging with local Gunai
Kurnai people to teach the air
force family about their people,

history, culture and the country,
East Sale base is on, as well as
continuing to train dogs for
security police on bases around
Australia.

Director General Defence
Force Recruiting Air
Commodore Sue McGready
said Aboriginal and Torres Strait
Islander people had served in
the Australian Defence Forces
for more than 100 years and
have cared for this country for
more than 40,000 years.

“The stories and experiences
of past and present ADF
members are powerful, opening
doors to a future workforce. And
importantly, they enable
continuous improvement,
enhancing ADF capability and
our community,” she said.

Recruiting rate rising

“Recruiting rates have been
rising since the introduction of
Indigenous Pathway Programs,
cultural awareness training, and
increased promotion of the
breadth of opportunities on
offer.”

Senior Indigenous Liaison
Officer Wing Commander
Jonathan Lilley, a Worimi man
from Newcastle, who, with WO
Taylor, will mentor the new
officers, hopes the program will

become part of a changed
culture in the air force. On the
Williams base in Victoria, where
he has worked, Aboriginal
language, culture and dance are
part of military ceremonies.

“(My dream is) that it’s
business as usual. People will
talk about air force and they will
say we have jets, we have traffic
controllers and we have
Indigenous liaison officers. That
community engagement will just
be part of our culture.”

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Museum takes a lead in reconciliation

WALBANGA Wadi

councillor Alison
Page is proud that
the museum has
launched its first Reconciliation
Action Plan (RAP).

“The knowledge held by our
First Peoples enriches the national
identity, particularly in enhancing
the human connection to saltwater
and freshwater,” Ms Page said.

Working with Reconciliation
Australia, the Museum’s new RAP
was launched by Australian
National Maritime Museum chair
Peter Dexter and historian and
activist Dr Jackie Huggins, who is
also co-chair of the National
Congress of Australia’s First
Peoples.

Reconciliation Australia defines
and measures reconciliation
through five dimensions: race
relations, equality and equity,
institutional integrity, unity, and
historical acceptance.

Reconciliation Australia chief
executive Karen Mundine said this
RAP framework “provides an
opportunity for organisations to
engage with these dimensions and
to advance reconciliation within
their sphere of influence”.

“All sections of the community

have a role to play in progressing
these dimensions of
reconciliation,” Ms Mundine said.

“As an Australian leader in
maritime history and education,
the Australian National Maritime
Museum is well placed to drive
reconciliation through its various
business activities, services and
programs.”

The new RAP builds on the
past achievements of the museum
to deliver on its vision for
reconciliation as “a nation which
understands, values and has deep
respect for Indigenous peoples
and, especially, their maritime
heritages and cultures. We aspire
to be an employer of choice and
preferred business partner of
Indigenous peoples”.

The museum’s collection has
been enriched by Aboriginal and
Torres Strait Islander artworks and
cultural objects, and its narrative
sharing is enhanced by working
with strategic partners, grassroots
community development and
procurement from Indigenous
communities and businesses.

The museum is investing in
enhancing the quality of
information about community and
language in the collection and has
created an Indigenous Advisory
Committee under the museum’s
new RAP to assist the council.

New plan protects our islands

TRADITIONAL
owners are
celebrating the
launch of new plan
of management for

the Torres Strait’s
Warraberalgal Porumalgal
Indigenous Protected Area (IPA).

The Management Plan for the
Warraberalgal Porumalgal IPA has
been updated to include two more
islands, thanks to the collaborative
efforts of the Torres Strait Regional
Authority (TSRA), traditional
owners, Elders, community
members and partners.

An Indigenous Protected Area is
an area of Indigenous-owned land
and/or sea where traditional
owners have entered into an
agreement (in most cases with the
Australian Government) to promote
biodiversity and cultural resource
conservation.

In 2014, the Warraberalgal
Porumalgal IPA was declared by
traditional owners from the Torres
Strait central islands of Warraber
and Poruma. In 2018, it was
expanded to include the islands of
Uttu and Yarpar within the IPA.

TSRA chair Napau Pedro
Stephen said the new management
plan reflects the inclusion of these
two islands including traditional
owner aspirations for the 11
islands, rocks and sandbanks that
make up the IPA.

“Indigenous Protected Areas
make up part of Australia’s National
Reserve System, a nationwide
network of reserves especially set
up to protect examples of
Australia’s unique landscapes, flora
and fauna for current and future
generations,” Mr Stephen said.

“This new management plan
more accurately reflects traditional
owner aspirations for the islands by
incorporating the vision and quotes
in Kulkalgau Ya language, a
critically endangered language of
the Central Torres Strait Islands.

“The update also includes
traditional owner stories, quotes
and aspirations, local artworks and
images and is dedicated to the
Mura Warraberalgal and
Porumalgal Elders past, current
and future.”

A key element of the launch of
the new IPA Plan was an invitation

for IPA partners to visit Poruma to
celebrate the launch with
community members and talk
about partnerships going forward
and how the islands of the IPA play
an integral part in preserving and
celebrating Porumalgal and
Warraberalgal culture.

Partners of the Warraberalgal
Porumalgal IPA include agencies
such as Australian Maritime Safety
Authority (AMSA), Australian
Fisheries Management Authority
(AFMA) and Australian Border
Force (ABF).

A meeting was held prior to the
plan launch whereby IPA partners
and traditional owners of the IPA
outlined how they can work
collaboratively to address some of
the issues that concern the islands
of the IPA, including illegal
visitation, fisheries management
and shipping movements.

The TSRA Rangers from
Warraber and Poruma Islands and
the traditional owners will partner to
implement the Plan of
Management priority actions and
carry out the conservation activities
identified in the plan.

Boy has a

AN Aboriginal boy
with cognitive
impairments has
had a historic win
in the Western

Australian Supreme

Court after appealing his
sentence imposed under the
state’s mandatory three-strikes
burglary laws.

The boy, now 13, spent 108
days in Banksia Hill Juvenile
Detention Centre, where he
suffered harsh conditions and
was then handed an intensive
youth supervision order, which
expires next month.

He appealed, arguing four
grounds, including that the
sentencing magistrate at
Bunbury Children’s Court erred
in not considering whether he
had special circumstances
allowing her to use her
discretion.

The circumstances included
the boy’s young age — he was 11
and 12 when he offended — and
the fact it was done in the
company of older children.

The unplanned crimes were
committed during the day at
homes where no one was
present, he was not the primary
offender, did not damage
property and cooperated with
authorities.

Acting Justice Larissa Strk
noted the boy had a severely

historic
court win

disadvantaged background, with
his violent father in jail, his
mother abusing substances and
siblings in detention.

“l accept the existence of
special circumstances in this
case,” she said.

Justice Strk said the offences
were serious but the court
should have regard to
rehabilitating young people,
“especially someone so young”.

WA Aboriginal Legal Service
chief executive Dennis
Eggington said the laws were
cruel, unfair and harmful, and
must be abolished.

The Human Rights Law
Centre agreed, adding the age
of criminal responsibility should
be raised to at least 14.

The group said Aboriginal
children in WA were the most
imprisoned group of people on
earth, constituting 7% of the
general population but more
than 70% of the youth detention
total.

WA is the only Australian
state that uses mandatory
sentencing laws against
children. The Northern Territory
previously had similar three-
strike laws but repealed them in
2001 after a 15-year-old boy
who was mistakenly mandatorily
detained took his own life.

WAITOC has developed
a pilot program ‘Aboriginal
Tourism Export Initiative-
Perth 2019’ and will offer
eight Perth-based
Aboriginal tourism
operators the opportunity
to participate.

With the support of
funding from the City of
Perth through a $30,000
Key Sector Development
sponsorship, WAITOC
wants to develop new and
expanded export-ready
operations for Aboriginal
tourism in the Perth region.

Perth deputy chair of
commissioners Gaye
McMath said research
shows there is a strong
desire for more cultural
tourism experiences.

Ms McMath said the

2019 program will build on
previous Aboriginal
tourism business
development programs
delivered in 2017 and
2018 and create a cluster
of robust and passionate
Aboriginal businesses
within greater Perth.

Previous programs
resulted in highly
successful mentoring
outcomes for participating
Aboriginal tourism
businesses, with program
recipient Go Cultural
winning gold in the
Aboriginal and Torres
Strait Islander Tourism
category at the 2018 Perth
Airport WA Tourism
Awards.

WAITOC chief
executive Robert Taylor
said the work completed
by WAITOC and funded by
City of Perth, Tourism WA
and Indigenous Business
Australia over the past two
years has been successful
in creating new Aboriginal
tourism businesses in the
Perth CBD.

“And it will help close
the gap that currently

exists,” he said.

“While there are more
than 100 Aboriginal
tourism experiences in WA
to explore, only 29% of
these are working in the
international arena.

“This new export-ready
program will help increase
this number in Perth,
where most tourists visit.

“It is an exciting time for
the Aboriginal tourism
sector to become a key
player in the tourism
industry — showcasing our
unique point of difference
to the rest of the world.”

Ms McMath said the
City of Perth’s sponsorship
aligned perfectly with
priorities in the City’s
Strategic Community Plan
2029 and the
Reconciliation Action Plan
(RAP).

“The RAP focuses on
creating sustainable
business and employment
opportunities for Aboriginal
people and provides
visitors to Perth with the
opportunity to participate
in a unique cultural
experience,” she said.

LARRAKIA and
Wadjigan
woman
Carmen Cubillo
is one of the
people who has
been given a home
loan from Indigenous
Business Australia (IBA). Her
advice to others is “don’t get
all romanticised about getting
the loan”.

“The loan is not the issue.
It is the everyday costs after
getting a loan,” she said. “You
don’t think about it when
you’re younger; you just kinda
think that you’ll earn money
and it will be fine. But it’s not
going to be. Whatever you do
now with money, affects you
for the rest of your life.

“You can see budgets any
way you like. But the reality is,
if you don’t have enough
money, you need to
reorganise things so you do.”

In January 2019, Carmen
and her eight-year-old
daughter moved into their
own home in Darwin — with a
pool. She still follows a strict
budget and knows that every
cent needs to be accounted
for.

“It’s the best thing that
ever happened,” she said.
“We had our first swim
together and she wrapped her
arms around me and said,
‘We did it Mum, we did it. You
and me. This was our dream
and we did it together.’

“It just means the world to
us just to have our little patch
of land. It’s not the flashest
house, but it's ours. It’s a
really emotional journey ...
but | put the effort into having
a good relationship to money.”

According to IBA deputy
chief executive Wally Tallis,

Carmen Cublllo
and Iler_d_a_u_ght_er

the journey to home
ownership isn’t easy. It takes
planning, budgeting, forward
thinking and commitment.

IBA has created a
budgeting workshop to
support Indigenous people
and their families to better
understand the financial
responsibilities of buying a
home and taking control of
their money. It’s for those
interested in applying for their
first home loan, or who are
interested in learning how to
be smarter about their money.

The budgeting workshop
covers understanding the
customer’s money story
(beliefs, attitudes and values
regarding money), developing
a money plan, setting goals,
preparing for the costs of
home ownership, and
providing resources for further
advice.

“IBA works hard to ensure
our customers are equipped
with the skills and processes
of owning a home in order to
give them the best chance to
succeed,” Mr Tallis said. “One
of the barriers customers
identify is financial literacy
and budgeting. The lack of
intergenerational wealth is a
big barrier to home ownership

for many of our mob. If we
can get people into their first
home and keep them there
with the right budgeting
behaviours, then it sets them
up on a positive path for their
future. We know that home
ownership can provide social
and economic benefits
through the security of stable
housing. We want to provide
people with the tools to assist
them to be financially ready
before committing to home
ownership.”

Carmen Cubillo tried three
times to get a home loan. On
her third attempt in October
2018, Carmen attended one
of IBA’s new budgeting
workshops. When attending
the workshop, Carmen
thought she knew all she
needed after successfully
getting herself out of debt.

“l walked in pretty
confident,” Carmen said. “And
walked out with a list of things
to help me. | learned all this
stuff that really helps me
now.”

Carmen says that it’s
important to understand the
financial responsibilities of
owning your home before
putting in an application.

“They gave us the real
deal — what it actually costs
when you have a house. Plan
for this, plan for that and don’t
leave this to the last minute.
The workshop was just really
valuable in saying that these
are the day to day costs of
having your house.

“I moved around a lot
when | was little so | always
dreamt of having a home ...
| had all these goals and one
of them was home ownership.
| learned not to ever give up
on your dreams.”

“We know that we are making
some inroads to improve
educational outcomes for
Aboriginal and Torres Strait
Islander children but we need to
invest further to do better at
Closing the Gap.

“Despite the Morrison
Government refusing to fund a
Girls’ House in Townsville, the
Palaszczuk Government invested
$12 million to ensure girls have the
same education opportunities
young men have enjoyed at the
Boys’ Campus.”

Member for Mundingburra

Coralee O’Rourke said the girls at
NRL Cowboys House had access
to specialised educational support
and high-quality amenities to help
them succeed in life.

“Their exciting journey has
begun — they are enjoying a
supportive place to live while
having access to education and
training while forming friendships
and acquiring life skills,” she said.

“It’'s expected to reach the full
capacity of 50 students by the start
of the 2020 school year.”

Member for Cook Cynthia Lui
said that while moving to Townsville
was a significant change for the
girls, she was pleased to hear
students had made a great start to
their year’s schooling.

“The students are so fortunate

to have great support from
Cowboys staff, Indigenous
community leaders and health
professionals during their time
here,” she said.

Jeff Reibel from the Cowboys
Community Foundation said he
was delighted to see both
campuses operating.

“We’re so excited to offer this
opportunity for girls to access
education and replicate what we
achieved for the boys,” he said.

Mr Reibel explained that
students residing at both campuses
come from north Queensland’s
most remote communities,
including the Gulf of Carpentaria,
Cape York and the Torres Strait
Islands.

“It’'s because of the trust families

and their communities have placed
in NRL Cowboys House to look
after their sons and daughters that
we’re able to achieve all that we
have, with the support of the
Government,” he said.

“The House is a life-changing
opportunity and is made possible
through the support we receive
from our partners and friends of the
House, our patrons and supporters,
partner schools, ambassadors,
volunteers, service providers and
our community.”

The Palaszczuk Government
invested $12 million towards
construction of the House, which
supported more than 80 local jobs
during its construction, and has
also committed $2.5 million over
four years to support its operation.

Andrew’s Catholic College in
Cairns, he was also thinking
about his academic future.

“One of the other boys (from
AFL Cape York House) had been
to Bond and he had a little chat
with me.

Timakoi enrolled in a Diploma
of Business at Bond University
College, which put him on a
pathway to the bachelor program.

Study focuses on scabhies

SCABIES - a
debilitating skin
condition caused by
parasites — will be
the focus of a
research project led
by a University of
Canberra team.

The team has received funding
for its work in effectively treating
the skin condition, which has
potentially fatal consequences in
rural Aboriginal communities.

Project leader assistant
Professor Dr Jackson Thomas said
scabies can lead to blood
poisoning and subsequently result
in kidney disease and rheumatic
heart disease.

“Rural Indigenous Australian
communities are very vulnerable to
scabies, with about seven in 10
Aboriginal or Torres Strait Islander
children affected,” Dr Thomas said.

Globally, about 300 million
people are affected with the
disease at any given time.

The project team has received a
Medical Research Future Fund
(MRFF) Rare Cancers, Rare
Diseases and Unmet Need grant of

$1.3 million for further trials.

The project focuses on a new
treatment based on tea tree olil. It
kills the parasite and its eggs, and
addresses issues which have
plagued previous treatment efforts.

“Conventional treatment
methods include a thick cream
which must be left on for up to 15
hours, then showered off
thoroughly,” Dr Thomas said. “This
can be challenging in remote
settings, which have limited access
to water. It can also be
uncomfortable to use in tropical
regions.”

The other conventional
treatment is an oral medication,
usually not prescribed to children
below five because of the risks it
carries — but children from this age
group are the ones most usually
affected by the disease.

University of Canberra
chancellor Professor Tom Calma is
a chief investigator for the project,
and one of four Aboriginal
researchers in the study team.

“The project is a classic
example of a perfect connection
point between Aboriginal bush

medicine and Western medical
perspectives,” Prof Calma said.
“Tea tree oil is a traditional
ingredient in bush medicine. The
treatment thus aligns with

Indigenous healing culture, and is
more likely to be accepted by
remote Aboriginal communities.”

In 2016 and 2017, the
University’s Office of Aboriginal and

Torres Strait Islander Leadership
and Strategy (OATSILS) and the
Collaborative Indigenous Research
Initiative (UC CIRI) provided an
initial grant to Dr Thomas to pilot a
randomised control trial of
Australian tea tree oil for the
management of scabies in
Indigenous Australian children.

“It is a clear gel, pleasant to use,
and it doesn’t leave any residue on
the skin,” Dr Thomas said.

Proper usage of any scabies
treatment is crucial, so that the
parasite does not develop
resistance.

“Unlike conventional treatments,
our treatment has combined
ovicidal, parasiticidal, anti-
inflammatory, anti-bacterial and
anti-pruritic and healing properties
—a world first.”

The grant will allow Dr Thomas
and his team to recruit 210
patients, in collaboration with their
community partner, the Wurli-
Wurlinjang Aboriginal Community
Health Service in Katherine.

The three-year project will map
the treatment’s effectiveness, then
provide a platform for its roll out.

Indigenous Health Minister
Ken Wyatt awarded a
national consortium a
$35m federal grant for
Strep A vaccine research
to fast-track a vaccine
against Strep A and
prevent a potentially fatal
heart disease.

Melbourne’s Murdoch
Children’s Research

Institute (MCRI) will be a
key partner in the
consortium and MCRI
infectious diseases
professor Andrew Steer is
a world expert in Strep A.

“Strep A usually begins
with a sore throat, but if left
untreated it causes the
immune system to become
overactive, which can
result in rheumatic heart
disease, where antibodies
damage the heart valves,”
Prof Steer said.

“Globally, Strep Ais
almost as deadly as
malaria parasites,
tuberculosis bacteria and
HIV but internationally little
has been invested in Strep
A research. This funding is
very welcome, because
with a new vaccine we
could stop Strep A

infections in Australia and
around the world.”

MCRI will soon begin
testing two new vaccines
in human volunteers.
MCRI has been working
with the World Health
Organisation to promote
development of new
vaccine candidates.

“In Australia 94% of
rheumatic heart disease
occurs among Indigenous
Australians,” Prof Steer
said. “Globally, rheumatic
heart disease affects more
than 33 million people,
causing about 500,000
deaths. That is why it’s
imperative we develop a
vaccine.”

Prof Steer said Strep A
also caused skin sores,
septicemia (blood
poisoning) and toxic shock

syndrome. Another partner
in the consortium is the
Telethon Kids Institute in
Perth.

Telethon Kids Institute
director Professor
Jonathan Carapetis said
rheumatic heart disease
leads to serious
complications such as
stroke and premature
death in young adults and
even adolescents.

“And while the disease
is preventable, and
treatable when found early,
young people continue to
die because it’s detected
too late,” he said.

Prof Carapetis said
developing a Strep A
vaccine could have a real
impact on closing the gap
in Indigenous heath in
Australia.

A new study of how
medical professionals find
and document information in
patient care has revealed
that the cultural
backgrounds of Aboriginal
patients were more likely to
be mentioned than those of
patients from other
backgrounds.

The study, published in
the Medical Journal of
Australia, included the
covert observation of patient
handovers in an acute care
unit (ACU), then an analysis
of the written hospital
electronic medical records
(EMRs) for the patients after
their discharge to ward-
based care.

Lead author in the study
Dr David Morgan from
Perth’s South Metropolitan
Health Service said he and
colleagues conducted a
four-phase observational
study.

“Identifying the cultural
heritage of patients is
controversial,” the report
reads. “While some authors
regard it as irrelevant and
perhaps subject to prejudice,
others advocate collecting
the information in order to
identify disparities in health
care”.

that “the cultural
backgrounds of Aboriginal
patients were substantially
more likely to be mentioned
than those of patients from
other backgrounds”.

“Further research and
community consultation are
needed to understand this
practice.”

This is the first study to
formally document the
frequency of references to a
patient’s cultural heritage
during medical handover
and in the hospital medical
records. After adjusting for
demographic, socio-
economic and medical
factors, Aboriginal patients
where significantly more
likely to be identified than
patients from all other
ethnic-national backgrounds.

In a post-study survey of
the observed ACU doctors,
44 of 75 respondents were
aware that Aboriginal
heritage was mentioned
more frequently than other
cultural backgrounds, with
Aboriginal and Torres Strait
Islander patients identified
more than any other group.

A rationale for
identification was
documented in 25 of 142
patients (18%) whose
ethnic—national background
was mentioned either during
ACU patient handover or in
their EMR.

Health research
gets a major
funding boost

COMMONWEALTH funding of $125
million over 10 years to boost to
Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander
health research has been welcomed

by Central Australia Academic Health

Science Network (CAASHN) John

Paterson.

“This puts Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander
health research into our hands—into the hands of
community-controlled health research and
delivery,” Mr Paterson said.

“In years to come, this will be acknowledged as
a major shift in the way in which research is
governed, and will set benchmarks in how research
is initiated, how it is developed, how it is carried out
and how research results are implemented.

“This new decade-long approach will set best
practice for the future of Indigenous research
across the nation—and as a national program, we
will see Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander health
research without borders.

“For the first time, social determinants of health
as a key issue in Closing the Gap in health
outcomes have been cited. This is a profound
acknowledgement of the root causes of so much
that faces our people.

“For years so much of research into the health
of our people has been carried out by major
research institutes and universities. While these
groups have increasingly recognised the
importance of Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander
input, this Indigenous Health Research Fund now
sets best practice in putting our people at the
forefront.”

The $125 million fund will be directed by an
Aboriginal task force led by Dr Alex Brown from the
South Australian Health and Medical Research
Institute in Adelaide and Professor Misty Jenkins
from the Walter and Eliza Hall Institute in
Melbourne with representation from the Indigenous
community controlled sector.

Services to end

Derbal Yerrigan to walk away from residential hospital due to lack of funding

DERBAL
Yerrigan
Health Service
will walk away
from operating
a residential
hostel that provides
accommodation for seriously
ill Aboriginal patients after
negotiations with the State
Government for ongoing
funding failed.

Derbarl Yerrigan Health
Service chair Jackie Oakley
said management had been
in discussions with the WA
Country Health Service
(WACHS) about a range of
options for the Elizabeth
Hansen Autumn Centre but,
after deliberations hit a
stalemate, the board made
the difficult decision to
relinquish control of the
operation.

For almost 20 years,
Derbarl Yerrigan Health
Service has operated the
centre in Guildford Road,
Bayswater, as a medical
hostel, offering housing and
support for people travelling
to Perth from regional and
remote WA for medical care
they cannot access in their
own communities.

“Sadly, we have been
unable to secure appropriate
funding from the State
Government to continue to
operate the Elizabeth Hansen
Autumn Centre and have
made the tough decision to

relinquish our service role and
hand the facility back to the
state,” Ms Oakley said.

“This decision has not
been made lightly, but without
a funding commitment of at
least $675,000 a year, which
equates to $85 per person,

Instead,
WACHS agreed to an exit
grant of $250,000 to cover
operating costs until June 30
and to assist in the hand back
of the service. WACHS will
then assume full responsibility
as the service provider.

“We are disappointed that
the WA Country Health
Service has not seen fit to
stump up appropriate funds
for Derbarl Yerrigan Health
Service to continue as a
service provider, but instead
attempted to continue drip-
feed funding to us for this
important service,” she said.

“Their heavy-handed ‘take
it or leave it’ trickle funding
approach is untenable and
does not provide our service,
our patients or our staff clarity,
equity or long-term security.

WACHS to ensure there is
minimal upheaval and
distress to residents as
Derbarl Yerrigan Health
Service transitions out of the
centre.”

The centre, which has
been rented to Derbarl
Yerrigan Health Service,
offers 32 beds for Aboriginal
patients and their carers
travelling from regional and
remote communities,
particularly the Kimberley,
Pilbara and Goldfields.

In the past three years,
more than 200 people have
used the centre. The average
length of stay is six to nine
months for most patients, with
many undergoing renal care
and kidney dialysis.

WACHS withdrew
recurrent operational funding

for the centre three years ago.

Since then, Derbarl Yerrigan
Health Service has attempted

to self-fund 70% of the
centre’s operations and
recently introduced a nightly
gap charge for each client
and carer. In November 2018,
WACHS provided one-off
funding of almost $80,000 for
the centre to cover the cost of
six beds for six months. The
sum represents 10% of the
centre’s annual operating
costs.

Ms Oakley said Derbarl
Yerrigan Health Service
management had battled to
keep the centre operating for
the past three years.

“We have been driven by
an overwhelming sense of
compassion for these
patients,” Ms Oakley said.
“We made all reasonable
attempts to keep the facility
open by cutting staff costs
associated with, clinical,
transport, activities and liaison
services.

“It has been an absolute
abdication of WACHS’s
responsibility to offer funding
that is less than adequate.”

Derbarl Yerrigan Health
Service is an Aboriginal
community-controlled health
service that has provided
culturally appropriate health
and support services across
Perth since 1974. Services
include GP clinics, maternal
and child health program,
dental health, cardiac service,
counselling and outreach
programs.

Screen Australia calls out to movie creators

ABORIGINAL and Torres
Strait Islander film
making teams are
invited to get involved
in a new anthology
feature film as part of the
new Cook 2020: Our Right
of Reply drama collection.

The year 2020 is the 250th
anniversary of James Cook’s maiden
voyage to the Pacific. For Indigenous
people in Australia, New Zealand and
across the pacific, Cook’s arrival also
signalled the arrival of colonisation.

Screen Australia and New Zealand
Film Commission (NZFC) will fund four
Indigenous teams from both New
Zealand and Australia, to each create
a short film that will provide an
Indigenous perspective on the
anniversary.

Screen Australia’s head of
Indigenous Penny Smallacombe said
they “are looking for passionate
Indigenous filmmakers who want to
collaborate with our Maori and Pasifika
storytellers to be a part of this ground
breaking creative partnership”.

“This initiative presents a shared
international opportunity for First
Australian creators to re-examine and
engage with the effects of colonisation
through the perspectives that drama
can provide,” Ms Smallacombe said.

Applicants can propose a dramatic
short that speaks to the theme of
cultural survival, but can take any form
— from experimental, to comedy, to
genre and/or animation. The shorts
can be period or present-day stories.
The successful screen practitioners
must be willing to work with the other
successful Australian and New

Zealander applicants to ensure the
anthology works as a cohesive eight-
piece feature.

Australian applicants need be
Australian Aboriginal and Torres Strait
Islander writers and directors, or
writer/directors; and have already
made at least two short dramas of at
least seven minutes each — including
standalone shorts, online or web
series and/or dramatised
documentary. Those with extensive
documentary directing experience are
also encouraged to apply.

Applicants must also be available
to travel to a workshop in Sydney from
May 13-17 and must be able to prove
their ability to deliver the finished short
film by November 2019.

NZFC screen executive Karen Te O
Kahurangi Waaka-Tibble said,
“Tangata whenua of Aotearoa and the
Pacific consider the arrival of Cook as
the beginning of colonial attitudes that
have left significant marks on the land
and its people.

“It is essential that these stories are
expressed,” she said.

New Zealand Film Commission
chief executive Annabelle Sheehan
said the joint initiative brings together
the Indigenous voices of Australia,
Maori and the Pacific peoples.

“It can inspire us to rethink the old
contours and framings of history,” she
said.

The initiative has received financial
support from Create NSW, and Screen
Australia is contributing $500,000 in
production funding. NZFC is
committing the same amount in NZD
to each of the New Zealand short
films.

Mining leads the way
with jobs for our mob

THE Queensland
resources
industry has
recommitted to
playing its part in

creating economic

opportunities and jobs
for Aboriginal and Torres Strait
Islander people, following the
release of the latest Closing the
Gap report.

Queensland Resources
Council chief executive lan
Macfarlane said economic
opportunities for Indigenous
Australians are essential to
making meaningful strides
towards the Closing the Gap
targets, and the resources sector
had an important role to play.

“The Queensland resources
sector is proud of our role in
providing employment and
economic opportunities to
Indigenous Australians,” he said.

“The resources sector is one
of only two sectors in
Queensland with a
genuine representation of
Indigenous employees.
Indigenous people comprise 4%
of the state’s workforce in
resources and Queensland’s
Indigenous population is 4.1%.

“The only other sector to
match this is the public service.
Across all industries in
Queensland, the representation
of Indigenous employees is
2.5%.

“Last year Indigenous
employment grew by 11% in the
resources sector. The resources
sector is committed to doing
even more to extend economic
opportunities to First Australians,
and we hope to see other sectors
join us with the same goal.

“In just one example, our
member company Santos
employs Indigenous Australians
at its Cooper Basin operations in
south-west Queensland
providing employment pathways
in remote areas.”

Senior Kullilli man Peter White
said the resources sector was
giving Indigenous people the
opportunity to work in a well-paid
sector in the Cooper Basin.

“From an economical point of
view, oil and gas are about the
only jobs out there for the Kullilli
people. There is nothing else we
can do,” Mr White said.

“They've always been very
good to work for. They listen to
our complaints. They have
always been good to us,
especially with the cultural
heritage work.”

Santos managing director and
chief executive Kevin Gallagher
said the company works closely
with traditional owners.

“This creates employment
opportunities for up to 80 local
Indigenous people, valued at
more than $1 million each
year,” he said.

Mr Macfarlane said in areas
such as the far north region of
the state companies such as Rio
Tinto and Metro Mining had
significant Indigenous
participation numbers.

“Rio’s commitment to hiring
locally was demonstrated with
1,200 people employed at peak
construction at its Amrum bauxite
project, and since project
inception in May 2016, close to
400 Indigenous Australians have
been employed by the project.
Metro Mining’s Indigenous
workforce currently sits at 37% of
the company’s workforce,” he
said.

“Another milestone is
Indigenous women in
Queensland's resources sector,
who represent 26% of the
Indigenous workforce, which is
close to twice the non-
Indigenous rate.”

The Closing the Gap 2018
update reported 6599 Indigenous
people were employed by the
mining industry, an increase by
250% since 2006.

More than 30,000 tickets for Origin
game 2 at the new Perth Stadium have
already sold and WA State
Government and league officials are
quietly confident the 65,000-capacity
venue will sell out.

The State Government is expecting
up to 20,000 people to travel to Perth
for the event, which it said would be
worth $15 million to the WA economy.

The game will be the first rugby
league State of Origin match to be

played in Western Australia, and only
the 10th time Origin will be played
outside its traditional NSW-Queensland
borders since its inception in 1980.

Sunday game

And in another departure from
tradition, the game will be played on a
Sunday, on June 23, four days after the
AFL’s round 14 West Coast-Essendon
match. Origin is traditionally played
mid-week, on a Wednesday night.

“We are expecting thousands of
fans to make the trip west to be at the
game and millions more to watch on
television,” WA deputy premier Roger
Cook said.

“Hosting the game on a Sunday will
give interstate fans travelling the
chance to spend the weekend in Perth
or extend their stay in WA.”

The success of the event could be
another step towards Perth being part
of a potential NRL expansion.

NRLWA will capitalise on the event
when WA and Northern Territory play
an under-23 curtain-raiser.

The new stadium was christened in
round 1 last year when over 38,000
fans saw Melbourne Storm-Canterbury
Bulldogs and South Sydney-New
Zealand Warriors play a double-
header.

South Sydney has played various
opponents in Perth for a decade,
playing their games at the old Perth
Oval, the original ground for the
WAFL'’s East Perth Football Club,
which was reconfigured to a
rectangular shape for league, union
and A-League soccer, and with a
capacity of 20,000.

THE annual match

country will now not
go ahead.

The interstate challenge match
that’s been played each year
since 2012 sees the winners of
the NSW Aboriginal Rugby
League Knockout Carnival play
the winners of the Arthur Beetson
Foundation Queensland Murri
Rugby League Carnival. Both
tournaments are played in
October each year.

The challenge has been
played as a curtain-raiser to the

Indigenous All Stars or an NRL
round 1 match for the past seven
years.

This year, that was to be
Newcastle All Blacks (NSW) and
Wenlock River Stallions
(Queensland).

None of that will happen now.

The NRL confirmed as much
last week.

Mark Deweerd, NRL senior
manager Indigenous strategy, told
Koori Mail Sport the league had
been unable to find a partner to
facilitate the event, but that it was
still keen to see the game return
next year.

“The game relies on (external)

partners to fund the event,”
Deweerd said.

“It hasn’t been something the
NRL has directly funded. We have
purely facilitated the event taking
place alongside the All Stars.

“We would like to see it return
in 2020.”

Coaches not happy

Newcastle coach Paul Douglas
and Wenlock River coach Kevin
Aldridge were informed of the
NRL'’s decision about two weeks
ago.

Newcastle broke through for a
memorable Knockout 19-18 win
over La Perouse in Dubbo, while

Wenlock River won the QMC
when they defeated Mackay 26-
10 in Townsville.

“I feel for the players. They
obviously wanted it,” Douglas
said.

“We only had four players from
the Knockout win unavailable but
we were training for it.

“It would have been good to
experience it as a player and
coach and to have the game
played.”

Aldridge is equally
disappointed.

He said he was told one week
before Christmas that the game
would be the curtain-raiser to the

NRL’s round 1 Gold Coast-
Canberra match at Robina.

“I put our side together with
two aims — to win the Murri
carnival, and the chance to play
the Koori team,” he said.

“We got the first part done, and
then we wanted that once-in-a-
lifetime opportunity to play on the
big stage, against the Kooris.

“The NRL lacked clear
communication. Between the
QMC and the NRL, no-one gave
us a clear understanding as to
what was happening.”

Aldridge said his club was
open to external funding for the
game to go ahead.

The Kooris lead the Murris 4-3
in the seven years the challenge
match has been played.
