| LIVED in the
Northern
Territory for
about six years,
working as a
filmmaker and then
as a video journalist for NITV. It
was probably the only time |
was really happy in my role. |
was working solo, 4000km from
the Sydney office and | had the
best boss in the world, now
Labor Senator Malarndirri
McCarthy. The reason why she
was a great leader came down
to two things: She was
everybody’s mother and
everything we did in that
newsroom came from a place
of culture. Everything.

She taught so much about
the Territory and the magic Top
End mob. When | first moved
up there this Moree Mehi Murri
went into culture shock. It was
so different to down south, as
the Top Enders say. The
landscape, culture, languages,
food was all so foreign from
what | was used to.

What struck me about the
NT was that, even though the
communities were so spread
out, so far away from each
other in terms of distance, they
were also so tight, so
connected, so bonded culturally
and | fell head over heels in
love with the culture and
community spirit of the mob up

north. | felt at home.
When something

catastrophic happens like the

KIMBERLEY Land
Council chief

shooting of Kumanjayi Walker
in Yuendumu, it sends
shockwaves of trauma, fear and
hurt into every Aboriginal
community in the NT. When
Constable Zachary Rolfe shot
Kumanjayi Walker in the back
twice, at point blank range,
killing him, it felt like Yuendumu
was in downtown New York.
Our people don’t get shot
American style like this! What in
the hell is going on with NT
Police?

Lawyer Russel Marks wrote
in The Monthly: “The last NT
police officer who shot and
killed a person in a remote
community was acting sergeant
Robert Whittington who, in
2002, had been posted in
Wadeye for less than a week
before dozens of locals began
fighting with weapons on the
main oval. Unlike the remote
sergeant he briefly replaced,
Whittington never went
anywhere without his Glock
pistol. Carmen Butcher, a
constable who had lived in
Wadeye for nearly a year, and
who played softball with the
local women on weekends and
went fishing at surrounding
outstations at the invitation of
traditional owners, felt no need
to take her gun to the oval.
Whittington did take his gun
and, tragically, shot and killed
an 18-year-old man — Robert
Jongmin — who was trying to
disarm another youth.”

Aboriginal sites without extensive
consultation with traditional owners.

Earlier this year, WA’s
government granted BHP approval
to blast 40 significant Indigenous
sites to expand its $4.5 billion South
Flank iron ore project.

BHP has since established a
heritage advisory council allowing
senior BHP staff to consult directly
with representatives of the
traditional owners, the Banjima
people.

The company’s president of
minerals in Australia, Edgar Basto,
told the inquiry BHP had access to
an independent area on Banjima
country with 11 million tonnes of
high-grade iron ore which it had
chosen not to disturb.

“We haven’t touched that,” Mr
Basto said.

“If there are issues that are
difficult to resolve, what we have
seen in the past is that if there is
good communication and a good
culture of respect between the
parties, we can sort out these
problems.”

However, in its submission to the
inquiry, the Banjima Native Title
Aboriginal Corporation said it was
disturbed by ‘gag orders’ placed

Western Australia’s Pilbara region,
last week gave evidence to the
committee.

BHP has announced it will not

on traditional owners as part of their
agreements which prevents them
from publicly raising concerns.

Mr Basto said BHP had no
intention of gagging traditional
owners and had communicated that
it would not enforce any clauses to
that effect.

He said BHP prided itself on its
engagement with Aboriginal people,
but the industry as a whole needed
to rebuild trust.

The traditional owners of the
Juukan Gorge sites, the Puutu
Kunti Kurrama and Pinikura people,
have urged the committee to visit
the sites and see the full impact of
the destruction.

WA’s COVID-19 travel
restrictions have prevented that
from happening. Oil and gas giant
Woodside was due to front the
inquiry on Monday and it’s expected
Rio Tinto executives will be recalled
at a later date.

Rio Tinto had approval for the
Juukan blast but did not tell
traditional owners it had examined
options for expanding its mine that
did not involve damaging the rock
shelters. Experts had assigned the
sites the highest archaeological
significance in Australia. —AAP

with chefs Mark Olive and Rayleen Brown

RENOWNED Aboriginal chef Mark
Olive and Kungkas Can Cook
founder Rayleen Brown gave
visitors to Parrtjima a taste of how
to cook with native ingredients last

week.

Parrtjima — A Festival in Light in

Mparntwe (Alice Springs), was held over 10 nights

and despite challenges due to COVID-19, recorded

another successful event.

Highlights, apart from the impressive
illuminations and light installations at Alice
Springs Desert Park, included Deep Listening talks
with Stan Grant, a watercolour painting workshop
with artists from the Namatjira School of Arts, and
a live cooking demonstration with renowned chef
Mark Olive and Kungkas Can Cook founder
Rayleen Brown.

In the cooking demo, Mark and Rayleen showed
an eager audience how native bushfoods can be
used in everyday cooking — with delicious results.

“It’s been a tough year for a lot of people,” Mark
said. “To have a festival is pretty amazing.

“I think this whole event has brought a lot of
positivity.

“With the menu, we incorporate a lot of
contemporary cuisine with our Indigenous
flavours.

“I’'ve been doing this for 40 odd years now. Back
in the 80s when | first started doing this it was a
tough time.

“People wouldn’t eat things like lemon myrtle,
roasted wattle seeds, bush tomatoes; they were off
the charts. Over time, it has created a real buzz.

“Let’s face it — we’ve embraced every other
culture in this country except what we’ve got here.

“This is an event where people can come and
try the bush tomato, smell lemon myrtle. We’re
doing a demo cooking barramundi in paperbark.

“To be a part of the Parrtjima festival is amazing
because what | get excited about is sharing our
culture.”

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CATHY Freeman’s
body is numb,
her mind a whir.

Sitting on the
track, she’s just
won a gold medal
at the Sydney
Olympics and fulfilled her life’s
dream.

Her body barely moves for
three minutes after winning the
400m final on September 25,
2000.

But her mind is “whirling like
a film reel locked on fast-
forward” as images of her life
flash by.

Then, they suddenly stop.
And all she sees is the smile of
her sister Anne-Marie, who has
been dead for 10 years.

“I'm just a little Black girl who
can run fast,” Freeman
recounted in her biography. “And
here | am sitting in the Olympic
stadium with 112,000 people
screaming my name.

“How the hell did | get here?”

When those fabled 400
metres ended, when her body
snapped from numbness and
her thoughts stopped and she
saw her sister’s smile, Freeman
could finally relax.

Only then could she take it in:
the enormity of her feat; the
unbridled jubilation of the
112,524-strong crowd and her
nation.

“| felt everyone’s emotions
being absorbed into every pore
of my body,” she said.

She won her September 22
heat despite a shock along the
home straight when momentarily
blinded by thousands of camera
flashes.

She won her September 23
quarterfinal despite, mid-race,
her mind wandering and
wondering if her deceased father
was proud of her.

“l was angry that I'd let my
focus be invaded by sentiment. |
couldn’t afford to have any
weakness.”

She won her September 24
semifinal despite feeling sluggish
that morning, before running in

the rain.

On September 25, Freeman
woke, feeling better.

She had her usual race-day
breakfast — four WeetBix, milk,
fruit — then played Scrabble with
her husband.

After lunch — more fruit — she
went through her usual race-day
ritual of preparing her kit. This
time, it featured a one-piece
hooded suit.

“It could have been a pink
tutu with black stilettos and a
flourescent orange wig, as long
as it enhanced my running.”

At 3pm, she went to the
athletes’ village to stretch and
massage a sore hamstring.

At 5pm, she went to the
warm-up track, walked the bend,
stretched on her favourite towel
— from the 1990 Commonwealth
Games, her first senior
Australian team — and then did
three 80m run-throughs.

At 7.30pm, she went to the
callroom at the stadium.
Complete silence.

At 8pm, down the tunnel. Into
the arena. Complete
pandemonium.

At 8.10pm, the starter's gun
fired.

And 49.11 seconds later, she
was an Olympic gold medallist,
sitting on the track.

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Calls for national leadership on prisons

THE death in
custody of Aunty
Sherry two weeks
ago has prompted
calls for urgent
national leadership.
Sherry Fisher-
Tiberoo, 49, was found dead in
her cell at the Brisbane watch
house on September 10 after
being remanded in custody on
September 7 following a court
appearance.

Arrested on property and drug
matters four days earlier, she had
appeared in court a day after her
arrest and was remanded in
custody.

Her death prompted a protest
outside the Roma Street Police
Station the following day, during
which police made 18 arrests as
people chanted and demanded
justice, and an end to racist
policing.

Another vigil was held last
Friday, with hundreds turning out
to listen to speakers, march, and
to remember Aunty Sherry.

Protesters holding banners
which read “Say their names” sat
in Brisbane’s King George
Square before the march,
chanting, “Too many coppers not
enough justice” and “Black Lives
Matter”.

Ms Fisher-Tilberoo — a Birri
Gubba woman — was the
youngest of 11 siblings and had
three children of her own, and
eight grandchildren.

Her nephew Troy ‘Jungaji’
Brady told NITV that his aunt had
been impacted harshly by trans-
generational trauma, which had
led her to live a life on the streets
for many years.

“Aunty Sherry was the baby of
all her siblings and she was a
strong, cultural, urbanised
Aboriginal woman who was proud
of her cultural heritage, proud of
her Birri Gubba bloodlines and
proud of her family,” Mr Brady
said.

“We were shocked when we
heard of Aunty Sherry’s passing,
particularly the circumstances
around it.

“And reality hits hard, like a
tsunami, when you’re told that
your aunty, your beloved family,

has passed away on a concrete
floor in a watch house in
Brisbane.

“We want to know the
circumstances. We want to see
the records, the CCTV, what
medication and care she was
given.”

Ms Fisher-Tilberoo was the
fifth Indigenous person to die in
custody in Australia since June
this year and the 441st death in
custody since the 1991 Royal
Commission into Aboriginal
Deaths in Custody.

Australia’s peak Aboriginal
and Torres Strait Islander legal
body, NATSILS, described the
situation as a “national
emergency’.

“This is a national emergency
and we demand urgent national
leadership,” NATSILS co-chair

Nerita Waight said in a statement.

“This lack of accountability
means that in practice there is no
penalty for the death of our
people in custody. More police
officers involved in deaths in
custody have been promoted

than convicted, but there cannot
be justice without accountability.”

Queensland Police Assistant
Commissioner Brian Codd told
journalists that a post-mortem
examination appeared to indicate
“that the death was by natural
causes”, but that the
circumstances remained under
investigation.

An investigation into Ms
Fisher-Tilberoo’s death is now
being overseen by Queensland’s
State Coroner and the Crime and
Corruption Commission.

Report identifies multiple

failures in Morrison death

THE South Australian
Ombudsman has
recommended that the state’s
prisons department (SA
Department of Correctional
Services) apologise to the
family of Wayne Fella Morrison,
who died in custody four years ago.

Speaking to the Koori Mail last week, Mr
Morrison’s sister Latoya Rule, said the
Ombudsman’s report at last provided some
comfort to the family.

“It humanises what has been happening
to my family for four years,” Ms Rule said.

“It's a step towards saying Wayne died
and his life was worth something.”

Ombudsman Wayne Lines was critical of
the way the department failed to provide
information and access to family members as
Mr Morrison lay dying in a hospital.

Mr Morrison died in hospital on
September 26, 2016, three days after an
incident at Yatala Labour Prison, where he
had been restrained with handcuffs, ankle
flexi-cuffs and a spit hood, and then placed
face down in the rear of a prison transport
van.

Latoya Rule and her brother Wayne Fella
Morrison, who died in custody.

Seven prison officers accompanied Mr
Morrison from the holding cells to the high
security section of the prison and were
present when he became unresponsive.

The Ombudsman was critical of the
department’s decision not to provide the
family or the Aboriginal liaison officer with
information about Mr Morrison’s condition
or whereabouts after he was rushed to
hospital.

The family made repeated attempts to find
out where he was and what was happening
but the department had changed Mr
Morrison’s name to Ben Waters, a move they
said was standard practice to protect an
individual’s privacy.

At the time Mr Morrison had fallen into a
coma in the Royal Adelaide Hospital and the
refusal to provide the family with information
or access led to them being escorted from
the hospital by security.

They were made to wait in the car park.

In his report, Mr Lines identified nine key
issues with the department’s administrative
procedures arising from Mr Morrison’s death
and was largely critical of the way the
department handled the situation.

These included a failure to raise a
Notification of Concern or treat Mr Morrison
as an ‘at risk’ prisoner, a failure to identify
him as an Aboriginal person, and a failure to
keep records — particularly during the three
or so minutes when Mr Morrison was
transported to a high security wing of the
prison.

“By transporting Mr Morrison to G Division
in a van without recording capacity, the
department acted in a manner that was
unreasonable,” the report said.

The report recommended all prison vans
be fitted with video recording equipment or
that hand-held cameras be used to record
transfers, and that all guards in South
Australian prisons should be made to wear
body cameras.

In a statement following the release of the
report, SA Department of Correctional
Services chief executive David Brown issued
a statement saying he acknowledged the
“pain and grief” experienced by Mr Morrison's
family.

“The safety and wellbeing of all prisoners
in the custody of the Department for
Correctional Services is paramount. Mr
Morrison’s passing was tragic and
unexpected,” Mr Brown said.

Mr Brown said his department had
accepted 16 of the Ombudsman's 17
recommendations with a review of the final
one now in progress, but would not make
further public comment as the coronial
inquest remains ongoing.

Ms Rule said that while an apology was
welcome, it had been a long fight for the
family. She said in 2019 a number of prison
officers took legal action against the coroner
to stop her asking certain questions about Mr
Morrison’s treatment and subsequent death,
arguing that officers should be able to claim a
privilege against giving evidence where they
may be subject to a penalty.

The inquest into Mr Morrison’s death
began in 2018 and is expected to resume
mid-year in 2021.

Meyne Wyatt breaks new
with self-portrait

FIRST-time Archibald prize
entrant Meyne Wyatt has
broken new ground to win
the Packing Room Prize
for his self-portrait.

The Wongutha-Yamatji
man is the first Indigenous artist
to win any of the prizes on offer at the
Archibald Prize in its 99-year history.

Already a widely recognised actor,
Wyatt made headlines when he performed
a powerful four-minute-monologue from
his play City Of Gold on ABC TV’s Q&A in
June.

The Western Australian-born, Sydney-
based artist, writer and actor said he was
“absolutely ecstatic and truly humbled by
this wonderful honour”.

Art Gallery of New South Wales head
packer Brett Cuthbertson said it was
unusual for a self-portrait to win the prize,
which comes with $1500.

“I have been known to say that artists
who enter a self-portrait have no hope of
winning ... but in this case | made an
exception to my rule,” he said.

“When Meyne came into the gallery to
deliver his entry he said he hadn’t painted
in some time and the work was just a
COVID project. | loved the story and was
really impressed with the result.”

Wyatt’s painting was selected from 55
finalist works and is only the second self-
portrait to win the Packing Room Prize in
its 29-year history.

“Most of all | want to thank my mum,
who encouraged me to enter the Archibald
Prize in the first place and gave me the
courage to be so bold,” Wyatt said.

“In a way, that is the essence of the
painting and what it reflects — to be bold.”

Wyatt’s mother Susan Wyatt is also an
artist and was an Archibald finalist in 20083.

The award is one of Australia’s oldest
and richest — with a prize of $100,000.

There is strong Indigenous
representation among this year’s finalists
which feature portraits by Blak
Douglas, Vincent Namatjira, Tiger
Yaltangki and Kaylene Whiskey.

In 2018 Whiskey, who is self-taught,
won the Sulman Prize. In 2019 she won
the Telstra National Aboriginal and Torres
Strait Islander Art Award for general
painting. This year she is an Archibald
Prize finalist for the first time.

“I love to listen to her music while |
paint: 9 to 5, Coat of Many Colours,
Jolene, and my number one, Islands in the
Stream with Kenny Rogers. | often think, ‘If
Dolly came to visit, what would she do?
What would she say? And what would she
be wearing?’

“I had a lot of fun bringing Dolly to
Indulkana on the canvas. Once | had
finished the painting | thought, “You know
what? Dolly needs more sparkles,’ so |
added the plastic jewels as the finishing
touch!

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Penny marks her connection to nature
and her ancestors’ bloodlines in clay

ARTIST Penny
Evans is inspired
by nature and her
ancestral
connections to

her Gomeroi

bloodlines. Penny’s
latest collection of ceramic
sculpture Language of the

Wounded is on show at the

Lismore Regional Gallery in

northern NSW.

The hand built clay pieces
are displayed on the walls of
the gallery space with markings
and carvings that reflect and
embody her Gomeroi ancestry.
Each piece is unique and an
evolution in her artistic
practice. The sculptural works
seem very bone like — remains
that reflect middens, marking
them with cuts and wounds.

The design work on the
ceramics references Penny’s
cultural heritage in combination
with the unique and evolving
graphic style she has
developed since graduating
from art school. Penny says
that the process of layering and
carving out then layering again
comes from an ltalian technique
called sgraffito.

“There are so many different
types of clay and glazes — you
can dig your own clay from the
natural sources or get
commercially resourced clay.

“The glazes and finishes
allow so much potential, so the
sky’s the limit in terms of how
you can experiment,” she said.

“l went to art school and
wanted to be a painter when |
first started creating. | met a
great group of artists who were
using clay as a sculptural form
while | was studying and | was
really curious to try.

“The first thing | made, |
really loved and | was taken by
this so much that | changed
from painting to clay making. It
really spoke to me. The results
of seeing the object go through
fire just started me thinking in a
different way.”

Penny’s graphic carved work
expresses a language of its
own. The layering of symbolism
and cultural meaning and
information speaks of Penny’s
journey as an artist and an
Aboriginal woman.

“The central piece is called
Grandmother’s Mark — a
reverberating cross placed on
the wall is inspired by my
grandmothers and the mark

made on official documents —
an X representing names of
ancestors, their signature their
mark made.

“It also represents the mark
of the crucifix frog that lives on
country, hibernating under
ground, that can survive major
droughts and severe heat and
re-emerges again during the
seasonal shifts,” Penny said.

“It’s all inspired by women’s
gatherings to my country and
tells of the story of the drought
over the last few years.

“The state of the land was
traumatising and water was
being stolen by irrigators. It’s
an ecological nightmare and all
over the country this is

happening. The lands have
been flattened by cotton
farmers and mining. It’s been
destroyed and to see this is
devastating.

“Reckoning with this
destruction of land and the
impact it has had on our people
has had a great influence on
what | do.

“I have been reckoning with
all of it for years, especially my
own experience of being black
and white.

“l grew up assimilated but
the practice of making art has
pulled me back to who | am.
There are missing links
everywhere. For me, as an artist
in NSW, my primary concerns

are with the history and
aftermath of colonisation.

“For me our history is not
the distant past. | am the
culmination of it and embody it.
| grew up in an education
system in the late 1960s and
70s born out of a pathological
denialism cloaked in a binary
structure in which racism
thrived and still does.”

Penny says in this latest
collection she has reduced the
work and this, perhaps, lets the
objects speak for themselves.

“I believe that my ancestors
work through me when I’'m in
that zone. It’s been interesting
discovering what it all means
culturally for me. There’s
something much greater at
play,” she said.

The objects of Language of
the Wounded are built from the
earth and forged through fire
and have been raised up by
Evans to meet us. They look
back at us. They confront us
face-on, silently demanding we
reconsider what they might be
and or what they might mean.

Language of the Wounded is
on now at the Lismore Regional
Gallery until November 1.

TSI child-rearing practice

IS Inscribed in state law

THE traditional child-rearing
practices of Torres Strait
Islander people have been
legally recognised in
Australia for the first time,
after the Queensland
parliament passed a new law on
September 8.

The Meriba Omasker Kaziw Kazipa Act
2020, which translates to “For Our
Children’s Children”, formally recognises
Torres Strait Islander children traditionally
adopted by relatives or other community
members.

Queensland MP Cynthia Lui, who
represents the far north seat of Cook, said
Torres Strait Islanders have raised their
children in loving, supportive extended
families or kinship groups for generations.

“Until now, these family relationships
have never been fully recognised in law,”
she said.

“This act means children and adults
who’ve grown up with traditional adoptive
parents will finally have their legal identity
match their cultural identity.”

Cook MP Cynthia Lui has been
instrumental in getting the historic
legislation recognising TSI child-rearing
practice passed.

Previously, children could only take the
name of their biological parents as cultural
or kinship relationships were not
recognised.

This resulted in a myriad of

identification and legal issues, resulting in
difficulty getting a passport or drivers
license or access to education, health,
banking and housing services.

Now, a child’s cultural parents can
make parental decisions and a child would
have the same legal rights as other
children of the cultural parents, including
inheritance rights.

The bill passed into law unanimously in
State Parliament with support from the
LNP opposition and crossbench.

It was introduced by Ms Lui, who is the
first Torres Strait Islander person to be
elected to an Australian Parliament.

Aunty lvy Trevallion, who chaired the
Kupai Omasker working group, said the
law would preserve traditional child-rearing
practices while removing legal barriers.

“We trust this legislation will help
remove identification barriers for
participation in important areas such as
education, health, housing and finance to
ensure our young people raised through
traditional child rearing practices don’t get
left out,” Aunty Ivy said.

Premier Annastacia Palaszczuk said
the bill would never have passed into law

without Ms Lui’s hard work.

“As the first Torres Strait Islander
elected to Queensland Parliament, Ms Lui
has led this very important and proud day
for the people of the Torres Strait,” the
Premier said.

“Torres Strait Islander leadership has
been advocating to have this cultural
practice legally recognised for more than
30 years — aiming to bridge the gap
between traditional lore and western law
for caregivers and children from extended
Torres Strait Islander families.

Ms Lui said the Meriba Omasker Kaziw
Kazipa Act 2020, has been a long time
coming.

“Legally recognising Torres Strait
Islander traditional child-rearing practice
and acknowledging the strength of this
enduring culture is a historic milestone in
the Queensland Government’s journey to
reframe its relationship with First Nations
peoples.

“It enables people to apply for a birth
certificate that reflects their lived identity,
and opens easy access to government
services such as financial support and
school enrolment,” Ms Lui said.

Time extended
to update Stolen

Wage claim info

ADMINISTRATORS of BELAW’s
Stolen Wages Settlement
Distribution Scheme in
Queensland have been told by
the Federal Court to extend the
deadline for claimants to
provide their correct details.

In the case of Hans Pearson vs the State
of Queensland Justice Murphy has amended
his orders to extend the deadline earlier this
month, changing the date to October 9,
2020.

Business advisory firm Grant Thornton
has been tasked with distributing the
payouts. Grant Thornton partner Anthony
Beven said not everyone was happy with the
decision.

“Some people were concerned about the
extension because they were expecting to
receive their distribution statements,” he
said.

“We had a number of disappointed, angry
callers to the Stolen Wages Information
Centre with concerns about the delay, but
the judge has made it clear this is going to
be it, there won’t be any more extensions.”

He said they were still planning on
making payments by the first week of
December.

“We didn’t request the extension. We just
advised the judge that there’d been 4500
people who hadn’t provided bank account
details and proof of identity, and the judge
said he was concerned about the high
number,” he said.

“He thought it was best to provide
another month, or five weeks, for people to
provide their details.

“So he’s extended the date until October
9 for people to provide what they call claim
data, which is your name, your address,
birth date, whether you’re male, female,
Aboriginal or Torres Islander, and your proof
of identity, your photo ID.”

Mr Beven said that meant Grant Thornton
would do some more community visits and
telephoning to try to locate the missing
people.

“We’ll do our best to try and do that,” he
said.

“We said to the judge if there was to be
an extension the payment date shouldn’t be
changed or altered because that was the
most important thing, so we’ve deleted

some of the appeal period from
approximately 67 days to 28 days.

“But it’s going to be tight — very, very
tight — so if some appeals don’t happen or
they are extended or there are some difficult
issues to deal with, there’s a possibility the
payment date could be affected.”

Mr Beven said they had initially gone
back to the courts to ask the judge to make
a decision on people who passed after
November 21 (the final registration date) last
year.

“We asked for permission to allow one
family member — a spouse, first of all — to
register, and if a spouse wasn’t available or
there was no spouse, one child to represent
the family to register in lieu of Mum or Dad’s
claim,” he said.

“So the judge quickly accepted that and
said, ‘That’s a good idea’.

“Under the orders the judge made on
September 8 this year, a spouse, or, if
there’s no spouse, a child, can register on
behalf of Mum or Dad’s claim.”

He said it was important to understand
the difference between a claimant and a
registered representative.

“A registered representative is a spouse
or a child, so if Mum or Dad passed away
before November 21, 2019, a spouse or a
child could register on their behalf, and so
the court had a very strict line in the sand of
November 21.

“Now there’s a lot more flexibility. So if
someone did register, a spouse, and if
there’s no spouse, a child representing the
family, and we'll have a form available to
enable that.”

He said the next thing claimants should
expect was to receive their distribution
statements.

“Distribution statements are a statement
as to what the person is entitled to in terms
of a payment, which they will receive in the
first week of December, subject to reviews
and appeals,” he said.

“Under the settlement distribution
scheme, at least two barristers have to be
appointed to undertake the reviews, so
they’re not appointed by me, they’re
appointed by the legal advisors, Bottoms
English Lawyers, and they independently do
the reviews.”

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Wangan and Jagalingou

Sovereignty at stake as
TOs stand their ground

WANGAN and
Jagalingou
traditional owners
are fearful that the
proposed Adani
Carmichael coal mine
will be a catastrophe
every bit as destructive and hurtful
to their land, culture, and people,
as the recent blasting of sacred
46,000 year-old caves at Juukan
Gorge in the Pilbara.

Tribal leader and prominent
Wangan and Jagalingou
spokesperson Adrian Burragubba
told the Koori Mail that Wangan
and Jagalingou traditional owners
returned to their country near the
Adani mine site on September 6,
only to be immediately confronted
by Adani security personnel.

“We have returned to our
ceremonial camp after we were
moved on by police at Adani’s
behest (in August),” Mr Burragubba
said.

“We have a right to be here and
Adani has no right to remove us.

“Any attempt to evict us may
result in assault and racial
discrimination charges.”

Mr Burragubba and other W&J
traditional owners said they refuse
to be intimidated by Adani, even
after they were forced to move off
their own country by police officers
on August 28.

The police acted after Adani,
who holds the Moray Downs
pastoral lease where the
ceremonial camp is located,
claimed that Mr Burragubba and
others were trespassing on their
own land.

Mr Burragubba said Wangan
and Jagalingou traditional owners
are being forced to fight Adani and
the state just to be on their own
country, so that they can be there
to honour their ancestors and
protect their land just as Wangan
and Jagalingou people have done
for millennia.

He said the Indian mining
company continues to discriminate
against traditional owners and

abuse their rights.

“My family does not require the
permission of the pastoral lease
holder, Adani, and were wrongfully
prompted to move on by police,” Mr
Burragubba said.

“The action of removal was
discriminatory and a breach of
human rights and complaints have
been filed with the Queensland
Human Rights Commission.”

Mr Burragubba said he has a
right to be on his country, with his
tribal group, under Wangan and
Jagalingou laws and customs.

“Adani had previously
encouraged the police to act on
their behalf, and appear to have
provided them with false
information, saying that they own
the land, and that we were
trespassing,” he said.

“Gautam Adani (the billionaire
founder of the company) thinks he
owns the place, but this has always
been our ancestral homeland, and
our rights remain, so he’s nothing

but a Johnny-come-lately
leaseholder on our country.”

Mr Burragubba said Wangan
and Jagalingou people are feeling
harmed — spiritually, culturally and
physically, by the desecration and
destruction of their land for the
sake of mining coal.

“We are peacefully camping on
our homeland, practising our laws
and culture, but Adani sends in its
security force and calls in police to
intervene,” he said.

“As a cultural leader for my
people, | led my family onto our
clan estate to exercise our cultural
rights, and continue our work to
protect the land and make peace
with our ancestors, in the face of
Adani’s relentless environmental
assault.”

Despite everything that Adani
has thrown at them, Mr Burragubba
said last week that his people were
back on their land near the mine
site, holding their country and
defending their birthright to be in

the places where their ancestors
reside.

“We fight this fight not just for
our family, or the whole W&J
people, but for all Aboriginal people
who are faced with the destruction
of their cultural heritage,” Mr
Burragubba said.

“Right now, Adani are destroying
our culture and country and while
our resistance was sidelined
because of the coronavirus
pandemic, Adani accelerated the
destruction of our land.”

Since the COVID-19 restrictions
in Queensland have eased, W&J
traditional owners have resumed
regular movements on and around
their Country.

“Nowhere is more threatened
at this time than our homelands
in Jagalingou country, where
Adani’s mine of mass destruction is
under construction,” Mr Burragubba
said.

“The mine will drain the life out
of our country and destroy our

dreaming and the sacred
Doongmabulla springs.”

Mr Burragubba said the
outrageous destruction of Juukan
Gorge shows that, when it comes
to ripping up the land for minerals
and making money, mining has no
respect for First Nations people, or
their cultural rights.

“Not even when it means the
loss of 46,000 years of continuous
culture and law embedded in a
sacred site like Juukan Gorge.

“Exercising our cultural rights is
what First Nation sovereignty
means, so being present on
country is essential to passing our
laws and customs on to our
younger generations,” he said.

“My family have specific totems
and laws attached to Jagalingou
country, so we have to maintain
cultural progress and develop that
together.”

Mr Burragubba said Adani’s
project interferes with the self-
determination of W&J people,
disrupts their culture and is
devastating their land, and if their
land is destroyed, they will cease to
be as a people.

“Adani is an enemy to the land,
the ancestors and our law and
when they wave around
‘Indigenous land use agreements’
and talk about ‘cultural heritage
management plans’ they are
corrupting our law,” Mr Burragubba
said.

“Our Wirdi tribal law does not
derive from Native Title statute,
which is a legal system to allow
others to take our lands and waters
from us, or exploit them, without
our genuine free, prior and
informed consent.

“It forces us to hand our country
over for destruction and that is not
how our law works.”

The battle over the proposed
coal mine has been the subject of
numerous court actions for years
and has seen rifts between
traditional owners. It has prompted
the Federal Government to change
the Native Title Act and the
Queensland Government to
extinguish native title on part of
W&J’s land.

“Most of these kids have never
seen a periodic table before, so
for them to be able to visualise
the elements and explore the
components of various materials
and items really has helped to
bridge that gap in their learning,”
Mr White said.

“Our kids are very visual
learners so the fact they are able
to touch and hold these different
materials, and see them, is very

important. Science is a part of
everyday life and if the kids can
engage in it, and understand it, it
really does provide for them that
platform of increased
opportunity.”

Mr White said the display will
remain at the Hope Vale
Aboriginal Shire Council
chambers for the whole
community to interact with,
until it is moved to the CYAAA

academy’s “best of both worlds”
approach to educating students.

“This means we provide
ancestral language and cultural
knowledge curriculum, as well as
the highest quality programs in
global knowledge including
science,” Mr Pearson said.

“We want our children to be
fully bicultural: versed in their own
culture as well as the wider
world.”

Mr Pearson said he wants
Aboriginal children to understand
that science belongs to them as
much as any human on the
planet.

“Science belongs to humans,”
he said. “l want our kids to
embrace science in their future
education and careers.”

Tradition rescued

WHEN Uncle Rex
Greeno retired
after 40 years as
a professional
fisherman, he
knew there was
another way to
celebrate his love for the sea and
his culture.

That’s why Uncle Rex decided
to resurrect the science and art of
traditional canoe construction,
which had not been seen in
Tasmania since the early 19th
century.

For this year’s National
Science Week, participants were
invited to take part in a special
webinar, an online audio-visual
experience of Uncle Rex talking
about the science behind his
canoe making.

The webinar was
developed by the University of
Tasmania’s Plimsoll Gallery, in
collaboration with the Office of
the Pro Vice Chancellor,
Aboriginal Leadership.

As part of the presentation
Uncle Rex spoke to the audience
about how traditional canoe
making relates to his Tasmanian
Aboriginal culture, and how his
experience as a boat builder of
European boats has helped with
the construction of his canoes.

Participants were encouraged
to look deeper into the rich
cultural knowledge and science
behind Tasmanian Aboriginal
canoe making through various
resources and learning materials,
including a ‘how to’
demonstration and instructions
on how to make your own canoe.

“l acquired a book on the early
watercraft of Tasmanian
Aboriginal people and it was after
reading it | decided to build a
similar canoe,” Uncle Rex said.

Make your own canoe

1. Look around the house for materials
that you can recycle into a canoe or
raft.

2. Look for items that could provide
buoyancy like the reeds that were
used in the original canoes or empty
plastic bottles. There are lots of ways
to tie the elements together like string
or wool, grasses or bark. Find
waterproof material to wrap around the
hull materials you have collected, this
was originally done with bark but
could also be done with plastics or
waxed materials.

3. Start with a sketch drawing idea of
how you want your canoe to

look. Try drawing the canoe

from different angles. The

idea is to make three hulls

that can fit side by side.

4. The main middle hull will
carry most of the weight and
the two side hulls will keep the

This can be a long stick or similar
material that can be shaped upwards
at the ends. Then we want to build the
inner buoyant material around that.

5. You can bunch together reeds or
attach bottles together. Take your
inner buoyant material (reeds, bottles,
cans etc) and shape them so the three
hulls go side by side.

6. Wrap the three hulls together at
each end with something

strong like bark, glue or

rope/ twine.

7. Try to keep the ends of the hulls
pointing upwards so they don’t take
on water.

8. Wrap the hulls in the most
waterproof material you can find.

canoe from tipping. Originally the
canoes are built up in a paper mache
style. Start with the bones of the hull.

“There were accounts by the
French of Aboriginal people in
canoes, which they called
pirogues, up to 20km off the
southern end of Tasmania.

“At least one was reported to
be more than seven metres in
length — the length of the whale
boats used by whalers and
sealers at that time”

“Because of the damp
conditions on the land it was
difficult for the locals to keep
lighting fires, so they carried their
fire sticks and coals on a bed of
clay in their canoes.”

Uncle Rex is a nationally

recognised and experienced
canoe builder and artist.

He taught himself the craft by
reading extensively and by
experimenting with raw materials
and various ways of constructing
the canoes.

Born on Flinders Island in
Bass Strait, Uncle Rex’s
Aboriginal heritage comes from
his mother, Dulcie Greeno, a
noted shell necklace maker,
and his grandfather, Silas
Mansell, who taught him
mutton-birding, kangaroo and
wallaby-snaring, and how to
make boats.

“When | first decided to
construct a bark canoe, | found
that they were made up of three
hulls, each hull was wide in the
middle and then tapered at each
end,” Uncle Rex said.

“l found that to build the canoe
| had to make a core which
determined the shape of the
canoe, then layers of bark are
shaped similar to the boats
planks, and then tied by jute
twine, similar to paper mache
style.

“So my shipwright experience
certainly helped me to construct
the canoe.”

A small (1.22 metre) ninga
(paper bark canoe) that
Rex Greeno made.

The webinar included an
investigation into the resilience of
Indigenous culture in surviving
the impact of invasion and
ethnobotanical information on the
various species that are used in
various types of Indigenous
canoe making.

Participants were encouraged
to send in photos of their
homemade canoe with the
materials they found and
gathered from local bushland,
which will form an online
exhibition at the Plimsoll Gallery,
as part of the University of
Tasmania’s Fine Art Collection.

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Government rejects claim TSI
homes threatened by climate

THE Australian
Government has
denied climate
change is currently
impacting the
human rights of
Torres Strait Islanders,
and is trying to avoid its legal
responsibility to protect them from
rising seas, ClientEarth lawyers
have said.

After more than a year, the
Government has formally
responded to a complaint made by
a group of Torres Strait Islanders to
the United Nations alleging
Australia was failing in its duty to
protect its climate vulnerable
communities, and has said that the
complaint should be dismissed.

In May last year, a group of
eight Islanders from the low lying
archipelago in the country’s far
north lodged the complaint with the
UN’s Human Rights Committee in
Geneva, highlighting the threat of
climate change to their culture and
their ability to live on their home
islands.

Advancing seas are already
threatening homes, as well as
damaging burial grounds and
sacred cultural sites. Many
Islanders are worried their islands
could disappear in their lifetimes,
without urgent action — a concern
backed by the latest climate
science.

Australia’s response to the
Islanders’ complaint states the case
should be rejected because it
concerns future risks, rather than
impacts being felt now.

the United Nations about Australia’s lack of action on climate change.

Australia’s lawyers also stated
that because the country is not the
main or only contributor to global
warming, climate change action is
not its legal responsibility under
human rights law.

Daniel Billy, a Warraber Island
man from the Kulkalgal nation in
the central Torres Strait, is one of
the claimants.

“In our culture, it’s the
responsibility of those alive today to

look after our traditional way of life
for future generations,” he said.

“Our Kulkalgal Elders say we
must look after our land and sea for
our children and their children.

“We can’t wait around any
longer — the Government needs to
take action in the present before
rising seas mean our island and
our culture is lost.”

Last year the Islanders called on
the Government to reduce

Australia’s emissions by at least
65% below 2005 levels by 2030
and to commit to reach net zero by
2050; as well as sustained
investment in long-term adaptation
measures to ensure the islands can
continue to be inhabited.

Last September, the Islanders
personally invited Prime Minister
Scott Morrison to visit their
communities to see the climate
impacts for himself. Mr Morrison

declined the offer. However, the
Government later promised funds
for emergency coastal defences,
such as sea walls.

In that funding announcement,
the Government failed to mention
climate change as a key reason
coastal defences were needed.
And in its legal response to the
Islanders’ complaint, Australia’s
lawyers rejected arguments that
climate impacts were being felt
today.

Australian climate lawyer Sophie
Marjanac, with environmental legal
charity ClientEarth, is acting for the
Islanders in this complaint.

“It’'s shameful that Indigenous
communities on Australia’s climate
frontline are being told that the risk
of climate change to their human
rights is merely a ‘future
hypothetical’ issue, when scientists
are clear these impacts will happen
in coming decades,” she said.

“My clients are watching as their
traditional lands, their homes, their
sacred sites and burial grounds are
being eroded by the steadily
encroaching waves.”

Now that Australia has
responded to the complaint, the
Islanders will be required to
respond before October.

The claim is supported by the
Torres Strait’s leading land and sea
council, Gur A Baradharaw Kod
(GBK) and environmental group
350.0rg Australia.

The Islanders have launched an
online campaign, using the
hashtags #OurlslandsOurHome
and #TorresStrait8.

Mining threatens destruction
of Lake Torrens’ sacred sites

A MINING
company’s plan
to explore and
drill for gold and
copper in Lake
Torrens in South

Australia has been
likened to the plan which
resulted in the destruction of
Juukan Gorge in Western
Australia.

The company, Kelaray, an
Australian subsidiary of
mining company Argonaut
Resources, has sought an
exemption from Section 23 of
the Mining Act 1971 (SA).

Section 23 makes it an
offence to damage, disturb or
interfere with Aboriginal sites,
objects or remains without the
authorisation of the SA
Minister for Aboriginal Affairs
and Reconciliation, the
premier Steven Marshall.

Section 23 is effectively
South Australia’s equivalent of
Section 18 of Western
Australia’s Aboriginal Heritage
Act 1972, under which Rio
Tinto was given authorisation
to conduct blasts in Juukan
Gorge.

chief executive Keith Thomas
said the Juukan Gorge tragedy
was a reminder of the impacts
mining has on Aboriginal
heritage.

Lake Torrens, which

includes Andamooka Island, is
registered on the Central
Archive of Aboriginal sites as
a place of cultural significance
due to its anthropological
creation stories.

Mr Thomas said the area of
Lake Torrens being proposed
by the miner was part of a
number of different Dreaming
stories, some of which were
men’s only and could not be
spoken about.

“Then there’s the Seven
Sisters Dreaming, which
comes through there,” Mr
Thomas told the Koori Mail.

“This area — 70 kilometres
south-east of Roxby Downs
uranium mine — is quite
significant and will cause a lot
of damage.”

Mr Thomas said the
decision whether or not to
proceed with the proposed
exploration and drilling now
rested with the minister.

“But | don’t think there has
been a decision where the
minister has said no,” he said.

“We call it the ‘search and
destroy’ process.”

The applicant, who
explores and develops copper
and zinc in SA, Queensland
and Zambia, wants to conduct
surveys, deep diamond
exploration drilling, create
new access tracks, drill for
water bores and construct a
new exploration camp on
Andamooka Island.

Mr Thomas urged the
premier to reject the proposal.

“The Juukan Gorge tragedy
in Western Australia is a
reminder that mining impacts
on Aboriginal heritage must
receive the highest level of
sensitivity from the mining
industry and the South
Australian Government,” he
said.

Mr Thomas believes the WA
incident — which resulted in
the chief executive of Rio
Tinto and others resigning
with multi-million payouts —
has brought the destruction of
Aboriginal sites to the
attention of the nation.

“There is a national
movement now for people
wanting to see Aboriginal
sites protected,” he said.

“People need to voice their
concerns to the premier about
further destruction of
Aboriginal sites because more
has to be done to protect
Aboriginal heritage.”

The submission for
exploration and drilling
comes after a 10-year legal
battle to protect Lake Torrens
from mining and exploration
by the Kokatha and
Adnyamathanha people.

Focus on at risk
LGBQTI+SB mob

ABORIGINAL and
Torres Strait
Islander people
have a rate of
suicide
approximately twice
that of other Australians.

And each year, around
100,000 Australians attempt
suicide with more than 500,000
Australians having attempted
suicide at some point in their life.

But Indigenous Lesbian, Gay,
Bisexual, Queer, Trans, Intersex,
Sistergirl, Brotherboy
(LGBQTI+SB) people deal with
additional societal challenges,
ones that can regularly intersect.

Mangyari Maubiag man
Dameyon Bonson is an
Indigenous suicide prevention
expert, specifically Indigenous
LGBQTI+ suicide. He is the
founder of Black Rainbow,
Australia’s first and only national
Indigenous LGBQTI suicide
prevention charity organisation.

Mr Bonson presented an
introduction to Aboriginal and
Torres Strait Islander
LGBQTI+SB suicide prevention
in an online workshop to coincide
with World Suicide Prevention
Day on September 10.

He said the workshop
highlighted why this particular
marginalised group is at an
elevated risk of suicide, looking
at determinants and risk factors
that are specific to Indigenous
and LGBTIQ+ people
independently and how these
intersect.

“There are universal risk
factors that can affect all people
and these include a family history
of suicide, previous suicide
attempt(s) and feelings of
hopelessness and having a
history of mental illness for
example,” Mr Bonson said.

“For members of the
Indigenous LGBQTI+SB
community there are risk factors
that are both Indigenous and
LGBTIQ+ specific that are
additional to these universal risk
factors.”

Mr Bonson said that for
Indigenous people risk factors
include racism, child removals,
unresolved trauma, cultural
dislocation, and identity issues.

“But for LGBTIQ+ people risk
factors include lack of family and
community acceptance,
victimisation, bullying, internal
conflict about sexual orientation

and homophobia, transphobia,”
he said.

“As Indigenous LGBQTI+SB
people, we are susceptible to
universal risk factors as well as
those that are Indigenous and
LGBQTI+ specific.”

What is becoming evident, Mr
Bonson said, is that a lack of
acceptance from some members
of the Indigenous community is a
unique risk factor to the
Indigenous LGBQTI+SB people.
He said that being part of a
community gives Indigenous
LGBQTI+SB mob a sense of
belonging, which is a major
protective factor to suicide.

As part of the workshop, Mr
Bonson shared personal insight
into what it is to be Indigenous
and queer, working across
mainstream, Indigenous and
LGBTIQ+ sectors, the challenges
and wins, and the work that is
still needed.

The National Aboriginal
Community Controlled Health
Organisation (NACCHO) also
used World Suicide Prevention
Day to address disproportionate
rates of suicide amongst
Aboriginal and Torres Strait
Islander communities.

NACCHO chair Donnella Mills

said that reducing suicide rates
and improving the mental health
of Indigenous people has always
been a priority. She said
overincarceration, lack of access
to affordable housing, exposure
to violence and lack of access to
mental health services, are
common factors that lead to
suicides.

“It is essential to have
Aboriginal and Torres Strait
Islander control at the centre of
programs and interventions and
to draw on elements of our
culture that give us strength and
identity,” Ms Mills said.

“The new National Agreement
on Close the Gap targets brings
focus on areas not previously
included in the Closing the Gap
strategy such as suicide, children
in out-of-home care, adult
incarceration and juvenile
detention, which will help
immensely in this direction.

“We know our Aboriginal
Community Controlled Health
Organisations (ACCHOs) are
best placed to deliver these
essential services because they
understand the issues our people
go through.”

The Kimberley Aboriginal
Medical Service (KAMS) in
Western Australia, has done
significant work in suicide
prevention and has specialised
programs to curb suicide rates in
their communities. Their focus
has been to support the
community in designing and
delivering Kimberley-specific
services and programs.

“Actions and investment must
be place-based to deliver results
on the ground and focus on not
just short-term outcomes, but
long-term impacts,” KAMS chief
operating officer Rob McPhee
said. “The success of these
programs requires an ongoing
commitment to sustainable
funding and a whole of
system approach.”

reflect on the

A PEACE group based
on Bundjalung country
in north-east NSW is
hosting a new event
aimed at healing old

wounds.

The North Coast Peace
Group Remembering and Healing
(RaH) is holding the Northern Rivers’
first The Day Before Vigil — Eve of
Australia Day event, January 25, next
year.

Based in Lismore, RaH advocates
for a peace-orientated,
compassionate, all-inclusive, just and
humane society, and the upholding of
human rights for all without exception.

They aim to inspire the wider
population to take a stand for these
values while promoting non-violent
conflict resolutions on all levels:
interpersonal, in the community, and
internationally.

Biripi Worimi woman and The Day
Before Vigil committee member Dr
Marcelle Townsend-Cross told the
Koori Mail that the idea for The Day
Before Vigil was inspired by The Vigil,
a special event on January 25, first
held in 2018 at Barangaroo reserve
on the foreshore of Sydney Harbour.

The Vigil was conceived,
developed and directed by Noonuccal
Nuugi man Wesley Enoch, an
Australian playwright, artistic director,
and the current director of the Sydney
Festival.

The purpose of The Vigil is for
participants to deeply consider
Australia’s Indigenous heritage, as
well as its colonial history and
contemporary multicultural migration,
from dusk on January 25 until dawn
on January 26.

Enoch described the event as not
a protest or a political statement, but
rather a time to reflect together on
what life was like before January 26,
1788, when life changed irrevocably
for Aboriginal people.

“When that day comes around
every year,” Dr Townsend-Cross said,
“I find myself hiding away in my home
because | just can’t stand the
uncritical nationalism that seems to
float around outside.”

“For many people, it seems as
though Australia Day is just a reason
to go out and get as drunk as you
can, and that has really never sat
comfortably with me.

“This is not about engaging in
activism about Australia Day.

“The Day Before Vigil is more

Dr Townsend-Cross said the time
is right to have more reflective
commemorations that are truly
inclusive of the whole community,
Indigenous and other, that
acknowledge the complexities of our
diverse shared history.

“The program will include sharing
perspectives, experiences, ideas and
visions and there will also be the
opportunity for the community to
participate in creative and inclusive
prose, poetry, song, dance, arts and
crafts.

Samara addresses the crowd at Black Lives Matter

SAMARA
Fernandez-
Brown: She’s the
accidental
activist, thrown
into the media
spotlight as the family
advocate because her cousin
was shot and killed by police in
Yuendumu. The young sister
blew me away with her poise
and calmness while fronting
press conferences on behalf of
the family.

One day Samara was
studying psychology at the
University of South Australia,
the next she was speaking at
Black Lives Matters rallies in
Adelaide and Alice Springs.

Imagine if Kumanjayi wasn’t
shot and Samara could just get
on with her life as a successful
psychologist. White people will
never understand the
responsibility we have to our
communities. We have to drop
everything and be there for
them.

Samara Fernadez-Brown is a
perfect example of putting her
family and community first.
Respect!

Tell us about your mob, your
nation and where you come
from? What does this all mean
to you?

Hi everyone. | am a very proud
Warlpiri woman. The Warlpiri
nation is found in the Northern
Territory and stretches between
the communities of Yuendumu,
Willowra, Nyirripi, and Lajamanu.

However, like every mob, you
can find Warlpiri everywhere and
anywhere.

My mob are commonly known

for being fiery people. We are very
passionate and not afraid to make
demands. We ask for exactly what
we want, and fight for what we
believe in. You will have witnessed
this through our current fight to
receive justice for my cousin’s
death — Kumanjayi Walker. We are
also very loving people, and
gentle people — if you are kind to
us, that is.

Being Warlpiri to me means a
strong sense of identity. | am very
lucky, because Warlpiri culture is
still thriving. Every time | go back
to community, | am immersed in
culture; language, art, spirit and
connection to country.

Growing up | was raised in
Adelaide. My siblings and | did all
our schooling there, but our
grandmother always ensured we
returned to Yuendumu in the
school holidays. Something | am
very grateful for, now more than
ever.

As a child | did not understand
how lucky we were to have the
abundance of culture in our lives.

As most kids do, | took it for
granted. It wasn’t until | got older
that | realised so many mobs had
this experience taken away from
them during the Invasion and
colonisation of Australia. Though |
am very conscious and
empathetic to this fact, it makes
me appreciate my nation more.

Like a lot of mob our
childhoods don’t always work
out like the movies. How was
your childhood?

As you mentioned, our
childhoods do not work out like the
movies. We have certainly
struggled as a family. | have felt
the impacts of intergenerational
poverty, intergenerational trauma
and prejudice directly linked to my

heritage. | have felt the cruelty of
racism in Australia.

One of the first instances |
remember as a kid was in
Melbourne. My grandmother,
sister, and | were out one day and
began to make our way back to
the hostel we were staying in.

We wanted to get a taxi, but
were refused by one, then the
second allowed us to ride with the
condition that the fare be pre-paid.

| could tell my grandmother
was very hurt by the suggestion,
but she complied for our sake, and
she tried her best to not make it a
big deal. | could feel sadness, and
my sister and | felt awful about it.
We never asked her why the man
treated her that way, because part
of us already knew, and the other
half didn’t want it confirmed.

This is just a small instance.
There have been many more, but
often for Black Australia these
interactions are ‘common
procedure’ — though they should
not be. Racism should not be
normalised. Despite it all (the
adversities we faced), | believe my
family gave us the best we could
receive. | like to think | had a good
childhood and feel very privileged
for the life | have lived.

Can you tell us about the
matriarchs in your family and
what they have passed onto
you?

One of the things | am most
proud of when it comes to being
Warlpiri is the strength of our
women. | love that Warlpiri
women’s voices are heard just as
loudly as our men. They do not
shy away from confrontation or
sugar-coat their demands.

There are so many strong and
inspiring women in my family who
have shaped the very woman |

y,

am. So much so that it is difficult
for me to respond to this question.
For the sake of this paper | have
chosen three influential women to
speak about. However, through
kinship ties we have access to a
richness of motherly and loving
role models.

My grandmother Norah Watson
has been one of the most
influential women in my life. She is
extremely kind and generous. She
gives so much of her time and
energy back to family and
community. One such profound
example is her dedication to raise
not only her children, but also her
grandchildren.

Because of my grandmother, |
have learnt the fundamentals of
forgiveness, patience, generosity,
and giving selflessly without
expecting anything in return. Such
qualities | am grateful for.

My mother Joyce Brown is very
much like my grandmother. She is
also gentle and loving. However,
my mother is also very fiery, and
fiercely loyal. She would do
absolutely anything for her family.

My mother has gifted me the
fire and drive to fight for my beliefs
and family.

My great-grandmother Peggy
Brown is a very staunch woman.
She, alongside other community
members founded the Mt Theo
program in 1994. This program
was a cultural rehabilitation
program created to combat the
devastation of petrol sniffing and
other substance abuse in Warlpiri
mob. The program was very
successful. Peggy still works there
till this day.

She has taught me to take
action and to be an active
participant in the healing journey
of myself and others. She has also
shown that cultural healing is

critical to our future.

What are your thoughts on the
mainstream media's portrayal of
our activists and Aboriginal
issues, and where do you think
Black media is at? Are they
doing their job?

Mainstream media are very
problematic regarding Black
Australia. They often like to paint
us with negative strokes of their
brushes, their headlines full of
reconstructed narratives and
prejudice aimed at pleasing their
target audience. It is very cruel.

In my opiniion, | believe Black
media are doing their job. That is
not the issue. The issue lies in
who the stories are reaching.
Black media does not have the
same reach as mainstream media,
this is often why stories regarding
Black Australia are disregarded by
White Australia.

Do you think our activists are
revered as they should be, or
do you think they are still seen
as troublemakers?

Absolutely not. Our mob that
speak out against the
discrimination we face are always
portrayed as troublemakers, or
‘sooks’. People do not like to have
their realities questioned. They
would rather live blissfully
unaware — arrogance is bliss, as
some say. Therefore, when our
staunch brothers and sisters
demand change, White Australia
takes it as a threat.

Can you tell us about your role
with activism? You have been a
pivotal figure leading the Black
Lives Matter Movement and the
fight for justice for Kumanjayi
Walker. How is the fight for
justice going?

Truthfully, | do not align with
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Sisters-in-arms: Rachael Hocking, Samara and Anyupa Butcher in Yuendumu.
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Samara with her mum Joyce Brown, and sister Tash (Natasha).

the activist label or any label, to be
frank.

It is used too broadly and
assumes a choice. For many of us
there is no choice. We are thrown
into the spotlight and have to step
up for our families. | did not
choose to be a spokesperson for
Black deaths in custody. But in our
communities, we each have a
role; this is mine. | am here to
ensure that my family’s voice is
being heard and not forgotten or
swept under the rug. | am here to
ensure the media do not drown
out our truth. | am here to ensure
we do receive justice, not only for
my cousin, but for the other
families who have also suffered.

| have a number of roles in
regard to my cousin’s case, but
my main role is being the
spokesperson for my family.

My cousin’s case is unique in
the sense that an officer has been
arrested. Therefore, it requires a
lot of sensitivity and intention. We
are going through the murder trial
before the coronial inquest. | don't
know if this has ever happened in
regard to Black deaths in Australia
before. A lot of families have never
reached this stage — their justice
never served. This makes our
case difficult because we don’t
have the guidance specific to what
we are experiencing. It is
especially hard because we need

to be careful about the things we
say and do, because if we say the
wrong thing we can risk the case
being thrown out of court. No one
could ever prepare you for this.

We are currently in the
committal hearing phase. This is
where the judge determines
whether or not there is enough
evidence for the case to go to
Supreme Court in front of a jury.

Although this is what we are
hoping for, we are also aware that
often Indigenous people are not
appropriately represented on
juries, creating a disadvantage for
a lot of our causes. Nonetheless,
we remain positive and hopeful!

On September 1-3, we heard
witnesses give their evidence in
local court in front of the judge and
other people present in the court
room. Amongst the evidence was
the body-worn video from the
night. This was especially
distressing to watch. For days |
could not sleep proper. | am only
really getting my sleep schedule
back to normal now — | would not
wish that type of trauma onto
anyone. The case has been
adjourned until September 25,
when there will be another
mention to determine the judge’s
decision to proceed to Supreme
Court or not.

As a family and as individuals
we are struggling. This is a very
difficult process for us. It is very
exhausting, emotional and testing.

At times it can test your
resilience. It is hard. It is long.
People can be cruel.

But people are also beautiful.
We are tying to mourn, fight
and become educated on the law

all at once. We are trying to hold
onto our strength while having our
pain questioned. It is awful that
people think they have a right to

speak about matters they have not
experienced, or even understand.

How has the support been in
the Central Desert?

It has been okay. The
traditional people of Mparntew
(Alice Springs), the Arrernte
people, have been very kind and
supportive of us. They have
welcomed Warlpiri onto their
country and for that we are so
thankful. They have said, ‘This is
not just a fight for Warlpiri; it is a
fight for all?’

We are so thankful for all of our
supporters, but want to give a
special shout out to Tangentyere
Council for their generous
donation to our GoFundMe
campaign and for providing
resources such as BBQs on court
days.

We want to thank CAAMA radio
for allowing Warlpiri to
authentically represent and
advocate for themselves and we
want to thank the Tent Embassy
mob for also helping with the BBQ
and resources such as chairs,
microphones etc.

We want to thank everyone
who comes and sits with us, your
presence gives us strength and is
very healing. However we have
noticed that there has been a
decline in physical support in
Mparnyew since the very first rally.

We need more support.

We need more Indigenous
organisations standing up and
supporting us. We cannot be
neutral in times of injustice.

10 years from now what is your
vision of Black Australia? What
do you want to see?

Ten years from now, | want to
see Black Australia in all its beauty
and strength. | want our focus to

be on prospering our culture, our
traditions, and our children. | want
our energy to be invested in
programs and initiatives that work
towards strengthening our spirits.

| want Black Australia’s
excellence to be displayed in
every facet of our society. | want
our mob heavily represented in
the all workplaces, on TV, on
billboards. | want Black Australia
to be recognised and normalised.

My vision is that 10 years from
now our focus is on striving, not
merely surviving, because that’s
what we have been doing — just
trying to survive, and that has
hindered the success of our mob.

Black Australia deserves to
focus on life satisfaction, not
fighting for our lives.

For you personally, how has it
been standing up at such a
young age, representing your
cousin and your family in a
harrowing death-in-custody
trial?

| have been overwhelmed with
the amount of support | have
received. | am so grateful, but one
thing | want is for people to be
considerate with their words and
their perspective. | understand
people are just being kind, but
when | am told | am amazing or a
leader, it can cause a lot of
pressure.

| am here representing my
family, and the reason | stand
before you is because of the death
of my cousin. | do not want that to
be romanticised or forgotten.

Like many other people who
represent their families, we may
seem like we are strong and
staunch, but we are also just
people who are suffering and in a
lot of pain. We just need your
genuine love and support.

HE death of Aunty Sherry in the
I Brisbane watch house two weeks
ago has prompted an outpouring
of grief and anger from the Brisbane
mob — feelings all too well known to
Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander
people across the nation.

The fact that this proud Birri Gubba
woman’s death is the fifth in custody
since July this year, and the 441st since
the 1991 Royal Commission in
Aboriginal Deaths in Custody, is a tragic
indictment of the so-called justice
system in this country.

Of course, there will be an
investigation overseen by Queensland’s
Coroner and the Crime and Corruption
Commission, but whatever the result,
the undeniable reality is that First
Nations people continue to die at an
alarming rate when they come into
contact with either police or the jail
system.

And, as we have reported time and
time again, the chance of that
happening to Indigenous people is far
greater than to other people.

The Black Lives Matter
demonstrations set in motion by the
death of George Floyd in the United
States earlier this year have brought
renewed scrutiny to Australia’s
treatment of its Indigenous people.

Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander
people comprise only 3% of Australia’s
population, but make up almost a third

of adults jailed across the country.

The rates are even higher for
Indigenous youth, who are 16 times
more likely to be under youth justice
supervision — in detention, or on bail,
parole or probation — than other young
people in 2018-19, according to the
Australian Insitute of Health and
Welfare.

Governments at all levels have
pledged again and again to tackle the
issue, and indeed new targets were set
in June to reduce Indigenous
incarceration rates under a long-
standing government initiative to ‘close
the gap’ on contributors such as health,
education and employment inequalities.

But to those family members still
receiving devastating news that a loved
one has passed away in custody, those
targets are meaningless until real
change is realised.

Australia’s peak Aboriginal and
Torres Strait Islander legal body,
NATSILS, has described the situation
as a “national emergency”.

We describe it as a national
disgrace.

Vince Copley reflects on a career at the top of his field

BORN in Wallaroo
on the west coast
of the Yorke
Peninsula in
South Adelaide,

before moving

down with his mother
to Point Pearce, Vince Copley
spent much of his youth at St
Francis House alongside fellow
Indigenous icons including
Charles Perkins, John Moriarty,
Gordon Briscoe, Sonny Morey
and the man who designed the
Aboriginal flag, Harold Thomas.

As a teenager Vince played
with the famous Port Adelaide
Football Club and won the
prestigious SANFL Tomkins
Medal for the fairest and most
brilliant player in the Senior Colts
(under-19) competition.

Alongside future Magpies
league premiership players Rex
Johns, Ken Tierney and Tom
Williams, Copley played in the
SANFL under-19s flag in 1953 as
well.

“I played a post-season night
game in 1953 against Norwood at
league level,” Copley told the
Koori Mail.

“Actually | kicked two late
goals in that game, which helped
us grab victory.

“During my time at St Francis |
met a brotherhood that would last
a lifetime.

“Later in the 1954 season, |
first became involved with the
Curramulka community and was
immediately accepted by
everyone.

“The first night | was in town
Peter Tilbrook invited me out to a
dance and | was instantly
welcomed into this special
community.

“I was only going to stay for a
year, but 14 years later | was still
playing.

“There were a couple years as
captain-coach of Yorketown (67-
68) after ‘Sparks’ Harris
convinced me to go across and
coach them.

“l also became the youngest
(and the first in SA) Aboriginal
coach of a predominantly white
football team in 1957.”

The football club and the
township rallied behind Copley
with the Magpies dominating the
Southern Yorke Peninsula
competition over those next four
years, winning a quartet of A
grade flags.

He also coached the
Curramulka B grade to titles in
1957 and 1958.

Coaching didn’t take away
from his playing abilities, and in
1957 Copley won the Southern
Yorke Peninsula League Medal
with 24 votes. Future Aboriginal
VFL footballer with South
Melbourne Elkin Rielly played
with rivals Minlaton and was third
in the count with 20 votes.

In the Mail Medal, that same
year, Copley was runner up to
Colin Hill of Edithburgh.

“My mum Kathleen always told
me, ‘Don't be afraid to take things
on,’ and that's just what | did,”

Copley smiled.

Along with playing in eight
premierships with Curramulka,
Copley also came down to
Adelaide and played a handful of
league games under future AFL
Hall of Famer and Port’s
legendary coach Forster Williams,
during Forster’s only season as
coach of South Adelaide in 1960.

Between his first stint at
Curramulka and returning to the
Southern Yorke Peninsula town,
Copley went to Broken Hill and
played a handful of games with
West Broken Hill Robins.

His performance caught the
eye of the Fitzroy Football Club
and Copley was convinced to
travel to Melbourne, where he
trained under Bill Stephens and
lived with Sir Doug Nicholls and
his family.

Copley also became an
accomplished cricketer.

“| started playing cricket so |

could keep employment in
Curramulka,” Copley said.

“l can’t remember, but | would
have made nine or 10 hundreds,
with a highest score in the 120s.

“We would travel down and
play in the annual country cricket
championships each year.”

He developed into an
accomplished all-rounder,
competent with bat and ball and a
capable wicketkeeper as well.

Copley’s great friend and
eight-time premiership player at
Curramulka Stan Hayles called
his mate a magical player.

“He always had the ball on his
fingertips and had that
supernatural ball control, along
with being elusive ducking around
opposition players,” Hayles
explained.

“Vince was a very important
person in our district.

“I first saw him play in a Senior
Colts match, playing for Norwood

against Port Adelaide, and
thought to myself, ‘How is anyone
ever going to catch this bugger?’

“While we’re teammates on
the football field, Vince played for
Port Julia in the cricket.

“He was an aggressive left-
handed batsman with a very good
eye and also bowled off spinners,
along with being quick in the field.

“I remember in one inter-
association game we were
playing at Balaklava and chasing
their reasonable total. We were
three or four down for not very
many.

“I was at the crease holding up
an end. When Vince came in we
both ended up on 83 not out.”

Post playing days, Copley
became an energetic sports
administrator.

In 2000, Vince Copley was
appointed co-chair to the National
Indigenous Cricket Advisory
Council.

He has organised various
national and international
programs for Indigenous
cricketers including the 1988 tour
of England, which
commemorated the first
Aboriginal tour of 1868.

The Vince Copley Medal,

which recognises the ‘most
outstanding cricketer’ at the
annual Lord Taverner’s South
Australian state-wide Indigenous
cricket carnival is named in his
honour.

Along with his sporting
prowess, during his lifetime
Copley has been an important
advocate for the rights of
Aboriginal people, working on
improving the social, legal and
economic position of Indigenous
people, raising self-esteem and
regaining identity.

Copley married local Yorke
Peninsula girl Brenda Elizabeth
Thomas, on June 26, 1971, in
Curramulka at the church of St
Christopher.

Brenda, born in Curramulka,
grew up on her father’s farm on
Port Julia.

They had two children,
daughter Kara McEwan, and her
younger brother, Vincent Copley
Junior.

Sadly, Brenda recently passed
away.

Vince Copley received a
Medal of the Order of Australia
Medal (OAM) for his services to
the Aboriginal community and
sport in 2014.

Greater protection
of heritage needed

The removal of three senior executives from Rio Tinto over the

Juukan Gorge caves destruction, will not solve the ongoing
serious issues of cultural heritage destruction in Australia.

The First Nations Heritage Protection Alliance has
welcomed the decision by Rio Tinto to remove chief executive
Jean-Sébastien Jacques, iron ore division head Chris
Salisbury, and corporate affairs chief Simone Niven in relation
to the appalling blasting and destruction of the 46,000 year-old

heritage site at Juukan Gorge.

However, the problems of cultural heritage destruction and
inadequate heritage protection legislation are much bigger

than these three individuals.

Although Rio Tinto is responsible for this egregious act, it
could well have been caused by another mining company in
Australia. Put simply — these executive removals are not

enough.

Until there is industry-wide reform and robust legislative
change, there will be other appalling situations like Juukan

Gorge.

The Juukan Gorge destruction happened under Western

Australian legislation and the Federal Government failed to

step in. They have allowed their legislation, supposedly to
protect our heritage, to fall into disuse or to focus on regulating
destruction, rather than protecting it.

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University needs more Black staff

ATTERS of deep concern are being
M raised within the University of

Melbourne and the Indigenous
community on the way selection processes
are being applied for employment in
Indigenous Studies teaching and Cultural
knowledge management positions. Two recent
positions offered opportunities for Aboriginal
and Torres Strait Islander people to continue
to advance their career prospects within the
academy. However, the opposite is happening
with the two positions going to non-Indigenous
career advancement.

Here lies the conundrum within the system
of ‘priority commitments’ to increasing
Indigenous employment levels to its parity
projections, 2015-2020. To reach this year’s
target of 2.6 % which is lower than the
University Australia’s Report on Indigenous
parity population figures of 3.1%, Uni Melb
needed to employ an extra 100 Indigenous
staff from 2015 to 2020, or 20 per year.

On current estimates, Uni Melb seems to
be going backwards. The current Indigenous
staffing level is only 1.6%, far below the target
goal.

From discussions with Indigenous staff,
there is still a lot of discontent and anger
about the way the selection of other people to
Indigenous positions has been handled. The
feedback is that these positions, in
accordance with the university’s ‘priority
employment initiatives’ should have gone to
Indigenous people. Both the selection process
and the criteria used for selection were
challenged as being Anglo-centric and
weighted against Indigenous applicants. The
lack of culturally appropriate criteria factored
into positions that are located within the
Indigenous framework of Indigenous Studies
and Cultural Heritage programs was also
raised. That the positions were not
Designated Aboriginal Positions (DAPs) was a
critical point of discussion and discontent.
There have been calls for the positions to be
rescinded and re-advertised as designated
and identified positions.

The key matter that seriously conflicts with
the way the Indigenous Employment
Framework is being stifled is the policy
commitment under which it was formally

‘endorsed and prioritised’ at its official launch.
Its main object was to produce ‘higher levels
of Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander
employment outcomes across all levels’ of the
university.

One is inspired by the glowing words of the
Vice Chancellor and executive director of
Human Services in their praise and
encouraging endorsement of the IEF, 2018-
2021.

“These initiatives have now become core
programs that will underpin the success of the
IEF 2018-2021 which seeks to extend the
reach and impact of our strategies by
prioritising Indigenous academic
appointments, supporting the development
and progression of Indigenous staff and
expanding our Indigenous workforce across
all levels.”

The VC and executive director of Human
Resources conclude their priorities of
commitment by further emphasising that the
2081-2021 IEF sets out:

Commitment and a critical portfolio of
actions that will provide a clear pathway to
achieving employment parity across all levels
of our workforce. In partnership with the
Murrup Barak team, Human Resources
leadership team are committed to the delivery
of the goals and initiatives set out in the IEF

plan with the support of the university.

Given that this is a clear policy driver
endorsed by the VC and executive director of
Human Services, is this policy objective a
mandatory requirement in the ‘extensive
recruitment process’? And are members of the
selection processes aware of what is clearly
the ‘key policy driver’ and guidelines for the
selection of staff? If it is a key policy objective
then why is it not being enacted and given due
weight in the selection process and why are
Indigenous applicants capable of performing
such roles being overlooked in favour of other
applicants? Has the prioritising of Indigenous
employment been put on the back burner?

Surely, the benchmark of a PhD for the two
positions in question should not be construed
as an impediment for Indigenous applicants,
when one reflects on previous selection
procedures. If they were DAPs with the key
selection criteria striking a balance between
academic, Aboriginality and cultural criteria,
they would reflect more culturally appropriate
selection standards.

The emphasis on having a PhD as the
benchmark for eligible selection seems to
favour non-Indigenous socio-economic status
and privilege rather than reflecting Aboriginal
culture, epistemology and due entitlement.
Just over a generation ago there was only a
handful of Indigenous people studying in
universities in Australia. While that has
changed significantly we are still in catch-up
mode and on current statistics have made
remarkable advances in higher education.
This is clearly evidenced in the continuing and
proud number of graduates achieving higher
education at the state and national level many
of whom have or are currently doing PhD
studies.

In assessing educational outcomes on the
basis of PhD requirements for academic
positions, | can draw on those precedents that
helped me and others to gain permanent
employment in the Indigenous Studies
program at the University of Melbourne. The
selection process was adapted more to the
principle of Aboriginality and accumulative
studies towards a PhD being the key criteria.
Indeed the selection criteria catered for those
of us who did not have PhDs at the time but

were in relative stages of completion.

The year 2000 marked the beginning of
significant changes in the way the Indigenous
Studies program was being administered and
delivered at the University of Melbourne.
There were a number of us at the University
who had been teaching Indigenous Studies on
a sessional and part-time basis for some time.

Our aspirations for permanent employment
were raised when some positions became
available for lectureships in the various
disciplines of Indigenous Studies. These were
mainly located in Political Science, Cultural
Studies, History, Anthropology and Education,
all of which were secured by Indigenous
applicants including the inaugural chair of
Indigenous Studies.

The crucial distinction is that not having a
PhD was not an impediment to employment at
the time. The conditions of selection in the
criteria framework allowed us to continue our
PhD studies on the job. The added advantage
of combining teaching with your PhD studies
in the disciplines being taught was a welcome
call. Indeed | believe that all of the cohort of
the reinvigorated Indigenous Studies program
achieved their PhDs, including one who went
to Monash under the same arrangement and
returned to the University of Melbourne as
director of the Indigenous Studies program.

The key question is why has the criteria
changed thus depriving other eligible
applicants of the same opportunities to secure
employment inclusive of doing a PhD on the
job? In that context and the university’s key
policy commitments to prioritising Indigenous
staff recruitment and retention, the recent
positions going to non-Indigenous people
cannot be justified.

It seems that the ever pervasive raising the
bar syndrome and the level playing field
mythology still exists in Indigenous Affairs
including education. That is, no sooner you
get within reach of what is and always has
been morally and rightfully yours by birthright,
it is whisked away by colonial and political
deception.

“The Devil went down to Georgia.
He was looking for a soul to steal.
He was in a bind ‘cause he was way
behind.

He was willing to make a deal.”

HEN you look at the history
of Georgia in the United
States, it appears the Devil

stayed for some time. Georgia was
built on slavery, cotton and racism, a
history of public lynching,
segregation and hate — attributes we
are told the Devil thrives on.

But today Georgia proudly
celebrates the Martin Luther King Jr
National Historical Park, which
consists of several buildings,
including Dr King’s boyhood home
and the original Ebenezer Baptist
Church, where King was baptised
and where both he and his father
Martin Luther King Sr were pastors.

This shows that, despite history,
places can change. But this change
will only happen if people accept the
truth of their past.

Take Australia.

When people say that the
Australian national anthem is not
racist, that the date of Australia Day
is inclusive to all Australians and
argue that we as Aboriginal people
should ‘join the party’ they remain
steeped in denial.

Consider many of our parents,
forced to pick cotton, living on
missions, building the wealth of
pastoralists surrounding them, their

father before them a stockman, their
mother a domestic servant. There
has been no home ownership
handed down from generation to
generation in such families, due to
what can only be described as slave
labour.

The front page story in the
previous edition of this paper
highlighted the brutal divide
between our reality and white
privilege when we reported the
neglect within our hospital system
that lead to the death of young
Charlie Gowa, the six-year-old
Torres Strait Islander boy who woke
up sick with a fever and diarrhoea.
Charlie’s mother, Xernona, took him
to Bamaga Hospital every day for
six days before he was eventually
admitted.

Charlie’s health deteriorated to
where his fever got so bad his skin
was hot to touch and he was
vomiting even without having eaten.
He was then flown to Cairns, and
Brisbane for treatment where his
family were forced to make the
heartbreaking decision to turn his
life support off. Charlie's story was
detailed in a report from the
Queensland Office of the Health
Ombudsman (OHO), which revealed
the “systemic issues” faced by his
family as they tried to seek help for
him.

“His first four presentations
weren’t even recorded by the
hospital,” the family's lawyer, Anna
Talbot a senior solicitor at the

National Justice Project, said.

“The fifth presentation noted that
he’d presented previously but it was
only on his sixth presentation that
he was admitted and proper tests
were done.”

By then it was too late.

Then yet another case of an
Aboriginal woman, Aunty Sherry, 49
years old, who died in the Brisbane
watch house, in what appears to be
a similar situation to Ms Dhu.

It is such neglect that means we
have to ask ourselves, when do

Black Lives Matter?

This is not just about police
killing our people. It’s about poverty,
lack of suitable housing, access to
health and education that other
people take for granted, that leads
to the ill health and the death of
many of our people.

No wonder people sing their
national anthem so proudly. It is a
song of the wealth that they have
inherited and the security they feel
as descendants of invaders over
generations.

We, instead, inherit the poverty,
trauma and disconnection of a
system they brought with them. A
system completely opposed to the
very core of our belief systems and
values.

As Charlie Gowa'’s family found
themselves caught in a living hell,
White Australian kids attending
exclusive and very expensive
private schools were engaging in a
disgraceful social media trend called
the ‘George Floyd Challenge’,
mocking our Black lives. Not only
within private schools but across
middleclass Australia, and the world,
a sickening trend emerged on
Snapchat.

The participants, who are mostly
White males, are seen smiling in
photos as they kneel on the necks
of their friends in a wicked and evil
parody of the tragic death of George
Floyd. A picture was shared online
showing two students from St
Joseph’s College Gregory Terrace in

Brisbane. The picture was captioned
“RIP George Floyd” and posted on
Snapchat.

Around the same time, students
at Parramatta Marist High School, in
Westmead, Sydney, were filmed
assaulting a Black student on school
grounds. You can hear students
laughing and yelling “George Floyd
Challenge”. The 20-second clip,
shared amongst students on
Snapchat and WhatsApp, shows the
victim, lying on the ground pleading
for help and crying as the boys
attack him and force him down onto
the ground. He lays there
motionless after the attack.

What is happening in the minds
of young people so disconnected
with humanity, that they can feel so
immune and justified in the pain of
others to post such disgusting
content?

The boys in the videos look
around the same age as Tamir Rice,
an African American child shot dead
in 2014 within 30 seconds of police
arriving at a playground in
Cleveland, Ohio.

The 12-year-old was playing with
a toy plastic gun. He would have
turned 18 years old this year if he
had not been gunned down by
police. It appears to me, with
everything we are witnessing, that
the Devil is visiting many more
places than just Georgia.

Painting our stories: Nickolla uses the
colours of country to depict her story

NICKOLLA Clark is
an Arakwal
Bumberbin
Bundjalung
Woman from
Byron Bay.

She is a coastal
person of Walgun Gabanbaa
(Byron Bay area) and is making
waves in the region with her
paintbrush.

Nickolla’s passion for
storytelling through art caught the
eye of her Aunty Delta Kay, who
approached her and asked to
paint a mural at the Mullum
Gateway to represent aspects of
country.

The Mullum gateway project
includes a collaboration of
working artists and the prominent
Mullum story pole, first painted by
Bundjalung artist, the late Uncle
Digby Moran and Richard Clarke.

The Mullumbimby
Gateway was constructed in
1988 as a Bicentenary project,
with the aim of creating a
dramatic visual new entrance to
the town of Mullumbimby.

“My passion for painting is
how | stay connected to my
family’s stories, country and
family, alongside showcasing our
culture and advocating for
cultural awareness and
appreciation of our cultures’
designs,” Nickolla said.

The up-and-coming Arakwal
artist has painted two mural
artworks on the entrance poles
next to Uncle Digby Moran’s
original story pole, one of the
largest poles in the southern
hemisphere.

Nickolla says her art is much
more than an art installation, it is
the story of the local area.

“The painting represents our
natural environment and what it

‘MARAGA' is an
ancient Ngunnawal
word meaning ‘a
strong, robust shield’.
It is used to
describe the waddy
shield, a tool of dual
purpose that offers the holder
protection against the powerful
waddy spear/club, but can also be
used as a coolamon to hold babies
and to carry food.

And now it has officially become
the name of the Australian Institute
of Aboriginal and Torres Strait
Islander Studies (AIATSIS)
Canberra building.

AIATSIS chief executive Craig
Ritchie told the Koori Mail that
considering the AIATSIS emblem is
a shield itself, the name is both
symbolic and significant.

He said that recognising and
acknowledging the Ngunnawal land
upon which the building sits signals
the importance of embracing
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Indigenous languages.

AIATSIS consulted the United
Ngunnawal Elders Council and the
Winanggaay Ngunnawal Language
Group, who provided the building’s
name, which was unveiled on
September 10.

Winanggaay Ngunnawal
Language Group coordinator
Caroline Hughes said both groups
were thrilled about the new name.

“For our community this is a step
closer to acknowledging that this
land is ancient, and its features,
waterways and landmarks have
always had names,” Ms Hughes
said.

“Ngunnawal has always been
spoken here — but through policy
and deliberate effort it diminished.

“Now, through hard work and the
support of AIATSIS we are restoring
it, remembering it, and speaking it.”

Mr Ritchie is also the co-chair of
the United Nations Educational,
Scientific and Cultural Organisation
(UNESCO) Steering Committee. He
said he is thrilled to be preparing for

has to offer.
“It’s about the river here at
Brunswick, a precious water

source on country and where we

would fish and collect pipis.
“The green represents our
prominent rainforest country
which we would collect bush
tucker such as midjem berries
and yam.
“The brown and earthy

coloured pole represents country

country whilst gathering around

meeting places to practise and
share culture. It’s about looking

after Arakwal Country for years to

come.”

Art is such a cultural calling for

Indigenous people. We are
painting our stories, our history,

at only 21 years of age, Nickolla
understands this connection
deeply.

He said that naming the building
Maraga is an outcome of AIATSIS’
commitment to the United Nations
2019 International Year of
Indigenous Languages, and
reinforces the findings of the
national Indigenous languages
survey.

“No language is lost, and with
this simple act of naming the
AIATSIS building Maraga, AIATSIS
are contributing to Indigenous
languages being more prominent
and visible in everyday life,” Mr
Ritchie said.

“The national Indigenous
languages survey conducted by
AIATSIS found that the benefits of
languages for Indigenous peoples
include positive economic outcomes
across health, wellbeing,
employment and education.

“AlATSIS will continue to support
communities at all times in
revitalising language.”

models who share their cultural
expression, and art has been a
huge part in my cultural
expression. It tells the meaning of
my people’s stories, aspects of
country to me and explores
colours of country.

“I have many inspirations from
my uncles and aunties who paint
and taught me different aspects
of country, waterways, wildlife
and significant landscapes,
totems, and opened my eyes to
what you can create with art.
Country is my largest inspiration.
| also have great teachers here in
the Byron shire like Anne Leon,
Belle Budden and Karma Barnes.

“Our country here is very
impressive. We have the
rainforest meeting the sea. So
many colours are used to
represent this and many sea
totems, which are used for
symbolism.”

Nickolla hopes the new story
poles will bring a sense of real
change to the region, which has
campaigned strongly for Black
Lives Matter.

“I believe we are in a time for
progressive change and hopefully
this is an eye opener to all locals
about how to include cultural
expression and arts into our
community.

“I hope it will inspire others to
ask about culture and get
involved in supporting Indigenous
cultural arts here in the Byron
Shire.

“Hopefully the pole will
encourage people to stop and
look at the information about
country inside the rotunda and
bring people closer together. It is
a strong example of culture in an
urban setting and one that is
respectful to my people.”

y journey to medicine

probably doesn't fit the

common narrative.
Studying medicine isn’t the
fulfilment of a lifelong goal of
mine. In fact, it wasn’t even on
my radar until a few years ago.

A student story

Ashley Kirby wanted to be a nurse but
felt he wasn't cut out for study. Fitting in
had been difficult and made his school
years mostly about surviving. After a varied
career, he found himself working at a small
country hospital when the thought of being
a nurse reasserted itself and changed the
course of Ash’s life.

With the support of a colleague he took
up a training opportunity and became an
enrolled nurse. This led to Ash thinking
about the opportunities of having a degree:

could do to help close the health gap, and
the pay difference.

them in mentoring and peer support
activities. So far mentoring has been a
highlight of Ash’s study career.

Oorala Indigenous scholars are trained
to support their fellow students and are
recognised for their academic success.
The scholars’ knowledge and tertiary
education experience is a powerful tool that
is harnessed to guide and assist students
starting their university journey.

Harrington is a proud
Indigenous man with heritage from
the Bundjalung nation in Northern
New South Wales. Thomas chose
to study at the University of Sydney
believing this would afford him the
best opportunity to receive a world-
class education from “some of the
brightest academics in the
country”.

From an early age, Thomas was
interested in health and human
sciences, but it wasn’t until he was
midway through Year 12 that he
became set on pursuing a Bachelor
of Science and Doctor of Medicine.

Following extensive research
and many conversations with
teachers, careers advisors and his
family, Thomas found that a future
in health sciences would allow him
to pursue his interests while also
having a meaningful impact on his
community.

“Following graduation, | aim to
work all across the country
including regional and remote
hospitals as well as possibly
undertaking humanitarian work
overseas,” said Thomas.

Gadigal Program, a tailored
pathway for Aboriginal and Torres
Strait Islander students.

“The team was in contact with
me throughout the entire process to
ensure all the required forms were
submitted in time.

“Now | work for the university,
providing support for high school
students to help them navigate
their way into university,” said
Thomas.

“Go to events and talk to a
variety of faculty members, apply
for extracurricular programs held at
the university such as the Summer
Camp and Experience Days,” he
says.

Thomas also strongly
encourages others to take
advantage of the multiple support
services on offer such as the
Indigenous Tutorial Assistance
Scheme (ITAS) which gives access
to weekly tutoring, and the
Mentoring Our Brothers and Sisters
(MOBS) program, a buddy program
that helps first-year students settle
into the world of university. Thomas
is now giving back as an ITAS tutor,
as well as a MOBS mentor.

Thomas has experienced a new
world on campus from the high-
tech facilities, to the surrounds of
the jacarandas and sandstone

buildings, and the extra-curricular
programs such as the Indigenous
Uni Games.

“University can seem difficult
and intimidating. At times, | have
felt as if | am undeserving to be in
the degree | am in.

“It took me a while to feel
deserving of my place and this
comes from surrounding yourself
with supportive friends, a lot of
whom | met through the Gadigal
Program.

“I am aware of my achievements
and take pride in the fact that | am
studying at the University of
Sydney.”

The Gadigal Program provides a
pathway to the University of
Sydney. Applicants are assessed
on more than the ATAR, with a
focus on personal interests,
motivation and goals. Through the
program, students can access:
lower minimum ATAR requirements
for admission; an intensive two-
week academic skills program
before commencement; and
ongoing academic and personal
support.

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Tiahni finds the freedom to walk in
two worlds at University of Adelaide

iahni Adamson is a proud
I Torres Strait Islander and
Larrakia woman, with ties
to Thursday Island and the
Anangu Pitjantjatjara
Yankunytjatjara (APY) Lands.

After many years of
balancing study, employment
and giving back to community
and culture, Tiahni has recently
completed her Bachelor of
Science (Wildlife Conservation
Biology) at the University of
Adelaide.

It was a strong passion for
understanding and protecting
Australia’s natural environment
that drew Tiahni to this
particular field of study.

“We are custodians of this
country,” says Tiahni. “We have
incredibly strong connections to
the land, sea, flora and fauna. It
is my moral and cultural
obligation to continue to nurture
these beautiful soils and
oceans just as my ancestors
have, generation after
generation.”

Like many other Aboriginal
and Torres Strait Islander
peoples, Tiahni walks in two
worlds, holding on to her
Indigenous heritage in a

contemporary, mostly Western
world. Further education, she
believes, has supported her in
this journey:

“I can see the benefits of
being both culturally strong and
educated in a Western way to
help guide me through life,
honour my family and continue
to protect the health of this
planet.”

While Tiahni studied at the
University of Adelaide the
Wirltu Yarlu Aboriginal
Education unit supported her in
bringing together these two
worlds by providing culturally
grounded support and services.
During her studies, Tiahni
participated in the Wirltu Yarlu
Cadetship program which
connects students with degree-
relevant, paid-work experience.
For the last year of her studies,
Tiahni’s cadetship has focused
on marine research, allowing
her to build industry
connections and apply her
university learning in the real
world.

With her degree completed,
Tiahni is now working for the
Department of Primary
Industries and Regions South

Australia (PIRSA) as part of
their Aboriginal Fisheries
Compliance Support career
pathway program.

She aspires to continue
working and upskilling with
PIRSA and working onboard
their vessel, the Southern
Ranger.

“I hope to utilise my special
connection with our land to
educate, advocate and nurture
sustainable living practices on
country. | hope to be a part of
solving our climate crisis by
standing up for Indigenous
Australia, facilitating our mob to
manage our own country with
our incredible 60,000+ years of
knowledge.”

For any mob considering
studying at university, Tiahni
offers this advice:

“Reach out to the
Indigenous support services
available at your university.
Connection to our community is
so important, especially during
the struggles and stress
associated with studying. If life
gets too full-on and you need
time on country or with family,
take it, but always return to
your studies in some way.”

While studying at the University of Adelaide, Tiahni Adamson enjoyed
the support she received from the Wirltu Yarlu Aboriginal Education
unit: “Reach out to the Indigenous support services available at your
university.

For more than 20 years the University of
Newcastle’s Yapug program — meaning ‘path’
in Awabakal language — has helped students
develop the academic skills required for
success in undergraduate study, prior to their
commencement.

Another program, the Aboriginal and
Torres Strait Islander Admission Scheme,
enables students to be assessed on a broad
range of formal qualifications, life
experiences and other transferable skills
rather than academic results alone.

Recognising the need to increase
representation of Aboriginal and Torres Strait

at University of Newcastle

Islander people in the medical and legal
professions, the university has programs
specifically targeting these areas of study.

The Law School’s Indigenous Early Entry
Scheme invites Indigenous students currently
preparing for their Higher School Certificate
to apply for entry to the Bachelor of Laws
(Honours). Successful applicants are
guaranteed a place in the law program
before completing HSC exams.

The University’s Thurru Indigenous Health
Unit runs a unique program to provide an
alternative pathway for Indigenous medical
students. The team from Thurru visits
regional and remote areas to speak with
communities about the Joint Medical
Program, a partnership between the
University of Newcastle and the University of
New England.

The Miroma Bunbilla program is a five-
day intensive selection process that gives
aspiring doctors the chance to demonstrate
their passion, aptitude and suitability to
commence a medical degree.

Having helped to produce more than 100
Indigenous doctors, with another 17 to
graduate this year, the program continues to
nurture culturally aware practitioners with an
ingrained connection to our country and its
people.

Applications for this year’s Miroma
Bunbilla program are now open and will close
on October 31. The program will be held from
November 30 to December 4, and, this year,
will be conducted online from home or a
nominated university facility.

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Mother and daughter duo unlock
the power of learning at AGU

Mother and daughter duo Leah and Lauran Ingram undertook their
learning journey together at ACU.

iving into tertiary
study as they
harnessed the

power of their kinship was
all it took for mother and
daughter duo Leah and
Lauran Ingram to realise
their potential.

The Wiradjuri women
are revelling in new
opportunities and
connections after
completing Bachelor of
Education degrees via
Australian Catholic
University’s (ACU’s) Away
From Base (AFB)
Program.

For Leah, the journey
was especially rewarding
after being introduced to
the program by her son,
Michael, who graduated at
ACU with a Bachelor of
Education Primary
(Indigenous Studies).

“I decided that if |
wanted to enact change, |
couldn't just sit and wait. |
had to be pro-active,” she
said.

“Being able to take this
journey with my daughter

was truly amazing.”

Where the Darkinjung
Nation meets Guringai
and Awabakal Nations by
the shores of Awaba
(Lake Macquarie) on the
northern Central Coast,
both mother and daughter
were motivated to learn,
but had their own reasons
to be daunted by higher
education.

Leah worked in various
education roles for almost
two decades, however it
had been a long time
since she had studied,
and her fear that ‘you
can’t teach an old dog
new tricks’ held her back.
Lauren also worked in
schools yet had not
completed her Year 12
certificate and believed a
tertiary degree was out of
her reach.

Further enquiries
revealed ACU’s national
AFB program, involving a
balance of online learning
and intensive residential
blocks, would provide the
support they needed to
reach their goals.

“It was all very

overwhelming at the
beginning, however doing
it through ACU’s [AFB]
program made it that
much easier. Being
surrounded by mob from
all over the country
coming together to walk
this journey together was
truly empowering,” Lauren
said.

Leah’s experience in
the education system left
her frustrated and craving
more First Nations
perspectives and role
models. Having initiated
change in her own life she
can now be that role
model for her family and
peers.

“I was so lucky to be
grouped with my daughter
and the most amazing,
inspirational, clever and
funny cohort,” Leah said.

“Being surrounded by
Blakfellas cut out all of the
elitism.

“We were just a bunch
of brothers, sisters,
aunties and uncles trying
to pave the way for our
people and provide
direction and inspiration to

our young ones growing
up. We cried with each
other, we laughed with
each other and we were
always there to help each
other.”

Leah and Lauren
thrived at ACU.

Lauren left behind her
job as a learning support
officer and is now
teaching at a primary
school on the Central
Coast.

Leah was awarded the
Executive Dean
Commendation in each of
her four years of study
and was also awarded the
John F. Slowly Memorial
Scholarship.

“The AFB program was
hard at times but being
able to continue working
whilst studying offered
great advantages as far
as financial support for my
family,” Leah said.

“I have a great sense
of pride that | was able to
reach such a milestone at
my age.

“For my wellbeing | am
slowly starting to believe
that | can do this.”

s an Australian Film
‘ \ Television and Radio
School (AFTRS) alumna,
my career pathway has been one
that exemplifies my passion for
media and storytelling.

A pathway that began as a
technical assistant in Visual
Communication at Sydney
College of the Arts, | gained a BA
in communications (UTS), a MA in
screenwriting (AFTRS), and a
PhD that interrogated the
Western writing system and the
impact of the English language
on Aboriginal and Torres Strait
Islander bodies (UWS).

However, these pathways
through educational institutions
were and are built on the
profound cultural foundations
and values of my extended
Minjunbul Bundjalung Yagera
Goenpul families and
communities.

Having a great-grandfather
who carried the message stick
across at least four state borders,
| have come to understand the
intimate connection between
media and the medium; the story
and the storyteller.

As storytellers, we are liminal
bodies constantly negotiating
liminal spaces between the
imagined and the tangible.

With the world in a state of

great transformation, we stand at
the threshold of a global
reimagining of systems,
identities, responsibilities, and
accountabilities.

The newly formed team is
myself, Sue Elphinstone and
Joseph Cardona of the
Indigenous Unit, Gary
Paramanathan and Marissa
Ciampi of the Outreach Team, and
EO Gill, whose committed work to
the Screen Diversity and
Inclusion Network (SDIN) is
poised to affect an important
cultural shift in Australian
national broadcast culture.

As a newly formed team, we
will explore the complex nature of
storytelling, media production,
community building, and thought
leadership; whereby exploring
the liminal, we test the possible.

And for me, our collective
storytelling vision can only be
increased in value by
acknowledging that as a nation,
we are founded on storytelling
and media production traditions
that are thousands of years old.

‘STOP the silence!’ is
the message of
Thomas ES Kelly’s
Silence, which
made its impressive
world premiere in
Meanjin at Brisbane
Festival on September 12.

Earlier that morning, community
received the heartbreaking news
that there had been a death in
custody in the city’s watch house.
My first thought was: “When?
When will this stop happening to
our people? When will Black Lives
Matter?”

At the wake of the news, | did
not feel like leaving the house and
entering the city. I'm glad | did;
seeing Silence in the theatre of
Brisbane Powerhouse, full, with
many of Meanjin’s First Nations
community members, was respite
for the soul in these challenging
times. The crowd experienced a
connection, a gathering and a sing-
up of the spirits.

Thomas ES Kelly is a
Bundjalung-Yugambeh, Wiradjuri
and Ni-Vanuatu dancer and
choreographer living on country on
the Gold Coast. He started up
Karul Productions (from a
Yugambeh word meaning
‘everything’) with his partner Taree
Sansbury, who is also one of the
performers in the show. Silence
began through a residency in 2018
with Meanjin-based Indigenous
dance company BlakDance, also
the producers of the show.

High-intensity dance meets live
percussion by local legend Jhindu-
Pedro, son of Bunna Lawrie from
Coloured Stone.

The dancers begin the
performance shrouded in heavy
brown-coloured layers against a
dark backdrop, giving the show an
apocalyptic feel. As the layers peel
off, the stories unfold.

With symbolism heavily steeped
in land rights and treaty, the show
explores what the 250+ year-long
denial of meaningful listening to

First Nations people has done to
the psyche of the people and land.
Brown feet kick up sand, earth, dirt
and dust. The sand seeps through
brown fingers as it always has.
Always was, always will be.

In choir formation, the
performers sing the Australian
anthem in its Yugambeh
interpretation, as it has been sung
for the last few years during
sporting activities on Yugambeh
land. The recital is not without a
sprinkle of irony. After all, what is a
national anthem for a nation state
that is an illegal occupation?

The cast moves into enacting
the theatre of footy with a possum
skin ball, signifying that sport was
not brought here by the invaders.
They end the footy scene holding
up shirts and pointing to their
exposed skin, Nicky Winmar style.

We are proud. We are still here.
We will not be silenced.

Australia is the only
Commonwealth country in the
world without a treaty, and there
have been conversations that have

been going on for a long time on
how to progress and formalise First
Nations sovereignty to the land. We
have very little representation in
Parliament.

Silence demands meaningful
change of power relations between
First Nations and others, not a
token statement. The centrepiece
of Silence is an understanding of
treaty through a dance
performance that is personal,
intimate and uncompromising.

| see the influence of
experienced dramaturgs Vicki Van
Hout and Aleatha Beetson in the
well-timed comedic moments of
Silence, including a hilarious call
centre scene where the First
Nations people politely ask for a
few hundred years of overdue rent
from the Commonwealth, which
had the audience in stitches.

Thomas embodies his ancestors
through Wiradjuri and Yugambeh
teachings and spoken language.
Stories of the stars, rivers, ocean
and totem animals locate the
performance piece in the artist’s

country and with his family. His
dance is informed by his traditional
teachings. He holds space for the
ancestors to dance with him.

Yugambeh country spans
country now called greater
Brisbane, Logan, the Gold Coast
and the Scenic Rim. As a
Yugambeh person | was deeply
moved on seeing our strong culture
weaved on stage and by the
knowledge that this work is an
independent, full-length First
Nations contemporary dance work
to be performed on a stage.

Thomas talks about the
influence of his mother on his art,
and | am also strengthened through
my own mother, who was sitting
next to me in the crowd.

My chosen art form is poetry
and my latest book is about the
silencing of our voices and how we
must speak up.

It is no coincidence that two
Yugambeh people made works
called Throat and Silence this year.

We are combatting ongoing
colonisation and ongoing silence at

a very important time in history. As
Brisbane Festival director Louise
Bezzina said at the conclusion of
the show,

“This had to happen in 2020.”
Yes, this piece is an urgent piece of
ceremony. It was an incredible
effort from the artists, producers
and the festival to deliver this show
during a COVID-19-interrupted and
uncertain time — as it was for the
audience, experiencing this work in
a ‘new normal’ theatre. We stood to
give this work the standing ovation
and impromptu Yothu Yindi Treaty
singalong it deserved.

In 2020, we are continuing our
ancestors’ talk, and we will not be
silenced.

Miroma Bunbilla program cares for mob
with alternative paths to study medicine

HAVING helped
train more than
100 Aboriginal
and Torres Strait
Islander doctors,
the University of
Newcastle’s Thurru
Indigenous Health Unit is
recruiting for its next intake of
aspiring doctors.

Its unique Miroma Bunbilla
Program provides an alternative
pathway for Indigenous medical
students.

In Awabakal language
meaning ‘permit, take care of’,
Miroma Bunbilla is a week-long
intensive selection process that
gives aspiring doctors the chance
to prove their passion, aptitude
and suitability to commence a
medical degree.

Darren Nolan, a lecturer in the
university’s School of Medicine
and Public Health and
coordinator of Miroma Bunbilla,
said the program was unique in
Australia for its approach to
selecting students to study
medicine.

“Our program recognises that
Indigenous students often come
from remote places with reduced
access to traditional educational
opportunities,” he said.

“In addition to that, their
cultural context can be very
different to that of non-Indigenous
students.

“We reach out nationally to
find students with great
potential and give them strong
support to demonstrate their drive

and capability to become good
doctors.”

Students are traditionally
admitted to medical schools
based on their Year 12 academic
results and specific entrance
exams. Evidence shows this
method is not an accurate
predictor of success for
Indigenous students.

It also unintentionally excludes
many talented and committed

candidates from studying
medicine.

The team from Thurru, led by
Professor Peter O'Mara, has
been visiting regional and remote
areas to speak with communities
about the Joint Medical Program,
a partnership between the
University of Newcastle and the
University of New England.

Aspiring medical students,
including school leavers,

undergraduates and mature-age
students, are currently submitting
applications to participate in the
program in the first week of
December.

A cohort of about 45 hopeful
students will work with mentors to
complete a number of tasks over
the course of the week.

Their written work and
participation in problem-based
and group-based learning will be

assessed and a group of 17 will
be selected to study in the Joint
Medical Program next year.

Nathan Towney, University of
Newcastle Pro Vice-Chancellor —
Indigenous Strategy and
Leadership, said that working
with Indigenous communities is a
high priority for the University and
that it is committed to widening
participation and promoting
diversity and increasing success
for all.

“We are proud of our record in
Indigenous higher education,
innovation and engagement.

“The University of Newcastle,
through innovative pathway
programs and strong on-campus
support, has now graduated over
100 Indigenous doctors,” he said.

“This year we will graduate 17
new Indigenous doctors and take
in another 17 through the Miroma
Bunbilla program.”

Applications for this year’s
Miroma Bunbilla program are
now open and will close on
October 31.

The five-day program will
be held from November 30 to
December 4 and will be
conducted online, with activities
delivered via Zoom.

Participants will have the
opportunity to undertake the
program from a nominated
university facility or their home.

Education gets Amy her

dream career in nursing

HOMEGROWN Dunghutti
woman Amy Thompson is
proud to hold the title as one
of the first in her community

to become a registered

nurse and midwife.

That’s why she wants every Aboriginal
and Torres Strait person to understand the
importance of education, no matter what
experience life may throw their way.

Ms Thompson lives in Kempsey,
northern NSW, and when she was growing
up, there were major sicknesses and
health struggles in her community.

Amy told the Koori Mail that from a very
young age, she could see the health
problems her family and community faced,
and knew she had to do something to help.

“I learned a lot from the lifestyle
experiences of those around me, especially
my mum, who had diabetes and high blood
pressure, and my dad, who passed away
from cancer,” Ms Thompson said.

“I've seen a lot of sickness and the
accompanying health struggles that my
family and our community from the Green
Hills Mission in Kempsey grew up with.

“My dad’s dream was for me to one day
become a nurse and from around the age

of five, | have held onto a passion to fulfil
that dream not only for my dad, but for
myself also.”

Ms Thompson finished school after Year
10, going on to complete a certificate in

Vocational Education and Training at the
Booroongen Djugun Aged Care Facility in
Kempsey.

After completing her training, Ms
Thompson did further study to become an
enrolled nurse through a paid traineeship
at Kempsey Hospital.

“After my traineeship and before
becoming an enrolled nurse in 2006, |
moved to Victoria and that’s where |
received the devastating news that my
beautiful mum had passed away,” Ms
Thompson said.

“That was a traumatic time for me and |
really couldn’t see a way out of the
sadness and grief | was going through.

“l was so far away from home and
travelling a lot, and really missing my mum
and community, and that’'s when Kempsey
Hospital took me under their wing and
relocated me back to Kempsey, where |
finished off my nursing training.”

Ms Thompson said that although she
loved her experience in Victoria, being
back in Kempsey with her family and
community really took the burden off
having to carry around such a heavy load
of grief and loss.

“Back in Kempsey | did a short stint in
mental health, and because | had been
through so much with my parents’ own

mental health issues, my own mental
health began to suffer,” Ms Thompson said.

“Kempsey hospital were always
supportive of my situation, so they moved
me straight out of the mental health area
and into maternity, and that’s where | found
my passion again for helping people,” she
said.

“It was only when | found myself
working in the maternity section of the
hospital, that | realised | wanted to become
a midwife.”

Ms Thompson undertook further study
in 2014 to become a registered nurse
through the University of Newcastle, which
she completed in 2017.

In 2019 Ms Thompson began her study
in midwifery and since finishing has helped
to deliver more than 30 babies.

“Education sets a person up for the
future and can really provide them a sense
of stability,” Ms Thompson said.

“As a single mother of two children,
education has always been critical because
it is helping me to set up a future for my
kids.

“But being educated also changes the
perception that some other Australians
have about Indigenous people.

“So, if | can get a great education for
myself, then you can too.”

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NSW Govt fails to meet

procurement targets

ABORIGINAL businesses are
missing out on NSW
Government contracts
despite a policy that aims to
have 3% of contracts for
goods and services awarded to
Aboriginal businesses by 2021.

The NSW Government’s Aboriginal
Procurement Policy released in May 2018
set the 3% target, but figures show the
Government will “miss their target by a
mile”.

Shadow Minister for Aboriginal Affairs
and Treaty David Harris told the Koori Mail
that more needed to be done to ensure
Aboriginal businesses were getting a fair
go.
“Our analysis shows that only 0.41% of
contracts in the 2020 financial year went to

Aboriginal owned businesses. By dollar
value, that is a shocking 0.09%,” he said.

“The Government admitted during the
2019 financial year they were sitting at just
0.2% contracts awarded.

“This shows how bad the NSW
Government is at managing procurement.

“They are doing nothing to help
Aboriginal owned businesses, and are on
track to miss their target by a mile.”

Mr Harris said the lack of progress was
because there was a lack of enforcement
with regards to the policy with government
departments.

“It’s a target but there is no real
mechanism to ensure that they are meeting
the target,” he said.

“Very soon Labor will introduce its NSW
Jobs First legislation, part of which would
be to put Aboriginal targets into legislation.”

Mr Harris said the legislation would

include the appointment of a NSW jobs
advocate who would ensure that
government departments were meeting
their targets with employment and
procurement contract for Aboriginal
businesses.

“There also needs to be more support
for Aboriginal businesses to form in the first
place,” he said.

“A lot of Aboriginal companies in regional
NSW are very small and are often not able
to meet the requirements laid down by
government departments.

Mr Harris said there was also a problem
with what is known as ‘black cladding’.

“This means that it’s not actually an
Aboriginal company that gets the tender. It’s
actually just a small subsidiary of a much
larger company, and when this happens
Aboriginal business owners get very dirty
when they find out who has won a

contract,” he said. “There should be a list of
preferred businesses so that government
departments can go directly to them, not an
open tender.

“If they (government departments) want
to meet their targets they need to sit down
and negotiate with Aboriginal businesses to
see how they can help.”

Mr Harris said even if the Government
did not support the legislation put forward
by Labor, he was confident that a better
regime to support Aboriginal businesses
would eventuate.

“Generally they don't initially support
what the Opposition puts forward, but not
long after something will appear that looks
surprisingly similar,” he said.

“COVID-19 has had a massive hit on
jobs and smaller groups like Aboriginal
businesses need support to survive and
prosper.”

Real relationships boost businesses

FOR Mundanara
Bayles, managing
director of the
Australian
BlackCard, an
Aboriginal cultural
competency provider,
the path of reconciliation and
understanding was paved early.

“Growing up in a politically
active family, | knew there were
issues between Indigenous and
other people,” she said. “Race
relations, land rights, | wanted to
create change in this country,
and | was fortunate to grow up
with Elders who showed me the
way.”

The Elders included her late
grandmother Maureen Watson, a
world-renowned actor, storyteller,
activist, poet and writer and her
late father Tiga Bayles, a pioneer
in Indigenous media not only in
Australia but who also worked
around the world supporting
Indigenous people and
communities establish their own
independent radio stations.

Today Mundanara is guided
by her great-aunt Dr Lilla
Watson, an academic and
internationally renowned artist
and cofounder of The Australian
BlackCard, Uncle Charlie
Watson, and Dr Mary Graham,
Dr Watson'’s best friend.

“Aunty Lilla was one of the
first Aboriginal academics at the
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“MURRA gave me the tools
and knowledge and connections
that | needed to support my
Elders with their vision. Before
MURRA, | hadn’t known many
Aboriginal and Torres Strait
Islander business people at all.”

Mundanara’s next challenge
is to future-proof the business.

This led her to apply for the
PwC MURRA Boost Initiative,
one of the highlights of
Indigenous Business Month,
celebrated each year in October.
Winners are chosen from a
competitive application process
and offered $30,000 worth of
consulting support by PwC
Australia.

For Kim Cheater, PwC partner
and co-chair of PwC’s National
Reconciliation Governance
Group, their involvement in
Boost over the past four years
has been rewarding.

“It's been great to see the
initiative grow and to see the
range of First Nations
businesses, not just in niche
areas but also branching out into
diverse operations,” he said.
“The people leading them are
really inspiring and our PwC
people certainly recognise the
value that First Nations
businesses bring to both their
communities but also broader

Australia.”
The Boost initiative is a key

University of Queensland,”
Mundanara said. “She created
courses for the university in
Aboriginal perspectives,
approaches to knowledge and
politics in the 1980s.”

Those courses were the
genesis for the Australian
BlackCard, which has clients
ranging from the Commonwealth
Bank to SBS.

“We set up the business to
educate the wider community
about Aboriginal Terms of
Reference — which is based on
the accumulated knowledge that
has evolved over tens of

thousands of years which has
come from this land and the
oldest continuous culture on the
planet,” Mundanara said.
Pioneered by Dr Watson,
Aboriginal Terms of Reference
are the set of protocols that
ensure that Indigenous
knowledge and values are
observed during any project that
involves Indigenous
stakeholders. One example
would be the pivotal role of
relationships that lies at the crux
of all business activities.
“Corporates will want to get
down to business straight away.

Meeting agendas are tight and
there’s no place to develop a
relationship,” Mundanara said.
“But Aboriginal people start from
wanting to know people first. We
want to know who you are, not
what you do. Then we may talk
about business, or we may not.
But | tell my clients — be
prepared to invest in that
relationship first.”

Since starting the business in
2013, Mundanara has criss-
crossed the country delivering
cultural capability training and
developed frameworks to
support the Reconciliation Action

Plans of some of Australia’s
largest firms. But those early
days were hard.

“Aunty Lilla, Aunty Mary,
Uncle Charlie and | set up the
firm but it was a big risk going
out there and trying to get people
to believe in your product,”
Mundanara said.

In 2014, Mundanara enrolled
in the MURRA Indigenous
Business Masterclass Program.

“l was in my second year of
doing business. | had no idea
what | was doing — no business
plan, no set-up. | was completely
overwhelmed.

PHOTOGRAPHY has been
a lifelong passion for
Gamilaroi woman Barbara
McGrady so when the
chance came to combine
that with her love of our
people in sport she jumped at the
opportunity in the early 2000s.

What followed was a redefining of her
career, capturing significant moments
across a range of sports, and so when
other Aboriginal women photographers
begin to appear on the sidelines at the
big-ticket events in professional sport,
they can thank McGrady for the trail she
blazed.

Up until then, McGrady was capturing
images for a variety of organisations. But
in the early 2000s she pushed for
accreditation with some of the biggest
sports organisations and sports events in
the country and her most memorable
images begin from that time.

Due to chronic health issues, McGrady,
70, has had to pack away her equipment
for now, a decision that hasn’t come easy,
but one that had to be made.

“If I wasnt sick | would still be doing
this because | just love it,” she said from
her home in Sydney.

“Photography, sports photography, has
given me a lot of joy and a lot of purpose.”
McGrady has offered a selection of
photos that are dear to her heart which we

present here — a small sample of the
thousands of images she has captured
through time. Her work has been
exhibited at large-scale mainstream
events previously.

“l look at my photos as my history of
time and place, of atmosphere and
energy, and connection, because they’re
of all blackfullas,” she said.

“Capturing an image of what | see
through my lens comes more from what |
feel through the lens, which can be hard
to convey. I'm thankful to know that
people get that, that they see my vision of
what I'm trying to convey. | don’t know
what it is or what | have or how, it’s just a
feeling of connection that makes the
image real.

“l don’t know of any other way to
explain it but | honestly feel that | bring
60,000, 80,000 years of blackness with
this.

We have the Knockout
and the beauty of it is that it’s all about
communities and families and, all put
together, it is four fantastic days of
excitement. With the Tribal League being
played over three consecutive weekends
with only eight men’s teams and four
women’s teams our people will have to go
to the next level as far as preparing for it
and for supporting the teams over a longer
period of time.

Our numbers are dropping fast in player

participation in the NRL so we need to start

with developing our young up-and-coming
stars for the challenges that lay ahead if
they want to make it to the top level and to
provide a platform for our talented
youngsters to be seen at a more intense
level of football.

Limiting the number of teams, | believe,
will see the calibre of sides go up and |
think they will be more like regional area
representative teams rather than just
individual community teams. This will be a
good way to unite people. As a young
player, | never wanted to play for anyone
but Narwan, but | always wished we could
join our best players from Tingha, Moree
and Toomelah to have a run in a rep team.
Could you imagine a side like that? Wow!
Well, now these young guys have that
exact chance. | can’t wait.

We’re going to see some amazing
football. Our people are going to learn how
to prepare their teams more professionally
and this will make a difference.

| wrote earlier in a previous column how
some teams could shape up for something
like this, as NSW regional teams, and how
strong they could be, and now we can
finally get a chance to see which regions
produce the best footballers. Bring on
Tribal League.

“l watched a lot of footage of my uncle Pete
when | was growing up so I'd have to say he was
the player | looked up to the most when | was
younger,” Matera said post-match.

“It always means a lot to celebrate a week like
this and to have the Aboriginal culture celebrated.
It means a lot to wear these jumpers for our
people too and it is something | always look
forward to.”

Matera enjoyed his best WAFL season of his
career.

He started out at Souths but ventured to
Subiaco for more opportunities. Injuries early on
meant that that took time but in 2020 he had
played every game for the Lions’ league side and
became an important player. This season,
however, is the first since 2013 in which the
league side, premiers in 2018 and 2019, have
missed out on the finals.

Subiaco will have been left
disappointed after having claimed the
minor premiership but not the
premiership that mattered. Still, they can
look no further than Tiah Haynes for
inspiration. The former No 1 AFLW draft
made a tremendous return to football
after a horror run with knee and
shoulder injuries.

Many AFL players have indicated that
they would like to take a holiday soon after
their respective seasons ends, either
where they’re at or to travel to another
state or territory. That isn’t going down too
well with a lot of people outside the AFL-
player bubble.

The view is is that these players should
return to where they actually live during
the football season (where all the 18
teams are from — Victoria, NSW,
Queensland, South Australia and Western
Australia) and abide by their state’s
current COVID-related city and/or regional
movement restrictions. Many millions of
families in these states have not been
able to see their loveds ones, well or
unwell, for many months and as someone
who was personally declined a state
border cross to see an unwell family
member, | can see this point of view.

This conversation is certainly becoming
louder as we near the end of the season.
There is this thought that the players’
needs have been accommodated enough
and that when their season ends so too
should their travel exemptions. | just hope
that whatever happens that this doesn’t
get ugly and ruins what has been an
amazing season-long accomplishment.

THE NRL and AFL have
offered contrasting
approaches to address the
lack of Indigenous former

players as coaches within

their respective industries.

The two dominant Australian football
codes enjoy an annual near 25% Aboriginal
and Torres Strait Islander player
representation — yet, combined, the
numbers of Indigenous coaches sits at a
paltry 2% across the combined 34
professional football clubs, none of whom
hold senior roles.

Responding to specific questions put to
both organisations by Koori Mail Sport, the
AFL has laid out specific plans to increase
those numbers by building on an
Indigenous-specific coaching forum and

initiating a subsidy scheme for all its clubs.
It has not ruled out implementing its own
version of the NFL's Rooney rule. The
NRL, however, seemingly does not have
any formalised plans to be proactive within
this space, despite the league also
enjoying a significant Pasifika player
representation that is significantly greater
than that of the AFL.

The AFL earlier this year hosted 22
Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander
community coaches from each state and
territory at its first Level 2 Coaching forum;
a start, said Tanya Hosch, general
manager of inclusion and social policy at
the AFL.

“We feel more work needs to be done to
ensure greater representation among our
coaching ranks and we will continue to
explore strategies that will create further
opportunities,” she said.

Foothall’s mixed response

“Also, in response to some of the many
challenges we are facing due to COVID,
we have initiated a subsidy scheme for
clubs to keep and grow Aboriginal and/or
Torres Strait Islander representation into
football departments which we hope will
assist with the pathway strategies we'’re
planning and testing.”

The Rooney rule in American football is
a mandate whereby each of the 32 NFL
franchises must interview a Black prospect
for the role of head coach. The NFL has
had 14 Black head coaches since that
rule’s implementation in 2003.

“The Rooney rule as an idea has been
discussed over several years at many
levels of our game,” Hosch said.

“The key to ensure success with a rule
such as this is the process of identification
and the interviews need to be genuine and
thorough.

“The Rooney rule and other proactive
strategies are all on the table.”

In its response, the NRL said the
following:

“An NRL spokesperson welcomed the
opportunity for more Indigenous coaching
staff to be involved at senior levels of the
game. Rugby league is fortunate to include
many Indigenous participants as part of our
game.

“Naturally, some may wish to pursue a
coaching career and we would encourage
them to do so.

“The game prides itself on equal
opportunity and with a growing number of
Indigenous participants, there is no doubt
that we will see more senior Indigenous
coaches involved as opportunities present
themselves.

“There is no plan for rules or quotas to
be put in place to select coaches.”

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Christian, CA
call out racist

CRICKET Australia has
called out a racist social-
media attack on Dan
Christian which came in

response to the Indigenous

all-rounder opening up about
casual racism in his sport.

Christian, a proud Wiradjuri man who
represented Australia in 35 limited-overs
games and captained an Aboriginal XI,
detailed his experiences in the first episode
of CA’s new series Cricket Connecting
Country, produced partly in an attempt to
help address past instances of racism in
the sport.

Christian recalled how he’d been the
subject of throwaway lines and jokes about
“the colour of my skin and the fact that |
don’t look Aboriginal or whatever that
means”.

Administrators at the governing body
were disgusted that one user on Twitter,
whose identity is now being investigated,
responded to the session by questioning
Christian’s Aboriginality.

“It's just something that comes with a
lack of education and an ignorance. | don’t
think a lot of people say it with any kind of
malice,” Christian said in the first episode.

“When all the Black Lives Matter stuff
came out in the last couple of months one
of the things | related to the most was
Meyne Wyatt’s monologue on QandA.

“He talks about being asked that
question and his comment back to whoever
asked it was, ‘Well what part (Aboriginal)
am 1? Is it my foot? Is it my arm? Is it my
leg?’

“I've received a lot of messages over the
past few months from people I've played
with and against that have said, ‘Sorry if
I’'ve ever said anything to you that you’ve
been offended by.’

How Cathy’s
win mattered
then and now

ATHY Freeman’s
historic gold
medal triumph at

the 2000 Sydney
Olympics has
transcended sport to
become one of this
country’s defining
moments, and one of the
last great national
celebrations that unified =
a country for a fleeting
moment in time.

The then 27-year-old
took an entire nation
with her as she powered toward the finish
line in the 400m final to win gold in front of
a capacity Homebush Stadium thunderous
and deafening in its love and support while
billions across the world watched the
happy commotion on their TVs.

The memory is still pretty clear to me.
This bloke was living in Derby, a small
town in the Kimberleys. The sun was still
up, but was about to make its way toward
the endless marsh horizon that surrounds
the place when our girl and | don’t care to
remember who else took their places at the
starting blocks. What followed was 49.11
seconds of breathless anticipation. *Bang*
Offl A clean start. The murmur of the crowd
rises. We’re turning those corners with
Cathy and straightening up when she
does, and our girl is gliding. The cameras
give us a look to show where the others
are so that was nice. She keeps the pace
because she can and when the home
straight straightens up she gives a kick and
takes the lead. The crowd is going nuts
now. It’s your time, Cathy. Can she keep
this lead? We hope so. 50 metres. Wait,
where are the others? Behind. Good. 40
metres. It’s in sight. 30. She can't lose this
now. 20. Oh my... 10, 5... Yeeaaaah! The
Black lady in the Aussie Phantom suit hits
the finish line before anyone else and there
is pandemonium in the stands and utter
relief on the track. You did it, Cathy. Just
amazing. Like the giddy fanboi that | was,
my immediate reaction was to jump up off
the couch, sidestep my 2-year-old, run
outside to my car and beep the horn for a
solid minute like | was trying to do road-
rage. Absolute scenes at 3 Panton Street.

I loved what Cathy did and how; her
rise from a small Queensland town to the
top of the world in her discipline; against all
the odds chucked her way. Catherine the
Great. Olympic gold medallist. Forever.
One day maybe | can tell her this in person
— my other son, born two years later, has
her surname as a middle name.

It's been said that the Sydney Games
reinvigorated the Olympic movement, that
at previous host cities that warmth and
togetherness was lacking, whereas
Sydney was defined by those attributes.
Cathy’s win was a moment in time that tied
all that together.

Back to Derby and the Worrorra people,
who mostly live at Mowanjum community
10km out of town, had their own Olympic
moment when, during the opening
ceremony, the gigantic and majestic
Wandjina spirit Namaralie appeared, made
for the Games by custodian Donny
Woollagoodja from Mowanjum. That, too,
was a proud moment for our countrymen
there. And so began an unforgettable two
weeks.

A NEW Indigenous rugby
league competition, touted
as national, will kick-off in
November for a three-week
round-robin series with men’s

Championships, also known as Tribal
League, is the brainchild of Matt Rose, who
heads up No Limit Management which has
a stable of Indigenous professional rugby
league players on its books.

While organisers were at pains to point
out that the event is not a Koori Knockout
replacement, it will nevertheless fill the void

League Knockout
Carnival that was
to be held in
Nowra on the
NSW south coast
next month.

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The night that
belonged to
Cathy Freeman

TWENTY years ago this
week, Cathy Freeman ran
the fastest time and finished
first in the 400m final at the
2000 Sydney Olympic

Games to win gold and
cement her achievements and herself as
an Aboriginal and Australian sporting icon.

Freeman, then 27, was at the peak of
her powers. She had been building toward
this very moment, particularly when she
won gold at the 1999 |IAAF world
championships in Seville after taking all of
1998 off to recover from recurring injury.

Freeman’s win in Sydney would have
an everlasting impact beyond the Games.
Several current Olympians and national
team representatives have often cited her
gold-medal triumph as the point in which
they decided to represent Australia at the
Games either as individuals or with a
national team.

The win also was the high point for the
host nation in what was the first Games of
the 21st century, and the third for the
Olympic movement of the modern era.
Australia would win a record 58 medals
overall, a national record which still stands,
eclipsing the 41 medals won at Atlanta four
years prior. Freeman’s gold came at the
mid-point of the two-week event, on
September 25, 2000, which was a Monday
night.

Alice Springs to host first midnight marathon

A CENTRAL desert full moon
will guide runners from the
Indigenous Marathon
Project (IMP) as plans for a
milestone event in the heart
of the country begin to take
shape.

Coach at the IMP Adrian Dodson-Shaw
last week revealed that a midnight arathon
in Alice Springs, where it all began 10
years ago, is in the early stages of

planning. Ordinarily, graduate runners of
the IMP would now be in the early stages
of planning to fly to the other side of the
world for the annual New York City
Marathon for its traditional first Sunday in
November start.

But the ongoing COVID pandemic
means organisers had to pull out the
various contingencies up their sleeves, one
of which was to honour the place where the
IMP got its start while keeping to the NYC
Marathon timeline and avoiding the harsh
desert summer sun.

“With no New York marathon (this year)
we plan to bring our runners to Alice
Springs for a midnight marathon,” Dodson-
Shaw told ABC Alice Springs morning
radio.

“We’re just chucking around ideas. It's
10 years since we started and Alice
Springs has been at the heart of the IMP
and where it’s all come from, and because
of COVID and everything we'’ve had to
come up with other plans and ideas so we
think it will be pretty special to come back
and celebrate that here.

“It’s going to be pretty hot here at that
time of the year, though, so we thought we
could start earlier before the sun rose,
4.30-5am, but then | thought, ‘Well,
where’s the moon at?’ and | had a look and
there’s actually a full moon on (Sunday) the
first (of November) so that worked out
really well. So we’re in the middle of
planning for that.”

The final route for the Alice Springs
marathon is still being worked on.
