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Dam agenda threatens burial sites

WHEN Bundjalung
Elder Uncle
Mickey Ryan was
a boy, he'd go
with his grandma
to the burial sites at
Dunoon in the Northern Rivers.

He and the other children
weren't allowed to go to the
stone cairns where Aboriginal
people lay buried. That was what
Grandma did. The children
waited and played nearby trying
to spot koalas in the tall trees.

Rous County Council have
discussed a dam as part of their
future water strategy in the very
spot where the burial cairns
stand. The dam as a future water
solution has been a politically
divisive issue from the start.

For Uncle Mickey though, it's
deeply personal.

He said he feels like crying
when he thinks about the plan to
flood the area for a dam.

He can’t bear the thought of
disturbing such a place of rest.

“People are buried there, on
their home. To remove them is
outrageous,” he said of plans to
relocate the stones marking the
burial sites. “Some of the sites
are from the 1900s.”

Uncle Mickey learnt a lot from
his grandmother.

“My gran used to say, ‘How
do you keep something sacred?’

“I don’'t know Gran,” Mickey
would say.

“Leave it alone,” Gran said.”

Uncle Mickey wants Rous
County Council and supporters
of the dam to “leave it alone”.

The Widjabul Wia-bul people
have been fighting the dam issue
for years. The option of a dam as
a future water source has been
on the table, off the table and,
after State Government
intervention last year, it was back
on the table. A CSIRO team is
currently investigating water
security solutions in the region.

In 2020, the custodians of the
Widjabul Wia-bul lands of the
Bundjalung Nation put out a
statement that was sent to Rous.

Here is part of that statement:

“The area to be affected by
the proposed Dunoon Dam is
significant to us, to our people.

“This land holds our
relationship with our living
heritage and culture.

“The suggestion to drown our
sites to protect them (as stated in
the 2013 Cultural Heritage
Impact Assessment) is deeply
offensive to us.

“The valley to be drowned by
the dam at the end of Fraser Rd
is the site where we moved to
after we were dispossessed just
over 100 years ago.

“It is an important part of our
survival journey.”

Rous Future Water Planning
manager Michael McKenzie said
Dunoon Dam was currently not
an option. That could change
though when the new councillors
from Lismore, Ballina, Richmond
Valley and Byron Shire meet in
late February. It is believed that
six out of the eight councillors on
the Rous committee are pro-
dam.

For Mr McKenzie, the future
water strategy is about the
region having water security well
into the future. The predicted

art put at risk

population increase and the
effects of climate change will hit
the region in 2024, he said.

“Our current strategy from
July last year remains in effect,”
he said.

One activity underway is the
investigation of a new bore for
groundwater at Alstonville. The
bore is looking at water quality in
the Clarence Moreton Basin.

Mr McKenzie didn’t have an
answer on the burial sites that
mean so much to Uncle Mickey
and the Widjabul Wai-bul people.

“We will start a consultation
with Elders about their

expectations and wishes,” Mr
McKenzie said.

The 2013 Cultural Heritage
Impact Statement is available to
read at the Rous website. Some
of the report was redacted to
protect cultural sensitivities.

Itis clear the Rocky Creek
Dam which currently supplies
four local government areas is
not enough.

It was constructed in the
1950s and served us well for
many years, Mr McKenzie said.

“But by 2024, we will need
more water.”

Rous is exploring
groundwater and recycled water
as future water supply options.

While water security is
essential, other solutions need to
be considered to meet that
security that do not impinge on
the deep cultural history and
geography of the ‘sub tropical
rainforest growing on sandstone’
in the area proposed for the
Dunoon Dam.

Nan Nicholson from protest
group Water Northern Rivers
said the proposed site was a
“living heritage”.

“Our grave sites are only
hundreds of years old. These are
thousands of years old,” Ms
Nicholson said. “This is real. You
can't ignore the Widjabul Wia-bul
aspect. Don't let it get pushed
under the carpet.”

Rous councillors have
previously stated they will hold
off selling the proposed Dunoon
Dam land until 2025.

The debate on water options
will continue and the on-again
off-again approach to the
proposed Dunoon Dam offers no
certainty to those who care the
most — the Widjabul Wia-bul
people.

SPECTACULAR
rock art could be at
stake as
governments and
industry join forces

to get a massive urea
plant up and running,
traditional owners say.

The Federal Government has
committed $255 million for port
and water infrastructure to support
a $4.3 billion urea plant project
operated by Perth-based
Perdaman.

The project could help end
Australia's dependence on
imported fertiliser, which has
become more critical since China
placed export curbs on urea, a
major fertiliser ingredient, and
sparked a global price rise that

has eaten into farmers’ budgets.

But traditional owners on the
Burrup Peninsula — known as
Murujuga — say the area is
already facing significant
destruction of the 40,000 year-old
rock art through pollution, acid gas
and acid rain from existing heavy
industry.

“Our rock art, our plants, our
animals and our health are at risk
because of air pollution on the
Burrup, and Perdaman want to
make it worse,” Kuruma
Marduthunera custodian Josie
Alec said.

The plant, located 20 km
northwest of Karratha, will convert
gas into approximately two million
tonnes of urea per year —
equivalent to the total annual

demand for urea across Australia.

The project has state and
federal government goodwill as a
new multi-billion dollar industry
that can do more than simply
export raw commodities.

“The Perdaman Urea Plant is
considered transformational for
Western Australia, having been
awarded Major Project Status by
both the Australian and Western
Australian governments,” federal
Minister for Agriculture David
Littleproud said.

The infrastructure facility is
made up of two separate federal
loans.

Some $160 million will go to
the Pilbara Ports Authority for a
new multi-user wharf and facilities
at the Port of Dampier to support
exports.

The Western Australia Water
Corporation will get $95 million for
the expansion of the Burrup
seawater supply and brine
disposal scheme that will also

service the operation of the

Perdaman Urea Plant.
Traditional owners

fear pollution from the new

government-backed plant will

greatly accelerate the degradation
of the rock surface, ultimately
destroying the rock art for good.
Conservationist Maggie Wood
said there had been much talk of
“lessons learned” after Rio Tinto
destroyed rock shelters of
exceptional significance at Juukan
Gorge in the Pilbara in 2020.
“Pollution from heavy industry
on the Burrup is actively
degrading globally significant
Aboriginal heritage. That is an
irrefutable fact and this proposal
will only make the situation
worse,” she said. — with AAP

THE Aboriginal flag
is finally ‘free’ in

what has been a

massive week of

recognition.

Not only has the flag
been freed for public use, there are
plans for the flag to permanently fly
from the Sydney Harbour Bridge.

The Aboriginal flag was
designed by artist Harold Thomas
and was copyrighted by the artist,
restricting its production to a non-
Indigenous company, WAM
Clothing. After the Federal
Government agreed to pay a $20
million copyright transfer deal,
anyone can now use the flag.

Members of the Indigenous
community and advocates
welcomed the historic deal to take
ownership of the flag's copyright,
following long-running controversy
over its use.

Furore erupted in 2019 when
several Indigenous groups were
sent cease-and-desist warnings for
their use of the flag in an alleged
breach of copyright.

Founder of Free the Flag and
Clothing the Gaps chief executive
Laura Thompson said she was “so
happy the Aboriginal flag was back
in the public domain where it
should be”.

“Everyone can use the
Aboriginal flag without worrying
they have breached copyright and
without fear of that, without
payment and without having to ask
permission,” she said.

This was good news for sporting
codes who could now fly the flag
without concern.

Three years ago, Ms Thompson
also received a cease-and-desist
letter after printing t-shirts bearing
the flag.

Solidarity

Koori Mail editor Rudi Maxwell
said the flag, intended as a symbol
of solidarity and protest, could now
go back to common ownership.

Carroll and Richardson
Flagworld in Victoria will remain the
exclusive licensed manufacturer
and provider of Aboriginal flags and
bunting.

But Flagworld won't restrict
individuals from making their own
flag for personal use.

As part of the deal, the
Commonwealth will put all future
royalties received from Flagworld’s
sales of the flag towards the work
of NAIDOC.

Indigenous Australians minister
Ken Wyatt said the ownership
change was profoundly important
to all Australians.

“Over the last 50 years we

made Harold Thomas's artwork our
own. We marched under the
Aboriginal flag, stood behind it, and
flew it high as a point of pride,” he
said.

“In reaching this agreement to
resolve the copyright issues, all

Aboriginal flag finally freed
from copyright restrictions
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Australians can freely display and
use the flag to celebrate
Indigenous culture.”

There are plans too, for an
annual scholarship to honour Mr
Thomas that will be offered to
Indigenous students.

The plan for the Aboriginal flag
to fly as a permanent fixture on the
Sydney Harbour Bridge is
something Premier Dominic
Perrottet wants to see happen
sooner rather than later.

The Premier said the first advice
he’d received on the reconciliation
gesture was that it would take two
years to make good, something he
felt was excessive considering the

Marchers call for justice

THOUSANDS gathered in
central Sydney waving
flags and carrying
placards calling for
justice for Aboriginal

deaths in custody as part

of nationwide Invasion Day
protests.

Led by Aboriginal activists, the mostly
masked crowd boisterously shouted
“Always was, always will be Aboriginal
land” as they marched from Town Hall to
Victoria Park.

“We feel proud today yet sad in
knowing why we have to stand here.
Why do we have to promote our
invasion to make sure Australia sees
us?” said master of ceremonies
Elizabeth Jarrett, a Dunghutti-
Bundjalung activist.

She listed a litany of ongoing
grievances held by Australia's
Indigenous population — representing
nearly 3.5% of the country's population
— including most prominently deaths in
custody.

In the 30 years since the royal
commission there have been about 500
Indigenous deaths in custody, with the
majority of them in jails.

“We want to make sure our murders
stop, the raping of our women, the
stealing of our children ... and the
desecration of our culture,” Ms Jarrett
said.

But for Gamilaraay woman Helen
Russell, she does not see much hope in
serious political reforms to remedy “the
pain” of Aboriginal Australians.

Wearing a red shirt emblazoned with
pictures of her two dead sons, she
squarely blamed Australia's police and
prisons for targeting Aboriginal men.

“My two sons were killed by the
system,” she said.

Last year one of her sons Stanley
Russell, 45, was shot dead by police at
his Seven Hills home in western Sydney,
while her other son Edward Russell died
in Long Bay Prison in 1999 aged 25.

“I just cry and cry and keep on crying
because we have never gotten justice. |
don’t think we ever will,” Ms Russell
said.

With demonstrations and marches
held in most major cities, a new poll
found nearly 60% of respondents
backed either changing the date, or
keeping the day but establishing a
separate day to recognise Indigenous Proud Dunghutti, Gumbaynggirr, Bundjalung woman Lizzy Paul Silva, a nephew of David Dungay Jnr, who died while in
people.

‘They Iit a torch and
the people followed’

“Whose land is it?”
“It's our land!”

“What do we want?”
“Land rights!”

“When do we want it?”
“Now!”

“What do we want?”
“Land rights!”

“What have we got?”
“Fr*k alll”

AS the familiar
chants sang out
loudly and
proudly on the
march to the Tent

Embassy to
celebrate 50 years of
solidarity and protest, many of
the marchers wondered, “How
far have we come?”

The creation story of the Tent
Embassy begins in the Aboriginal
activist heart of Redfern in the
early 1970s.

In early 1972, four Aboriginal
men, Peter Coorey, Bertie
Williams, Michael Anderson and
Billy Craigie, saddened and
angered by Prime Minister Billy
McMahon'’s refusal to recognise
land rights, drove from Redfern
to Canberra.

On January 26, 1972, they
set up camp underneath a beach
umbrella on the pristine lawns
opposite Parliament House, with
placards calling for justice and
land rights.

In the 50 years since their
landmark action, three of those
men have died. Only Ghillar,
Michael Anderson, was able to
join the 50-year celebration on
January 26, 2022.

“When we put that Embassy
up there it was raining,” he said.
“We made sure we put the

beach umbrella up at night
because we thought if we put it
up in daylight the police might
have some objection.”

And, in the morning, sure
enough, the four young men
sitting on the ground under that
beach umbrella had a visit from
some police officers, who asked
them what they were doing.

“We said, ‘We’re here to
protest,” Ghillar recalled.

“And he said, ‘Well, how long
are you going to be here?’

“Billy, who was always quick
with a comeback, looked up at
him and said, ‘Until we get land
rights.’

“And the policeman said,
‘That might be a long time.’

“So here we are 50 years on
and, to use a phrase by Gary
Foley, native title is not land
rights.”

Ghillar said the Tent Embassy
had made an important
contribution to an important
cause.

“People ask what do we think
the Embassy achieved and the
answer is a damn lot,” he said.

“It put us on the international

stage and also put us right in
front of white Australia.

“And not only that, we also
sent out the message with that
Embassy to that lady who still
lives in Buckingham Palace: ‘You
still have title for this land under
your sovereignty and we're
saying ‘piss off’.”

Jason Williams, Bertie
Williams’ son, told the Koori Mail
that it was a day of mixed
emotion.

“I'm very proud of the stance
that he and the other three
leaders took, what that
represented and the fight for land
rights,” he said.

“I'm proud to be here today,
representing the family.

“There were many many
battles along the way, this just
being one of them, like the 1938
day of mourning, and the walk-
offs, like Cummeragunja, the

Gurindji mob walking off, but it
was a great stand.

“They stood on the shoulders
of those who went before them,
but it was a voice that was
needed.

“The day that it occurred was
a significant day for many
reasons — most of them being
negative ones.

“Obviously, it was a day that
had an impact on many
Aboriginal and Torres Strait
Islander lives, because they
showed up.

“They lit a torch and the
people followed. As you can see
by the numbers today.

“People are still fighting for
the same cause.

“It was a proud moment, but
it's a disappointing moment too.

“After 50 years we're still
here, having the same
dialogues.”

Darkingjung Local Aboriginal
Land Council took a busload of
people from the NSW Central
Land Council to Canberra.

“The Tent Embassy started
with the call for land rights in
NSW,” Darkinjung LALC chief
executive Brendon Moyle said.

“While it's become a national
icon, its heart and soul lies in the
fight for land rights, cultural rights
and identity.

“So it's important for us to
remember the legacy of those
who came before us 50 years
ago to start the Tent Embassy.

“For us, it's an important
gesture to be able to
commemorate that.”

Gandangara LALC also sent
a delegation, including chief
executive Melissa Williams.

“This is the 50th anniversary
of a very very important struggle
for Aboriginal self-determination

and rights,” she said.

“Many of our ancestors and
the mobs here have banded
together to get equality in this
country and we still don't have it
— and that’s what we're fighting
for.”

Aboriginal bikers from around
the country rode to Canberra for
the occasion, including Billy T
and Paul Brandy.

“I came here today because
when | was 15, | was here,” Paul
said. “My uncle Cecil Patten
brought me here from Redfern.”

Like any community in this
country called ‘Australia’, at
certain flashpoints in its 50
years, the Tent Embassy has
weathered problems. Much like
at the Old Parliament House
across the road and the new
Parliament House around the
corner, there have been stories
of lateral violence, physical
violence, financial dishonesty,
drug abuse and even sexual
assault.

And, of course, the numerous
occasions of state-sanctioned
violence when police raided the
Tent Embassy, arresting people
and tearing parts of it down. The
Liberal Governments of Billy
McMahon in 1972 and John
Howard in the 1990s and early
2000s both ordered multiple
police raids on the Embassy.

But on the day marking 50
years since its establishment,
many of those at the Tent
Embassy were calling for
healing.

“I've stood here many times
over the years and shouted
words in anger and in pain and
frustration,” Aunty Jenny Munro
said.

“But also, I've been healed
here many times.

“Just to sit under the trees
here at night, feed the possums,
watch the stars and watch the
storms go around this crazy little
valley called Canberra.

“It's magic.

“And it gives me a deep
peace, knowing that | sit here on
part of my mother’s Country too.
We are matrilineal peoples. She
sings her song and it resonates
for me.”

For the last surviving founder
of the Tent Embassy, the
overarching message he wants
to share is one of hope.

“The Embassy started this
fight, but I look around at the
next generation and | see these
young people and | see the fire
in their bellies and | think things
are in good hands,” he said.

“So if people are starting to
ask what's the next stage for the
Embassy, | simply say this:

“Ask the young ones.
Because it's their turn, their
leadership and they will make
the call from here on in.”

A ceremony, speakers and singers were
part of the event live-streamed to Facebook
from returned Aboriginal land Piyura Kitina
(Risdon Cove) — the site of the 1804
massacre of dozens of Aboriginal women,
men and children at the hands of the British.

“January 26 is significant in our nation’s
history,” said the first speaker of the day,
Daisy Allan Maynard from the Tasmanian
Aboriginal Centre (TAC).

“It marks the day that Aboriginal lives
were changed forever. British invasion and
subsequent colonisation resulted in the
complete destruction of Aboriginal society.
Our lands were stolen by force and
deception, our people massacred at the
hands of the white people who committed
human rights atrocities of the worst kind and
attempted genocide.

“As we acknowledge and reflect on this
together, celebration is not an appropriate
response. It's extremely offensive and it's
racist,” she said.

that it has a civilised and caring community.

“If that is so then why do they continue to
disrespect and not listen to the Aboriginal
community of this land.”

He challenged the non-Aboriginal
community to revisit their ideas of
colonisation and invasion.

“I betcha, that all of them will have
trouble in explaining how Australia gained
sovereign power over this country, how
Australia gained sovereign power over this
community and how Australia dares to keep
that community under boot.”

Veteran activist, lawyer and author

Michael Mansell said he would love to see a
competition to find at an alternative date for
everyone in Australia to celebrate.

Other speakers were outgoing Australian
of the Year Grace Tame, former supreme
court judge and friend of the Tasmanian
Aboriginal people Pierre Slicer, palawa kani
language worker Rosetta Thomas, Unions
Tasmania secretary Jess Munday, pakana
artist and activist Kartanya Maynard,
Anglican archbishop Dr Richard Condie,
and several youth and younger children
who sent video messages. Cheryl Mundy
and Dewayne Everettsmith performed

powerful songs of reflection and resistance.

Condie and Munday called on
Australians to observe and lament the true
history of Australia on January 26, not
celebrate, and go to work.

Most Aboriginal organisations in
Lutruwita have never recognised January
26 as a public holiday and still go to work. A
few non-Aboriginal run workplaces are
joining them and the numbers are growing.
State government employees are forced to
have a public holiday.

The online event concluded with the rally
cry ‘Australia Day is not okay; we won't

celebrate Invasion Day!

While the virtual rally may have lacked
the atmosphere and adrenaline of 1000s of
people joining together in the streets, it
made it up in truth-telling, reflection and
reach. Facebook analytics showed that
during the live-stream, while the majority of
the audience were in Australia, people from
USA, India, Phillipines and Canada also
tuned in.

The virtual rally has been viewed over
11,000 times and is still available on the
TAC'’s facebook page. There is also a link
on the home page of their website.

PETER Turley, the publican
of the Commercial Hotel in
Hamilton, Victoria,
decided some years ago
to not open his pub on
January 26, out of respect
for the local Indigenous population.

Three years ago, he reversed that
decision with a twist — he would invite
Country musician and Gunditjamara/
Boandik man Johnny Lovett to hold an
alternative day to the usual Australia Day
celebrations held at other venues.

“We are very thankful to Peter Turley
who made a decision to put respect above
profit, on a day which is considered a day

of sadness and mourning for many
Aboriginal people across this country,”
Johnny Lovett said.

Johnny Lovett is a well-respected
Indigenous Elder who has fought hard for
the recognition of his father and uncles
who served their country in World War 1
and World War 2, who, upon their return,
were not entitled to the same privileges as
other Anzacs, because they were not
considered citizens at that time.

They were also the only four black (or
white) men to serve the British Empire in
both wars.

This year’s event was entitled, A Day of
Reflection.

The guest speaker for the day was
retired Federal Court Judge/Aboriginal

Land Commissioner Mr Peter Grey AM.

“| respect the Elders past and present
and those who will become Elders. They
are the people with the secret of the
proper relationship between people and
Country in this land, and, as | now know,
they are willing to share with us.

Johnny Day joined the band.

“Alot of houses over on Palm are in lockdown, so

Aboriginal names
to reclaim ‘place’

FOUR spiritual
sites that
make up the
creation story
on the far

south coast of

NSW will soon
have dual names to respect
the ongoing Aboriginal
connection to Country.

NSW National Parks and
Wildlife Service’s (NPWS)
Kane Weeks said the dual
names will sit alongside the
existing names and were put
forward by the Gulaga and
Biamanga joint management
boards.

Following a public
consultation and
consideration of all
submissions received, the
Geographical Names Board
has officially assigned the
dual names of:

Gulaga for Mount
Dromedary,

Biamanga for Mumbulla
Mountain, Barunguba for
Montague Island and
Najanuka for Little
Dromedary Mountain.

“Dual naming these
places not only helps to
preserve Aboriginal
language, but also
acknowledges continuous
connection to these cultural
sites,” Mr Weeks said.

“Names convey the
significance, sense of history
and identity of a place and
NPWS will continue to look
for opportunities to restore
Aboriginal place names.”

Biamanga National Park
board of management chair
Bunja Smith said dual
naming is one way to share
culture with the broader
community.

“We are trying to elevate
the status of these places
by naming them with their

first name, not their last

name,” Mr Smith said.
Gulaga National Park
board of management chair
Roslyn Field said that these
spiritual places should be
known by their Yuin name.
“Gulaga, mother
mountain, has two sons, the

eldest is Barunguba, also
known as Montague Island,”
she said.

“Najanuka, known as
Little Dromedary, is her
second son, but he wasn'’t
allowed to leave far from
home like his older brother.

“Gulaga from way up the
top can always see her sons
in the distance, and now the
whole community will know
them and call them by their
real names.”

Both names have equal
status and are considered
official names. Signs, maps
and directories will feature
both names and NPWS will
update signage on park.

Ms Field said that the
changed signage will reflect
the continued importance of
the Dhurga language, history
and traditions to First Nations
custodians.

Gazettal of these dual
names is separate to the
process to rename Ben Boyd
National Park.

PREMINGHANA
honey cannot be
exchanged for
money. Rather it

is a gift and plenty

of learning for the
rangers cum hobby beekeepers.

Preminghana, 525 hectares
of coastal land in the north-west
of Tasmania, was returned to the
Aboriginal community in 1995. It
is home to traditional resources,
important rock art and other
heritage and threatened species,
and is protected for its
biodiversity and cared for by the
Pakana Rangers through a
roster of live-in caretakers.

Last winter rangers Brendan
Lowery and Victor Ralph set up
three hives in the area housing
an estimated 50,000 to 80,000
bees which are producing top
quality honey.

“We were inspired to give
something back to the
(Aboriginal) community and off
our own land,” said North West
ranger supervisor and
Preminghana caretaker Brendan
Lowery.

“Nothing better than having
Preminghana honey, even
sounds great.”

He explained that native bees
were not an option for hives as
they produce so little honey and
taking it can deplete their winter
food stockpile and destroy their
hive.

“The numbers of (honey)
bees we're doing to the amount
of hectares of land and amount
of flowers is not a great impact.
Commercial guys have 50 or
100 hives and they come and
dump it on a spot like this and it
just depletes everything.

“The thing is there are
European bees here everywhere
anyway.

“We're looking at no more
than ten hives here.”

He said too large a number of
introduced bees can deplete the
nectar for the native bees and
other native insects that rely on
it.

“I'm a keen gardener and I've
been studying about biodiversity
and pollinators in my own back
yard.”

Brendan started with two
hives in his own back yard two
years ago and thanks to a
chance meeting at a roadside
produce stall, Brendan is now
being mentored by Chris May
from ‘Bonnie Bounty’, a small-
scale family run farm in the
region, who have also donated
beekeeping gear and equipment
for Preminghana.

“You can't just go and get a
beehive and bang it there;
you've got to really understand
it. They're quite complex,”
explained Brendan.

“It's really important to know
what you're doing, how to control

a swarm. They will go into the
cracks of the trees, and that's
another threat because they take
homes from our native birds. So,
potentially, if you don’t know how
to control the swarm, you are
putting native birds at risk.”

Brendan and Victor have
been learning about brood
patterns, keeping track of the
age of the queen bees to ‘swap
her out’, importing bees with
different genetics for a stronger
hive, having perfect space
between frames, the best
foundations for the thickness of
the honey, splitting hives and

catching swarms to increase
numbers, and angry old bees.
“After three or four years the
bees get really dark, they
change their colour and then
they start getting aggressive.
“That’'s when you need to get
in a nicer queen and she’ll lay
nicer babies. She gets old and
grumpy or something and they
just start copying their mother.
“l dunno what the go is.
“They get a bit funny, so
you've got to re-queen them so
they’ve got a nicer personality.
“It increases their honey
production as well.

Beekeeper Brendan Lowery admires the raw, sweet, natural
product harvested from the Preminghana hives.

“There’s a fair bit to it.
“Hopefully by next year we
can start giving honey out to the

(Aboriginal) community.
Hopefully every single person
will get a jar.”

He hopes in time it will be a
small bucket rather than a small
jar.

“We don’t spend much time
on (the bees). Obviously, land
management is our main goal.
It's more a hobby. In summer we
knock off at four or five.”

That leaves them four or five
hours of daylight each evening.

The manuka (also known as

tea tree) nectar which the bees
collect and turn into honey

has medicinal properties. They
also collect from and pollinate
other native species like
kunigong (pigface) and coastal
currants.

Young Pakana ranger Kulia
Sculthorpe from Hobart, who
was at Preminghana when the
Koori Mail called in, kitted up in a
beekeeper’s suit and visited the
hives for the first time.

He is keen to learn, with the
aim of having a few hives on
returned Aboriginal land in
southern Tasmania.

Yawuru people take the
reins at Roebhuck Plains

YAWURU
traditional owners
will build on the
legacy of their
ancestors as they

forge a new era for

their people in taking
over the pastoral operations at
Roebuck Plains Station on
Gumaranganyjal near Broome.

Roebuck Plains Station and
Roebuck Export Depot were
handed back to Nyamba Buru
Yawuru (NBY) by the
Indigenous Land and Sea
Corporation (ILSC) in 2014, with
the ILSC managing the two
operations since then via a
lease agreement.

In 2006, the Yawuru people
were granted native title over
more than 530,000 hectares of
traditional Yawuru Country, the
land and waters in and around
Rubibi (the town of Broome),
including the cattle station and
depot.

During the ILSC’s
management of the station,
NBY has been engaged in
capacity development and
cultural and environmental
protection, including
management of the Indigenous
Protected Area (IPA).

NBY CEO Nini Mills said
taking over the station would
herald a new era for Yawuru
participation in the cattle and
pastoral industries in the
Kimberley.

“These industries were built
on the back of our old people’s
blood, sweat and tears, and for
us to now be in the position to
take control of the station is a
tribute to their legacy and their
sacrifice,” she said.

“We have been managing
our buru (country) for millennia,
it is part of us, and Roebuck has
always been of important
cultural significance for our
people.

“To have control of our land
will mean our cultural practices
and language will be kept alive
and can be handed down to our
young people on Country.

“We will balance the
operations and management of
the station with Yawuru cultural,
social and environmental
values, and we hope this will
create a blueprint for other
groups to follow in the future.

“Our young people will also
get training and employment
opportunities which will
recognise and value their innate
knowledge and understanding
of Country and foster their
connection to culture.

“We want our people to feel
empowered and we hope they
will feel immense pride that we
have created the opportunity to
build on the legacy that our old
people put in place.

“We are excited about
creating a sustainable future as
we continue to grow mabu liyan,
mabu buru and mabu

after completing a training program at the station.

ngarrungunil.” (good wellbeing,
healthy Country, strong
community/people).

Ms Mills said the training
opportunities would follow the
current successful training
model which had seen 160

people graduate the program
since 2008.

The operations of the station
were handed over to NBY on
February 1, while the two
organisations will continue to
work together to transfer

operations of the export depot in
the future.

As part of the transfer of
management of the station,
NBY will purchase 15,000 head
of cattle from the ILSC.

ILSC Group CEO Joe

Morrison said the transition of
operations was a significant
step forward for the traditional
owners, and for the ILSC.

“The ILSC and NBY have
worked hand in hand over the
past six years to ensure
Roebuck is a viable business,
and we are proud to have
supported the traditional owners
as they prepared to take over
running the station,” he said.

“This also represents a step
forward for the ILSC, which is
transitioning out of operating
agribusinesses to instead
supporting traditional owners to
realise their aspirations for their
Country and their people.

“This decision enables the
ILSC to rebalance and focus on
its core purpose of returning
Country to Indigenous
Australians so that they enjoy
the rightful entitlements,
opportunities and benefits that
the ownership and management
of Country brings.

“It's a momentous occasion
for Yawuru and represents the
culmination of a long-term
relationship which has balanced
protection of Country, culture
and social enhancement with
the generation of economic
benefits.

“We are very proud to have
supported NBY and look forward
to watching their journey of self-
determination, which was so
strongly fought for by their
Elders, be carried forward by
future generations.”

An official ceremony to hand
over management will be held
around the middle of the year.

BORIGINAL leader,
Aoutstanding sportsman and

icon to people of all races
and religions, Vincent Gilbert
‘Vince’ Copley leaves a legacy of
communication and commitment.

His ancestral connections are
with the Ngadjuri, Narungga and
Ngarrindjeri Aboriginal nations.

He passed away in mid-
January at Goolwa, surrounded by
family, 85 years old.

Copley met Mohammad Ali,
Nelson Mandela and the Queen,
but was equally at home dining
with paupers, such was his
exceptional people skills.

Coupled with an outstanding
sports career as a player and an
administrator, with a quiet
demeanour, he set about dealing
with the injustices of the Aboriginal
people with a strong work ethic
and terrific communication skills.

Born at Wallaroo, on the upper
west coast of the Yorke Peninsula
to Kathleen and Keith Warrior,
Vince grew up in residential care.

He lost his father when he was
one and half years old and had his
last named changed in 1942,
when mum, Katie marred Allan
Copley.

At the age of 10, his mother
agreed for him to live at St Francis
Anglican Home in Port Adelaide,
where he met a number other
significant First Nations people
including Charles Perkins, Gordon
Briscoe and John Moriarty.

This St Francis brotherhood
would last a lifetime.

Sport was an important outlet
to assimilate in the 1950s, and
Vince excelled at football and later
at cricket.

In his mid-teens, Copley played
for Port Adelaide Colts, won the
best and fairest award in the
SANFL Senior Colts (Under 19s)
competition after stellar
performances in the 1953 season.

“Vince Copley, a 16-year-old
Indigenous footballer who resided
at the St Francis Boys Home (the
site of Glanville Hall), won the
1953 Tomkins Medal for the
(SANFL) ‘fairest and best player’
in the Senior Colts (Under 19s)
competition,” Port Adelaide
Football Club Historian Mark
Shephard explained.

“The Senior Colts won the
premiership, defeating North
Adelaide in the grand final by nine
points, 10.6 (66) to 8.9 (57).

“Copley was Port’s best player
in the premiership decider and
kicked four goals.”

The next season he moved
across to the small Southern

Yorke Peninsula farming hamlet at
Curramulka and was immediately
accepted into the community.

He dominated the football
landscape in the Southern Yorke
Peninsula (SYP) competition. He
played in eight premierships for
the local Curry Magpies, also was
a regular representative player in
the interleague games.

Teammates of the epoch have
compared Vince in style to East
Perth, Carlton and Glenelg
champion footballer Syd Jackson.

As a part of his tenure at the
SYP Magpies, Copley became the
first Indigenous coach to lead a
predominately white team,
enjoying stunning success.

He was captain-coach of the A
grade flag and also coached the
Curramulka B grade to a triumph
in 1958.

He also spent time at Fitzroy in
the VFL, living with Pastor Sir
Doug Nicholls in 1956, and in
1960 played six games with South
Adelaide — two Advertiser Cup
matches and four SANFL league
games.

He also was captain-coach of
Yorketown for a couple of seasons
later in the 1960s.

“He was a quicksilver
footballer, light on his feet and
outstanding all-round sportsman,”
Lifelong friend and teammate from
Yorke Pensinsula days Dave
Polkinghorne confirmed.

“Vince was also a noted high

quality ballroom dancer. A friend
down in Yorketown, Francis
South, said it was an honour to be
asked to dance by him.

“There are similarities to Eddie
Betts in his style as a footballer,
being agile and elusive.

“He always spoke fondly of
Curramulka and the people he
met and became friends with in
the community.

“Vince was a magnificent
orator — he could get the hair on
the back of your neck stand up
with his speeches.

“As a cricketer he was a
beautiful timer of the ball. He was
an aggressive batsman and also
handy with the ball.

“While he would have many
reasons to, there wasn't any
residual bitterness in him at all.”

Vince developed into an
accomplished player in Australia’s
summer passion of leather and
willow.

He played for Port Julia in the
Eastern Districts association.

Copley was noted as a hard-
hitting left-handed bat and a
handy bowler.

In 2000, his love of cricket saw
him elevated to chairman of the
National Indigenous Advisory
Committee where he’s organised
national and international cricket
programs.

He was also instrumental in
bringing about the 1988 tour of
England which commemorated

the first Aboriginal Australian team
of 1868.

His contribution is
acknowledged by the Vince
Copley Medal, an award that
recognises the ‘Most Outstanding
Cricketer’ at the annual Lord
Taverner’s SA Statewide
Indigenous Carnival.

Long-term SACA cricketer and
board member Andrew Sincock
called Vince Copley “an
extraordinary man” and said Vince
would introduce him as his
“brother”.

“We worked together in various
game development projects and
he gave a great account of
himself,” Sincock explained.

“He was a fabulous help,
always able to get his point across
in his quiet way, and was driven
by a passion for his people.”

He was a founding member of
the National Indigenous Cricket
Advisory Committee (NICAC) and
became co-chair of the
organisation.

“Vince never wasted his words.
He was great company and a key
member of NICAC,” former first-
class player and Cricket Australia
(CA) board member Trevor
Robertson said.

“He helped in Indigenous
player development, starting from
a totally blank canvas.”

At the South Australian Cricket
Association (SACA) he was on the
game development committees

and a consultant for Indigenous
cricket to CA.

“He was also respectful and
had a great ability to get people
on board,” Grant Wyman, formerly
from the SACA explained

“He was instrumental into
getting cricket into the APY Lands
communities, along with educating
us from a human perspective.

“Vince was instrumental in
getting the statewide (and
national) Aboriginal tournaments
started.

“He also had a happy
disposition and always looked at
the positives in any undertaking.

“A beautiful man, a quiet
achiever and his passing is a
huge loss on so many levels.

“The world is a better place for
Vince having beenin it.”

Vince was politically active
from the late 1960s. He was a
member of the Aborigines’
Progress Association, and
attended annual Federal Council
for the Advancement of Aborigines
and Torres Strait Islanders
(FCAATSI) conferences in
Canberra.

In the busy 1970s, Copley was
a founding member of the
Aboriginal Legal Service in
Adelaide and moved to Canberra,
being a project officer for
Aboriginal Affairs.

When the family moved to the
nation’s capital, Vince worked in
the Department of Aboriginal
Affairs and later with Charlie
Perkins in the Aboriginal
Development Commission.

He returned to SA and, until his
retirement in 1990, worked at
Aboriginal Affairs, local office.

Copley was the inaugural chair
of Tandanya, the National
Aboriginal Cultural Institute,
overseeing its incorporation and
the opening of the initial
exhibition.

Recognised for his long service
to the Indigenous Community in
2015, Copley was appointed as a
Member of Order of Australia
(AM).

As was his wish, Vince
Copley’s ashes were spread over
Curramulka Oval on Wednesday,
January 26, 2022.

Copley had a long and joyful
cross-race marriage with Brenda
(nee Thomas), parenting three
children: daughter Kara, along
with sons Vince Junior and
Darran.

Copley’s sister, Winnie
Branson, was also a noted
Indigenous activist.

This yarn | hold
close to my heart, this yarn is my
truth and my guidance and from
this reference point | see the
world. | also do not take such
knowledge for granted in knowing
that many of our people are not
able to write like this, speak like
this, understand like this,
communicate this yarn the way |
have so simply, because their
culture and law was taken from
them in the most brutal and violent
of circumstances and this has led
to dispossession and trauma over
generations.

That being said, there are
many of us mob who have
retained this yarn, and we for
many reasons do not often speak
of such things on such a public
forum, | know that for all the
Indigenous Knowledges courses

mean those of us who have
retained such knowledges are not
sharing, talking, running ceremony
outside of these institutions as a
parallel form of learning and
teaching. It was within one of
these ceremonies that Rosalie
Kunoth-Monks became my Mother
just as Tauto Sansbury was my
Father.

In November 2016, Mum called
out to me, and my brother and
close friend Gerry Georgatos,
known to many of our mob living
on the other side of Australia, to
journey before year's end to
Urapuntja (Utopia), Mum's
Country and Homeland. Two
hundred fifty kilometres drive
north of Mparntwe (Alice Springs),
unsealed dirt road, just as our
earth was meant to be prior to
occupation, the heart of 16
Homeland communities. Mum was
a spiritual giant across the
Homelands, connected to the
heart and soul with her peoples,
many living impoverished,
downtrodden by the original sin of
invasion and devastated by the
deathly windswept muddled-
mindedness of racism.

There was hunger among the
impoverished of the Homelands
and we answered Mum's call. OK,
we didn’t have a choice, Mum had
spoken and we had to come
home. Together with Mum’s
influence and stature we raised
funds for food, goods and
Christmas hampers, and the week
before Christmas we flew into
Mparntwe, | from Mianjin

Brisbane, Gerry from Whadjuk
Country Perth. We hugged at the
airport. Picked up our rented 4WD
and drove to Urapuntja where
Mum and my Sister Ngarla
distributed the goodwill to families
throughout the Homelands.

The experience changed my
life forever and | ended up writing
an article in The Guardian
published in January 2017. Camel
Camp is one of the 16
communities and | wrote at the
time, “Nothing prepares you for
the aged care witnessed there...
This was a disconnection from
humanity — the only question was
how was this allowed to happen...
living conditions | can only
describe as hell.”

| also quoted Gerry, who | must
acknowledge has helped me write
this article: “There was no
ventilation, no air-conditioning, no
in-house services, no anything,
only dank concrete, decrepit and
filthy — it is however visited by
government ‘services’, and some
food drop-offs, pitiful. People lay
on the concrete swatting flies,
holding together resilient while
denied dignity and the respite that
their years on this Earth should
have accumulated. Indeed, sadly,
| have seen better ‘aged-care
facilities’ in the poorest regions of
third-world nations.”

It was Gerry who introduced
me to Mum years earlier. He had
shared with me that as a child, he
had been haunted by the film,
Jedda, starring Rosalie, then
(Ngarla Kunoth) and Tiwi Islander

Robert Tudawali. By the time he
was in his mid-teens he confessed
to having watched it half a dozen
times. Jedda's longing for identity
and belonging — for understanding
and fairness — subsumed him.
This young boy did not know that
one day, decades later, he would
not only become friends with
Rosalie, but introduce me to my
spiritual Mother.

The Mum | knew was a
centrifugal force, connecting
people who longed for one
another, the human family. Mum'’s
life was one of uncompromising
truths, a powerhouse steadfast in
dismantling the cruelties of
assimilation. Culture is identity
and the human family is nothing, if
not diverse and we must be
allowed to express ourselves,
express our truths. And itis in
acknowledging these truths, in
allowing us to be, not only
different, but vibrant in our
diversity lays the potential for
peace and the loving of our kind.
Despite the fire and brimstone and
the staunchness within the public
eye that Rosalie Kunoth-Monks
will be remembered... it was the
eminent spiritual nature of peace
and love expressed in her
watershed eyes when she smiled
that most beautiful of smiles that |
will remember most.

We left Utopia, Christmas eve,
in rains on muddy caked road.
Mum and Ngarla prayed for our
wellbeing, sharing a strong faith in
Jesus Christ. We needed to catch
the last flights, Gerry to spend

Christmas with his family, and for
me, this was my first Christmas
away from family, | had separated
from the Mother of my Children,
and | was going to spend
Christmas with my Father Tauto in
South Australia. Unbeknown to
both of us at the time, Parkinson's
Disease had set on Gerry, and |
could see his hands were
struggling so | had to drive most of
the way in trying wet conditions.

Mum, though had willed us
spiritual strength and after two
hours of driving, we came across
a family in a car with a flat tyre, 10
hours stranded in the mud and
rains. Mum had taught us well in
respect to the human family and
we risked missing our flights
changing the tyre, both making
the airport with only minutes left
splattered in mud.

Rosalie taught us to see the
world through many eyes — to
understand and to love and that
our days on this earth matter. |
was blessed that | got to speak to
my ‘Desert Mum’, that's what |
called her only days before
passing. Ngarla has sent me an
email Mum was not well and |
called back immediately. As
always, we laughed, we cried, and
Mum assured me she would be
OK, | could hear in Ngarla’s voice
that she was not so sure.

Two days later my heart broke
when | got the text from Ngarla,
“26th of January is now Jedda’s
memorial...” it was only fitting that
Mum would have her last say on
Invasion Day.

The Community Connectors
link students and families with local
services to re-engage students in their
education and improve HSC pathways.

It's important work and is a leading
example of what can be achieved when
government works effectively with
Aboriginal community-controlled
organisations.

The Aboriginal Community Connectors,
led by the NSW Coalition of Aboriginal
Peak Organisations (NSW CAPO) will be
delivered in Tamworth by the Tamworth
Local Aboriginal Land Council.

Kamilaroi woman Casey Howard is the
community connector in Tamworth and she
has strong networks in her community,
which has helped her build positive
relationships with Aboriginal students and
their families.

Ms Howard works with students in Year
10, and stays with them until they complete
their Year 12 HSC.

Although educational achievement is an
important focus, her work is also woven
around the student’s connections to their
Country, culture and community.

For some students and their families it
is the first time some of them have ever

been asked, “What do you need? How can
| support you?”.

Not only do the students see
Ms Howard as a support person and
mentor, but they also see
her as family, someone whom they trust
and respect.

Student Sherri-Anne Sands-Green has
a goal to attain her HSC and she wanted

more positive life opportunities. She
reached out to Ms Howard after
experiencing poor attendance along with
multiple suspensions for behaviour.

Ms Howard worked with Sherri-Anne to
connect her with services and support,
including counselling, physiotherapy and
cultural mentoring. Sherri-Anne is now
exploring a range of post-school options
including policing and childcare.

“I love how open and honest Casey was
with me from the start. | felt that | could
actually complete my HSC knowing | had
her in my corner,” she said.

Ms Howard also supported student
Shauna Haines who became the first
person in her family to complete Year 12
and graduate.

Ms Howard has built supportive
relationships with organisations such as
the Tamworth Regional Astronomy Club.
The club has donated laptops to students
and waived membership fees to any
student who wanted to join the club.

The Tamworth LALC is adding a cultural
richness to the club by working to prepare
an astronomy night at Trelawny Station
where Uncle Len Waters will teach young
people about Aboriginal astronomy.

The Community Connector pilot
program, championed by CAPO, the
NSW Department of Education and the
Premier will continue to support Aboriginal
students to realise their educational
aspirations.

The scrapping of scrums over COVID-
contagion concerns added huge
workloads to the forwards with Fifita
estimated to have lost 6-7kg just to keep
up with the pace.

For 2022, in addition to the return of
scrums, rugby league authorities in the
UK announced the continuation of the
anti-discrimination ‘Tackle It’ campaign.

But unlike football, in which players with
near unanimity continue to take the knee,
rugby league has struggled for such
unity, and thus never enjoyed the same
cut-through. Many fans remain unaware
of it, with some clubs that chose to take
the knee being booed by fans.

But when the sport resumed in the
summer of 2020, the campaign allowed
Fifita to make an anti-racism gesture
unique to his circumstances. With
Wakefield facing Wigan, he was in contact
with Bevan French, with both players
kneeling together draped in the
Aboriginal flag.

“l messaged (French) straight away,”
Fifita said. “We knew why we were doing
it, and what we were doing it for. One of
the boys had an Indigenous flag over
here. We had to drive over an hour to get
it. After we did that, | got a lot of
messages from people telling me how
proud they were. | got emotional.”

The historic and continued racism
endured by Indigenous Australians is not
well known in England. But while the
experiences may vary between different
groups, the scourge of racism continues

to blight societies.
A desire to achieve something that
will echo down the ages is
demonstrable. Fifita spoke of how
much more special it would be to
achieve with a smaller club than
being parachuted into one of
the big boys like St Helens or
.. Wigan or Leeds.
ik “After not making it
with Wests Tigers, |
just wanted to play
for the little guys. |
love that,” he said.
“We're not the
biggest club,
but we all stick
by each
other. If we
were to do

Naturally, one
of those spots belongs to Greg
Inglis, the multiple-premiership
winner was one of the game’s
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best players and could light up the
stadium like no one else with his
scorching runs and punishing
defence, also because of the
goanna try-celebrations, and
because he led the Indigenous
team in the pre-match war cry.

Inglis’ centre partner is Latrell
Mitchell — rugged, tough, all the
talent in both attack and in the
tackling department. Mitchell has
try-scoring abilities and can niggle
with the best of them.

At five-eighth I'm going with
Cody Walker — a passionate man
who can control the game when
switched on. Walker can get under
an opposition’s skin and make
them pay for it.

The halfback is a no-contest.
Johnathan Thurston has done
everything in rugby league and is
one of the best to ever lace up the
boots in the history of the game.

For the forwards, | got George
Rose, a hard-running prop with
good ball skills and, for his size,
good speed and footwork.

Rose’s front-row partner is the
equally tough and skilful Andrew
Fifita. A leader in the forward pack
on and off the field, Fifita loved
mixing it up in the middle, whether
making tough hit-ups or being a
rock in defence.

YORTA Yorta Elder Paul
Briggs is a tireless advocate
for Aboriginal people within
football and in academia and
last week he was presented
with the Jack Titus award by the
AFL.

The award recognises his outstanding
service to football as the founding president
of the Rumbalara Football and Netball Club
in Shepparton in northern Victoria.

Briggs’ incredible achievements include
playing 500 games in regional Victoria.

In 1983-84, after community
consultation, Briggs and others came up
with the idea of the Rumbalara Football and
Netball Club and in 1989 Rumbalara FNC
became a registered sporting club.

In 1997, the RFNC entered division 2 of
the Goulburn Valley Football League.
Rumbalara FC has since won a total of 22
grand finals and pennants across various
football and netball divisions. Further, such
players to have been involved in the football
club include Jarrod Harbrow, Jy Simpkin,
Sean Charles, Chris Egan, Allan and Derek
Murray and Nathan Lovett-Murray, all former
and current AFL footballers.

In 2015, Briggs was appointed inaugural
chair of the AFL Indigenous Advisory
Council.

His work through Rumbalara includes
educational initiatives such as completing
university PhDs and the creation of the
Academy of Sport Health and Education in
partnership with the University of Melbourne
and GoTafe.

Other notable achievements include
Rumbalara FNC president and secretary
roles over 24 years, the executive chair of
the Kaiela Institute, a member of the
Victorian Aboriginal Treaty Working Group
and an executive member of the Gana
Burrai committee.

Rumbalara’s Paul Briggs was presented
with the Jack Titus award by the AFL.

Three-time Richmond AFL player Shane
Edwards is a footballer without peer.

The classy Richmond midfielder was part
of the Tigers’ engine-room that propelled
them to three flags in 2017, 2019 and 2020.

The 2018 All-Australian played for the
Dream Team against Victoria in 2020 which
was classified as a State of Origin match.

Pride Round
fallout is a
can of worms

HAT if an AFLW
Wplayer chooses
to not wear an

Indigenous Round
jumper in the coming
weeks?

This is a question that
has been thrown up and
about in recent weeks
following on from Greater
Western Sydney AFLW
player Haneen Zreika
choosing to sit out of
Pride Round based on
religious grounds. Pride
Round is a popular event in the AFLW and
the league and its players have driven its
inclusion in football. It is held to show
support for the LGBTIQA+ community,
many of whom play within the AFLW.

So to answer the question | posed at
the beginning that many have been asking:
that precedent has been set; it is now a
possibility.

Tanya Hosch, the AFL’s general
manager of inclusion and social policy, an
Indigenous woman, alluded that the AFL
will now be readdressing that blanket
uniform policy, where players may
eventually have the freedom to choose to
wear whatever uniform they want, or not
participate in specific rounds, | guess like
the Indigenous and Pride rounds. Because
of freedom of choice. Hosch said, “We
want the game to be inclusive. You don't
get to just pick and choose who represents
inclusion.”

Under current AFL regulations 4.1 and
4.4, a player must wear a team uniform
approved by the AFL or the player’s club
can be sanctioned up to anywhere
between five-40 units for each player. A
‘unit’ is “the sum of $1000 or such other
amount as may, from time to time, be
prescribed by the Commission”.

This is what we believe to be true: After
Haneen informed her team she was
withdrawing from Pride Round, she was
offered, by the AFL, to wear a regular
Giants uniform to still be able to play
during Pride Round. However, she said
that to show respect to her Muslim
community, she will still choose to sit out
the game.

As a member of the Aboriginal
community and proud of my people, if a
player, any player, refuses to wear an
Indigenous Round jumper | would be pretty
hurt and disappointed. But | would also
move on. | would not let their choices to
have a negative and long-lasting impact on
me as an individual. | am a strong, black
proud woman and | don’t need a
footballer's approval to live and to be proud
of my culture.

We all have our thoughts and you may
think differently, and that's OK, too. The
education piece on inclusion is going to
have to be huge and this moment in time
will change things moving forward.

be a better opportunity than the 2023
Women’s World Cup in Australia and New

Previously, the sport in Australia was
the preserve of first- and second-
generation European men. The
demographics have widened, but there still
remains plenty of progress to achieve.

In order for players to progress, they
need to move either to Europe or the
United States. Williams joined her old
coach from Melbourne City Joe
Montemurro to join Woolwich Arsenal.

Lydia Williams was proud to be part of
“the biggest representation of Indigenous
athletes” that Australia has sent to an
Olympic Games, noting that “each and
every year sees record breaking
participation”. The hope is that the World
Cup and its legacy programs can increase
the number of Indigenous athletes playing
football.

Regarding Indigenous affairs, the
legacy aims of the World Cup are twofold:
to increase participation, and to foster a
deeper cultural bond. There are plans for
both, and they could benefit the entirety of
Australian football.
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LIFE has certainly changed
for Scott Boland over the
past two months — as
recently as late December,
he could walk down any

street and remain virtually
anonymous. But not now. The Australian
Test fast bowler is instantly recognisable
after his stunning Ashes series debut
against England in December and

January.

Boland is, arguably, currently the most
popular male sporting identity in the
country following his heroics in the Test
arena. There are even calls for him to be
elevated as the new Prime Minister, or to
have a bronze statue erected outside the
MCG in his honour. All in fun, of course.

To recap, Scott Boland, an Aboriginal
man, made a stunning Test cricket debut
for Australia as a fast bowler against
England in the recently completed Ashes
series. He played three of the five Tests,
was player of the match in his first Test,
decided the series in Australia’s favour b
with an astonishing spell in that Test, and il
made the England captain Joe Root his
personal ‘bunny’ — a playful term when a
bowler regularly dismisses the same
batter each time they play. Boland’s series
figures overall were 18-172 off 80.5 overs
and 33 maidens — incredible numbers.

“It's been absolutely crazy,” Boland
said, reflecting on the past two months.

“I'm definitely getting recognised now a
lot more just walking down the street since

THIS was Scott Boland’s
Test debut and never in
his wildest dreams could
he have had a better start
to his Test career, and on
one of cricket’s biggest
stages, a Boxing Day
match at the MCG.

He made a modest
start in the first innings
from 13 overs, trapping
Mark Wood (6) LBW, his
first wicket.

In the second innings,
England crumbled to be
all out for 68 from 27.4
overs, four of which came
from Boland, whose
match-winning second
innings figures of 6-7
gave Australia the win by
an innings and 14 runs
and secured the five-Test
series 3-0. Boland's feats
on debut will forever live
in Aussie cricket folklore.

“It was an amazing
atmosphere right from my
very first ball — a huge
cheer,” Boland said.

“l even got a special
mention in the Welcome
To Country, which was
nice. When | was getting
wickets, the crowd was
going nuts. The sound is
something that I'll never
forget.

“Everything | tried to
do just worked. From that
first innings where | was
quite nervous about
everything and it was
great that | had Andrew
McDonald, the Australian
bowling coach there, who
I had worked with.

“We spoke about
bowling that line-and-
length but felt like | was
bowling a bit too safe.

“So for that second
innings spell he said |
should open up more and
let my natural action
come through more with
pace.”

His line-and-length
returned and the wickets
came — opener Haseb
Hameed was first (7),
England 3-22. Jack
Leach (0) was next for a
duck, bowled, England 4-
22. Jonny Bairstow (5)
was next, trapped LBW,
England 6-60. The end
was nigh. England
captain Joe Root (28) fell
to Boland one run later,
England 7-61. Wood (0),
again, fell to Boland with
a nonchalant caught-and-
bowled, England 8-65. It
wasn'’t raining but there
was another duck, this
one belonging to Ollie
Robinson (0) who Boland
had caught, England 9-
65. Teammate Cameron
Green cleaned up
tailender James
Anderson (2) to put
England out of its misery.

Boland, a Gulidjan
man, was rightly awarded
the Johnny Mullagh
Medal as player of the
match, completing a
stunning debut.

The Australian men’s team will
play three Tests there from March 3, plus
three one-dayers (50 overs) and a
Twenty20 match.

“I hope to be in that mix,” Boland said.

“Pakistan would be a totally different
challenge than playing here in Australia —
-, different environments, different crowds,

but I'm so glad that it did. I'm 32 years old
and honestly thought my opportunity to
play Test cricket had passed.”

Boland hasn'’t gotten carried away
though. He says his family has helped to
keep him grounded. “I've been spending
time with family, and seeing my parents
and showing them my baggy green cap,

which was nice,” he said.

Fourth Test, SCG - Jan 5-9, 2022
1st innings 4-36; 2nd innings 3-30

MORE Scot Boland magic
came in Sydney. Although
this match was drawn, the
Aussies came within a
whisker of winning.

While Boland declared
the MCG as his favourite
ground, he says to play a
Test at the SCG with the
historic members’ stand as
a backdrop is something
he will cherish forever.

“Sydney is definitely a
close second (to the
MCG),” he said.

“The reception | got
there was amazing, just so
supportive, and it pumped
me up again.

“I try to keep the
preparation for any match
that | play the same and |
didn’t change a thing.

“Once | knew that | was
playing, | switched on.”

Boland’s good form with
the ball continued and here
at the SCG he was again a
dominant force for
Australia.

He took 4-36 of 14.1
overs and six maidens in
England’s first innings total
of 294. His wickets
included bowling English
opener Zac Crawley for 18.
He dismissed England
captain Joe Root (0)
before finally ending
centurion Jonny Bairstow's
great innings (113), caught
behind. Later, Boland
dismissed Stuart Broad for
15.

The quick haunted
England again in their
second innings.

Opener Haseeb
Hameed (9) fell first,
caught behind, to put the
English at 1-46. Then it

was Joe Root’s turn. For
the third time this series,
Boland nabbed the English
skipper’s valued wicket,
with Root on 24 and with
England at 4-156.

Boland then made a
crucial breakthrough when
he dismissed first-innings
hero Jonny Bairstow, out
caught for 41, with
England at a precarious 8-
237. One more wicket fell
in the 92nd over to have
England at 9-270.

England’s two
tailenders held on for
seven more overs and
made no effort to make
any runs, understandably.

The Aussies couldn’t
make the final
breakthrough and the
match ended in a draw
with England 117 runs
behind with two wickets
remaining.

Boland ended the
innings with 3-30 from 24
overs in England’s total of
9-270.

“I knew that the 6-7
wouldn’t happen again,”
Boland said.

“I just had to focus on
what | could do and
continue to bowl well and
do my best for Australia.

“l was comfortable
within myself then and
believed in my bowling.”

Boland could have well
come close to winning
back-to-back player of the
match awards if it wasn't
for the performance of one
other man — the comeback
kid of Australian cricket,
Usman Khawaja, who
registered centuries in both
innings.

SCOTT Boland and the
Australians marched onto
Bellerive Oval for the fifth
and final Test of the
Ashes series.

It was an historic
moment because this
was Hobart’s first Ashes
Test match and it proved
to be a happy first — the
Aussies would wrap up
the series 4-0 with a win
by 146 runs.

“It was a pink-ball Test
too (day-night) which
brings about different
challenges,” Boland said.

“We adapted pretty
quickly, coming from
Sydney, plus it was a
green wicket.”

Never a one-trick
pony, Boland made 10
runs not-out as a
nightwatchman in
Australia’s first innings
total of 303. In reply,
England managed just
188 in which Boland
returned figures of 1-33
off 14 overs.

Boland added eight
more runs to his overall
tally in Australia’s modest
second innings total of
155. England, only
needing 270 to claim
victory, began their run-
chase in good enough
fashion. The openers
made 68 runs before they
lost their first wicket, and
were at 4-101 when
Boland ran to the popping
crease toward Joe Root,
who was on 11. When the
English skipper’s wickets
rattled behind him from a
ball that kept low it
marked the fourth time
Boland would take the

wicket of one of the
world’s best batters in this
series. Did someone say
‘bunny’? Not that a
humble Boland would say
that himself. A student of
the game, he said the
plan of attack directed at
Root just worked.

“A guy like Joe Root
can turn a game with his
batting and can take a
bowling attack apart,”
Boland said when the ‘b’
word came up.

“So with him, we really
wanted to target the
outside edge of his bat.
Those plans worked out
for us.

“Having the wood on
him — not me, personally,
but as a team —
dismissing one of the
world’s best batters, is a
huge thing for the bowling
team.”

As the Aussies
marched on, Boland
collected another two
wickets for 18 runs off 12
overs in Australia’s
victory.

“To win the series and
receive the Ashes urn
with the boys was great,”
he said. “They had been
working hard over the
years for this series and
for me to join in and do
my bit was rewarding.

“We were pretty set as
a bowling group in the
lead-up and how we
wanted to bowl to them.

“Especially in that last
innings in Hobart where
we only had a small total,
we knew we had to bowl
well and get those
wickets.”

“The Imparja Cup is a special celebration
of cricket, country and culture, and we look
forward to delivering a successful event in

AS Ash Barty sealed
yet another great
triumph, the tennis
superstar delighted
in sharing the

moment with three
women who helped pull her
through some of her toughest
times.

Barty became the first local
since Chris O’Neil in 1978 to claim
an Australian Open singles title
when she defeated Danielle
Collins 6-3 7-6 (7-2) on that
memorable January 29 Saturday
night.

The Melbourne Park title
followed Barty’s 2019 Roland
Garros and 2021 Wimbledon
successes.

The All England Club victory
was marked by proud Ngarigo
woman Barty paying a poignant
tribute to tennis legend Evonne
Goolagong Cawley through the
dress she wore throughout her
campaign.

Goolagong Cawley, a
proud Wiradjuri woman, was
among those who offered Barty
support during her well-publicised
break from tennis after the 2014
US Open.

It therefore only seemed
appropriate that while O’Neil
delivered the Daphne Akhurst
Memorial Cup to Rod Laver Arena
for Saturday night’s trophy
ceremony, it was Goolagong
Cawley who stepped out of the

shadows to present it — as both
Barty and her idol's eyes
shimmered with would-be tears.

“I thought she wasn’t coming,
and I'd spoken to her earlier in the
week, and she was staying at
home and not being able to travel
down this year, so to have that

surprise was amazing,” Barty said.

“It was really special just to be
able to give her a hug. It's the first
time I've seen her in 12 months.
